THE AGITATION IN LISBON.

Vigilance Committee Formed to De- 
• nonnee Receivers EB|llth Goods.

London, Jan. 18.—A despatch from 
Lisbon today states that crowds of people 
assembled in the streets last night and 
shouted “Viva Portugale” and “Ifown 
with England.” Similar scenes were en­
acted in the Provincial towns.

The Lisbon correspondent of the Times 
says:—

The Duke of Palmella, captain of the 
King’s Guard who recently returned to 
the British legation a medal received by 
him while he was in the British Service, 
has also dismissed all his English 
servants. The Duke however still keeps 
his fortune invested in British Consols.

A vigilance committee has been 
formed in Lisbon for the purpose of 
denouncing receivers of English goods. 
French financiers have declined to 
negotiate a loan for Portugal.

Portland, Oregon, Jan. 18.—There are 
three south bound passenger trains now 
at Ashland and nothing is moving south 
of there. A plow left Redding, Cali­
fornia, this morning but has not made 
twenty miles yet.

The Southern Pacific notify through 
passengers that nothing can be moved 
for twenty-four hours at least, and they 
are selling no tickets south of Ashland.

The storm is abating now and there 
are signs of clearing. From four to seven 
feet of snow on the level.

The Northern Pacific are getting trains 
through from eight to twelve hours late. 
O. R. & N. expect the first of eight de­
layed trains in-to-day.

The storm is unprecedented and was 
wholly unprepared for. The last through 
train over the Southern Pacific came in 
on the 13th. There seems from a rail­
road point of view no prospect of through 
trains before Monday.

DERBY FOR 189*.

New Conditions Under Wblcb this 
Classic Race will be Ban.

The one hundred and eleventh renewal 
ofthe Epsom Derby, to be run on June 
4. will be under different conditions from 
any that have previously marked this 
classic race. The change may be trivial 
from a racing standpoint, but important 
in showing how the time honored con­
tests are being gradually crowded to the 
wall by new events of “guaranteed” 
value. Racing for honor alone is rapidly 
declining. It has beco me as much of a 
business in < England as it is in the 
United States, the exceptions in both 
England and the United States being 
about as rare. The result is that the 
Epsom authorities found it to their 
interest to make the Derby an 
event “of value,” worthy of com­
peting with the rich events announced 
by tbe “gate money” managers of Kemp- 
ton, Sandown, Manchester and even New­
castle. Thns, instead of the Derby being 
an event made up simply of subscribers’ 
stakes at £50 each for starters, half forfeit 
for non-starters, of which £300 to the sec­
ond and £150 to the third, the new con­
ditions are:

The Derby Stakes of £5,000 to the win­
ner, £500 for the nominator of the win­
ner, £300 for the owner of the second,

of which 63 declared in January, 1889. 
Further known but unofficial reductions 
brought the number of “eligibles” at the 
end of the racing season of 1889 down to 
157, of which tbe chances are that over 
a hundred declared last Tuesday week.

A glance over the 157 "eligibles” 
shows that all are in England, with the 
exception of about a dozen, which are in 
France Germany, Italy and Brazil.

hold at night. Goats and fowls are on 
precisely the same footing as all other 
members of the family as to occupancy of 
home, and the cow, donkey or horse 
looks calmly in upon all the household 
proceedings from its “lean-to," and 
breathes content upon you from its open 
manger above your box bed. In winter 
and summer the walls of the cottage 
form convenient stalls for other ani­
mals, if the farmers possesses them, or 
steam with the forties of piles of decay­
ing manure. To the farmer these bring 
his wealth, and it is more preciously 
cared for than his wife or children. Num­
berless farm-homes I have visited were 
scarcely accessible through a narrow' aisle 
to the door, the only windows being 
boarded up and covered over with the 
vile stuff that it might be better guarded 
and none go to waste. Upon this is piled 
all garbage and refuse from the scanty 
living, until the place has the appearance 
of a western “dug-out,’ with its entrance 
through a hole in the hill-side, and the 
smoke from the fire-place ascending 
through a hole cut higher up along 
the hill. The floor within is the 
bare earth, worn by feet and 
baked by fire to the consist­
ency of asphalt. It is kept swept clean 
and smooth by tremendous osier brooms 
which perform like service in the adjoin­
ing pig-pen and cow-house. There is 
but one fire-place, and all the cooking 
for man and beast—for the wise Breton 
farmer takes as much pains with the 
food of his animals as he demands for 
his family—is done within it, in and up­
on huge brass and iron utensils that 
would be difficult for you or I to lift. 
Above each fire-place will be found cur­
iously carved crucifixes, many I have 
seen being marvels in hand carving, 
and bright, colorful pictures of the 
Saints, or the “stations” of the 
sacred Passion. There is but one 
room. A table of some hard wood 
is built on four huge posts driven Into 
the ground, and in this table will be 
found permanent cavities, carved out of 
the top, which answer as receptacles for 
food. Into these the smoking contents 
of the casserole^ are poured, and the 
family fingers fish for the morsels and 
the family months suck pp.the broth, of 
the daily etuve or stew. Black bread 
sops up what cannot be drtmk; and this, 
varied by occasional draughts of whey, 
with still less frequent mn28 of black 
coffee, form the Breton peasant’s constant 
diet Vegetables are sparingly used. 
These are boiled for the coW and pig ; for 
every earthly possibility in food: beyond 
that which will sustain human life must 
go into something which can be sold and 
increase the family hoard.

