MANIFEST IN E.C’S COMPREHENSIVE -
REPORT TO WINDSOR CONVENTION

Labor Movement in Canada Becoming More and More International—Membership Shows Increase
of Over 30,000—Permanent Quarters Secured at Ottawa—Tariff Board Recommended —
Dangers of Destructionist Propaganda Pointed Out—Immigration Policy Outlined—
- Whitley Council For Post Office Department—Trades Congress Affil-
iates With International Federation of Trade Unions.

The magnitude of the work of the
Prades and Labor Corigress of Can-
ada is gleaned from the executive
eouncil's report, which covers all
fmportant questions having to do
with our social, industrial, eeon-
omic and political life. The past
year has been one of progress In
every respect. The Labor move-
ment In Canada has stretched out,
. and, according to the E. C. report,
the Tr'd‘e- and Labor Cemgress of
Canada sfMliated with the Interna-
tional Federation of Trade Unlons
on June 24, Theé financial report
shows a surplus over any previous
year, and permanent headquarters
of the Trades and Labor Congress
have been secured, and the removal
{of the head office will take place
shortly. The membership has in-
creased considerably and shows
that the labor movement in Canada

8 yearly becoming more Interna-
tional. Federal - and Independent
union show a marked decrease,

while International union show an
increase of gver 30,000 members.
Membership Grows,

There are now affiliated to the
Trades and Labor Congress of Can-
ada some 160,000 workers, mem-
'‘bers of international unions. Fed-
eral unlons show & decrease of 17,-
900, proving that the workers in
Canada are becoming more and
more international in- aspeet.

Despite all the stateiments made
by the opponents of the Trades and
Labor Congress executive officers
thelr work has been strenuous in-

The Executive Council’s report is

divided into 22 subjects with a con-

chusion. Thess subjects deal with
almost all problems confronting the
workers. y are: annual inter-

view with Dominion Government;
Jegistation, emigration, industriadl
disputes Act, political action, tariff,
the provingial executives and feder-
ations of labor, western representa-
tive, permanent Congress headquart-
ers, Winuipeg trials and defence, In-
ternationai bor organization; In-
ternational Federation of Trade
Unions, international sffiliations and
special conference international re-
presentatives, industrial counclls, re-
port from represenmatives on gov-
ernment commissions, committees,
ete., destructive propaganda, co-
operation with soldiers’ organiza-
tions, miscellaneous matters referred
from Hamilton convention, organ-
fzation and publicity, amendments
to the constitution, cost of living,
government departmental matters,
and conclusion.

Jt is impossible to glve to our
Yeaders a full report of the execu-
five council, but we herewith publish
wxtracts from the report and some of
the B, C's. recommendations.

In submitting our report this year

Executive Counell of the Trades and

The report then deals with the
annual Interview with the Dominion
Government, a full report of which

appeared in these columns at the
time.

The report on this question econ-
cluded  with these observations:

“Many of the'gubjects are of such a
pature that
dealt with as departmental matters,

and better results would be
achleved if dealt with as such.

On the past two occasions those
who have come to Uttawa to take

part in the anpual interview have
expressed the opinion that equal re-
sults would be obtalned if the Execu-
tive of Congress undertook this work
{iself. In this we concur, and re-
commend that the executive be em-
powered to compile an annual legis-
iative programme from the resolu-
tions and decisions of the Congress
Conventions, and present the same
tq the Federal Cabinet on behalf of
the afiiated organized labor movey
ment.”
Legislation,

Under this head the E. C. outline
the legisiation enacted by the Dom-~
inion Government at the special ses-
alon, 1919-20, and the 1920 session.
Reference is made to the draft con-
i vertions adopted at the Interna-
tional Labor Confererice at. Wash-

ington last year in the following
paragraph:
“The Internatipnal Labor Con-

ventions "adopted at the Washing-
ton Conference of the International
Labor Body was officially lald down
on the tabje of the House by the
Hon. W. N. Rowell on March 20th,
No legislation was introduced, how-
ever, aay of these.

the Government deciding
that most of this legisiation came
within the jurisdiction of the Prov-
in¢ial Governments and, therefore,
jn accordance with the provisions
contained in the Treaty of Peace,
they have been oficlally forwsrded
to the Provineial Government ~for
furthér action.”

Emigration.
The €. C's report deals with the

various amendments to the Im-
migration Act and the. council's
activity in this respect. Labor’s

policy in this regard is lald down in
the following declaration:
“Organized labor in Canada Has
no desire to retard the development
of Canadian industries because of
inability to secure sufficient skilled
labor, nor yet have we any desire
to prevent the British worker from
endeavoring to Improve his position
by emigrating to Canada to secure
any position that may be really
vacant, because of his mnon-pos-
session of the necessary money for
steamship and raliroad fares for|
himeelf and family. Where It is
necessary to advance thie money, it
is advisable that it should be ad-
vanced to them from a Government
fund and repaid through tha em-
ployment offices in the Dominion
of Canada, thus ensuring the Im-
migrants freadom to work for such
emplovers as they themselves de-
cide, and under such conditions as
ars conaidered reasonable.”

