The Duke of Portland has arranged 
for a private telegraph office at his seat 
at Welbeck Abbey, to be kept open ail 
night in order that he may get the earl­
iest possible tidings, fie and the duchess 
are very anxious as the moment arrives 
when his right to a great title and vast 
estate and wealth is to be decided.

The coast cities are vicing with one 

another in a strong effort to become* the 
principal gateways to. the golden interior. 
While almost ad of the coast towns 
which took part in the boom of their re­
spective routes last year are again in 
the race, a new comer, has in this in­
stance presented itself in Juneau.

A Montreal man, Mr. W. McDougall,

The resident surgeon reported as fol­
lows on the question of an insanity
b'“Acting on instructions received from 
you at a previous meeting, I have spoken 
to such members of the hospital staff as 
attend the hospital most regularly on 
the question as to whether it is desirable 
to make accommodation in the hospital 
grounds for the reception and treatment 
of lunatic patients. I am pleased to say 
the are unanimously of the opinion, 
first, that a general hospital is not the 
place for the reception and care of luna­
tics ; second, that such patients should 
be treated in the asylum, where there 
is necessary accommodation for opera­
tions when necessary and other patients 
have the advantage of being nursed by 
those trained in such nursing. They fur­
ther say that it would be very much to 
the detriment of our hospital were it 
known that lunatics could be admitted.
They consequently think that under the 
circumstances it is an unnecessary ex­
pense to contemplate building a ward for 
such cases. Those of the staff whom I 
have consulted are of the opinion that 
if the board have any money to spend, 
the best thing they can do with it is to 
erect a small building for the reception 
of maternity cases. This would fulfil 
a long felt want in the city, and would 
also be of great benefit to our nurses in 
Supplying that portion of their training 
whicn is, now lacking and thus fit them 
to understand cases of which at pres­
ent they have no practical knowledge.”

J. Davies spoke strongly in favor of 
the proposal to erect a home for the 
treatment of insanity at the hospital 
grounds. . The hospital should have 
quarters for the treatment of these un­
fortunate people. The board should at­
tempt, if even in a small way, to pro­
vide the facilities referred to. He in­
stanced the remarkable success which 
had attended, the work of a local prac­
titioner in the treatment of insanity.

.jphiià view was supported by Mr. Han­
na, who said the result of his inter­
views with the local medical men had 
proved to him that they are generally in

The Sanchoo, steam 
launch, running between - Canton ■ and 
Wuchow, was pirated when dose to 
Shui Hing on the previous day, money 
and property to the value of $3,000 'be­
ing stolen. The launch came to Hong­
kong on the 14th and reported the mat­
ter there. In consequence of th,e fre-
,____y of such attacks, special Arrange-.
roents have to be made with the crews 
when they are engaged. Should any of 
them get severely wounded in any affray 
he is granted $200 and if killed the rela­
tives are provided for. The launch in 
question had a lot of rifles on.board and 
24 revolvers, and in addition had a brass 
cannon mounted at her . bow.

Still another story of piracy is told by 
the Hongkong Press of an attack on the 
Tungkong, a launch commanded by a 
Chinese captain, which left Kongmoon 
for Hongkong with a considerable num­
ber of iwssengers aboard. Near the 
mouth of the West river, in the dusk of 
the evening, 24 men who had taken pas­
sage aboard suddenly attacked the crew 
and captuied the vessel, and in a short 
time a strange vessel appeared with 16 
piratical comrades aboard. The passen­
gers’ baggage was but aboard the new 
vessel and the pirates followed, sailing 
away with $2,600 in money and all that 
was taken from the Tungkong.

CROPS IN MANITOBA.
Winnipeg, Dec. 1.—Bulletin No. 57 of 

the department of agriculture for 'Mani­
toba was issued to-day and contains in­
formation as to the actual yield of vari­
ous kinds of grain and the conditions 
generally existing ‘during harvest and 
fall, compiled from returns from regular 
correspondents of the department made 
under date of December 1. The informa­
tion on all items is satisfactory and as 

many highly so. The total yield of 
wheat is 25,313,745 bushels, as compared 
With 18,261,850 bushels lasti year. ; The 

sowii is increased 167,350 
apd what is even more gratifying, the 
average yield jumped from 14,14 to'17.01 
bushels per acre. - ■

Of oats 17380,252 bushels have, been 
raisèd,, 6,657,789 in excess of, last; year, 
'The average yield was 33.6 bushels, com­
pared with 22:7’.

Barley; flax, rye and peak,; t - potatoes 
and other roots, are in excess of last 
year.

The number of beef cattle exported 
from the province this season ,was 12,-
