RECOGNITION OF UNION

Is the Rock on Which the Men
and Employers Will Split—
Strike Will ‘Affect all Men in
Vessels, Grain Elevators, Docks
and Harbor Tugs

Detroit, Mich., May 28—(Special)—It is
now almost certain that' 18,000 or 20,000
members ot the International 'Longshore:
men’s Association in the lake district will
go on strike within the next week or ten
days. A referendum vote of the memebs-
ship is being taken and the outcome is not

. in the slightest doubt. The Vote will be
overwhelming for a strike.

The isuance of_a strike order, doubtless,
will be left to the discretion of President
O’'Connor. This was the position takenat
a conference held with the Buffalo grain’
scoopers and with the coal and ore dock
/workers. on Lake Erie

The 'Longshoréemen say that unless their
orgdnization is recognized in a satisfactory
manner the strike' will come. The pres-
ent conditions, they hold, are growing in-
tolerable. '

With the 'Longshoremen taking part in
a great lake. strike there will be about 40,
000 men idle. They will include the men
‘on_vestels, «in grain elevators on docks
‘and harbor tugs, and in other positions.

The estator leaves all his pro-
perty to his widow, children and relatives
with the exception of $100,000 willed to
the town of Fairhaven, Mass., for the use
lof the primary and grammar school of that
scommunity. :

The will gives to the widow the use of
the New York City residence and sets
‘aside a trust fund of from $2,500,000 to
$3,000,000 to provide an annuity for her
‘of $100,000. At her death this trust fund
is to be returned to the residuary estate.
iMr. Rogers leaves his residence at Fair-
haven, Mass., and his real estate there to
his son, Henry H. Rogers, Jr.

ﬁ’arions trusts ranging in amounts from
£10,000 to $200,000 each, and altogether ag-
gregating $550,000 are created for the bene-
fit of Mr. Rogers collateral relatives. The
income from these trusts is to be paid to
the various beneficiaries during their lives
and upon their deaths the principal of
the trust fund will revert to the residuary
estate of the testator.

“Mr. Rogers, after making these bequests,
divided hie residuary estate into four
funds, one for the benefit of each of his
children. -

PIRATES OF THE SULU SEA

Capt. Charles Pfort, of the steamship
Borneo, brought the startling news from
Jolo that the pearling fleet of four boats
belonging to B Heaton-Ellis had been at-
tacked by Moros while at anchor near the
town of Paarang.

The Moros surrounded the pearlers and
began the attack at long range. To this
fire the crew of the pearlers responded
to the best of their ability, but having a
very limited number of arms and a small
amount of ammunition, their defence did
not amount to much. Two of the pearling
luggers immediately got up sail and were
able to escape.

As the steamer Borneo was leaving Jolo
a pearler was being towed in by a launch
but being pressed for time, Capt. Pfort
could not wait to hear details of the af-
fair. However, the report that he brought
is that four or five men were killed and
several wounded, and one of the boats
was scuttled and sunk by the pirates.

1t is thought thaé the attack was organ-
ized and directed by Jikiri, the famous
outlaw, whose band killed the lumbermen
Verment and Case something more than a
year ago.

While it is doubtless true that many
of the crimes committed in the Moro
province and credited to Jikiri were per-
petrated by others, this last ferocious at-
tack on the pearlers was most probably
the: work of Jikiri's band. It is known that
his followers now amount to a consider-
-able number of picked rascals, all of whom
are armed with up-to-date rifles.—Mindan-
ao Herald.

THE WORLD’S AGE

London, May 27--The perennial prob-
lem of the age of the world has received
a new contribution based on the antiquity
of radio-active minerals. Geologists some
time ago figured the age of the earth at
least 230,000,000 years and the estimate
held until mathematical physicists com-
puted that the sun itself had not existed
more than 115,000,000. The discovery of
radium and the theories or radio-activities
seem to be going to establish the geolo-
gists’ contention. Lord Raleigh’s son, R.
J. Strutt, who is already an eminent
scientist, announces as the result of a
recent’ experiment with a chunk of thor-
ianite containing belium, that the latter
could not have accumulated in less than
240,000,000 years, while experiments on i
larger scale,' which are now going on, wil!
probably lead to an extension of the time

$28,000,000 CHARITY

EXHAUSTED,

'RUINED GITIES STILL REMAIN

Remarkable Disposition of the Wofld’s Charity to the I'alian Earth-
quake Sufferers.

London, May 2i—Further remarkable
details of the disposition of the world’s
charity to the Italian earthquake suffer-
ers are furnished by the Daily Mail's
Rome correspondent. He says: that al-
though the principal ruined cities have
as yet not even begun the reorganization
of normal life, practically all the relief
funds have been already disbursed or
promised. The president of the ‘Central
Relief Committee has furnished the fol-
lowing figures, which, however, are only
approximate:— .

The relief sent by foreign countries was
valued at $4,760,000, of which the cash
subseriptions were approximately as fol-

lows:

The relief from other countries has
not been calculated precisely.

public - services in the earthquake area.
In addition to these amounts, the Vtti-
can received $1,260,000 from the Catholics
of the world, much of which has already
been distributed by the Sicilian and Cal-
abrian clergy. This is a total charity of
$28,020,020. The central committee dis-
bursed $4,450,000 and engaged very large

These suggestions,  coming
from one whose sole aim it is to make
she institution more effective, should re-
ceive the moset thoughtful and sympathe-
tic consideration.

This table was in fact pre-
pared for the president’s use, ‘bt on
completion it was found to be s0 mis
leading that it was rejected and was nev-
er submitted. to him. , For instance,. the
table represents the duty paid on men’s
suits’, retailing”at ;$15, to be $10:76 each
under “the Dingley law, and, the Payne
and Senate hills; while the fact is,that
the duty on guits Qf that quality is $4.76.
\iens overcoats rtetailing at the' same
price are cited as paying a.duty of $11.86,
whereas the actual duty is $5.64. Men's
$2 hats are cited as paying a duty of 98
1-3 cents under the Dingley law ‘and the
Payne bill, and 75 56 cents under the
Senate bﬂl whereas the duty is.65 cents
under all three measures.  Men's shoes
selling at retail for $2.50, the table repre-
sents as paying a duty of 62 I-2 cents
under the Dingley law and 37 12 cents
under the pending bill, while the actual
duty under the Dingley law is 36 cents,
and under the pending bill 22 cents.
These are merely a sample, and similar
inaccuracies are to be found throughout
the table, so that the unwillingness of
the treasury officials to have it go forth
as information prepared by experts fofr
the use of the president can be readily
understood. Distressed - as the treasury
officials are over the circulation. of this
nisleading table, they cannot but see the
humorous side of the situation and pre-
