The Elementary Lectures in this Department are given 
in the Physical Lecture Room and in the Lecture Room 
adjoining the Museum of Natural History, while the 
Practical Courses and more advanced Lectures are held 
in the Biological Laboratory of the School of Practical 
Science.

The following arrangements will be in force during the 
year 1888-9 :

1. A course of Elementary Lectures on Biology will be 
given on Tuesdays and Thursdays at 12 noon to prepare 
Candidates for the University Examination of the Fiist 
Year.

2. A course of more advanced Lectures on Animal 
Physiology for Honor Students of the Second year will 
be given on Mondays, Tuesdays, and Fridays at 9 
Text-Book—Yeo’s Manual of Physiology.

3- Candidates for the Second Year Honor Examina­
tion in addition to attending the above Lectures will 
study Thomé’s Lehrbuch der Zoologie as an introduction 
to the Zoology of the Vertebra ta.

4. The Practical Course for Honor Students of the 
Second Year will be devoted to the methods of Bio­
logical Investigation, and to the study of typical forms of 
plants and animals, such as are treated of in Huxley and 
Martin’s Elementary Practical Biology, new edition
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Necessary Works of Reference will be found in the 
Laboratory. There will also be opportunities for the 
study of the Canadian Vertebrate Fauna (Text Book 
Jordan's American Vertebrates), and for a revision of the 
Canadian Flowering Plants, but the student is expected 
to have familiarized himself with the Canadian Flora 
during the preceding long vacation. (For reference,Spot- 
ton's Canadian Flora, or Cray's Manual.)

5. Honor Students of the Third Year will study the 
Zoology of the Invertebrata twice a week during the 
Michaelmas Term, and during the Easter Term, Crypto­
gamie Botany and Vegetable Physiology.

Section IX.
FELLOWSHIPS.

Seven Fellowships, of the value of $500 each, are open 
for appointment each year, on the recommendation of the 
College Council. The selection is made immediately after 
the publication of the result of the University Examina­
tions in May, from among the Graduates cf the University 
of Toronto.

The Statute requires that each Fellow shall be appointed 
annually ; but he may be reappointed for a period not 
exceeding in all three years.

Each Fellow is required to assist in the teaching and 
practical work of the Department ; to pursue some special 
line of study therein ; and to. devote his entire time during 
the College Terms to the work of the Department, under 
the direction of the Professor or Lecturer.

The Statute provides that “ The Fellows shall be 
appointed from among the Graduates of the University 
of Toronto, on the recommendation of the College Coun­
cil, and shall be selected with a special view to their apti­
tude for teaching, along with their acquirements in the 
work of the Department to which each Fellowship is 
attached.” And also that “ Every Fellow on accepting 
his appointment shall come under an obligation to fulfil 
the duties of his Fellowship during the College Terms of 
the Academic Year in which he is appointed, unless 
specially exempted by resolution of the College Council.”

The tenth Session will begin on the 1st of October, 1888. Intending 
students may enter as (1) Regular, (2) Special Students.

Regular Students a re those who propose taking the Three Years’ Course 
for the Diploma of the School in (I) Engineering ; (2) Chemistry ; (3) 
Assaying and Mining Geology. A Student who proposes to obtain the 
Diploma in the School in one of the above Departments must have passed 
the Matriculation Examination required for admission to a University in 
any part of Her Majesty’s Dominions, or the Entrance Examination of 
the Law Society of Upper Canada, or of the College of Physicians and 
Surgeons, or any of the Examinations prescribed for Teachers in Public 
or High Schools of the Province of Ontario, or must present a certificate 
signed by a Head Master of a High School or Collegiate Institute that he 
possesses qualifications equivalent to those required for such teachers. 
The Fees for regular Students are as follows Thirty Dollars for the 
First Session ; Forty Dollars for-the Second ; and Fifty for the Third. 
These are payable in two Instalments, one at the beginning of each Term.

Special Students are admitted to any of the courses of Instruction 
given in the School, and may obtain certificates of standing, if they have 
previously passed an examination similar to that for Public School 
Teachers of the third class, or have presented equivalent certificates. The 
fees for the different courses of instruction will be found in the Synopsis 
given below.
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COURSES FOR THE DIPLOMA.

(1) In the Department of Engineering.
The course in this Department is designed, not to supersede the prac­

tical work of the engineering office and works in the training of the pupil, 
but to satisfy a want which they do not provide for. The student’s time 
will be chiefly occupied in obtaining a knowledge of the principles of 
the applied sciences, and in the application of these principles to various 
engineering problems, such as the calculation of the strains in bridges, 
roofs, and other constructions, the flow of water in pipes and channels ; 
water power ; the efficiency of water wheels, steam engines, and other

(•'
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prime movers ; the transmission of power, the shapes, connections, anil 
■notions of parts of machinery ; pumping machinery, 4c., 4c. He will 
also have practice in designing varions constructions, machines, 4c., and 
in making specifications therefor.

In addition, a course of reading will be indicated, involving a good deal 
of information, which a student of ordinary intelligence should have no 
difficulty in acquiring for himself, and which, although necessary for an 
engineer, will for the above not be touched upon in the lectures, 
except incidentally. The examinations will cover such course of reading 
as well as the subjects of the lectures.

With the exception of the instruction in Drawing, Surveying, and 
Levelling, little time will be spent on what it is considered can be learned 
better by actual experience on work than in the lecture 

The instruction in Chemistry, Mineralogy, and Geology is intended to 
afford the student a good foundation, theoretical and practical, in those 
sciences, upon which he may subsequently build, without difficulty, such 
a superstructure as his professional requirements may demand.
