Coming, however, to the facts con-
cerning the decrease in the catch of
salmon in 1875, as compared with
that of 1874 we may say that the
‘ﬁshermen themselves, admit that the
catch of '74 was an unprecedented one
and if our memory is not at fault the
Departmental Reports for the latter
year attributed the great increase to
the efficient protective policy main-
tajned, and the establishment of the
hatching houses at several points.
How comes it, then, that the protec-
tion of '74 gave place in 18756 — as
stated by the Commissioner — to the
evils set forth in his report for the
lagter year! We leave him to ex-
plain as best he may, while we assure
our readers who take an interest in
such matters that, according to the
observations of old fishermen every-
where, when salmon are very plenti-
ful for one or two seasons, they are
correspondingly scarce for several sea-
sons immediately following, but after
the lapse of four or five seasons there
aré again one or two years of plenty.
There are natural reasons why this
should be so and we hope that by the
year 1878 the Department will have
made up its mind to prevent mill-
owners from putting slabs, edgings
“sawdust, bark and others debris into
our rivers, in order that the heavy
run of Salmon which may be expect-
ed that year may not be prevented
from passing up to their spawning
grounds.

The Department
at Ottawa has, from time to time, been
put to nolittle troubleand inconvenience
in making and unmaking regulations
eonnected with the fisheries of this and
adjacent counties and, from the develop-
ments of every day, we are convinced
that the gentleman who holds the office
of Inspector for the Province has failed
in the duty of placing in the hands of
his superiors data which would en-
able them to make regulations basedona
due regard,on the one hand,for the right
and privilege of the people to fish,and on
| the other, for the protection of the fish-
eries. It is, perhaps, too much to ex-
pect that one man should be able to
master the question, and the unstable
regulations that have been made from
time to time since Confederation are,
doubtless, the result of the mistakes and
misconceptions which have naturally
grown out of the Inspector undertka-
ing too much. The frequent changesin
regulations and the dissatisfaction of the
Inspeotor, on the one hand and of the
fishermen, on the other, show that a
better understanding of the question in
all its bearings should be had. If the
Department will cause special enquiries
to be made by some person or-persons
who will gather all the evidence possible
from both officers and fishermen—treat-
ing the latter a little better, and their
statements as entitled to more respect
than the character given to them by the
Inspector will warrant, and the former
like men as liable to error as other
mortals—we believe it will be enabled
make regulations which will be more
permanent than those which have caused
the dissatisfaction now existing. Tt is
not & small matter for men who are
generally far from well-off to go to ex-
pense to follow their avocations within
the provisions of regulations which, with
the next tide of official caprice, may be
wiped out to give place to others requir-
ing new facilities at new expense, an

The Inspector of Fisheries’ Second

In the Apvaxce of fourth ult. we re-
ferred tosteps which had been taken by
the Inspector of Fisheries for New
Brunswick and others for the disallow-
ance of the use of bag-nets in the prose-
cution of the amelt fisheries and for the
prohibition of bass fishing in Napan,
Black River and theother Lower Mira-
michi waters; where that industry isal-
lowed in the Spring by order of
the Department of Marine and Fisher-
ies. Our articles dealt to soute extent
with the habits and conditions of Bass
and Smelts, as they have been observed
in Miramichi waters, with the manner
in which they were taken and the uses
they had been put to, etc. From the
facts, as we understood and presented
them, we made certain suggestions.
Those bearing on thesmelt fishery were
for the prohibition of the capture and
use of that fish for any purpose other
than as an article of commerce, or food,
and the making of regulations as to size
of mesh of bag-nets, the distances they
should be set from bridges and each
other etc., while those bearing on the
Bass fishery were in favor of the contin-
uation of the rights now enjoyed by the
Napan, Black River and other lower
Miramichi people — all backed up by
reasons which seemed to us, good and
werebased on an equitable regard for the
proper protection of thefish and the in-
terests of the fishermen. Our objects
were simple, and lest our readers may
be led to lose sight of them in the mys-
tification and bogus points of Natural
History with which the Inspector now
labors to conceal them, we will re-state
them. We desired simply to check the
Inspector in his attempts to cause un-
necessary restrictions to be placed on
the prosecution of the smelt fisheries at
Bathurst and Miramichi, and on bass
fishing at Napan and Black River, and
along the shores of the Miramichi in the
near vicinity of those rivers. The week
after ' our articles appeared, on the
day we usually go to press, we received
a long letter from the Inspector of Fish-
eries, in which he presented a well laid
scheme for the demolition of our facts
and ‘suggestions. As his letter was a
flat denial of what we had advanced as
facts, and he attributed our position to
interested motivesandignorance, we felt
it wasour.dutyto defeat the evident mo-
tive with which; atthelatest possible mo-
ment,he placed hisletter in the hands of
the editor—rviz., that it might go to the
public, but more particularly the De-
partment with its statements unchal-
lenged — and defend and strengthen
what we had already advanced. The
Inspector’s letter, therefore, appeared
in the ADVANCE of 18th inst. together
with our comments upon it. Finding
that his bold assumptions and dogmatic

