He 
must needs go further, and he mast needs 
tell the people wherein this debt has 
grown, for what purpose has it been aug­
mented, and unless he can show the pub­
lic that the government under whose ad­
ministration and office this debt has actu­
ally been increased have increased it in an 
improper way and for improper purposes, 
the e is nothing whatever in the argu­
ment to take hold of the public mind, 
flow, 1 frankly acknowledge, Mr. Chair­
man, to my friends here that the .public 
debt has growl! in these years that we 
have been in power; that while it was 
Something over $1,100,000 in 1883, when

public honor which have ever been the 
possession of British representative bodies 
if we had failed to mete out to all these 
companies included in that act the same 
measure of even hanJed jmtcj.

NETTING.
Let me tell }ron, so far as that is concerned 
that the legislature of this province has no 
control whatever over that subject at all.
We have no power whatever to say that the 
people may or may not net or spear or to 
regulate at all in any way or shape the exer­
cise of the privilege of fishing. The domin­
ion government possesses that jurisdiction, 
and possesses it exclusively and entirely, 
and whatever laws there are regulatitg the 
time, regulating the mode or manner in 
which the people may fish, whatever laws 
there ate restricting the right to spear or 
curtailing the privilege of netting, those 
laws have emanated from the dominion 
parliament and were not passed by the legis­
lature of this province. And yet an election 
takes place in Victoria, and somibody goes 
up the Tobique river and tells those people 
■who have because 1 to spearing and netting 
without interference that the local govern­
ment has passed a law that they should not 
spear and should not enj >y there the old 
time privilege of going out in front of their 
lots and spearing a fish, and therefore they 
ought to vote against the local government 
*nd put them out of power. Tint was the 
result up in the parish of Lome on the river 
Tobique in the county of Victoria, all the 
while it being trus thaï the legislature of 
this province or the government of this pro­
vince had and has no power if they bad the 
w.ll—had no authority whatever to pass any 
legislation regulating in the minutest parti­
cular the privilege or the right of fishing in 
any shapa or form. All that we ever did 
was as I have said : We passed the law 
which controlled only the ungranted 
land . We said that so far a? the ungranted 
crown lauds are concerned we will not give 
a man under the labor act—we will not give 
a man at publie aile—we will not permit 
anybody who may лоте along, A, В or C, 
to absorb these ur granted fishing fronts on 
the rivers of this province but keep them for 
the general public ; in time they will be 
valuable ; to day they are yielding us $10,.
000 a year in revenue, and in ten or fifteen 
years hence perhaps they will be worth $20,- 
000 a yetr and perhaps very much more. I 
will venture to say that if the 
willing to sell the privileges which it 
res:ricted as they are, curtailed as they are.

Si 
that there has been $187,000 withdrawn

Now, that is a full and correct statement 
of the finanç ai condition of the province. 
We have so far as those classes of expendi­
ture are concerned which are within the 
legitimate and proper control of the govern­
ment and which you disire to see reduced 
to the smallest possible limit, carried on by 
the government, with an increasing popula­
tion ami iu the face of necessary modern im­
provements, with which many of you are no 
doubt familiar and which adds to the de­
partmental cost, for $7,000 a year less than 
our predecefsors and we have only added to 
the public debt for the purpose I have al- 
na-ly ddtai’e 1. So much for the financial 
condition of the province.

The New Brunswick correspondent 
of the Canada Lumberman, referring 
,to the removal of the import duty on 
American logs says;—

“So far >as the Dominion Govern­
ment is concerned, its recent legis­
lation on the import duty question is 
calculated solely to encourage the re­
moval of our spruce and other woods 
for manufacture in American mills, 
thus encouraging foreign capital, labor 
and consumption instead of oar own. 
Such legislation requires no comment, 
but should be looked upon with disgust 
and contempt by all patriotic men.

