The Indian and
Colonial exhibition In Loadon is being made
use of towarde obtafning representatives in
the colonles, and agents are to be appoioted
on the continent, iu America,in New Zealand
and In the West Indian and other colonies,
A large number of planters have already
promised parcels of tea, ranging from
5,000 to 250 lbs, each, the objeot of the
syudicate being to make s trial shipment to
eack agency, so that Ceylon tea may obtain
s footing, and then to leave its further de.
velopment to individual enterprise and the
ueusl course of trade. Great care Is being
ftaken by the members of the syndicate to
shivkonly good teas, = - ;

'ith such energy and enterprise arrayoed
againet the lethargy of the Chinese, and the
deterforation which they have allowed to go
on fa their teas, there is every prospect, we
are told, that the Chioa tea trade will sink
to a.subordinate place, Bat it will not be
extinguished, becauee, & commodity of which
the' production s practically unlimited,
and the first cost no more than the rent
of the groond which the plants occupy,
Is not likely to be snuffed out al.
together, It fa the fiae distinctions, the
discovery and maintenance of which have
been the oocupation of classes for deoades
that will be swept away. Here and there,

THE LIFEBOAT CAPSIZED,

‘“When about twenty yards off the vessel
the sea caught us,and the lifeboas went over
to the port slde, I was just about throwing
out the anchor when she capeized, Some
scrambling cut as well as they could,but the
others could not. There were geveral in the
sea clinging to the ropes alongside the boat,
Richard Robinson was beside me; he got ex.
hausted and I held him up until a sea came
and carrled him away, I never saw  him
agsin. Then I got exhausted and got under
the boat for rest,

SAFE AT LAST,

“I spoke to Harry Robinson and to my
brother Jackeon, I sald:—'T thiok she will
never right herself as lifeboate should, aud
we will all be drowned.’ Robioson ' satd,
‘Aye, every man of us,’ I then felt the boat
touch bottom, and I got on my feet acd got
outeide, but I duorst not leave her, I stuck
to her for half an hour, and then found I
could free myself, and was buffated ashore,
Sometimes I lald down on the sand fo rest
mygelf, I was that done ap I don’s know
how I got home,

I spoke to my brother just before I left
—he was under the boat atill—hut he never
answered, I did mot know ADy one was
saved besides myself, though I saw two or
three struggling in the water, All who dled
fdid so from exnaustfon. Bacause the boa}
drifted into three fest of water they lost
strength to hold on or scramble along.

“‘The vessel was the Mexico, s German
chap, I hear, going from Liverpool to South
Americs, Think how she was driven out
of her course, I am glad her orew were res.
cued by another lifeboat—one only two
weeks old, a good pattern—though it has
taken two dozen lives to save less than that
number, ”

that the nail business in S, John 1s unpros.
perous, that firms engsged in it are not
achleving sut®ess and are not controlling the
home markets. Yet he knows, or ocould
have kown by asking, that the three nail
making establishments In thls clty were at
the time he wrote working at thelr fall
capaclty, some of them over time; that they
were all supposed to be doing a profitable
business, and tha$ they were employing over
160 bands, which is more than double the
number employed the year before the pro,
teclive policy was introduoed, and is far in
excess of the number at work in elther year
mentioned by bim, Mr, Stockton gave mis-
leading and damaging testimony as to the
cotton buslness, placing particular stress
on the failures that have occurred and, con-

cealing the facts that the factorles are now

Ing every foot of ground, although the lead-
ers acknowledge the heavy odds againat
them, The Mowat gerrymander gives the
government half a dozen coustituencles
previoualy held by the oppoeltion,unless the
advantage shall prove to be offze$ by a
change of sentiment against the government
In the localitles affected, In Toronte the
government {3 exceedingly unpopular and
could not elect a candidate in a fair contest,
To meet this oase, the Mowat bill gives
minority representation to Toronto alone In
all the province, The constituency is given
three representatives, each elector, however,
baving the privilege ot votlng for but
two ocandidates, The grits nominate
only one candidate and vote tfor him
alone, If the liberal conservatives should
nominate a full ticket of three, each elector
having only the privilege of votiog for two
of his men, the ticket would only recelve
two-thirds of the party support, while the
oppotition, though only one vota more than
two.thirds as numerous, could eleot thelr
man, The result of the arrangement Is that
the opposition put two ocandidates In the
field and the government only named one,
while the labor party have formed a tloket
of two. This scheme will give Mowat
& supporter to represent an opposition
constituency,

Premier Mowat Is a hard man to
beat, He carried the provincain 1883 with
a fair majority shortly after Mr, Blake had
been badly defeated in Oatarlo, Since
that time he has been strengthening himself
in every legitimate fashion and in varlous
other ways, The administration has more
than doubled the annual expenditure since
it came in power, It ls not denled that Mr,
Mowat has sold “some  $10,000,000
worth” of the public domaln, and that
the balance of sssets in the hand

abou$ the Northwest rebellion, hanging “‘in-
sane Riel,” extravagance, etc. Mr. Anglin
touched the repeal qumestion, ‘The mention of
that note was received with a chorus of ap-
plauze which both surprised and embar-
rassed the speaker.

