Fitzpatrick, chief justice of the su­
preme court of Canada, has been noti­
fied of his appointment by the British 
government to succeed the late Maj. 
Gen. Sir A. J. Ardagh as one of the 
four representatives of Great Britain 
on the permanent board of arbitration 
at the Hague to settle international 
disputes. Some time ago, in ratifying 
Ите appointment of Sir Chas. Fitzpat­
rick as joint representative of Canada, 
Newfoundland and Great Britain on 
the Hague tribunal to adjust matters 
in dispute with the United States in re­
ference to the Atlantic fisheries, the 
British government suggested that Sir 
Charles might also be appointed as a 
permanent member of the Hague board 
to fill the vacancy caused by the death 
of Maj.

Another trainer is of opinion that a 

dog should never know of the exis­
tence of such a thing as a whip. All 
trainers agree that when the business 
of giving a dog a lesson has once com­
menced, there should be no corporal 
punishment. "Once lose your temper," 
said a trainer to the writer, "and you 
may as well give it up at once. A dog 
only get® flustered when the trainer 
loses his temper, and a dog then can­
not learn anything.

There is, of course, a vast difference 
between the intelligence of dogs, and 
it has been found that those which 
learn the most quickly are either poo­
dles or half-breed poodles. There is an 
old saying among dog-trainers that 
"you can teach a poodle to do any­
thing except love you,” but there are 
many exceptions to this rule.

TO SIT ON A CHAIR.

The first thing that the professional 
trainer usually teaches his dog is to 
sit on a chair and rynain there until 
he is told to get down. Two lessons of 
a quarter of an hour a day are better 
than one lesson of half an hour, for 
“little and often" is the trainer's mot­
to The good trainer knows from the 
manner of the dog w-hen the lesson is 

dong tnough, for a dog is just like a 
child at school and cannot concentrate 
his attention on a lesson for any great 
length of time.

The dog. has to be brought back to 
the chair over and over again, but in 
a week he will probably be proficient 
at this simple accomplishment, and 
then n
allow other people to come into the 
room while the lesson is proceeding, 
arid he will get them to whistle and 
sing and riiake a noise generally. If 
the dog has been properly trained he 
takes no notice of anyone or anything, 
but remains on his chair until the 
trainer gives him the signal to get 
down.

SYDNEY, June 15—Work at the new 
collieries of the Dominion Coal Com­
pany, numbers Twelve and Fourteen, 
is proceeding satisfactorily. At the 
former The slope has reached a dis­
tance of eleven hundred feet, and the 
latter about forty feet, with air slopes 
well in progress, Both these collieries 
are on what is known as the Victoria 
Seam, which is nearly seven feet deep 
and of excellent quality. The slopes are 
about a mile apart, and about seven­
teen hundred feet to the rear, 
proposed shortly to open collieries on 
what is called the Lingan Seam, which 
underlies the Victoria. Underlying the 
latter and further to the rear is the 
famous Mullins Seam, and near the 
shore- line of the Atlantic, overlying 
nil, is the Barrachois area, which was 
worked in former years. There are be­
neath the surface, it is estimated, 
about six hundred million tons of 
workable coal, which, at the rate pro­
ceeding in the Glace Bay district, will 
last about two hundred years. At Do­
minion No, 12 about twenty thousand 
tens have been banked, and shipment 
will commence about September first, 
when the branch line connecting the 
mine with the main line of railway 
•will be completed;/

CHEQUES AND DRAFTS"ACTING DOGS.”

Nowadays there is a great craze for 
“acting dogs”—dogs which come on 
the stage and do things by themselves. 
In every case the trainer begins by 
leading the dog through the move­
ments he has to make, and at each 
lesson the trainer does exactly the 
same thing in the same way and uses 
the same words In giving a command.

A dog is taught to beg by being 
first backed up into a corner, where he 
has two walls to rest against 
taught to walk on his hind legs by 
being led about in this position while 
the trainer supports his front legs.

ORDER AT PANAMA

Rapid multiplication is always a 
source of .pleasure and profit to the 
operator and never fails to cause -as­
tonishment in those who do not know 
how it is done. Suppose you wish to 
multiply two numbers of two places 
each, such as 65 and 68. The product 
can tie written in one line by inspection 
as follows: Eight times 5 Are 40- Put 
down 0 for the right hand figure and 
carry 4. Add 5 and S and multiply the 
sum, 13, by 5, obtaining 78 and add 4 
Put down 2 for the next Çgure and 
carry etgl.t.Multlply the 6’s and add the 
S and put. down 44 for the remaining 
numbers. The product is therefore 
4,420. In this case the tens are alike.

The same method can be used if 
the units are alike, thus: What is the 
product of 75 times 55? Five times 5 
are 25. Put down 5 and carry 2. Sev­
en and 5 and 12. Twelve times 5 are 
60. Add 2. Put down 2 and carry 6- 
Seven times 5 are 35. Add the 6 and 
write 41. The product is 4,125.

The last illustration might be work­
ed another way since both the right 
hand figures are 5 and the sum of the 
tens gives an even number. In such a 
case simply write 25 for the right hand 
figures, and tor the remaining figures 
write the product of the ten increased

Valuable Manuscript Treasured in the 

Cottonian Library.

In the Cottonian library in England 
is an old manuscript copy of a part of 
the Bible in Latin. This was used at 
the coronation of English sovereigns 
300 years before I he “stone of des­
tiny” was brought from Scone to West­
minster by Edward I. In other words, 
the use of. this "Bible ‘ for the purpose 
in question dated back to the year 
1000.

The Bible is a quarto of 217 leaves, 
containing the four gospels, and seems 
from the. style of the writing and il­
luminations, which are very beautiful, 
to have been made about the end of 
the ninth century.

The, Testament escaped destruction 
in the, fire at Ashburnham House in 
.1731. of which it bears evidence on its 
crumpled leaves and ruined margins. 
There is some evidence that the son 
of Edward the Elder, Athcistan tile 
Glorious, who was king of the west 
Saxons from 935 to 940, owned this 
Bible and presented it to the church 
of Dover.

Without insects we should have no 
flowers nor fruit.

—Advices received here state that for 
three nights beginning May 10 there 
was a remarkable volcanic outburst on 
Savaai, the largest of the Samoan Isi- 
nds. The first eruption was followed by 
the greatest flow of lava in the history 
of the island it being estimated at near­
ly three thousand tons per minute. 
Soon there was almost continuous sheet 
of lava 8 miles wide and from 6 inches 
to 6 feet deep flowing down the moun­
tain side. It overflowed the cliffs, de­
stroying many native houses in its 
way, dropping into the ocean and caus­
ing an immense uprising of steam.
