ANNOYING. THE RUSSIANS.

New British Ambassador Received in St.

Petersburg, and

Hope for Better

Relations Between Two Gountries.

T

8T. PETERSBURG, May 16, '6.40 p.
m.—Sir  Charles Hardinge, the new
British ambassador to Russia, arrived
in St. Petersburg at 2 o’clock this af-
ternoon. Because of the part the
ambassador is expectad to play in car-
rying out King Edward's desire for
closer relations between Great Britain
and Russia, more( than usual interest
in his arrival was displayed in official
and unofficial circles. The government

was extremely punctiious in observ-

ing the most minute @etails of the cere-
monies imposed by international eti-
quette on the arrival of a new ambas-
sador. The imperial waiting room at
the Warsaw station was thrown.open
for his use and an imperial carriage
with a guard of honor of Cossacks in

red tunics conveyed the ambassador
from the station to the embassy. So
soon as the Emperor returns to St
Petersburg Sir Charles Hardinge will
present his credentials and at the same
time delliver a speech, which it is ex-
pected will reveal, guardedly of course,
the object of his mission. The authori-
ties here attach considerable import-
anee to the prospective declaration
owing to the ambassador’s relations
with King Edward. It will be regard-
ed as being as much an expression of
the views of His Majesty as of the
British government. On his part, Em-
peror Nichelas will make a response
which will be no less cordial than the
utterances of the British ambassador.

In official and diplomatic circles it is
generally known that the establish-
mernt of better relations between Rus-
sia and Gréat Britain is the object of
Sir Charles Hardinge’s mission. The
specific purposes, however, are still
veiled, despite the discreet inquiries
made by foreign diplomats of their
British colleagues here.

“You know as well as we do,” said
a welt informed diplomat to the cor-
respondent of the Associated Press
this *afternogn, ‘“the intense personal
desire of ng Edward to reach an
agreement with Russia. The Kking
wishes to bnming about a change in

-Anglo-Russian relations such as real-

ized by thé agreement between Great
Britain and France. In spite of the
helief eleewhere this is no more diffi-
cult task than was accomplished in
Paris and London. We belleve Sir
Charles Hardinge's mission is to reach
an understanding with Russia whereby

FREDERICTON WATER

Is Said 10 be Very Bad For the
Health.

(Gleaner, Monday.)

Some revelations are likely to be
made this week in connection with the
city water supply. It appears that
several citizens who were not satisfied
that the water was pure, undertook
to investigate for themselves. They
secured several samples last fall, at
low water. One sample was taken
at the intake, another below it, and
another half ‘a mile above it. Samples
were also takem from three service
pipes in the c¢ity. These were for-
warded to the dominion analyst at Ot-
tawa and also to the Ontario analyst
at Toronto. Their reports were receiv-
ed a few days ago and no doubt they
will be given to the public this week.
From what can be learned the analy-
sis is such that immediate action on
the part of the city council or the
water committee will be necessary, In
all of the samples but one sumbitted
to analysis typhoid bacteria was found.
The exception was in the water taken
half a mile above the intake. In this
vegetable bacteria only was in evi-
dence. The report of both the domin-
ion officer and the Ontario officer up-
on the analysis agree in nearly every
particuiar. The. danger in the water
as now supplied, according to the gen-
tlemen who have interested themselves,
is emphasized by the fact that the
guinea pig inoculated by the ‘typhoid
dbacteria found in the water died from
the effects.

These- citizens have also collected
Ssome -statistics bearing on the preval-
ence-of typhoid in this city, and while
the facts are not given to*the public it

If the Britfsh have a motive
for seeking a Russian agreement it is
attributed to British suspicion of Ger-
many, due to the latter’s creation of a
navy.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 17, 2.25 a.
m.—Owing to the interruption of com-
munication with Port Arthur, the ad-
miralty has no information of its own
egther regarding the blowing up of the
dapanese criuser Miyako on Nay 15or
the torpedoing and erippling of an ar-
mored Japanese cruiser in Talienwan
Bay, May 10, by a naphtha launch in
oommand of a young Russian naval
officer. The admiralty officers read
with interest the Associated Press ac-
count of the former and pointed out
that by no chance could the two hap-
penings be identical, since the Miyako
struck in daylight and the other event
is reported as happening at night. The
admiralty while awaiting news of
either incident, point out the feasibil-
ity of the launch exploit, since the
equipment for sending torpedoes from
small boats, an invention of the late
Vice Admiral Makaroff, was utilized
in the Russo-Turkish war. Whether
one o6r two Japanese ships have been
crippled, satisfaction is expressed at
the admiralty that there has been
some equivalent for the disasters to
the Port Arthur fleet.

SEOUL, Korea, May 16, 9 p. m.—An
unofficial despatch has been received
here saying that a Russian force esti-
mated to number 300 men, has appear-
ed at the Rritfsh mines at Wunsun,
Northern XKorea, where they seized
the belongings of the Japanese and
Chinese employes. They did not touch
British property. Some of the Jap-
anese escaped, while others are report-
ed to have heen captured.

In this connection some have pointed
out that the chairman of the Frederic-
ton board of health in his last report
to the provincial board of health re-
frained from furnishing any statistics
in conmection with the prevalence of
typhoid in this city. The report, it is
further said, will also cantain a re-
commendation that the serious condi-
tions now prevailing may be overcome
by the removal of the intake to a point
about half a mile above the place at
which Victoria Hospital sewer now
enters the river. The report of the
citizens who have taken up the matter
will be awaited with much interest.
We do not wish to unnecessarily alarm
our people, but clearly the council
must act promptly, and it must be pre-
pared at once to face the problem of,
obtaining a water supply of which not
the slightest suspicion can be enter-
tained.

In this connection it may be stated
that about three years ago samples of
our water supply were furnished to an’
expert analyst in New York and he
reported in effect that the water did
not contain typhoid bacteria,

“Iron by electricity” is the latest re-
port submitted by experts to the gov-
ernment.” Dr. Haanel’'s statement is
only preliminary, but if it is true, it
means a great deal. It covers observ-
ations of the‘commission appointed to
investigate in Europe the manufac-
ture of pig iron by the electric pro-
cess. The process costs, says Dr.
EHaane]l, approximately $10.60 per ton
to produce the pig iron by the process
at Livet, France. The result was
achieved in furnaces mnot specially
edapted for the werk, and plants spe-
clally designed for the operation would
doubtless give much better results.
The report sets out the following facts:

At Gysang, Sweden, steel of superior
quality s made by a smelting together
of charcoal, pig and scrap in an elec-
tric furnace of the induction type, that
is a furnace with electrodes. This
process corresponds to the crucible
steel process, but it has advantages
over the latter in that the melted ma~
terials at no time during the operation
are exposed to gases, some of which
when absorbed deleteriously affect the
quality " of -the product. The furnace
worked quietly and regularly, produc-
ing on an.average four tons+of stee] in
24 hours. Tapping occurréd every six
hours. The cost at the rate.of $10 per
electric horse power a year would be
$1.16 per ton of product, At Laprach,
France, steel is-also made from melt
a4 scrap, on & slightly different and

more perfect process than that em-
ployed in Sweden, the product being
of a better type and cost somewhat
lower. ! :

The most Important experiments
witnessed by the commission were
those made at Livet, when some 60 tons
of iron ore were used to demonstrate
the econemic production of pig iron by
the electric, process. The furnace em-
ployed was of the resistance type and
9onsisted of two fron casings of square
“Cross section, forming two shafts com-
municating with each other at their
lower end by means of a lateral canal.
The base of each shaft was formed by
a carbon block, these blocks being in
electric communication on the exterlor
of the furnace by means of copper
bars. The carbon electrodes to which
the electric current was distributed
passed two-thirds of their length into
the shaft. The different classes of pig
iron were obtained without; difficulty,
and the furnaces throughout the ex-
periment avorked  withoutraceident. A
number of castiiigs,: such as columns,
pulleys, g'é’ar wheels, etc.,, were made

OTTAWA, May 11.—The house for a
couple of hours or more yesterday was
not in that dignified form which pop-
ular thought expects from the assem-
bled wisdom of the country. The act-
ing speaker, possibly did the best he

Their object was to
blacken the reputation of Mr. Osler of
‘West Toronto, his cutting exposure of
the iniquities of the Grand Trunk,Pa-
cific sale having aroused the ire of the
back benchers, or rather of the govern-
ment itself, which inspired the attack,
or at least did not attempt to stop it.
Parliamentary usage wasjbrought into
contempt, and the ianguage used would
not be creditable to a heated party
caucus.

