Tho news of the reversal of the judg­
ment of O'Connell and his companions 
was received in Dublin about five o’clock 
on Thursday evening 5th і net. Immedi­
ately on the erriral of the steamer at 
Kingstown, the whole population 
thrown into a state of indescribable excite­
ment. ** O'Connell ie free,” wae shouted 
by thousands of voices, and the people 
danced about in almost frantic joy. . At 
Dublin the same scene was exhibited, but 
upon a more extensive scale. At night, 
tar barrels were lighted in many parts of 
the city, and had it not been for the inter­
ference of some of the leaders, a general 
illumination would have taken place.

Mr. O'Connell is said to have received 
the intelligence of his release without be­

On Friday evening, tho order for the 
discharge arrived, and at 7 o'clock Mr. O’ 
Connell, leaning upon his two sons, left 
the prixon on foot, and proceeded accom­
panied by an immense assemblage, to his 
house in Merrion square. The other 
prisoners subsequently left the Penitenti­
ary, and were loudly cheered.
M r. O’Connell shortly addressed the 

crowds who were assembled in front of 
his house, thanking them for their peace­
ful conduct during his incarceration, urg­
ing them to a continuance of the same con­
duct, and promising them that they should 
have shortly what theyyhad long been stri- 
cing for—Repeal.
