The official
estimates gives the mumber killed as
between 100 and 150, Unofficial esti-
mates place the number still lower,
One of the plans attributed to the or-
ganizers of the revolution, was to
bring off the coup d'etat on Oct, 5,
when King Manuel was visiting the
premier in the northérnmost province
of the kingdom. It was arranged that
the train bearing the king should con-
tinue to the frontier and the soldiers
there were to prevent the king from
re-entering Portugal, In the meantime
the ministers who would have assem-
bled in a body at the station at Lis-
bon to see the king off, were to be
gurrounded and arrested after the de-
parture of the train, The republic was
then to be proclaimed. The provisional
gcvernment has taken possession of
the houses of several religious bodies,
Little opposition was met with, The
contents were inventoried and the
houses sealed. It has been decided to
issue a decree enforcing compulsory
military service.

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Fitting Ceremony Marks Initial
Step in Construction of
School Building on Weldon
Lot--The Dimens.ons.

The corner stone of the new schocl
house on the Weldon lot was laid
Vesterday afternoon with appropriate
ceremonies, in the presence of mem-
bers of the board of school trustees,
the contractors, the architect and a
number of spectaters.

The chair-
man of the board, R, B, Emerscn, then
covered the stone with mortar, after
which it was swung in place and pro-
nounced well and truly laid,

Mr. Bmerson then made a brief ad-
dress declaring that the erection of
a schoolhouse was an event of some
impertance in the life of a community
and that it was only right and proper
that it should be made the occasion of
a little ceremony. He had thought
it well to have the names of the
trustees, contractors and others con
nected with the erection of the build-
ing deposited beneath the corner stone
48 a memento of the occasion and
other members of the board had ex-
pressed thelr sympathy with the idea.

First of the Kind.

Mr, Coll made a short speech, stat.
ing that though he had been con-
nected with the school board for over
30 years he had never before taken
part in any ceremony connected with
the laying of the corner stone of a
school building in St. John.

Geo. E, Day, . B. Lockhart, D. H.
Nase and Dr, Bridges also said a few
words appropriate to the occasion.
Secretary Leavitt and the architect,
H. H. Mott, were among the other
interested parties present.

The new building which will be
ereclted on the corner of Wentworth
and St. James streets, with the front
entrance on Wentworth street, will
be 90 by 80 feet in dimensions and
consist of three stories and a base
ment, The basement will contain the
lavatories, boiler room, fuel room and
playroom. The ground floor will con-
tain four class ® rooms, four cloak
rcoms, and the stair .corridors. On
the second floor there will be four more
class rooms and the principal's room.

The top floor will contain two class
rooms and a large assembly hall. The
ten class rooms will accommodate
about 500 pupils.

The building will be provided with
ample fire escape accomodation, A
steel bridgé or inclined plane will ex
tend from the main hall on the sec-
ond floor to the western side line of
the lot; and a similar structure will
run from the third floor to the eastern
or rear line. The building will be
heated throughouf by steam. The
basement floor will be of concrete,
and the cellings of the class rooms of
steel,

All the interlor partitions will be
of brick. The building throughout
will be of a " substantial character,
and maintenance will be light. H., H.
Mott, architect, has charge of the con-
struction work.

When it
is r bered that by far the -greater portian of the
divorces granted by the Dakota aud other western state
courts have been followed by a prompt abandonment of
the “residence” upon the strength of which the decree
was sought and obtained, it will seem that there is good
and sufficiént reason for anxiety on the part of many
peéople as to their matrimonial standing.

The decision is one that will be commended by those
who desire to see the divorce evil checked, for, if any-
thing can check it, this judgment, requiring net only the
legal evidence called for by®the laws of the state in which
the divorce is issued, but also an indeterminate period of
subsequent residence, will do so. But few people want a
divorce badly enough to put in a couple of years or so of
residence after the matrimonial relief has been granted.

The question of preparing a new
civic byellaw governing the protec-
tion of food, to provide that all pro-
ducts such as frult exposed for sale,
be properly covered was discuss:
The secretary of the Board had writ-
ten to the boards of health in other
cities askiog ‘'how this matter was
regulated. Replies were received from
Boston, Montreal and Winnipeg. It
is possible that the local board will
seek tp have a bye-law prepared cov-
ering the matter, but nothing was
done at yesterday’'s meceting, it being
decided to await further information
before taking any action.

Several persons reported by the in-
spectors for non compliance with the
law regarding the installation of
modern sanitary improvements were
before the board and were granted ex-
tension of time in which to install im
proved facilities in thelr houses.

Legal proceedngs were ordered to
be taken against other citizens who
have ignored the warnings of the
board in this particular.

The gecretary’'s monthly report
showed the general health of the city
to be good, and the amount of infec-
tious disease in the city below the
usual mark,
