"At the end of the day the cups are 
emptied Into large earthenware Jug 
or calabash and brought to camp, 
where they are poured into a large 
bowl.

"After the juice has been gathered 
this way, the native builds a lire; 
over it he places a cover the shape of 
a large bottle with the bottom knocked 
out of It This fire is built of only nuts 
found in the forest, and the thick 
smoke arises through what would be 
the neck cf the bottle.

'«With a atlck shaped something like 
a wooden shovel, like you use at the 
seashore, he dips into the milky Juice 
in the bowl, then turns this stick or 
paddle around very rapidly In the 
smoke until the juice bakes on the 
paddle. He then adds mere juice and 
goes through the same operation again 
and again until there are between five 
and six pounds of rubbeer baked on 
his paddle. He then cuts this off with 
a wet knife, which makes it cut more 
readily and that makes what is called 
a rubber "biscuit", and starts over

as Indian Rubber. Today, the value 
of manufactures of rubber exceed 
that of any other excepting steel.

And what is rubber, I think that 
the best and most interesting explan­
ation Is that given by a father to his 
son, who had Just been presented with 
a new pair of rubber boots. Here to 
what the father told his boy.

“You know there are a great many 
things in the world which seem very 
small to us and yet, without them, 
eome of the most wonderful things 
would not have happened.

“Down In In South America, 
eeveral hundred miles up the Amazon 
River, there stood a great forest of 
trees, and in this forest—the same as 
in the forests of today—were birds 
and animals and bugs and beetles, 
etc. You know, all trees are protected 
by nature; some are protected from 
bugs eating their leaves by other 
bugs eating up these bugs; other trees 
are protected by having a thorny or 
bristly bark.

Tn these forests in which the rub­
ber tree grows, there was a wood­
boring beetle, and this beetle would 
attack these rubber trees, boring Into 
them, but the tree, In order to protect 
itself, had a poisonous' juice, and aa 
soon as the beetle bored into the 
tree, this juice killed him. Then the 
hole the beetle had made would be 
filled up with thé Juice, and the tree 
would go on growing as before. In 
those days, and natives .around these 
forests (who were half Indian and 
half Negro) happened to find some 
of this juice sticking on the tree. They 
cut it off, rolled it together and made, 
a ball, with which they would play 
games.

A matter dicussed at the meeting 
was that of Inducing the provincial 
authorities to provide some machinery 
for t.he Inspecting and grading of po­
tatoes.

Joseph Howe, the great Nova Sco­

tian statesman and journalist, and the 
eloquent and able foe of Confederation 
was bora near Halifax 10» years agd 
today. He was educated principally 
by hie father, a Loyalist from Masea- 
chusetts. and at twelve was appren­
ticed to a printer He early manifested 
considerable literary ability, and ho 
was still a youth when he became 
editor and proprietor of the Nova 
Sootian. One of his first Journalistic 
triumphs was an exposure of a ring 
of corrupt officials, which resulted In 
a libel suit, from which Howe emerg­
ed fully vindicated. While engaged as 
a newspaper publisher he interested 
himself In politics, secured a municip­
al charter for Halifax, became a mem­
ber of the provincial legislature and 
cabinet, was colonial agent in London 
for several years, and In 1854 super­
intended the construction of the first 
railway In his native province. He 
was among the first to advocate a 
union of the provinces, but he was ex­
cluded from the conferences In Char­
lottetown and Quebec, for reasons 
which have often been criticised, and 
eventually threw the weight of his in­
fluence against Confederation. He 
created and Inspired the secession 
movement in Nova Scotia but when 
it failed he entered the Dominion cab­
inet, and In 1873 he was made Lieu­
tenant Governor of Nova Scotia, but 
deid soon afterward.

December 13 is the birthday of 
Alexander Milton Roes, Canadian nat­
uralist, at Belleville, Ont., 1832; the 
Rti Rev. John Cragg Farthing. Bishop 
of Montreal, 1861; and of John Fraser, 
long Auditor General of Canada, 1852.

Of the chief cities in Canada the 
percentages are as follows: Montreal, 
19.41; Toronto, 7.41; Winnipeg, 19.76; 
Vancouver, 10.40; Ottawa, 14.21; Ham­
ilton, 8.09; Quebec, 16.82; Halifax, 
12.34; London, 5.32; Calgary, 11.86; St 
John, 10.09.

A peculiar sidelight on the condi­
tion in the titles is that Montreal, the 
largest and wealthiest city in Canada, 
and the home of the most widely ad­
vertised educational Institutions, leads 
all others in the proportion of Its illit­
erates. Possibly this to to be expected 
in the case of a city growing as rapid­
ly as Montreal, where the great influx 
of Immigration tends to Increase the 
percentage of Illiteracy. But why 
should St. John and New Brunswick 
show as badly as they do? The last 
census return estimated the popula­
tion of St. John at 42,511; today it is 
nearer 60,000. If the proportion of 
illiteracy to maintained it means that 
out of our population there are more 
than 6,000 persons .over the age of five 
years unable to read or write.

