EIGHT BILLIONS
BY WAR TAXES

The Remainder to be Raised
by Tax on Business surn-
over, Imperial Income Tax
and Tax on Necessaries of
Life.

Berlin, July 23—(By The A. P)—
Germany’s financial programme call:
ing for the raising of 25 billion marks
annually, agreed upon by Mathias Erz-
berger, minister of finance, and a
group of experts was published today
by the Nonth German Gazette., The
ccaference was sald to be in complete
agreement on the flnancial reforms.

Eight billion marks will be obtained
by war taxes, according to the Ga-

tte’'s summary of the proposed plan.

The remaining 17 billions must be

ra.sed fiom new source The firat of

these will be a, heavy increase in the
tax on business tu ver., The second
mew source of income is called the

“tmperial sacrifice to ueeds.” The

third new scheme of taxes will be on

the necessaries of life.

An important part of the program
will be the impecrial income tax which
will be a tax on profits from investéd
wapital. These capital profits will be
gaxed from 25 to 30 per o , accord
ing to a new usystem evolved tha. is
dntended to eliminats inequalities and
brotect small capitalists from being
overburdened.

The new imperial moome taxes are
expected to be in operation by April
1, 1920. - A large army of officials will
be needed to handle the tagatiof
wystems. X

“Financial bureau districts” will be
created and they will be given courdés
of instruction: by offictals. These bu-
reaus, which' will be opened om Octo-
ber 1, will be under the ministry of
finance. Meanwhile technical schools
will concentrate on shont courses in
flnancial science. The actual operat-
tng head of the taxatiom system will
be an imperial property administra-
tion which will have headquarters in
the old garrison administration
offices,

Minister Erzberger told the experts
that Genmany must pay the Allies 20,-
000,000,000 marks in gold by May 1,
1920. He said thig could be done, as
the amounts already credited Ger-
many by the Allies for various ac-
counts, form an important part of the
required total.

An unusually comprehensive set of
measures to prevent tax evasions
Wwere presented by Herr BErzberger,
The provisions to prevent fraud,

ugh capital being taken abroad,
includes the previously announced
plan to require that all stocks, bonds,
and coupons must be re-stamped by
the government and that all such ge-
curities not restamped will revert to
the empire. The entire bank note cir-
culation system will be controllegd.

Minister Erzberger, it is eaid, agrees
that the measures proposed were
nothing less than brutal, but that he
was afrald there was no other way to
bring forth hidden money and to pre-
vent fraud except by imposing heavy
penalties.

Doesn’t Intend to Help Out
the Foster Gov't by Con-
tributing to the Fund Called
for Alleged Patriotic Pur-
poses.

Dorchester, N. B., July 23. — The
Westmorland Municipal Council has
ouce more ignored the claim of the
Foster Government for a balance of
$7,895.25 which the Government al-
leges is stil due from this county on
Bocount of the Patriotic asssssment of
last year. It will be recalled that the
Local Government, in 1918, ordered
an assessment of $518,000 on the dif-
fcrent municipalities for patriotic pur
poses. Of this amount $400,000 was
for the Canadian Patriotic Fund at
Jitawa, while the balance, $118,000,
was for the use of the Foster Govern-
ment for alleged patriotic purposes,
The Westmorland County Council, like |
several other municipalities, refused |
to assess to more than its propontion
of the $400,000, the amount required
for the Patriotic Fund at Ottawa.
Westmorland’s proportion of the $400,-
060, exclusive of Monoton, was some-
thing like $25,000, while her proportion
of the $618,000, ordered by the Local
Government, would total more than
§82,000. As the Westmorland Council
refused to @ssess for the larger
amount, the Foster Government
ciaims that this county stil owes a
balance of $7,395.25 and has made sev-
eral demands for it, all of which have,
up to date, been ignored.

The pubilc orator read his address
in Latin. Each recipient of the de-
gree was cheered as he rose to re-
ceive the honor.

Settlement of N. Y.
Marine Strike
Appears Near

The Strike Has Tied up 215
Steamers of U. S. Shipping
Board and Half as Many of
Private Owners.

