THE NEXT VICTORY LOAN.

The point sometimes raised by per
sons interested in the bonds or shares
of Canadian industrial undertakings
{that the forthcoming Vietory Loan
should be taxable seems to be fairly
well met by Sir Thomas White in the
statement which he recently issued to
the press. TaXation advocates claim
ithat the exemption of war loan se-
g¢urities from taxation deprives the

Dominion treasury of a vast amount uri

revenue it would otherwise receive,
that with government securities tax
free capital will not so freely flow into
other channels and that Canada will be
jnjured as a result, and that wealthy
people may seek to reduce their im-
¢ome taxation by purchasing heavily
of such bonds

To all three of these arguments Sir
Thomas White submits what appears
to the Ottawa Journal to be a most
conclusive answer. In the case of the
|first point, he shows that if War Loan
{securities were taxable the Govern-
ment would have to offer a higher rate
of interest, and that even a one-half
per cent. additional interest rate on
total War Loan securities would mean
an increased annual interest charge of
three and three-quarter million dol-
lars; while, on the other hand, all that
taxation of these securities would de-
rive under our' income tax, allowing
for exemptions provided by the
would at most not exceed more than
one and a half million dollars. So that,
@as a matter of fact, the treasury
gaining rather than losing by the ab-
sence of a tax.

{1y, that tax-free securities dams the
flow of capital into other enterprise,

Finally, in respect to the fear that
| wealthy persons may seek to reduce
{their income taxation by buying tax
{free bonds, Sir Thomas shows that in
any case they can buy on the open
jmarket from our tax-free issues now
outstanding in the United States and
Canada; so that, in this particular re-
gard, it makes no difference whether
the securities are taxable or not.

The foregoing replies are, as al-
ready said, seemingly complete, but
even more convincing is the fact that
taxation of the coming Victory Loan
jssue might endanger its success. Pat-
riotism is, of course, the main guaran-
itee of the issue's success, but guaran-
tee to the investor of a r return on
/his investment, and
it would not appear to be the part of
wisdom to gamble with an experiment
which might have the effect of prevent-
ing the loan being the success which
our war effort imperatively demands.

BANNING PLEASURE CARS.

American automobile manufacturers
must not make pleasure cars after Jan-
uary 1, 1919, This is one ruling of the
War Industries Board that is causing
some agitation in the motor trade on
the other side of the international
boundary. The reason advanced for
the restriction is that the United States
requires the material employed in the
manufacture of pleasure cars and ¢an
also use for more essential work they
plants and premises in which such
cars are produced as well as the men
engaged\in their manufacture.

To many factories where millions of
dollars have been invested in plant to
manufacture pleasure cars and which
plant cannot readily be turned over to
other uses, the restriction will mean a
serious loss. It will also be resented
by the people who make it a habit to
buy a new car each spring as regular-
ly as they buy a new hat, and also by
that army, rapidly mounting into the
tens of thousands, which graduates
from the street car to the motor own-
ing class each twelve months. They will
