ANTI-CIGARETTE BILL

NEW ENGLAND COTTON
MILLS ON SHORT TIME
50,006 .()peritai;;Aflfe‘cted--Many

Plants Have Been Ordered Closed
Down for Two N_Ionths.

Boston, June 2—Orders were issued to-
day by several cotton mill managers, in-
structing agents to curtail production on
account of the depression in the textile
industry. Many mills in southern and
central New England have been running
on short time all the spring, and at pres-
ent about 50,000 operatives are affected.

The employes of the Pemberton mills,
of Lawrence, were notified today that the
plant will be shut down on Saturday for
two months. .

Notices were posted at the Methuen
mills, in Methuen, that they would be
closed: for a similar period at about the
same time. About 1,000 hands are employ-
ed by the two concerns. The Arlington
mills cotton department at Lawrence is
on short time.

The mills of the Wamsutta corporation,
the largest in New Bedford, were closed
tonight for the balance of ‘the week. It is
understood that three of the mills oper-
ated by the corporation will remain closed
for some time, while tlie others will run
only, four days each week. The Wam-
sutta company employs about 3,000 hands.

The New Bedford milis have been run-
ning on full time, and the Wamsutta is
the first there to adopt a short time
schedule. 'The curtailment may possibly
extend to other anills, as some of them are
controlied by &nteresfs which are identified
with the Wamsutta management.

The Edwards Manufacturing Company,
of this city, will close its mills at Augusta
(Me.) in July for two months. There are
about 1,400 operatives in Augusta.

Numerous mills in Rhode Island, Con-
necticut and southern and western Massa-
chusetts are on a short time basis.

Masterly Addresses by Prof.
~ Scott and Others—Degrees
Conferred and Prizes Pre-
sented — Dr.  Murray of
McGill Criticises Present
Course of Studies.

Fredericton, N. B., June 2—(Special) —
The ecoenial meeting under the auspices

of the Alumni Society was held in the

library of the college building this evening,
and was attended by a large and re-
presentative -audience, Vice-President B.

our financial condition today! And how
strange it is in these days of grawth and
expansion to discover that the sum paid
for the maintenance of the university is
the same now as it was forty-five years
ago, when it was placed on its present
basis. It is with pleasure and no hutle
satisfaction we ‘have read the strong ex-
pressions of sympathy for the university
and its work on the part-of those high in
authority, coupled with most ardent de-
sires to see it continue to prosper and ex-
pand, but it must be confessed, while there
is mo intention' of pleading guilty of break-
ing - the tenth cominandment, that very
longing, if mot covetous, eyes werc cast
upon a -portion .of that increase-in the
annual expenditure of the province made
in the interests of good government, which
was rendefed necessary by the impoverish-
ed condition of the private exchequers of
our lawmakers, and the hitherto inade-
quat remnueration given for their arduous
and responsible duties.

_ It is curious to note that the men placed
in charge of the bridges, the live stock,
the lumber, the finances, the dairying and
other departments of the province’s ad-
ministrative work, are, judging from the
remuneration they receive, relatively of i
more importance to the development of
the country than the men placed in charge
of the young men and young women seek-
ing higher education.

Why is it of more worth to build bridges
than to build character® Why of more
value to develop horses than to develop
men? Why is it considered more import-
ant to cultivate the soil and increase its
fertility than to cultivate the mind and
extend its faculties? But these repre-
sent out assets, our natural resources,
which must be developed in order to build

Ottawa, June 1—(Speciall—A militia
srder has been issued calling the attention
of all officers of the militia and captains
»f rifle associations to the extreme dan-
ger to the public even on the safest range
n allowing untrained men to handle the
rifle without supervision.

Practically when men have received a
reasonable preliminary training, it should
be impossible for a shot to miss the tar-
et by more than five or six feet excepv
in the cases where shots strike the
sround first and ricochet. In the latter
.ase the life of a bullet is always limited
0 a comparatively short distance ~and
he danger is to that extent minimized,
>ut in the case of wild shooting a bullet
nay travel a very long/distance to one
iide or the other before coming to the
sround.

There is no possible excuse for a man
Seing allowed to shoot until he has been
taught to hold his rifle, and the ‘senior
fficer of each command will be held re-
sponsible until proper precautions be
aken in regard to this matter before un-
srained and new shots are allowed to
nractice “without dlose and sufficient super-
vision.

made both clear and specific and there
should be no chanee that it might be dis-
regarded hereafter. The city has been a
party to at least one loose agreement, and
one is enough.

- The: C: P..R. is now considering the
stdtement made by Mayor White, and it
mast be assumed that a mutually profit-
able ‘arrangement is still possible. There
ti‘fm been too much delay. The negotia-
tions now proceeding might well have been
finished months. ago. The council’s inter-
est in harbor imprqvements has been
feverish one week and then imperceptible
for the next three.

Today the C. P. R, in agreeing to pay
interest on the cost of the proposed new
berths, asks:for the water lots inshore
between “Blue. “Roek ~and Fort Dufferin,
which space ‘it is “propoded to fill in and
atilize for a ;jiii‘lx;é’:gd _yard, engine house,
machine shop and' the like.

Outside the retaining wall which would
ke built,and which would run straight from
Blue Rock to Fort Dufferin,there would re-
‘main a great area suitable for yard space
or any similar purpose, should it be need-
ed by another company, and access to it
could be had across the C. P. R. lots, at
either end, without cost.

It is natural for the C. P. R. to cling

to the harbor frontage below Sand
Point which the veity  seeks to
recover. It is not strange that

the city desires to control that frontage.
Fhe city, the C. P. R., or another com-
pany, must, some day, construct wharves
on this property. Of the 1,600 feet, 400 is
now occupied. It does not appear im-
probable that the city and the company
can make an arrangement concerning the
remaining 1,200 feet which would meet
the desires of both. Both cannot own it,
yet each might take part or an agreement
might be made whereby the city should
assume control of it after a few years if
it then be required and if the company
has not then constructed wharves upon
it. The company should not, and prob-
ably does not, contemplate a policy which
would interfere with wharf construction
there by the city. Where both have in-
terests at stake and both may be served
it would be a pity if an arrangement mu-
tually beneficial were not hit upon.

There is every reason to guard against
future obstacles to the development of the
harbor through excessive corporation con-
trol, but there is also the salient fact that
immediate wharf construction is necessary,
and the road to that construction has
heretofore led through much ineffective
talk not to speak of long periods of sil-
ence when the aldermen appeared to have
forgotten that the winter port business
comes once a year. The harbor is nar-
row, and the day will come when all space
will be valuable. For all that there is
no danger that any railroad coming to St.
John will not be able to find suitabe ter-
minal space. And just now thereis urgent
need for another forward step in the mat-
ter of wharf building.

