are only 26,557 legal voters in the whole 
nine counties. So here in one-tenth of the 
total number of counties in the State we 
find that 3,396 illegal votes were cast, or a 
number equal to nearly double tbe total 
majority claimed for Caldwell.

In Columbus, bordering on South Caro 
lina, a county easily accessible to colonized 
voters, the total population by_ the last 
sus is given as 8,474, of which 5,526 
whites and 2 948 blacks. Allowing tbe 
highest rates for densely populated com­
munities, one in five, which cannot by any 
probability obtain in a State like North 
Carolina, this county would be entitled to 
an aggregate vote of 1,694. At the élection 
for Attorney-General in 1870, Columbus 
county gave 937 votes for Shipp, the Demo 
cratic candidate, against 487 for his Re­
publican opponent, a total vote of 1,429 
And yet in this backwoods county, where 
there is nothing to induce immigration, 
and from which it is known that a large 
number of negroes have migrated further 
South daring the past year, while the Dc 
mocratic strength bas been greatly increas­
ed by amnesty and other causes, the Grant 
arithmeticians have actually bad the auda­
city to return a vote for Caldwell of 1.883, 
or 189 more votes for tbe Grant ticket than 
conld have been legally east by the voters 
of both parties on the basis of the highest 
ratio of voters to population that is ever 
admitted.
