Prof. Dearness Declares Sun-
day’s “Discoveries” Were
Not of Ancient Races.

OTHER  RELICS FOUND

Pipe Stems, Human Bones and
Implements Unearthed Near
Where Skeletons Lay.

Several pipe-stems, human bones,
and rusted iron implements have been
found in the graves of the three In-
dians, discovered in “The Valley” on
the northh branch of the river, Sunday.
Children of the neighborhood have
unearthed a number of bones, and
relics since the finding of the skele-
tons. i

Not Prehistoric.

Prof. John Dearness, a member of
the I.ondon and Middlesex Historical
Society, gave his opinion of the skele-
tons, as those of comparatlively mod-
ern people.

“It was the custom of the Indians
of this district to gather all their dead
at intervals sometimes as long as a
year, and bury the bones all together,
in one pit, he sald. A high spet, over-
looking some stream or stretech of
country was generdlly chosen. It is
very likely that the spot where these
skeletons were found on Sunday, was
such a place. These ‘burying-grounds
are frequently found in this district.

Found Near Cliff.

The skeletons in the “Valley” were
found at the edge of the cliff overlook-
ing the river, not far from a giant tree,
gnarled and withered with age.

Only the three skeletons have been
unearthed, and there do not seem to
be any more in the vicinity. Pieces of
metal are puzzling the ﬁndex

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Pope Requests

Huerta to Yield
to United States

Foreign Rulers Forward
Similar Exhortations,
Hoping to Avert Any

More Bloodshed.

[Canadian Press.]

New York, April 23.—A cable to
the Tribune from Rome says: The
Pope has sent a cable dispatch to
the apostolic delegate in Mexico,
instructing him to ask President
Huerta to 7yield to the United
States, in order to avert further
bloodshed. It is understood that
similar exhortations have been
cabled to Huerta by several foreign
rulers, including at least one king,
who offered _his services as medi-
ator.

The foreign office here has ex-
changed views on the Mexican situ-
ation with the representatives of
Austria, Hungary, Germany and
Great Britain. Italy’'s attitude does
not differ from that of the other
powers,

UNIFORM  BASIS OF
ALL ASSESSMENTS

City Official Suggests Equal
Land Valuation for Every
Block.

SPACE

FLOOR SCALE

Buildings Would Be Assessed
on Basis of Size and
Quality.

An absolute rejection of the present sys-
tem of assessment, and a method by
which whole city blocks would be as
sessed at a correct land value and the
bulldings upon them according to floor
space and quality of construction, is the
ideal plan as viewed by s prominent city
hall official.

“T'he assessments in the clty are any-
thing but equitable,”’” said the official this
morning, “and I believe that a thorough
revision of the system is necessary. My
idea is to assess all the land In one block
at a certain figure, and then to make the
building assessments on the basis of floor
space, and quality of construction. The
start would be made from the most valu-
able block of land in the city, then gradu-
ating down in all directions toward the
city limits. For instance the land on Dun-
das street between Wellington and Water-
loo streets would under this plan, be
valued entirely at so much a foot. Then,
the value of the buildings would be con-
sidered and the assessments made accord-
ingly.”

“Our present sysiem,” he said, “is, at
the best, haphazard, and is based upon
valuations made ages ago, with increases
from time to time. -In mosg cases, the
small owners have been assessed nearly
to the value of their properties, while
men with large houses and costly build-
ings have not been given a proportionate
assessment. Under the plan of assess-
ing all the land in a _.block at a certain
figure and charging up the buildings on
floor space and cost of construction, this
unfairess would be e¢liminated, and all
assessments w ould be put on the same
plane.” b

NOT A FULL EMBARGO.

Orders from the War De-
partment directed the stop-
page of all impeortations of
arms directed to the Huerta
forces across the border of
Piedras Negras. This led to
a report that the embargo on
arms had been re-established
at the mnorthern border
against both Federalists and
Constitutionalists. Some offi-
cials said it was very prob-
able that no arms would be
allowed to eross the border,
although the department hes-
itates to issue a blanket order
until the exact attitude of the
Constitutionalists toward the
United States can be demon-
strated.

THE MAIN TOPIC.

The situation on the Mexi-
ean border was the subjeet of
all the day’s conferences. Any
contemplated movement of
the army to Vera Cruz by
transport, it was reported,
would be held up as a result
of the Carranza message of
last night until border condi-
tions would permit withdraw-
al of troops there. Sugges-
tions were made that before
any extensive army move-
ment could be ordered the
militia would have to be eall-
ed out by congressional action
and money supplied for the
mobilization of a large army.

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LICENSE BOARD REJECTS DEMANDS
OF TEMPERANCE ORGANIZATIONS

Declines to Cut Off Six Licenses as Asked for

Though confronted with a large
delegation comprising the representa-
tives of many leading churches, soci-
eties and erganizations, bearing with
‘them petitions signed by upwards of
7,000 adult citizens, asking, »rimarily,
for the reduction of six hotel licenses,
the board of license commissioners, at
an opening meeting on Wednesday af-
ternoon in the Masonic Hall, inti-
mated very clearly through Chairman
A. B. Greer, that no reduction would
be made and that it was up to the
‘temperance people to secure what
they were after by vote of the rate-
payers.

