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County or Province ; and the Master of any such hoat, ship or vessel, who shall know-
ingly receive into his boat, ship or vessel, any such Arms or Accoutrements, so in-
tended to be conveyed out of the County or Province, shall, for each and every offence,
forfeit and pay the sum of ten pounds, which fines shall and may be recovered, on the
Oath of one credible Witness, before any one of His Majesty’s Justices of the Peace
for the County or District wherein such offence shall be committed 5 and, in case of
non-payment of any such fines, the said Justice shall, by his Warrant, cause each
and every offender to be committed to the County or District Jail, for the term here-
inafter mentioned, that is to say, for each fine of ten shillings, four days; for each of
five pounds, forty days 3 and for eachfine of ten pounds, three menths, unless such
finc shall sooner be paid 5 and one fourth part of all fines recovered by virtue of this
clause, shall be paid to the Informer, and the residue thereof shall be applied, first of
all, to make good all deficiencies of Arms or Accoutrements, and the residue to the
purpose of defraying the expenses incwrred in repairing such Arms and Accoutre-
ments. :

XX. dAnd be it further enacted, That if information shall be given, on oath, to the
Justice, that the person or persons, so offending (not being a ¥recholder) is about to
leave the Province, or to remove oat of the County or District with such Arms or
Accoutrements, it shall and may be lawful for the said Justice, beforc whom such
information, on oath, shall be made, to issue his Warrant to the Deputy-Sheriff, or
either of the Constables of the County or Diatrict, to apprehend such person or per-
sons, and to bring him, her or them, forthwith, before such Justice to answer such
complaint, ‘

XXI. Jnd be it further enacted, That any person or persons charged with selling,
purchasing, orreceiving, any Arms or Accoutrements as aforesaid,who shall immediate-
ly restore such Arms’or Accoutrements, and cause the same to be delivered to ‘such
Justice, shall be entitled to a remission of one half the fine, or dnprisonment, herein-
before imposed for such offence. ‘

XXIIL Jnd be it further enacted, That any Militia-Man, who hath, or may here-
after reccive, Arms and Accoun!rements,under the provisions of any Actrelating to the
Biiiitia of the Provinee, «nd shall remove out of the District of the Company in which
he may be enrolled, shally betore such removal, return to the Captain or Officer com-
manding the company, in good and perfect ordér, the Arms and Accoutrements so re-
ceived by him, under the penality of five pounds. ‘

XXIV. Aud be it further enacted, 'That every person ‘who has received Arms,
Ammunition or Accoutrements, issuct! from His #ajesty’s Stores, under the provi-

house, shall be made and constructed of stone, brick, or timber faced with brick, with
firewalls of brick or stone, rising at least twelve inches above the roof, and covered
with tile, tin, or slate, or other safe materials against fire.

I And be it further enacted, That if any Dwelling House, Store, or other Building,
shall be erected, constructed, covered or roofed, contrary to this Act, except as herein
before excepted, the Proprietor or Proprietors thereof shall, for every such offence,

BE it enacted by the Licutenani- Governor, Council and Assembly, That all Fences

belonging to any enclosed Lands, shall be built or made with stones, pickets,
boards, logs, poles, brush, or posts and rails, unless the lands are bounded by ponds,
enfordabie rivers, or the sea, or surrounded by gond and sufficient hedges ; and such
Fences and Hedges shall be at least four feet and a halfhigh, except on the Peninsu-

the owner of the said Cattle, or Hogs, shall vefuse to pay the value cf such appraise-
ment, upon notice thereof given to him, the injured party may have and maintain his
action therefor, beforeany one or more of the said Justices, or before the Inferior
Court of Common Pleas, according to the value of such damage.

And Whereas, the Owners and Proprictors of L'iclds lying adjoining to other en--
closed Fields do neglect lo fence a proportionable purt of such Filds :

11. Be it enacted, by the authority aforesaid, That the Proprietor of any Tield

Provided elways, That no Fence-Viewer shall be
allowed more thanthree shillings per day in hisaccount, for his own trouble and time
expended therein.  Andif any Fence-Viewer, when notified, shall neglect his duty
herem, he shall forfeit forty shillings for every offence.

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the same : 1o the intent therefore that proprietors of such marshes, meadows and low
grounds, may be encouraged and enabled to raise dijkes, and remove such obstructions,
s prevent thése lands from being immediately useful : '

I. BE it enacted by the Lieutenant- Governory, Council and Assembly, That it shall
be lawful for the Lieatenant-Governor, or Commander in Chief, with the advice of

‘His Majesty’s Council, upon request of any of the proprietors of such lands, to grant

