T. This Association shall he known as the
Hamilton Cluh,

2. Politics and rcli<,Mous questions of all desrrip-
iton shall he exekuled from the ohjects of the Club.

3. Kach candidate for admission shall he i)roi)osed
l>y one member and seconded by another, by a
j)r()i)osal in writini;, stating the candidate's usual
residence, rank, profession or other des(Tij)tion,which
shall be inserted in the book of candidates, and
signed by both mover and seconder, and such
<an(li(lates sh.dl be balloted for at the next ballot,
which shall take place after the laj)se of two week.s
h-oin the time of such ijroposal.

ProvideiU the names of tJie candidate and his
projjoser and seconder have been })osted in the
Reading Ruum under the hand of the Secretary, at
least two weeks betbrt' the day of ballot. No ballot
shall be valid. unless fifteen members actually ballot,
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and one black hall in five shall exclude. No rnn-l
nidate who shall have been rejected shall he eli<ril,k
to he proposed a-ain within twelve months X,J
person shall he admitted a memher unless of the fii

a.ue ol twenty-one years.

4- A list shewin- the names of the persons eli-ihlj
to he ha loted for on that day, shall he exhihited m
the Keadmg Room on each davcm which a hallot is

to take place. The hallot shall take place hetween
the hours ot twelve, noon, and six p. m. on the first!

33. No servant of the C^lub shall be sent out of

the house on any errands on any pretence whatever,

unless sent out on Club business by a member of

the Committee, or to post letters at stated periods,

or to call a cab from the neareiJt cab-stand.
