Nearly 
the whole of those relating In the 
law are, to this day, in force, the 
experience of a century and a half 
having been able to pass little or 
nothing to the efficiency of the pro­
visions And all of them have not 
given as much trouble in their inter­
pretation to our courts of law, short 
as they are, as the Judiciary Act, the 
Cessio Act, or any act relative to 
the law which has been passed with­
in the last quarter ol a century.

"No one, we imagine, will be so 
absurd as to pretend that the affairs 
ol Scotland c«" be as efficiently man­
aged by a legislative body sitting 
hundreds of miles from lier territory, 
and having the interests of an em­
pire dispersed over the whole face of 
the earth, and containing more than 
11*0,000,000 of human beings to attend 
to, as by a parliament meeting in 
Edinburgh. The Imperial Parlia­
ment is, in fruth, unfitted for that 
department of legislation called local 
and personal. Such legislation is 
best conducted on the spot, or as 
near as possible to the spot, which 
is to be affected. Witnesses are then 
at hand, information can he got with 
expedition and with little expense ;

can be dismissed and called together 
with little inconvenience. The expense 
at present necessarily incurred for a 
road or harbor, or a railway hill for

inently prejudicial not only to Scot­
land, but to Ireland, and the parts of 
England itself remote from the me­
tropolis. Hence all the evils of ab­
senteeism. We have not, at this mo­
ment, out of eighty-nine Scotch no1 

jbility, one resident in Edinburgh, and 
I very few of our considerable landed 
proprietors. Their visits, even to their 
estates, are short and far between, 
whereby the tenantry and peasants 
on their estates are deprived of their 
aid and countenance in useful schemes, 
and excludes! from the consumption, 
in their own district, and among 
themselves, of those fruits which ttieir 
own industry ami labor have created. 
Of much, if not all, of these evils, 
an Imperial Parliament, sitting for 
three-fourths of the year in London, 
is the cause One of the mischiefs 
attending the present lengthened sit­
ting in Parliament, which ought not 
to be overlooked, is that it limits ’he 
choice of members, and confines it al­
most exclusively to the landed in­
terest . No person engaged in any 
extensive business, except in London, 
can afford to represent a constituen­
cy. Nor is it certain that even the 
payment of members would extend 
the choice to eligible men, not in in­
dependent circumstances Many fit 
persons would not choose to give up 
their business and go into Parliament 
although assuied of £300 or £500 for 
one year Were, however, our ses­
sions as short as those of old Scotch 
parliaments, or of the United States, 
the encroachment upon the pursuits 
would be so inconsiderable as not 
to prevent the most able men, and 
the best men of business in the coun­
try, accepting the office of representa­
tive. What is meant by a Repeal of 
the Union with Ireland, we do not 
exactly understand; but if all that is 
intended is that the Irish should have 
the management of their own exclu­
sive concerns, we heartily wish them 
success; and we hope that when the 
people ol Scotland shall see the ne­
cessity of a legislature in Edin­
burgh, .the Irish will assist them in 
obtaining it.”

The foregoing was written and pub­
lished after the Reform Rill was pass­
ed in 1832, when the “rotten bor­
oughs" were done away with and 
many other abuses were abolished. 
It would have been of much more 
force before that period, but it still 
holds good in many cases. Ireland 
and Scotland have achieved a great 
deal of remedial legislation since 1838 
but many points in the above com­
plaint hold good and cannot be reme­
died until there i< a total change in 
the system Mixing up local and in­
dividual legislation with what be­
longs to a great empire is not in the

line ol good order and is without the 
force of reason. The prirent system 
is cumbersome and awkward It is 
simply in the interest of the city ol 
London and the desire of those who 
favor the monopoly of that great 
metropolitan corporation. Parlia­
ment is slow and uncertain and a 
vest amount of time and money is 
wasted by those- who are waiting up­
on it. The progress is terribly an­
noying. It encourages absenteeism, 
which is one of the great and hoary 
abuses that have withstood the test 
of time and discussion. In the Im­
perial Parliament there i» a constant 
congestion of business and local af­
fairs have to give way to those ol 
more pressing importance. Nor is the 
almosph; le of London favorable to the 
furtherance of legislation for Ireland, 
Scotland or Wales. The present s\s- 
tc-m is one of centralization for one 
favoml locality. After the passage 
of the Reform Hill there were still 
many abuses left, such as she im­
mense cost of local legislation for 
private corporations such as rail­
roads and the uncertainty of it on ac­
count of the precedence of legislation 
for the empire at large. The prevail­
ing system is not wise, is not or­
derly nor is it economical. On the 
contrary, it is wasteful and expen­
sive, and is not in the line of pro­
gress. In 1818 there was a great 
agitation in favor of further reform 
The people in their petition to par­
liament for a reformed charter, de­
manded manhood suffrage, biennial 
parliaments, no property qualifica­
tion for members of parliament!, vote 
by ballot, equal constituencies and 
payment of members. With one ex­
ception—the payment of members— I 
believe all those demands in the 
course of time and the exigencies of 
ministers—have been granted; but 
why this exception? Recause it is 
feared it would debase the character 
of the House by admitting poor men. 
The poor men arc there now at any 
rate—the home rulers and the labor 
men especially—but it places an im­
proper and exacting burden on the 
parties that sent them, as they have 
to be paid by their fellows for their 
time and services and it is a fact in 
the case of the home rulers that 
much ol the money to pay for those 
services comes from The United States 
of America. One thing, however, is 
now certain: ttle landed aristocracy 
no longer control the seats and mo­
nopolize the legislation.

