The educational system of Canada 1s one of un-

rivalled excell Ed ists speak cf it as

being superior in some respects to any thing of
the kind on this continent, and infinitely in ad-

vance of what we have in the maritime Pro-

vinces. Confederation will bring us into direct

contact with these advantages of mental improve-

ment, and must exert a most powerful influence

in moulding and directing the educational insti-

tutions of every section of the confederated em-

pire.

Tth. What this unity does for us in the de-
partments to which we have referred it will be
likely to do for us religiously. It will stir the
religious mind of the people to its depths, give a
new spring to christian combination and action,
suggest new plans of operation, and bring forth,
in new forms of exertion, the religious instincts
of the people. We say, therefore, in all honesty
and frankness, we feel called upon by the matur-
od convictions of an unbiased judgment, and af-
ter much reading, dispassionate inquiry, and
earnest prayer, to give Confederation our une-
quivocal and whole-hearted support; and we
venture 10 express the bope that in the coming
political contest, voters will lay aside all narrow,
political leanings, and that they will go to the
bustings feeling that they have a solemn duty to
perform for their God and for their country, and
looking to him in earnest prayer to guide them
as shall be most for his glory, and for the present
and future welfare of all concerned.

upon England, I cannot see that we should have
just cause for complaint. This I am inclined to
think is in substance all that England is inciined
to do, all that England can legitimately demand
or enforce ; and bappy would it have been for
Eogland, and other countries, had such conside-
ration always characterized her policy. These
provinces then have to choose one of two
things. First, assume the responsibilities, and

this purpose let there be a Federation of all the
B. N. A. provinoces, but retain a Colonisl De-
pendency on Great Britain involving uncondi-
tional subjeotion ; or, secondly, let England cast
us off and leave us to the mercy of other powers
or to our own resources, and efforts. These ap-
pear to me to be the premises. Hence the origin
of the Federation scheme, the absolute necessity
for it if we would still be a part and parcel of
the great British Empire, the desirableness and
glorious advantages of it in the opinion of all
admirers of British prestige, and British Insti-
tutions, and universal exclusive rights, or prior
claims, The Union sdvocates have urged im-
mediate Federation for tae following reasons.

1. The certainty of Eogland tsking from us
the advantages of Naval and Military protection
which we have hitherto enjoyed free of all ex-
pense. Iam sorry to say, there appears to besome
truth in this, 2. Our utter inability if so cast
off, to defend ourselves either by eea or land
againet foreign invasion. 3. The absolule cer-
tainty in that case, of our being literally devour-
ed by the Americans, which of course would in-
ciude all the harrowing details of pi/’age, rapiue,
plunder, and other synonymes, so ably set furth
in different speeches and editorials, &c. How.
ever we may affect to despise the Yankees, as
long as we live undar the shade of the British
Lion, there is no getting over the fact, in view
of our excision, that the Americans have a/ pre-
sent the greatest Naval and Military power the
world ever witnessed, s power before which al!
Evurope would tremble did not the Atlantic roll be-
tween them. No wonder we should be so anxious
for a Federation of the Provinces, bucause we
thus retain our connection with the mother coun-
try, and by assuming our military and naval ex-
penses, 80 as to relieve England to that extent,
and agreeing to bear our own burdens in ali
other respects, we thus secure nof our loyally
to England, but England’s loyalty to us.

4. Weshall thus have promised, or guaran-
teed to us, British aid snd protection in every
time of need, as far as may be necessary or pos-
sible.

5. Thus united we shall be a population of
near.y Four Millions, with power to add to our
number ad infinitum, and resting on the eta-
bility of the British Government, and the va-
lor of her invincible marines and soldiers, we
shall be a nation of invulnerable dread-noughts.
And what is better than all that, and ever so
much besides, is that—6. The provincial boun-
dary lines will disappear. We shall have one
currency—one tariff, one rate of postage, ore
tide of immigration, and one perpetual flow of
national prosperity in commerce, farming, man-
ufacturing, mining, &c., until at length, and that
before long, we shall be the glory of all lands,
the * beau ideal” of national success and great-
ness. It must be admitted that all this is very
fine, sketched out, as it lias been, by the Quebec

fi , and applauded by Eoglish statesmen.
It is no wonder that our would be Delegates
should be actuslly maddened by the unaccounta-
ble stupidity of the ** demented” Nova Scotians
who have hindered or retarded, for the time
being, the realisation of such charming hopes,
the consummation of a scheme so fraught with
promises, and assurances of the greatest national
blessings. There is only one thing wanted to
commend the scheme to every opponent, vis., 8
reliable guarantee of all that is promised and the
half of what has been prophesied. ‘But let us
shoot round the corner, and look at this Federa-
tion from the other side. Say we are united, if
only for sake of settling the matter. England
is by tbat Federation act relieved of a great bur-
den of responsibility, and of expense right off.
We are proportionally burdened with responsi-
bility, and expense in men and means. By way
of keeping up our connection with the mother
country, we must accept of any person 2s & Re-
presentative of Msjesty, Eagland may think well
to appoint; and eachProvincs woald have a second
hand Representative of Majesty appointed by
this Representative of Msjesty. Then all our
legislation must be in subordination to the inter-
ests of the English Government, und subject to
the sanction of the English Sovereign. I other
words Eogland would be relieved of us, but we
would be completely in the power of England.
This as far as we see st present, may be just as
it ought to be, and as every British subject would
have it to be. But when thus united, by the
sanction and authority of the British Govern-
ment, but left minus ber naval and military forces,
suppose the Yankees say * We are going to an-
nex those B. N. A. Provinces.” We of course
say No, and Eogland says No; but the Yankees
sitempt to do what they say. In that case we
have no nationality as a basis for separate and
independent action, no corresponding force to
oppese the Americans, no authority to send am-
bassadors to trest with them in any way. We
should then have to look to England for naval
and military forces and for support. The incor-
rigible Yankees press on their purpose and a war
between England and America is the result. We
then bave to consider, if England could afford us
the neeessary aid, and if that aid would be avail-
able in time to prevent an American invasion P
We are aware that a great deal is promised, but
the fulilment of those promises are so far in the
future, depending upon so many i/, and liable
to 80 many contingencies, as to make it a very
proper and a very important question, * Can the
English Government, with ali the aid we can af-
ford her by ses and land, defend these Provinces
agaiost the naval and military power of the Unit-
ed States ?”

