THE DEPARTMENT STORE.

T
HK proposition that 1 shall try to lay 
clear to you is that department stores 
are of great injury to the many in 

e\ ery city where they exist. By depart­
ment stores we mean stores in which there 
are departments for the sale of a dozen or so 
separate and distinct lines of goods. That 
great collection of shops gathered together 
under one roof, conducted as a single organ­
ization, which seems to exist on a grand 
si ale in almost every large city in the 
Union.

The clothing stoie that handles books 
and tinware, boots and poultry, stoves and 
candy, drugs and parrots, dry goods and 
music, groceries and tine arts, and myriads 
ni other lines, and ••lops'" off by the ears 
I. uidreds of other merchants, scattering 
wreck and ruin to the four winds, and has 
been a curse in disguise ever since the first 
was started.

This is the sort of thing we are talking ot. 
Viewed ftorn a distance, this establish­

ment is a blessing (?). It occupies a big 
building and pays somebody a big rent ; it 
lias several score of salespeople on its 
several floors, it has several score of pack­
ers and shippers, clerks, and delivery 
wagons, and gives employment in some 
cases to a couple of dozen cash boys or 
girls, and several heads of departments, 
and in this way there is room for from two 
to three hundred—perhaps in rare New 
i ork instances, 1,000—persons.

I’ets of the working people are all they 
who give $oo people employment. 1'ets in­
deed! Give 500 people employment, and rob, 
directly rob, $,000 other people of employ­
ment and reduce thousands of others to 
l alf time, or to starvation wages, as I shall 
i iesently explain. This life is entirely a 
b.unan one. We eat and drink and clothe 
.md cover ourselves, and we can manage 
to do so, by rendering some particular ser­
vice along that line to some other person 
who, like ourselves, eats, drinks and clothes

himself. Now, the deduction from this is 
that if each of us can render to the others 
enough service, we will each obtain our 
necessaries, and to spare. And will have 
a comfortable and pleasant existence. If 
any one man or any set of men gets control 
of things, he or they will have the luxury, 
some other, on whom he lives and has his 
being, the bare necessity, and all the rest 
want and starvation. If A. B. C. 1). E. F. 
and G. have each a store of some sort, and 
employ two or three persons apiece in the 
transaction of their business, and obtain for 
all, including 2$ clerks, a livelihood, it is 
obvious that if X. opens up an establishment, 
combining the seven businesses under his one 
roof in keen competition with them, with 
his large capital and resources, and causes 
the seven to lose sufficiently to find business 
a loss and thus close them out, it is evident 
that there is a great loss to the community, 
for one man has succeeded to the business 
of seven, and perhaps eight or ten clerks in 
the larger to twenty-five in the smaller. 
One building is occupied to seven that have 
been. One owner realizes his rent to seven 
that have done so. One building is built to 
seven that have been Myriads of carpen­
ters, brick and stone masons, plasterers, 
painters and other craftsmen, and the factor­
ies that make this material, and the miners 
that mine them all are cut in the fact that 
one man succeeds to the business of seven.

I challenge my opponents to disprove 
this. I am in this business, and 1 assert to 
you without fear of contradiction that the 
job of building a store for any other than 
that of a grocer, saloon, druggist or butcher, 
is a pleasure I have never had, and is one 
that is so very rare indeed that it is pain­
fully evident. If it were not for the 
department stores, Easton avenue would 
not be so bedecked with " For rent " signs 
and vacancies. Workingmen's '‘pets1’ 
indeed are they that give 500 people 
employment (and keep them workingmen

and servants to their masters all their 
natural lives). One master mind and 500 
subs. What a delicious prospect for the 
five hundred. Fortunately 400 of the $00 
are women, who have no need of prospects.

Their husbands, fathers, brothers might 
have been working in the stores along 
Easton avenue and the other thoroughfares, 
and they might have been taking the world 
a little easier if it were not for the depart­
ment stores. As it is, it takes two and 
three to provide for a family, where for­
merly, the natural way, one could easily 
have done so. Better have the three work­
ing at one third each than the one at whole 
wages. That's one of the department's 
innovations.

Following is a summary of the vital and 
hurtful effects of department stores on 
merchants and people in general.

By means of a large capital and by 
ability to consume large quantities of goods, 
a new condition has arisen, in that the 
establishment is able to buy at lower rates 
than the jobber, who for countless years 
has been the go-between from manufacturer 
and retailer (Rice, Stix & Co., and Ely & 
Walker).

The Eastern houses, and our own. to a 
certain extent, arc taking to manufacturing 
for themselves on a large scale, dress 
making, white goods, millinery, tailoring, 
hats and caps, boots and shoes, picture 
framing, printing etc.

They cripple countless merchants in 200 
lines of business.

They cripple the real estate market.
They cripple building business, 20 lines.
They cripple the jobbers.
They cripple the manufacturers, 300.
They cripple the independence of count­

less thousands of merchants.
Make man step aside for his woman 

competitor or reduce his wages.
Create one-man rule and monopolies.
Concentrate the wealth to the favored 

classes.

CAUSE OF LOW COFFEE PRICES.

THE condition of the market for llrazil 
coffee is attracting universal attention 
among the members of the grocery 

trade, and the constant enquiry is, when 
and where will the declining tendency stop ? 
One of the peculiarities of the situation is 
that, in face of the excessive crops, a ma­
jority of the holders both here and in llrazil 
seem to have believed all along that 
prices would advance. While seeking in­
formation in regard to the market condition, 
several importers were interviewed by a re­
presentative of this paper, and the replies 
of all were almost identical. The following 
statement was made by a member of one of 
the most prominent < otfee importing firms 
in the city and seems to cover the ground 
fully :

“The present decline in coffee is quite 
different from any other that we have had 
of late years, and only compares with the 
decline of 1882. Since coffee has been 
dealt in on the exchanges rapid declines or 
advances have taken place at times owing 
to either bull or bear speculation, and in 
such cases a heavy decline would be checked 
by the successful bears covering their shorts 
and a heavy advance by successful bulls 
selling. Such is not the case, however, 
this year. Speculation has been lifeless— 
in fact, less than at any time we remember. 
The coffee trades, both here and in Europe, 
have been almost uniform believers in 
higher prices, and have bought without stint, 
until everybody is carrying as much stock as 
he can afford. They cannot easily increase 
present holdings even it they have con­
fidence in the price, because in most cases 
their capacity is filled.

