Never was life 8o lonely and oheerless as in
the desolate hovels of the Moquis.

On the 24th of December, 1811, Piazzi ob

served at Palermo, through the tail of the
celebrated comet of that year, the star P. X
X, 148, and P. X X., 197, wtich instead of
being more or less obscured, were seen to be
more luminous. Apropos of these
unexplained pbysical phenomena, let us
dwell for a moment on the assuredly
extraordinary _ circumstance which oc-
curred last year, snd which was only
the renewal <f one of the same kind observed
already in 1843. On the 28th of January,
1880, at 36 minutes past eleven o’clock in the
morning, the great comet discovered in the
Southern hemisphere passed to its perhelion
at 160,000 miles only from the eclar surface.
In adopting the figure 90,000 miles as the di-
ameter of the head the figure generally a-
dopted also for the comet of 1843(which more

over, appears to be definitely the same as that
of 1880) —we see that from surface to surface
there was only 180,000 miles. The proximity

Disastrous Fires in Listowel,

25,000 WORTH OF PROPERTY DE-
STROYER.

A DOZEN BUILDINGS CREMATED.

THE ALBION HOTEL AND OUTBUILDINGS,
ScoTT'8 CARRIAGE WORKS, EENDER'S
BLACKSMITH SHOP, PERRY'S PAINT
SHOP, AND SEVERAL RESIDEN-
©OES CONSUMED.

SUTHERLAND'S PLANING MILLS
ALSO GO UP IN SMOKE.

The oxtreme heat and long continued
drought ; the near proximity of bush
ﬁnn,un(‘ the clouds of smoke which
have been hanging over the town for
upwards of a week, naturally created a
fear in the minds of our citizens least &
conflagration should break out in our
midst. It was therefore with no ordinary
feelings of alarm that the call of the fire
bell was heard on Wednesday morning ;
and the consternation was greatly in-
tensified when it was ascertained that
the scene of the fire was in the heart of
the town, and that the flames had taken
uncompromisfng hold of a most com-
bustible collection of buildings. At a
few minutes before 2 o'clock, the frame
building on Inkerman street adjoining
the Albion Hotel stables, owned {:; Mr.
Peter Bender, and occupied by him as a
blacksmith shop, was discovered to be
on fire. With almost lightning like
rapidity the flames enveloped the build-
ing and spread to the adjoini g stables;
From thence the fire rushed along the
Albion sheds and communicated with
the rear of the hotel, travelling with
such rapidicy as to give the occupants of
some of the bedrooms in the upper part
of the hotel barely time to escape with
their lives. The alarm bell brought
hundreds of the citizens quickly to the
spot, and while the fire engine was being
got in readiness strenuous efforts were
made to rescue the contents of the burn-
ing buildings. 'The fire, however, had
made so great headway that only a small
portion of the hotel furniture could be
saved. The heat became intense, ig-
niting Large's planing factory and
Semerville's  blacksmith shop on the
south side of Inkerman street,and seizing
hold of the maunsard roof on Mr. W.
McMillan's fine brick residence on Dodd
street. Through the exertions of citizens
with buckets the fire was fought back
from the latter building until it was
finally conquored with aneffective stream
from one of tlie branches attached to
the steamer ; but not, however, until
considerable damage had been done
to the building and contents. So great
was the heat issuing from the burning
buildings that the windows in Large's
factory were literally melted, and it'was
enly through the salamander-like forti-
tude of the brave men at the nozzle that
this fine establishment was eaved from
the havoc which was marking the course
of the fiery element on the opposite side
of the street. Had the fire once got
control of the factory, it would scarcely
have been possible to have checked it
before the whole business part of the
town had been laid in ashes, This
intensely critical state of affairs was at
once realized, and the men worked with
almost superhuman effort,and eventually
became masters of the situation.
While this desperate fight was being
madeé, the scene on Wallace street was
little short of paralyzing. The fine three
story brick hotel wasa mass of flames ;
the fire had also communicated with
Mr. W. McKinney’s residence and
stables to the north ; Mr. H. Heather's
residence and carpenter shop, and Mr,
J. .\V.Scotl's carriage works and black-
smith shop. A strong wind blowing from
ithe south west fanned the flames into a
fury which the excrtions of the men
‘with the second branch of the hose were
powerless to control. It was with the
greatest difficulty that the fire was pre-
wented from destroying the property on
the oppositeside of the street, The
American hotel stables had a narrow
escape, being ignited several times. Dr.
Nichol's residence and stables were also
in imminent danger, A small structure
near the woolen factory, owned by Dr.
Nichol, was demolished to prevent the
fire, which had lodged init, from spread-
ing. The contents rescued from the
burning buildings and placed on the
opposite side of the street, had to be
removed a second time in order to
ensure its safety. With the exception
of the hotel, which was a brick veneer
with vansard roof, the buildings were
principally frame, and everything being
dry as tinder, in an incredibly ‘short
time the whole were reduced to a
smonldering mass of ruins. The progress
of the fire wasonly stayed when it
reactied Mr., J. P. Newman's brick
residence, and not until this fine build-
ing was almost totally wrecked. For-
tunately the wind carried the flames
away from the centre of the town,

greatercalamity would
doubtless have befallen.

