PREFACH,

I kncew that many, many people, es-})
pecially the so-called educated, having
glanced at thi§ article of mine and
secen what it is about, will shrug thelr
shoulders, smile contemptuously, am(ll
not read any further. “It is the same
old Non-Resistance. * * How is it he is
not yet tired of it?” they will say.

I know that will be so: Firstly, fot
people who call themselves learned,
and whose learning: dges nct accord
with what I say; secondly, for peo-
ple carried away by their & activity
as rulers -or “revelutionaries, whom
my article will present with the. di-
lemma of acknowledging as absurd
either the things they have been and
are doing and for the sawe of which
they have sacrificed so much, or what
I am now saying. It will be the same
for many so-called educated pecple,
who in the most important questions
of life are accustomed, without using’
their own heads, to adopt opinions
professed by the madajority of those
among whem they live and which jus-
tify the positions the@ hold.

But I know that -all ‘'who think for
tiiemselves and are as yet unspoiled
by the heap of empty, pseudo know-
ledge which in.our day is called sci-
ence, will be with me. I know this be-
cause for people who think for them-
selves, as well as for the vast major-
ity cf laboring men, the folly and im-
moralty of causing themselves useless
suffering are daily becoming more and
more evident. The formeér as well as
the lajter can jn our time no longer
help acknowledging the simple and’
now glaring truth, that to improve life
it is only necessary to'stop doing that
which causes these sufferings,

As far back as we know the social
life of man, we know that besides fam-
ily, tribal, - and -commercial relations
men were also bound together by the
subjection of the many. to one or sev-
eral rulers. This subjection of some
by others—of the majority by. the
minority—was so general to all: na-
tions, and had existed so long, that all
men, both those in power over = the
many and thosegq who submitted .to
them,; considered such an arrangement
of life inevitable; natural, and the only
one possible for .social human exist-
ence. The ruler§ considered that, be-
ing crdained by God Himself to have
power over the people, they ought to
try to use their power in the best
way to. secur& a damiet, peaceful, and
“happy life fortheir, subjects! =~ " |
This _ was oftén expressed by the,
teachings of the oldest and most nu-
merous part of mankind; in the relig-,
ious bocks of China and India, the
8hoo King, and the laws of Manu.
The subjects considered. that such an
arrangement of life was foreordained
by God and inevitable,” and therefore
they submitted meekly te power and
upheld it in order to enjoy as much
freedom of intercourse as pcssible with
other subjects who were under author-
ity like themselwes. .

rulers and by the ruled, not only as
not foreign to the 'Christian law ‘of
love, but as quie law ful and accor-
dant with it.

The maj-orit¥ of men now feel more
or less vividly'the necessity of arrang-
ing life on other hases than on vio-
lence. But the, old customs, traditions,
educaticn, habits, and “especially the
arrangement of life, are all such that
men desirous of doing things demand-
ed Dby the laws of love do them by
means of vidlance; that is to say, they

Thus, In our time, in the name cf
lIove and for the good of the people,
Revolutionists, Communists, and Anar-
chists perpetrate their destructions
and murders. In the name of love, toQ,
and again for the good ¢f the people
the Governments arrange their pris-
ons, fortresses, exile-gystems, and exe-
cutions. In the name of 'love and the
highest welfare, not of one, but of all
nations, diplomatists arrange their al-
liances and congresses, resting on.ever-
increasing and ever mgre elabcrately
armed armies. In the "“name of love
wealthy men, having gathered and re-
tained wealth, thanks to lJaws enforced
by violence, arrange all sorts of phil-
anthropic institutions, the gecurity of
which is again guarded by violence,

That is done everywhete,

The great, unnoticed evil of violence
is perpetrated for the gsake of things

~which appear gcod, and are intention-
ally paraded in that light. And, a8
must needs be the case, this not only
fails to improve our cendition, rut
makes it worse. Therefore the condi-
tion of men in our time deteriorates
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more and more, and has become fn-
comparably werse than that of men in
ancient times. It has grown worse, be—
cause the means of violence have in-
éreased a hundredfold, and the in—
crease in the means of violence has in- |
creased the evil done by.violence.
However cruel and inhuman . the
Neros and John the Terribles may
have been, they had not the means of
acting upon people that the Napoleons
and Bizmarks with their wars,and the
English Parliaments with their repres-
sion of Hindus, now have, or our Rus~
sian Schlusselburgs, hard labor, and
‘exiles. There were in olden times So-
lovey the Robbers, and - Pougatchefs
but there was not those means of
murder—bombs and dynamite—which
make it possible for one weak man to
kill hundreds. Tn ancient times some
were the” slaves of others, but there
was not the gen aererueslzi mf mmm
was not the general seizure of land
there is now, nor was there such diffi-
culty in obtaining the necessaries of
life, and, therefore there was not that
desperdate condition in which millions
of our unemployed now find them-\
selves—a position far worse than that
formerly endured by the slaves.
Today the workmen seek slavery
and endure suffering because they can-
not find a master owner. In our days,
jpst because it is not acknowledged
that violence causes evil, and because
this evil is hidden behind good inten-
tions,the condition of the of the work-~
ing masses (especially with the pre-
sent means of communication, arma-
ments, and the s leprivation of the
masses) has reachied the highest degree
of  destitution, and .their jirritation
against the rich and powerful thi
consciousness of the insecurity of their
position h#s reached its highest point,
as well as their fear of “and ill-will
toward the working people. \
It is-becoming even more and more-’
impossible for the life _of men, .rulers
or ruled, to continde .in its present
condition.. This is8 vividly felt by the
former as well as the latter. Life was
possible, with its division into dozens
of hostile States, with their Emperors,
Kings, armies, and diplomatists, and
their seizure of the fruits of the peo~
ple’s toil for'afmaments and the mainh-
ta!nance of armies, so long as each
nation naively imagined that ‘it alone
was a real nation, that all the others
were enemies and barbarians,and that
it was not only laudable to' devote
lebor and life to the defense of one’s
people and its ruldrs,but that this was
inevitabls, and as natural as to eat,to
marry, and to breathe. e
Such a life was possible when men
helieved poverty and riches to be con-
ditions foreordained by God, and when
the powerful and rich never doubted’
the lawfulness cf their position, but
in their.souls, before God, weére sincer-
ely proud of it, ‘considering themselves
to be a chosen, peculiar kind of men,
while the* common people,the *“villeins”

those who worked with their hands or

traded, they considered creatures of &
lower race, and when the subjected
and poor believed that. the powerful
and rich were really a peculiar kind
of men, ordained by God himself to
rule over them, just as for them them-
selves He had foreordained a life of
subjection and poverty. :

