London, April 29.—The Ulster crisis |

Prepared to Resist,

The Government has learned that |
the Ulster Volunteers have made ac-!
ive preparations to resist any attempt
by troops to seize arms taken into

Ireland by gun-runners.

They are franticaiiy distributing the
veapons before the:rr forcible con-
iscation can be effected. The Volun-
ceers boast that they have already |
placed barbed wire to prevent a rapid !
wdvance by scldiers and have secured |
dynamite with which to blow up all|
the railroad bridges leading to Ulster.

In the meantime they are tapping
telegraph lines and learning the con-
tents of all the messages sent out by
the Army headquarters.

Eleven Ships of War Are Now An-
chored in Belfast Bay.—Ulster
Wildly Excited.

SAID TO HAVE TROOPS
TO REPLACE DISAFFECTED

VYolunteers Warned to Keep Close
Wateh On Their Stores of
Arms,

Belfast, April 29.—A cordon of war-
ships haS been thrown around Ireland
by the English Government, to check
he operation of the “gun-runners,”
and the smuggling of arms and am-
munition.

Eleven vessels have arrived in Bel-
fast Bay and dropped anchor. The
fleet is the most imposing armada that
England has yet sent to curb the hos-
tile Ulsterites.

The squadron includes fleet crisers
which can run down the fastest smug-
gling ship afloat, and gunboats that
can operate on shore, and capture
contraband supplies.

Wild Excitement.

Wild excitement was caused here by
the news of the arrival of the war-
ships. Reports were circulated that
the vessels had brought troops, who
in Ireland refused to -take action
against the people of Ulster.

Great crowds hastened to Bangor,
which is twelve miles from the city,
and stood w hours watching the ves-
sels. Bangor Castle was besieged by
a mob, struggling to reach the Castle
towers, in order to get a better view of
the fleet.

In the meantime the news was flash-

LITTLE BOY
1S KILLED
BY A HORSE

James, Four-year-old- Son of -Mr. and
Mrs. Michael Power, of Hamilton
Street, Knocked Down by a Horse
and Almost Instantly Killed.—
Spectators Say the Driver Was Not
to Blame.

Yesterday afternoon another fear-
ful fatal accident oceurred, shoek-
ing the whole community.

It is a very serious matter to the men
and to the owners, and something
must be done in the matter.

We suggested first that the voyage
terminate on April 15th, but the mer-
chants objected to this very strongly
for they elaimed that under such con-
ditions it would be impossible for the
wooden ships to get any old seals.

They say they get the old seals be-
tween the 20th and the end of April,
for it was easier to get them at that
time and that in most if the seasons
it was at that period that the wooden
steamers got most of their old seals.

There is nothing to
prevent him from doing this, and he
could easily get five hundred men
from Catalina, Melrose, Bonavista, El-
liston and vicinity, if they did net
have to stay out the whole time,

Not Much Trouble,

The same would apply to other
places, such as Fogo. It would not
be much trouble to land these men,
for the steamers are usually right off
the coast on the 10th April, and it is
only a maiter of twenty-four hours to
land the erews and put to sea again.