Along the sides of the walls will he 
found a most curious collection of bur­
eaus and strong boxes, or chests. It is 
not unusual to find in the lowliest of 
Breton homes, and, standing in state, 
irjpon the bare earth, bureaus and dress­
ers of the richest woods and in most 
wonderful carvings of the 16th and 17th 
centuries. One old piece which I found 
in a peasant’s home near Carnac was 
made in the 15th century, and its mak­
er’s name and the date were cut. in the 
wood as a part of the splendid fioriture 
carved in the two outer posts.

If this should 
be obtained, as we sincerely hope it will, 
after a short time the result will be 
lessened value of money, money will not 
buy so much, and wages will be as low 
as before. Benefit the workingman, but 
do nothing that will lower his wages.

Several week’s wandering in Brittany 
has made one characteristic of the Breton 
folk very plain and clear to me. They 
are not a hospitable people.

DR. ALWARD.

Two Conservative* Views of the Peters 
Cimdldate.

[From the San, June 7th, 1882J
“ He (Everett) was proud to acknow­

ledge himself a mechanic (cheers), and a 
member of that class who had done so 
much the world over to advance society 
during tho nineteenth century. Mr. Al- 
ward hid thought that he (Everett) had 
better go back to his business; but in 
saying this he was insulting the vast 
number of men who are making the world 
better by the work of their hands.”—[Mr. 
C. A. Everett’s speech in Portland, June 
6th, 1882.]

At the same meeting Mr. W. H. Tuck, 
now Judge Tuck, had this to say concern­
ing Mr. Alward :—

“It was said that he held some offices- 
Mr. Alward knew that he was Recorder 
and Clerk of the Crown, but he did not 
know what other offices he (Mr. Tack) 
held. He mentioned unfulfilled promis­
es made by Sir Leonard Tilley and he 
asked Mr. Alward if he could point to 
any unfulfilled promises of Sir Leonard 
Tilley’s—to any promise made by him 
that he left the country and went to Eng­
land until it became outlawed. (Ap­
plause.) Mr. Alward cannot show that 
he (Tuck) ever made a promise that he 
did not fill within six years, or that he 
ever went to England to escape the Sta­
tute of Limitations. They cannot do 
this. What did they think of a man 
Who could go to another man with a 
judgment in his hand and say “If you 
will take your business away from Tuck 
and give it to me I will take this judg­
ment out in business costs? He did not 
intend to stand on tho defensive; he in­
tended to carry the war into the enemy’s 
camp. Mr. Alward must leave him 
alone or expect to be replied to in the 
same spirit”

WHAT A HALF CENTURY HAS WROUGHT.