“British employment offices are all
Jointly controlled by advisory coun«
cils, on which trades unions have
proper represemtation, and 4if re-
eruiting of labor is confined to this
channel, we are satisfied that there
would be greater protection for the
workers than under the prevalling
system. It i8  our understanding
that the British Labor Department
would be quite willing to co-operate

MBER OF SUBSCRIBERS TO THE CANADIAN LABOR PRESS IS
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i British and Canadian Governments,
| and a draft form has been tentatively

agreed upon which all employers de-

siring to hire labor in Great Britain
through the British Overseds Set-
tiement Board have got to comply
with, and in our estimation under
this system there is very little dan-
ger of misrepresentation, providing
this form is honestly filled out by
employers Very few ~eémployers,
however, avail themselves of this
method of securing British laber,
preferring to™use otiier agenclies who
are often less scrupulous about mak-
ing known, the true facts as to Can-
adian working conditions, We
therefore recommend that your ex-
ccutive be authorized. to press for
the enactment of legislation which
would asgure the abolition of the
present practice of labor recrujting
outside Canada. by private émploy~
ers, snd the advancing of funds by
employers to enablé such workers
t@ reach and enter Canada, and the
sibstitution therefor of a system of
co-operation beftween the Dominion
Employment Bureaus and the Brit-
ish or other Government Labor ex-
changes, and the advancing of eteam-
ship and, railiroad fares in worthy
necessitous cases from theé Govern-
ment controlled fund.”

Industrial Disputes Act.
“During the past tWo years,” saye
the E.C.'s report, “requests from
affiliated unions have constantly
reached this office asking the assist-
ance of the Congress executive to
have the Government appoint
boards under the Industrial Disputes
Act, Suggestions have been made
to us in some of these communica«
i@ns that the law should be amend-
ed to make compulsory the ‘accept-
ance of a board when applied for
by ene of the parties to the dispute
(employer or employes).
“Your ‘éxegutive are, therefore, of
the opinion that this econvention
should again review the operations
of this act, and reach a decision that
would enable the Congress executiye
to act clearly in the Interests of the
majority of the organized wage
earners on this matter.”

Political Agtion.

As this is one of the vital ques-
tions confronting the workers, we
reproduce the E.Cs report in full;

ed an accident might be averted.
But there are large public play-
grounds where children can go.and
play, and where there 18 no danger
of being run over.
Children when getting off a car
often run across the tracks without
lpoking to see If & car is coming the
opposite way. They should look up
the tracks first to see If a chr Is
coming.

labor, about 8000 ¢ n betw eérs today is the tariff. The

Exseutive Council of the Trades
and Labor Congreas have given
the matter much thought and
study, and in their report to
the Windsor Convention state:
“During the past year there
has been carried on a very ac-
tive campaign by certain inter-
ests for the adoption of a ' Free
Trade policy in Canada. To the
numbera of workers engaged by
Canadian branches of United
States industries, and other in-
dustries claiming tariff proteec-
tion as necessary for their ex-
jstence, this question is a vital
one. Your Executive are of the
opinion that tariff declsions
should cease to be made a mat-
ter of political expediency and
the decision for their main~
tenance, or abolition, should be
reached only after exhaustive
inquiry and with a view to en-
abling the worker, In such In-
dustries, to be pald proper wage
etandards, without destroying
the industry dy unfalr com-
petition from sources outside of
Canada. We recommend the
formation of a Tariff Board on
which ~“organized labor should
haw proper representation,
crefited with full powers to
deal with this subject in a sim-
flar manner to the powers exer-
cised by the Rallway Commis-
sion on railroad matters.”

The 'l'\x? transferable vote syS-
tem, or proportional representation,
was designed to give every party or
ofgunization a representation in an
alective body, equal to the voting
strength of that party or organiza-|
tion. Under P. R. a party is bound
to elect its proportionate number of|
representatives provided the volers
elonging to that party mark their
baliots.

How System Works.

How the system works out is then
dealt with in detail in the report
The voter chooses the candidate
whom he wishes to have represent
him, He signifies his choice by
piacing the figure 1 in & space pro-
vided on thg baliot epposite that

candidate’s name. This is called|
the voter's first preference or first
cholce.- If may happea that this

candidate may not need this vote,
and #0 the voter may make a second
choice by placing the figure 2 oppos-
it the name of the candidatp he
fancies second to his favorite. In
& like manner a voter may mark as
many preferences as there are can-
didates.

The idea of marking more than
one preference is this: if all ballots
are properly marked and advant-
age taken of all preferences it will
require a certain number of votes
to elect a candidate. This number
is called the quota, and is deter-
mined by dividing the total number
of first preferences by a number
greater by one than the number of
candidates to be elected, and add-
ing one to the result. = To be elected
a ndidate therefore requires to re-
ceive only this quota. All voles over
this quota are called surpius votes
and are transferred to those candi-
dates opposite whose name the figure
2 has been placed. In a like manner
the candidate having the least num-
ber of votes after all surplus votes
have been transferred is elimina‘ted
from the contest and his ballots are
distributed amongst the continuing
candidates acoording to the prefer-
ence marked on the ballet