The only
excuse the Inspector can give for so posi-
tive a misrepresentation is the following:

¢ For more than two years we have found
it y, in the harge of self-im-
posed duty, to oppose views entertained
or acts done by both the fishery authorities
and the fishermen, themselves, and be-
cause we have criticised both aswe thought
right, we have had our motives misunder-
stood, and that being 8o, what there was
of reason and right in our utterances was
Jost sight of to a great extent.”

The Inspector reiterates his former de-
nial that he stated he had stopped bag-net
fishing for smelts at Bathurst altogether
and says that the conversation on the sub-
ject was between himself and Mr. Crocker.
He says:

I felt that I knew more about the
matter than Mr. Crocker possibly could
from a short reconncitering visit to the
place, and T told Mr. Crocker very decid-
edly that I differed entirely from his opini-
on, and that if any influence of mine could
stop them, it should be used to that effect.
I appeal to Mr. Crocker and Overseer
Wiyse to attest the substantial correctness
of this plain statement.”

The Inspector’s ‘‘feelings, ’as above stated
were, no doubt, as he portrays them, but
it was not until aiter he told the writer of
this article, in presence of Mr. Crocker,
that he had stopped the use of bag-nets in
Bathurst altogether, that the conversation
between the Inspector and that gentleman
took place. In fact it was that statement
by the lnspector that caused his discus-
sion with Mr. Crocker. Overseer Wyse
was seated in his sleigh a short distance
off and took no part in the conversation,
which, Mr. Crocker says, was as we now
state it. Whatthe Inspectormeans by ‘“‘a
short reconnoitering visit,” when Mr.
Crocker said be had been engaged in fish-
ing with bag nets at Bathurst for two
months previous. to the conversation al-
Iuded to, we leave the gentleran who feels
that he knows so much to explain.

The Inspector next endeavars to impress
upon the minds of his readers that he did
not misrepresent the facts when he gave
out that the smelt fishing grounds of Ba-
thurst harbor were of a very limited ex-
tent. In our remarks an his former letter
we said¢— -

“The fict that a few bag-nets are used
in 8o large a place as the area covered by
the smelt fishing grounds of Bathurst har-
bor, does not prevent hook and line fish-
ing by those who either hold Mr. Ven-
nings high opinion of its enjoyments and
profits, or are too poor to ? them-
selves with nets.” * * snd the In-
spector of Fisheries must, therefore, ad-
vance some stronger argument against bag
net fishing than the fact that the extreme-
ly poor cannot afford to iudulge in it.”

He is now driven to a point on which
he is forced to speak of a matter which is
familiar to all the people - of Bathurst, at
least, and he writes as follows:—

“I am not aware that I said anything
about the *“ pleasures ”* of fishing for smelts
with hook and line; perhaps you will point
out tne p but you (as in-
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the Inspector’s ill-considered advice.
These proofs as well as the evidence of any
honest man, who is familiar with the facts
will show that the area of the smelt fishing
grounds of Bathurst Harbor are, at least
five miles in length and of varying width,
and yet the Dominion Inspector of Fisher-
ies for the Province of New Brunswick
subverts the facts, tries to make it appear
that those who speak on the evidence of
their eyes are witnessing falsely or ignor-
antly, and he declares in fact, that the in-
terests of the. fisheries are endangered
because one bag-net to every mile of chan-
nel was used. Why does hie not present
the facts as they are,and say that one man
with a seine, in the earlier part of the sea-
son, blocked the channel and bagged large
and small smelts alike in a manner and in
quantities that should havesecured punish-
ment that would have made him smart for
his greed? Why did not officer Hickson,
who says this same person buried the
small ‘and unmarketable smelts to hide
his scandalous work from the public,
bring him to book ?