“II the Dominion Government 
would devote more attention to sub­
sidizing manufacturers of our woods 
into articles of practical utility for ex­
port d;o all nations, instead of giving 
all to railways, it would hold twenty 
of our citizens where the railways will 
not hold one. Bail way navvies and 
others are naturally shiftless, while 
mechanics are permanent, and mater­
ially assist in building up a prosperous 
community.”

While there is something to com­
mend in the foregoing paragraphs, it 
will be observed that the writer takes a 
very superficial view of the object of 
the government in subsidizing rail­
ways, and of t]ieincidence of .benefits 
involved in tbeir..construction. It is 
not ip the mere work of .building 
railways that the benefit'.tothe coun­
try lies, but in the facilities they af­
ford for developing all Its interests. 
What, for instance, would wo do in 
transporting Our manufactures from 
our factories were it not for our rail­
ways I Let us encourage our me­
chanics, as well as every kind of in­
dustrial enterprise that gives promise 
of being self-sustaining, bnt let us not, 
at the same time, discourage the build­
ing of railways.

As to the removal of the export 
duty on logs, we think it aurmake, 

-for the reason given by the Lumber­
man’s correspondent It seems absurd, 
when the government has adopted a 
policy, the corner-stone af which is the 
encouragement of home manufactures 

■and home industries, that it should not' 
only tax the supplies of, lumbermen and 
lumber manufacturers but encourage 
the export of logs, so that our own 
people lose" the benefit of working up 
the most important raw material found 
in the country. The free export of 
log» meins the furnishing of raw ma­
terial to be manufactured by the work­
ing people of other countries, while it 
deprives our own people of work 
which they can and ought to do in onr 
own.'

Bering Sea Again.

The Chicago Globe's Washington cor­
respondent gives the f 11 owing facts in 
reference to the new phase of the Boring
Sea controversy-:^

“The British^ government has made a 
bold stroke in .regard to the disputed 
question of United States jurisdiction 
in Bering sc і 
recently pnbl (died showed tint Secre­
tary Blaine had rejected Great Britain’s 
proposal of ptbitration, and that the 
counter proposals of Secretary Blaine was 
arbitration with a string to it. It pro­
vided in fact that if the arbitrators should 
decide against the American contention 
the arbitratoin should begin over again. 
That was how the matter stood when tl e 
diplomatic correspondence relating to the 
seal fisheries of Bering sea was submit-" 
ted to congress last week. Great Britain 
has now made the next move, and on the 
face of it it seims to be as cunning as Mr. 
Blaine’s plan of arbitration with a string 
to it.

“The British government, through the 
attorney geueral of Canada and through 
his counsel at Washington, appeared un­
expectedly to-day in the supreme court of 
the United States and asked leave to 
present a double case looking to the set­
tlement of this diplomatic dispute by that 
court.

“Thomas’ Henry Cooper is a.British 
subject and the owner of the British 
schooner W. P. Say ward, which was 
caught killing seats in Bering sea, fifty- 
nine miles from land on July 9, 1887, 
and was seized and taken by the United 
States revenue cutter Bush to S.tka, 
Alaska where she was libelled by the 
United States district court. Cooper ap­
pealed from the decision of that court to 
the supreme court of the Uuittd S ates 
but afteiward had the appeal dismissed on 
the ground that the district court having 
no jurisdiction its judgment in the case 
was a nullity.

“In consequence of I he dismissal of 
this appeal the mandate of the supreme 
court will issue, and that mandate will 
not only permit but command the d'strict 
court of Alaska to execute its decrees of 
forfeiture against Cooper’s vessel. There­
fore Cooper through his lawyer, Joseph 
H. Choate, to-day asked leave to present 
a petition for a writ of prohibition to 
stop the district judge of Alaska from 
proceeding further in the case, and from 
continuing to hold that be has jurisdic­
tion in it.