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TARLIFF REFORMS IN THE URITED
STATES,

The tariff question will ba vigorously dis-
ocussed darlog the present session of the
Unlted States congress, Morrison who was
defeated In the late election will improve the
time lsft him before his term explres, to
speak in favor of tariff reform, as he oalls it.
But? no actlon fs expected until the new
house comes together, This body will find
it necessary to deal In some way with the
revenue question, The income is more than
a hundred millions too large. The average
oustoms duty Is mere than twice as high as
that of Canada, A large sum is realizsd on
internal taxes. The revenue is perbaps half
provided by free trade tsxes and half by
daties which are more or less protective,
The queetion before the countryis which class
of taxes should be reduced.

King Leopold Wants Stanley.

HE SENDS A CABLEGRAM ASKING THE IXPLORER
TO BETURN TO EUROPE.

NEw YoRE, Dac,13,—Henry M.,8tanley, the
African explorer, had just faced an audiencs
in Amberst, on Ssturday night, when a
cablegram from London was handed to him,
It bore the signature of the agent of the King
of the Belgians, and asked Mr. Stanley to re.
turn at once to Europe, as his majesty wished
to see him on important business relating to
the Congo Free State, Mr. Stanley did not
understand the reasons for this urgent appeal,
but he thought it probable tha$ his presence
in Afriea was desired for the purpose of put.
ting o sfop to a raid by a band of lawless
Arabs, who, it was reported, had wiped out
the Stanley Falls station, and were likely to
wipe out the whole Congo Free State if they
were not pacified or whipped, M. Stanley
cabled back asking if his return was abzolutely
necessary,
I do not believe,” said he, “‘that King Lec.
pold wonid ack me to return to Knrope now
unleas he thought my services were peeded in
Africa. Stanley Falls is 1,445 miles from the
mouth of the Congo, and is the limit of civili-
zation. The district, which is in charge of
Capt, Van Gsle, is scantily settled by natives.
The station is a mere garrison, occupied by not
more than two officers and about filty men, It
was established in 1883, A band of Arabscame
from Arabia to Zanzibar, a number of years
8go, moved inland, and settled at Nyangwe,
which is 400 miles above Stanley Falls, The
chief of this band is named Ben Mshommed,
although he is more widely known by the nick.
name of ‘Tippa-Tib.’ Over three years 8ago
the whole band, numbering upward of 1,700
men and slaves, moved down and made their
headquarters on a small island in the Congo
two miles from the station of Stanley Falls,
They make frequent raids on the natives and
steal everything they need. They . carry off
men, wcmen, and children, The men they
kill, tbe male children they train up as fighting
men, and the women are given to any warriors
who want them,
“*Attempts have been made to suppress this
band, but they are thorough fighting men and
are thoronghly organizad, and have never yet
los§ a fight, I understand that a female slave
flad for protection to the station at Stanley
Falls, and that the refusal of Chief Deane to
surrender her to the Arabas precipitated a con.
flict, If the Arabs have secured possession of
this station they will undonbtedly move down
the Congo, ravaging the counfry as they go.
If this is the actual state of things, I presume
I am wanted there to quell the distarbance
without open war, The Arabs have always
appeared to be on good terms with the military
officers at Stanley falls, I know they have ex-
changed visits, :
*I am well acquainted with BenMahommed,
having known him since 1876, when I made a
contract with him to accompany me with a
force of men on a fifty days’ journey. I agreed
to pay him $5,000, but he broke the contract,

Reports of Distress Among the People
Greatly Exaggerated.

tion,” eald the chle! justice, *‘ls not at all
80 extensive as it was deelared to be, I am

very happy to acknowledge, from personal
observation, the kindly feeling which per-
sons in other countries had, and were pre-
pared to show In a substantial manner, if
the stories had turned out true, Still the
reports had damaged the country to a con.
siderable extent, and he hopad that an
effort would be made to discover their
author and to punish him with the extreme
punishment that the law allows.” As the
season advances, we learn, more and
mors, how correct are the remarks
of the chief justice, and how grossly exag-
gerated have been the reports about the wide-
spread destitution of our peopie* which were
put into circulation. Suach reportaare often
got up by interested persons, in order to in.
duce the government to send supplies of pro-
vislones or to expend meney on some local
work, out of which they hope for a hand.
some profit, The cry of destitation has now
subaided, and this year will probably turn
out neitber better nor worss than many for-
mer seagons, It rcquires the ntmost vigil-
ance on the part of the government to pre-
vent imposltion; and in spite of every effort
abuses will occur, It is a perilous, but at
times an unavoldable, taskfor a government
to provide work for the people, as It is sure
to be demanded again when any difficulty
ariser; and its continuance will be clamored
for, tiil a kind of communism wonld bs es-
tablished and the finances ruined, It is,
however, still more perilous and injarious to
lzsue doles as pauper relief withons exacting
any work lo return, This has to be done, in
extreme cases, to save life; but if the striot-
est care is not exerclsed the character of the
people will be destroyed, their industry un.
dermined, and a premium placed on laziness,
When a popular clamor for relfef is raised, it
Is very difficult for a government to resist
the appeal, lest in some cases actual starva.
tlon might take place,

The chief justice further stated that the
penitentiary statistics compared favorably
with those of former years, ncme of the
offenders being imprisoned on charges of a
eerlous natare, Oat of the 196 persons com-
mitted, 96 could neither read nor write, The