The militia report for 1903 has been
laid on the table- of the house. Its
most important feature is the report
of Lord Dundonald, the general officer
commanding. Lord "Dundonald ex-
plains the plan of increasing the militia
to 100,000 men as the first line of de-
fence, with provision for enrolling an-
other 10,000 as a second line. Passing
on, the commander says:

“I will now refer to the training of
the whole force in all/its ranks. Last
year I drew up the following plan, and
in doing 'so I had two considerations
in view: one, that even a moderate
scheme for the defence of this country
must:be based on the fact that a con-
siderable -force will be required; the
other, that ;g,'fhe cost of bringing the
whole enlisted personnel at once to a
high standard of efficiency is more
than the people are willing to under-
take at the present time, so my aim
has been to give the largest possible
preparation for war at the least pos-
sible immediate outlay. The main idea
is, that a-~few in every unit shall be
thoroughly versed in the art of war
through instruction given at the cen-
tralscamp by the best men of every
arm in Canada; that a larger number
shall be fairly instructed by the better
taught and more capable few above
named, who would go straight from
the central camp to district camps, and
that finally, on the alarm sounding,
the whole ‘skeleton’ thus constructed
shall be clothed with ‘flesh and blcod’
by the addition of men who can shoot
fairly well and have some slight know-
ledge of a soldier’s work and duties—
that knowledge being acqjuired partly
in the ranks and partly through asso-
ciation with their company headquar-
ters, its lectures, and its library. Such
a force, on'taking the field, should be
able in a short time to develop the
necegsary cohesion in discipline and
handiness to enable it to perform its
duties satisfactorily. It would provide
the country with-a larger nucleus:of
trained men than now, exists, and it
would have great advantage over ‘the
present system in producing a largde
fleld army. It has been repeatedly
demonstrated, and never more clearly
than in the late war in South’ Africa,
that "quite raw troops can be turned
into efficient and trustworthy soldiers
in a very short time, provided they
are gifted with the right soldierly
qualities, and have good and experi-
enced officers and non-commissioned
officers and a small proporticn of train-
ed privates to stiffen the ranks and
enable the others to pick up their work
by, constant example and imitation, If,
In7addition, the mass is composed of
8004 rifle shots a very formidable body
of men can’soon'be placed in the field.

“But without good leaders and a
nucleusjof trained-men, this result can
only be obtainedYfafter long and pain-
ful, probation and sad experience. In
war, as.in everything else, the blind
can lead}ithe blind only to destruction.
If all¥men are equally ignorant and
the leaders are incapable, mutual dis-
trust, unsteadiness, want of discipline,
and panic.are inevitable, in the first
serious action. ;

““Of course the proposed system, like
every other system, depends on the
quality of those who undertake the
training, on the personal element in
fact. It is therefore of the first im-
portance that the selection of officers

snd non-commissioned officers; for the

impertant duty of training shall be
subject to the closest scrutiny, that
appointments of a permanent.nature
shall be probationary, and that only
those who have-proved their fitness
shall be confirmed in their appoint-
ments.”

AGED CALAIS SHIPBUILDER,

Death of Wm. H. Hinds l‘.ongv' Identi-
fied With the Industry on
St. Croix.

CALATS, Me., May 14—At the ripe age
of 91 years and eight months, Willlam
Hillman Hinds, who for nearly three-
quarters of a century was identified
with the shipbuilding industry on the
St. Croix, passed peacefully away on
Thursday evening at his home on Main
street. He was a man who was high-
ly esteemed for his sterling integrity
and a citizen of whom Calais was just-
ly proud.

Willlam Hillman Hinds was the son
of Owen Hindd of Middleboro, Mass.,
and was born at Livermore, this state,
Sept. 12, 1812, He came of good old
Mayflower stock and was a direct de-
scendaat of Elder Ebenezer Hinds, who
was the first preacher of the Orthodox
faith in Boston. Mr. Hinds left school
at an early age and entered the employ
of his father, who established a ship-
yvard at Hallowell. In 1830, when the
busina2ss of shipbuilding was being car-
ried on extensively at the Ledge, on
the New Brunswick side of the river,
and when that now almost deserted
place was a veritable hive of industry
came Mr. Hinds with his parents, and
the business of building ships was em-

barked in by the subject of this sketch, |

who was but 18 years of age, and
there he remained for 20 years during
which time many good _sized vessels
were built, his first launched being the
ship Scoodic of 1,000 tons, which was
followed later by the Break of Day,
2,000 tons, and by many others of
greater and lesser tonnage, in a num-~-
ber of which he held a financial inter-
est. s s
He was united in marriage with Mary
Hill, a ddughter of Willlam Hill of St.
ftephen, and by her had two sonsfand
three daughters. In 1850 Mr. Hinds
came to Calais and entered into busi-
ness heére, being successful for many.
years,iretiring in the ’80s from active

'bund__ing operations and until within a

recent period . carried on the work of
repairing vessels at the Hinds railway,
so called, being associated with his son
George, who a few years ago, removed
to lacksonville, Florida, ;

Mr, Hinds contin€ud to have an over-
sight of all the'work carried on at his
railway until failing health® compelled
him to retire, but, his: mind was clear
and he would talk interestingly with
his callers of early days on the St.
Croix and of personal experiences dur-
ing his long residence here. He was
an acknowledged'authority on all mat-
‘ters pertaining to”the shipping.trade
and possessed a fund of valuable'know-
ledge which wa& alWways at the disposi-
tion of his friends “Whom he number-
ed by the score. He was a staunch
Congragationalist, the 'faith of his fath-
ers, and the funeral which was held at
2,30 Saturday afternoon, was conduct-
ed by Rev. C. G. McGulley of the church
here.

Mr. Hinds is survived by four child-
ren, George of Jacksonville, Florida;

PROF. DAVIDSON RESIGNS.

FREDERICTON, N, B., May 13.—
Dr. John Davidson, professor of men-
tal and moral philosophy at the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick, who for the
past two years has been in Scotland,
has tendered his resignation to Dr.
Inch, president of the senate, on ac-
count-of continued ill health.

OTTAWA, May 11.—-~ Governmen{|

speakers after wasting two days and
a half in useless discussion came to

their senses this aftermoon and ettled

down to business about five o'clock,

when the G. T. P. debate was resumed |

in committee of the whole.. "Mr, Bor-
den’s first amendment was accepted
by Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick, and other
amendments were under discussion at
six o’clock.

The first amendment to the G. T. P.
bill tonight was defeated by 25 to 41.

The government accepted as an am-
endment to section one of the bill, the
words that made its meaning more
clear. They fought against every
other amendment in- stiff terms. Mr.
Borden of Halifax pressed his am-
endments with wvigor, but the brute
majority was too much for him, The
debate on the other amendments was
kept up by Sir Wiifrid, Mr. Barker,
the minister of justice, and others, till
a late hour,

Four of the opposition amendments
to the G. T. P. bill were voted down
tonight. The house adjourned at mid-
night till Friday.

Tomorrow being Ascension day, the
house will take a rest and no business
will be done till Monday.

OTTAWA, May 13.—In the house this

afternoon, after routine, Maclean of
East York,s on motion to adjourn,
which was negatived, made a fervent
speech in favor of government control
of télephone and telegraph lines, his
basis of argument being that farmers
and residents of outlying districts were
shut off by the Bell telephone mono-
poly..;which denied their private lines
connection with the G. T. systems.
Maclean quoted figures to show that
state control had been a success in
England, Sweden and other countries,
and that cheap telephonic communica-

ftion was as neocessary as highways to

the prosperity of the rural classes in
Canada.,

Maclean notified .the government that
he would bring this question up again
on motcion to go into supply.

Mr. Blain of Wentworth directed at-
tention to the continued absence of
Hon. Mr. Emmerson from the house,
while -the G. T. P, railway debate was
under consideration, and expressed
surprise that the minister of railways
should not manifest any interest in
the measure.

Sir Wilfrid did not reply.

The balance of the afternoon was
devoted to discussing opposition am-
endmentg to the G. T. P, deal, the min-
ister of Jjustice accepting several
changes in tHe text, but declining to
accept any affecting the principle of
the sale of Canada to Hays and Sir
Rivers-Wilson.

In the course of thig afternoon’s ‘de-
bate, Borden of Halifax put in a plea
for the employment of  Canadians in
preference to Unitédi: States engineers
In the surveys of the G. T. P. line, and
urged if the complaints of the engin-
eers were well founded,-that Canada’s
alien labor law should be properly en-
forced.