In New Brunswick that percentage 
rises to even higher proportions. This is 
hardly understandable unless it might 
be explained partially on the ground 
that in New Brunswick the children 
do not start school as early In life as 
In some of the other provinces.

On the other hand a visit to the 
schools in the province will reveal the 
fact that the average age of the chil­
dren in, say the eighth standard, Is 
not greater than in other provinces, 
which would seem to discount the 
plausk/ility of the explanation offered.

In tlie provinces of the West, where 
there is a larger proportion of foreign 
Immigration, It would not be surpris­
ing to find a considerable number of 
Illiterates even among adults, but the 
immigration movement to this province 
has been of comparatively recent or­
igin which makes the proportion of Il­
literacy all the more amazing.

We have always been proud of our 
school system, proud of the fact that 
there are free schools, and that the 
child of the poor man has equal oppor­
tunity with his better circumstanced 
companion to obtain the rudiments of 
education. The history of the world 
has shown us that the educated nation 
is the prosperous one. It would ap­
pear that If the grand old Province of 
New Brunswick, now on the threshold 
of an awakening, is to maintain her 
place among her sisters in the Can­
adian confederacy something must be 
done, and speedily, to remedy the 
present condition.

The British mall which arrived on 
the steamer Royal George was sent 
forward by a passenger special on the 
Canadian Pacific Railway.

the 54th, in Halifax, N. S. His de­
scription of the place is by no means 
flattering “Everything I saw," he 
wrote, “was new: bogs, rocks, and 
stumps; thousands of Captains and 
Colonels without soldiers, and of 
Squires without shoes or stockings.
“Within a few weeks hie Regiment 
was ordered to St John, and very dif­
ferent was the Impression which New 
Brunswick made upon Cobbett's mind.
He was in his happiest mood when 
writing about the rivers, creeks, wa­
terfalls, trees, and scenery of the pro­
vince. “If Nature In her very best hu­
mor, "he eakt “had made a spot for

Two outstanding Incidents connect

washing tub. “That's the girl for me," 
he said to hie two companions when 
out of her hearing.

Enid, Okla., Dec. 12.—On land and 
water, two small boys and their sis­
ter fought a battle with an enormous 
eagle several days ago that has caus­
ed the entire community to praise the 
youngsters for their bravery. Ernest,

, Kenneth and Mary Conway are the 
children of Cliff Conway, a farmer liv­
ing ten miles west of this place. They 
are strong and daring and love out­
doors. Ernest is 10 and Kenneth 8 
years old. Both are good shots. Mary 
is 13 years old.

"Hawk after the chickens!” shouted 
Ernest, seizing his .20 gauge shotgun 
and running out the kitchen door.

Chickens were squawking and scat­
tering In all directions. A great dark 
bird with ponderous sweep of wings 
dropped like a thunderbolt, seized a 
fat pullet and sailed to the edge of a 
nearby lake, where It leisurely began 
eating the chicken. The visitor was 
an eagle, not a chicken hawk.

Ernest had pulled the trigger as the 
eagle rose with the chicken in Its tal­
ons, but the shell did not explode. He 
was bursting with excitement.

“Run here quick with the .12 gun!” 
he cried to Kenneth.

The .12 gauge was longer than 
Kenneth was tall. The two boys crawl­
ed breathlessly to within twenty feet 
of the eagle, which took wing just 
before Ernest could aim the heavier 
gun. The eagle carried the chicken 
with him through the air. At a dis­
tance of forty yards Ernest fired and 
tumbled the raider Into the water.

Conway owns two good retrievers 
which he uses In hunting ducks. The 
boys called the dogs and sent them 
Into the water after the eagle, having 
decided that they would capture the 
bird alive. Just what those dogs 
thought finally about that "duck” will 
never be known. They colsed with the 
eagle, only to turn yelping and splash­
ing to escape. The eagle struck the 
dogs with his sharp talons, lacerating 
their backs until the blood flowed. The 
retreat of the dogs made the boys on­
ly the more determined to capture the 
eagle.

Seizing a dip net, they waded Into 
the water, about a foot deep, where 
the eagle still clung to its prey. The 
net was by far too small and was 
knocked aside by one stroke of a wing, 
after which the eagle flopped to deep­
er water. The boys climbed into a 
boat, planning to pull alongside the 
eagle, seize a wing tip and draw the 
felow ashore.