New York, July Settlement of
the marine strike, which has tfed up
the Atlantic coast shipping for more
than two weeks, may be effected with-
in the next twelve hounrs, it was learn-
ed here today from authoritative sour-
ces. Vice:Chairman Raymond B.
Steeves, of the Shipprwag Board, who
was in conference here with repre-
sentatives of the unions involved in
the strike, had returmed to Washing-
ton. A representative of the United
States Shipping Board said after the
conference that the differences be-
tween the ship owners and the men
had reached the pomt of “‘techmicali-
ties,” and that he believed the differ-
ences would be settled “so the men
can return to work romorrow.”

While the strike has had the effect
of tying up 215 steamens owmed by
the shipping board in this port, and
possibly half the mumber owned by
private compamies, there has been no
serious congestion of freight at the
docks here.

This has been due, in part, to the
embargo placed by the mailroad ad-
ministration and to the fact that the
‘longshoremen and dockworkens have
not taken part in the strike, but have
continiied to load and discharge ves-
sels at their piers, the discharged
freight being promptly carted away
by its consignees. Steam to operate
cargo winches has been obtained
from lighters made fast alongside the
ships.

the extradition of the ex-Kaiser will
mot be made until the Court has mot
only been constituted formally, but
is actually sitting. The probability ie
that the Court wil} in due form call
upon the accused to surrender to the
British Government in order that he
may be tried on the charges preferred
against him. In the event of a refusal
which would in effect mark the ex-
Kaiser as & fugitive from justice, it
‘would be mecessary to apply to the
Dutch Government, and there i» no
veason to suppose tnat they would re-
sist a request backed up by mearly the
whole civiligsed world. Punishment is
in the discretion of the Court, but it i
fully understood that the death penal-
ty will not be pressed for by the Gov-
ernments concerned.

The United Statea
produced articles by organised meth-
ods and notwithstanding the fact that
wages were higher than tham in cor-
responding dndustries in the United
Kingdom, cheaper than similar ar
ticles could be produced here. That
| was a point they had got to consider.

PROHIBITION QUESTION.
jEditor of The Standard, ... ... $orna
Sir,—~Many of your readers weme
very pleased with the report in your
paper of Monday of the sermons om
temperance preached by the pastor of
Portland street church. Some of us
were amazed at the deliverances of
certain membens of the Medical So-
ciety given in the press of the pre-
vious week. Surely those reports can-
not express the unanimous feeling ot
the members of that esteemed society,
They are gemerally beleved to be up-
to-date men, and anxious for the im-
provement of the health and morals
of the whole community. But to what
conclusion can we come when we read
such declarations? They are in direct
contradiction to the very best medical
authorities of the days in which we

live. Allow me to give a very brief
quotation or two from their very fore-
most men. Sir Samuel Brodle says:

“Stimulants do not create nervous
power; they merely enable you to use
up that which is left, and then they
leave you more in need of rest than
before."” ¥
At a conference of medical men held
in Londom some years ago, Dr. Monroe
of Hull said: “It is now seven yeans
since 1 have ordered any alcoholic
drink, either as a medicine or diet,
and the success attendant upom its
disuse in cases where in former years
I should have orderew 1t largely, and
condemned myself if 1 had not done
§0, is o gratifying as to lead me to its
entire abandonment in the treatment
of disease. In typhoid fever, as well
as in other cases of fever of the worst
character; in cholera, and in sudden
and violent hemorrhages; in delirium,
in rheumatism, in gout, and in many
other diseases, the success of this
treatment, without the use of alcohol,
has been most marked and satisfac
tory.”