THE PRESBYTERIANS.

The Presbyterian parliament to whose
opening session The Telegraph devotes
much space this week, and whose de-
liberations will command much prominence
in these columns for some days to come,
is more than ever important this year,
both from the standpoint of Presbyter-
ianism and from ‘the standpoint,K of
the whole Christian church.

A GRAVE SITUATION.

Instant and complete paralysis of the
Dominion Iron & Steel Company’s opera-
tions follows the strike of 1,800 mm who
are attempting to fix the price of their
labor. The company. is not in good fight-
ing trim, but for that matter it has not
been in good operating trim, and fthe
chances are that before the present situa-
tion is followed by a general renewal of
activity, the public will hear more concern-
ing the ability of the capitalists to carry
on their fbusiness and meet open compe-
tition at a profit. Thus far over-capitaliza-
tion and lack of sound business policy have
prevented the ateel works at Sydney from
passing beyond the phase of a struggling
industry. The stwike may or may not
prove harmful in the end. Possibly it
may lead to reorganization and the adopt-
ion of surer methods.

At the moment interest centres upon
the outlook for the success or failure of
the demands which the men are seeking
to enforce. The company insists that it
has paid standard wages, and has offered
to arbitrate. The men, confident of their
power to dittate terms, have replied that
there is “nothing to arbitrate,” and have
settled down to wait until their émployers
come to terms. There is a sigﬁiﬁcant note
in The Telegraph’s news from New Glas-
gow this morning. It+s heard there that
recent extensive additions to the wonking
force of the Nova Scotia Steel Company

'may be explained by an understanding be-

tween the Sydney and New Glasgow con-
cerns, by which men were being trained at
New Glasgow in anticipation of a strike at
‘Bydney, and that now a large force will
be sent thither to replace the strikers.
In this connection an announcement by
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one of the strike leaders yesterday may
bear ominous interpretation. He says
there will be no attempt to prevent the
Sydney, company frojp operating unless
men from outside are brought in, in which
case a sympathetic strike by the operatives
of the Dominion Coal Company will be
precipitated. Such a strike would not
only preven't the resumption of work at
the Steel plant for a long time to come,
but would greatly enhance the danger of
strike wiolence by enlarging ‘the labor
forces affected and intensifying the bitter-
ness of the struggle.

About half of the men who have quit
work are foreigners. With some excep-
tions, which as yet have proved rather
trifling, the workmen have kept the law.
By striet regard for it, and by avoiding
the very appearance of oppression and in-
timidation, the strikers may enlist much
public sympathy in ‘their behalf.

But, should occasion arise, one duty, of
paramount importance will lie at the door
of the Sydney authorities—the public
peace must be maintained. Greater
than any other right dnvolved in
the wtrike ids ‘the right of the
public to the enjoyment of safety
and order. If any man desires to work

for the wages which the strikers have seen
fit to refuse, that man must be permi

to work without molestation or the seri-
ous fear of it. About this there mus; be
no trifling and no costly hesitation.

A MAD GERMAN.

German aspirations have often involved
hostility to Britain, and there were few
in the British. Empire who failed to sym-
pathize with ‘the spirit of Mr. Kipling’s
“The Rowers” however much many were
inclined to question his policy in publish-
ing the verses at the time the British and
Germans were allies in a sheriff’s mission
to Venezuela. Mr. Kipling is not always
politic, and he was not brought to book
when he wrote of that partnership:

‘Of evil times that men could choose
On evil fate to fall,

What brooding judgment let ye loose
To pick the worst of all;

‘In sight of peace from the narrow seas,
O’er half the world to run

With a cheated crew o league anew
With the Goth and the shameless Hun?’

The German outcry over this poetic in-
dictment found little sympathy in Eng-
land, so perhaps England is in no position
to complain now that Germany is dis-

cussing * with approval the latest
literary effort of Captain August
Niemann, a retired army officer
who is credited - with _ voicing the

dominant sentiment in German military
circles. This gentleman, who is evidently
one of the worst prophets unhung, pro-
ceeds to outline the fate of England as
planned by the military party whose
spokesman he is. With brutal frankness
he forecasts an alliance of Genmany,
France and Russia for the destruction of
“the commeon . enemy,” .which is Britain.
“Sfeing the invisible and blind to the
palpable,” this mad German says:

“It required the genius of Bismarck to
awaken the German Michel to a sense of
his power. Shall Germany be content to
be dependent on England for light, for
air, and for daily bread, or has she re-
tained some of the power which won .ner
victories?

“Will the three Powers which stood to-
gether after Japan’s victory over China to
thwart England’s plens—will Germany,
France and Russia remain longer idle, or
will they combine for their mutual bene-
fit? :

“I see in spirit the armies and navies
of Germany, France and Russia advancing
against the common enemy, which, like a
polypus encircles the world with its ten-
tacles.

“The irresistible onset of the three al-
lied Powers releases the whole of Europe
from its suffocating embrace. The future
bears the great war in its womb. . . .
[ look into the future, and am mindful of
the duties and. tasks of our German na-
tion.

“My dreams of Germany bring clearly
before me the war and the victory of
three allied great nations, Germany,
France and Russia, and the fresh appor-
tionment of the possession of the earth
as a final result of this mighty struggle.

“Defeated in bloody battles on land and
sea, securely encompassed on every side,
rapacious England will be at last ground
to dust, and the universe and dominion
of the world will be redistributed on a
just basis.”

It is not uncommon for .4 German to
see red when he gazes toward England
or contemplates her empire, but that an
erratic army officer should be permitted
to talk so loudly in his sleep is scarcely
creditable to the German sense of humor
or decency.

THE EXILES.

Canadians living in the United States
and elsewhere frequently send newspaper
clippings to The Telegraph, accompanied
by leiters expressing indignation at the
views expressed by American jingo editors,
‘or calling attention to some American edi-
torial in which Canada’s progress and
growing national epirit are fairly recog-
nized. The average Canadian who goes
to the Republic remains a British subject,
and even those who make the mistake of
becoming American citizens are quick to
resent misrepresentation of the land ' of
their birth. In the last few years, during
which the exodus to the south has ceased
and the current has-bagun: to set strongiy
northward, a great many Canadians have
come nome to stay. In future more and
more exiles will return to take part in the
great forward movement now fairly begun
in ‘the Dominion.