The meeting of the commissioners
was -somewhat -‘unique. The “drys”
and the “wets,” through their repre-
sentatives, were given every oppor-
tunity of clearly setting forth their
“reasons for and against the requested
reduction. The audience listeneg at-
tentively while Rev, Thomas H. Mitch-
ell, pastor of New St. James’ Church;
Rev. J. H. Boyd, pastor of the Adelaide
Street Baptist Church; Henry B. Ash-
plant, Mrs. Hubert Ashplant and
others presented the arguments of
the temperance forces, and just as
attentively while Edmund Meredith,
K, C. defended the interests of the
six hotelmen who would be affected by
the proposed reduction.

There were about 75 persons pres-
ent, and the pros and cons were about
equally represented. Although any
number of startling statements were
made by both sides, perfect order was
maintained, and but for occasional
flashes of applause, the meeting was
& very quiet and dignified affair.

Power of Commission.

Commissioner A. B. Greer, chair-
man of the board, in summing up the
discussion, gave it as his opinion that
if the commissioners attempted to
accede to the demands of the tem-
perance people, the department in
Toronte would ask for their resigna-
tions.

He pointed out that in
the opinion of the committee the grant-
ing of these licenses was not necessary to
the proper accommodation of farmers’
horses and cited that it had been proven
that stables were better managed when
they were not directly under the control
of license holders, but were run as inde-
pendent businesses.
Pointing out the fact that the accom-
modation of ths travelling public was of
the first importance, Mr. Mitchell de-
clared that the six hotels were not es-
sential to the comfort of thg farmers.
From the investigations made it had
been found that less than 6 per cent of
the farmers selling goods upon the mar-
ket used the dining room accommeodation
provided by these hotels. On similar
grounds the speaker contended that the
six hostelries were not essential te the
entertainment of the travelling public.
‘““The first recorded inspection of all
the hotels in the city was made on No-
vember 8, continued Mr. Mitchel,
“when the registers of 22 hotels showed
that 1,436 guests had been accommodat-
ed theres within the previous seven days;
at the Queen’s Park and the Clyde no
registers were open for inspection. At
the Queen’s Park the investigator was
informed that there was no register at
all. An inspection of the individual re-
turns showed that at least six hotels
were absolutely unnecessary for the
travelling public. No guests, apparent-
ly, were at the hotels where registers
were not opened. The King Edward had
entertained three within the previous
seven dayvs; the Windsor. four; the Bank,
eight. The Columbia had no guests from
October 22 to November 5, and from Sep-
tember 10 to November. 5, two entries
had been made of men and their wives.
That is to say, six hotels, or 23.08 per
cent of the tavern licenses of London
gave accommodation to 1.05 per cent of
the visitors to the city within the previ-
ous week. During one comparatively
brief period of that week the returns
of the investigators show that the same
hotels harbored 53.8 per cent of the wo-
men and 31.9 per cent of the men drink-
ing at all the hotels in the city, and that
in them there was 38.6 per cent of all
the apparent intoxication. Six hotels
gave 1 per cent of accommodation, 38
per cent of drunkeness.”

Of the 3; women
found upon one investigation, seven, or 53
pér cent, "Wwers in the ®ix hotdls com-
plained of. isky Row is notorious for
its drunkenness, and it is a fact that one
noted Canadian author, when he wished
to secure a proper setting for a drunken
fight with which he opened his beok,
chose London’s Bowery.

‘“The Bank House has gained an un-
enviable reputation from the foreigners,
to whom it chiefly caters; and upon one
evening investigators discovered jin the
side room, which only last Saturday
evening was the scene of a serious
drunken brawl, two women and two
men drinking together accompanied by
two small children not over six vears of
age. In all six places young men who
apparently were not over 21 years of age
have been found by our enumerators,
contrary to the provisions of the liquor
license act. It is idle to contest that
fact because the men most interested,
the bartenders themselves, have admit-
ted it by their recent actions in attempt-
ing to prevent it.

‘““We need not tell yvou that in closing
our appeal that we come in no spirit of
ill-will teward the proprietors of ti ese
hotels. They are eur brothers. We ex-
tend our good wishes to them. But we
hate their business. We need not tell
you that in case you refuse oeur plea we
shall still wage the fight. We are in a
war in which there is no release. We
shall not, we cannot, rest so long as there
are in the shape of such hotels as we
are considering today so many obstacles
to our highest prosperity; so many pit-
falls for our boys and giris; so many
blots on the fair name of our city.”

Not Real Hotels.