Commissions of Sewers, to such and so many able and discreet persons as ‘to him shall
seem meet, for the building and repairing such dykes and wears as are neccssary to
prevent inundations, and als» for damming and flowing, and draining, such swamps and:
other unprofitable lands, which Commissioners shall be, and are hereby authorised, and
empowered, to meet and convene together, from time to time as occasion may require,
to view, consider, consult and contrive, such ways and methods for building and repair-
ing suchdykes and wears as are necessary to prevent inundations, andfor the drowning
and draining of swam: s and other unprofitable land, -and to emplay workmen and labour-
ers for such reasonable wages as may be agreed upon for the effecting the premises,
and, from time tc time, to assess and tax the owners or possessors of such meadows,
marshes, or such unprofitable swamps and lands as aforesaid, towards the charge there-
of, having regard to each persen’s quantity of land,and benefits to be received thereby,
equally, according to the best “of their judgment, and also to appoint .and .swear-a Col-
lector or Collectors for collecting and pa; itg the saime to such person or persons .as by
the said Commissioners shall be appuinted toreceive.the same, with powers to distrain
all such persons as shall neglect or reiuse to muke payment of his, her or their, parts
or proportions set and assessed, as aforcsaid, -in such manner as is usually done in like
cases, and to cali before them the said Collector or Collectors to account for his or their

HEREAS, by Letters Patent under the Great Seal of this Province, bearing
date the sccond day of June, in the year of Our Lord One Thousand Se-
ven Hundred and Eighty-five, Fifty-three Thousand Eight Hundred and Fifty acres
of Land in the Township of Guysborough, were granted in common to Nuthan Hub-
bell, Esq. and Two Hundred and Seventy-eight others therein named, a partition
of which lands was thereafter made on @ plan, by which each of said Grantees had
one fourth part of the lands so granted to him, allotted in that part of the suid grant
which fronted on Milford Haven River, a partial survey of which front lands has
since been made, and the remaining three fourths of the lunds contained in said
Grant was sct off on the said plan, inlots forming several Rear Blocks or Divisions,
extending, in different dircctions, fo the distance of siz miles and upward from the
soid River, of which no actual survey has yet been made, nor have any roads been laid
out or opened through the same, whereby the persons owning them might have access
to their respective lots, for the purpose of settling or improving them, in consequence
of which, the whole of said redr divisions yet remain in theiroriginal wild state, and
atis desirable that a general survey of said lands should be made, and such roads
laid out and opened through them. And Whereas, a great number of the saud
original Grantees have sold their front bots, aud have since died without heirs, or
gone out of the Province, without disposing of their said rear luts, and thére are no-
means now by law provided, whereby the just and equal proportions of the expense,.
which would be incurred in laying out such roads, and which of right. should be
chargeable upon the said rear lots, so laid out to such Grantces, could be obtawned,
and the whole of such expense would be too heavy to be borne by the resident’ pro-
prietors, whereby the settlement and improvement of the said rear lots are much re-
tarded, for remedy whereof :

1. BE it enacted by the Lizutenant-Governor, Council and Assembly, That it shalk
and may be lawful for the Clerk of the Peace for the County of Sydney, to return to-
the Justices at the first, or any future, General Sessions-of the Pcace, to be held after-
the passing of this Act, in and for the said County, the names of the original Proprie-
tors, or Grantees of said lands, with the quantity of such lands assigned to each per-
son in the said rear blocks or divisions, and, when any number of the said Proprietors,.

taxed and allowed. Provided always, That no sale shall take place of the lands of
any absent Proprietor, until the Surveyors of said Roads, or some one of them which
shall have been appointed under this Act, shall make and file an affidavit in the Supreme
Court, stating that the Proprietorsof the Lots who are resident within the County of
Sydney, have fully performed all the labour upon the roads passing through the said
lands, which, by this Act, they are bound to perform.

WHEREAS, by virtue of several Acts of the General Assembly of this Province,

‘ repealed during the present Sessions, Commissioners have been appointed for
repairing the Sireets and Highwaeys in the Town and Peninsula of Halifazx, and
in the Towns of Annapolis Royal, Windsor, Liverpool; Lunenburg, and Pictou,
and it is expedient to provide for the continuance of the authority vested in the said
Commissioners—

L. Beit therefore enacted, by the Lieutenant- Governor, Council and Assembly, That
the several and respective Persons who now are Commissioners for repairing, keeping
i repair, and paving the Streets and Highways in the Town and Peninsula of Hali.
fax, and in the Towns of Annapolis Royal, Windsor, Liverpool, Lunenburg, and Pic-
tou, respectively, shall be, and they are hereby declared, Commissioners of Highways
therein respectively,during the pleasure of the Governor, Lieutenant-Governor, or the
Commander in Chiel, for the time being, for the purposes and-in the manner prescribed
by this Acts and upon the death, removal, or refusal to act, of any one of the Com-
missioners for either of the said places, it shall be Jawful for the Governor, Lieuten-
ant-Governer, or Commander in Chicf, for the time being, with the advice of His Ma-
Jesty’s Council, to appoint some respectable Inhabitant and F'reeholder of the town or
place where the vacancy occurs, to supply the same 5 and such appointment to renew
whenever necessary, to the end that the said Commissioners for each of the said

therein residing respectively, and shall allot to each District such extent and dimen-
sions that the * chool- House therein to be erected may be within a reasonable distance
from the residences of the Scholars. -

bli b the boundaries of every School District with as much accuracy as possible, and
shall transmit a description thereof to the Commissioners of $chools for the County, to
be appointed as is hereinafter provided.