It would not be amiss in view of 
the present demand for home rule for 
Ireland to remind us what some em­
inent men have said with regard to 
the wrongs of Ireland in the past. 
M ist Rev. Dr. Doyle, Bishop of 
Kildare and Leighlin, whom O’Con- 
r.ell described as the "Lion of the 
fold of Judea," said before a parlia­
mentary committee:

"I am an Irishman, hating injus­
tice, and abhorring with my whole 
soul the- oppression of my country ; 
but I desire to heal her sores, not to 
aggravate her sufferings. In decrying 
as I do, the tithe-svstem and the 
whole Church Establishment, in Ire­
land, I am actuated by no dislike to 
the respectable body of men who, in 
the midst of fear and hatred, gather 
its spoils. On the contrary, I esteem 
those men, notwithstanding their 
past, and still perhaps, existing hos­
tility to the civil rights of their fel­
low subjects and country men. W'hat 
I aspire to is the freedom of the 
people, which never can be effected 
till injustice, or the oppression of the 
many by the few, is taken away. And 
as to religion, what I wish is to see 
her freed from the slavery of the 
state and the bondage of mammon, her 
ministers laboring and receiving their 
hire from those for whom they la­
bor, that thus religion may be re­
st oied to her empire, which is not of 
this world, and men once more wor­
ship God in spirit and in truth."

I)r. Johnson said he had a kind­
ue-1 for the Irish nation, and thus 
generally expressed himself (in 1779) 
to a gentleman from that country, on 
the subject of a union, which artful 
politicians have often had in view. 
"Do not make a union with us, Sir; 
we should unite with you only to rob 
you. ’—Boswell’s Life of Johnson

Lord Byron said in the House ot 
Lords, April 1st, 1813: "Adieu to 
that Union, so called, as ‘lucus a 
non lucendo* a union from never un­
iting; which, in its first operation, 
gave a death-blow to the indepen­
dence of Ireland, and in its last may 
be the cause of her eternal separation 
from this country. If it must be 
called a union, it is the union of the 
shark with his prey; the spoiler swal­
lows up his victim, and thus they 
become one and indivisible. Thus 
has Great Britain swallowed up the 
parliament, the constitution, the in­
dependence of Ireland."

Memorandum found among the pap­
ers of Francis I., Emperor of Ger­
many, after his deatti August 18th, 
1765: “The mote Irish officers in the 
Austrian service the better. Our 
troops will always be disciplined. An 
Irish coward is an uncommon charac­
ter: and what the natives of Ireland 
dislike even from principle, they gen­
eral lv perform through a desire for 
glory!"

Iaxik at the position in Ireland to­
day calling for Home Rule. CM th • 
six great officiers ol state at,the Dub­
lin Castle, live aie Protestants. There 
arc sixteen Superior Court Judges 
and thirteen of them are Protestants. 
Of the host of highly paid officials in 
the Local Government Board, Land 
Commission and Agricultural Dcpait- 
ment, not one-fourth are Catholics. 
The Commissioners of Public Works 
arc all Protestants. The resident 
magistrates and police officers arc- 
large! y Protestants. In fact through 
the whole official hierarchy, the stbry 
is the same. Leaving salaiied offices 
and coming to positions of trust, 
what do we find ' The Privy Coun­
cillors and I.ord Lieutenants of coun­
ties and cities are almost exclusively 
Protestants. The predominance ol 
Protestants in the magistracy is en­
ormous. The office of Lord Lieuten­
ant and Chief Secretary has always 
been filled by Protestants. Is it any 
worder that Catholics complain and 
that the people of Ireland demand 
home rule?

The prospect for a change of all 
this is good. The Irish parliamen­
tary party has a thorough under­
standing with Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman. He has pledged his Gov­
ernment to a definite policy, and 
there is not the slightest doubt as to 
the si licet ity of their intentions. As 
to how far toward Irish demands 
their views may go, it is impossible, 
of course, to sav But it is settled, 
and is a matur of public pledge, 
that the government next winter will 
undertake to deal with the Irish prob­
lems. Upon the details of the pro­
posed hill the Irish members will he 
consulted, probably duting the pres­
ent summer. These conferences will 
he private. The fact that the Prem­
ier intends to submit his programme 
to them in advance is proof of his 
sincerity. The outlook is really in­
spiring. They have in power a gov­
ernment backed by a huge majority 
and thoroughly committed to give 
Ireland some measure of the justice 
for which she has fought during the 
last century.

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THE INSTANT OF DEATH
A Question that has an Important Bear 

ing on the Administration of the 
Last Sacraments

(From the Irish Ecclesiastical 
Record. )

Rev. lH-ar Sir,—As the question, 
When does death supervene? is being 
much discussed at present, and lias an 
important bearing on the administra­
tion of Extreme Unction, I shall feet 
much obliged if you w ill kindly state 
what should be done in case of a per­
son who, to all external apjtearanees, 
is ilead?