that all the wise men, intelligent men, pious
men, good men, loyal men, both here aad in
England are in favour of the Federation Scheme,
concooted by the Quebec Conference. It can-
not be very flattering to one’s vanity to fiad
himself on the opposition side afier such a
flourish of trumpets as that. Yet I confees a
leaning to the opposition, notwithstanding, and
believe that they are doing tbe country good
service. But s safe Federation I am not opposed
to; and I think I have shown grounds for re-
garding the proposed one, as an unsafe, and
undesirable one ; because of the very great pro-
bability of its bringing upon us the evils we seek
to avert, in an increased ratio; and to sever
that connection which we wish to retain with
the Throne and Government of England.

Msy I then presume to suggest, or rather
give it as my opinion, that the Federation of the
provinces is under any circumstance a desider-
atum, but we want much more than that. Let
us have an Independent Federation. If we
relieve England, let England not subject us to a
lower, and more helpless status than we at pre-
sent rejoice in. Let us be in alliance with Eog-
land, have the advantage of s British name and
constitution ; but let us also have the right and
advantage, of entering into slliances with other
Governments, and of saying with whom we shail
make war, and on what conditions we may make
peace. With such a natiunality we would heave
a right 1o expect our American neighbours
would let us alone and give unto us the right
band of fellowship. It has been argued that
the Southern Confederacy ought to be -recog-
nized on the principle that they ought o0 be an
independent, separate government. If their
Rebellion can be thus justified, it cannot be re-
garded as any evidence of disaffection to the
throne of England, if such a right should be
legitimately, and peacefully claimed for B. N. A.
Neither can it be urged that in these Provinces
with our Tuppers and McCallys, such a govern-
ment could not be formed and efficiently main-
tained.

Mount Allison College and Aca-
demies.

Dear MR. EpiToR,—The various exercisce
connected with the close of the second term of
the current Educational year have just been held.
We were privileged in connection with our es-
teemed Co-Delegate and other friends, i n attend-
ing the examinations at close of the first term, of
which a full report appeared in your columns,from
Bro. Davies’ pen. In the absence of others who
might more advantageously undertake the duty,
we now forward our impressions of the manner
in which the students acquitted themselves, and
the general results of the term just. concluded.
The earlier examinations of the year are impor-
tant, for if they do not exhibit very decided re-
sults in regard to work accomplished—yet they
indicate the method of teaching—the work which
is sketched out for the students—and the man-
ner in which they are applying themselves to
that work. The exercises which have just termi-
nated have fully justified the hopes we entertained
af the close of the first term, in view of the ad-
mirable arrangements of the Principal, and our
expectations bave been fully realized.

The examination of the College classes was
conducted on Thursday and Friday, the 9th and
10th inst., and included Latin, Greek, French,
Mathematics, Moral Science, Natural Science,
snd Rhetoric. In addition to the oral examina-
tions, which were pr d satisfactory, the
Collegians had to prepsre papers in answer to
written questions, in the various departments of
study. These papers gave evidence of solid at-
tainments on the part of the joung men, and
some of them were of unusual excellence, calling
for special commendation from the Examiners
and Professors. o

Monday the 13ch inst., was entirely occupied

with the classes in the Ladies Academy. We
were much pleased to observe an ingrease in the
number of the students, many of the more im-
portant classes better filled, and evidences of what
appeared to us, as solid and satisfactory improve-
ment. Yet much regret was feit, in view of the
admirable facilities bere presented for obtaining
a sound education, that the numbers were not
yet more largely augmented, and that the friends
of the Institution were not more deeply and per-
severingly interested in fliling its halls. Classer
in Latio, French, Aigebra, Geometry, Natural
Philcsophy, Rhetoric, Geograpby, Grammar,
Reading and Arithmetio were under examication
during the day. The answers of the young la-
dies were given with much promptness, and they
displayed much composure and collectedness
while being examined. The classes throughout
displayed an intimate acquaintance with the ele-
mentary principles of their studies, and in some
insiances we were much impressed with the pro-
ficiency of the pupils, the accuracy of their an-
swers and the marked improvement made during
the term. The exercises in the Academy were
followed in the Gymnasium by an exhibition of
the advanced clsss in Calisthenics. This sp-
pears to be quite s favourite study with the young
ladies. The preliminary exercises which we wit-
reased at the close of the first term, were on
Mondsy afternoon followed by s series of beau-
tifal end complicated movements, conducted
with much gracefulness, and calling forth the
edmiration of the spectators.