“ While in former years there have been 
both bull and bear operators, in lirazil for

the past four years there have been only 
bulls, and people interested in giving out as 
favorable information as they could in the 
interest of coffee. 1 do not believe a single 
reputable house in brazil would have will­
ingly misrepresented crop estimates during 
the financial distress existing there for 
the past eight months, either for this crop or 
the next. On the contrary, 1 believe that 
the most conservative ones would make as 
small an estimate as they possibly could 
compatible with truthfulness and their repu­
tation.

“ 1 believe there is no doubt in the world 
that the present crop will exceed eight and 
one-half million (8,500,000) bags, and 1 
have no doubt that the next one is not more 
than one-half a million (500,000) bags 
smaller in each place—that is, Kio and 
Santos—making the total production for two 
years in brazil fifteen and one-half millions 
(15,500,000) bags, or seven and three-quar­
ters millions (7,750,000) bags on an aver­
age. The production of other coffees than 
Kio and Santos will be somewhere between 
five and one-half (5,500,000) and six mil­
lion (6,000,000) bags, so that the total pro­
duction for the current crop will not be less 
than fourteen million (14,000,000) bags. 
For the season of 1897-98 the output 
promises to be not less than thirteen million 
(13,000,000) bags.

“ I believe that the production of mild 
coffee is about the same as in the past, and, 
if changed at all, rather on the increase 
and not on the decrease. As to the present 
outlook, the visible supply on July 1 will be 
between four and three-quarters million 
(4,750,000) and five million (5,000,000) 
bags, which will increase during the next 
crop year.

“ Now, as you know, the tendency of 
values of raw materials the world over has 
been steadily downward. The value of 
sugar is about one-third of what it was fif­
teen years ago, iron probably one-third, 
lard one-third, corn one-third, spices and 
tea one-third, while wool, cotton and wheat 
are anywhere from 40 to 50 per cent, less

than they were then. Coffee is the only 
article which has held its own since |8<> 
In fact, it is higher now than it was the . 
while the cost of production, transportation 
and handling it has decreased everywhcic. 
For this reason the only argument in favor 
of coffee, the price itself, is not absolute!' 
tenable. The price, indeed, is of great 
consequence as soon as it gets below tlie- 
cost of production ; but coffee is a long wa> 
from that. In Mexico, Central Amerii .1 
and Venezuela the farmers still make one 
hundred (too) per cent., formerly two him 
dred (200), In Brazil, we are told, the 
cost of raising coffee is five (5) milreis fin 
the ten (10) kilos. The price to-day is be­
tween eight (8) and nine (9) milreis. The 
idea that speculators will be found to carry 
the article is not likely to be correct. Why 
should they do this for coffee, which is mill h 
above the cost of production in price, while 
there are a great many other products, liU 
corn, lard and sugar, which are below the 
cost of production or at cost ?

“As regards the outlook at the present 
moment, there is a stock in Kio and Santi 
of over seven hundred thousand (700,001 
bags in the hands of dealers, a large mini 
ber of whom have failed, and nearly all 01 
the others are financially so weak that the;, 
are almost helpless. The decline come 
from these causes, and is likely to contimn 
The season of the year—April, May ai 
June—is not at all favorable for handlii 
the actual coffee. It would be quite diltc 
ent if this price existed in September ai. 
October, which is at the commencement 1 - 
the active season. Opinions generally aie 
valueless. It is a market of supplies only. 
Before we can see a betterment there nim­
be a liquidation of the weak holders 
Brazil, Europe and the United States. z\fv 
this we shall see at what prices the markv. 
will settle. Do not forget that from 1882 u 
1886 the market remained at lower figun. 
all the time. An article that declines of 11 
own weight has little recuperative powe 
and on this account we must look upon the 
general condition with the greatest précau­
tion.”—New York Shipping List.

MANUFACTURE OF STEARINE.

ATS, as tallow, palm oil, cocoanut oil, 
etc., are compounds of glycerine, or, 
rather, the basic radicle of glycerine, 

with two or more acids, the so-called fatty- 
acids. The most important of these are 
stearic acids, the characteristic acid of tal­
low ; palmitic acid, the characteristic acid 
of palm oil ; both these acids are solid. 
Another acid is oleic acid, which is a liquid 
acid, present in almost all oils and fats, par­
ticularly in the liquid oils, such as olive oil, 
cotton oil, etc.*^The combination of stearic 
acid and glycerine is known as stearine ; 
that of palmitic acid and glycerine as pal- 
matin ; that of oleic arid and glycerine as 
alein. besides these three acids other fat 
acids are known to be present in particular 
oils and fats, as, lor instance, linolic acid in 
linseed oil and rizinoleic acid in castor oil ; 
with these, however, we have no concern at 
the present moment. When any of the fats 
named are boiled with a solution of caustic 
soda, they undergo the operation known as 
saponification, which is that the fat is de­
composed, glycerine is set free, while the 
fatty acid combines with the alkali to form 
soap. If now the soap be treated with sul­
phuric acid it is in turn decomposed, and the 
fatty acid is liberated in the free condition. 
When tallow or palm oil are thus treated, 
there is obtained a mixture of steanc or pal­
mitic acid, with oleic acid, according to the 
fat used. By maintaining the mixture of fat 
acids at a moderate heat, just below the 
melting point of stearic or palmitic acid, 
these solid acids tend to crystallize out, and 
then by placing the mass in cloths and sub­
jecting them to pressure, the oleic acid flows 
out, leaving the solid stearic or palmitic 
acid behind ; this article forms the stearine 
of commerce. The method of preparing the 
fatty acid above indicated is at once expen­
sive and roundabout and in practice other 
and more economical plans are employed. 
In the manufacturing processes in use to-day 
one of the principles employed is the one 
first described by Chevreul, that when fats 
are heated under pressure with a compara­

tively small quantity of lime they are com­
pletely decomposed into a mixture of lime 
soap, free fatty acid and glycerine, and by 
subsequent treatment with a little sulphuric 
acid is obtained in the free condition.

Stearine manufactured by the lime pro­
cess is usually known commercially as 
" saponified stearine ” while that produced 
by the distillation process is known as "dis­
tilled stearine" ; but from a practical point 
of view there is no difference between them, 
both may be used indiscriminately for the 
same purposes.