The losses in the aggregate probably
amount to $20,000, and the insurance to
aboutone-half that amount. The follow-
ing is an approximate list of losses, and
also of the insurances : Albion hotel and
outbuildings, owned by W. C Smith,
loss $6,000 ; insured for $2,000 by Can-
ada Permament Building & Loan Society.

SPECIAL FIRE PROTECTION.

The alarming frequency of fires on
Wednesday suggested the propriety of
calling a publie meeting of the citi
zens to decide upon some course of
action to protect the town during the
present critical period. A meeting was
accordingly convened in the town hall on
Wednesday evening, which was well
attended by citizens. Resolutiors were
passed and suggestions were made in
conformity with the object of themeeting.
Amongother things it was resolved that
the owners of smoke-stacks within the
corporation be compelled to place screens
in them; it was also resolved that a
volunteer company be organized to act as
special night-watchmen, and steps gvere
there and then taken to put this
resolution into effect. A few suggestions
were made, which are worthy of cousider-
»t'}!;inn. One of these is that citizens

ould place a bucket of water near their
tront gates or in some other position easy
of access to the night watchmen. Tt was
also suggested that smokers exercise
caution in disposing of their cigar stubs.
The welcome shower of rain which fell on
Thursday morning has abated the danger
to some extent ; but it behooves every
citizen to be on his guard and adopt such
measures as will tend to ensure the safety
of the town.

GREAT BUSH FIRES.

USPARALLELED DESTRUCTION OF
LIFE AND PROPERTY.

TEnngLe A T

Many Parts of Ontario Bwépt by the
Flery Element.

While bush fires have been causing
more or less damage and destruction of
property in the neighborhood, and have
interfered to some extent with railway
traffic, these things are as nothing
compared with the terrible loss of life
and property which has been caused by
forest fires in Michigan, From the
following despatches,which contain but a
tithe of the heart rending accounts
which are being daily furnished the
press, some idea of the terribleness of
the scourge which is at present visiting

Michigan and some parts of Ontario, can
be obtained. |

Minden, via Port Sanilac, Mich., Sept. |
7.—A terrible fire has been raging west
of Minden since Monday noon, and. at
times it has been as dark as night in the
Minden region. At Minden Tuesday |
afternoon, a horrible hurricane set in,
the wind blowing directly towards the
village, but when the advancing wall of
fire was within a few rods of the place the
wind changed, and thus the village was
saved, with the exception of U. A.
Watt's elevator and two dwelling houses
and barns, which were wiped oft the face
of the earth, causing a loss of about
$5,000. The village of Charleston, for-
merly known as Cato, where such great
suffering was caused in '71, is wiped out,
s is also the village of Tyre. Both are
in Sanilac County. Charleston had
about 50 inhabitants, and Tyre about
150. The remains of a family of seven,
named Redmond, were found dead in &
well near Charleston, they having got
into the well for shelter and there
suffocated. The charred remains of
Henry Cole were also found at Charles-
town, and a family named Susula, of |
Pa township, have been burned to
death, and an 6ld lady was found dead.
We must have help from outside or the
people will perish. A rough estimate of
the damage hereabouts is $250,000.

Port Huron, Mich., Sept. 7.—It is
thought here that the destruction of life
and property in Sanilac and Huron
counties by the fires this week will
greatly exceed that of 1871, Detals
thus far received warrant the estimate
that 100 lives were lost on, Monday, when
the ‘southwest wind dfove the fires with
irresistible fury through nearly all the
wooded sections of these counties, des-
troying everythingin its path that would
burn. The smoke was so dense at noon
on Monday that lamps were lighted and
people went about with lanterns, and
many farmers scattered their movable
property among the plowed fields or in
other places where there was nothing to
burn, and a little was thus saved. (Cattle,
horses, sheep, hogs and even dogs were
roasted in the fields or by the roadside,
and in some cases women and children
were suffocated and burned on the
public roads. At places along the line
of the Port Huren & North-Western
Railroad ties were burned, rails twisted
out of shape, and cemmunication with
the burned districts is still cut oft except
by boat along the shore. At Marlette
this morning people had their goods
packed ready to move, as fires were
burning on the north, and it is feared
the north wind may have driven the
flames into the village. Between Mel-
ville and Marletts, on the Port Huron
& North-Western railroad, the forests
were all on fire and the smoke is stifling.
The mail carrier between Elmer and
Marlette was burnedto death on the
road, and it is fenred the strong north
wind to-day will cause more disasters.