Such a life was possible” in the
Christian world, so long as it never'
entered the heads either of rulers or
of the ruled, to doubt the Catholic,
Orthodox-Greek, or Lufheran religions,
which were called Christian, though
they allowed not merely complete in-
equatlity bvut downright slavery,con-
sidered the Kkilling of human beings
permissible and even laudable, and
when people believed so firmly in this
artificial religion that it was not nec-
essary to defend it either by conscious
fraud or by force.

This went on for centuries, but the
t.me ecame when all that made such
a life possible began to cramble away
till at last the people of the whole
werld, and especially of Christendom,
became more or léss clearly comscjous
that not they alone—Germans, French,
Japanese and Russians—live in the
wcrld, and not they alone want to
safeguard the welfare of their nation,
and, therefore, all war, is not merety
ruinous to the masses ,who receive
no advantages; but only get priva-
tions from it, but is also quite un-
reasonable.

Besides this, the people of our time
have become more. or less clearly
conscious that the taxes taken from
iliem are not used for their. good, but
are, for the most part, spent on things
harmful to them: on wars, and on the
luxuries of their rulers; that wealth
is not something granted from above,
as they formally believed, but is the
fruit of a whole chain of deceptions,
extortions, and deeds of violehce
practiced on the laboring people. In
the depths of their soulg the powerful
and rich in our time know this, but
not havin gthe courage to give up
their position, either by rude violence,
fraud, or concessions ,they +try to
meintain it.

30 now, when, besides being divid-
ed into different nationalities, (some
hel¢  in subjection and anxious o
withhold freedom,) men are also
everywhere divided into two hostile
and embittered classes — the workers,
defrauded, humiliated, and conscious
<{ the infjgstice:of their position, and
the rulers and the rich, also conscious
of the injustice of their position, but
vet anxious to retain it at any cost,
and both for the attainment of their
gims are ready to commit, and actual-
ly are committing' the greatesf erimes
—fravds, robberies, spying, murders,
exy lcsions, -and executions—the condi-
ti)r of humanity has evidently become
such as cannot long continue.

It is true, there still are people who
wich to assure themsgelves and the
virkers that for the establishment
of a new order in which evil will not
exist and all will be happy,, just one
n.ore convincing defense of the exist-
ing injustice; one more beautiful
theor;' as to the arrangement of life
in the future, or just one more effort
life that was natural to our ancestors
a thousand years before our erd, but
which cannct now satisfy our spirit-
ual demands. The reason is, that we,
who more or less clearly realize love
as the basis whizh, replacing - force,
can and must unite men, still employ
that force which united men ' ih old
times, but is no longer suited to 18, is
contrary to our consdlotbness, and
therefore not conly fails to unite, but
now cven separates mankind.

Could an old man be happy, or rath-
er, could ke help being unhappy, if he
wighed to live the life of a youth; or &
grown-up man, if he wished to live the
}ife of a child? However much a man
might try to continue to live the life
of an age he had cutgrown, he would
be brought, willingly or unwillingly, if
not by his reason, then by his suffer-
ings, to live comfortably with his
age, : : ' :

It is the same with human socleties
and with mankind as a whole, if in its
life it is guided@ not by a consciousness
suitable to its growth, but by one it
has long outgrown. And -that is what
is happening tc mankind in our time.

We do not, and cannot, know the
conditions of birth, origin, or disap-
pearance, either of an individual or of
mankind, but within the limits of time
attainable by us we know quite surely
that the life of mankind has always
been, and still is, subject to the same
law of gradual growth 'and develop=
ment to which the life of an individual
is subject. ,

As we see in the life of each indlvid-
ual that the main direction of his ac~
tivity is guided by his understanding
of the meaning of life, that is, by his
conscious or unconscious religious
view of life, so we see the same in the
life of the whole of mankind.

And as it is natural and almost in<
evitable that an individual's ‘progress
should be hindered by the fact that,
being accustomed to the habitg of a
stage he has already outgrown, he is
reluctant and dilatory in abandoning™
them, and often giving himself up to
pursuits suitable to his former state,
intentionally tries by fictitious reason-
ings to justify this continuation in a
way of life no longer natural to him;
so also' humanity, clinging by natural
inertia to a previous and now out-
worn arrangement of life, justifies that
delay to itself by fictitious reasonings
which, in the case of humanity, al-
ways take the fdrm of pseudo-religious
beliefs, and equally false “scientific’”
theories.

There are many superstitions which
cause men. to suffer; but there is none
mecere general, or more harmful in its
results, than tlie one which assures
men that human consciousness (that
which finds expression in teachings
about the meaning of life, and about
the guidance for conduct flowing thenes
from, and that are vcalled. religions)
can stand still, and remain gnaltéred,
at all periods of humanlife.

It is this superstition—ecausing hu~
man societies to Mve according to re-
ligicus and scientific teachings whieh
always lag behind humanity’s contin-
ually developing: consclousness—tnat
has always been one of the chief sour<
ceés of those misfaortunes which have

LONDON, 'Oct.. 7.~That American
society women are becoming more and
more a power in England, and indeed, |
all over Europe, is increasingly self-
evident day by day, and, although at
one time they advocated a certain
freedom of life which laid them open
to much adverse criticism, it must he
confessed by all but the pertinaciously
inimical that the general trend of theim

They are always the most active
participators in the cause of charity.