Chicago is in latitude 41 degs, 52 min., 
20 sec. : longitude, 87 degs., 35 min. wr, 
with a lake exposure which is especially 
noticeable at that season of the year 
when the small boys do most go in bath­
ing. The site of Chicago was deter­
mined by the Chicago river, up the south 
branch of which, the historian says, the 
Indian paddled his canoe, ages before 
Sir George Pullman invented his justly 
celebrated hingeless sleeping car blanket8 
or Philip Armour introduced his juicy 
side meats and succulent leaf lard into 
the great seething marts of trade. Here, 
where once the rank thistle nodded, in 
the wind and the dusky warrior, inno­
cent eiether fof the knowledge of gun. 
powder or Persian powder, warred with 
the turbulent Sioux or the more peace­
ful Chippewa, now a mighty metropolis, 
laying hold upon the entire national sys­
tem of railway traffic, sits calmly at the 
foot of a great chain of lakes and calls 
attention to herself by means of good 
reading notices in the press, prepared by 
the skilful hand of such men as Charles 
Dudley Warner, of Hartford, Conn., and 
published by our esteemed contempo­
rary, Mr. Harper, whose neat little jour­
nal of civilization is printed at the west 
end of the bridge.

Although the location of Chicago is to 
all appearance on a low flat piece of land 
it is as a matter of fact a sort of water­
shed none the less and the dividing line 
between the great valley of the St. Law­
rence and the Mississippi. This makes 
it healthful and fills the air with vigor,for

up to witness, even though one has been 
up until quite late the evening before.

Marquette, the Jesuit missionary, in 
1673, was the first white man to set foot 
on the site where since so many eminent 
and extensive feet have been set. He 
was on his way to catch the Milwaukee 
train and got bridged there. Subsequent­
ly he, La Salle, Joliet and Hennepin 
passed down from the lake via the south 
branch of the Chicago river to the Mis­
sissippi.

In 1804 the government built Fort 
Dearborn at the mouth of the river, and 
later on some Indians, whose stock of 
Caucasian pelts was running quite low, 
killed the garrison and sent in their ie-

Aug. 10,1833, Chicago decided to be­
come incorporated, as twenty-eight peo­
ple had arrived there since the massacre 
of 1812, and, after incorporating, the en­
tire population decided to hold the Worlds 
fair at that point in 1892. Chicago was 
then getting one mail per week via Niles, 
Mich. Now Niles is glad to get the 
most of her mails from Chicago.

The first newspaper was issued by John 
Calhoun, Nov. 26,1833. This was rapidly 
followed by another copy of the same, 
which appeared Dec. 3. Some of the old 
subscribers and advertisers are still alive
and point to themselves with pride.

It was about this time that $5 was paid 
or were paid rather, perhaps as a law­
yer’s bill by the new city. Since that 
prices have advanced, however, and now 
Chicago pays more than that to lawyers 
every week. Hon. J. D. Caton was paid 
for legal services for 1833-4 $75. This 
sum, together with what he got for his 
muskrat skins, kept him in good style. 
It was aboqtthis time that a large black 
bear was kiued in front of the board of 
trade building, and William Bross saw 
a large gray wolf run by his house on 
Michigan avenue.

Within half a century how all this has 
changed. The little paper which then 
briefly announced the death by massacre 
of its choicest subscribers or joyfnlly re­
ferred to the arrival of the mail from 
Niles for the current week, has given 
place to mammoth and handsome 
journals representing every party and 
every industry. Where old ChiefPolka- 
dott, dressed like a dish of salad, viz., 
with oil, addressed the multitude, now 
such men as James Russell Lowell speak 
briefly on some occult subject like Shake­
speare and then regret afterward that 
they did not speak on the subject they 
agreed to speak on.

Where once Looloo, daughter of the 
chintz-bug that-cleans •out-the-cornfield, 
was wont to deck herself out in the coon 
skin shoulder cape and burlap leggins of 
a crude civilization, now beauty in Pa­
risian gowns and the rich gear of Mr, 
Worth, dazzles the eye of the savant and 
proves that half a century in the history 
of a typical American city means a good

Chicago does not pity herself. She 
does not feel sorry for herself. She ac­
cepts her humble lot, pays the park tax 
on it and goes on about her business. 
She has been burned out once and, like 
Boston, made a big hit by it. So the 
kerosene lamp of Mrs. McGinty, or what­
ever her name may have been, was the 
beacon light to show the city in which 
direction beauty and prosperity lay.

She has tried various kinds of pave­
ment with sorrow and loss and discour­
agement, but now she is on the right 
track. You can ride about Chicago now 
for a day at a time without jolting your 
your soul into the soles of your boots, 
and you will see some handsome houses 
and magnificent public and commercial

They say : What 
evidence has the government ever given 
of its willingness to take up this dock 
and harbor improvement question and 
deal with it in the interests of the city?