It seems, however, that official duty was’
not to be done then, but when the simple-
minded habitans were instigated to raise a
cry against the five bag nets subsequently
brought into use, because they'confounded
them with the seine and its destructive
work, those whu were seeking to strength-
en their political influences—banded with
others determined to keep “ the outsiders”
away,—found it easy to secure official aid
in working an injustice npon the general
interests of the place. Speaking of the ex-
tensive area of the Bathurst harbor smelt
fisheries last week to officer Hickson the
writer was told that if the bag-nets were
not prohibited there might be three hun-
dred of them fished there at one time and
he wanted to know if such a state of af-
fairs would not soon destroy the fishery.
If that officer advanced such ideas at that
time it is reasonable to assume that they
are a fair sample of the intelligence with
which he would advise the Department on
the subject. Let our readers pause, fora
momenty-t¢ imagine Overseer Hickson’s
“three hundred bag-nets” fishing in In-
spector Venning’s ‘‘ Little Basin” and then
reflect upon the incalculable damage to the
very existence of the smelts for all time
which would be done by five bag-nets (and
that is exactly the number used in all
Bathurst Harbor this winter) on smelt-
fishing grounds’ where the local officer is
afraid three hundred of such nets might
be set_if the use of them were npt prohis
bited altogéther. We pass -over the ab-
surdity of the idea that .the fishermen
would ever use fifty, much less three hun-
dred bag-nets in Bathurst harbor, to note
what an intelligent officer, determined to
know only his duty, might have done. If
he were afraid that three hundred bag-
nets would be fished he might have made
an estimate of the rumber that could be
used without endangering the “fisheriag:
The Department, advised by him, might
have issued regulations limiting the num-
ber of bag-nets, accordingly. It would be
the Overseer’s duty to sclect or approve a

deed you do most thi ughout your
whole three columns) that I have notmade
out a case against the bag-nets, and then
you gron to show most conclusively that
you know just nothing at all about the
peculiarities of Bathurst Harbor. [Hick-
son tells me that since that time some nets
were moved to the Harbor.—W. H. V.]
The bulk of the smelt fishing in Bathurst
was done in the Basin formeﬁ by the con-
fluence of Middle and Little Rivers above
the Bridge which separates it from the
Harbor. In this basin, at low tide, the
ice rests on the bottom, and only the chan-
nels of tHe two rivers, which are very ser-
pentine, have;, at that time, any -water.
As the tide rises, the ice floats, and with
the tide come the schools of smelts, which
are caught along the edges of these chan-
nels ; the bag-nets were in some cases, just
as at Napan, in the middle of them, the
simple bag-netters pretendingto think they
complied with the law, by e
thirzfq/ the channel, out of the middle of
it, and leaving the two thirds,” which the
law says must be kept clear, one at each
end of thenet, unﬁl’-tia officer enlightened
their ignorance. The area ‘‘covered
by the smelt fishing grounds of Bathurst
Harbor,” exist only in your vivid imagina-
tion and I confess I am a little surprised
at your courage in thus drawing npon it,
when you ought to have reflected how easy
it is to convict you of utter want of correct
knowledge on the subject. As these bag-
nets were set all along the channels, and
the hook and lines can catch them onlyin
the channels, perhaps you may now com-
prehend, how much chance th«fy had, when
the beg-nets were in use ! 30 far from the
smelt grounds in Bathurst being large or
extemferg, they are, in reality, very res-
tricted indeed, and the hook and line can
take them in quantities quite as large as
they should be en. You think I have

I am very glad topoi(l))fm you that in this
mistaken solicitude I am joined by the
Minister, who has very judiciounsly ordered
the discontinuance of all bag-nets there,
and he has done this after a most fair trial,
and actual experience of their working,
and this decision was not arrived at from
my report alone, but from those of Over-
seers Hickson and Mowat, both experienced
officers of many years starding in the
service, and who were more familiar with
our fisheries before {ou were born, than
you will ever be in all yourlife, pnless t{zu
take more pains to learn the truth n
you appear to have done in this branchuef
them.”