“At the same time Mr. Colderon 
Carlisle, as counsel for S'r John Thomp­
son, attorney general for Canada, àskèd 
permission to file on behalf of his client 
a s'miliar petition, only that lhe petition 
in this case is tolled a “suggestion” for a 
writ of prohibition. Mr. Carlisle in­
forms the court that the “suggestion” lie 
desires to file is presented with the know­
ledge and approval of Great Britain.

I have heard And even seen some candidates
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Іbefore the people, weep ecaMiog tears 
while they narrated the grievous wrongs 
imposed upon these poor fishermen in the 
remote settlemeata of the country who 
are not allowed to spear or net or fish, 
owiug to the abomiuable legislation this 
government had put upon the statute book. 
vYell, gentlemen, I am going to give you, 
if you hear me patiently, a little narrative 
of this fishery question, and if I have to 
refer to history, do not fancy because I am 
going a good ways back that I will trespass 
much upon your time. Whin this govern­
ment came into power we found that the
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fisheries of the country were exceedingly 
valuable. We found that they had been 
groaiag in value and that their value was 
very generally recognized. . We found that 
almost all the lands which had fishing 
privileges in front of them and which had 
formerly been the property of the crown, 
had been granted, and of course the fish­
ing pools on these livers (the property in 
them) had passed with the grants, which 
of course would be necessarily the case 
with a l grants whidh lay along the shore 
or banks of these fishing rivers. We fouud 
that a very small number of those valuable 
fishing pools, whi:h at one time belonged to 
the crown, rein lined, and we thought that 
it would be goid policy iu ns, that it would 
be in the public interest that we should take 
a course whieh would stop the further sale 
of what remained of those valuable fishing 
fronts. We, therefore, us soon as we came 
into power, put upon the statute book a law 
to this effect: 'xhat theref'.er thsre should

There is a serious disturbance minis­

terial circles over the reciprocity in ques­
tion. The Ontario ministers are opposed 
to any abandonment of the strict pro­
tection doctrine. They say that if Onta­
rio farmers and millers are not protected 
they will not allow anybody else to be, 
and that any sort of reciprocity With the 
United States means a complete aban­
donment o£ the present fiscal poilcy of 
the Tory party. The ministry is badly 
divided on the question and little caucuses 
of cabinet ministers are held every, day 
to discuss the situation.

Sir John Macdonald refuses to take Any 
of his colleagues into his confidence as to 
his intentions, but an article in to-day’s 
E npire indicates that a change of front 
on the part of the government is im­
minent on account that the Newfoundland 
government in seeking reciprocity with 
the United States has forced the hands of 
both imperial and dominion authorities 
and the influence of Downing street is 
being exerted to induce the dominion 
government to accept any reasonable 
offer of1 reciprocity that the United States 
may make. It appears that what Blaine 
has offered is complete unrestricted re­
ciprocity, and it is hinted that rather 
thkn cut adrift from фе combines and 
protected interests Sir John ijill dissolve 
parliament and endeavor to secure a new 
lease of power before he is forced to chose 
between combineiem and reciprocity.

The article in the Empire this morning 
brought dozens of inquiries to ministers 
from manufacturers asking if they were 
going to be abandoned.

The postponement of the session is at­
tributed to difference in the cabinet over 
the reciprocity question and the anxiety 
of the premier to avoid an investigation 
into the Langevin-MoGreevy scandals, 
and the discussion on issues to be raised 
by Mr. McCarthy on the language ques­
tion. Langevin threatens to resign and 
lead a revolt of the Bleus against the 
government. If the Tory leaders do not 
stand by him in the McGreovy scandal 
he will make the non-disallowance of the 
Manitoba school bill the ostensible 
cause of his retirement.