Laurier, in reply, quoted Hays to the
effect that less than!threesper cent, of
the survey staff were American citi-
zens.

Sir William Mulock attempted. to
explain that the government had done
its best to have Canadlans employed
on the Grand Trunk Pacific railway
survey and would insist on American
engineers being ruled out, but he made
a lame fist of it, Cbl. Sam Hughes and
Mr. Clarke of Toronto showing that
Mr. Hays had filled every chief posi-
tion with his Yankee associates,

Clarke gave mames, and dates of
appointment to back up his statement
and challenged the minister to deny a
single appointment he had named. In
the meantime Canadian engineers are
out of work and cannot get a job from
the Grand Trunk at any prige. Clarke’s
speech made a telling impression on
both sides of the house, it being back-
ed up by solid documentary evidence.
Not even a liberal heeler dared inter-
rupt bine

Cearke continued his masterly speech
at some length, making Mulock, min-
ister of labor, pass some uncomfort-
able hours. On behalf of Canadian
labor, Clarke made a ‘most powerful
arraignment of the minister, who is
juggling with the question. Flouted
and ignored by Mr. Hays and the
Grand Trunk, the minister now admits
that Mr. Griffin is here as a delegate
of the Canadian engineers to .protest
against the employment of American
engineers at the expense of our own
people. Mr. Clarke charged the min-
ister with gross neglect of “anadian
brains, education and intelligence.

Debate was continued by Colonel
Hughes and Hon., Mr. Fielding, the
former showing by figures that Ameri-
cans had been employed in all promi-
nent positions and that Canadians
were only employed as hewers of wood
and drawers of water.

Ralph Smith, labor member for Van-
couver, endorsed the idea that only
Canadian labor should be employed in
Canadian works, unless better men
can be got across the line or from
England, but then only to a small de-
gree:

The WJebate was continued at mid-
night by Mr. Clancy, who was followed
by Sir Hibbert Tupper in a vigorous
and exhaustive speech, his first of the
session.

The debate was continued by Ken-
dall of Cape Breton, Oliver and others.
Clarke of Toronto, replying to Oliver,
said "his policy was to give work to
Canadians and enforce the alien labor
law against foreign engineers and em-
ployes,

The house adjourned at 12.35 a. m.,
on motion of Fielding, till Monday.

EXPLOSION AT ST. GEORGE’S

Gave the People a Very Bad Fright

The following is a more detailed ac-
count of the explosion of naphtha in St.
George’s harbor, Bermudn, concerning
which a paragraph appeared in the
Sun two days ago. The  information
was received by Rev. R. Mathers,
whose daughter, Mrs, Tucker Chap-
man, is at St. George’s :

On the night "of Wednesday, 27th
April, a vessel laden witih naphtha took
fire in the harbor of St. George’s, Ber-
muda.

A wooden vessel bound to France
with 4,000 barrels of naphtha on board,
put into St. George’s some months ago,

leaking so badly that the cargo had|
to be transferred to a hulk, an old|

man-of-war lying, in the harbor, pend-
ing the arrival of another vessel, A
watchman was put on the hulk, but
no fire nor light of any kind was al-
lowed on board.

All went well until a fine iron ves-
sel from Norway came to take away
the naphtha. Three thousand five hun-
dred barrels had been safely transfer-
red, when at 8.30 Wednesday evening,
27th ult., a man came running up from
below to say that the ship was on fire.
The crew had just turned in, but im-
mediately jumped overboard in their
night clothes, and swam to a small is-
land, from which they were rescued,
no one heing injured, except the cap-
tain, who received some bruises while
trying to rescue a favorite cat. The
burning vessel was like a volcano and
presented a magnificent spectacle. At
10.30 the 500 barrels on board the hulk
exploded without a moment’s warning,
and with terrific violence., Whole bar-
rels were shot up into the air and had
the hulk been of wood, the conse-
quences would have been disastrous,
as the whole harbor would have been
a sea of fire.

The escape from injury was mira-
culous, as a number of small boats

SAVED CROPS,

Terue and Veracious Tale of How a
Nebraska Farmer Escapad
the Plague.

LINCOLN, Neb., May 11.—A' gentle-
man ‘who lives in University place was
growing wheat in Southern Nebraska
when the grasshoppers struck him. He
had a forty acre field of wheat that
yéar, prémising a big yield, and the
JProspect of its having to go to feed his
enemies, the grasshoppers, was galling
almost beyond enduranee. Very soon
after the vanguard of the hoppers ap-
peared, however, this gentleman made
an en*tomological discévery that saved
Fhis crom.

“I found.” he sald, ‘“‘that the graes-
hoppers were in the habit of climbing
the wheat stalks every morning to
speng the day feeding on what was
intended to feed me and my family. 1
used to go out in the field and see how
‘they were getting on every morning,
and in my impatience at the liberties
they were taking with my wheat I
would oceasionally serike at a clump
of them as they hung to a stalk and
knock .hem to the ground.

‘“After a whila I notfced that when
a grasshopper was thus dislodzed he
made no fumther offgrt to get his din-
ner, but remained on the ground until
the regular time to dimb the stalk
next morning. Immediately on mak-
ing the important discovery I went
and took dewn our long wire clothes
line, and called my wife to come and
help me. Then we went through that
forty acre field, dragging the clothes
line over the wheat between wus, and
knockad all the grasshoppers to the
ground.

“Next morning we gave the hoppers
just time enough to get well started
up the stalks when we went out and
repea‘ted the proceeding of the day be-
fore.

The Royal Academy dinner was held

in the long gallery at Burlington
House, on Saturday evening. The com=~
pany was received by the president,
Sir E. Poynter, and included many re-
presentatives of art, letters, science,
politics, society, and the learned pro-
fessions.

The president, in proposing the toast
of “The King,” said: It is-not only
head of this realm that his majesty’'s
name takes the first place in all toasts,
but as being the foremost in promot-
ing everything which tends to the
honor and welfare of the country. The
unrivalled grasp of affairs and large
view of events which distinguish Hhis
majesty no doubt led him to make that
European journey which has had such
far-reaching results on our relations
with neighboring countries, and, it is
to be hoped on the peace of the comti-
nent. (Cheers.) The same spirit has
again taken him, in his indefatigable
desire to bring peace and harmony in-
to all qur relations, to that sister is-
land where the charm of
qualities counts for so much, and
where his majesty’s never-failing ur-
banity and his genuine interest in all
that concerns his subjects are
certain to call forth the
warmest expressions of attach-
ment, and strengthen that tie which
binds all classes and races together —
loyalty to the throne. (Cheers.) Your
highness, your excellencies, my lords
and gentlemen, I give you “The King—
The toast was drunk with enthusiasm.
The president then proposed the toast
of ““I'te Queen and Royal Family,” ob-
serving that the death of the Duke of
Cambridge made a gap which the
Royal Academy keenly felt.— The
toast was loyally honored.

The president next gave “The Navy,
Army, and Reserve Famces.”

Lord Selborne, in responding for the
navy, said that recently they had only
too good reason to realize how insep-
arable were the greatest risks from
the seaman’s life. They were begin-
ning to learn alse what a modern na-
val war meant, Still, those days of
the navy, immortalized by Captain
Marryat, were not altogether past. A
few weeks ago two small cruisers,
British and American, found them-,
selves in a port, which should be
nameless, and discovered that the an-
nual revolution was going on. The
government was in possession of the
town, and the opposition were rapidly
advancing to attack it. The two cap
tains put their heads together — for
there were many British and Ameri-
can citizens in the town, and much
British and American p#dperty —and
they sent a joint note te the combat-
ants warning them that however much
fighting they chose to do ,they, the
two captains, forbade them to fight in
the town. (Laughter.) The govern-
ment and the opposition both wrote
back unanimously to say that their
excellencies should be obeyed, but as
their excellencies had forbidden fight-
ing in the town, would they kindly say
where the fighting might take pldce.
(Renewed laughter). The two captains
were quite equal to the occasion. They
surveyed the country, and seleqt,ed a
position which would do for military
operations, with rivers, hills, and ev-
erything in its proper place. They then
carefully drew up the order of pro-
ceedings. They intimated that this
position was to be held by the govern-
ment, that the opposition was to retire
a certain number of miles, and might
then proceed to take the position, but
—and these were the rules—if the gov-
ermment once abapdoned the position
they were to be held to have been
beaten, while i# the opposition were
unable to take the position they
must withdraw, but under no cur-
cumstances whatever would any fight-
ing be allowed In the town if the
position were abandoned. The govern-
ment might retire to the fortress in
the town, but there was to be no fight-
ing in the town, or else the guns of
both cruisers would be turned impar-
tially on both armies (laughter). The
terms were accepted without demur, the
government occupied the position, the
opposition withdrew, and in the course
of two or three days adwvanced to the
attgck. There was a terrible amount
of fighting, an immense amount of am-
munition was expended, and a great
many lives were lost. Eventually the
government went on the run and re-
treated pell-mell through the town in-
fo the fortress. But the moment the
opposition arrived at the position which
the government former]ly held, they
ceased firing—not one single shot was
fired after the government had aband-
oned the position. When the opposi-
tion had occupied the position, and the
government had retired into the fortress
both armies hoisted a flag ‘‘Referees
required,’”” and the two captalns, with
the Union Jack and Stars end Stripes
flyving, then solemnly went up to the
fort. The army of the victors (the op-
position) lined the sgreets. and présent-
ed arms. All the shutters of all the
shops were taken down, and the popu-
latign turned out and heartily cheered
the referees. Then came the delicate
and dipflomatic question of arranging
the terms qf peace. The two captafns
decid®d that in respect of the men of
the armty the government they must
lay down their arms, and should then
be aligwed to go°free. The opposition
accepted those terms without ques-
tion. They then said that the generals
of the government, and he thought the
prime minlster, too, should be allowed
to leave the country unmolested, but
to that the opposition at first,strongly
demurred (laughter), thinking that they
qught at once to be shot. But the two
captains pointed out to them that re-