On water the boys were in strength 
no match for this monarch of the sky. 
Each boy got hold of a wing, holding 
tightly to the boat with his other 
hand. The eagel pulled the boat to and 
fro over the lake, churning the water 
into foam and uttering piercing cries 
In its rage. Twice the lake was navi­
gated in this manner. The uproar drew 
the entire family to the lakeside. Sev­
eral times the boys let go the wings 
to use the dip net, and always the 
eagle threw it off. Then the eagle 
clawed Ernest on the arm. causing 
him to let go his hold. Kenneth pluckl- 
ly stayed by his guns, holding fast to 
a wing tip until the eagle flopped into 
the boat. The odds now were against 
the elght-year-old boy and he jumped 
out of the boat Into swimming water. 
Three times the boy climbed back in­
to the boat, but always with the same 
result.

As the boat neared the shore the 
eagle went over the side and became 
entangled In a heavy growth of moss. 
It was now Mary Conway's turn to 
get into the fight. Throwing the dip 
net over the eagle, she thrust the lat­
ter under water with an oar, whereup­
on she seized the tips of both the 
eagle's wings, drew them close to­
gether and puled her captive ashore. 
Conway and a neighbor named Curran 
seized the eagle and caged It.

The eagle was a fine specimen, 
measuring more than 8 feet from tip 
to tip. It has recovered from Its shot 
wounds and can eat a jack rabbit al­
most as quickly as the Conway boys 
can eat a flapjack.

Washington, Dec. 12.—To strengthen 
the defenses of the great naval base 
being developed by the United States 
in Hawaii the navy department has de­
termined to send to the Islands a di­
vision of four submarines. Announce­
ment of this step probably will be de­
layed for some time, though a final 
decision already has been reached.

The submarines to perform this duty 
in Hawaii have been selected. They 
will be vessels of the K. and L. class­
es, a number of which have been un­
der construction at works on the Pa-* 
clfic coast. Several of these two class­
es, which are the latest design, are 
now completed and will in a short time 
be turned over to the United States 
for formal acceptance.

It is expected that, when It becomes 
known that these submarines are to 
go to Hawaii there will be a protest 
from the Pacific coast as there has 
been In recent years an increasing de­
mand that a large number 6f subma­
rines be stationed in the Pacific for the 
defences of that coast.. Naval author­
ities are ready with a reply to such 
protests, however. They assert that 
the submarine division to be sent to 
Hawaii will really form a part of the 
Pacific coast defences, even more than 
if they remained on the Pacific shore. 
Their range of operations. It Is said, 
is doubled at Hawaii and in time of 
hostilities or threatened war the bat- 
tleshp fleet Itself would more prob­
ably be In the vicinity of its Hawaiian 
base than off the Pacific coast.

In connection with the determina­
tion to send submarines to Hawaii it 
was learned today that a practical plan 
had been evolved for proceeding with 
the construction of the great dry dock 
at Pearl Harbor. This dry dock was 
pactically ruined while under construe-* 
tion because of the upheaval of the 
bed of coral on which it rests.

Alfred Noble, the New York engin­
eering expert, whose opinion on the 
problem was sought by the navy, has 
worked out a plan for resuming con­
struction of the dry dock on its pres­
ent site. This plan is said to be highly 
ingenious and can be carried out for a 
comparatively small cost. Modifica­
tions have been made in the plan by 
Rear Admiral Stanford, chief of the 
Bureau of Yards and Docks, and in 
its modified form it meets with the 
approval of Secretary Daniels and offi­
cers of the department.

Mr. Daniels some time ago an­
nounced that he would depend on Com 
gross to determine what should be 
done. In view of the practicability of 
the Noble plan and the minimum ex­
pense involved It is more then likely 
the department will decide to proceed 
according to the suggestions before It. 
This would not preclude sending the 
Noble report to Congress, as Mr. Dan­
iels had intended.

market, but his expense was only 85 
cents, and he had a load.

All these figures were obtained from 
the people marketing the goods. 
Scores of instances could be cited 
from them to prove that it does not 
pay to drive long distances with small 
loads if horse time and man’s time is 
valued at anything. The truck farmer 
or market gardener must either draw 
large loads or must live near town. 
The man obliged to travel a distance 
to market must, in all cases to make 
greatest profit, draw large and valu­
able loads. Marketing costs a great 
deal more than most people imagine. 
Small wonder that land for gardening 
sells high close to cities when the dif­
ference in time required to market 
produce is considered. There is a 
good chance for the man located far­
ther out if he will produce abundant­
ly, market in large loads and less 
frequently, and always at smallest pos­
sible expense. Those living at long 
distances from large towns and having 
only two or three dollars worth of pro­
duce should co-operate In marketing.

For Most Original Design 
on Envelopes — Contest 
Open to Public and to 
Pupils in Sehools.

Plan to Send Baskets and 
Give Usual Dinners to 
Poor Men and Women.

Officials Expect Record 
Amount of Mail—English 
Matter Far in Excess of 
Last Year.