Again, in & repor or the London
Temperance Hospital Dr. Edmunds,
who treated 688 cases, writes: ‘I have
not, in any case, thought it necessary
to prescribe the use of alcoholic bev-
erages as medicine. The results of
the nonsaleoholie treatment have been
in my judgment, emtively satisfactory,
and the treatment was done much
good in directing attention to the er-
rors in diet, work, etc, which were
the real cause of the disease, and by
dispelling mischievous fllusions as to
the supposed advantages of resorting
to alcoholic beverages.” And in the
same report Dr. 8. W. Moore says:
“Among the 306. patients who have
been under gical treatment it has
not been deemed necessary, in ome in-
stance, to administer alcohol in any
shape or form.”

England has {mposed a prohibition
or the import of paper in order to pro-
tect the English paper mills, and this
is said to be having a serious effect
cu the Norwegian paper mills. Before
tae prohibition and since the armistice
the price of paper in England has been
considerably reduced, principally be-
cause of American competition.

With the embargo on paper, England
wili probably import more pulp than
usual, which may be of interest to
New Brunswick. The Nashwaak Pulp
and Paper Company have been talking
of erecting a new pulp mill at Marys-
ville, and it is understood that they
planned on disposing of the pulp pro-
duct of one of their m#lls in England.
Their mill at St. John is kept pretty
busy supplying pulp for their paper
factories in Maine.

CANADIANS ALL
- HOME BY THE
END OF AUGUST

Officers, Soldiers and Depend-
ants Now Remaining to be
Repatriated Total About
50,000.

Ottawa, Ont., July 23.—Apart from
the thirty-eight hundred officers and
men being brought to Canada by the
Regina and the Winnifredian. the for-
mwer due at Halifax, there still remain
in Ergland, including soldiers’ depend-
ents and unattached women, approxi-
mately forty-nine thousand Canadian,
who must be brought home before the
tiask of demobilization is complete. Uu-
married soldiers and officers still to
be returned number ten thousand, and
married eleven thousand. Wives, chil-
aren and unattached women swell the
total to mearly fifty thousand.

ON ATLANTIC
SUGAR ARREARS

Various Suggestions Being
Offered as to How to
Meet Them.

OPPOSED TO FUNDING

Would Likely Result in Early
Conversion of Much of the
Preferred Stock Into Com-

mon Shares.

Montreal, July 18— Oune of the most
fiourishing industries in the whole
list at the present time is Atlantic
Sugar Refineries. This is a “war
industry, in the sense that it*was born
during the war, and experienced the

hand, and restriotions, that on the
other hand prevented it from accept-
ing the full measure of orders that
came to it as a result of a vigorous
advertising policy. Barly this week
the price sagged a little as the out-
come, The Financial Post leamed,
of a large order to sell that came from
England This included both the
common and the preferred, and the
attraction for the selling was the ra-
pid advance that both stocks had made
in the last few weeks especially, ot
thirty and fifty points respectively.
However, this is looked on as but a
temporary eclipse to the upward move-
ment.

So far as can be learned the largest
amount Atlantic Sugar manufactured
in a single ypar—not last year, but
the one before that—was in the neigh-
borhood of 70,000 tons. The latest
information is that the plant is turn-
ing out 1,000,000 lbs. a day, which
would represent a toial for the year,
if it were continued, of nearly 150,-
000 tons. There is not only a big do-
mestic demand, but the export orders
have been coming in steadily,
the present outlook is that these wil
continwe for many months, If they
do, the profits of the refineries, which

informed, has been reached in connec-
tion with the methoa ot meeting the
arrears on the preferred stock, which
amount to about 33 per cent. For some
time there ' were several suggestions,
one of which was that as large por-
tion as could would be funded. Lat-
terly an objection has been raised to
this ‘which is meeting with support
Lfrom the directors. it is not gener
ally known that one of the provisions
under which the pnefered stock was
sold was that it was to be convertible
for common etock at the will of the{
holder. When there is no dividend
being paid by the common stock, there
is no temptation to convert, but with
the preferred arrears out of the way,
the common, with such high earnings,
would not remain long without rising
to a pretty high figure, and well within
two years good figure as dividend. In-
deed, it might be expected to be pay-
ing is mot outside the range of pro-
bability that well within two years the
common would command a price that
would make an ordinary preferred
stock look quite good. In that case