Just now a Capadian writes from Utah,
enclosing an editorial from the Salt Lake
City Telegram, which joins the Washing-
.ton Post in rebuking as ignorant of their
own country and this one all who cling
to the old ides that Canada might one day
be seduced or forced into the American
union. These articles deal very sensibly,
also, with the future status of Americans
in our Northwest. The Telegram says:—

i

“From the very beginning’of the Anmnteri-
can Union it has been the dream of large
numbers of our people, of all classes and
parties, that sooner or Iater Canada would
be brought within our system. But we
seem to be further from that consumma-
tion than ever before. The Washington
Post, noting the anxiety of some Canadian
papers lest the large influx of American
farmers into Northwest Canada should
result in the ‘Americanizing’ of Canada,
with annexation to the United States,
paysi—

“ It is moticeable that while Americans
talk freely of the ultimate amnexation of
Canada to the United Stabes, there is
practically no growth of annexation senti-
ment among the Canadians. There has
been a decided growth of the spirit of
Canadian independénce, but they are as
proud and jealous of their nationality as
we of the United States are of ours, and
would bitterly and persistently resenti any
proposition looking to a loss of their na-
tional identify. This epirit is so strong in
Canada that the prospects are all favor-
able that the descendants of the American
farmers who have settled in Canada will
become Canadians rather than use any in-
fluence in securing annexation to this
country. .AnS' thought of Canadian ammex-
ation must be classed with the dreams of
the future.’” .

With the dreams of the past, rather.
The Americans will become Canadians.
They come to better their condition. They
will become maturalized at once, in most

veasu, because of the material advantages

such a course confers. Later they will
value the citizenship of which they have
learned the meaning and the value. One
or the other of the political parties will
receive ithem as recruits, Democrats and
Republicans will become Liberals or Con-
servatives. And they will soon be writing
to relatives and friends in he States that
the wonderful growth of the American
West is to be repeated in Canade, but
that there will be less “boom” and more
of sound development and Jasting accom-
plishment.

feature of which St. Johit is pledged. The
pnrogmm.ine which has now taken definite
form promises events surpassing in in-
terest anything of the kind ever attempt-
ed\in this part of Canada, and calculated
to instruct «and -amuse-to their profit the
host of visitors who should come¢ to tie
city from these and the other provinces
of the Dominion and from the neighbor-
ing states. |

The celebration has been well advertised
in the United States, and perhaps during
the short interval befor®:its opening, a
brisk campaign of adventising in the
Maritime Provinces would promote the
success of the festival more than any
other expedienf. There should be an un-
paralleled movement of New Brunswickers
to St. John during Champlain week, and
particularly on St. John’s Day, when the
arrival of the explorer is to be reproduced
in a pageant which bids fair to be magni-
ficent.

Indeed, it is hard to see how
the storming of the fortress itself kan
offer much greater difficulties than the
taking of Nan-shan Hill. It appears to
have been the remarkable artillery service
of the Japanese that made the victory of
Jast week possible after the reckless daring
of the charging tinfantry had been spent
in vain. We read, though the report is
not specific, of entire charging columms
annihilated, as certain Union regiments
were before Petersburg. That Port Ar-
thur can long hold out against the tactics
that won at Kin Chow is very doubbful.
The landward defences are still far from
strong, and the sea batteries are danger-
ously exposed to fire from behind., Stoes-
sel’s billeting of 80 many guns on Nan-
shan Heights implies that he regarded the
neck of Kin Chow as his real defence in
the rear. We may expect, then, a direct
atitack upon the Port Arthur forts as soon
as the Japanese artillery can be brought

But when it is noted that one-
half are laymen, who will share equally in
the deliberations with their clerical breth-
ren, an explanation is given. It is & demo-
cratic court. \

_ Sermons which are read are mot popalar,
but it is now considered the correct thing
for the ruling moderator so to act. Doe-
tor Fletcher can dispense swith the paper,
and it is hoped that Doctor Milligan will
not break his extempore record by con-
forming to the rule. The election of Doc-
tor Milligan is a popular one, and when it
ie remembered that he was up at the last
Hamilton assembly four years ago, it is
true that everything comes to him who
waits.

Over 300 ministers and elders have gath-
ered at St. John as commissioners to the
twenty-fifth general assembly. A year ago
the Presbyterian church sent her represen-
tatives to the extreme west of the Domin-

jon of Canada, and the meeting thus in
Vancouver will long be remembered. It
is to the eastern limit that they have now
come and from the personnel of the dele-
gates and the business in hand, as well as
the ideal city in location and hospitality,
this assembly will rank with any of its
predecessors.

The chairman or moderator, as he is
called, the Rev. Dr. Fletcher, opened the
court with the usual service of public wor-
ship. He can ahvays be counted upon be-
cause of his close touch with the work of
the church, to preach a sermon which will
move the hearts of the audience and indi-
cate the future policy of the church on
its pressing duties. The morderator is one
of best types of our grand- old men, as
his reputation in Hamilton (Ont.) and
throughout the whole church clearly
proves.

The first important act of the assembly
js to elect a successor to the moderator-
ship, who will preside over the court at
present convened, and remain in office for
a year. It is desirable that there should
be unanimity in the choice, although it
frequently happens that there is a close
race. There are hints given by presby-
teries during the spring meetings of likely
candidates, although this may bear no in-
fluence upon -the final vote. Dr. John
Somerville, of Owen Sound, had been so
proposed, and is well known and popular
among the majority of the commissioners.
He has long been prominent in home mis-
sion executive work. Frequently also his
name has come up in connection with
nominations for professorships. His suc-
cessful pastorate added to what is already
written show his many claims which will
one day elevate him to the chair. Rev.
Dr. Milligan, of Toronto, proved to be the
man of the hour, ag was anticipated.
His is a most popular name. His min-
istry in his own city has become unique
in the popularity which he has directed
to expository preaching, drawing to his
church a very laige body of the students
in all branches of study. The sensational-
ist has not more popular crowds than the

doctor in this important and difficult line
of pulpit work. He is favorably known
also in Scotland as an able preacher and
fresh thinker.. Dr: John Campbeéll, of the
Presbyterian College, Montreal, is' also
looked to as a coming moderator. His
many old students are not; by any means
the forces behind his nomination. Prob-
ably since the passing of Principal Grant
he i the ablest of our literary doctors.
But he is young enough mot only to en-
hance his standing as a scholar and writer,
but also to merit the chair of ‘the as-
sembly. Dr. Falconer, of Pictou (N. S.),
as a very able and worthy easterner, is too
well known in this city to require- ex-
planations why he was in many minds asa
very possible choice. The list is by no
means exhausted of men worthy of the
honor. Dr. Mowatt, of Montreal; Dr.
Armstrong, of Ottawa; Principal Patrick,
of Winnipeg, are all here, together with
such younger men as Drs. Lyle, of Hamil-
ton, and R. P. MeKay, of Toronto. It
will be interesting to notice some of the
young men who are members of assembly.
Ramsay, of Ottawa, is still young to be a
doctor of divinity. The same is true of
Dr. Wallace, of” Toronto. Martin, the
successor of Cochrane in Brantford, is here
and will look after foreign mission com-
mittee work. Knowles, of Galt, facile
princeps as pulpit orator, is an early ar-
“Yival. Gaudier, of Toronto, is renewing
srindship in  the east. Herdman and
{Pringle, pf northwest fame, are busy
‘among inquirers and friends. By to-
day the full number will be present and