Rev. J. H. Boyd, pastor of Adelaide
Street Baptist Church, voiced the sym-
pathy of the Ministerial Alllance with
the requests presented by the Men’s Fed-
eration. The alllance, he said, believed
that the six hotels complained of were
not hotels in the accepted sense of the
term, did not provide accommedation for
the travelling public and had practically
no interests outside of their bars,
“The holders of some of these licenses
consequently abuse their privileges,”
said Mr. Boyd. ‘“Only twe weeks ago,
one of my voung men, a lad of 19, con-
fessed that he took his first glass in the
Queen’s Park Hotel, known as the Barrel
House. He's on his way to ruin now
and he had his first glass there. A while
ago I was walking one afternoon about
4 o'clock on a leading east end street,
when I met a young man who was in a
very intoxicated condition. I-sadd to
him, ‘You'vé net. been kind to yourselfl
today, young man.’
“ ‘1 guess I have not,” was his reply.
“ ‘I'm surprised,” said I.
“‘I can't help it,’ he replied.
“‘How old are you, may I ask, about
237 was my next question.
“‘No, only 19, he replied, and then
told me that he had spent $7.50 over the
bar in the two or three hours of the af-
ternoon.”
“I need not trouble you with any re-
cital of the economic waste of drink.”
said Mr. Boyd, “but I knoew women in
Fast London whose faces are never dry,
whose hearts are never without an ache
on account of liquor. It is your duty,
nay, vour privilege. gentlemen, to accede
to our request to make it impossible for
the proprietors of these hotels to con-
tinue the work of wrecking our young
men and our young women.”
Mrs. Hubert Ashplant, president of the
Women's Christian Temperance Union,
who headed a deputation of the members
of that body, expressed, in a few words,
the support of the members toward the
proposed reduction of liquor licenses.
“It is a privilege of yours to give fur
sisters and our children a chance,” Mrs.
Ashplant told the commissioners.

TO CUT LICENSES

The city council will be asked
within a few months to send a by-
law to the ratepayers next January
for the reduction of six hotel
licenses, uniess the board of license
commissioners accedes to the re-
quest of the Men’s Federation, Min-
isterlal Association and W. C. T.
U., presented yesterday afternoon.
As there seems little likelihood of
the commissioners affecting the re<
duction of ihelr own aceord, 1t is
practically certain that the people
will vote on.the project.

Prof. James H. Bowman, of the
Men’s Federation, told The Adver-
tiser ‘last night that this course
would be adopted by the temper-
ance interests, if the plea given the
commissioners was unsucessful.

“Whisky Row must go,” - said
Prof. Bowman. ‘If the licenses are’
not cut off now they will be cut
later.”

“] was greatly pleased with the
conference,” said Rev. T. H. Mitch-
ell, “for it set the ball rolling and
accompilished our purpose.”

Mr. Meredith’s Defence.

Edmund Meredith, K. C., counsel fer
the hotelmen, set forth the other side
of the argument. The hotelkeepers, he
said, had no quarrel with the W. C. T.
U. or the temperance workers. All they
wanted was fair play and British jus-
tice. He took decided objection to the
name ‘“Whisky Row,” <laiming that it
was an insult to his cllents and that the
Men’s Federation had no right to use the
term. Continuing, Mr. Meredith scored
the Men's Federation for presenting a
mass of statements to which the hotel-
men, he said, had not been given a
chance to reply. He challenged them to
prove their statements and declared that
his clients were prepared to prove that
the statements were untrue.

“Everyone was satisfied as to the char-
acters of these six men before they got
their licenses,” continued Mr. Meredith,
“and we have an inspector who is prob-
ably the best in the Province. He is ac-
tive and fearless in the discharge of his
duties. He passes these hotels every
day and he is prepared to refute these
charges to a very large extent. We have
an efficient police force and a detective
force within a block and a half of these
hotels. These men enter these hotels
every day and I am prepared to put
them in the box to show that the state-
ments that have been made are net
true.”

The last remark -was directed to Rev.
Mr. Mitchell, and drew forth the reply

1 challenge anyone to say that
these hotelinen’s stables are not filled to
overflowing on market days. Where
would you have this accommodation if
you put these men out?”

Mr. Meredith then presented a number
of petitions, signed by farmers and
others, asking that the licenses of the
six hotels be regranted, and read state-
ments to show the number of guests ac-
commodated, thré number of meals sup-
plied and the number of horses stabled
by the six during a period of three
weeks. ’

In conclusion, counsel for the hotelmen
reaffirmed his charge that it was an out-
rage on British justice to condemn men
who had not been given an opportunity
to present their side of the argument.
They were prepared, he said, to meet the
Men’s Federation in the courts or any-
where else. They defled the accusations
and said that they were untrue. The
hotelmen, he said, had been struck in a
brutal way without being given the op-
portunity of striking back.

Repudiates to the Actlon.

As a representative of organized labor,
Henry B. Ashplant repudiated the action
of the Trades and Labor Council in send-
ing a rvesolution to the commissioners
asking for the renewal of the six li-
censes.

“I am a member of the working class,”
sald Mr. Ashplant, “and that resolution
does not represent the sentiment ef the
organized working class. Rather, it posi-
tively misrepresents it. One of the bar-
tenders of one of these six hotels was
president of the Trades and Labor Coun-
cil, I believe, for two yvears and it is
only natural that the council out of
sympathy for a comrade should pass
such a resolution. How can my learned
friend, Mr. Edmund Meredith, reconcile
himself to defending these hotels when
only last week, in the most forcible
terms, he placed himself on record in
the city press after defending success-
fully, a man accused of murder, as con-
demning the liquor traffi. In view of
this, how can he defend it?”