SACREDOS.
The importance of the question 

raised by our correspondent is evident 
since the eternal salvation ot many 
souls depends on the exact moment 
ol death. When we remember that, 
leaving aside the case of mar­
tyrdom, baptism is absolutely neces­
sary for the salvation of children 
who have not yet reached the ust of 
reason, and also that sacramental ef­
ficacy is requires! for those adults 
who are in the state o! mortal sin, 
and who have only imperfect contri­
tion, we can realize the vast import­
ance of knowing how long after life 
has apparently ceased the necessary 
sacraments can be conditionally ad­
ministered. If the dying person can 
hold converse with the priest, or even 
if he, though unconscious, still clear­
ly lives, the duty of the priest pre­
sents no diffculty which we need de­
lay to consider. But what is his 
duty when all external appearances of 
life have disappeared?

That latent life remains for some 
time is now the opinion of medical j 
science; how long it remains no one | 
can definitely tell. There is a period 
beyond which latent life does not con­
tinue, but it is impossible to point 
out the exact moment within that 
period when life finally ebbs away. 
It is evidently the duty of the priest 
to conditionally confer the appropri­
ate sacraments until it is certain that 
death has supervened.

In regard to a newly-born foetus it 1 
is held generally by medical experts I 
that death is not certain till putre­
faction, not in its incipient, but in 
its somewhat advanced stages, has 
appeared. Cases have been known 
when, after many hours, even after a 
day or two, infants that were left 
for dead revived.

It is more difficult to détermina1 
the time when death has certainly to j 
ken place in the case of adults. Death) 
is a gradual process, and, undoubted­
ly, life may remain for a more or 
less lengthened period after its ex­
ternal appearances have ceased. La­
tent life, according to expert testi­
mony, remains much longer in the 
ease of those who are stricken down 
suddenly than in the case of those 
whose death follows a lingering ill­
ness, when the constant waste which 
lias already taken place quenches the 
vital spark at a comparatively early 
time. Yet life often remains, even 
in sueli cases, for more than half an 
hour.

Whether death is sudden or arises 
from protracted sickness, it is not 
certain, even in adults, till putrefac­
tion has appeared in its advanced 
stages.

The apparent cessation of res y i ra­
tion and of the beating of the heart 
*s not a certain sign of death. Doc­
tors generally hold that when the 
heart has certainly ceased to beat 
life is extinct, but it is practically 
impossible to tell when that has oc­
curred; and, moreover, there are some 
experts who hold that even after the 
complete cessation of the heart-beats 
the soul max still.remain to perform 
the lesser vital functions. It is evi­
dent, then, that in this cessation 
there is no certain sign of death.

Congealed blood cannot be looked on 
as affording a sure indication of 
death, because there are some who 
still live, cholerics for instance, and 
whose blood will not flow when a 
vein is pierced.

Cadaveric rigidly is generally re­
garded as a certain sign of death, 
hut it is not always easy for the in­
experienced to know when tihat is 
present, since rigidity coming on af- 
te. spasms, asphyxia, etc , is often 
mistaken for the rigor mortis by 
those who are not experts.

There remains putrefaction, which 
must be considered as the only cer­
tain sign of death—not the incipient 
mortification which sometimes takes 
place in gangrene for example, hut the
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more or less advanced putt«faction
which is present usually aftei 24 or
26 hours have elapsed from the mo-
nient w 1: m, to all external

If preof of these statement 1> we re-
1er out 1 eaders to the many authori-
ties which are quoted by Antonelli : 
“Medieina I’astoralis," pp. 255-282, 
Sanford, “Pastoral Medicine," ap­
pendix, pp. 223-235; Ferreres, in 
“American Ecclesiastical Review," 
August, 194*5, January, 19"6. Father 
Ferreres asked the Catholic Medical 
Society “Acaden.i.. de los Santos 
Sosme y Damian," of Barcelona, to 
express an opinion on the differences 
between real and apparent death. For 
our purpose it w ill be sufficient if me 
quote some of the conclusions at 
which the Academe of SS. Cosmas 
and Damian arrived:

“Resolved 7.—The opinion of Brou- 
ardel, which maintains that me pos­
sess no sign, or combination of signs, 
to determine with scientific certitude 
the moment of death, is correct.

“Resolved 10.—Tiie so-called cada­
veric rigor commences at a time more 
or less removed from the instant of 
w hat is commonly called death, as its 
appearance is influenced by the dis­
ease or lesions that caused death, 
by the surrounding temperature, etc. 
A statistic study by Niederkorn has 
shown that in two-thirds of the cases 
examined rigidity set in from two to 
six hours after the so-called instant 
of death; after twenty-five hours it is 
completely established, and alter thir­
ty-six' or fortly-eight hours it disap­
pears. < I I ! , ,

"Resolved 11—Before the appear­
ance of putrefaction, no indication or 
combination of indications exists that 
will establish with absolute certainty 
the presence of death.

"Resolved 13.—Tne greenish hue of 
the abdomen, which as a rule ap­
pears as the initial mark of mortifi­
cation, presents itself more or less 
promptly, according to the medium 
surrounding the body, and the exter­
nal temperature, and in the ease of 
newlv-born infants, according to their 
actual previous breathing capacity.

"Resolved It—Generally, after 
twenty-four or twentv-six hours have 
elapsed from the so-called mom°tit of 
death the signs of mortification be­
come unmistakable, and putrefactions 
appear more quickly during the sum­
mer." ("American Ecclestiastical 
Review," November, 1905 p. 491.)