The apparatus required for carrying out the 
"distillation ” process, as constructed by a 
well-known firm of London engineers, con­
sists essentially of two portions, a still and 
acidifying vessel, with several adjuncts. 
The acidifying vessel is made of copper, 
about 7 feet in diameter by 8 feet high, 
and weighs 39 cwt. The fat is treated in 
this with from 3 to 6 per cent, of sulphuric 
acid, the strength of the acid being 1.82 to 
1.84 sp. gr. Generally the mixture of fat 
and acid is heated by a current of super­
heated steam sent through it. After stand­
ing the mass is blown over into a charge 
tank placed about the still. The still 
is made of copper, 7 feet 6 inches in 
diameter and 8 feet deep, it is heated by 
a furnace, and is in connection with a super­
heater. Brior to running into the still the 
mass is boiled with water in the charge tank. 
This cleanses the fat from all excess of acid, 
and makes it ready for the still. The fat in 
the still is subjected to the joint action of 
direct heat and of superheated steam, it is 
decomposed, the products passing over into 
an upright tubular condenser, where they 
are condensed and fall into a box, there 
separating into two layers, the upper one of 
fatty acids, the lower one of water contain­
ing the glycerine. The fatty acids are then 
subjected to hydraulic pressure to separate 
the solid stearine from the liquid oleic acid.

The " saponification " process is carried 
on in an autoclave under pressure. The fat 
is first melted, then mixed in a mixing tank 
with revolving stirrers, with from 3 to 6 per

cent, of its weight of lime previously ma . 
into a milk water and sieved from any p„ 
tides of grit.

The autoclave is a boiler-shaped ve.x-cl 
made of copper, of from three-fourths of an 
inch to an inch in thickness, sometimes lit 
ted with an agitator, and made large enough 
to hold three tons of fat. It is supported on 
one end in a brick-work chamber. When 
all the fat and lime has been run in, high 
pressure steam is sent into the autoclave 
until the pressure reaches about eight atmos 
pheres, the length of time ranging from 
four to eight hours. Then the passage of 
the steam is stopped and the contents allow 
ed to rest, when they separate into two 
layers, the lower one—the " sweet water 
—containing the glycerine, the upper being 
a mixture of fatty acids and lime soap. 
Both are run out into separate tanks, the 
sweet water to be treated for glycerine, the 
fatty acids, etc., into a lead-lined tank. 
Here it is treated with hot dilute sulphur n 
acid, which decomposes the lime soap and 
liberates the fatty acids. These aie col 
lected and subjected to hydraulic pressure, 
as is the case with the distillation process. 
Also the fatty acids may be further purified 
by distillation, il necessary.

WHALES ARE HARD TO FIND.
The motive which has begun a new 

period of Antarctic exploration is very ev 
dent and definite indeed. The supply ■ 1 
right whales has practically given out in the 
North, owing to the over-demand caused I 
the high price of whalebone. The oil, n, 
be sure, is not worth nearly so much as in 
the palmy days of New Bedford and In 
sturdy whalers, by reason of the cheap pu 
duction of its rival, petroleum. But tl" ' 
bone is sold for #5 a pound, and a rig in 
whale may have in his capacious jaws 
whole ton of the precious commodity. Wii 
each animal furnishing a small fortune foi 
seafaring man, it is not surprising in tin- 
days of harpoon guns and steamships tl 
the Arctic Ocean has been plundered ol - 
whale wealth. So whalers are turning thi 
attention to the waste of unexplored watt-. 
Ross thought he found right whales in 184 
but Borchgrevink and his contemporai 1 
failed to come up with them.—Scribnc 
Magazine.

EXTENDING OUR TRADE WITH THE 
WEST INDIES.

ARIOUS attempts have been made 
by Canada during the last few years 
to extend her export trade with the 

British West Indies, but the results have 
not, on the whole, been satisfactory.

There are primarily two causes for this. 
They are (1) the lower freight rates which 
are enjoyed by exporters from the United 
States, and (2) the want of an efficient and 
reasonably cheap cable service to those 
islands.

Due largely to the C.P. R. authorities, a 
remedy tor the former difficulty has been 
secured.

The remedy is in the shape of an arrange­
ment with the Pickford & Black line of 
steamers running from Halifax and St. 
John, whereby the latter has agreed to re­
duce its rates to the figures obtaining on the 
lines plying between New York and the 
British West Indies, while the C.P.R. has 
also fixed a special export rate for Western 
Ontario, in order to meet the competition of 
American roads.

Besides what it has done in the way of 
freight rates, the railway company has also 
despatched a commissioner to the West 
Indies, with instructions to ascertain what 
products of Canada are most likely to sell 
in those markets, together with the most 
suitable packages for shipping these goods 
in.

Of course, the C.P.R. is working in its 
own interests as well as in those of the 
country, but its efforts are none the less

worthy of commendation. It exhibits enter­
prise, and enterprise is always laudable.

It is a fact, although perhaps not generally 
known in the West, that a great deal of 
Canadian products for the West Indies from 
as far east as Prince Edward Island, Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick, are exported 
via Boston and New York in spite of the 
fact that all those provinces have seaports 
at their very doors.

That the West India trade is worth culti­
vating is obvious. They are large import­
ers of potatoes, fish, flour and provisions, 
and all these and other things Canada is 
well able to supply. In flour alone their 
wants are about one million dollars' worth 
annually, yet our total exports ol this com­
modity last year were valued at less than 
five thousjfhd dollars.

Taking our exports of all kinds, they only 
aggregated $2,810,817. The United States, 
on the other hand, last year exported to the 
West Indies goods to the value of $26,541,- 
529. To the British West Indies alone they 
sent $8,732,477 worth against our $1,627,- 
388 worth. In other words, the United 
States does about 80 per cent, more trade 
in the one instance than we do and 120 per 
cent, in the other.

Canada's chief exports to the British West 
Indies, according to the latest returns, arc : 
Live animals, $27,496 ; breadstufts, $77.- 
037; coal, charcoal, etc., $16,315; drugs, 
dyes, chemicals and medicines, $20,112 ; 
fish, $1,110,721; leather and manufactures 
of, $16,852 ; iron and manufactures of, 
$4,143; musical instruments, $2,205 ; pro­
visions, $31.339 ; ships, $5,450 ; tobacco 
and manufactures of, $5,497 ; potatoes, 
$70,673; wood, $125,916. Compared with 
the previous year there has been a decline in 
the exports of all the above articles except 
leather and manufactures of.

It is about time Canada bestirred herself.

At a meeting of the Stratford (Ont.) Board 
of Trade held a few days ago the meeting 
adjourned till May 14 in order to give the 
members an opportunity of saying whether 
they wish the board to be continued or not. 
If Stratford's business men are wise they 
will answer in the affirmative and then in­
fuse new life into the organization. Strat­
ford can as little afford to be without a 
board of trade as a man can his right 
arm.

OUR IMPORTS FROM BRITAIN, 
GERMANY AND BELGIUM.
HE minimum tariff under which goods 
of Bntish production are given a 
preference in the Canadian market 

is still the subject of a great deal of interest, 
particularly in view of the fact that the con­
suls of both Germany and Belgium have in­
structed importers of goods from their re­
spective countries to pay their duties under 
protest.