Bareug, Sept. 6.—The bush fires that
have been raging theoughout this county
for the past week will long be remember-
ed for their fierceness, their duration,
the wide extent of country they have de-
vastated, the heavy losses they have
occasioned, and the number of people
who share in these losses. Along the
line ot the North Simecoe Railway, which
runs from Barrie to Penetanguishene, a
distance of 39 miles, the flames have
worked sad havoc. Thousands of acres
of what was a week ago green bush has
been levelled to the ground, and a man
with a yoke of oxen could “log it up"' at
the rate of an acre a day. Mills have
been burned, sawn lumber consumed,
farmhouses, barns and fences laid low,
ard many head of cattle lost. Numer-
ous reports of the sacrifice of human life
are abroad, but in only one instance has
a confirmation of the rumers been re-
ceived. The victim is an old farmer
named Carr, whese farm is on the Sth
concession of Flos. While endeavourin,
to save his fences he was overpowe
by the smoke and

Dublin, 0., Sept. 7.—Bush fires are
burning with unabated fury in this
Jocality. H. Moodie, farmer and lime
burner, bad his kiln, barn, and their
contents totally consumed. Farmers
are suffering severely in the township of
McKillop by large fires burning fences
and grain, laying bare the country.
Large tracts of pine belonging to the
Canada Company are fiercely burning
and illuminating at night the country
for miles around. Should the wind
change the village will be in imminent
peril, together with Kidd's salt works,
mills and factories.

Harriston, Sept. 7.—Yesterday the
barn of Thos. Billton, near Cotswold, in
the township of Minto, caught fire from
bush fires, and was completely destroyed,
together with all its contents. This
year's cmﬁl and all his implements were
burnt. The loss is partly covered by
insurance.

A FAIR TRADE VICTORY.

North Lineolnshire Follows the Ex+
ample of North Durham—The Con-
servative Candidate Returned.

London, Sept. 3.

The session of Parliament was barely
over when the political parties were
thrown into a state of the keenest
excitement by the by-elections which
have resulted from deaths and official
appointments. The two elections at
Edinburgh and at Leeds the Conserva-
tives allowed to go by default, but the
leaders of the party were so berated for
their supineness that they put forth an
effort and brought forward candidates for
the northern divisions of Durham and
Lincolnshire. Mr. James Lowther, who
came forward for North Lincolnshire,
threw himself into the contest heartand
soul, and challenged a decision on the
basis of protection, or, as it is now more
tellingly styled, “fair trade.” Lincoln-
shire hes never been a hearty free trade
county, and the bad weather had put
the farmers in a humour to listen to
anything that promised to turn pros.
perity in their way. Mr. Lowther was
therefore elected by a large majority.
The significance of this election was fully
recognized by the Liberal o papers,
although they do not see, with 'he Con-
servatives, that it is a sign that the
country is reversingits decision of a year
and a halfago. Right upon the heads
of this Liberal disaster comes the news

of & second defeat in North Durbam;|

where yesterday Sir George Elliott was
returned by a majority of 652 over the
Liberal candidate, Mr. Laing, the former
obtaining 6,506 votes, against 4,854 in
favour of the latter. The result is
doubtless partly due to the Irish vote,
which is pretty strong in that con-
stituency, but it is probably still more
owing to the growing feeling n favour of
protection. Ad the result of the election
only came to hand this afternoon, the
Liberal papers haye as yet had no time
to express their opinion thereon. It
will not probably deject them as much
as 1t will elate the Conservatives, who
had already taken heart from theLincoln-
shire election, and decided to contest
the Berwick vacancy. It is quite
possible that seat after seat may be
wrested from the Liberals, whom the
results of the session have not tended to
elovate in the public mind. There can
be no doubt that a wave a reaction is
F-.ssing over the country, and had the
“onservatives pushed matters to a
dissolution at the time of the crisis on
the Land Bill, it would have been more
than likely, as I then said, that the
country’s decision of eighteen months
ago would have been reversed.

BUTTER OR CHEESE.-WHICH !

BY L. B. ARNOLD.

A Canadian correspondent asks,
 Which would be most profitable to the
proprietor, to establish a creamery or'a
cheese factory, both to be conducted gn
the principle of paying the market price
for cheese and butter, say, for every 40
Ibs. of milk the price of one pound of
cheeso, less 2} cts. per pound for manu-
facturing, or forevery 25 Ibs. of milk,
the price of 1 Ih. of butter, less 6} cts.
per pound for manufacturing, the milk
to be hauled by and at the expense of
the factory, the whey to be the property
of the factory ?"

As questions similar to the above are
often raised by dairymen and factdry-
mengvho are contemplating the erection
of new factories, or changing from cheese
to butter, or thereverse, I send the
answer to the Apvocare, thinking it
might interest a good many others as well
as the enquirer.

Whether butter making or cheese
making will pay best depends something
upon circumsthnces. [Experience has
settled some points, and we may Use
them in comparing results. The cost of
manufacturing and fitting for market
will be the same for & given quantity of
milk,whether made into butteror cheese.
The making, therefore, need not
taken into account so fap as the above
question is concerned. - The same may:
be suid in respect to the cost of factory
and apparatus. Thiey will cost in either
ise, about the same. The hauling of
the milk will cost mere in the - cased
butter because it must be drawn twiee a
day, if the cream is raised at the factory.
It will cost, at the very lowest estimate,
50 cts. per 1001bs. to haul ,milkf
cheese, delivering once a day. To ul
the same for butter delivering twicl s
day, will cost one half more, say 75 cts.