The Recent Exceptional Tide Due to At-
~mospheric Conditions—High Tides and
the Flooding*of Dyked Marshes. "

LYW ¥

The recent high tide which occurred
on, October 1st was a very exceptional
one, as shown by the records kept by
the Tidal Survey in the Marine -De-

partment ,which extend back to the,

time of the well-known Saxby tide. In
addition to the tide tables which 'are
published annually by the Tidal Sur-
vey, Dr. W, B, Dawson, the superin-
tendent, has:collected careful records
of exceptional tides from the earliest
that can ,be obtained: and special

levels have been taken, and marks es- |
tablished on masonry buildings, to|

which the height of any exceptional
tides during the. last fifteen years have
been referred. Around the head of the
Bay of Fundy the levels of the dykes
as they exist have also been ascertain-
ed. If this were better understood it
could be taken advantage of locally
and ‘the dyk®s protecting the marshes
could be kept up to the necessary
level. This ‘could be done by reference
to bench marks which the Tidal Sur-
vey -has established around the head
of the bay.

The level reached by the recent:ex-
ceptional “tide was ascertained’ at
‘Moncton by Mr. E. P.-Cook, tort_nerly
harbor master there ,and.the records
kept, enable “its relation to other un-
usual tides to be known, The Saxby
tide of October '5th, 1869, rose to 26.09
feet above the' Monecton ecity datum.
The next highest tide on record oc-
curred October 12th 1887, and rose to
19.66 feet. 'The tide of August 2ist,
1899, and the recent tide on the 1st
instant, reached the same level, name-
ly, .19.30 feet above city datum, It will
thus be seen that it was within 4%
inches of the highest tide on record
since 1870. There are in the city of
Moncton three bench marks from
which levels ean be obtained; and the
dykes along the Petitcodlac river could
thus be brought up to a safe level,

. SBeveral bench marks have also been
established by the Tidal Survey in
the vicinity of Sackville and at the
head of Cumberland Basin. One of
these marks, which is cut on the en-
gine house of the Chignecto Marlne
Raillway, affords an accurate referénce
point for the Saxby tide, which . was
recorded by the engineers of the Bay
Verte Canal, It came with-
in 1.42 feet of this mark.
This bench mark .- ,also -preserves
8 record of the valuable. tide levals
taken for the Marine Railway. It
could .be ‘utilized #6 préyent the flood-
ing of the country in this region; as
the Tidal Survey has obtained records
of all exceptional levels of the tide for
a number of years, as well as the pre-
sent level of the dykes which defend

the extensive marshes between Sack-
ville and Amherst. The description of
the bench marks in this region is given
in'a paper entitled, “Tide Levels and
Datum Planes  in Eastern Canada,”
published in the transactions of the
Canadian Society of Civil Engineers
by Dr, Dawson, superinténdent of - the
Tidal Survey. - Figurés showing the
present levels of the top of the dykses
are also given in the Reports of Pro-
gresg of the Survey on Tides and Cur-
rentS. These can be had on application
by anyone who desires the informa-
| tion; -and there is. no doubt if this
were :better understood, a great deal of
damage might be ‘avoided by making
sure that the dykes were up to the
necessary level,

In the city of St-John the records
are unfortunately less complete; be-
chuse the reference marks were de-
stroyed in the great fire of 1877. Al-
though a great deal of trouble has
been taken to ascertain the tide levels
at earlier dates it has not been possible
to do so satisfactorily. If any mark
"is known to anyone, which represents
the level of the Saxby tide at St
John, . the information will be very
valuable to the Marine Department.

With regard to the explanation of
the recert exceptional tide, it occur-
red at the spring tides two days after
the full' moon,*and at a time when
the moon was in Perigee. It is a re-
markable ‘fct that thé distance of

in the Bay of Fundy quite as much
as the change from springs to neaps.
Hence in this instance the near ap-
proach of thé moon occasioned an ad-
djtiopal rise of the tide above ordin-
ary ‘springs,”. which  ‘was as 'much
again as the difference betwen the
neap and the spring tide, In the Bay
of Fundy it is this’ coincidence which
gives rise to exceptional tides, and the
only other circumstance, apart fn_)m
storm disturbance, is wheh the moon
is also at its highest ‘declination. The
two tides of "the day are then most
unequal, and one of the two may reach
an exceptional height. All these vari-
ations in the height of the tide are
shown in advance in the tide tables
for St. John. Its central position in
the Bay of Fundy thus enables it to
be used as an indjcation of high tides
throughout the ypper part of the bay,
even though the rise is there greater.
The day op which the greatest rise
will occur can thus be seen in advance;
and the ‘tinte of the tide at any local-
ity can be:knowm from the tidal dif-
ferences: given with the tide tables.

~ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 18.—The
censor has taken 'an unusual step
in suppressing the telegraphic reports
of the speech made at Ngwcast)e, Eng-
land, by Mr, Lloyd-Georgee, the. Eng-
lish chancellor ‘of the exchequer, on
the ground that its seftiments were
of existing institutions.

Speeches made in the British budget
campaign were previously reported
telegraphically at fair length. in view
of the interest in the movement to in-
troduce Brititsh ‘capital into Russia.
But Lloyd-George’s declaration that
it was time the laboring masses shook
off the tyranny of dukes and ground
landlords sounded. too much like the
Russian revolutfonary propaganda of
three years ago to suit the censor.
The Czar will be absent from Russia
at the opening session of the third
Duma. This is his own arrangement.
It supports other manifestations - of
imperial weariness toward the ulira~
conBervatives, who K has been looking
to his personal contifuance of the cam-
paign against the Duma. Their can-

didate in. the recent miniature national
elections, comprising St Petersburg,
Moscow and Odessa, polled less than
10 per cent. of the total vote although
they officially described themselves as
Monarchists. This marks the final fail-
ure of the reactionary obstructionists ]
and their friends at court. prefer now
to divert the Czar’s attention from the
domestic situation to the question of
his international prestige.