- The italics in the above quotation from
the Inspector’s letter are all his own and
even the most casual of our readers, will
we think, agree with us that the whole
paragraph is peculiarly worded whilesome
of its sentences might as well be left out.
We will explain to our readers, however,
that the Inspector has, personaily, told a
number of his friends that he had made
certain representations to the Minister in
reference to Bathurst Harbor and it must,

those who first applied, or if more ap-
plied at one time than there were stands
for, set the licences up at public competi-
tion: This might have been done, for the
Fisheries Act of 1868 says:—

‘“ Fishery officers may determine or pre-
scribe thelzistmﬁle between each and every
fishery and shall forthwith remiove any

fishery which the owner neglects or refuses
to remove and such owner shall be; more-
over, liable for a'breach of this Act and
for ths cost and damages of removing the
same.

Such regulations as we have suggested,
together with the provision of the Act,
would have enabled the Overseer to have
prohibited fishing in the Basin altogether
if he felt justified in doing so.

But the principal grounds on which the
Department acted in *“limiting the catch-
ing of smelts in Gloucester to the hook
and line”—which means much more-than
the prohibition of bag-néts—was the state-
ment that large numbers of small and un-
marketable smelts were taken with those
fit for market and that the former were
destroyed. We believe this part of the
business was too muech at varience with
the facts for the Inspector to become re-
sponsible for stating it, so he ged to
give color to it when it was published,by
that handyfriend of his * Roving Special”
of the News. We are satisfied however,
that only about two per cent of the smelts
taken by bag-netsin Bathurst harbor were
too small for shipmens, and nearly all these
were gladly obtsined, by the people of the
town and used as food. Overseer Hickson
told the writer. just before he went to
Bathuret last week, that it was said at
that place that these small dead smelts
had been thrown back into the holes in
such quantities as to pollute the waters
and drive the other smelts away, but that
officer appeared to farget that a dead smelt
especially when frozen, will float with a
buoyancy as great as a piece of ordinary
wood. As the ice at the sides of the
holes extends from one and a half to three
feet down under water forming box-like
walls,our readers can form their own ideas
of the character of such stuff as the fol-
lowing which, if not written by Mr. Ven-
ning himself, has been sanctioned by him
as true:—

““If he [Overseer Hickson] is far enough
off to give them five minutes, up comes
the nét, contentsare emptied out of thebunt
the small ones, which of course are all dead
in less than one minute, are shuffled back
info the holes, and when Hickson’s dot-
and-go-one racer reaches the place, the
wiley men, with their tongues in their
cheeks, and & knowing wink at each oth-
er, remark —*‘a very poor haul this time,
8ir; fish not running to-day.”

Of course ‘‘ poor Hickson,” who is re-
presented by this same friend of the In-
spector as having ‘‘a hired man to spell
him” in watching these five bag-nets in
the Inspector’s little Basin, could not see
these frozen aud dead smelts if they were
floating on the water as shuffled in; but
perhaps “he or the Inspector will tell us
that dead smelts sink, as did a prominent
Gloucester politican now at Ottawa in
Wilbur’s Hotel, Bathurst, who also said
that when he telegraphed the Minister ur-
ging that if the bag-nets were not prohi-
bited the smelt fisheries would be ruined,
he did it on representations made to him
by others and he really believed that these
dead smelts were thrown into the holes,
where they sunk as Captain Cuttle would
say, ‘‘down, down—Derry down.”

The Inspector, feeling that his own
knowledge and oracular assertions failed
to be convincing, called in Overseer John
Mowat, as a witness on the question at
issue. We will let that’ officer’s opinions
go for what they are worth. He and the
Inspector, in this matber are ar om’o
—bound to stick to each other, and'officer’

Mowatt displays a feeling which is credit- |

able to him as a matter of esprit de corps,
although his opinion is not entirely reli-
able.

write that he had absolutely prohibited
bag-net fishing in Batnurst ; he only arti-
culated it on the crisp air at Napan, and
but for our witness would be able to eat
his words with tolerable success, but in
the matter above quoted he says: *‘ [ said
they feed upon the fry of smelts.” Turning
to his letter we find that the following is
what he said:—

The vast quantitie‘s of spawning smelts
destroyed for the purpose of impoverishing
the land, is depriving the deep sea fishes,
such as the , Mackerel, Bass, Haddock,
Pollock, Herring and others, of the food
that brings them to the coasts. As food

rodueers for these fish, the smelts are of
ar more value than as a fertilizer, and
their wholesale destruction will'most as-
suredly be followed by the failure of the
outside fisheries.”