It is from these other counties of the 
province that have no familiar,experience or 
knowledge with regard to them, and if you 
uk the gentlemen representing these north­
ern conn і os what they think of the fishery4 
law making the reservation of, four rods, 
they will tell you that they think highly 
of it, and their constituents think highly 
of it beoxnee it assists in bringing people 
from abroad to expend large amounts of 
money in their several localities, and that 
there ia a very much more free and general 
expenditure of money and employment or 
the people on those rivers to-day than there 
had been previously. I was told to-day by 
a gentlergan acquainted with the state of 
affairs o
piat year there was того money spent by 
the people who went there to enjoy the fish­
ing than there had been previously spent 
there in any four or five years altogether.
I have said enough \ think to explain to you 
fully what we have done on the question of 
the fisheries of the province and I ask yon 
to draw therefrom such conclusion as you 
think is fair and reasonable. The question 
is should we have allowed these lands to be 
granted away and these fisheries to oeeae to 
be the property of the crows, or did wq do

a margin of four rods, so that we would*be 
able to retain in the crown the property in 
the fishing. There was no other possible 
way by which it wonld be in our power as 
a government or ii the power of the 
legislative to reserve the crown rights 
in these fishing pools except by limiting 
the grant to within a distance ot three or 
four rods of the edge of the stream. If we 
had bounded the grant as had always 
been done down to the stream, it would 
convey the rights to the grantee to the 
middle of the stream, which would take 
away and pass to the grantees all the fishing 
right* and privilege*. The only way we 
could prevent that was to make a reser­
vation of f ліг rod* in the grant along the 
front, as I have described. But we were 
careful t> make this provision and have in­
variably ac‘e l on this provirijr.—that the 
person who might receive the grant, 
though it would contain this reservation, 
would have the full right of way over and 
no interference with his going backwards 
and forwards npon this four rod front, be 
has the liberty to nse and cultivate and 
even build upon and do anything ia the 
way of Using the four rods that be p’eases, 
only that he has not the title to the four 
rods down to the stream, for if he had the 
title to the four rods as I have explained to 
you it would carry the fishing privileges 
in front of the land with it

Let me give you an idea of what these 
privileges were worth, 
number of persons who had, before we came 
into power, obtained grants on the e rivers, 
some under the labor act ami some at $1 00 
per acre, thus getting the fishing. As soon 
as the people became possesse 1 of the lots 
or a purchaser offered they almost invar­
iably sold the fishing to persons from the 
United States or elsewhere for very large 
amounts. If any of you ehou’d have oc­
casion at any time to visit the river Rsati- 
gouche or Neptsiguit—take the Ristigouche 
or Upealquitch qr any of its large tribu­
taries, and ask any of the people living 
along the banks of those livers if they own 
the fishing in front of their lands and they 
will tell yon every man of them, no that 

- they have either lexsod or sold it. Why! 
Because some one came along and paid them 
thousands of dolls s for the fishing pools 
that lay in front of their gran \ One man 
receivtd $20,000 last summer, I am credi­
bly informed, for the fishing pools iu front 
of hie land. Is it reason or common sense 
that the government of this country should 
be permitted to go on disposing of fishing 
pools for $1.00 an acre, or under the labor 
act, as many of them were disposed of to 
А, В, C, or D in order, that А, В. C, or D 
might be able to make himself independent­
ly rich fur life and put $10,000 or $20,000 
in his pockets by selling out these pools ? 
I do not think the thing will admit of 
argument for a moment. All these paopL 
on these rivers, who you have been told 
were grievously wronged because as poor 
people, they were debarred from the privi­
lege of fishing iu front of their lots—these 
very people take the eailiest possible op­
portunity in all case, of parting with their 
fishing when they are offered a liberal con­
sideration for it.

Now, the question we ha-1 to decide then, 
as a g ivernment, was whether we would re­
tain the residue of these properties to the 
crown—let the value, whatever it was, be­
long to the people of the country, not to 
you or me, not to A. R or O, but to every­
body, and whatever income or revenue was. 
capable of being derived from it should be 
derived for the common and universal bene­
fit end go into the provincial exchequer, or