in the eountry, that there was no rea-
son to suppose that this was the last,
and that to shoot the leaders might be
a precedent dangerous to the leaders of
the opposition at some future time
(laughter). After a great deal of con-
psideration and a council of war, the
strength of these arguments became
apparent to the opposition and the late
government and their generals were
sent out of the country unmolested.
The only thing that then remained was
for the two captains to see that the
soldiers in the fortress lal@ dewn their
arms, That was seen to, and the army
of the late government then left the
fortress. The moment they left the
fortress they were met by the general
of the victorious opposition, who offer-
ed them double pay to join his army
(laughter). WifHout a moment’s hesi-
tation, and without a single dissentient
voice, the offer was accepted, the van-
quished soldiers resumed thelr arms and
then formed part of the escort of the
army of ihe opposition, which conduct-
ed the two captains back, to their
cruisers when they returhed to the more
Dbrosaic and ordimary rottife of their

duties (¢heers and laughter).

Th every
country fn which grt has prospered
there have been cértain recognized
canons of itaste and aceomplishment.
De¢spite many diversities of individual
views, there has been a prevailng
opinien upon the great ptinciples.
That was émimently so in Greece; it is
very largely “true, } think, in mbdern
France; it is true te a less extent, but
still true, in the art}stic worid of Eng
land. Bwt the ;same thing . cannet be
said, at presént, ¢f the military world
in“England. I féel very strongly the
absence of what I may cell “accepted
professional opifilon” with regard to
the great mlilitary problems of our
empire. If Lotd Ra#leigh or Professor
Dewar in the world of sclenee were to
express an opinion on argon or radium,
and the anonymous cprnespondent of a
halfpenny paper egpressed the con-
trary ‘view, public. judgment would go
il favor of sciemntific authority, be-
cause every one sgould know that it
represented the ﬁghest Knowledge of
the scientific gworld, I caphot pretend
that a similar 4toeptants is always ac-
corded to giilitate Jedgmépts on
questions whith: 4dre clearly within the
military provigge. Frorh whith 1 do
not deduce that millaty opififon is
wrong and non-professfobnal opinion
right, but rather that the public does
not yet recognize the existence of
clef¥ly formulatgd professional opin-
ion on some of the pwdblemns which are
most important te this country. If is
for this regson that I welcome the
progress which has been made, and
which 1s being made, in the direction
of creating a truly organized and
scientific 6pinion in the navy and
the army 4n regard to the greatest
problems of the empire It will be
long before the work is done, but it
is semething to have made a begin-
ning, and I honestly believe that this
beginning is fraught with the most
important results for the empire and
the army. Tt is time that we set our
house in order. War is detestable.
War is to be avoided if possible. Upon
these points we are all agreed: but
we have only to read the signs of the
time to know that war, however de
testable, cannot alwa¥s be avoided,
and to those who find themselves en-
gaged in war without preparatien and
without seciéntific arrangements cal-
amity may céme with overwhelming
swiftness. 1 think, sfr, it was Opie
who when asked with what he mixed
his colors safd, “Brafns.” And so it is
with our military strength. It can
only be made effective {f the work of
the soldiers in the field Is made pos-]
sible by full preparation beforehand,
and scientific methods while in opera-
tion. When that time comes we shall
have learnt one lesson from the world
of art, and military opinion on mili-
tary problems will be accepted both
inside and outside the army as a
scientifie and considered, and, there-
fore, a conclusive, judgment on a great
and complicated problém. Give your
good wishes, therefors, I beg you, to
all that is being done and all that we
hope may yet be dene to improve
what T once ventured to describe as
the “intellectuil equipment” of our
torces. A very distinguished and
famous sailor, who not long ago T had
the homor of calling my colleague,
spoke in this room & {ear ago. and en-
tranced his audiende with the humar-
ous but moving eloquenée ¥f which_ he
is a master. He sa$d many true things
about the mnavy, end he mada not
unkindly allusions te the &rmy, but I
t¥ink, perhaps, Re put the claims of
his own great service even Righer than
o should be disposed to put them,
though that is high enouygh.

1 sincerely hope that the
navy will always prove itself equal to
the task of carrying the soldier over
the water space which separates him
from the place where the fighting is to
be done. I have great confidence in my
noble friend and his colleagues at the
admiralty, and I believe they will not
fail us, for I confess it seems to me
in the future the effective work of the
army may more and more have to
be done across the sea, and that the
fortunes of this empire may be im-
perilled thousands of miles away from
our own shores, and this by no ¢hoice
of our own, but because our empire is
what it is.and Where it is. And so I
trust that if we can make an army
ddequate i number and efficient in
training and organization, Lord Sel-
borne and his colleagues will always be
good as their word, and will carry that
army to the place which the national
needs dictate. Sir John Fisher told
yuu last year that we have now a
board df admiralty whieh is “united,
progressive, and determimed,’ ‘and that
we might fiow sleep quietly in eur beds.
It is not for me to maké any such hggh
claim on the part ¢f the army coun-
cll—t has to win gnblic edpfdence,
not to claim it. But I believe that you
will find in the army countfl a dody
as devofed to the eountry/s interests,
as single-minded i §ts endeavor to
serve those interests, as eveén the
Yoard of admiralty. Much’can be done
by thé council itdklf, &nd much, In-
deed, there {s to by déng. But let me
a/s'g;xre'you"f at nothing #111 more pog-
erfilly held the cdqnpﬂ, néw and in the
future, a genervis measure of
public c¢onfidéince, #£6me gatlenca in
criticism and sdftie recognition of &us-
cessflil en@eavor.

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THE WRECK OF DALNY.,

There is something pathetic in the
destruction by the Russians them-
selves of the magnificent and costly
equipment for commerce at Dalny, the
traffic’ terminus ,of the Siberian rail-
- way. Countless millions of money
have been poured out to make Dalny
& perfect terminal port. Nearly two
years ago more than §6,000,000 had
been expended on the harbor alone.
Three times that sum might cover the
cost at this time. Then the city it-
self is practically a Russian creation.
It represented the dreams and ambi-
tions of Russia for a great Pacific
Ocean outlet for the trade of two
continents, as Port Arthur fulfilled the
dgsire for a fortified position which
should dominate the sea coast of Nor-
thern Asia. With feverish eagerness
the rulers of Russia have pledged the
resources and wealth of the empire to
carry out these imperial aspirations.
Russia went to Manchuria not so
much for territorial aggrandisement
as to acquire this gate to her own
vast Asiatic territory. To that end
she has built within Chinese territory
no less than 1,180 miles of railway
from the Manchurian frontier to
Dalny, besides several hundred miles
of connecting lines. Dalny had already
become a great seaport. Last year 717
steamships loaded there, and 1,418 Chi-
nese junks entered the port. It is
said that over 40,000 passengers passed
through Dalny in 1903. But this was
only the beginning. The Trans-
Manchurian railway had hardly
begun to be a thoroughfare when the
war broke out.

The evacuation and wreck of Dalny
will probably be followed soon by the
fall of Port Arthur, and the capture of
the Russian soldiers there. But that
will not happen until the splendid for-
tifications are laid in ruins by the na-
tion which built them, and the once
proud Pacific coast fleet been
utterly destroyed. Thus the work of
five years and the expenditure of hun-
dreds of millions of treasure will be
lost.