"Not what we give, but what we 
Bhtre’’ are words in which are found 
a true explanation of the real Christ­

Already fifty collection banks have 
been placed on counters of various 
business houses, the receipts of which 
will go towards the Christmas relief 
work. Contributions to these banks 
will be received up till the day before 
Christmas.

Circulars appealing to the generosi­
ty of the public have been sent to 
different merchants, and support for 
the relief work is already forthcom-

One of the most effectual ways and 
means for advertising a city Is by the 
dally correspondence of the merchants 
and business houses In that city. If 
each envelope passing through the 
malls is marked in some striking and 
attractive way by a “trade mark," as 
It were, of the city from which it orig­
inated, that city is brought prominent­
ly to the attention of a wider circle of 
strangers than would be reached by 
many numbers of magazines and peri­
odicals bearing special and costly ad­
vertisements.

In an effort to secure a novel and 
comprehensive design setting forth 
the advantages of SL John, to be used 
for this purpose, the St. John Board 
of Trade hereby Is offering two prizes 
of $25 and $20 each.

The board also found it necessary 
tio re-open the school on Partridge 
Island which had been closed during 
(the last term. The board still continue 
I to maintain the schools at Millidge- 
iville and on the Sandy Point Road but 
.much better ^results would be obtain- 

v jjjed if the pupils from these schools 
Jfw were conveyed from their homes to 
1 the city and enrolled In the city 

. schools. Just at present there are not 
■ more than twenty pupils at Millidge- 
iville and about twelve In the Sand 
Point school, and it would be a very 
easy matter to distribute these pupils 

„ in the schôol-rooms of the city proper.
Although the board did not under­

take the erection of a new building in 
the past year, yet many improvements 
were made in several buildings. New 
desks and chairs for the pupils were 
placed in several of the rooms of the 
Victoria, Victoria Annex, Winter 
street and St. Patrick’s. The Victoria

The Interiors of the following build­

: School were equipped with electric 
lights. In the Albert School; West St. 
John, a new concrete floor was laid 
in the basement, and three ot the 
class-rooms were provided with new 
ceilings.

Savings banks for school children 
have been opened in the following 
schools: Dufferin, Winter street, Al­
bert and St. Malachi's. The experiment 
has on the whole been attended with 
success, particularly so iu the Winter 
street and Dufferin schools. The board 
intend during the coming year to have 
these banks opened in the remaining 
schools of the city, as they feel 
strongly that the cultivation of habits 
of thrift and economy on the part of 
the children in the public sch6ols is 
a thing greatly to be desired.

This brief resume of the work of 
the schools for the past year may very 
properly close with the mention of 
some of the honors obtained at the 
higher Institutions of learning by for­
mer pupils of the public schools of 
this city.

The amount named does not of 
course Include the large gifts for 
church edifices, or those for higher 
education, which would In their total 
far exceed this sum, nor does it cover 
the giving of the Women’s Aid Soci­
eties and Mission Bands, both of which 
have had a marked Increase along

William Baird’s Farm at Hampton.
Considerable progress hits also been 

made In the matter of church exten­
sion work, many of the buildings hav­
ing been remodelled and repaired for 
greatly enlarged work. At Petltcodlac,
Littleton and Brown's Flats, the hous­
es have undergone renovation, the first 
named being practically a new build­
ing. New hovsee have been erected at 
Oampbellton, at Mt. Whatley in West­
morland and at Blast St. John, while 
Germain St., the parent of the city or­
ganizations, is adding a spacious chap­
el for Sunday school and general pur­
poses, at a cost of upwards of $30,000.
Other buildings are In course of con­
struction at Gray Rapids and Perth,

\ ?» imm■ » Among the heathen English what is 
now called Christmas eve was knpwn 
as Mothers’ Night "when women fol­
lowed certain vain practices,” which 
the higher religion of later times frow­
ned upon and suppressed.

The decoration of the church with 
the once-sacred mistletoe and holly 
is itself Pagan survival.

Most of the ancient customs assoc­
iated with the winter solstice are now 
obsolete but sentimental interest in 
them was revived during the nine­
teenth century by the writings of 
Washington Irving aud Charles Dlck-

The Christmas tree with its branches 
gayly illuminated with colored candles 
and hung with ornaments and little 
gifts for children is of German origin. 
Santa Claus also has his origin with 
the Germans.

The Christmas card now an almost 
universal vehicle for the conveyance 
of seasonable wishes dates from 1846 
when J. C. Horsley designed a card 
as the suggestion of Sir Henry Cole.

Although season is the season in 
which the birth of Christ is commem­
orated, still It is apparent that the 
sancity of this season was recognized 
in times long antecendent to the birth 
of Christ.

The Roman winter solstice festival, 
as celebrated on December 25, In con­
nection with the worship of the sun- 
god, Mithra, appears to have been 
adopted In its special form by Aurel- 
ian about A.D. 273.