‘setfle into their ten days labors.
-:{One of the first things which were call-

ed before the assembly was the report of
Dr. Torrance, the churche’s genius for sta-
tistics, It is mot the Doctor’s fault that
these figures should téll a false story. He
is most accurate in every detail. He is of

:the opinion, too, that the assembly should

hear the result of his calculations. There
is a theory that the comittee who prepare
the docket of business do not leave them-
selves unprotected from the dry tale of
figures, for the doctor complained at a
former assembly of being crowded out of
space enough, to give his report, while
yesterday he announced that he was called
upon before he had all his ammunition
at hand.

r. Patrick came early into- evidence as
a wide awake and critical observer. He
had failed to find after all Dr. Torrance’s
columns the figures which might prove to
a stranger the real nature of our progress
in the west, and thus lamented such omis-
sion. Just here, it is well to remark that
the ery: “Give us a Canadian,” may well
have only partial response, for it would
have excluded Dr. Patrick, a worthy Scot,
and many another of his like, from this
country.

To these unskilled in the real meaning
of attending the assembly, the invariable
absence of irregular attendance of many
prominent men may be the subject of re-
mark. The truth is that the quid of the
committee mill is so slow and incessant
that it enslaves a score of indispensable
men. The reception of ministers for ex-
amples is attended by most prolonged in-
vestigation and debate, which is never
known of in open court. The inside his-
tory of the.church is known best by it’s
committee men.

One of the virtues of maritime men
which has long been pronounced to a west-
erner is their humility. They make way
in their local business for the big sound-
ing reports of the west. We have begun
to feel important accordingly. There is
this, however, that -if today you in the
cast bid your children listen to the news
from the west, we turn up the history of
our children and show them the grand
missionary days of the maritime church
history.

It is interesting also to recall the fact
that many a pulpit has 4 man preaching
who draws his illustrations from the tides
and ships which he saw in youth’s day on
the Atlantic, and many an elder in our
Hurons and Kents is just as familiar with
these terms. In the great debates of our
church and.in its great interests who can
‘cateh the ear of the assembly better than
the racy, burly Sedgewick, an ex-modera-
tor, the Celtic editor of the Witness, Dr.
Murray, the fearless and brilliant vresi-
dent of Dalhousie University; Dr. Forrest,
and others not commissieners in this as-
sembly. Together with these are such
laymen as Judges Forbes and Stephens
who are known in every assembly.

St. John is indeed turning out in great
numbers to the evening meetings. The
names of Wardens E. D. McLaren, Car-
michael, Pringle, Herdman and MacQueen
will hold the eye in church reports here-
after, because of having seen their beam-
ing faces, and heard their ringing words.

A Chance for the Poultry Raiser.

Tt would seem to be the part of wis-
dom for our poultry raisers to hatch all
the chickens and turkeys possible  this
Ps;n:ing, as not only is there an excellent

outlcok for a local demand, but there are
also inquinies from expoerters.

Last year a small trade was started ‘with
South Africa in this line, and already in
quiries are being made as to birds for that
market. One dealer has told the writer
that he wants 2,000 turkeys from New
Brunswick for an October shipment, and
if the quality is right, he will require
many more. Chickens properly fattemed
and packed, and in considerable quanti-
ties, will also be required.

Every possible effort should, therefore,
be made to hatch as many birds as pos-
sible this spring, if advantage is to be
taken of the very evident demand that
has opened up.

A Progitiing Heifer.

“I have been testing one of the Short-
horn heifers you got me last spring. In
seven days she gave 175 pounds of milk,
which made eight pounds and six oz. of
butiter.

100 MEN STRIKE
AT SYONY, . B,

Mass Meeting of Steel Work-
ers Last Night Refused
to Arbitrate.

Sydney, N. S., May 31.—The long ex-
pected strike on the plant of the Domin-
ion Iron & iSteel Company at Sydney went
into effect tonight wilien 1,800 men quit
work, with a determination to stay out un-
til their, demands, which are for the ré-

storation of the scale of wages in force
prior to the genera] reduction in Decemr
ber: last, are granted to them.

The men neid a mass meeting tonight
at which great enthusiasm' prevailed and
the announcement of a strike was received
with rousing cheers. Six hundred men
were initiated into the association to-
night. All the men out belong to the
Provincial . Workingmen’s ~ Association,
whose numerical strength in the province
is about 7,000. i : !

Sydney, June 1—(Special)—As a result
of the strike declared last night by the
Provincial Workingmen’s 'Association, con-
necbed with the works of the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company, the entire plant to-
day is completely tied up, scarcely a wheel
being moving. ‘

There were only about 200 men working
in the plant today, most of these being
moulders, who have not gone out, foremen
and clerical staff. Of the number, thirty-
eight alone were laborers. None of these
are connected with the association.

J. Dix Fraser, the.acting manager, in-
formed ‘The Telegraph correspondent to-
day that they had sufficient men on the
works to earry on operations in every de-
parbment.* He said that the company were
taking men on as rapidly as they could get
them: He also said it was the intention
of the company to continue the manufac-
ture of iron and steel 'with the assistance
of men wiliing to work. He «did not ap-
pear to be worried very -much over the
situation, and was under the impression
the company would ultimately win.

The electnicians' and railway engineers
connected with the works came out this
afternoon.

Considerably over 1,800 men are affected
by the strike. o

Hungaria s Resort to Violence.

.The strikers conducted themselves today

in an orderly manner. There wasd no dis-
turbance anywhere about the place, with
the exception of a few Hungarians;, who
drove two or three of their fellow work-
men from the coke ovens with stones and
bricks. | The police were called out, bub
the fracas passed off without!further mis-
hap. : ’ .
John Moffat, grand secretary of the P.
W. A., tonight informed The Telegraph
correspondent that only fifteen men went
+6 owork on fthe plant today, and that the
works were not in operation, as alleged by
acting Manager [raser. He says construc-
tion work will not be allowed to go on,
and the importation: of scab labor will be
resisted, not by violence, but by calling,
out the colliery lodges. In wiew of this
statement by Mr. Moffat, no trouble s’
h anticipated. Even if there were trouble it
would be promptly put down by the civil
authorities.

Plant Uader Polics Protec'ion

A large detail of special policemen is
now patroling the works in order to pro-
tect the plant and property, as well as any
employes working there. Special passes
have been issued, and mo one is allowed
inside the gates without shawing his pass.