“I am absolutely consistent,”” interject-
ed Mr. Meredith. Later he said that he
was not contending for the liquor traf-
fic, but simply for the six hotelmen whose
business was attacked.

“I stand prepared to defend - this
port,”. continued Mr. Ashplant. *“The
working class would tomorrow vote to
eliminate these six licenses, and I repu-
diate the. action of the trades and labor
council in this matter. Why, gentlemen,
Ralph O’ Connor placed the scene of a
book last year on Whiskey Row, Lon-
don’s Bowery.”

Extreme heat and extreme cold are
very harmful to the piano. If one wishes
to have a musical instrument in the
best of cordition and te keep it so, &n
even temperature should be maintained
in the room where it stands. If there is
too much moisture in the atmesphere the
wires become rusty, if there {s too much
heat the musical adjustment will be in-
jured as well as the wood -in the case.

The rusting of the wires can be pre-
vented by sprinkling them with Hme
or by placing a bag of unslacked llme in
the interior to absorb the moisture.

When the atmosphere becomes too dry
it is well to have a plant in" the room that
requires plenty of water. A jar of water
kept in the room helps by evaporation.
Heavy ' articles should never be placed
on the top of the piano nor sheould music

The keys should be wiped daily, when
the piano is -dusted, with a cleth damp-
ened with alcehel. If this plan is fol-
lowed there is less likellhood of their
turning yellow.

If moths do get into the piano malke a
mixture of benzoline and turpentine, us-
ing seven parts of benzoline to one of
turpentine and add a drop er two of lav-
ender water. Use a small scent spray
or an old syringe to squirt this into the
piano.

Pealers in pianes say that the best
way, as,well as the most satisfactory
way to clean a piano is to simply wash
it in lukewarm water, drying each part
briskly and rubbing it thoroughly Just
after it is washed, A chamois skin ‘ean
be used to advantage here. This method

THE “ALL RED LINE"
SADLY MUTILATED

Oommons Committee Cuts Off
Name, Length, Capital and
Some Directors.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Ottawa, Ont., April 28.—There was a
serious railway accident in a Com-
mons committee this morning. The
All Red Line Raillway which sought
authority to build from the Atlantic
to the Pacific lost its name, its length,
its capital, its ambition and most of its
directors.

Parllament is not as fond of railways

across Canada &s a few years Aago,
when they were a real hobby. The
All Red Line wanted to build so badly
that it paid Parliament a ten thousand
dollar fee to allow the introduction
of its bill. It was to run from the
Labrador coast to the Pacific, about
& hundred miles north of other roads.
This morning the railway commit-
tee saw visions of subsidies, bond
guarantees, land grants and other
aids in future.
Therefore it modified the ambitions
name of All Red to the prosaic descrip-
tive title of Labrador, Quebec and
Southern. It reduced the mileage from
8,270 to 1,000. It eut off the Pacific
terminus, and now the road is author-
ized for construction from St. Charles
on the Labrador coast to Quebec City.
It reduced the capital from a hundred
milllon to ten milllon, and the board
of directors from twenty to nine.

The All Red may be transcontinental
some day, but not this year. It will
have to grow out of Labrador first.

IN THE CAPTURE OF VERR GRUL

—Mexicans Said

Railway to Mexico City Will Likely be Seized by Troops

to Have Violated

Fiags of Truce.

[Canadian Press.]

[BULLETIN.] San Antonio, Texas,
April 93.—Headquarters of the south-
earn division, U. S. A, received in-
structions early this morning to at
once re-establish the embargo on arms
and ammunition into Mexico. This
statement was made at Fort Sam
Houston.

Passport Handed.

Washington, April 23. — Nelson
O'Shaughnessy, American charge d’af-
faires at Mexico City, has been handed
his passports.

Twelve Americans have been killed
and fifty wounded at Vera Cruz. Af-
ter two days of filghting, the American
naval forces hold the entire city.

General Carranza, the Constitution-
alist chief, has addressed a note to the
American Government resenting the
geizure of Vera Cruz. He character-
jzes it as a hostile act against the
Mexican nation in “yiolation of the na-
tional sovereignty,” and “Invites” the
United States to withdraw.

This was the situation which con-
fronted President Wilson and the ad-
ministration today.

The President, Secretaries Bryan and
Garrison, and Major-General Worther-
spoon, chief of staff of the army, were
awakened at an early hour today and
discussed the various developments.

Steps looking toward a restoration of
the embargo on arms have been rec-
ommended and final decision on this
point was expected during the day.

May Declare War.

That Huerta might follow his action
with reference to O’Shaughnessy with
a declaration of. war wounld not sur-
prise official Washington. Such a de-
velopment in most cases have followed
the departure of a minister or charge

d'affaires. Charge Algara, of the Mex-
lcan embassy, has instructions from
the Huerta Government to leave. He
has been preparing to go for several
days. His departure will be hastened,
it is belleved, because O'Shaughnessy
has been handed his passports.