The practical conclusion to be 
drawn from whatf has been said is 
that both in the case of newly-born 
infants and in that of adults who are 
apparently dead, the sacraments 
ought <0 he conferred conditionally 
till putrefaction has set in. Condi­
tional absolution can always he given 
to baptized adults without scandal. 
As for baptism of children and un- 
haptized adults and Extreme Unction 
of baptized adults, there sometimes 
arises a danger of bringing religious 
rites into contempt, since people who 
are present may be in complete ig­
norance of the medical opinions which 
warrant the administration of the 
sacraments in the circumstances. 
This danger can be averted generally 
bv a few words of explanation at the 
time, and by the instructions which 
a priest gives when, on Sundays and 
holidays, he teaches his flock the doc­
trine of the sacraments which Christ 
left for tiic salvation of men.

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CHURCH AND STATU 
It is a pity that people either do 

not think beforehand, or admitting a 
proposition they are not prepared t«. 
admit its immediate sequence. A 
concrete example may be given. The 
Toronto Globe in commeiuing upon 
the Lord’s Day Act, stated the Act 
took cognizance of the religious char­
acter of the day of rest. Thereupon 
the Hamilton newspapers called at­
tention to this remark, maintaining 
that it implied union of Church and 
State. One affirmed that “it is no 
more the duty of the Canadian Gov­
ernment to promote or specially iaxoi 
Christianity than to promote Juda­
ism or Buddhism.” People outside 
the Church are always excessively 
jealous lest the State should not be 
all in all, or that there should be the 
least shadow of union between the 
two-^Church and State. Is it a 
great admission, is it any admission 
at all, that any Lord’s Day Act takes 
cognizance of the religious character 
of that day? If so, it does not lie 
within the power of the State to en­
force Iks own law. Religion, moral­
ity, the State, are all imtimately 
connected together. Morality cannot 
do without religion. And of the 
three, the State’s insufficiency is par­
amount. The State needs morality if 
it is to be lasting; and both need the 
consecration which religion alone can 
give. We need the Church to create 
and preserve us reverence for author­
ity. We need it to teach us that, 
there is a power to which all civil 
authority must bow, and that in 
obeying just laws we are obeying 
God. We need the Church—religion s 
fearless exponent—to discipline oui 
individual and social characters to 
those high and disinterested virtues 
without which civil government is a 
mere machine, powerful only f<>t evil 
There is no use in trying the os­
trich trick. The Lord’s Day Act 
takes cognizance of religion. Why hr 
ashamed of lit? That- means a cer­
tain union between Church and St ah 
Granted. What would absolute dis­
union mean? Paganism. It would 
turn the world back two thousand 
yeai . There is no use throwing up 
our hands, and saying we did not 
mean to go so far The evils of so­
ciety spring not from the union of the 
two powers, but from their sepala- 
t ion. Education, marriage, and all 
the consequences arising therefrom aie 
proof of out argument. In the mid­
dle age it was the same, the grasp­
ing monarehs usurped or strove to 
usurp P'.“ spiritual functions of the 
Church. The only Church to stand 
upon its rights and defy a king in 
Ungland or an Umperor in Germany 
was the one dauntless Church—our 
own. So far as worldly success is 
concerned, she has not won out with 
the governments. The principle still 
abides. Society, morality, religion— 
these three remain—and the greatest, 
the most powerful, the most abiding, 
is religion

ity.” What logic? What impudence! 
After lauding the superiority and 
cheapness of hook-binding and print­
ing, after practically acknowledging 
that these communities are doing 
their best to bring literature with­
in reach of the multitude, to turn 
round and charge all with illiteracy 
is most absurd and illogical. It is 
impudent, the brazen eflrontery of the 
briefless attorney who, having no ar­
gument, attacks his opponent, The 
French race-and the religious institu­
tions are advancing and developing 
steadily. Whatever “inertness or stu­
por" the keen-eyed Sentinel is discov­
ering en voyage will not stay them 
Industrious and economical they live 
carefully and save enough to buy a 
little land, and then a little more. 
Religious and educated in their creed, 
they encourage there industrial orders 
whose work, whose life is spent 
amongst these people in the noble 
causes of education and charity. That- 
the development of the Province of 
Quebec is jiot along the lines of “mo­
dern principles," we cannot say, for 
we do not know what these modern 
principles are, or how they differ 
from good old antiquated Catholic 
principles. If they are such princi­
ples as have been shown up in Toron­
to for some months, we advise our 
friends in Quebec to stick to their 
own. Monasticism is a better teach­
er and a more democratic leveller 
than any apostle of new fangled mod­
ern principle. It educates without 
teaching fads, it disciplines without 
enslaving, and it elevates without de­
luding. The lessons of sacrifice it 
lirst imparts by example. And it is 
to-day,'as it ever has been, the only 
true exponent of free education. 
Monasticism may keep down t he price 
of commodities. Its influence in this 
direction is far more beneficial to 
society than the high prices brought 
about by the artificial inflation of 
the boasted modern finance. There is 
no use in following the pool Sentinel 
throughout his wanderings of mind 
and body. He looks at things in 
Quebec through orange glasses, every­
thing is sicklicd over with the pallor 
of religious influence. People of Que­
bec are ignorant; they do not read 
the Orange Sentinel. They are super­
stitious; they are not Orangemen. And 
lastly, the people of Quebec are irre­
ligious; they are Catholic, not Pro­
testant. Until the tide of these same 
good Canadian people with their 
priests and religious sets is nearer 
to the Sentinel office, they might he 
left alone. Pioneers of the country 
they still cling to its institutions 
with unswerving loyalty, and to its 
soil with patient endurance and econ­
omical success. One point can hardly 
go unnoticed. The Sentinel seems 
shocked at the institutions which are 
maintained for the purpose of bring­
ing up illegitimate children. The idea 
of any reflecting mind being scandal­
ized at these refuges and protector­
ates for the victims of sin is too 
coarse and Pharisaical to need com­
ment. Bigotry blinds the judgment 
and freezes the natural affections of 
the heart.