The reason of this action is, of course, 
based upon the contention that under the 
Imperial treaties with these countries a 
British colony cannot give the products of 
the Motherland a preference in its markets 
without extending the same to the products 
of their respective countries.

The countries directly interested in the 
controversy which has arisen over the action 
of the Dominion Government are Great 
Britain, Germany and Belgium. A reference 
to Canada's trade with these three countries 
will therefore be timely.

( >ur aggregate trade last year with Great 
Britain was $99.670,000 ; with Germany, 
$6,688,990, and with Belgium, $1,018,789. 
Compared with our total trade with all 
countries Great Britain's is about 43 per 
cent., Germany's about 2.6 per cent., and 
Belgium's .4 per cent.

Taking the goods entered for home con­
sumption, as well as their percentage to the 
whole, we find the following results : Great 
Britain, $32,979,742, or 29 per cent ; Ger­
many, $5,931,459, or4.5 percent. ; Belgium, 
$920,758, or .83 per cent.

The exports of the Dominion were $66,- 
690.288 to Great Britain, $757,531 to Ger­
many, and $98,031 to Belgium. The per­
centages of these to the total export trade of 
the country were : Great Britain, 54.54 ; 
Germany, .6 ; Belgium, .08.

Our export trade to Great Britain is a 
growing one, that to Germany and Belgium 
is a declining or irregular one. When we 
consider our import trade we find the 
opposite conditions obtaining. Our imports 
of British goods were, with one exception, 
last year the smallest on record, while those 
from both Germany and Belgium were the 
largest on record. Compared with the pre­
vious year, the imports of Belgian goods in 
1896 were over too per cent, larger.

Canada's principal imports, dutiable and

OPENING OF THE TEA MARKETS

The Japan tea market opened on Satur­
day last at prices 10 per cent, higher than 
last year, and ths market for northern 
China teas will open in about a week, pick­
ing having begun a month ago.

Owing to the new tea inspection law in 
the United States, it has been decided by 
the growers of 1‘ingsuey teas to reduce the 
output this season by one-third.

RICE MILLS WILL SHUT DOWN.

IT is now announced as a certainty that 
unless the Government agrees to allow 
some modification of the duty on paddy 

rice the milling of rice in Canada will 
cease. The Mount Royal Milling Com­
pany have announced their determination 
to this effect.

In the event of the Government refusing 
to listen to their petition they will go out of 
the business of cleaning and milling rice, 
but will still continue trading as importers 
and brokers.

A deputation composed of Mr. C. P. 
Hebert, of Hudon, Hebert & Cie., Mr. 
Ross, of the Mount Royal Milling Company, 
and several other grocers went up to Ottawa 
on Tuesday to lay the facts before the Gov­
ernment. They will point out that with the 
duty as it now is it is utterly impossible to 
continue the profitable milling and cleaning 
of rice in Canada.

As a consequence of this uncertainty 
values on rice are unsettled and jobbers 
have altered the basis of quotations entirely 
in this province. The schedule is now ar­
ranged as follows :

After touching 
this figure they recovered ic. and ruled 
pretty stable for a week or so at 9c. It was 
at this figure that some of the most impor­
tant contracts on Canadian account were 
put through, which is about equivalent to 
21c. nett cash ex wharf Montreal.

About four cargoes are, it is understood, 
on the way for Montreal on this basis, and- 
one or two for Quebec.

later, however, prices declined to 8c. 
again, and finally at the close o! last week 
7c. was cabled from Barbadoes. Although 
it is claimed that business is difficult to effect 
at this figure, large jobbing houses in Mon­
treal admit that they have been offered the 
figure direct.

The jobbers last week arranged their 
prices on new Barbadoes and 1'orto Rico to 
arrive as follows : Fifteen puncheons and 
over, 25c.; smaller lots, 26c. This is 
equivalent to a decline of about 1 jjc. on the 
basis ex store.

ADVANCE IN TOBACCOS.
A special meeting of the Toronto branch 

of the Dominion Guild was held on Wed­
nesday afternoon for the purpose of con­
sidering the price of tobacco.

The opinion was that the price ol all plug 
tobacco made from foreign leaf, in view of 
the duty, should be advanced 14/c. per lb. 
making the price of such tobaccos as 
••Prince of Wales," ••Brier," “Myrtle 
Navy " and “ Something New," 62, 61, 74 
and 79c., respectively. But it was decided 
to leave the market an open one until there 
has been a further consultation with the 
trade. Cut tobacco has yet to be con­
sidered.

The terms will also be changed, and 
hereafter will be 30 days or 1 per cent. 10 
days.
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GET OUT THE BRIGADE.
rt^HERE is a time for everything. While 

a merchant should strive to keep his 
place of business clean and tidy at 

all times, there is always a certain time of 
the year when the broom and bucket brigade 
-hould wage a more than usually vigorous 
warfare against uncleanliness. And that 
time is the spring of the year.

In the highways and field, in the streets 
and lanes, the bright sunshine and bustling 
spring winds clean up the winter's accumu­
lation of dirt and impurities. But in the 
store, in the cellar and in the storehouses 
the spring cleaning up process ' devolves 
upon the energy of man.

It does not matter whatsoever be the 
i haracter of the business, the store and 
warehouse can be and should be cleaned up.

There are two chief reasons for a vigorous 
spring clean up. The one is that it makes 
the store and stock more inviting to cus­
tomers. The other is that it improves the 
sanitary condition of the premises, making 
them healthier for those whose duties com­
pel them to remain in them the greater part 
of each day.

After the cleaning up is done, let 
there be plenty of ventilation and a liberal 
use of disinfectants in dark corners and 
places where filth may have accumulated.

ADVANCE IN PAPER FLOUR SACKS.
Some time ago The Canadian Grocer 

intimated that it was probable a higher price 
would be fixed on paper bags.

That has now been partly fulfilled, we un­
derstand, an advance of from 10 to 15 per 
i ent. or thereabouts having been made in 
the price of paper flour sacks by at least one 
maker.

This maker is reputed to have declared 
that he has stopped cutting, and that the 
iew net cash price-list which he has issued 

will be strictly adhered to, the cost of mak­
ing and printing having been figured down 
to the lowest point consistent with strength 
■nid quality.

Although the cutting on flour sacks was 
deep, yet it is said not to have been so deep

as the cutting on ordinary paper bags, and 
it is probable that an advance will take place 
in the latter as well before long.