One of the first resolutions the Duma
will be asked to take is the extension
of Russia’s military administration to
Finland, bringing its nearest provinge,
Viborg, under direct control of A
Petersburg. The leading jingo writers
in the capital are seeking to provoke
the Finns to armed resistance.

The Novoe 'Vremya’s politicial diar—
ist, Mentchikoff, draws a parallel be-
tween the attitude of the Finms and
that of the Transvaal before the Boer
war.

PURSUED 10 DAYS

Posses Find the Body on the
Summit of a

Mountain

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 18.—Willie
Boy, the Piute Indian desperado, for
whom three armed posses have béen
searching the San Bernardino desert,
was found dead yesterday on the sum-
mit of the Bullion mountain, where he
had been making his final stand.

He had killed himself with the last
shot in his rifle and had been dead
several days.

Willie Boy made his stand on the
mountain against the posses of
Sheriff Ralph on the afternoon of
Oct, 7 after being pursued for ten days
across the most barren section of the
western desert.

Among the Plute Indians Willie Boy
, was regarded as a Lothario. On Sep-
tember 26 he murdered Mike Boniface,
an-old Indian, and fled with the lat-
ter's' 15-year-old dgughter. Four days
later the posses found-the girl's body.
She had been beaten and finally mur-
dered when she became too éxhausted
to keep up with her fleefhg lover.

During the battle on Bullion moun-
tain, Willi¢ Boy wounded three mem-
bers of the posse, killed three of their
horses and finally forced them to
abandon the attack temporarily.

The information that Willie Boy had
killed himself brought a feeling of re-
lief to officers of the Indian service,
who feared that the desperado might
stir up considerable trouble among
some of the government’s wards on
reservations near Bullion mountain.

The government was in sympathy
with the action of the state’s posses,
and took precautionary measures to
prevent any possible aid being given
to Willie Boy.

HANGED HIMSELF N

Strange Religious Bellefs Held by Wurkum

These operations were
undertaken for the - purpose of estab-
lishing effective administration over a
territory so little known that in many
cases the villages visited had never
before been seen by a white man,

The relations between the Govern-
ment and the Wurkman people — the
trihe chiefly concerned — had_ never
been friendly, and the three expedi-
tion:: praviously sent against them
having had no satisfactory result, a
fresh force was sent into the country
in eonsequence of attacks upon trad-
ers, and also for the purpose of final-

ly bringing the Wurkum under con-.

trol.

The people are described as being of
the lowest type, every village being
cannibal. Workship consists of the
worst form of fetish., In most cases
he entire population is stark-naked.
The force started from Gateri, on the
borders of the Balchi and Muri pro-
vinces, some 30 miles. north of the
Benue, and marched in a southeast di-
rection, over entirely new country, of
which nothing was known except the
extremely bad character of the people.
The first places visited are described
as ‘“shocking,” the 'lnhabitants being
among the lowest. Their persons were
g0 offensive that even the native sol-
diers were unable to remain near
them, Some hundreds of these pagans
assembled whilé the Political Officer
explained to them the wishes of the
Government.

SOME STUBBORN FIGHTING.

As the patrol proceeded they found
the inhabitants all working in their
fields fully armed with spears and
shields. ‘A large meeting of the people
was called, and it was decided not to
agree to the terms proposed by the
Pritish as punishment for the killing
and eating of seven men.

On the expiration of 24 hours’ grace
the force marched into the town which
wasg cleared after considerable opposi-
tion. Two counter attacks were beat-
en off, the leading man being shot at
eight paces. During the fighting, in
which the pagans lost 40 killed and
20 wounded a native sergeant, who
was in charge of some of the sections,
displayed considerable gallantry.

As a result of these operations the
people became quite friendly, and it is
not anticipated that they will glve
further trouble,

The cause of almost all the intet-
tribal fighting is the women and the
very common practice of taking wives
without payment. There exists among
certain of the tribes a custom of a
regular exchange of wives, which
leads to many complications. At the
gsame time the married women are
perfectly moral and adultery is un-
known. i

BELIEVE IN TRANSMIGRATION.

The religious bellefs of these pagans
are interesting. They believe in the
transmigration of souls, a man being
in their view reborn by the same mo-
ther after death. An evil man’s soul
becomes a wftch whose fate is death
by burning. In some cases the people
worship a diety who, at their religious
celebrations, is represented as armed
with a long horn which he blows at
intervals. Sometimes this diety is
fully clothed, on other occasions he
is absolutely naked.

One of the pagan deitles kills all
women who see him, At a place called
‘Baghima was seen an iron spear plac-
ed in. the ground at a spot held in
great reverenlce, and worshipped by
the people at night. . In many of the
houses were found wooden idols which
are not objects of worship n them-
selves, but are as a rule images of de-
parted pagans.

The patrol had great difficulty in
obtaining guldes owing to rumors of
previous guides having been eaten.

Among- thé people there exists a
curipus custom of employing herulds
who even In the time of warfare are
allowed to pass with safety from one
belligerent village to another.

As a result of the patrol the pagan
region fn' guestion will be effectively
administered.

He and his
female accomplice made it their busi-
ness, as it is alleged, to pry inty the
inner lives of the rich and noted pee-
ple of the land, and it is Zfurther
charged that, having found something
of an unpleasant nature connected
with their lives, which, for many rea-
sons, they would not care (o ses in
print, Dahsel would send ths ~womun
Emil Schuwardt to them, on some pre-
text or ether, and, incidentauy, it
would be meéntioned that the “Wahr-
heit” would in a future number be
printing, for the edification »f Ber-
liners and the world in general, the
gcandal or story which affected the
person in question.