We only wonder that instead of en-
deavoring to wriggle out of what he wrote,
the Tnspector does not stick to it that her-
ring and mackerel do eat smelts and prove
it by calling in sume other officer’s report

on the subject, written especially for the
occasion.

Without going particularly into the
other points connected with the smelt
fishery in the Inspector’s letter just now,
we will pass on to the question of the
Napan and Black” River Bass fishery. In
our comments on the ‘‘first fact” in his
former letter, we said:=—

On the 24th May 1875, when the ques-
tion of extending the season for bass fish-
ing in the lower Miramichi waters was be-
ing discussed, the writer, accompanied by
one of the best angling sportsmen of the
Miramichi, proceeded to Napan and
brou)glht to Chathsmabout twenty bass out
of ahundréd or more which were taken in
that river with a seine. The writer open-
ed and carefully examined seven of the
largest fish, which averaged five' pounds
weight each, and not one contained ova.
Four contained milt, but it showed no sign
of ripeness, being firm and comparatively
8 Our enquires among those engaged
in the bass fisheryin Napan, together with
_our own expérience, therefore, lead us to
the conclusion that breeding or mature fish
are scarce in Napan in May.

Here is the Inspector’s rejoinder in full :
““To this I rejoin, that your own words
confute you. You opened five fish and
not one contained ova. The reason was
as I stated, the fish had spawned, because,
had they not done so, thespawn would have
been in them. Well, having just spawn-
ed, they were t fish, and very poor
said. pur males contained milt,
a certain proof that they had not yet milted,
thus proving incontestibly, by your own
showifig that the "Napan fish are in the
very act of procreation, which is just what
Isaid. To convince you, if such a thing
is possible “with so * positive” a man as
yourself, here are the roes. of two bass,
taken this morning from fish weighing
between 4 and 5 lbs. caught last night in
the North West. Now just examine them,
and tell me what state they will be in on
the opening of navigation. You pretend
to know so much about it, just bring along
old and experienced Bass fishermen- from
Napan, and let us hear their opinion on
the matter. I sent two similar ones and
a whole Bass by mail last week to the
Minister. He can judge quite as well as
you or your Napan folks, and he will have
the assistance of Mr. Whitcher to guide
him, than whom there does not exist in
Canada a man better informed on this sub-
ject.”

The Inspector, no doubt, thinks the
above a clincher, but we hope to succeed
in showing its utter worthlessness. Be-
fare we had read the propesition in con-
nection with the Bass roe test, we were
honored witha visit from the Inspector, who
was accompanied by Overseer Hickson.
After endeavoring to impress upon the
editor of the ApDvANCE how little he knew
about either fish or fishing, he displayed
two bass roes and asked him how near
ripeness he judged them to be. The edi-
tor informed him that although he had seen
bass roes very near ripeness he had never
seen the ova spawned, and he was then