Great display has been made in the
Bovernment press of the attacks made
by two western liberal members, Mr.
Bcott and Mr. Davis, upon Mr, Osler
in connection with the promotion and
construction-of the Regina and Long
Lake railway. When the charge of
misappropriating subsidies and of in-
creasing the length of the road in or-
der to enlarge the grants was made
this journal suggested that the com-
plainants, who were demanding fur-
ther information, should seek it from
Attorney General Pugsley, who prob-
ably knew more about the matter than
any one else now in public life. We
do not know <whether the western
members have sought light from this
source, but at present Dr. Pugsley has
the control of a political journal which
proceeds to explain the whole matter.
Here is the statement of the Gazette,

‘which is commended to the attention

pf Walter Scott, M. P., of Regina, and
Mr. Davis, M. P., of Prince Albert:

The Gazette has sought, and obtained, par-
Hculars from those who are in a position to

know the circumstances connected with the
organization of the company and the build-
ing of the raflway.

It has been stated in parliament that the
company réceived a bonus of $22,000 per
mile, and also that it built the road one hun~
dred miles longer thanm was necessary, in
order to receive an increased grant. Both
statements are absolutely false. The com-
pany received the usual land grant of 6,400
acres per mile. At that time land in the
Northwest was considered of very little
value and could not be sold at a higher
price than from twenty-five to fifty cents per
acre., The country was filling up very slow-
ly. The Northwest rebellion had just taken
place and it was utterly impossible to finance
the enterprise with the aid of the land
grant. In order to accomplish what was
considered at the ‘time a very important
work in connection with the opening up of
the Paskatchewan country, the government
agreed to make the company a loan of .$80,000
a year for a period of twenty years, it be-
ing agreed that the company should carry
the maile, mounted police and Indian sup-
plies; that an account should be kept be-
tween the company and. the goverhmeni, and
that at the end of the twenty years whatever
balance would be due to the government
would be paid by the company. As security
for this payment the company transferred
to the government one-third of its land grant
amounting to about half a million am:es.
This land is still held by the government,
and in view of the rapidly increasing value
of lands in the Northwest, there is no rea-
son to suppose but what the government
will be amply recouped for whatever may be
owing to the Dominion at the end of the
twenty years.

So far as the mileage of the road is con-
cerned, it was located by competent engi-
neers and is no longer than was absolutely
necessary to connect Regina, the capital of
the Northwest Territories, with Prince Al-
bert upon the North Saskatchewan. The
road 1s 251 miles in length, and since its
completion has been operated by the Can-
adian Pacific Railway Company and has been
a most important factor in the development
of the country.

The bonds of the company had to be fin-
anced in England and Mr. Osler was entrust-
ed with this work. By reason of his high
financial standing he was enabled through
Messrs. Morton, Rose & Co., eminent bank-
ers of London, to negotiate a sale of the
bonds. It was necessary to dispose of a
large portion of the land grant to them in
order to guarantee interest on the bonds. In
addition to this the whole of the yearly pay-
ments received from the government has
been pledged for the payment of interest,
JJneither Mr. Osler nor any of the promoters
of the road having received one dollar from
this source.

We think it-is only due to Mr. Osler,whose
conduct in the transaction from beginning
to end has been without reproach, to make
the above statement.
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THE OPEN DOOR AND AROOS-
TOOK.

Some Aroostook correspondent has
been writing to the Bangor News
complaining that the News favored
Russia rather than Japan in the far
eastern war. The writer points out
that the success of Japan means an
open door in Manchuria. The News
makes answer:

We hope there is no man in Aroostook
county who asks for an open door. Owing
to the fact that the United States has put
a tariff upon New Brunswick grain, pota-
toes, lumber and hay, Aroostook county has
grown and prospered for two decades. Just
across the St. John river from Aroostook
county are farming lands that are similar in
every way to American farms. Why is it
that Aroostook farmers are prospering and
getting rich while New Brunswick farmers
are just about holding their own ? Our cor-
respondent is surely not so ignorant as to
fail in knowing the cause of Aroostook’s
prosperity. The New Brunswick farmers
can raise as good potatoes as our farmers
can. They could make it pay to raise pota-
toes and sell them im competition with Ame-
rican farmers, if congress had seen fit to
make an open door for New Brunswick pro-
ducts. By closing the door and putting a
tariff on every bushel of potatoes imported
across the line the New Brunswick farmers
who wish to make money raising potatoes,
must come to Maine and take up farms un-
der our flag. iWe had our choice between
eating . New Brunswick potatoes or having
New Brunswick farmers come over here and
help us grow potatoes. New Brunswick
raises good men. We want good men. Good
men are wanted éverywhere. So the good
men have been coming from New Brunswick
to Maine every year. Meanwhile, the New
Brunswick potatoes stay at home. An open
door such as our correspondent seeeks to
gain in the east, if applied to Aroostook
county, would be worse than ten years’ of
drought, two new species of potato bugs and
a financial panic such as set in when free
trade was tried the last time in Maine.

REFORM, BUT NOT ABOLITION.

The Globe of Toronto, and the Globe
of St. John are agreed that the appeal
to the privy council from Canada ought
to be abolished. It does not appear
that they are supported by any popu-
lar demand, but according to Donald
McMaster, K. C., of Montreal, who has
had a good deal of pri'vy council prac-
tice, the appeal is attended with un-
necessary expense. He does not see
the need of the rule requiring the em-
ployment of English solicitors. Mr.
McMaster says that sometimes $500 is
paid to the London firm for “perusing
the record” which is not “perused” at
all, as the work represented by that
charge is done in this country. He al-
so says that there are needless delays
in the service of notices, so that a
great deal of time is wasted. But
these are details in which a reform
is possible, without abolishing the ap-
peal.

GRAND TRUNK “‘PACIFIC AND
ALIEN LABOR.,

The government has been told over
and over again by representatives of
the Association of Civil Engineers that
the work of the Grand Trunk Pacific
surveys has been practically all given
to engineers from abroad. This is in
violation of a Canadian statute en-
acted as a measure of reciprocity with
thé United States. It is also a viola-
tion of the terms of the railway agree-
ment itself.

Sir Willlam Mulock as minister of
labor long ago received this complaint

with a long list of the alien engineers.
He sent it at his leisure to Mr. Wain-
wright, 1he repregentative of the
Grand Trunk company, who did not
even take the trouble to answer the
minister’s inquiry. When the matter
was again and again brought to his no-
tice by Mr., Griffith for his associates,
and also by members of the house, the
minister of labor wrote to Manager
Hays, sending him the list furnished
and asking him to state whether those
named and described foreigners were
employed. Mr. Hays did not answer
the question. He merely stated that
96 per cent. of the éngineering staff
on the survey were British subjects.
This is held by Mr. Clarke of Toronto,
to mean that the chain and axe men
are Canadians or men from the old
country, but the technical staff is im-
ported. Sir Willlam admitted to the
house that the reply of Mr, Hays was
altogether unsatisfactory.

The representative states that only
five Canadian civil engineers have been
given responsible positions on this
survey, whilé he hands in the names
and United States residence of twenty
foreigners so employed. Mr. Borden
read the statement of a professor of
engineering to the effect that as $10,~
000,000 of the cost of the Grand Trunk
Pacific would be paid for engineering
services the enterprise offered the larg-
est opportunity to American engin-
eers that had been open to them for a
quarter of a century.

‘We may consider this state of affairs
in connection with three other facts.

A large number of Canadian civil
engineers have in vain applied to the
Grand Trunk Company for employ-
ment on this survey.

The portion of the line on which
the surveyors are now employed is
that east of Winnipeg, where the road
is to be built by the government and
paid for by the people of Canada.
These alien engineers are not employes
of the Grand Trunk Company or of
the Grand Trunk Pacific Company.
The management of the Grand Trunk
is merely acting as agent for the gov-
ernment. KEvery dollar of the cost of
their work is to be paid out of the vote
of parliament for the Grand Trunk
Pacific surveys.

Lastly, any Canadian engineer who
is crowded out of a job by the foreign-
ers whom Mr. Hays has engaged
would be turned back at the United
States border if he vwere engaged to

go on a survey in that country.

Being Brought to St. Johns
From Labrador.