Later the festival was adopted by 
the Western Church with full symbolic 
appropriateness though not with his­
toric justification. About the fourth 
c entury the day was accepted by the 
Eastern Church as the solemn anni­
versary of the birth of Christ.

A study of the customs associated 
with the period also reveals a heathen 
if not invariably a solar origin. The 
lighting of the Yule log is or was a 
function of such predominant import­
ance among the Lithuanians and the 
Letts, that their words for Christmas 
literally signify log evening.

AN AMBASSADORS PRIVILEGES
ambassador 1s usually an aged man, 
often short-sighted, he sometimes fails 
to reach the dt^Tr and comes into col­
lision with the wall.

Another privilege of ambassadors 
is the right to being ushered into the 
royal presence through folding doors, 
both of which must be flung wide 
open. No 
can claim 
any non-ambassa 
pect Is that one of the leaves shall 
be opened to him. The reason for 
this privilege is not known.

Another privilege,

bassador’s right of admission to the 
sovereign at any hour of day or night. 
Thus the minister representing 
little bankrupt state could go down 
to Windsor and demand an audience 
at 4 o’clock in the morning. The 
audience would have to be granted, 
though it could be delayed by the ex­
ercise of Ingenuity.

curious privilege of an ambassador 
is that he, and he alone, when dis­
missed, may turn his back to the sov­
ereign to whose court he is accredit­
ed. The mode of procedure Is as fol­
lows: When the ambassador’s audi­
ence is over he waits to be dismissed 
by the sovereign. When dismissed, 
the ambassador bows, retires three 
paces, bows again, retires another 
three paces, bows third time, turns 
on his heels and walks to the folding 
doors.

But it is felt that more polite meth­
ods should obtain when the reigning 
sovereign is o woman. To turn his back 
is to be discouteous, to walk back­
wards is to resign a privilege; the am­
bassador retires sideways, like a crab;

it mmWith the almost dally additions now 
being made to the steel frame work of 
the new Post Office building on Prince 
William St., the structure Is begin­
ning to take definite shape. No con­
struction work in St. John for many 
years has attracted so much attention.

Referring to the progress of this 
work, B. A. Bent, superintendent in 
charge for the contractors Messrs 
Rhodes Curry, of Amherst Informed 
The Standard representative that so 
far rather more than 300 tons of steel 
beams have been recètved from the 
Carnegie Works at Pittsburg. In all 
he added, 400 tons of steel beams and 
columns will be required to complete 
the job.

It is of Interest to note that these 
• steel beams are sent first to the Am­

herst Car Works, owned by the con­
tractors, where the necessary cutting 
and shaping are done. They are then 
forwarded to the scene of operations 
in St. John ready for immediate use.

In addition to the superintendent 
In charge, the contractors are repre 
eented by A. P. Harrop, engineer for 
the Steel Works, and by Robert Camp­
bell, who has charge of the blasting 
and excavating. The Post Office de­
partment is represented by G. Ernest 
Falrweather architect of this city.

This undertaking was commenced 
early last April.

If all goes well, by this time next 

year the magnificent span of steel— 
the Spandral Arch as it is technically 
known, will be resting on the concrete 
abutments, which tower at the top of 
the rocks on either aide of the Falls, 
complete and ready for traffic. In a 
few months the masonry work and 
the approaches, which are in the bands 
of Joseph McVey & Sons, of St. Step­
hen, will bo completed and the Domin­
ion Bridge Company with the contract 
for all the steel work, will start .n 
construction in earnest.

This bridge when completed will 
have a span of 565 feet between hinges, 
and by including the heavy steel gird­
ers, which will rest upon the abut­
ments, there will be a total length of 
640 feet of steel. This Loyalist City 
will then possess a Spandral Arch 
at the mouth of the historic SI John

The Second Longest Bridge of Its Kind in Americalustrated
concrete abutment. There will also 
be two granite skew-back piers which 
will receive the arch, on the East Side 
owing to the formation of the land 
the abutment is only 8 feet high. On 
the West Side as the ground falls 
away in the approach, five and one- 
half time* as great a height of con­
crete is required. Each abutment Is 
52 feet wide and each stands on the ex­
treme edge of the rock overlooking 
the Falls.

The approach to the bridge on which 
the roadway is to be built will be fill­
ed with broken rock taken out in the 
early blasting operations.

St John has always had Wholesale 
Millinery Houses, but it L»^pnly with­
in the last ten or twelve de 
the home trade has grown to such 
an extent that competition from other 
wholesale centres, while not eliminat­
ed. has been confined within bounds 
that reserve the greater part of the 
business originating in the Maritime 
Provinces and to a certain extent in 
Eastern Quebec to this city.

This has been brought about by the

models are displayed, the adaptions are 
explained. Those who desire assist­
ance are shown how to copy. The 
head milliners of the wholesale houses 
practically illustrate the new ideas 
and the manner in which they are 
best used. Advice is given to beginn­
ers how to conduct a business, fig­
ure cost* etc., in fact nothing is 
left undone to provide in advance 
knowledge that will be valuable to ihe 
unexperienced and even the experienc­
ed milliner.