Strikers More Than. Ha!f Foreigners.

Of men out on strike, considerably over
half are foreigners, including Germans,
Swedes, Hungarians, Austrians and colored
people. Most of the rest are from various
parts of Canada and Newfoundland. There
are very few Americans among the strik-
ers, these having left the works some time

0.

According to acting Manager Fraser’s
statement, the company think they can fill
‘the places of the strikers without much
difficulty. Just where they are going to
get men he idoes not say. The men held
another mass meeting tonight, at which
a very large mumber were initiated. - The
progress of the strike for the day was t_ﬂso
reported, and considered most encouraging.
The men fell confident the company wiil
accede to their demands.

Gavernment Intervention Wanted.
The Sydney Board of Trade today pass-

ed a resolution, urging the government to
intervene in the scttf:@ment of the exist-
ing trouble, either by convincing the em-
‘ployes that the company is not in a posi-
tion to.accede to their demands for higher
wages or bring such pressure to bear upon
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the company as will lead te an immediate
settlement.

The situation tonight is far frotn indicat-
ing a ‘settlement. -

Move to Break Up Union,

New Glasgow, N. S., June 1—(Special)—
For some months past, the Nova Scotia
Coal & Steel Company have been taking
on large numbers of men, and this in
view of the fact that there was no ap-
parent need of an additional force, was a
maltter of surprise to a great many people.

The strike at Sydney today may solve
the mystery. It is now fully believed that
these extra men nvere taken on for the
putpose of acquainting themselves with the
work, so that should 'the contemplated
strike at Sydney come off they would be
in a position to fill
strikers.

The removal of these men from Trentom |

will not in any way interfere wvith the
work there, as some of the depantrherts
are itwice and thrice manned. It is ex:
pected now that this extra labor will be
quietly sent to Sydney, now.'that the
strike is on there.

ine illustration of the results of home
mission work. The desire to enter the
ministry came to him through ‘observing
the self-sacrificing labors of men in the
home mission fields. There are loud calls
rom the west and from the foreign fields.
but there is also the call for work neare:
home, so persistent, and so expressive of
need, that they who hear it need offer
no excuse for their decision. It is all a
part of the same work. In the far lands
are people perfectly content as they are,
and the like is true here. From the fact
that they are so content comes the call ic
give them better and higher ideals. The
need is for some one in their midst to live
the Christ-life, and convince them that it
is the better life.

The report was then adopted, and the

Rev. Dr. Warden,

Rev. Dr. Warden presented the report
of home missions west. He said that not
long since 85 per cent of -the “people on
the mission fields were native born, and
over 90 per cent British born. But there
has been a great increase of foreign born
population. The church is reaching them,
however, as well as those who speak Eng
lish. Work is being done among the
Doukhdbors and Galicians. The western
population is now 50,000. The country
there can support 50,000,000. There are
250,000,000 acres of wheat lands. Of the
people who go there, none are better than
those from the maritime provinces. The
people out there who are receiving mission
services are also contributing liberally to
help .themselves. Dr. Warden warmly
praised the maritime province churches for
their generous contributions to the west-
ern- home missions. The west couid de
much better than it has yet done. And it
would do so if the ministers do their duty.
They should set the example and urge
their people to follow. And the people
would follow. The Century fund proved
that. He appealed to every minister to
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contribute something. With regard to the
west, Dr. Warden continued, the great
need, as in the east, was men. iever
had the need been felt so deeply as this
summer. Where are the men (o cowe
from? From the homes of our Christiun
people. Parents should tell their sons of
the great need of the ©Christian church.
From patriotic motives as well as for the
sake of Him who gave Himsclf for us the
people should heed the appeai.

Rev. E. D. McLaren.

Dr. E. D. McLaren seconded the mo-
tion to adopt the report. tle thankud
the people of the maritime provinees for
their very generous support. put why
should it not be so? It is one chureh ani
one country. (Applause.) In this s¢.qud
he quoted with approval from u poem Ly
Miss Machar. All through the west are
met the representatives of the Atlantic
provinces. Both with the lay and minis-
terial work of the church they are identi-
fied. He commended to the ladies of the
east the work of their sisters in the west.
Speaking of the growing foreign popula-
tion in the ‘west, he said it was a more
serious problem than many people think.
There are 40,000 Galicians in the north-
west. There is a hef3rogencous collection
of aliens scattered all over the west. The
demand of the church for men and means
is urgent. He would be a brave man whe
would attempt to forecast what the de-
mands of the west would be thirty years
hence. Mr. McLaren jaid a glowing trib
ute to the missicnaries at the frontier out-
posts. He knew something of their work
in the Yukon and in the Kootenay. In
the Yukon the sanctified commonsense of
the missionaries had met the conditions
and cpened the churches on week days as
well as on Sundays for the good of the
people. The men who were gathered there
would eclse have been in gambling hells or
dance halls. The value of the work done
by those missionaries was beyond esti-
mate. We are at the parting of the ways
in Canada. What shall be the future nf
our national life—pure and sweet, or stag-
nant and unwholesome? It depends upon
the Canadians of this generation.' The
tir_ue is big with opportunity, and the
King’s business requires haste.

The report was then adopted, amid
hearty applause.

Rev. Dr Carmichael.

Rev. Dr. Carmichael, of Regina, was the
next speaker. He said his field extendcd
east and west 1,300 miles and as far north
as t_here is populatioh. He told of the
missions established and places of worship
crected. They would soon want several
more presbyteries. There are little groups
of population scattered all over the prair-
ies laying the foundations of a new em-
pire. A nation is to be built. What will
Se its character? That will depend upon
the character of its builders. In the
arth is the physical wealth to make a
;reat empire, and one ‘of God’s purposes
n settling these scattered groups all over
so large a territory is to reveal to the
world its potency. , Dr. Carmichael told
f the coming of thousands, of Americans.
We want wealth and grace to increase
;ogeffher in that great country., We want
‘o give the people the opportunity to be
true to the best traditions of the Christ-
ian church in the, past. Dr. Carmichacl
next spoke of the rapid growth of mis-
sion fields, and gaVe some stfiking inci-
dents of western development.® A student
‘s sent out to a place, and in a year or
two they have a churen bwmilt and a eelf-
supponting congregation. . With regard to
pl{e foreigners, it was found that the (Gal-
cians would make better settlers than
‘}ad at first been expected. The work is
“ull of encouragement, and if right efforts
wre made the foundations of this new em-
vire will be laid in righteousness.

tev. Dr, Herdman.