The determination of the U. S. was
to pause after Vera Cruz was taken
and wait-for the effect on Huerta be-
fore seeking reparation by any attack
on Tampico. What the overnight dev-
elopments may mean as to changing
the situation was a conjecture every-
where heard, as the tense situation
was discussed throughout the national
capital.

Ready For Bilockade.

The joint board of the army and
navy have completed plans for any
eventuality. The navy is moving
rapidly to blockade, if necessary, all
ports on the Atlantic and Pacific coasts
of Mexico. The army is ready to move
in an instant. Already a big portion
of the army is on the southern tler
of the United States.

On the developments of today the
trend of the whole situation seemed
to hinge.

A Slight Change.

A copy of the text of the Carranza.
note in Spanish was received here to-
day by the constitutionalist agency, An
{mportant paragraph is it differing
somewhat from the translation made
for the Consul Carothers at KEl Paso,
was translated as follows; by the Mex-
jcan Constitutionalist agency:

‘“Moreover invasion of our territory,
the permanency of your forces at
Vera Crus, or a violation of the rights
which constitute our existence as a
tree and independent state, would cer-
tainly drag us into an unegqual but
dutiful war, which we desire to avoid.

The Constitutionalists said Carran-
za’'s note was not intended as a de-
fiance, but as an appeal to the United
States to withdraw its forces and seek
reparation frora them.

tocks Depressed.

London, April 28.—Dispatches from
Washington suggesting the possibility
of Venustiano Carranza, the Mexican
Constitutionalist leader, making com-
mon cause with provisional President
Huerta against the United States has
had a further depressing effect on the
London Stock Exchange today. Mex-
tcan Railway shares fell from 2 to 4
points and British consols dropped 3-16
while American securities were fre-
quently -quoted half a dollar below
parity.

Pick Training Camp.

New York, April 23.—Steps towards
mobilization of the New York state
troops were taken today, when a tract
on Staten Island., back of Fort Wads-
worth, was selected as the mobiiiza-
tion camp. Tenting and training space
for 25,000 men is contained in the area
marked out. National Guard officers
accompanied by Col. William G. Haan,
chief of staff of the department of the
east, and Captains Cory and Ander-
gon, United States Army, looked over
the ground and it is expected that
Major-General John F. O'Ryan, com-
mander of the state forces, and Gov-
ernor Glynn will approve the selection
they made. A call to arms is intended
to be followed by a summons for the
men of all state commands to assemble
ah the armories within 24 hours, and
then proceed to the training camp.

Plans were also made today for as-
sembling the field artillery of the state
for training purposes at Montauk
Point, Long Island, where there was
an encampment in the Spanish Ameri-
can war times.

Violate Truce Flags.

Washington, April 23—This state-
ment was issued by the navy depart-
ment this morning.

“A dispatch from Rear-Admiral Bad-
ger, received at 3:40 a.m., reports that
a flag of truce was repeatedly violated
by the Mexican federals. It adds that
there has been little firing since 11
a.m. Wednesday, and that the city is
under control.”

Burning Bridges.

Eagle Pass, Texas, April 23.—After de-
stroying the main fortifications at Piedras
Negras, the Federal garrison yesterday
retreated southward, burning the raih*oa;.l
bridges behind them. Gen. Guarjardo,
the Federal commander, is withdrawing
to Saltillo, where he will ~n the force
under Gen. Joaquin Maas.

Piedras Negras during the night was
almost deserted, and without police or fire
protection. Most of the inhabitants have
crossed to the American side, and Eagle
Pass is crowded with refugees. Prepara-
tions are being made to establish a camp
to care for them.

Bury the Dead.

Vera Cruz, April 23.—In the sireets
about the plaza on Wednesday afternoon
lay fifteen or twenty bodies, a majority of
them attired in citizens’ clothing. Some
of the men evidently had been dead since
the engagement’ of Tuesday, and the
tropical heat made their immediate dis-
posal imperative. One of the first orders
given after the town had been cuptured
was to bury the Mexican dead in a trench
at the sea end of one of the streets lead-
ing from the plaza.

Expected To Be Shot.

Accustomed as the Mexicans are to
thelr own contending forces shooting im-
mediately all prisoners taken, the cap-
tured men could not but believe that they
would receive no less drastic treatient
at the hands of the Americans.

Police Chief Taken.

Chief of Police Antonio V. Villavicencio
was taken prisoner by the Americans
shortly after. they had occupied the main
plaza of the city. It was suggested to
him that he continue in his official
capacity to direct the city's protective
system. He took the matter under ad-
visement. Had the mayor made up his
mind to agree to Admiral Fletcher's sug-
gestion, which was made through Consul
Canada, the Mexicans might have been
spared the humiliation of being forced
from their positions, and undoubtedly a
number of lives would not have heen
sacrificed.

Americans in Hotel.