Daily Life of the Pope

All along Pius X. has maintained 
the practice of rising early and of 
going to bed never later than 11 
o’clock, writes a Koine correspondent 
of the St. Louis Post-Dispatch. After 
celebrating Mass in his private cha­
pel—a function which requires nearly 
an hour and a hail every morning, be­
cause after his own he attends the 
Mass celebrated by one of his private 
chaplains, and then remains about 
thirty minutes alone in prayer—he 
takes Ins modest breakfast with his 
personal attendants, very often with 
his sisters, who are generally ad­
mitted to assist at his Mass every 
morning.

After breakfast it is the invariable 
custom of Pius X. to attend to his 
private correspondence in his study. 
At 9 o’clock the Cardinal Secretary 
of State is admitted to the Pope’s 
study, always bringing a large 
amount of correspondence with him, 
which forms the subject of an hour’s 
discussion and adds to the Pope’s 
daily worries. At in o'clock the au­
diences begin, and up to 1 o’clock in 
the afternoon it is a continuous pro­
cession of Cardinals, Bishops, pre­
lates and lay people, who are admit1 
ted to private audience. After the au­
diences are ended the Pope dines with 
his secretaries, and at 2 o’clock is in 
the habit of retiring to his private 
apartments for a siesta, which,is con­
sidered indispensable by all Italian 
ecclesiastics anil which generallv lasls 
an hour. Then, unless unusual busi­
ness pressure prevents him, the lime 
arrives for a walk in the garden or in 
the Raphaelian loggias in case of rain

Pius X occasionally asks Mmisig- 
nor Bressan to walk with l;iin, hut as 
a tule prefers to he alone reading his 
breviary. Of late the pressure of 
business has been such that very sel­
dom lias he indulged all through the 
past winter in even this modest kind 
of relaxation.

As soon as the Pope re-enters his 
study toward evening otiher audiences 
begin, principally those accorded to

Father Barrett made the further an­
nouncement that agents of Bishop 
McDonnell purchased a lame part of 
the King site of the Kings County 
Penitentiary, which was sold at auc­
tion last! Tuesday for nearly >250,041(1. 
and that it is the purpose of the 
bishop lo erect the proposer! cathed­
ral on this property.

Joseph E. Owens, of counsel to 
Bishop McDonnell, made the following 
statement in regard to the matter:

“1 am authorized to announce that 
the site has been purchased by the 
bishop, and that a cathedral, which 
has been the fond hope of Brooklyn 
churches for half a century, will be 
reared thereon. It has been realized 
for some years that the site original­
ly chosen on Vanderbilt and Cler­
mont avenues, between Lafayette and 
Green avenues, is t.00 far downtown. 
The penitentiary site is an admirable 
one and well adapted to the purpose 
in every way."

The Gathering of the Red Men

(By a Jesuit Missionary.)
The following attractive letter re­

garding Catholic Sioux Indians, is 
writu-n by a Jesuit Missionaiy, Rev. 
Father Henry J. Westropp, to the 
New Yoik Freeman's Journal, from 
which we copy:

One of the most interesting and at 
the same time stirring scenes for the 
Catholic heart is the convention of 
the Catholic Sioux Indians, held an­
nually on one of their reservations in 
South Dakota. One will there meet 
thousands of Catholic Indians from all 
over the State, and from all the dif­
ferent clans, ranging in age from the 
tiniest papoose coddled on its moth­
er’s back, up to the aged centenarian 
brave or squaw, no longer able to 
walk, yet unwilling to deprive them­
selves of the pleasure of going to the 
grand meeting.

* * 6

The place anil time of convening is 
always settled one year before. Dur­
ing the year then collections are 
made in order to be able to provide 
for the great numbers. The donor 
gives all the way from five cents up 
to a st««er. S<> far they have always 
been able to provide well for all com­
ers, as well as for their return.

The convention this yeai was fixed 
for the 11th, 12th, 13th, 14th and 
15th of July, and was held at Holy 
Rosary Mission, Bine Ridge, South 
Dakota. A few days before the time 
appointed, some stalwart Indians ap­
peared on the grounds and immediate­
ly commenced to erect a leafy bower 
fully 14M 1 feet in circumference.

In the meantime, three, four and 
even six days before, the Indians had 
commenced leaving their homes, for 
many of them hail over two hundred 
miles to travel, part of the way 
through hilly country. When the In­
dian travels, everything goes along— 
cats, dogs, trunks, bedding, tents, 
children, parents and relations, are 
all stored away in their “Studehak- 
ers," over the top of which, on 
hoops, they stretch a canvas to pro­
tect themselves against the heat.