H. P. ECKARDT & CO.’S FIRE.

THE fire in the wholesale grocery ware­
house of H. 1‘. Eckardt & Co., a 
brief reference to which was made in 

our last issue, was not extinguished until 
after two or three hours" hard fighting by 
the firemen. The fire, however, was con­
fined to the top flat, and the chief dam­
age was therefore done by water, large 
quantities of which were poured into the 
building. The front elevation suffered the 
most, and as holes were quickly cut through 
the flooring and the water let off. the dam­
age was less than it otherwise would have 
been.

The arbitrators are busy at work, and un­
til they conclude their labors the exact loss 
will not be known. Approximately it is 
estimated at $50,000, and is covered by in­
surance. The causeof the fire is unknown.

The damaged stock, valued at about 
$50,000, will be disposed of by auction. The 
sale will begin on Thursday next, the 13th 
inst., at to o'clock, and will be continued 
from day to day until the whole stock is dis­
posed of. The stock consists of sugars, teas, 
coffees, spices, canned goods, tobaccos, 
etc., and will be sold without reserve.

In the firm's advertisement, which ap­
pears in another column, it wdl be noticed 
that no reference is made to the date of the 
sale. The reason for this is that the adver­
tisement went to press before the date of the 
sale had been fixed.

The firm is at present temporarily occu­
pying No. 9 Front street east, and will 
remove back to their old premises when they 
have undergone the necessary repairs.

NEW TEA INSPECTION LAW
The new tea inspection law adopted by 

the last Congress went into operation on 
Saturday last, the 1st inst.

Samples of the standards fixed by the 
experts have been received by Mr. A. B. 
I.aml>e. of Toronto, and those in the tea 
trade desiring to see them can do so at his 
office No. 6 Wellington street east. The 
samples, as a rule, are high.

A well-known tea man, in conversation 
with The Canadian Grocer, ventured the

opinion that the standards would deteriorate 
from year to year. •• You see." he said, 
•' next year’s standards will probably be 
fixed by a comparison with those of this 
year. By that time, of course, this year's 
samples will have deteriorated. The test, 
you know, is made in the cup."

TELL THE TRUTH.
A lady went into a well-known grocery- 

store and asked to see some pineapples. 
The groceryman showed her the best he 
had. The lady wanted to know if they were 
the best that could be got. He said that 
they were, and it was only once a year they 
could get this particular kind.

The lady wanted to impress upon the 
salesman that she wanted an extra fine one,
so he requested her to ask Mrs. A----- , his
wife, if what he said wasn't true. “We 
have that same kind every week during the 
season in our house," he said.

When the lady came out she said to her­
self : •• What a liar that groceryman is."

If people when selling goods would tell 
nothing hut the truth it would lie far better 
for their business, and the general public 
would think a great deal more of them.

RAISINS ON THE COAST.
Referring to the situation of raisins on 

the Coast, The California Fruit Grower 
says in its issue of the 24th inst.: "The 
quantity on hand amounts to about 200 
cars, of which the co-ops hold loo or more 
cars ; the balance is divided between eight 
or ten holders. What little demand there 
is calls for 2 and 3-crown goods. Reports 
reach us Irom Fresno stating that growers 
are much alarmed at the appearance of 
the thrip or vine-hopper in vineyards. 
These little sap-sucking insects are reported 
to have settled on the vines in countless 
numbers and are doing much damage to 
the new growth. It is a troublesome pest 
to deal with, but we hope the growers 
will be more successful in their efforts to 
rid their vineyards of them than we have 
been in our experiments during the past 
three or four years with vine-hoppers in 
Colusa county. Overland shipments for the 
month of March were 1,506,000 pounds."

A MERCHANTS DEATH.
Mr. T. W. Tate, general merchant, Em- 

bro, Ont., died on the 5th inst. Mr. Tate 
was in good health Sunday forenoon, but 
after his return from church he was taken 
ill, with the above fatal result. The cause 
of death was appendicitis.

GROCERIES.
HERE are no striking features to note 
in the local wholesale market this 
week, except quietness can be charac­

terized as such. Sugar is positively dull, 
although there has been no change in quota­
tions, and the refiners claim to be firm at 
present figures. Canned goods rule steady 
with demand fair for the season. Lobsters 
are scarce on spot. Rio coffees are a little 
better in price in New York, but locally 
there is no change, and there is not much 
business doing. Quite a few syrups are 
selling, but there is not much doing in mo­
lasses. Further strength is to lie noted in 
Singatiore black pepper. Currants are 
stronger, prices being cabled is. qd. higher 
from 1‘atras. The tea market is quiet. A 
(able received this week announces the 
opening of the Japan tea market at to per 
rent, higher than last year. Tobaccos are 
from 4 to 14c. per lb. higher. Payments 
are rather slow.

CANNED GOODS.

It has been the opinion that all the low- 
pi iced corn had been cleaned out. We, 
however, this week hear of some further 
transactions in this particular quality of corn 
at low figures. Generally speaking, the 
price of canned vegetables continues steady. 
I'eas arc getting scarcer. An evidence of 
ibis is seen in the fact that some of the 
wholesalers have been trying during the

week to secure supplies from their confreres. 
Canned lobsters are scarce, there being prac­
tically nothing on this market but a 
few half-pound tins. Canned salmon 
is only receiving moderate attention. 
We quote : Tomatoes, 7$ to 80c. ; com, $o 
to 75c.; peas, 7$ to 80c. tor ordinary ; 
sifted select, 90 to #1 ; extra sifted, 
#1.2$ to #1.40 ; beans, 6$ to 9$c.; 
peaches, #2.$o to #3 for 3's, #1.6$ to 
#2 for 2*s ; raspberries, #1.50 to #1.80; 
strawberries, #1.6$ to #1.9$, according to 
brand and quality; blackberries, #1.40 to 
#1.70; cherries, #2 to #2.25; apples, 3's, 
70 to 95c.; gallons, #1.65 to #2.2$; salmon, 
“Horseshoe," #1.50 ; cohoes, #1.10 to 
#1.25; canned mackerel, #1.20 to #1.30; 
lobsters, #2.2$ to #2.40 for tall tins; flats, 
#2.85 to #2.90; >£-lb. flats, #1.60 to #1.65; 
Canadian canned beet, t's, 51.20 to #1.30; 
2's, #2.2$ to #2.40; 6's, #7.7$ to #8.2$ ; 
14's, #1$ to #16.

COEPEES.