ANOTHER DOMESDAY BOOK

One of the interesting features of
the much discussed British budget is
the” provigion for a  complete survey
and revaluation of all the land in the
Tnited Kthgdom. The last great sur-
vey of the kind was made by William
the Conqueror, shortly after the Battle
of Hastings, so that it has stood for
about eight hundred and  fifty
years. And Willlam’s famous sur-
vey was ail incorporated in the cele-
brated “Domesday Bodk,” which now
lies in the Record Office, in Chancery
Lane, London.

The immense value of the “Domes-
day Book’ has always been recogniged
by the State, and it has ever been
jealously guarded. There are two vol-
umes of it; the first has 382 pages, and
the second 450. All these are double
vages; writtci®on vellum,  in srmall
handwriting, - which" is; nevertheless,
fairly plain, even after all this lapse
of years.

No other country possesses anything
like this wonderful ‘“Domesday Book”
as a record of its size, estates, Te—
sources, etc., of nearly 1,000 years égo.
The book is unigue, and priceless; and
George III. so well saw this that he or-
dered reprints to be made of it, so
that if it ever became destroyed oy
accident its contents might not be
lost. Queen Victoria went even fur-
ther, She ordained that every two
pages of it separately should be re-
produced, just as they stood, by photo-
zincography, that the country might
have exact copies of every bit of it in
the event of any unfortunate accident
to the original. !

This survey of the land has been
England’s guide and standard of right
and wrong with regard to ownership
for over 800 years. In all disputes con-
cerning’ these questions the authority
of the “Domesday Book” has been
taken, and accepted by the judges and
law officials as the last word. The
famous record gives the name of the
owner of each manor at the time the
survey was taken; alse, who held it
before him, in the Confessor’s reign;
how many hides were on the land;
how many plows in the demesne; how
many villeins, or servants of the lord;
how many cottagers, and how many
farmers as tenants; how many house-
held retainers; how muth woodland
and pasturage; the number of mills
and streams; and the then estimated
value of the estate.

In spite of the tremendous fluctua-
tion of walues and incomes during ail
these centuries, it is the astounding
fact that the Domesday Book’s statis-
tics are still the basis of British as-
sessment, and that many large estates
are still paying rates on the value of
the property as estimated over 860
years ago. Surely it is time for a new
deal. %

The . extent of this undertaking may
be estimated from the fact that it is
expected to cost over $10,000,000 to
carry out, and that it will take several
years from its start ere it can pos-
sibly be cempleted, despite the large
number of men who will be engaged
in it, and their great ability. For the
most exact measurings and details
must be taken of every estate. There

And as for private houses there is
no end. Beyond the miles and miles
of modern houses where the great bulk
of - the population lives there stretch
out suburbs where five years ago cows
were herded. For héautiful houses and
grounds and genefal effect these sub-
urbs -do- not' lower' their fligs to Rése-
dale of Westmount. Here the con-
struction materials are usually brick
or stone, and advantage has been taken
of the contour of the ground and of
the groves of native oaks ‘and elmsto
enhance the beauty of the surrouni—
ings, Palaces are as common in Win-,
nipeg today as comfortable houses
were ten years ago.

ANOTHER SEARCH FOR THE
SPANISH GALLEON TREASURE

Modern Machinery to be Used in Operatons in
Tobermory- Bay, Isle of Mull

R

Arother search is to be made for
the = treasure of the famous Tuscany
gallean Admijral of IMlorence, which
was one of the ships of the :Spanish
Armada, and which, after fleeing'
north about <from the- English ships,
was blown up in Tobermory Bay, in
the Isle of Mull

The Duke of Argyll has granted a
lease, to explore the-bed ~of the bay
for the hull - and 1its. contents to
Lieut. Colonel Kenneth Mackenzie
Foss.

Colonel Foss will employ the most
modern type of ore-ﬂn.dlng apparatus
to locate the position of the galleon,
which is believed to lie under at least
twenty-five feet of sand.

When it has been found he will use
two sand pumps and two,-powerful
pumps with a lifting capacity which
will strip the hull of its overlie in
three or four working days.

It is' uncertain ‘what treasure the
galleon had on board. Ashley wrote to
Walsingham soon after she sank that
she was ‘“one of the Ilargest in the
whole fileet, and commanded by a
grandee of the first rank, and. was
always served in silver plate.”

Tradition says that she carried 30,-
000,000 . ‘““pesas of eight” and a crown
for the Spanish prince who was in-,
ténded to occupy the throne of Eng-
land.

It is belleved that, apart from the
bullion, there are at ledst forty large
cannon _and a quantity of cannon balls
in the hull' which will make the ore-
finding apparatus operative.

A second ' attempt at salvage was
made in 1730, and a very fine bronze
gun was recovered bearing the date
1584 and the fleur de lis of Francis I.,
as well as gold and silver coins,
About five years ago Captain - Wil
liam Burns, of the Glasgow Salvage
Assoclation, obtained a lease’ to work
the vessel from the present Duke of
Argyll, and his efforts during three
seasons weré attended with a consid-
erable amount ™ of success. Breech-
loading cannon, swords, pistols and
cannon balls were recovered, as well as
coins which, though of the face value
of only three or four shilllngs, realized
from two to threé guineas apiece when
sold by auction in London.

STORY OF THE GALLEON.

There are many romantic versions
of the history of the Admiral of FPlor~
ence. Oné of ‘the best known is that a
couple ‘of nights. before the sailing of
the Armada, one of the Infantas
dreamed that she was fated to embark
in the galleon, and there. appeared to
her with perfect distinctness the feat-
ureg’ and form of a foreign nobleman,
whom she was to marry when the fleet
arrived at Its destination.