techised by the Inspector as to his ideas

being over,he was asked for hisjudgement:
in reference to the state of the roes exhi-
bited. He said he thought they would
run at least four months before being ripe
for spawning. The Inspector laughed con-
temptuously at this and placed the roes
with great gravity in the hands of Mr.
Hickson and, after delivering a homily on
that officer’s superior knowledge in the
matter, propounded the solemn gques-
tion as to its econdition. Mr. Hickson,
with the air of a man who never saw either
the Inspector or those identical roes before,
took the latter inhis handsand delivered his
opinion in a way that reminded_ us of Jack
Bunsby; and the opinion was that ripeness.
would have been reached in three months.
At this the Inspector grunted defiance,
assured us of his strong pérsonal regard anid
undying solicitude, for thie fishermen of hiy
native county and left. We have since
been told that he toted those unfortunate
roes about in different places in the hope
of finding some fishermen who would cor-
roborate the opinion of Fidus Achates
Hickson, but with disappbinting results,
and that when one of the oldest fishermen
of Napan told him they would not be ripe
for four aud ahalf months he told him that
he was a d— —d fool and was told in re-
turn by the unpretentious old man, whose
opinion he sought and treated so rudely,
that ¢ if he had said mackeral and herring
fed on smelts he might think he deserved
the name!” This rude and fareical conduct
of the Inspectorinhissearch for knowledge
is not overstated. It is true and if he
denies it we shall establish it as such be-
yond the possibility of ‘doubt. The De-.
partment he represents cannot, gain either
respect, credit or infl by such
and the sooner it iustructs certain of ita
officers to hide their rudeness and incapa-
city from those who, if they fail to recog-
nize the. former are quite’ capsble of de-
tecting the latter, the better it will be for
itself and those of the people whose in-
terests it doubtless desires to protect.

“facts” of the above we call upon the
Department to note the threat which the
Inspector makes resp g circulars, for.
his official position would give a weight to
such documents where he is not otherwise
known.

We regret that Officer Wysé should be
so thoughtless as to have forwarded the
above figures officially and also that his
letter to the Inspector, which has been
shown to us, makes serious charges against
the honesty and general character of the
fishermen interested. Officer Wyseadmits
to us that the figures are erroneous and he
ought to settle the other matter with the
men whose good name he has injured. We
are enabled o produce some evidence on
the condition of Napan Bass in the Spring
aswell as on. the subject of the catch last
season. It has been sent t6us, unsolicited
on our part, by men whose evidence will
go quite as far as that of the. Inspector!
It has all reached th?jgoﬁice since Friday
last and we are obliged to those who sent
it. -Here it is:—

I am now 66 years
of age and not interested in fishing, either
directly or indirectly, as I have not caught
a fish of any kind the last 12 years. 1
have lived in Napan the last 60 years.

A point in the above that should be
noticed is that the Napan people sent bass
only to Messrs Loggie and Anderson’s
freezer-at Burnt Church and not to that
of Messrs. D. Morrison & Co., also, as
some of our friends ‘informed us. In re-
ferring to that part of the subject we said
most of the Bass caught in Napan were
sent to Mensrs. -Loggie & Anderson or
Morrison’s  estabiishments. We put it in
that way because we were really under the
impression that:but one of the two firms
obtained Bass in Napan and we have now
the proof that our opinion. was correct.
This proves that the quantity sent to
Burnt Church was even smaller than we
claimed.

The three seines mentioned in the above
communfications are all that are owned or
fished in Napan and there are some ‘‘set’
or gill nets which took perhaps 1500 lbs.
We, therefore, believe that the whole
catch of bass ‘in Napan in May last was
only abeut fine tous, while, as Messrs.
Brimner say, not 50Tbs.  were taken there
 last winter, notwithstanding the Inspec-
Tor’s ridiculous assertion that nine tons
were taken during that time. If the In-
spector will still pretend to believe that
nine tons of breeding bass ' were taken he
must assume that all the bass caught were
breeding fish, = thing which he will scarce-
ly do. We are hardly done with the In-
spector yet however. He says:—

The only practicable way to prevent the
destruction of young fish in the Napan

mackerel and herring eat smélts, or that he
told the writer on Dec. 28th at Napan
that he had ““prohibited bag-net fishing for
smelts ot Bathurst.” Presuming, how-
ever, that he will not have the audacity to
deny hig recommendation made *‘from
careful enquiries” in 1875, may we ask
him what purpose he now desires to serve
in seeking to show that those enquiries
were of a worthless character? The facts
are the same now.as they were then, the
habits of the fish and the conditions of the
river are the same. Itis only & whim of
the Inspector, then, that his former ‘‘ care-
ful enquiries” must go for nothing and his
« respectful recommendation,” based there_
on, be reversed. What changes one short
year will bring about!