ST. JOHNS, N. F., May 16.~The
sealing steamer Awurora, which has
been landing machinery for the whale
factory at Cape Charles, Labrador, re-
turned to Wesleyville, 100 miles north
of here, this morning, bringing the
dead body of Leonidas Hubbard, jr.,
assistant editor of Outing, who perish-
ed in the interior of Labrador last Oc-
tober while on an exploring expedition.
The Aurora also brought Hubbard’s
companions, Dillon Wallace, a lawyer,
of New York, and Frank Elson, a half-
breed guide,

Wallace and Elson are in splendid
health. The body of Mr. Hubbard was
excellently preserved owing to the in-
tense cold of the past winter, which
still prevailed in the waters traversed
by the Aurora in the past two days.
The vessel entered the harbor of Wes-
leyville this morning and reported the
sad news. It is expected that she will
reach this harbor tomorrow.

ANOTHER FRENCH TRAITOR

Has Been Trying to Sell Army Secrets
in England.

PARIS, May 16.—The Matin’s Lon-
don correspondent having obtained
nearly a hundred authentic plans of
the fortifications of Toulon, besides
numerous other compromising docu-
ments, that paper this morning begins
tne publication of the history of a
treason affair which seems likely to
exceed. in importance the offences with
which Dreyfus was charged.

On April 21, the correspondent recei-
ved a letter written in a queer semi-
French, semi-Italian jargon and sign-
ed “Frigola Pietro,” telling him that
the writer, who was employed in an
hotel, had been acting as a guide to
two persons who come to London to
sell a large parcel of documents of the
highest importance concerning French
naval defences. The letter stated that
the men had gone to Brussels leaving
the writer penniless. He therefore
wanted to negotiate for the transfer of
certain documents. An appointment
was made and Frigola, who was des-
perately hungry, told the following
story:

He was formerly, he said, employed
at the war ministry at Rome, but be-
came compromised in a case of espion-
age and was sentenced to six months’
imprisonment. Subsequently he came
to London, living from hand to mouth.
Recently he had acted as guide and
secretary to two men of Italian origin,
with one of whom, a naturalized
French citizen, he had formerly been
acquainted with at the war ministry
in Rome. Both of these men, Frigola
said, worked for foreign governments
and had several times sold important
secrets to Germany at high prices.
The Italian’s name was Cesare Golio
and that of the naturalized French-
man, Jeremle Mesqui.

The latter had long been a contrac-
tor on public works at Toulon. They
had gone to Brussels five days ago,
leaving him entirely without means of
living. He further stated that Golio
had left documents behind him, and
these he wanted to sell. Frigola there-
upon produced eighty-five plans of the
Toulon forts, some of them the French
originals and other accurate copies
made at the Italian war ministry. He
also had in his possession a list of plans
of Cherbourg, Brest and Toulen, with
typewritten instructions, claimed by
Frigola to have emanated from the
German staff, concerning the marking
of batteries of artillery.

There was also a letter appointing a
rendezvous at the Thuringerof, Ber-
lin, for Nov. 18, signed “X.” To this
was attached a card inscribed “Felix
Friedrich Scholtz.”” The Matin cor-
respondent gave Frigola a few shillings
and persuaded him to peave the docu-
ments in his hands in order that an
examination of them might be made.
The next morning he took them to the
French embassy, where the naval at-
tache declared them to be absolutely
genuine. :

The Matin will continue its revela-
tions tomorrow.

PARIS, May 17.—The Matin this
morning continues, but does not finish
the story of the alleged attempt to
sell French government secrets. The
paper asserts that the French mnaval
attache in London immediately took
the documents to Paris and submitted
them to the chief, of the naval staff,
who advised Premier Ccmbes, the act-
ing minister of marine, and the war
ministry, with the result that a
French detective was sent to London,
Fragola, however, having become sus-
picious, did not return to the London
office of the- Matin.

The ministry of marine has issued
a statement to the effect that the doc-
uments offered by the Matin's London
correspondent concern the ministry of
war, which is responsible for the land
fortifications. The latter refuses all
information. The head of the detec-
tive department says that the docu-
ments are unquestionably genuine and
were stolén from the government of-
fices, but he minimizes their import-
ance,

COLOGNE, May 16.—The Berlin cor-
respondent of the Cologne Gazette tele-
graphs that private despatches from
the Camerons say the 'Cross River
rebels have been completely crushed,
after an obstinate fight, by a British
force in the territory of Southern Ni-
geria. The British losses were heavy.
Thirteen officers and non-commission-
ed officers were killed,

Governor Von Puttkammer of the
Camerons, cabled to Berlin March 23
that the revolt of the natives had
spread to Cross River, one of the points
marking the boundary of German ter-
ritory in West Africa, and had extend-
ed to British territory Nigera,and that
the British customs station at Obo-
kum was attacked on March 10.

HOPEWELL HILL, May 15.—Rev.
J. G. Shearer, secretary of the Lord’s
Day Alliance of Canada, who is on a
tour of this section of the country,
occupied . the, pulpit of the Methodist
church here this morning, delivering
an earnest and practical discourse
from the 27th verse of the 2nd chapter
of the Gospel of St., Mark: “And he
said unto them,
made for man, and not man for the
Sabbath.” The speaker said that the
prince of evil concentrated his most
potent forces on a determined assault
of the defences of the Christian Sab-
bath, for in this was the greatest op-
portunity of doing evil. This seemed
to be carried on along two particular
lines. -First, in the attempt to over-
throw the divine authority of the law
of the Sabbath, and second, which .is
more pernicious, the endeavor to mis-
lead by a wrong interpretation of the
statements’ of the Bible, especially the
words of the text. The Sabbath was
made for man, not for a burden, but
to lighten life’s burdens; not for a day
of gloom, but one of joy. The mind
should not be fllled with the world’s

\| hilarity, but occupied with the idea

expressed by the Lord’s day, the cen-
tral thought being salvation. The
Sabbath was intended to be a bene-
diction to man, that toiling men and
women might have a relaxation from
\their labors, and take up their toil
with satisfaction to themselves. It
strengthened man’s higher nature,
moral and religious, and reached alike
the employer and employe, the high
and the low, the rich and the poor.
One of the greatest drawbacks to the
proper obsarvance of the Sabbath was
avarice. Men wanted to get rich in a
hurry, the faster the better, and so
the Sabbath was desecrated. The
speaker cited several instances where
American contractors in Canada had
shown no respect for the Sabbath, and
had been taught in no uncertain way
that the public opinion and the law
of the land was opposed to such dese-
cration. Selfishness also was respon-
sible for a good deal of Sabbath
breaking. Some men said the Sabbath
was made, not for “man,” but for
“me.” They must have not only the
mnecessities, but all conveniences—the
Sunday car; the Sunday refreshment
booth, the Sunday post office, barber
shop, news stand, etc. This was large-
ly due to a weakening and a blunting
of the edge of the Christian conscience.
The greatest need was undoubtedly a
great awakening of the Christian con-
science. The Lord’s Day Alliance had
been at work for years endeavoring to
unify the forces in defence of the Sab-
bath. It was non-sectarian, and in-
cluded Protestants gnd Roman Catho-
lics. Six out of eight Roman Catholic
archbishops in Canada were joining in
pressing for better legislation. The Al-
liance now had &§00 branches and 25,000
members. During the last year 200 in-
stances of Sabbath labor had been
stopped. Mr. Shearer closed with an
earnest appeal to all to assist in pro-
tecting and preserving the precious
heritage of the Lord’s day.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

Arrangements Are Being Made by
the Local Committee.

This summer gives promise of being
a busy one in St. John, as many pub-
lic bodies are to meet here during the
year. At th? beginning of June there
will commence the Presbyterian an-
nual assembly of Canada. The ar-
rangements for the convention are in
the hands of a committee consisting of
the Presbyterian clergy and represen-
tative elders of the city. Every Pres-
bytery in the dominion is entitled to
send a representative, but it is not
likely that all the western church will
feel able to send representatives so
great a distance. But from 250 to 300
gentlemen will be in the city during
the ten days the convention will last.
The representatives will be entertain-
ed by the various Presbyterian fami-
lies of the city, and the committee is
already making arrangements to this
effect.

The convention will meet on the 1st
of June in St. Andrew’s church.: The
official time during which the repre-
sentatives meet is ten days, but the
work . has generally been disposed of
in eight or nine days. The ladies are
going to arrange a reception during
this time and a meeting for that pur-
pose will be held tomorrow (Wednes-
day) afternoon in St. Andrew's church.
‘Where convenient to the pastors, Pres-
byterian ministers wiil occupy the pul-
pits of all denominations for the Sun-
day in the convention week.

Mayor White will read an address
of welcome to the visitors.