Even a sketchy review of the actvities of our Board 

for the past year woujd be sadly lacking if no reference 
made to the harvest excursions. Every year these 

excursions are run by the Railroad Companies, carrying 
the yovng bleed of the Maritime Provinces West whence 
a large percentage of them never return. For two genera­
tions now the East has been supplying the new West and 
the New England States with a great many young 
This has proved not only a serious drain on the population 
of the Maritime Provinces but has had the effect of seriously 
reducing our power in commerce and in politics. At last, 
however, the East has awakened to the importance of this, 
and a general move "has resulted in which the Board of 
Trade did its share and in which we are glad to say we were 
thoroughly well supported by the newspapers to curtail 
this annual outflow of population.

Results we believe have been accomplished and men 
are beginning to realize that the older and possibly more ^ 
conservative East presents better opportunities than the, 
newer and more optimistic West.

IS A MODEL OF ITS K1ND-A FINE BUILDING,*

The second station was for 
several years thought sufficiently ade­
quate for all the business, but It needs 
only a glance at it today to realize 
how far such a structure fell short 
of the modern demand for station fa­
cilities and accommodation. The new 
building is a handsome 
modious structure of red sandstone, 
with rock faced body and dressed 
trimmings. It has a length of 338 feet, 
the central part being 137 feet long, 
56 feet wide, surmountèd by a tower 
on the street side 19 feet square and 
78 feet high. From each end of the 
central part there is an extension—the 
one to the north being 80 feet long 
by 50 feet in width. The foundations 
are of concrete and the floors of re­
inforced concrete and structural steel.

tion covering every province from At­
lantic to Pacific.

The members of the association 
spent much time In arranging danger 
signals and road signs. More than 
five hundred road signs were placed 
in roads and directions as to danger­
ous turns and hills were posted at 
points of vantage.

Early in the spring the first automo­
bile show in the maritime provinces 
was held In St John and hund 
people from all parts of the provinces 
visited the exhibition. Exhibitors re­

ted good business as a result ot 
show and another one will, take 

place early next spring. It is expect 
ed to have more cars on view and a 
more pretentious show In every way. 
It is expected that the merchants of 
tli city will cooperate with the prom­
oters of the show and assist in diff­
erent ways.

The automobile association has pre­
pared route and road maps of several 
of the chief roads of the province, 
but the roads of the province have not 
yet been properly mapped but it Is 
expected that some greater efforts than 
formrly will be made and proper maps 
secured.

The automobile business throughout 
the province was reported good during 
the season. Borne dealers fell off In 
the number of sales but others gained 
and the average was about equal to 
that of the previous year.

The automobile has become more 
popular than ever during the season 
Just drawing to a -close. The summer 
was almost ideal for motoring and the 
roads of the province handled 
traffic than ever before. Partly In 
automobiles toured the province In 
all directions and many American 
totirist brought their cars here and 
used them in their travel about the 
country. The members of the New 
Brunswick Automobile Association 
have been responsible for much of the 
activity in automobile circles In the 
province. Through the efforts of the 
association the customs regulations in 
regards to cars entering and leaving 
New Brunswick were amended eo that 
the tourihg automobilist had little 
trouble with the customs and on ac­
count of this the number of American 
cars touring the province waa greatly 
increased.

Early in the spring the provincial 
government made a grant of $1,000 for 
the Rothesav and Westfield roads lead 
tng out of St John and this money 
together with a large amount contrib­
uted by automobile owners was spent 
in Improving these two highways.

A committee fjom the automobile 
association took charge of each of 
these roads and the work of improve­
ment was carried on under their direc­
tion. Considerable work was done in 
gathering information in regard to the 
roads of the province and this in book- 
let form was distributed among visit- 
lug car owners end other,.

Ontario flour Is twenty cents a bar­
rel cheaper now than it was last Jan­
uary but the price of Manitoba pro­
ducts has remained the same. Since 
January 1910 there has been a varia­
tion of only 40 cents a barrel in Man­
itoba flour, while the fluctuation in 
Ontario goods has been 31.00. The 
reason of the change in Ontario flour 
prices. Is that the supply is not regular 
on account of the comparatively small 
area in Ontario given over to wheat 
and a bad year of frost affects the 
price. On the • other hand the yield 
of the West is rather steady and the 
hard wheat is grown in so many dif­
ferent localities that the general 'pro­
duction is regular.