Rev. Dr. Herdman, of  British Colum-
bia, said their synod extended east to take
‘n Alberta, part of Saskatchewan and Ath-
1baska, as well as the Yukon territory to
the north. He told of the vast territory
to be covered. One mission might have
‘00 to 300 miles‘to travel over.

In 1881 the church began a mission at
Zdmonton. Now they have a $20,000
thurch in that town. He told of the many
Pictou county men who had labored in
that field in the early days. There is a
sreat spirit of loyalty and enthusiasm in
the British Columbia synod. The mem-
Yers realize that the work dis more im-
portant than the workers. Instances were
ziven to illustrate this statement, show-
‘ng what self-sacrificing work some of the
missionaries are doing. Through the zeal-
us labors of one man the bar-rooms in
the Cariboo country are now elosed on the
Lord’s Day. This meant much in a coun-
ry like the (Cariboo. The better. influ-
'nees rally around the missionaries. The
need of the future in that country is a
church that will serve the .good of the
people in the most effective way. Live,
warm-hearted evangelistic work must be
v part of its service. In this connection
Dr. Carmichael told of a Chinaman who
had thrown up $40 a month with board
to accept $25 without board in order to
lo Christian miss‘enarv work among his
people in British Columbia.

Rev. D. G ¥cQueen.

Rev. D. G. McQueen, of Edmonton,
spoke of the work there. In 1881, Rev.
Dr. Baird went by buckboard to the lit-
ile village of Edmonton. He was there
ix years, and the speakers went to take
his place. He went cut in 1887, and was
ordained. in Q’Apelle. He was the only
missionary north of Calgary. In 1888 an-
sther missionary was sent in. There were
a few scattered settlements, and no growth
‘or some years. He had to travel over a
very large territory. After four years the
railway came in from Calgary, but there
was very little growth till 1896. There are
now in that district, where he was all
alone in 1887, a presbytery with 38 con-
sregations and mission stations.

He prophesied
that, with three continental lines in that
western land, within thirty years, more
than half of the population of Canada
would e west of the Great Lakes and
ruling the councils of the country. It be-
comes us therefore to lay deep and sound
the foundation of that great west.” As to

Rev. D. L. Gordon.

Rev. D. L. Gordon, of Kootenay, en-
dorsed what had been said of the church’s
heritage in its great mission field. To ne-
glect its opportunities would be suicidal;
to embrace them would be to build up a
great nation, The speaker pictured the
life of the mines in Kootenay. He is
staticned at Fernie. Six years ago the
regicn was without settlers—an unbroken
forest. Now there are many small towns,
and every country in KEurcpe is represent-
ed, as well as Asia and Africa. There is
a continuous struggle between capital and
labcr. The coal company practically own
some of the towns. Their power is almost
unlimited. Strikes have been one of the
results. Old forms of evil are strongly en-
trenched in the towns. Drinking, gamb-
ling and the social evil are prevalent, and
the church should endeavor to <combat
their influence. Young men from good
homes in the east go there and are sub-
jected to temptations. As between capi-
tal and labor the position of the mission-
ary is very difficult. The Pregbyterian
church has sadly neglected that territory:
He was all alone in the coal towns last
winter. The Methcdist brethren had five
missionaries. Two more Presbyterian
workers had gone in this sprmmg. The
church has not yet begun to realize what
it can do for home mission work.

Rev D:."Pringle

RJV. Dr. Pringle, from the Yukon, was
greeted with long continued applause. He
had been 22 years west of Lake Superior.
Seventy-five per cent. of the people of the
Yukon, he said, are above the average in
intelligence and up to the average in mor-
ality. You could no more judge them by
the men at the dance halls than you could
judge St. John by the “bums” he had
seen standing around the bar-rooms. He
had come to believe that if you train up a
child in the way he sould go, when he is
old he will not depart from it. A Scotch-
man or a Ncrth of Ircland man needs not
a string on him, but a cable. (Laughter.)
They are strong men, of strong passions.
But when the young men-from good
nomes go west they remember. They do
not forget their early traiming. Dr. Prin-
gle emphasized this thought by giving a
number of striking instances of the effect
of awakened memories upon the lives of
men in the Yukon country. His vivid
pictures of the life of the north, and the
flashes of humor threading his discourse
so enchained the audience that though it

was 11 o’clock when he ceased speaking

there were still calls for him to go on.
He is a unique and striking figure, not at
all ministerial in appearance,.and given to
rugged phraseology, but he knows the
north, and he knows the hearts of men,
and while the people enjoyed his almost
grim humor they took away with them
the impression -of a' masterful personality
and a boundless energy. -

THE MAN FROM THE

L FAR-OFF YUKON.

Dr. Pri.gle, a P. F. Islander, Tells Wany
Stories of His Mission Work in the Gold

Country—Preaching in a Bar-room.

Rev. Dr. Pringle tells a story well.
Among others that he told last night was
one about a student who came back from
a mission field and was told that he ap-
peared to be very much exhausted. “Yes,”
he said, “I am. But you should have seen
the pecple.”

Another related to a service in a Yuken
saloon, where his sermon failed to move
a man, but a Scotch song—The Sangs My
Mither Sang—brought the tears. Memory
and the old song were more powerful than
his sermon. While preaching in the sa-
loon he rested his elbow on the bar.
“That's what you do,” said Dr. Pringle.
You won’t give us churches, and we have
to ask the saloon keepers for a place to
preach in. And then you, get together
and pass temperance resolutions.”

Alluding to the costumes of the party
in the saloon at this service, including
himself, Dr. Pringle declined to go into
details. “I may say, however,” he added.
“that the knees of our trousers—and some
other pants—were patched with Ogilvie’s
flour sacks.”

In that saloon that night was an or-
ganist who had played on the largest
church organ in the morth of England.
and another who was a fine tenor singer.
Of his own singing Dr. Pringle dryly ob-
served: “On one occasion 1 sang a hymn,
and the chairman, at the close, turned to
the audience to introduce the next num-
ber and said: ‘We will now have some
singing.” ”

Speaking of some of his long journeyx
with a 50-pound pack on his back, D)
Pringle commended that treatmeht for any
“fat chests” in the assembly. In his case
it had produced a marked development.

Once, wet and weary, lying under a
tent, .exhausted after a long. tramp, Dr.
Pringle heard two voices outside. He could
not hear the words, but he knew the dia-
leew It was Dumfries-shire—the samc
that he had heard from the lips of a Dum-
fries-shire grandmother years before. It
carried him Dback in memory to the old
home at Cape Bear, on Prince Edward- Isl-
and. He heard the boom of the waves,
saw the white sails of the schooners—
and saw the old Dumfries-shire face be-
side the spinning wheel, as he had seen
it ycars ago. So, he said, a word, an ac-
cent, a song, a hymn, awakens in the
heart in that lonely land the memories oi
home, and the teachings of early years.