Blood-besmattered sidewalks,
windows and bhullet-scarred walls gave
the plaga a gruesome aspect. Within the
Diligencia Hotel ther: were 40 Americans,
most of them women, who had been there
since the commencement of hostilities.
When the square was taken they were
immediately notified that they might go
to other places if they so desired, but that
they probably weuld incur no further
danger by remaining in the hotel

It was not until late Tuesday that the
last of Gen. Maas’ men on top of the hotel
received written orders from outside the
city to vacate their position. The order
was obeved by a portion of the hundred
men who were occupying the roof and
vantage points in the interior, but a small
portion of the band determined to disobey

hefore the railroad station, and then pro-
ceed to take the entire town, he acted
only after warning-and after fifteen shells
from the Prairie’s 3-inch guns had been
thrown into the steel framework of the
new market. .
Clad In Orange.
‘When the rush started Admiral Badger's
biluejackets, clad in orange-colored cloth-
ings, made for them on the trip down
by dyeing white uniforms with iron rust,
moved past the market and across the
front of the naval college, a long, three-
story structure built of adobe and having
a tiled roof. The column moved steadily
forward until the first company had pass-
ed bevond the college and the remalnder
were covering the whole front against
the wall. Suddenly a spatter of rifle fire
broke out. Flashes from the rifles were
plainly visible in the upper windows of
the college and along the roof. The
jackies stood their ground pluckily. Some
of them huddled close to the wall to avold
the rain of bullets from above, while some
dashed across a small open space direct~
ly in front of the building.
Great Target Practice.

The jackies in front held their places,
and the Prairie sent shell after shell from
her three-inch battery into the windows
of the college, huge columns of red dust
leaping upward as each shell went home.
The Chester also joined in, and with a
roar her six-inch shells tore great gapes
in the roof of the college. Far to the
right in the harbeor the mine ship San
Francisco opened with her flve-inch guns,
and, taking the front of the college, shot
out window after window, planting the
shells with the precison of target prac-
tice.

After fifteen minutes of firing, the
Prairie and the San Francisco ceased, and
the column of jackies formed again and
pushed sturdily ahead, deploying around
the front of the college. A few shots
were directed at them, but none came
from the college. The Chester continued
hurling shells into any building where
snipers lurked, and also far out into the
suburbs. The jackies went steadily ahead
without faltering, spreading out through
the waterfront sections, seizing the high-
est buildings and organizing squads of
guards at street intersections.

The fire along the front gradually slack-
ened and then died out, but the Chester
sent a few shots out into the hills before
ceasing. The Hancock, with 700 marines
aboard, and the battleship Michigan &ar-
rived too late to participate in the fight-
ing. .

Wounded Removed.

The wounded and the prisonérn were
taken aboard the Prairie until the arrival
of the Solace about noon yesterday. Im-
mediately after the firing had virtually
ended, Rear-Admiral Badger boarded the
Prairie to confer with Rear-Admiral Flet-
cher as to the best means for securing
the town against attack, for caring for
the dead, injured and refugees, and for
setting in motion the work of conducting
{he city in an orderly manner.

To Seize Rallway.
washington, April 231t was learned
early today that the navy and war de-
partments had made plans for the early}
seizure of the railroad from Vera Cruz to
Mexico City. A reconnoitering force has
reported still intact two bridges on the
railroad, one ten miles and one eighteen
miles, from Vera Cruz. Officers at Vera
Cruz reported that these bridges must be
protected if Vera Cruz is to be a base of
further operations, because they could not

be readily rebuilt if destroyed.

Fears For Americans.

Fears for Americans in Mexico City andé
other parts of the troubled republic are
expressed in many quarters. The Houge
today promptly pa ssed a bill appropriating
$600,000 to care for refugees.

Flew His Flag.

Capt. Stickney, of the Prairie, went
through the fortress several days ago and
found some heavy gung, five torpedoes
and a torpedo tube in a corrugated iron
shed outside the wall of the fortress.
When the landing of the Americans wasg
ordered, Capt. Stickney sent word to the
commandant of San Juan de Uloa that
he would blow him to pleces with the
Praivie’s guns if he opened fire against
the Amerlcans, but that otherwise he
would not be disturbed. The command-
anis replied that he would answer with
bis canpons if fired on, but that he would
not commmence hostilities. When the en-
gagement ashore began, the commandant
hoisted & brilliant new Mexican flag,
which flew all day long.

Afterwards he
said that the aggressive
pelicy in Mexico would not be
abandoned.

President Reiterates.

Washington, April 23.—lssuing a reiter-
ation that operations were being conduct-
ed against Huerta and not Mexico as a
whole, President Wilson said:

“Whatever conditions may arise, this
object will be held steadily in view and
pursued with consistent purpose so far as
this Government is concerned.

‘“But we are dealing with facts. Wher-
ever and whenever the dignity of the
United States is flouted, its international
rights, or the rights of its citizens invad-
ed or its influence rebuffed, where it has
tl.e right to attempt to exeroise it, this
Government must deal with those actual-
ly in control. 1t is now dealing with Gen.
Huerta in the territory he now controls.
hat he does not rightfully, does not alter
the fact that he does control it. We are
dealing, moreover only with those whom
he commands and those who come to his
support. With ‘hese we must deal. They
do not lawfully represent the people of
Mexico. 1In that fact we rejoice, because
our quarrel is not with the Mexican peo-
ple, and we do not desire to dictate their
affairs.”