In coming to Congress they general­
ly travel in company, there being at 
times from thirty to fifty wagons and 
a large escort of horsemen. In the 
evening they always try to camp near 
some running brook or at least near 
some pond, where they may find wa­
ter for their horses. For themselves 
they always have a little keg of wa­
ter in the wagon.

ft is a common sight then to see 
the head of the family jump from the 
wagon, sit down on his crossed legs, 
pull his Duke’s Mixture from his 
pocket and coolly roll his cigarette 
while his dusky consort proceeds to 
unhitch and picket out the ponies, 
chop 1 he wood, get supper, pitch tin­
tent, etc. He sees nothing wrong in 
this. In days of yore that was her 
work, and so it is now. His work 
is to hunt and fish, and go to war, 
laborious enough when performed, hut 
now unfortunately for him rendered 
impossible by circumstances.

If possible, they camp in a circle. 
Before supper they gather in a large 
ring and say grace. After supper 
they again gather and encouiage one 
another, after which they prat and 
sing, and soon one can hear their 
husky and discordant voices rattling 
far and wide over the prairies.

Early in the morning, at two or 
three o’clock, the loud yelling of

Wanna Kikta Bo!” repeated explo­
sively, tells the- travellers it is time 
to wake up And soon after, the 
same herald, always an old man,calls 
them to Holy Mass, which is about 
to be said in the missionary's tent, 
or out in the open on some old box. 
or perhaps even an old stove. And 
there in the dusky and cool morning, 
the priest offers up the Sacrifice of 
tin- Crucified, whilst round about him, 
on the moist grass, kneel the devout 
multitude, not understanding much, 
perhaps, hut still showing the rever­
ence characteristic of the Indian,who 
always kn-.-els or sits in stolid silence 
and quiet when in the presence of the 
Great Spirit. So they travel on day 
In day, stopping during the day for 
but a short rest at noon.

“Ogaligalies,” or Angels, their 
mounted officers, are continually car­
eering from rear to van, and van to 
rear, now stopping the whole cara­
van because somebody has broken a 
wheel or his horse has played out, or 
else going ahead to find the way or 
to ford the streams

Finally, the last day has arrived 
In the distance they sec the white 
and shining tents on the hills above 
the Mission. Soon they are also tak­
en notice of, and horsemen stream 
from the camp to come and meet 
them, shake hands and escort them 
to the place assigned to their par­
ticular clan.

In a twinkling, that hit of prairie 
is dotlei! with then white lodges, 
meat is brought to refresh them and 
part of it is cut in very thin slices 
and hung out to dry, and looks not 
unlike wash hung out for similar pur­
poses. This dried meat, or “papa” 
as they call it. will keep for days, 
and when prepared hy an adept in the 
ait, is a very great delicacy.

Being squatted down, they are just 
as much at home as though they bail 
lived there for years. The squaw 
brings out her needlework or beads 
anil sets to work, the neighbors come 
in to gossip, for th"se Indians know- 
one another for miles and miles 
about. The missionary now comes

about to shake hands with them, in­
quiring for persons to he baptized or 
instructed The old folks he will find 
hospitable, but the young ones may­
be too shy to approach unless he have 
a piece of candy, a medal, holy pic­
ture or something of that sort. 
Chances are that with the older girls 
he will meet with the most difficulty, 
as they will he too bashful to pro­
duce any sounds, or if they do, they 
will have to bide their fares in their 
blankets. That is the typical way of 
doing it, still it is disappointing 
somewhat.

The convention opens the next morn­
ing with Mass by the Bishop, in this 
case Rt. Rev. J. N. Stariha, D.D . of 
Lead, Black Hills. After Mass they 
assembled under the leafy bower, men 
and women separate, and then the 
several days’ pow-wow commenced. 
In order that he might know what 
was going on, the Rt Rev. Bishop 
had his interpreter. Near the Bish­
op were seated also Rev. Fr. Ket- 
chaiu, of Washington, several Bene­
dictines and Jesuits, besides two of 
the secular clergy, Rev. Vogel anil 
Rev. N. W Hans, of New York

During these days, then, the differ­
ent orators, men and women, rose 
and explained the work they or the 
societies had been doing, the amount 
of money they had raised for charit­
able purposes. Then they would go 
into detail and show how the work 
might be better done, or else they 
would expose their wants to His 
Lordship. Here they wanted a church, 
there they wanted a priest and more 
catechists, etc.

Now, the Bishop is the kindest of 
fathers to them and they realize it. 
His heart is larger then his means. 
The money he receives as Bishop, and 
for Masses and so on, does not*

! amount to an ordinary parish priest's 
salary in the East, anil even out of 
this he has to help support his clergy 
who are living on hope and kindred 
substances. Consequently it is with 
some degree of sadness he hears of 
new demands being made upon his 
already slender resources, because lie 
knows he cannot meet their wishes. 
Their devotion to the Bishop is shown 
by the fact, that, though poor them­
selves, they always make up a purse 
for the Bishop.

Sunday, .July 15, was the closing 
day. The different societies started 
around camp, early in the morning, 
to say good-bye. Then came Pontili- 
eial High Mass. The Mission church 
was crowded, so that many had to 
remain outside. After Mass row af­
ter row of dusky figures appeared at 
the Communion rail to be Confirmed. 
It is strange how anxious many of 
them are to go through all the cere­
monies of the Church.