A great deal of coffee having been bought 
before the tariff went down, there are natur­
ally not many transactions in this com­
modity at present. Retailers have, how­
ever, been fair buyers during the week. 
Rios are slightly higher in New York. 
Jobbers quote green in bags : Rio, 14 
to 16c., according to grade; East Indian, 
27 to 30c.; South American, 21 to 23c.; 
Santos, 19 to 22 He.; Java, 30 to 33c. ; 
Mocha, 27 H to 30c. ; Maracaibo, 18 to 
20c. ; Jamaica, 19 to 22c.

SYRUPS.

Quite a few syrups have been sold by the 
wholesalers during the week. We quote : 
Dark, 23 to 2$c. ; medium, 28 to 35c. ; 
bright, 32 to 42c. ; com syrup, 3 to 3 Xe- 
per lb.

MOLASSES.

There is not much doing. We quote: 
New Orleans, barrels, 23 to 3$c. ; ditto, half- 
barrels, 2$ to 37c.; ditto, fancy, $0 to$$c., 
in barrels and half-barrels; Harbadoes, 31 
to 3$c.; half-barrels, 33 to 3$c.

SUGAR.

The sugar market, both at home and 
abroad, is dull. In New York a good many 
raw sugars are coming forward, while in re­
fined the demand is limited and stocks are 
accumulating. In London on Kriday last 
beet advanced )«d., but two days 
after this gain was lost. In Canada 
refiners' views as to price are un­
changed, they still being steady at 
last week's quotations. Local wholesalers' 
quotations are : Granulated—St. Law­
rence and Redpath's.

In figs the demand is still confined to 
mat figs. We quote ; 10 oz., 7j^c. ; 10 
lb., 9 to loc.; 18 lb., 10 to 12c.; 28 lb., 
11 to 13c.; taps, to 3J^c. net ; natural. 
4J^c. in bags, and 7c. in boxes.

Dates are a little easier in London and Ne»

to #7 ; Messinas, #3 to #3. $0 ; Mediter­
ranean Sweets, $3.30. Lemons—Messinas 
and Palermos, #2 to #3 per box ; cocoanuts, 
I3.75 a sack and 60c. per doz. Onions, 
#3 to #3.25 per bag for Lgyptians. Cran­
berries, Jerseys, *4.50 per bbl.

APPLES.

There have been some shipments of ap­
ples from Toronto this week for the Chicago 
market.

Jobbers are offering 
what are good stock at I to 2c. per lb., and 
cannot get purchasers. There are a good 
many being put into cold storage by specu­
lators, but their idea as to price is from 1 to 
1 y£ c. per lb.

Evaporated Apples—There is no de­
mand, and in the absence of a demand 
there is practically no basis for price. Whole­
sale quotations are : (Quarters, 2 Jfc. ; ordin­
ary sliced, 3c.; best brands, 4 to 5c.

Eggs—Receipts during the week have 
been light, and the market up to the time 
of writing is almost bare. Brices are higher, 
at 9‘/2 to loc., and the demand is fairly 
good.

Honey—Quiet. We quote : Comb, 80 
to 90c. per dozen for dark and Si.so to 
Si.75 for light ; strained, 6 to 7c. per lb.

Maple Products—Stocks of maple syrup 
are still excessive, and prices are gradually 
working downwards. The ruling prices for 
good syrup are : 5-gallon tins, 60 to 65c. 
per gallon ; 1 -gallon tins. 65 to 70c. per 
gallon.

Potatoes—Have taken a slight turn for 
the better, deliveries being lighter on account 
of the farmers being engaged in seeding. 
It is thought, however, that the improve­
ment is only temporary. Carload lots on 
the track are worth 20c., and out of store, 
25 to 30c. per bag is quoted. A carload 
was sold at 25c. delivered.

FISH.
The first month without a "r” has come 

in and there are no more oysters. Haddies 
are firmer. Eresh water fish is in better 
supply. We quote as follows : Pickerel, 
6c. per lb. ; haddies, 7j£c. per lb. ; 
Labrador herring, #4.50 to #5 per bbl.

and #2.75 per half-bbl. ; split herring, 
$4.50 per bbl. and #2.50 per half-bbl. ; 
boneless fish, 3^ to 4c. per lb. ; pure cod, 
6# to 6j^c. per lb. ; ciscoes, $1.25 per 
100 ; fresh water herring (heads off), 
$2.50 per keg.

SALT.
Trade is fair and prices the same as 

before. We quote as follows at To­
ronto : In carload lots, $1 per bbl.

A good many teas were shipped from 
Toronto, Montreal, and Hamilton the early 
part of last week to the United States in 
order that they might reach that market 
before the new inspection law went into force 
on the 1st inst. They were low-grade teas 
which had been held on consignment.

QUEBEC MARKETS,
Montreal, May 6, 1897. 
GROCERIES.

HE grocery business during the past 
week has exhibited a noticeable 
shrinkage in volume compared with 

the demand that prevailed eight or ten days 
ago. At the moment, practically no new 
orders are coming in, what movement there 
is being on account of orders placed some 
time ago and held back for water freights. 
Aside from these, the demand is of the 
smallest hand-to-mouth character. Values 
in many cases are unsettled. Sugar rules 
steady, but the same cannot l>e said with 
regard to syrups and molasses, jobbers hav­
ing re adjusted prices for the latter on a 
lower basis. l ea also is unsettled, while 
manufacturers have refused to quote domes­
tic milled rice for future shipment. As a 
consequence of this decision on their part, 
values in a jobbing sense are difficult to fix. 
Tea is easy in tone, also under decreased 
demand, and the grocery market, as a 
whole, is the reverse of active.

SUGAR.

There is only a small hand-to-mouth 
trade doing in refined sugar this week, as 
both jobbers and retailers are pretty well 
stocked with the staple. Most of the orders 
now going forward represent old business 
also, the goods having been held back for 
water freights, Prices generally are steady, 
and there does not appear to be any imme­
diate prospect of alteration. The offers of 
German sugar referred to last week have 
exerted little influence. In fact, unless the 
difference in the price is radically in favor 
of the foreign article, it has been the ex­
perience of the trade here that Canadian 
consumers will pay more for the domestic 
yellow article owing to the great superiority 
in quality. In New York there has been 
but slight change in the situation and the 
same is the case abroad. In a jobbing way

we quote : Granulated, 4 % to 4>£c., and 
yellows, 3^i to 3>£c.

SYRUPS.
Business in syrup continues quiet and the 

market is entirely without feature. Prices 
continue nominally unchanged at 1 ft to 
1 %c., as to grade.