Accordingly, against all the  remon=
strinces of her relations, the Infanta
is said to have sailed on her,

The galleon fled to Tobermory Bay,
and ‘having sent a boat ashore to.ob«
tain. water and provisions, the Span-
ish commander entered into: friendly
relations with the head of ‘the Clan
Maclean, - who was invited to go on
board. b :

Immediately the Infanta set eyes
on him. she declared that this  was
the man,she had seen in her dream,
and he was to be her future husband.
Incidentally, it may be noted that 1588

‘was a leap-year.

Unfortunately Maclean was already
married; but- the Infanta would suf-
fer no interference with what she con-
sidered to be the workings of fate,
and- subsequently = an attempt. ‘was
made.to carry off theschlef of the cisn
and a few of his followers.

LONDON, Oct. 10.—8ir Daud:r *rvn-
ton discusses the queation ¢f fatigue
in a long paper in the Practitioner.

“Ome oconstantly hears the como:mint
“rom pwtients;” he- writes, “that ‘they
are always  tired, 'and indeed some
people  avold working on the gpound
that they are constantly ‘ired. Qiler
pesple- term them simply lagy, but-it
is quite possiible that in manyof. these
-cases. there .is .some physical condition
in the person which remnders exertion
-specially .distasteful-to - him, although
other people cannot observe it.”

In discusssing the relation between
mental and physical fatigue he says:

“It is clear that in vegard to fatigue
the brain and the muscles go together,
and it is e mistake to regard muscu.
Jar fatigue as a. stimulus to the
brain, or mental fatigue as a stimulus
to the muscles.” Long continued mus-
cular exertion renders the bral nan-
aemic. 3

This fact the famous physician illus-
trates in the following story; ;

“Many years ago, I used to ‘write
for a medical periodical. On Teturn-
ing home one day, after a very heavy
day’'s work at the hospital, and feeling
completely exhausted, I found a note
from the editor: ‘Please let me have
an article on such and such a subject
tonight.” I sat down with pen and
paper before me, but not' a word could
I write.

“Then I lay back lazily, and began
to speculate as to the cause of my
want of ideas. I thought: “The brain
is the same as it was yesterday, but
yesterday I was not tired; perhaps it
s the feebler circulation that prevents
the brain from acting. If the blood
does not go up‘to ‘the brain, 1 may
bring the brain ‘down ‘to the blood.” I
thérefore placed my head flat.on the
table, “looking sideways at the paper,
and begen to write easily.

“On raising' my head again every
$dea fled, ‘#0 I/placed my head again
down on the table;:and finished the-ar-

~tielé withimy "head in that position.

“A similar instance was afforded by
the practice of the late W. G. Lecky,
the historfan. He had a large, mag-
nificent head, mounted upon a long
meck and a willowy body. He found
out that his circulation was not suffi-
_ciently strong to raise the blood to his
brain in sufficient quantity for the
funetional activity in the upright po-
sition. .

“A mutual friend informed me that

he wrote ‘his ‘History’ lying upon the
sofa. I was 80 much interested in the
question that I asked Mr. Lecky him-
self. He told me that this was a mis-
take, that he did not lie down, but
actually wrote kneeling on a sofa
which had a large, broad head to it.
" “This served him for a writing table,
and in this kneeling position he wrote
all' his works, the blood having thus
to travel to his brain in a horizontal
line, instead of upward against the
force of grawity, as it would have had
to-do in the sitting- position.”

In the course of the article Sir Lau-
der Brunton' makes the following spec-
ulation: o

“I do not know that it is right to
@ssume that in nervous Americans
‘worry produces fatigue more readily
than in- othéts, 'but it would almost
seem. 80, if we may judge from the
faet that they very commonly say ‘you
make -me tired, instead of saying ‘you
trouble me’ or ‘you worry me.’” :

The ' unsociability of "the average
Englishman, especially in public and
semi-public places, is proverbial.

Stead comes along with a scheme to
break down this national quality, His
object, he says, “is to get rid of the
loneliness of Londen—one of its greate
est curses; to overcome the prevalent
standoffishness; to avoid the formality
of introductions and promote friendly
feelings among people who otherwise
would not know each other. Personal-
ly, I am willing to talk to anybody in
the wide world—always provided, of
course, that he won’t pick my poc-
kets.”

Year—Improving Harbors

Naw  Deparimeatal Bulidiogs —What the
Depu’y Has™ to Say -About
St. John Harbor.

OTTAWA, Oct. 18.—~During the fiscal
year ending March 3lst last, the de-
bartment of Public Works: expended
$14,784,7388, of which only $1,867,346 was
chargeable to capital account, while
$12,292 369 was chargeable to income.
Of the expenditure $5,845,28¢ were spen!(
on public buildings, $4,547,773 on-dredzg-
ing, $3,305,929 on harbors -and rivers,
and $535,486 on telegraphs,

In the annuxl report. to the depart-
ment, the deputy minister, J. B, 1Iun-
ter, called attention to the construction
of more and .Jarger graving docks to
keep pace with the increase in the
Canadian lake marine, He notes that
the first company to take advauiage
of the act passed last year providing
for a subsidy of three per cent up to
$45,620 per annum for twenty years cn
dry docks built in Canada, was the
Vancouver Dry Dock and Shipbuilding
Company,which entered into an agroe-
ment with the department last gummer
for the construction of a floating dock
in Vancouver harbor capable of hanu-
dling vessels up to a tonnage of eleven
thousand. Two other applications
for subsidies ar: at present under ¢on-
sideration by the department ,one from
the Sault Ste Marie Dry Dock and
Shipbuilding Company, for the con-
struction of a graving dock, ship-
building and repair plant at the Soo,
and the other from the Thunder Bay
Drydock and ghipbuilding Co., for the
erection of a -floating dock at Port
Arthur, Itisalso proposed to meet the
needs of Canadian marine on the Up-
per St, Lawrence and on Lake Ontarlo
by leasing the Kingston drydock to a
private company which is prepared to
establish a 'suitable repair plant cap-
able. of taking care of the largest ves-
sels that can be accommodated at the
dock, The announcement of this l~ase
will be made in a few days.