We do not intend to let this important
subject rest where it is,but we must leave
it for the present. We have not the space
to reproduce the Inspector's thiul
portrayals of the * dastards,” as he terms
the up-river fishermen, but our readers will
understand that even were shot-guns fired
to intimidate officers, ora pistol snapped in
the face of one of them with murderous
intent, it is an outrage for a whole com-
munity or class to be branded as *‘ das-
tards, ” ** scoundrels, ” etc., by an
officer who should be above spiteful
misrepresentation and vindictive der”
The fishermen of the North Shore need
not wonder if regulati which app
oppressive or persecuting, emanate from
the Department at Ottawa, for when both
their personal characters and the facts
connected with their interests are misre- .
presented, as they have been by some of
these officers in the public press, what
may they not expect when communica-
tions’are covered by the secrecy of official
privilege? In view of the developments of
the past two or three weeks, we have to
say that if the Department continues to
act on the suggestions of the Inmspector
without a fair and impartial enquiry into
the points on which we have brought him

to book, we shall be driven by our duty to
the industry menaced and, in part, des-
troyed, to offer such upposition to any un-
fair restrictions that may follow thase al-
ready enforced at Bathurst, as will, we
trust, assist in leading to a better under-
standing of the interests involved, and
bring about such laws and regulations as
will give the assurarice of a permanency
that cannot be affected by official preten-
ders and quacks, and render the invest-
ments of fishermen based them,some-
thing better than speculations depending
for their returns on the whims of one who
aims to play the role of the tyrannical
autocrat.

Another letter from the Inspeetoer
of Fisheries.

St. John, 30th Jan., 1877.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Str:—Although you very kindly gave
me a large portion of your space last week
to reply to your Editorial of the previous
issue. I ask the favor of your inserting
the following remarks in - answer to your
last Editorial on the ‘‘silver-backed and
black-backed smelts.” I am quite ill and
scarce able to write, having contracted a
most severe cold ' duriig my late visit to
you; my remarks therefore must be brief,
not for lack of matter, but from sheer
physical inability to write.

You do me tardy justice in admitting
that I have some knowledge of our Fish-
eries, but you think I have fallen into a
serious error in saying that the Winter and
Summer Smélts are distinct varieties of
this family of the Salmonide, and you
assure me ‘‘ that the black-backed or sum-
mer smelt is now frequenting Napan and
Black rivers and that shoals of the same
variety—acres in extent—arc visiting the
coves and sheltered waters of the Mira-
michi river.” In reply to this I beg to
state that O\reraeeﬂn Hickson, Wyse and
myself tried in vain to find a single speci-
men of the Summer Smelt among all those
we saw caught in -the-main river and Na-
pan on the occasion of our visit fo-the
fishing grounds last Wednesdasy. You
say these fish keep moving up the river and
will take the place of those of th same run
which have preceded them in the smaller
streams where the fishermen operate,”
To this Isay, you are againin error. The
fishermen are not, in s single “inaténce,
operating in small streams, but in the
channels of the main river and in the
Kstuaries of the secondary onmes, such as
Bay du Vin, Napan, Bartibogne, Black
river, etc., and that not in one single in-
stance have these smelts been taken so far
up any of these streams, as to be in
purely fresh water. You say ““as they
leave the outer waters to ascend the tri-
butary rivers their places will be taken by
others, and so the process will be continu-
ed until the spawning season ends—which
last from the middle of Janusry to the
middleof June.” To this I roply that the
fish do not ascend the tributary rivers and
give place to others, bnt that they ascend
a short distance with the flood tide and
descend with the ebb, and that it is the
same school the fishermen are operating
on, as they move aboutfrom placeto place,
now up, now down to the channels of the
Estuaries; but that up in the purely fresh
water, above the tide, they do not 80, and
are not canght in any quantity; that the
spawning season of the Winter Smelt does
not extend to the middle of June, that in
March, April, and May I never knew a
Winter Smelt in the river; that the Sum-
mer Smelt is the variety then found, and
these push their way into purely fresh
water, far above the influence of the tides,
and that they swarm in all your small
streams and brooks, where not a single one
is now to be found. You say ‘‘the same
is true of the *‘ silver-back,”—(or winter)
Smeltin the riversor parts of rivers, which
it frequents.” 1If so, why are they not
now found in the upper reaches of your
river and its tributaries—where the Sum-
mer Smelt will swarm when - their spawn-
ing time comes? Yousay: ‘“ That variety
does not disappear early in the season to
give place to the black-back (or Summer
Smelt.) [t remains in tHe larger or purer
tidal rivers from September until the
Spring of the year.” If pure water werea
desideratum to this fish, surely it would
not seek it in the muddy Estuaries of Bay
du Vin, Napanand Bartiboge, and the
fact that but very few. fish are cafight
above Napan Bridge, compared with the
vast quantities canght below it, ought to
lead you to think that in theorizing on
insuffoient data, it is quite possible your