Besides the usual business, the mat-
ter of church union will be discussed.
The convention will alse have to ap-
point a professor for the college at
Halifax and a field secretary for Sab-
bath school work. For the latter ap-
pointment -Rev. J. C. Robertson of
Milltown has been nominated, and it
is expected that the assembly will rat-
ify the appointment. Mr. Robertson is
a New Brunswick men. Rev, Arthur
S. Merton of St. Stephen will probably
get the Halifax appointment. Mr.
Morton is the son of Dr. Morton, the
founder of Presbyterian missionary
work in Trinidad. He is well known
in St. John, and three or four years
ago was engaged in work in the north
end.

‘With praises of her Maker on her
pale, thin lips, and happily affirming
her reliance in the all-sufficiency of God
Mrs. Turner, wife of Willlam B.

Turner, laborer, of 67 Acadia street,
North End, fell to the floor on the
platform of the Mill street Salvation
Army barracks last Sunday about 9.30
o’clock and died a few moments lat-
er in an ante-chamber.

CHURCH UNION.

Dr. Allison Discussed Impartialliy the
Probable Results.

SACKVILLE, May 16.—In the Me-
thodist church on Sunday morning
Dr. Allison, who was the preacher,
gave instead of a sermon, an address
on the proposed union of the Metho-
dist, Presbyterian and Congregational
churches. He said that he spoke
neither as an advocate nor as a hos-
tile critic, but merely to give some sug-
gestions as to the resultant church
supposing the union should prove de-
sirable and feasible. Of the points to
be considered two were most impert-
ant: First, the matter of ecclesiasti-
cal government and policy, and second-
ly, the maitter of doctrine.

In regard to the former he compar-
ed the Methodist church, having only
a little over a hundréd years of growth
and having possibilities of sudden and
radical change of policy by a vote of
the general conference, with the Pres-
byterian church dating back to the Re-
formation and having more rigid,
solid principles, ‘“perhaps the most
symmetric system that Protestantism
has ever known.” While details will
occasion trouble such -as the Metho-
dist system of itinerancy, there was
no fundamental difficulty of organiza-
tion to keep the two churches apart.
Congregationalism had different ideals
from either, and while it would need,
and was prepared to make a sacrifice
of its independent church gowvernment,
it would probably in other ways in-
fluence the larger bodies out of pro-
portion to its numbers.

The position In regard to doctrine,
Dr. Allison illustrated by himself, He
was brought up to believe in a univer-
sal atonement and to reject the elec-
tion idea of the shorter catechism. But
the latter belief had been held by
great bodies of most sincere Chris-
tians such as the early Reformation
heroes of Holland and Scotland. Cer-
tain questions were.really matters of
metaphysics and philosophy, inciden-
tal to Christianity rather than essen-
tial, due to the putting of emphasis on
one set of opinions by one group of
people, and on another by other groups
both opinions gaining support in dif-
ferent portions of the Bible. Rev, Dr.
Cawven of Knox College, Toronto, one
of the most prominent Presbyterians of
Canada, was prepared to see the creed
of the new church curtailed to make
room for diverse opinions on these

philozophical matters., Apparently then |

the creed of the new church would
be broader than that of either. After
all, forms of government

increased pride, but to make the ideas
of Christ more prevalent and power-
ful. The Presbyterians had viewed
religion more especially from the in-
tellectual side; the Methodists had em-
phasizel the emotional and
nature, from the union might spring a
new church characterized by greater
spiritual power and inspiration than
either of the existing churches.

The address, which was full of broad
Christian charity, was heard by a
large congregation of all denomina-
tions.

LONDON, May 12.—Thirty ministers
and laymen, representing the Presby-
terian, Congregational and Methodist
churches assembled tonight. Speeches
endorsing the movement were made by
almost all those present, and the fol-
lowing resolution was unanimously
adopted:

“Resolved, that this assembly of
ministers and laymen, members of the
Congregational, Methodist and Presby-
terian bodies of the city of London,
rejoice in the manifestations which

Opinion of Prof. Starr of the Univer-
sity of Chicago — Thinks Japan
Will Defeat Russia.

CHICAGO, May 14—‘“The success of
Japan over Russia will mean the ulti-
mate supremacy of the yellow race
and final subjugation of the white.
Every race has its day, just as every
dog has his
race is about done.”

This is the conclusion drawn by Prof.
Frederick Starr, the anthropologist of
the Univérsity of Chicago, in a lecture
before his class in anthropology. Prof.
Starr has lately visited the seat of
war and says that he was dumbfound-
ed to see there American and English
missfonaries praying for Japanese suc-
cess.

“Russia is the ultimate hope of the
white race,” said he. ‘“If Russia loses
ft will mean the annihilation of the
The white race has had
fts day. Statisticians have proved that
one English child out of every 100 be-
comes a lunatic. This is because of
the fast life that the English live.
Their country is exhausted and their
strength 'is on the wane. No better
proof of this is needed than their re-
cent egperience with the little Boer
republis.

“So it is with ail of the European
leading countries. They grope for
wealth and live beyond their means.
If Russia 3olds out the yellow peril
will be stayed off for a time. Before
the war broke out I was under the im-
pression that Russia would whip .the
Japanese in about three years. Now
I can h}rdlv say that I expect the Rus-
slans ™ win at all. Japan has too
strong a foothold and Russia cannot
transport [troops fast enou.gh The
best thing for Russia would be a peace
treaty.

“Russia, I repeat, is the ultimate
There is a
much better civilization there than
snost-people bélieve. I canrfet. see why
anyone should be more affecied by

earing of the massacge of 300 Jews
{:y the Russians in a day than to
know that we lynch-300 negroes in a
year hete. The difference is'that Rus-
sia massacred 300 Jews im the heat of
passton in a day, while we go about
#t deliberately arfd by a gradual daily
process kify the. §axne number of .ne-
groes.

noses.

“I cannot understand why Americans
and other whites are shouting for the
Japenese. The Jppgnese are vastly
different from the whites In religion,
in custome amd in the movements of
thought. Japanese supremacy would
meah the suprgmacy of the Japanese
reiigion over the Christian rpeligion.
Americans do not realize that this war
ts a war of races and that in upholding
the cause of Japan they are courting
their own destruction. Americans are
too hot-tempered and too sympathetic.
They are goverhed too much by their
passions. TFhey do not weigh the con-
sequences and get down at the root of
things.

“They have placed their sympathy
with Japan rnot,because their best in-
terestg adyise lt but because Japan is
the smaller ration. However, in the
event of a Japanese viotory, yellow
suprempacy will not necessarily mean
a civilization of a lower type. The
Japanese are progressive and we,with
#oolish generosity, have taught them
and comMinue to teach them all the art
and industry they kmow. We should
beware then, lest this knowledge gain-
ed from us be ‘turned against us.”

Blair Hurd Will Be Tried on May 25th.

The preliminary examination of Hurd
Blair Henderson, charged with obtain-
ing by false pretenses $500 from Capt.
J. BE. Porter, was concluded Saturday
morning.

Hon. H. A. McKeown conducted the
crown’s case and L. A. Currey, K. C,,
appe'ired for the puconer.

BLAIR HIRD ALTIAS HENDERSON,

J. Vernon MecLellan, registrar of
deeds, testified to the ownership of the
lot for which Capt. Porter paid a de-
posit of $500. Since July 29th, 1880, the
lot has been in possession of Daniel
Patton and his heirs.

Detective Killen was the last wit-
ness for the prosecution, and his evi-
dence merely related to the arrest of
the prisoner last Wednesday « at 24
Pitt street.

When asked by the magistrate if he
desired to say anything, the prisoner
replied: “I haven’t anything to say,
your honor.” This reply was made
under advice of couhsel,

Dr. Currey imoved for the discharge
of th® prisoner on the ground that a
sufficient prima facie case of false pre-
tenses had not been made out. Dr.
Currey argued that to constitute the
charge it must be proved that there
was a false statement of fact, known
to the party making it to be-false, and
operating detrimentally to the person
to whom it was made. In the pres-
ent case the evidence of Capt. Porter
did not show that there had been a
false statement of fact, on the faith of
which he parted with his money. Nei-
ther did his evidence prove the falsity
of the statement made to him by the
prisoner. The prisoner never told Capt.
Porter that he owned thzs lot or said
who owned it. For all Capt. Porter’s
evidence amounted to the prisoner
might have had authority to act for
the Patton estate. Dr. Currey sub-
mitted that the evidence of Capt. Por-
ter contained nothing that could in-
duce any man to part with his mo-
ney.