Pork has remained at a high level, 
beef has been steadily advancing, and 
is now from $2 to $3 a barrel more 
than last year.

oral years has been studying the sit­
uation, has been given change of this 
campaign. A property has been pur­
chased at Havelock, Kings Co., and 
an effort will be made to grow Alfalfa 
thpre, with the object of procuring 
New Brunswick grown seed to distrib­
ute among the farmers. Experimental 
plots will be established in different, 
parts of the province and many farm­
ers will have $» opportunity of tee tr­
ine the plant under expert directive

Poultry farming has also been re­
cognized and much good accomplish­
ed throughout the province. Shows 
have been held at Hartland, Frederic­
ton, St. Stephen and Moncton, and 
the quality of poultry showed great 
improvement over the previous year. 
Egg laÿlng contests have also take» 
place and the rivalry among the com­
petitors has been beneficial to ihe

stations have been established at Cen- 
treville, Hartland, Qagetown, Sussex, 
Moncton and Rogersvllle, where mod­
ern methods of fattening, dressing and 
packing for marketing have been, 
taught. Many poultry raisers visited 
the stations and the good results ob­
tained have been duplicated» on many 
farms. A ready market has been 
found for all the properly dressed- 
poultry that the province can produce.

Two baggage oars were fitted up 
as better-farming coaches and run ov­
er the lines of the Canadian Pacific In 
the province. Live stock, dairying, 
bee-culture, horticulture, poultry rais­
ing, Insects and weeds were especial­
ly featured under the direction of com­
petent Instructors. The coaches were 
visited by many people at each stop­
ping place.

The Department of Agriculture 
secured a traction ditcher last June. 
This machine was taken over a large 
area of the province and demonstra­
tions In modern methods of soil drain­
age were given. Great interest was 
awakened by the exhibitions and It 
was certain that agriculturists recog­
nised the fact that much land now con. 
sidered worthless, could be drained 
and made, to produce crops.

Twenty agricultural shows, under 
the direction of the Department of 
Agriculture, were held In the province 
last year. The reports of the judges 
showed that In nearly every line there 
was a marked advance in the qualit -• 
of the exhibits, and it was noticed- that 
the farmers were trying to have the 
quality of their produce better each 
year.

The field crop competitions and seed 
fairs were also a source of much In­
terest to the farmers. Eight field 
crop competitions were held during 
the summer, which was two more than 
last year and the number of competi­
tors was greatly Increased.

ed In arousing many bee-keepers to 
iyenewed efforts. Beektes tea<*lng 
the proper ways of handling bees 
Mr. Durost gave Instructions in the 
use of. fertilisers, and advised as to 
farm drainage.

Dairy farming was also encouraged. 
A new field assistant was appointed 
and the activities of the instructors 
Increased. In Madawaska Co., the 
■mall creameries have been done away 
with and a large central creamery has 
been erected at St. Hilaire. The Do­
minion Government paid for the build­
ing and the New Brunswick Govern­
ment for the equipment. It has been 
decided to start handling milk. there 
next season.

The main idea in. connection with the 
tabllshment of central creaemeties, 

has been to have the products uniform 
for each section. With the smaller 
factories uniformity of production has 
not been possible. The reconstruc­
tion of the dairy school building at 
Sussex has been commenced. Plans

The large marhete 
offered by the reduction of the United 
States tariff and the Introduction of 
better shipping arrangements have 
created a great demand for New 
Brunswick fish and the 
bare benefttted. to a large extent.

The storms of the last season have 
been blamed for a short supply of 
the finny food. It has often happen­
ed that "fishermen were unable to go 
ont on account of the heavy wrath- 
er. The unfavorable weather has also 
been the cause of a falling off In sar­
dine fishing In the Bay of Fundy wa­
ters, but this condition has only been 
temporary. _ ,

Fish dealers have reported the bus­
iness of the year good, but the supply 
was limited and higher prices than 
ever before prevailed. Fish general­
ly have been selling at about thirty 
per cent advance over last year.

In that part of the province wash­
ed by the waters of the Gulf of St.
Lawrence, the catch has been about 
normal. Large quantities of cod, hake, 
pollock and Ibbsters have been secur­
ed there but outside markets ha\e 
taken most of the supply.

printing press marked the beginning of 
the fight for freedom, of the common 
l>eople. From that time to. the pres­
ent, the improvements in society have 
kept pace with the improvements of 
the printing press. Gutenberg, in 
1450 printed his first book from mov­
able tyipe. His apparatus was of the 
rudest type and each impression had 
to be handled carefully in order to 
keep the ink from blotting. As scon 
as an impression was made, the sheets 
had to be hung up to dry and the pro­
cess of making even small pages of 
printed matter was attended by much 
greater labor than today turns out a 
full sized newspaper.

“Fur farming is no longer an ex­
periment at least so far as foxes, mink, 
skunk, and muskrat are concerned. 
Unless these animals are raised in cap­
tivity in considerable numbers, they 
will be unable ln the not-far-dlstamt 
future to hold their own against the 
constantly Increasing number of trap­
pers and fur dealers.