THE NEW MODERATOR.

" Rev. George Macbeth Milligan, the
new general assembly moderator, was
born at Wick, Sutherlandshire, Scot-
land, August 11, 1840. He rececived
his education at Puttenay Academy
in his native tcwn, and at Queen’s
University, Kingston, where he grai-
uated B. A. with honors in 1862. He
pursued his theological studies at
Princeton (N.J.), and was ordained to
the ministry in 1868. He preached for
a time at English Settlement, near
London (Ont.), but was called to the
pastorate. of the Scotch church, De-
troit in 1869.

In 1867 he succeeded to Old St. An-
drew’s church, Toronto, then left va-
cant by the late Rev. D. J. Mac-
donell, who had gone to New St. An-
4 drew’s church, taking the majority of
i the congregation with him. Since

then a new church has taken the place
of Old St. Andrew’s and the congre-
gition from “forty-eight has risen to
more than 600. :

“Mr. Milligan,” says the Canadian
Presbyterian, “is not only an eloquent
and earnest preacher and a faithful
pastor, but he has outside his own
4 congregation ever been  ready with
tongue and pen to champion every
good cause and.to combat every bad”
one from Jesuit aggression to Sabbath
desecration.” He was for some time
president of the Toronto Ministerial
Association, was repeatedly invited to
lecture #n Church History in Queen’s
University, and is at the presen# fime
a member of the board of ‘trustees
of that institution. He is a senator
of Knox College, Toronto, and presi-
dent of St. Margaret’s College, of
the same city. He is also president
of Queen’s Theological Alumni Asso-
ciation. In 1894 the honorary degree
of D. D. was conferred on him by
the senate of Knox College. He has
traveled extensively, and some years
ago he delivered a series of lectures
about his impressions’ abroad. He
was a delegate to the Pan Presbyter-
jan conference at Glasgow and to the
Evangelical conference of Christians
at London, 1896.
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. Rev. Principal Patrick read from the
13th chapter of the First Bpistle to the
Corinthians, and then led in prayer.

to the desk and announced the hymn All
Praise the Power of Jesus’ Name, which
was sung, the same heartiness as before
marking it. Dr. Fletcher then preached
the opening sermon of the assembly.

Dr. Fletcher's Sermon.

His text was from the third chapter of
Paul’s Epistle to the Phillipians. He said
this epistle was written by Paul while in
prison. Sweet tenderness marked -it. In
the prospect of death Paul made no ac-
count of what he had done in the past.
“He did not review his labors of 30 years
nor congratulate himself on what he had
done but looked forward to higher attain-
ments. Paul’s hope was to advance in
spiritual life so as to attain perfect like-
ness to Christ. Christ was his ideal. He
longed for the perfect condition keeping
his hope constantly before his mind.
When converted he had the great pur-
pose enkindled in his soul to attain heaven
and work for the conversion of others
and nothing was permitted to turn him
from his purpose.

The true condition of the Christian was
advancement toward heaven. Progress
was his healthy condition. Paul wias saved
and knew noné could separate him from
God’s love but he sought higher attain-
Had he been satisfied with his
condition he would not have sought higher
attainments. Self-satisfaction rings the
death knell of progress.

Dr. Fletcher emphasized the necessity of
pressing ontvard. Satisfaction with the
past was detrimental to Chpistian growth.
We cannot live a healthy Christian life
on past experiences. But we should care-
fully press onward, doing God's will and

mind. !

Prayer for the holy spirit was essential
for Christian growth. Christ bade us
daily to renew our application for strength
necessary for us. The effort begun with-
out prayer was likely to end without
praise. Prayer was the all prevailing
weapon. The successful workers in “the
vineyard found their strength in prayer.
The apostle wrote, “I can do all things
in Christ which strengtheneth me.”

The apostle’s ideal was Christ and it
was Christ’s will that we be holy as He is
holy and follow His footsteps closely in
ministering to the wants of others.

We need to press forward in Christian;

more unity in God’s work. He hoped it
may continue to grow and have practical
results for the glory of God and the wel-
fare of humanity.

He again urged the importance of the
home mission work and the effect it would
have on the people of the west. He also
urged foreign mission work and cited
what grand success was achieved in the
last fifty years.

Hymn 506, From Ocean to Ocean, was
sung and Dr. Fletcher, announcing ‘‘the
assembly will now be constituted,” led in
prayer.

Dr. Fletcher then said the time had ar-
rived for him to return the trust reposed
in him as moderator at the Vancouver as-
sembly last year. It was a great honor to
be moderator, especially of the first as-
sembly which met on the Pacific coast.
Tt was with fear and trembling he took
the chair but had done the best he could.
He would always remember with satisfac-
tion what had been done by all in making
his duties at that assembly very pleasant.
He would always have a very plaasant re-
membrance .of it. Before retiring he said
he thought the church had prospered dur-
ing the year. The home mission scheme
had been wonderfully well sustained. The
office of moderator was not a sinectre.
The assembly had appointed commissions,
one on India, another re Queen’s Univer-
sitye Though he thought he knew much
of Queen’s University he found he did not
know half he should of it and he: was de-
lighted to find in Queen’s 8o great an in-
stitution of learning. (Applause).

He referred to Principal Gordon, whose
name was received with applause and hc
said the invitation to meet next year ia
Kingston should be adopted so that the
assembly could see the good work done
at Queen’s College. He told of the visit
of Dr. Warden and himself to the Ameri-
can assembly and mentioned that it was
his 71st birthday the day he addressed the
assembly across the border.

Dr. Milligan Chosen.

Rev. Principal Gordon, of Queen’s, nom-
inated Rev. Geo. M. Milligan, D. D.,LLL D,,
of Toronts; as moderator. He quoted a
saying that much could be made of a
Scotehman if caught young. Dr. Milligan
had been caught in his youth and much
bad been made of him. He was a man of
eminence as an outstanding preacher and
if for no other reason, this was one en-
titling him to honor at the assembly’s
hands. But his ability was recognized in
many ways. His orthodoxy was vouched
for by his holding the degree of D. D. from
Knox College (laughter) and his scholar-
ship was guaranteed by his gaining the
LL. D. from Queen’s. (Renéwed laughter.)

Dr. Gordon  paid a tribute to Dr.
Fletcher as moderator and felt- sure Dr.
Milligan would also ably discharge the
duties. !

Rev. Thos. Sedgewick, D. D., of Tala-
magouche (N. 8.), seconded the nomin-
ation. There was a town in Scotland
called Paisley and it was said every dis-
tinguished Scotchman was born there, or
ought to have been, There was one quali-
fication' Dr. Milligan lacked, he was not
oor)n in the maritime provinces.