May Change Plans.

Washington, D. C., April 23.—A com-
plete change in the plan of military cam-
paign in Mexico may be necessitated by
the menacing attitude of the constitution-
alists, and that subject now is under dis-
cussion by the joint board of the army and
navy and the secretaries of the two mili-
tary departments. Predicated upon be-
1 lief that the constitutionalists would ob-
serve an attitude of strict neutrality dur-
ing the settlement of the issues between
the United States Government and Gen.
Huerta, no arrangements have been made
in regard to the disposition of American
military forces on the northern border,
beyond those necessary to reet possible
small local disturbances.

Late reperts, however, from Consular
Agent Carothers indicate growing turbu-
lence and the development of anti-Ameri-
can feeling in the north of Mexico and
particularly in the neighberhood of Chi-
huahua, where many Americans have
elected to remain in charge of their own
business interests and in disregard eof
warnings from the United States consular
officers, relying upon the supposed good
will of the constitutionalists.

Danger at Fort Bliss. ]

A danger spot has develeped rapidly at
Fort Bliss, where, owing to the diversion
of a large proportion of the Amerfcan gar-
rison to other border points, the 5,000
Mexican internes, composed of the federal
soldiers and their wives, who fled frow
Ojinaga some months ago, are within a
barbed-wire inclosure, insufficiently
guarded. The status of these internes is
likely to be changed very soon teo that of
prisoners of war, and it is the Intention
of the war departinent to take them to a
point sufficiently distant from the border
to insure their safekeeping, as seon as
the necessary funds are forthcoming.

PDOUDFOOT WQURES

Wants to Know Why Earnings
Dropped t6 $2 50,000—Re-
duction in the Rates.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Toronto, April 22 —Investigation
the management of the Temiskaming and
Northern Ontario Railway. in an effort
to learn why the net earnings ¢ropped as
low as $250,000-for the past vear, was
conducted by the Liberal party before
the public accounts committee today,
William Proudfoot being the chief ques-
tioner.

pounds than upon any other line. In
many other instances the rates are low-
er, in some cases they are equal to the
lowest quoted by the C. P. R, and in
no case are they higher than upon other
lines in any part of the Dominion.

The roadbed, Mr. McGee contended,
was of the highest standard in Canada,
as good as the G. P. T. with less trou-
ble over grades.

“How many passes were issued over
this line during the vear?’ asked Mr.
Proudfoot.
“Very few, most of the passes were is-
sued over the Dominion Railway Board.”

To open the fighting is the business of the United States Marine Corps. They
aid it in Cuba, in the Philippines, in Tripoli, on the coast of Africa, in Japan—
wherever ['nited States fighting has been started from the sea. It is a heritage
handed to them, ‘“‘policemen of the sea,” from the Phoenicians and other
ancient adventurers who went down to the sea in ships and gained treasure and
tribute by right of sword and conquest.

The United States and Great Britain are the only two world powers who use
the Marine Corps. The United States Marine Corps is modelled after that of Great
Britain. .

Away centuries all sea fighting was done by soldiers, bowmen and
spearmen. 'ie sajlors looked to the navigation of the ships. It ws so even in the
days of the sailing vessels,

In 1652 Admiral Blake founded the British Mavine Corps by enlisting soldiers to
act as riflemen in his action against Van Tromp. The British Marine Corps was
abolished and reorganized time and again.

Then Ingland, following her press gang system, enlisted and conscripted men,
spawn of the gutters of Portsmouth and f.ondon and Gravesend. These men did not
want to sail in ships. They were bad men, with an impatience o? authoritv. They
were unruis

The Government then organized the Marine Corps again to act as police over
these men. ‘They did their work so well that they earned the title of ‘‘Royal
Marines” and the undyving hatred of British sailors

In June, 1776, the Continental Congress, by an act, founded the United States
Marine Corps under the command of one major, Samuel Nichols, nine captains, ten
Heutenants and seven second lieutenants. This force gained laurels in the naval and
coast actions in the revolutionary war. .

At the close of thie war the Marine Corps died, probably of inertia. In the war
of 1812 the urgent need of sea soldiers drew the 'Tarime Corps together again as if by
magic, and in the terrific fighting of the lakes, in New Orleans, in all of the coast
battles, this branch of the service bore the brunt of the fighting a: d impressed the
need of this kind of body on the people of the country.

With Bainbridge in"the war with Tripoli went a full quota of this Marine Corps.
They did heavy fighting with the Beys and brought victory to the American
arms. Again, when Japan insulted the United States, a cordon of these soldiers
brought the apology and atonement.

In the civil war the Marine Corps rendered service in the blockading fleets and
in battle. like Fort Fisher and other coast actions. But the original purpose, that of
poli:ing the ships and the sailors against both ottack from the enmity and mutiny
on board had almost passed. They were still a bulwark of defence, but their police
work had been usurped by the sailors themselves,

With the coming of the heavy guns, the usefulness of the marine in sea actions
was discounied. When two fleets engage in action now, they fight at five-miles’ dis-
tance. throwing tons of projectiles aimed by geometric inventions.