Confirmation done, the Rt. Rev. 
Bishop came out with a new idea, 
new at least in these parts. It was 
nothing more nor less than tilu- foun­
dation of a total abstinence society. 
Whiskey is the Indian's curse and 
ruin. Unfortunately the evil is wide­
spread, and no amount of legislation 
has prevented it. The Bishop, there­
fore, urged them to come up to the 
altar ami take the pledge from his 
hands. About forty or fifty men re­
sponded, and these are to be the nu­
cleus w ith which the missionaries can 
start a crusade for the benefit of the 
red men who have been abused so of­
ten by whiskey sellers.

That afternoon his Lordship the 
Bishop left the Mission. Leaving, 
however, is a great ceremony with 
the Indians. Just when he was ready 
to stop into the buggy, a long line 
of Indians came up, each shaking 
hands with him, and some leaving an 
imprint in the shape of a coin be- 

i hind.
I The next morning one might still 
see the plains and hills round about 
dotted with their tents. Had In- 
looked an hour later where yesterday 
had been a city, he would find noth­
ing hut the smoke of a few dying 
embers and perhaps a few belated 
stragglers that had not succeeded in 
getting away with the others.

The Bishop, clergy and all present 
were delighted at the success of the 

I convention, it being an evident sign 
of what van he done with the Indian 
when faith once takes hold of his 
lieart. However, what has been done 
is small consolation to the mission­
ary when he considers what is still 
to be done.

Our reservation of Bine Ridge,South 
Dakota, in charge of two missionar­
ies, covers fi.iMlil square miles, and 
has a population of nearly 7,fbl(l 
Berhaps one-third of these are Catho­
lic. What hinders the conversion of 
the others is nothing hut lack of 
means and help. It is impossible for 

i us to cover the ground often, and 
i fast enough to build up the faith as 
we would like to. One sick vail may 

rake a week's time. Again, he 
may arrive at a certain camp and 
find all gone, and so instead of find­
ing any work to do, he does not even 
find a place to rest his head except 
upon the open prairie. Travelling 
about he will often have to say Mass 
in wretched huts upon sotne old box 
or stove, with the Indian dogs per­
haps running about his legs. Often 
he will have pagans and Brotestants 
for his congregation, and when he sees 
them sitting there with crossed legs, 
listlessly taking it all in and under­
standing nothing at all of the great 
mysteries going on. he must wonder 
at the humiliation our Lord is going 
through to bring the faith home to 
these poor tribes.

Besides assisting the poor and old 
throughout this vast expanse, we 
have a large school called Holy Ros­
ary Mission, near Pine Rulge Agency. 
Last year we had over 230 boys and 
irirls in house, feed, clothe ami edu­
cate. We receive some help from the 
government, but this, of course, is 
not sufficient. Consequently we are 
thrown upon charity and our own el- 
forts for the rest. Everything in the 
shape of alms, cast-off clothing (the 
Indians are not particular', hooks, 
etc., etc., is of great help not only 
for the help of the Mission, hut also 
for the many poor Indians scattered

DEATH OF MR. J. BOY LAN.
Early on Saturday morning, the

Deceased was the second 
son of Mr. and Mrs. John Boylan of 
South Keele street, Toronto Junc­
tion, and leaves besides Ills sorrow­
ing parents, a large family of broth­
ers and sisters to mourn his untime­
ly death, at an age when he should 
have been enjoying to the full life’s 
pleasures and promises. He was at­
tended during his last illness and at 
the hour of death by the Rev. Fathei 
Walsh, ami seldom does it fall to our 
lot to witness a more edifying death­
bed scene. Surrounded by the mem­
bers of his family, fortified hy 1 ho­
ntes of his Holy Church, and resign­
ed in all his sufferings to the Holy 
Will of God, he passed away peace­
fully as a child, just as the dawn 
brokç, and the birds without carolled 
a parting hymn.

The funeral Mass on Monday morn­
ing was sung by Rev Fr. Gallagher 
at. St. Cecelia’s church, on whose al­
tar the deceased had served faithfully 
for many years He was laid to rest

THE SECRET OF THE 
CONFESSIONAL

In the year 1853 the cathedral 
church of Zitomir, in Russia Yolhy- 
nia, was the scene of the most 
mournful of all Church ceremonies, 
the degradation of a priest. The 
church was filled to overflowing by- 
persons who lamented aloud; the 
Bishop whose painful duty it was to 
perform the sad rite, Mgr. Bnrowski, 
could not restrain his grief, all the 
more because the priest who was 
subject to it was universally known 
and, hitherto, universally respected. 
His name was Kobzlowicz, and he 
was Catholic priest at Oratov, in the 
Ukraine. From the time of his or­
dination lie was regarded as one of 
the most pious and zealous priests 
of the diocese; he had considerable 
reputation as a preacher, and was 
greatly esteemed as a confessor. He 
rebuilt1 his parish church and decorat­
ed it, and from the time he was plac­
ed in charge of the parish he seemed 
to redouble his zeal All at once, to 
the amazement of everyone who knew 
anything about him, he was accused 
of having murdered a public official of 
the place. The chief piece of evi­
dence against him was a double-bar­
reled fowling piece, wnrch was found 
hidden behind the high altar, which 
was proved to belong to him, and one- 
barrel of which had been lately dis­
charged He was convicted of the 
murder, and the court sentenced him 
to penal servitude for life in Siberia

Conformably to canonical iules, he 
was degraded from the priesthood be­
fore his sentence was carried out. and 
then his hair was cut off, he was 
clad in convict apparel, and then in­
corporated in the chained gang of 
criminals who made their march to 
Siberia. Years passed away, and 
everything about the occurrence had 
been forgotten, except by a few per­
sons. Then the organist of the church 
of Oratov, finding himself at the 
point of death, sent for the principal 
persons of the district, and in their 
presence confessed that he was the 
murderer of the official He added 
that he had done so in the hope of 
being able to marry his widow Af­
ter committing the crime, he took the 
gun with which he had shot the un­
fortunate man, and hid it where, up-

our chat acter building is based upon 
what we read is beyond the realiza­
tion of most of us, yet when wc come 
in contact with other intelligent peo­
ple we would be surprised how they 
ran judge of what we read by our 
conversation and demeanor.