MOLASSES.
The most interesting fact about molasses 

has been another slump in Barbadoes at 
the islands, where it is offered first cost at 
7c., a decline of ic. Demand continues 
light and no large contracts have been put 
through lately for importation. The jobbers 
at a meeting held last Friday fixed the price 
to arrive on both Porto Rico and Barbadoes 
as follows: 15-puncheon lots and over, 25c.; 
in any less quantity, 26c. This represents 
a decline of about 1 %c. on the basis ex 
store.

RICE.
The local rice market is in a very un­

settled state as a consequence of the tariff 
changes, and it is quite likely that the mill­
ing of rice will cease in Canada as a conse­
quence of them. Prices, therefore, have 
been thrown into complete confusion, and 
at present the jobbers in this province are

only quoting ordinary rice, B grade, or any 
other quality equal or inferior as follows : 
Bags, 250 lbs., 1 to 4 bags or equal to #3.50; 
5 to 9 bags, $3.45; 10 bags or over, #3.40. 
Half-bags, 100 lbs., 1 104 bags, #3.55; 5 to 
9 bags, #3.50; 10 bags and over, #3.43. 
Quarter-bags, 50 lbs, 1 104 bags, #3.60; 3 
to 9 bags, #3.55; 10 bags or over, #3.50. 
Pockets, 1235 to 2$ lbs.; 1 to 4 bags, #3.65 
5 to 9 bags, #3.60; 10 bags and over, #3.55

SPICES.
Business in spices continues quiet, en­

quiry only being for small lots to fill actual 
requirements. Wequote: Black pepper, 10 
pure white, 12 to i$c. ; pure Jamaica gin­
ger, 20 1025c.; cloves, 15c. ; pure mixed 
spice, 25 to 30c.; cream of tartar, French, 
25 to27c.;do., best, 28 to 30c. per lb.; all 
spice, 10 to 14c. ; nutmegs, 60 to 90c.

COFFEES.
The coffee market has been extremely 

quiet this week, as buyers are stocked up 
pretty well.

Eirst 
pots sell at $3.30 to $3.35, and seconds, #3 
to $3.05 ; pearls, $4.45 to #4.50.

Honey—Unchanged at 8 to 9c. in the 
comb, and 6 to 8c. extracted, according to 
grade.

Tallow—As last reported, 1to 3c. 
[ter lb., according to grade.

PROVISIONS.
The provision market is without any new 

feature. The demand is chiefly for small 
lots, and the market is quiet and steady. We 
quote : Canadian pork, $!2to$l3 per bbl.; 
pure Canadian lard, in pails, 6 to 6>£c., 
and compound refined at to 5c. per lb.; 
hams, 10 to I2j£c., and bacon, ioj£ to 
11 Ji'c. per lb.

EI.OUR, MEAL AND FEED.
The demand for Manitoba grades of flour 

has been good, both from local and country 
buyers, and a fairly active trade done at 
steady prices. We quote : Winter wheat 
patents at $4.25 to $4.40 ; straight rollers, 
$4 to $4.10, and in bags, $2 to $2.10. 
Manitoba strong bakers', choice, $4.25 ;

outside brands, $3.90 to $4 10, and spring 
wheat patents, $4.40 to $4.60.

Feed has declined, business being quiet. 
Manitoba bran is selling at $10.50 to $11, 
and shorts at $11.50 to $12 per ton, includ­
ing bags. Ontario bran is quoted at $10.50 
per ton, in bulk.

In oatmeal the feeling is steady, but sales 
are slow at $2.70 to $2.80 per barrel, and 
at $1.35 to $1.40 per bag for rolled oats.

BALED HAY.
There has been a good demand for baled 

hay, and No. 1 is held firm at $10 to $10.50, 
with No. 2 at $8.50 per ten car lots on 
track.

CHEESE AND BUTTER.
The cheese market remains much the 

same, bnt the bear party are banking a good 
deal on the marked increase in the receipts 
during the past few days, over 5,000 boxes 
being received last week, while 1,400 odd 
were posted on 'Change Monday. At the 
wharf Monday morning only 150 boxes 
arrived by boat from the French sections. 
These were consigned to parties here. There 
was no quotable change in prices, 10 to 
ioj^c. being the range, but the public cable 
dropped to 44s. 6d. This has no signifi­
cance, however, as private cables have been 
quoting that figure for some time now.

Butter continues to decline, and to-day 
1 5>£c. is the top price for creamery in job­
bing lots, although small select parcels 
might command more. The continued ab­
sence of demand in this market is a surprise 
to many who expected that around 15c. there 
woul be a call for butter.

MONTREAL NOTES.
Canadian rice manufacturers are not quot­

ing futures on the domestic milled rice.
Cables from Barbadoes note a decline of 

ic. in the first cost of that molasses last week 
to 7c.

The wholesale grocers have readjusted 
prices on molasses, and are now quoting 
prices to arrive.

The green fruit ex Fremona, details of 
which have already appeared, will be 
auctioned here on Tuesday next. The 
goods are said to be in excellent condition.

Speculators who imported round lots of 
low-grade teas in bond here, in the expecta­
tion of a duty being imposed, have been 
compelled through lack of buyers to re-ship 
them back to New York.

The E. B. Eddy Co.’s Montreal branch 
on St. James street has been found inade­
quate to the demands made upon it for 
space, and on the 1st inst. they moved into 
the large and spacious premises at 61 La­
tour street, corner of St. Cenevive. These 
premises occupy four floors, covering a 
space of about 40,000 feet. A complete 
stock of all lines manufactured by the E. B. 
Eddy Co. is carried here.

A Detroit despatch, under date of May 2, 
says: "The new law covering importation 
and examination of teas went into effect 
yesterday, and local importers are surprised 
and disappointed to find that, according to 
its provisions, samples of all teas received 
in Detroit in bond must be sent to New 
York, Chicago or San Francisco for exami­
nation, instead of being examined here, as 
heretofore. ' ’

HE CANADIAN GROCER is re< <, 
ing great praise. “The best thin, 
out on the new tariff," is what is 

heard from all who were fortunate enough 10 
receive the tariff number. Dealers find 
country collections dull. The city whole­
sale trade is feeling the effect of large stock: 
on hand. As yet but few changes ha.t- 
taken place in prices. Tobacco is the mod 
affected, of course. Some are charging the 
full 14c. extra, subject to a rebate if factory 
should not advance that much. Others aie 
only charging 10c. advance. Rice has been 
advanced Jjc. Country dealers are much 
surprised that cornmeal is not 15c. per bbl. 
less, but so far there is no change. Busi­
ness on the St. John River is active, the 
steamers now making regular trips.