During last year works of harbor and
river improvement, exclusive of dr2dz-
ing were carried on at 769 points of the
Dominion. Mr, Huntéer states that the
department is bending its energies to
g0 improve Canadian harbors on the
Great Lakes that Canadian 'route
for exports from the west to the =eéa-
board will eventually be able control
the whole traffic. Both the above-
mentioned harbors are being developad
in accordance with a comprehensive
plan to a depth of 25 feet,

‘With respect to the proposéd: new
departiental bufldings in Ot-
tawd ~  the'" repdrt ‘states ™“’that
the ' chief engineer has now al-
most completed plans and specl_ﬂcations
for a new departmental block
facing on Major Hill Park. The new
structure will afford accommodation
for all services now scattered in rent-
ed buildings throughout the capital.
The new building will be six stories in
Leight, 567 in length and 190 i depth,
and will be architecturally an equal to
any of the other government pyildings

Spirit of Lefevre, the De
Aviator, Told Him H

PARIS, Oct. 18.—W. T. Stead relates
in the Matin a conversation with M.
Lefevre, the dead aeroplanist, which
he states took place in “Julia’s Bu-
reau,” the call office for spirits in
Mowbray House, Norfolk street,
Strand. ’

The members of the Julia’s Bureau
(he says) met every morning at ten
o'clock to confer with their directress,
who, visible to the clairvoyants, occu-
ples the presidential chair of the gath-
éring.  After having received two brief
messages from Julia the clairvayant
sald: ;I now quote the following notes
taken down in the secretary’s note-
book:

“If you go to Chalond I go_ with
you.”

Mr. Stead—Who is it who speaks?

The Clairvoyant—( have been dead
some time. My name is Lefevre.

‘“‘Strange as it may seem,” Mr. Stead
here interpolates, ‘‘this name awoke no

memory in me. I was abroad when
Lefevre was killed, and I thought that
this might be some one who died a
long while ago. None of those present
recognized the name.”

Next
day Julia remarked ip the course of
her communications: *“That man called
Lefevre says that he will go with you
to Chalons. He hopes you will go.”
“HOW IT FEELS 70 DIE.” A

Mr, Stead—Ask Lefevre if he is the
man who was killed in an aeroplane
accident?- Yes, I thought you knew
it. . !

Mr. Stead—You can communicate di~
rectly with me. Do you speak Eng-
lish? Wo, not much; but I transmit
my thoughts to the medium and he
translates them into English.

My, Stead—What was {t.caused your
rapid fall? I did not have time to
think. You scarecely have time to re-
flect when you fall. .

Mr. Stead—In_ your unexpected fall
did you keep pour presence of mind?
This is what I felt. I was conscious
that I was falling. but before touching
the ground I lost consciousness. I felt
no pain nor any sensation in my phy-
sical body. It semed to me thst my
spirit was projected out of it: I had a
sensation of rapid rotatinng beneath
me, my mortal remains and the ma~
chine. - It was not disagreeable. I ob-
served, too, that a being who was very
powerful and who calmed me was néar
me, and tomorrow this same being will
try to write .by your hand when you
are at Chalons.

Lefevre asked Mr. Stead to warn M.
Bolotoft, another aviator, at Chalons,
that his motor would not work prop-
erly.

Mr, Stead adds that he went-to Cha-
lons on the following  Monday -and
warned Bolotoff of Lefevre's advice.
The~motor was tested with extreme
thoroughrniess, and seemed in the most
perfect order until' M, Bolotoff took
his-seat in‘ his aeroplane. Then the
motor would not work, the starting
handle broke¢, and the experiments had
to be abandoned.

Mr. Stead ‘‘guarantees the absolute
accuracy of the above account, which
is confirmed by the shorthand notes
and by the declarations of four or five
persons who heard the warning.”

boys, but the spirit of sport soon seized

This incident is one of many that are
occurring in New York public schools
under the stimulus of New York’s
schacl department of physical training.
Dr. C. Ward Crampton is head of this
department, and Dr. Crampton says
there avon’t be 4 boy or gir, young
man or young woman in New. York
who will need reformation when the
system is fully developed.

Dr. Crampton says: “‘Glve me simply
the perilous spare time of the young
people, the afternoons and Saturdays
of the children and the evenings and
Sundays of. our young men and young
women, and I will answer for their
morals.” .

To begin with, tag and puss-in-the-
corner and other young folks’ games
have won a regular place in the school
curriculum. In all the primary grades
two short periods a day are given over
to' romping games. The result is seen
when geography and arithmetic—some
teachers have even said grammar—are
attacked with zest: and bright eéyes
and ruddy cheeks are now more the
rule in elementary schools.

One year ago few of the school yards,
Oor none, were systematicaly used for
the mental and physical well-being of
the ¢hildren. Today there are - 120
school yards given over to organized
play. Here the beyish energy which
taunts the policeman and torments the
fruit vender and seeks ways to break
the new law in the streets vents itself
on the chinning bar, in the broad jubmp,
in pitched battles of shinny and of
prisoner’s base.

The children just think they are
playing, but the)school authorities say
that in these play times ‘“Nature’s own
method supplements the artificial class
room; teaching.”. They - are inspired
with a world-old, idea which.is. eternal-
Iy new.

PLAY NATURAL DISCIPLINE.

This idea is that organized play is
more fundamentally educational than
the three R’s, and that prisoner’s base,
kick the wicket and all co-operativa
physical games have a pedagogical
value in inculcating courage, tenacity,
fair play, cheerfulness under failure
an® Most of the rules that keep civil-
ization running' smootHly. Or, as Dr.
Crampton puts it when summing up
the principles underlying all the work
of the department of physical training,
“play, not discipline, is the true nat-
ural disciptine” =~ - 2 i

And to' illustrate this prineiplé, ~Dr.
Crampton says: “For ages the child
had no other means of education than
play. By organized play the child
learns the virtues and the social qual-
ties long before the names of moral
qualities are learned or those names
can even be spelled.”