lusions are fallaci As you admit

*“ that the “silver-back” does not go very
JSar from'salt water at any time.” and as
you alsé admit that the * black-back” does
swarm in all your fresh-water brooks in
May, surely you must see that your own
admissions are fatal to your theory, and
that the subject needs more enquiry than
you have yet givenit. As the **black-
back” smelt does not spawn until May
June, and as the *“ silver-backs” are

the act of spawning, in Napan and the

local jeal you should use the influence
of your journal in rooting them out, and
teaching your patrons that they have a
commghy interest. i those magnificent fish-
eries which they are all doing their utmost
to destroy. I am, sir, your ob’t servant,

[The Inspector, if he continues his
arduous labors as correspondent, editor,
instructor of editors and censor-general
in fishery matters, from the regulation
of fish - ways at Goose Creek to the
awaking of his *‘ slumbering” superiors
at Ottawa, will find more on his hands
than he can attend to. If Overseers
Hickson and Wyse and himself tried in
vain to find ‘“‘summer smelts” in the
main river and at Napan last weck it is
only evidence of their peculiar style of
aogpiring official knowledge. The In-
spector-iried to find a good many things
at Napan etc., which he did not find.
But of that more will be said before we
have abandoned our task of getting at
the bottom of this fishery matter.
After referring to the shoals of smelts
now inthe shallow waters of the Mira-
michi, weintimaved thai portions of them
kept movingup ‘‘into the smallerstreams
where the fishermen operate.” The In-
spector possessing a personal knowledge
of *‘ where the fishermen operate,” and
being supposed to understand the Eng-
lish language pretty well, ought to
know that we could mean only Napan,
Black river, Bay du Vin river and such
streams. The Inspector also knows
that the editor of the Apvaxceis just
as well acquainted as he ig, himself, with
the points at which the fishermen oper-
ate as well as with the waters frequent-
ed by smelts at different times during
the season, and his letter is, therefore,
evidently written with a view of im-
pressing upon his readers that we are as
ignorant as he represénts us to be, with
the most absolute disregard, on his
part, as to~whether he writes trash or
sense, knowing thatthe expense of pub-
lishing will be ours, and nine-tenths of
his readers, not being familiar with
the facts, will credit him because
he is Inspector of Fisheries. As
two-thirds of his letter is written for
the purpose of misrepresenting what we
said and the remainder has been answer-
ed before, we cannot waste space fur-
ther with its discussion, and we are ob-
liged to inform the Inspector that un-
lees he will confine himself to the ques-
tions at issue, viz.—whether it is right
to entirely prohibit emelt fishing with
bag-nets and to altogether prohibit bass
fishing at Napan, Black River, etc., in
the Spring, we shall be obliged bo shut
our columns against his corr
for it is becoming a bore to our mbelh
gent readers as well as to ourselves.

The Island press and the builder of
the *‘ Northern Light” are in much the
same position just now, as are Hayes
and Tilden.—Taking the working of
the vessel in Charlettetown harbor as a
basis, the papers calledj her a failure,
and a sham, berated the Dominion gov-
ernment for its breach of faith, and
dared Mr. Sewell to fulfil] his offer to
come, take charge of, and work the
winter steamer. Yet, in spite of the
failure, Mr. Sewell arrived on the Is-
land on the 5th, went to Georgetown,via
Summerside and Charlottetown, on the
8th, and has been running his vessel be-
tween the latter place and Pictou, N,
8., eversince, having made three round
trips—thus, both sides are elaiming the
right, one by words, the other by—
deeds.

Mr. Sewell says, that on her second
trip from Charlottetown to Pictou
through the harbor ice, fair play was
not shown the vessel, the chains and

coal,together with the cargo,being plac
ed in the bow, thus lowering the head,
80 that the vessel could not rise upon
the ice, as was intended.