The magistrate asked why was it,
then, that Capt. Porter parted with
his money.

SAY DUTY IS RIDICULOUS.

Fish Dealers Prepare Objections ! to

Charge on Brine, to Be Laid Before
Board of Appraisers.

The largest meeting ever held in the
rooms of the Boston Fish Bureau oc-
curred there yesterday, when repre-
sentative fish dealers’ and importers
from New York, Gloucester and Bos-
ton gathered to discuss the objection~
able duty on brine which is being as-
sessed under a recent ruling of the
general board of appraisers.

The meeNng was presided over by
Leonard A, Treat, president of the bu-
reau, and addresses were made against
the duty by Secretary Elwyn G. Pres-
ton of the Boston Chamber of Com-
merce, Louis Meyer of New York,
Thomas Woodward of New York, J.
E. Moody of the firm of B. 8. Snow &
Co., Geo, E. Willey and others,

Mr. Willey read letters from promi-
nent fish dealers and importers in
Philadelphia, Chicago, New York and
Gloucester, exrpessing a desire to
have the decision of the board of ap-
praisers in regard to this matter re-
versed. Secretary Preston said it was
ridiculous to assess a duty on the
liquid surrounding pickled fish,

Mr. Meyer sald it was an unheard of
proposition, and Mr. Woodward de-~
clared that, in his 40 years' experience
in the fish business, he had never be-
fore been asked to pay a duty on brine.

§Mr. Moody, by way of indicating the

jmportance of the fish industry, said
it furnished each year $125,000,000
Last year, he said,
Boston paid a duty on 35,000 barrels of
mackerel and 12,000 barrels of herring.
The meeting was a sort of prelimin-
ary one to the meeting which will be
given at 10.30 this morning in the
chamber of commerce before the Unit-
ed States board of appraisers, when
it is expected that the decision will be
reversed. The hearing will be attend-
ed by a large number of fish dealers
and importers, besides several from
New York, Chicago, Philadelphia and
Gloucester.—Boston Herald,

CAPTAIN SOL. JACOBS.

! Qloucester’s Intrepid Master Mariner Seek-

ing Reimbursement from Great Britain
and the United States.

The cases against the Russian government
for the seizure of Canadian sealers in Behr-
ing sea is to be settled in accordance with a
ruling of the Paris tribunal. The commis-
sion to assess damages will shortly meet in
London, when the Canadian claims will be
adjusted.

As the British government has taken an
active part in behalf of the Canadian claims,
the suggestion is made that it would be well
for the United States to manifest some inter-
est in the American citizens who are de-
prived of sealing rights in Behring sea.

One case in particular of this kind which
interests many here is that of Captain Solo-
mon Jacobs, who some years ago salled two
of his vessels, schooners Mollie Adams and
Edward B. Wabster, around Cape Horn to
the Pacific coast for the purpose of engaging
in seal hunting, and which he was prevented
from doing by the TUnited States revenue
cutters.

Captain Jacobs says that he has claims
against the government amounting to $150,000
for alleged unlawful interference by Captain
Shephard in the cutter Carwin and Captain
Healy of the Bear, who drove him out of
Behring sea when he was 120 miles from
the land. The United tSates claimed juris-
diction over that section of water as an en-
closed sea, which the Paris tribunal decided
was an international highway.

Then another case which he has against
the government of Great Britain is when his
schooner Ethel R. Jacobs was seized by an
English cruiser five years ago on the coast
of Ireland for alleged fishing in territorial
waters.

After detention of the wvessel for a number
of days a trial was had in the admiralty
court which found no case against the ves-
sel and she was liberated. It was in the
best fishing season and Captain Jacobs with
his modern fishing paraphernalia claims to
have lost more than $25,000 by this unwar-
ranted and illegal detention. He was not
on board at the time of the seizure, as he
had been called home by the illness of his
wife, and so the vessel was in charge of the
mate.

Captain Jacobs, together with his many
friends, and especially the fishing interests,
hope that the claim against Great Britain
and also that this government will be settled
and that this daring and intrepid seaman
will receive just compensation.

Rev. A. M.Walker Pleads for’
the True Sabbath.

He is Not in Favor of All the Prevail-
Ing Ideas and is Against the
Tyranny of the Clergy.

- o

i It is with some reluctance that I
have undertaken to speak upon Sab-
bath observance. For to speak freely
the whole affair appears howaver, to
be a clear case of “much ado about
nothing.” A broad-minded man, who,
welieving as St. Paul says, that “all
things are yours,” and has studied to
dearn the legitimate use of all thimgs,
can scarcely see the reason for so
qruch hubbub and confusion and babble
gbout insignificant things, But small
minds are easily disturbed and when
failing to influence people by sound-
ness of thought and appeal to the rea-
soning faculties, resort to legislation
and restriction in order to force the
kingdom on one rather than to evoke
it from wisdom. . And therefore, since
& mole hill has been magnified into a
mountain, let us turn on the dimin-
jshing lens and use -the hill in  its
true perspective.

I believe that all right minded men
will agree that the Sabbath as outlin-
ed in the earlier books of the Old
Testament is a humane institution. I
am not concerned with {ts origin, at
present it is a matter of little comcern
whether ti Sabbath is original with
the Heb people or whether it has
been borrowed from Chaldeen or Egy-
ptian zation. One thing is cer-
kain, il the prophet who conceived
of one y in the week as a day of
rest and represented this day as or-
dained by God, has given humanity no
mean revelation. For science rather
conclusively proves that a rest of one
day in every seven is necessary for
life. specially is this true in an age
of rush such as the one in whichr we
now iive.

Now much confusion will be remov-
ed if we remember one thing, viz,
that the Sabbath idea in ifs begin-

ing was the need of rest, not wor-
ship. Rest therefore still ought to be
the purpose of the day. As we read
the several declargtions regarding the
&abbath we are continually being im-
pressed by the idea of cessation from

jwork. The man or the housewife, the
servants and the animals are to be
given a time for rest. The rest idea
is therefore foremost. Worship is a
subsequeat idea of the Sabbath and no
mean addition either.

Now it is not difficult to see how a
human institution of this sort was
perverted.. The mind of man has been
a most potent factor in all progress,
but even the mi: is often guilty of
gross (oolishne: When cessation
from work was enjoined wupon the
Hebrews the speculating rabbins began
4o philosophize as to the
work. And so fierce was their philo-
sophical hairsplitting that almost
every exertion was declared work and |
hence unlawful on the
Those of us who wear sewed shoes
would not be under the law for only |
shoes which had ils in them were
uanlawful. But even with sewed shoez |
those of us who like to stroll upon the
Sabbath would be in great danger of
transgrs on, for wall of a fixed |
length, and that short, were establish- |
ed. This logic chopping
was carried into all phases of Jewish
life until, as a Jewish rabbi and fel-
low student of mine once told me that
by taking a bite of a buttered hamn
sandwich which I was eating at the
time, that he should be committing
no less than a dozen sins, according
to the ancient rabbinical interpreta-
tions of -the biblical laws. This per-
version of the Sabbath by philosophy P
run mad was at its height when Jes-
us dared with his disciples to walk
ghrough the fields of corn and in the
presence of the fault-finding, narrow-
minded, spiteful Pharisees and scribes
pluck the corn to appease their
cravings of hunger. And when
questioned as to his act gave
that reply which 1is the watch-
word of all reasonable religious men,
“The Sabbath was made for man and
not man for the Sabbath.” God did
not ordain the day for a day of intri-
cate and complex ordinances, a day in
which man’s whole being was to be
harnessed into rigid form by a host of
artificial and imposed laws. It was
rather a day in which man’s body and
mind should find rest. And the reason
which we seek to establish and keep
established a Sabbath day—a day of
rest—is not to save some one from re-
ceiving punishment from the Eter- |
mal’s hand for a violation of a revealed
law, but solely that men may rest.

Remove this idea of rest and the
Sabbath means nothing, or has lost its
significance. Some have thought that
the Sabbath had a distinct holiness
and peculiarity of its own—as if it was
different from all other days of the
week. Well it is different in one re-
spect only, ¥iz, in the things which
are done and.are not done.

If the Sabbath as ordained by God—
as some would have us believe—has a
dreadful holiness.of ifs own, then it is
plain that the Christian world is the
vilest wiolator of the Sabbath. For
1t is the Jew who observes the true
Sabbath. of God. We all know how
the day: was changeds The resurrec-
tion of Jesus coming on the first day

If the city allows smcking at all,
it is no worse on Sunday than on
Monday, provided the smoker
uses good cigars on both days.