“The province of Quebec Is more 
favorably situated for fur farming 
than any other of the Eastern Prov­
inces, for the most valuable fur-bear- 
itig animals can only bring their pelta 
to the highest state of perfection in 
the coldest climates.

“In our own province of Quebec, 
some splendid results in the same 
lime of industry have already been 
achieved, notably by Mr. Beetz, of 
Piastre Baie, on the North Shore; 
by Messrs. HglL. Renfrew & Company, 
of Quebec; and by Messrs J. C. Cal­
houn anti George Richmond at Gaspe. 
The slier fox ranch of Mr. 
is valued at over $200,000.

'•There would seem to be no rea­
son why this province should not be 
the scene of the largest and most 1m. 
portant fox ranches in the world. Hun­
dreds of thousands of acres might be 
devoted to the Industry here, and It 
is well-known fact that the farther 
north the skins are grown, the richer 

and the lustre.

Red and Blue. From one of their 
Silver Black pairs four fine pups were 
raised and sold or retained on the 
ranch at the present market value 
of $31,000. It is interesting to note 
that caretakers of this company s 
foxes come from the Old Country, 
where they gained their first exper­
ience in this line of work.

Considerable attention Is given to 
fox ranching at Campbellton and other 
points on the North Shore. Camp­
bellton, through Messrs. Shtves and 
Miller, Is branching out quite extens­
ively. but it is at Loggievtlle that a 
ranch, the most picturesque and elab. 
orate of all lias been established The 
Messrs. Ixiggie have builded well, 
both In live stock selection, and in 
equipment of their “Great Northern” 
ranches.

For a narrow up-and-aown paneif 
the following scheme is a valuable j 
hèlp. Procure from a local or whole­
sale florist a flexible rod fitted with I 
movable brackets holding tube vases. I

the vertical to the circular. One can 
be suspended from above in the cen­
ter of a wall panel, and a few long-1 
stemmed sprays of flowery shrubs will 
stand against the wall in Japanese 
fashion; Any arrangement, from the 
bordering of a panel to the formation 
of a wreath, can be worked out with 
this convenient accessory.

A Background Foliage.
Some method of getting more dis­

Improvements have been
made ini the troade and streets of the 
different cities and towns in the pro­
vince. The cities have adopted the 
plan of putting down permanent pave­
ments and for this purpose concrete, 
asphalt, granite and wood and com 
pound paving blocks have been quite 
popular. The first sheet asphalt pave­
ment in St. John was laid in Charlotte 
street during the summer of 1912.

There Is a widespread demand 
all over Canada for the improvement 
of our rural highways—one can hardly 
pick up a magazine or newspaper with­
out seeing some article written on 
this all important topic. Not only is 
the farmer interested in this movement, 
but all classes have joined ln the de­
mand, including merchants, manufac­
turers, highway officials, tourists and 
all progressive citizens. Not only do 
they want good roads now, but they 
want good roads that will stay good. 
In other words they want permanent 
roads and roads that can be built at a 
reasonable cost.

The traffic upon highways is in­
creasing yearly. Each year highways 
are subjected to constantly Increas­
ing loads. The public demands rapid 
transportation and quick delivery of 
its goods. If roads are built in ac­
cordance with the ordinary methods of 
country road construction their life is 
short and their cost of maintenance 
high. The “good road»" movement 
is probably one of the livest issues 
of the day. For years the question has 
been a serious one.

The highest prices for farm produce 
prevail at seasons when such mer­
chandise is scarcest. These seasons 
generally occur when roads are in the 
poorest condition. Therefore those lo­
calities having roads which are always 
passable reap the benefit of marketing 
their produce when the best prices 
prevail.

Our sawmills today are equipped 
with economical tubular boilers that 
one man can fire automatically where 
six or eight men were .required. We 
have hand saws and stock gangs tak­
ing only one-half the saw kerf the old

care of the lumber as fast as it can be 
put in; endless haul-ups that feed 
the logs into the mill in a steady 
stream, kicked right or left by 
machinery as required; Jump-up saws 
in beds that will cut a Io-g In two in 
a Jiffy ; steam canters to roll the logs 
on the saw carriage; transfer chains 
for moving the lumber and edgings; 
automatic machines for cutting up 
the edgings ; re-saws, lath machines, 
the many other small machines for 
manufacturing the wood that formerly 
went to waste. Nothing is now 
burned under the boilers but sawdust, 
and no wood is wasted that is sound.

In the modern mill it is not a ques­
tion of brute strength, but 
and expertness In the performing the 
various operations.

The milling season in St. John is 
properly about eight months—from 
the 1st of April to the 1st of December 
—earlier or later; you have frost to 
contend with. Sometimes mills under, 
take to run in the winter time. Such 
mills, to do so successfully, must have 
a southern exposure, and be situated 
where the warm salt water eddies 
about their slips.