Rev. Dr. Scrimgeour, of Montreal, nom-
inated Rev. Dr. Armstrong, of Ottawa.
From a friendship of forty years he could
bear testimony to the ability and qualifi-
cations of Dr. Armstrong. The latter had
one pastorate more than thirty years and
it was fitting he should receive honors
from the church. He had done much in
the general work of the church. Long
continued faithful work in the church’s
interest was a recommendation. Dr. Arm-
strong. was an Irishman and they had many
Scotch moderators but few Irish moder-
ators. (Laughter).

Rev. Dr. D. M. Ramsay, of Ottawa,
seconded the nomination. Where Dr. Arm-
strong was best known, Ottawa, he was
most - trusted and. admired. 'He spoke
glowingly of Dr. Armstrong’s qualifica-
tians.

‘Wm. Adamson, of Toronto, was in favor
of electing both. The Toromto people, he
was sure, would like to see Mr. Milligan
eleated this year and they’d all vote for
Mr. Armstrong next year. .

New Moderator's Address.

A standing vote was taken and Dr. Mil-
ligan was elected and took his place on
the platform.

Thanking the assembly for his election,
Dr. Milligan said he had no speech pre-
pared, but nevertheless he made an ele-
quent address.

The honor came to him as a surprise,
he said. There were many branches of
work in the church and he had devoted
himself to preaching. He felt the honor
conferred to him was a recognition of this.
The office demanded business capalylity’
but he had never given his attention to
formulating business. The church in Can-:
ada was in an enviable position for there
was abundance of work to do. There was]
a home mission work which could not be
left alone. He also spoke of the foreign
work.

Speaking of the munister’s work, he said
Sunday should be made an event in the
life of the people and the minister should
be the revivalist of his own church. Ile]
again tendered his thanks for election.

: Dr. Raymond Tells It in Paper
Before the Historical
Society,

A Timely Article of Much Interest—Society
is Advancing Preparations for Its Part in

The New Brunswick H_istovieal Society
met Tuesday pight. Lieut. Col. J. R. Arm-
strong] vicepresident, in tie chair.

Dr. G. U. Hay reported that the trus-!
tees of Centenary church had generously |
placed that edifice at the disposal of the
sooiety for the public meeting in connec-
fion with the tercentenary. Among  the
gpeakers will probably be the president of
the Royal Society, Col. Dennison, of To-
vonto; Dr. Schultz, of Quebec; Judge
Landry and Dr. A. A. Sbockton, and a
poem prepared for the occasion will be
read by Charles Campbell.

The final arrangements of the pro-
gramme for the public meeting were Ie-
ferred to a committee consisting of the
president of the ‘society, Rev. Q. 1.
Phillips, T. O’Brien and J. B. M. Baxter,
the committee to report to a special meet-
ing of the society next Tuesday evening.

The committee on the memorial tablet
reported that' it was now well advanced
dowards completion and would be a hand-
some memorial. Some discussion ensued
regarding whether it should be placed in
the new public library building or the city
hall, these being the places most in
favor, but no decision has yet been reach-
ed.

A committee consisting of Dr. Hay and
Rev. W. 0. Raymond was appointed to
draw up a memorial to the dominion gov
ernment respecting the erection of a sta-
tion or some permanent memorial to
Champlain, commemorative of the River
St. Jshn.

Some discussion ensued in connection
with a letter received from the Tourist
Association regarding the possibility of
preserving the old Chipman House and a
committee was appointed to look into the
matter and report at the special meeting
next week.

The proceedings of the evening closed
with the following paper by Rev. Dr.
Raymond on Samuel de Champlain:

This illustrious mavigator was born in
the little village of Brouage, in the ancient
province of Saintonge, on the southwest-
ern «coast of France, about the year 1567.
His parents were Antoine de Champlain,
a captain in the marine, and his ‘wife
Marguerite, whose maiden name was Le
Roy. .

During Champlain’s boyhood France was
distracted by her religious wars, and the
little town of Brouage was the scene of
alarm and conflict. Its fortress was com-
manded by distinguished officers of the
French army and was a rendezvous of the
young nobility. In addition to this Brou-
age was a prosperous little seaport from
which the salt of Saintonge was distnibu-
ted to the European market. It was here
that Champlain grew up to manhood.

In his early life Champlain learned to
love the sea, for he observes, in his ad-
dress to the queen, that navigation was
“the art which in my ¢arly years won my
Tove, and has induced me to expose myselt
almost all my life to the impetuous waves
of the ocean.” In coasting expeditions he
acquired a knowledge of navigation which
was of the greatest service to him in his
future career. His first important voyage
was to the Spanish West Indies in 1599.
The expedition returned o Hurcpe after
an absence of two years and two montns,
and Champlain, on his return to France,
prepared an elaborate account of his voy-
age with sixty-two illustrations sketched
by his own hand. It may be taken as an
illustration of his keenness of observation
and remankable foresight that he suggest-
ed that a ship-canal across the isthmus of |
Panama would be a work of great com-|
mencial advantage.

In the year 1603 Champlain accompanied |
Pontgrave in his voyage to Canada, on
which occasion they ascended the St. Law-
rence a little above the site of Montreal.
On this return to France, six months later, |
he lost mo time in submitting to King]
Henry IV. a map of the regions he fhad |
visited, together with a marrative of the
voyage. In this he describes in interest-
ing style the peculiarities, manners and

lthe animals, birds and fishes, the mineral
resources, ete., of the country. The king
manifested deep interest in Champlain’s
story and promised a continuance of his
royal favor and patronage.

The next voyage undertaken was in
dompany avith the Sieur de Monts o the
shores of Acadia. On this occasion Cham-
plain was especially desired to prepare a
faithful report of his observations and dis-
coveries for the edification of his sovereign.

It was on the Tth April, 1604, that de
Monts, Champldin and Poutrincount, the’
founders of New France, sailed from Havre
de Grace in a little ship of 150 tons and a

In the course of this and the next sea-
son Champlain explored the Atlantic coast
as far south as Cape Cod.

The colony
was transferred to Port Royal swhich be-
came the first permanent settlement of

Champlain returned with de Monts to
LFrance in October, 1607, but the spell of
New France was upon him still; he came
: gain to Canada and on the 3rd day of
July, 1608, laid the foundation of Quebec.

In the course of his long and adven-
furous career Champlain made at least
a dozen voyages to America. He died at
Quebec on Christmas day in the year 1633,
having by ‘his zeal and devotion abundant-
ly earned the title of “the father of New
¥rance.”

The story of Champlain’s influence over
the- savages and the various scemes in
avihich he figured in his Canadian life is of .
interest unsurpassed but the limits of this
paper render it impossible to deal with it.