80 in times of peace the United States Marine Corps was relegated to thé job
of guarding naval stations and naval bases.

In 1908 P'resident Roosevelt, as commander-in-chief of the United States argy
and navy, removed the United States Marine Corps from the complement of battle-
ships and set them to policing naval bases and » 2, [ stations beyond the continental
limits of the United Stites and to glararmg the Panama Canal Zone.,

And now the war cloud looms black against the horizon. And the marines have
been cailed back to their job—3,000 of them already are on the way, and 2,000 mora
have been ordered to hold themseglves in readiness to embark for Mexicu.

OWARFS MEHIGD'

Washington, April 23.—The formidable-
ness of the American fleet of naval ves-
sels, compared with the vessels of Mexico,
now in Mexican waters, 1s strikingly
brought out in statistics made public by
the Navy Department today.

There are at present 25 ships of the
United States navy scattered along the
Mexican coasts, a majority of which are
of the latest fighting type. Opposed to
these are eleven Mexican naval vessels,
four of which are characterized as of ‘“‘no
fighting quality.”

Eighteen of the American naval vessels
are on the Atlantic coast and seven on
the Pacific. They include none battle-
ships, five cruisers, three gunboats, three

fuel ships, two transports, one supply
ship, one hospital ship and one mine
depot ship.

Four “Hulks.”
Mexico has five vessels on the Atlantic
coast, and six on the Pacific. Of those
on the Atlantic, two are gunboats, one a
transport, one a training ship, and the
other is characterized as a ‘“hulk of no
fighting wvalue.”” Those on the Pacific
coast consist of two gunboats, a transport
and three ‘‘hulks of no fighting value.”

All Smali Boats.
The gunboat Bravo, on the Atlantic
coast, is of 1,260 tons displacement, and
of 2.4 inches armament. ‘The gunboat
Vera Cruz is of 980 tons displacement and
equipped with 2.4-inch armament. The
gunboat Morelos, on the Pacific, is of
1,260 tons displacement, and the gunboat
Tampico of 980 tons dispacement; both
have the 2.4-inch armament.
The gunboats Bravo, Vera Cruz, More-
los and Tampico each carry six four-
pounders, and are equipped with torpedo
tubes.

CARRANZK'S HOSTILITY MAY
~ MEAN GENERAL MEXICAN WAR

His Objection to United States’ Action Comes as Shock
to Washington — He Advises Withdrawal
of Troops.

Washington, April 22.—News that Gen. Venustiano Carranza,
Constitutionalist chief, had regarded the seizure of Vera Cruz by
the American naval forces as an act of hostility to the Mexican
nation, fell like a bombshell in official circles tonight. i

President Wilson had especially disclaimed any act of hostility
to the Mexican people, particularizing Gen. Huerta as the object
of the American operations to secure reprisal for offenses at
Tampico and elsewhere against the American flag. Consequently
the Washington Gov:rnment had hoped the Constitutionalists
would remain silent and not interject themselves in the imbroglio.

Secretary Bryan had not received the text of the Carranza
letter up to a late hour tonight, but indirectly was acquainted by
one of the Constitutionalists’ representatives here of the sub-
stance of it.

Carranza Advises Withdrawal.

Carranza pointed out that the seizure of Vera Cruz would be
regarded as a hostile act by the Mexican people, and that it was
advisable for the United States to withdraw its troops from Vera
Cruz just as soon as was practicable.

Carranza agreed with President Wilson that Huerta did not
represent the Mexican nation, but on the other hand, feared the
Mexican people might be inflamed and drawn into a conflict which
would make them sacrifices to the usurpations of Huerta. -

Gen. Carranza described the Constitutionalist sug Say-
ing that Huerta was slowly being crushed-arg<hatf the Constitu-
tionalists soon would be-in_possession of the Mexico City Govern-
ment. When they triumphed. he pointed out, ample reparation
would be made for all offenses. In the meantime, he wished the

United States to take no steps which would »xcite the Mexican
people.

N

Apprehension Is Manifest.

The note, it was admitted by many officials, was capable of a

friendly construction, but there was some doubt expressed that
the subordinate officers under Gen. Carranza might not be so
conservative. Apprehension over this situation was manifest in
many quarters.
' Should hostility on the part of the Constitutionalists crystal-
lize, plans of the army will be changed. There were reports dur-
ing the day that the joirnt army and navy board already had
recommended the restoration of the embargo on arms.

Action by Congress approving the President’s course in using
the army and navy in view of the situation he had presented in
his message, and the receipt of details of the fighting at Vera
Cruz were the chief developments of the day. Officials expressed
themselves as greatly pleased with the promptness of Rear Ad-
miral Fletcher’s forces in taking possession of Vera Cruz and
restoring order there.

British Cheered.

Vera Cruz, April 22.—The paymaster of the British cruiser,
Essex, Albert W. Kimber, was wounded on board his ship by a
sniper ashore.