No Catholic can afford to say that 
he has no time to read anything hut 
the daily papers. Of course he must 
read the daily paper—he must keep 
himself posted on what is going on 
in his town or city, but to confine 
himself to this at once stamps him 
as illiterate and unintelligent This 
reading must be supplemented by 
something higher and more elevating 
and where can more elevating, inter­
esting, as well as instructive litera­
ture, be found than in our Catholic 
hooks and newspapers.

It is easy enough to say read good 
hooks, hut it is a different matter to 
procure a sufficient supply of these, 
especially in homes where money is an 
important factor and indeed the 
mighty dollar is an important factor 
with all of us and to make it go as 
far as possible is one of our chief 
aims anil duties in life. Still we 
must have good books and how are 
we going to get them, especially good 
Catholic books1' Other books are 
quite inexpensive, yet they cost just 
as much to bind, print and publish. 
It is simply that the demand is great­
er, hence the greater and cheaper sup­
ply. At times the best authors, the 
best classics, both fiction and poetry, 
are to be had for a mere cipher, thus 
giving people y>f limited means an op­
portunity to supply themselves and 
families with the best literature of 
the day, but when do we have this 
opportunity of procuring our Catholic 
works? The fault is our own. We 
all know what it is to go Into one of 
our large stores and ask for the lat­
est Catholic book. We are simply 
told they have not got it in stock. 
One remedy for this is to keep our­
selves posted on the latest Catholic 
books and keep asking for them until 
the demand is supplied. The book­
seller is anxious enough for our mon­
ey to make it worth his while to 
keep them in stock if we would only 
unite in making the demand for them. 
This clean, healthy, elevating litera­
ture would do away in a measure 
with the reading of silly, sensational 
papers and novels and the equally 
silly, although cloaked in a more 
solemn mein, books on atheism and 
other foolish isms of which there is 
so much reading in the present 4a\.

While speaking of good reading for 
Catholics it will not he amiss to in­
clude our Catholic newspapers. While 
not as expensive as the books, they 
are quite as effectual a means of ele­
vating the standard of our literature 
and encouraging the loftier aims of 
life and while there is no chance of 
having too many Catholic newspapers 
let us remember the old saw, “char­
ity begins at. home,” and applyv it in 
this instance, and after our own pap­
er, like our own parish, has been well 
looked after, and supported, then let 
us include as many other Catholic 
papers as possible.

Stage People as Catholics

In spite of the ban put upon them 
hy the ancient Puritan prejudice, un­
ited with French superstition, the 
dramatic fraternity, which embraces 
actors, have a deep and abiding re­
spect for the Catholic Church and 
for religion in general They are 
simple folk, like all craftsmen who 
live apart from the world. They see 
only the picturesque and the beauti­
ful in the Church anil in religion, are 
not given to close study of modern 
books, have little concern for other 
interests, and are therefore easier to 
please than most people.

It is an immense pleasure to con­
trast the simple and vigorous faith 
of a man like Frank Keenan, leading 
man in The Girl of 1 he Golden West, 
with the sneering spirit of the late 
Lord Acton for example; the latt<:. 
had all the opportunities for the de­
velopment of a sublime faith, and the 
former belongs to the despised and 
supposedly immortal stage, yet Frank 
Keenan diffuses among all his ac­
quaintance love and respect for the 
Church, is a real missionary of 
Christ, while the humble Catholics 
who read Lord Acton suffer tremen­
dous temptations against the faith.

This contrast was made more em­
phatic for me the other day after lis­
tening one hour to Keenan and the 
next to an insufferable creature, who 
reminded me that the Catholic body 
was made up of the poor chiefly, that 
the Catholic colleges graduated a 
crude set ol impossible men. that his­
tory had a good case against the 
Church, and that the clergy lacked 
the culture required of good leaders. 
It was needless to remind him that 
the world’s majority is of the poor, 
and that from their soil spiing the 
Powers that keep society going; use­
less to tell him that he knew noth­
ing whatever about the Catholic 
colleges; or, that history is being 
rewritten; or, that the American clei 
cy are the superiors ,f any American 
class in the knowledge- of logic, philo­
sophy and theology, and Uie most in­

fluential leaders of the time. He had 
been brought up in the shadow of 
the Church, close to the sacraments, 
and this was the result of the fond­
est care that could be bestowed on a 
human being. Frank Keenan had en­
dured thirty years of stage life,which 
is supposed by the virtuous to be 
highly demoralizing, yet confessed the 
faith more firmly than at the begin­
ning of his career. The other burned 
with the carp ng spirit of Lord Ac­
ton—Rev. John Talbot Smith, in 
Donohue's for June.