Oil—While at this season the demand 
for burning oil is light, just now it is bettei 
than it would have been but for the expected 
change in duty. Now that the change ha» 
been made people are buying more freely. 
In lubricating there is a large demand. 
We quote : Best American burning oil, 
l8j£ to 19c.; Canadian, 17^ to 18c.; 
prime, 14 % to 16c.

Salt—Prices continue easy with good 
stocks on hand. In Canadian salt the 
demand is better. We quote : Coarse, 
43 to 45c.; Liverpool factory-filled, 90c. 
to $1; Canadian fine, 90c. to $1 per bag. ; 
5-lb. bags, in bbls., $3to$3-25; 10-lb. bags, 
in bbls., $2.85 to $3; butter and cheese salt, 
bulk, $2.60 per bbl.; 20-lb. wood boxes, 
20c. each ; 10-lb. wood boxes, 12c. each; 
cartoons, $2 per case of 2 doz

Canned Goods—There is a fair, steady 
business doing. Retail prices are kept low, 
particularly in the staples. Peas are 1 icing 
sold at retail as low as three cans for 20c. 
Some nice American peaches are here, Bal 
timoré pack. They are offered low. In 
pineapples there is an improved demand. 
Jobbers are looking for tomatoes and peas. 
They are getting scarce here, and price tends 
upward. Gallon apples dull. We quote

It is 
the first entire salt train that has ever left 
Windsor.

T
HE flood is exhausted as a topic of 
conversation, and the water is reced­
ing rapidly, although in the Morris 

and Emerson districts it will probably be 
ten days before the water is again within 
the ordinary bounds. Business has bright­
ened somewhat, probably owing to confi­
dence being now restored with regard to a 
flood and the declaration of what the tariff 
is to be. To these causes might also be 
added the exceptionally fine weather. The 
trees are budding, lawns are taking on a 
pleasant greenness, and everywhere in the 
city are indications of coming summer. The 
season so far is nearly three weeks in ad­
vance of last y ear. Throughout the province 
large areas of seeding are finished, and 
spring work of all kinds is well advanced. 
Prices are somewhat changed from last 
week.

Butter—Supply is increasing. At the 
present time there is just about sufficient to 
meet the ordinary requirements of the mar­
ket, but as soon as the creameries open 
there will, without doubt, be plenty of stock. 
Prices range about the same as last week, 
16 to 17c.; fancy grades, 18c.

Cheese—Market is very scantily sup­
plied, ami those houses holding this article 
do not seem inclined to sell except at a 
reasonable advance of the prices paid 
last fall. September make is worth fully 
10c., with small cheese at io‘4c.

Eggs—Eggs are coming in more plenti­
fully, and are jobbing at 9c.

Dried Meat.1—Market firm, stocks not 
heavy, and there is little likelihood of a 
reduction in these commodities. Hams, 
assorted sizes, lojj to 11c.; breakfast 
bacon, bellies, 1034 to 11c.; do. backs, 934 
to loc.; short spiced rolls, 734 to 8c. per 
lb.; shoulders. 634 to 7c.; long c lear bacon, 
7 </2 to 8c. per lb.; shoulders, 5 J^c. ; bone­
less shoulders, 6*4 to 7c.

I.akd Remarks in regard to cured meats 
apply with equal force to lard. Market is 
firm at last week's prices, and there is little 
likelihood of changes in prices, and certainly 
none of a decrease. We quote : 20-lb. 
pails, #1.70 to #1.75, and #4.25 for 50-lb. 
pails.

Svkits—So far there is apparently no 
change in the syrup market. Buyers here 
do not know what effect the change in tariff 
will have on Canadian refinery sugar goods. 
The *4c. rise in glucose syrup still holds. 
Maple syiup continues to come in very 
freely, and there are indications of a slight 
decline from last week's prices, but it is 
scarcely definite enough to quote. Last 
week's prices were 55c. per small tin, 55 to 
60c. per large tin and 434 10 434 c. per lb. 
in wood.

Tea and Coffee—There is some sur­
prise expressed here at there being no duty 
placed upon these articles. It was very 
generally anticipated, and some wholesale 
merchants bought large supplies in the be­
lief that duly would be added It is not 
thought here that sales will be much effected, 
however.

Sugar—Sugar remains practically un­
changed, but owing to the removal of the 
duty of 14c. German granulated is now

—.................. ■■■** —

being offered on this market. Whether 
German granulated will be taken up by the 
wholesale trade is an open question. The 
experience of those who purchased this 
article in the past inclines some of the buy­
ers to be skeptical as to its having a ready 
sale. Granulated now stands 534c., yellow 
at 4 to 4'yic.

Canned Goods—These show little, if 
any, change from last week's market. Stock 
of corn is at present heavy, but there is no 
indication of any change in price. Toma­
toes will undoubtedly go higher. To-day 
they stand at $1.90 per case. Peas are 
none too plentiful, but as there are only two 
months until fresh packs come in, there is 
not much likelihood of a change in price. 
They are now selling at from Si.70 to Si.75 
per case. Canned fruits are unchanged 
and slow sale at present.

Tobacco—The market here is demora­
lized. Nothing really definite is known as 
to what the manufacturers’ advance wiil be.
If the manufacturers put up the price 14c. 
per lb. it is certain that the retail dealer 
cannot sell the ordinary plug—3 to the lb. 
—for less than 30c. If, however, the 
manufacturers are content with an advance 
of 10c. the retailers could then sell the 
ordinary plug at 25c. and make more money 
than some of them have been doing selling 
these plugs at 20c. While the trade is in 
somewhat of a quandary sales are being 
made in all cases subject to an amendment 
of price. —

Cereals—Oatmeal is still $2.70 to #2.80 
per bbl., and beans are very low, hand­
picked only fetching ÿi.ioper bush.

Rice—Jobbers cannot get prices on Ran­
goon rice at present.

Dried Fruits—Currants have stiffened, 
and are a little higher owing to the trouble 
in Greece. Stocks are not heavy. Price 
about 634c., a reasonable figure considering 
the outlook. Raisins are firm at #2.20 per 
box lor Valencias ; prime off-stalk, #1.80 to 
#1.90 per box. New figs, in 12-lb. boxes,

There is good enquiry for green fruits of 
all kinds. Lemons are quoted at 52 50 to 
53. Oranges ate advancing, #4 being 
asked for ordinary Valencias of 420 count 
and #5 for large. Californias. 126 count, 
are worth #5. and 150 count, 55.50. Cape 
Cod cranberries are selling at #2.25 per liag 
of one bushel. Kgyplian onions are quoted 
at 3c. American strawberries, in very 
limited quantities, have lieen received, but 
are not quotable.