But to leave the' theory and return
to the practice, last year the publie
8chools: turned out 177 all-round base-
ball teams, and in basket ball there
was even a better record of 125 teams.
Such an athletic output meant daily
practice for the boys in the school
yards, in the gymnasiums and on the
r00f play grounds.

The
discovery created some excitement in
his mind, and without lookiing for fur-
ther portions of a decayed corpse, he
hurried home with what he had found.
On Saturday morniing, to satisfy him-
self that what he found was a human
skull, be brought it in to Dr. Geo. A.
Hetherington, Sydney street. The doc-
tor informed young Belyea that his
find was a human skull! and the boy
left it in the care of the physician.
Dr. Hetherington at once notified Cor-
oner D. E. Berryman of the discovery.
Dr, Berryman viewed the skull and
asked Dr. Hethérington to send young
Belyea to see him about the matter.
It is understood that'the coroner has
not yet questioned the boy coneerning
the matter, but when he does it ig al-
together likely that further ‘dnquiries
and investigation will be made.

The skull 1is complet¢ with the
exception of the lower Jjaw,
It has never.been . fractured  or
anything of that kind. From the ap-
pearance of the.skull Dr,-Hethering-
ton told a Sun reporter last night that
the person might have been dead any
length of time from three to twenty
years.

It is

possible that the remaining

bones of the skeleton are in the vicin-
ity of the place where the skull was
found but‘may be hidden from viéw
slightly on aceount of being smaller
than the skull. The body never having
keen buried it is certain that the un-
fortunate person met with a violent
death or died suddenly from heart faii-
ure.
It will be remembered that among
those who suddenly disapneared within
he last twenty years, three of them
weére supposed te have gone in the
vieéinity of the Black River road. Rob-
ert Horn, about seventeen years of age,
went out fishing 'one day accompanied
by his dog. He was thén about sixty-
y-ars of age and said before lcaving
thrat he was going to Brandy Brook
fishing. It was supposed that the dog
would' turn up later, and probably a
clue wouldbe furnished to the mys-
tery, but nothing has since been heard
of old man Horn'or his idég. Horn
was born in the old country, but came
to St. John to accept a position as
hookkeeper with Daniel & Boyd, who
then kept a store on Market Square.
Again, about twelve years ago, James
Patterson, who was then a ticket sel-
ler at the Opera” House and ‘'a young
man of about twenty-eight years of
age, disappeared suddenly. He also
went fishing in the vicinity of the
Black River road and has not been
seen or heard of since.
" A man' named McLaughlin, an em-

HALIFAX, Oct. 19. —Charges; insti-
gated by the TUnited Mine Workers
of America that there is a combina-
tion amceng the coal operators of Nova
Scotia to keep up prices and restiret
outputs are now being invegtigated in
the Halifax police court. Alexander
Dick, general sales agent of the Do-
m!nion Coal Co., and John R. Cowans,
general manager of the Cumerland
Rallway and Coal Company, appeared
before Stipendiary Fielding today in
answer to information laid by J. B.
MeLaughlin, district secretary- of the
U. M. W., claiming that a combination
was formed by the two defendants and
James R. Ross in the year 1909 or
thereabouts, and that these persons
with others are still keeping this com-
bination in force. The proceedings
lasted all day long. But two witnesses
were examined, most of the time being
taken up with arguments as to the
admissability of evidénce.

R, "Morrow, Halifax agent oOf the
Dominion Coal ‘Co., who was 'still on
the witness stand when court adjourn-
ed at six o'clock tonfght, stated in the
afternoon that while he was never
informed that there was any agree-
ment between operators to divide up
Iocal business, he inferred that there
was -an agreement batween operators
tétdivide up local business he inferred
that’there was!

NEW YORK, Oct. 19.—Five thousand
men and womeh met tonight in Car-
negie Hall and Shook their fists across
seas at King Alfonso and others whom
they hold responsible for the death of
Francisco Ferrer, who was shot last
week’ at Barcelona as a revolutionist.

“The echp of that'shot  will shake
down every throne in Christendom,”
declared Charles HEdward Russell,
chairman of the meeting.

“Now is the time for us to dip our
hands in the- blgod of a martyr and
protest tyranny and absolutism,” he
continued.. “Why does . America, keep
silent at this time?”

Resolutlons were . adopted declaring
that “in the light of ‘all known facts,
Ferrer's life was taken bécayse of his
unselfish devotion to the work of edu-
cation .and enlightennient.

“We denounce the murder of Ferrer

j-and we trust that his .memory will

stimulate “our. Spanish Brotheérs to in-

Of late years the native Methodist
churches of Japan had been of the
opinion that the time had arrived when
they could dispense with the services
of a Canadian missionary leader, but
time had taught them that this lead-
ership is‘a vital necessity:

Rev. Mr, Steel ig returning from Ot-

tawa, wheré he was present at the ses—
siong”of- the General Board of Mis-
sions, representing the N. B. and P.
E. Island conference. He is at present
stationed in’ Bedeque, P. E. 1., but is
well remembered here as a former
pastor of Portland Street Methodist.
° The Canadian Methodist Mission
Board, said Rev. Mr. Steel, knows for
a certainty that.its annual income will
within five years amount to $750,000.
This anitcipation is based upon the de-
cision of the board to raise its annual
estimate by $50,000. In taking over the
control of the London Mission-
ary Society in West China,
the Canadian Methodist’ Church
was - assuming supervision over inhrse
adjacent provinces which have a popu-
lation of 40,000,000 people.

Rev, K Mr. Steel was very much im-
pressed at the board by the character
of the laymen acting upon the commit-
tees. They showefl, he thought, in*l-

‘ligence, piety, and business capacity

Colin King, one of the best known
and most highly respected residents
of the Parish of Wilmot, Carleton
County, died at his home in Lakeville
on Sunday last.
