Reported That 44 Vessels
Seized by South Ameri-
can Country.

New York, March 17.—A news

a.ency despatch from London to-day |

says forty-four German ships has been
seized by the Brazilian government,
according to desaptches from Liver-
pool. The German vessels were mer-
chantmen which had been interned in
Brazilian ports at the outbreak of the
war.

It is understood that Brazil has act-
ed to meet a shortage of transport re-
quirements, It is also pointed out
here that Berlin has persistently dis-
regarded Brazil’s efforts ‘o obtain re-
lease of coffee seized by the Germans,
and valued at $7,000,000 the property
of San Paulo Government.

CONVERTING WOOD INTO
METAL.

To convert wood to the resemb-
lance of metal, it is first placed in a
bath of caustic alkali at a tempera-
ture of about one hundred and ninety
degrees Fahrenheit, where it remains
two or three hours, the time depend-
ing on the porosity of the wood. It
is next treated to a bath of hydrosui-
phate of calcium, where it remains
for twenty-four hours, when a con-
centrated solution of sulphur is add-
ed. After remaining in this mixture
for twenty-eight hours, the wood is
rerr}oved to a bath of acetate of lead,
which is kept at a temperature of onz
hundred degrees Fahreiheit. Here
it rests for fifty hours at a tempera-
ture of one hundred and seventy de-
grees Fahrenheit, when the process 1s
completed.

Says the Hamilton Herald (Inde-
pendent) “Sir Robert Borden having
promised that if any member of the
opposition should bring direct char-
ges against the old shell committee
or any member of the government 1n
tonnection with the transactions of
the committee, such charges would
be investigated, Hon. Wm. Pugsléy
has accepted the challenge. Yester-
day he made’ formal charges against
the committee and also against the
fninister of militia, whom he accused
of confiivirig with -the committee in
#ts misdoings. He assumed personal
‘fesponsibility for his charges, which
means that if upon investigation they
prove not to be well founded he will
retire from parliament.

‘At first glance it looks as though
Mi. Pugsley had pushed the govern-
ment into a-corner and that it would
be compelled either to yield and or-
der an investigation or go back on
the ptemier’s promise. But a careful
reading of “the charges shows that
Mr. Pugsley is taking no chances. He
js a very ingenious tactician, and in
this case he has cleverly schemed to
produce a dramatic political effect to
discredit the - government - without
committing himself to any definite
charge. In his accusations against the
shell commiittee he does mot venture
to impute any corrupt or criminal ac-
tion or intent; he alleges nothing
worse than extravagance and in-
competence—vague, general charges
which have been repeated in and out
of parliament until the public has
grown rather weary of them. That
there was extravagance at the outset
i§ probably true; the dominant idea
was to get work done, regardless of
dost. Perhaps there was incompet-
ence; too; but you can’t punish mem-

It was anncunced in the lobby of
the House of Commons that a con-
ference will take place Saturday at
the war office between the higher
military authorities and the recruiting
commanders, when the whole require-
ments of the army in regard to men
will be fully discussed and explained

It is stated that the widespread agi-
tation on the part of the married men
has already interferred somewhat w.ta
the war office arrangements, but
there is little doubt that the calling
up of further groups of married men
has been briefly postponed. 3

Among the proposals now being
| considered, is that of extending the
military age for single men to 45
years. There is also 2 w1'dcspread
eeling that the compulsion  act
should be extended to the married
men as a considerable part of the ill-
feeling among the married men now
being called up, is due to the fact that
those who voluntarily enrclled under
‘he Derby act, must go into the army
while the married men who daclined
‘he invitation to enroil, are allqwed
to continue in their civil occupations.

banguet held last night at the Y. M.

There was a.short toast list, replied
to by several of the boys, who carried
themselves well on their first attempt
at public speaking. The address of the
evening was delivered by Mr. Taylor
Statten, National Y. M.C.A. Boys
Work Secretary.

Mr. Taylor Statten congratulated
Brantford on the gathering which was
before him. Brantford had initiated
the father and son movement, and its
banquets, unlike other places he knew
of, were successful and well attend
ed: . In some places, fathers dia: not
seem anxious to accompany their
boys.

The speaker illustrated: the subject
of his address by telling. the story of
the little boy of a rich man who ran.
away from home because he
whipped: for reading dime

Nevertheless, the father’s influ-
ence ovér the boy is great until the
boy arrives at.the age of 14 Then
came the danger point; and that was
the thing the speaker wished to em-
phasize particularly. If father and
son remained close comrades from
14 to 18, then the boy would rarely
go wrong. ;

The speaker touched on two other
influences, the gang and the hero
worship.  The first was merely the
drawing power of the boys’ friends
and playmates. Hero: worship was the
desire of the boy to, be a great, strong
virile man. What then was the ideal
for the boy? It was shown in tae
text describing Jesus during the same
period of life..“He increased in wis-
dsm and stature, and in favor with
God: and man.” In boy’s work in Can-
ada, a chart was drawn up with that
as a standard, and boys were marked'
up in the four things, ‘“wisdom,”
“stature,” “favor with. God,” and
“with man,”which meant roughly in-
tellect, physique, religion and selfish
ness or otherwise. Thus for each boy
in the. Y. M. C. A. by this chart sys-
tem, was revealed his weak places.
This plan, known as the Canadian
Standara Efficiency Test, was used
now generally throughout the coun-

try. Germany, judged-by this test, fell

down to zero on the last part of th
chart, “in favor with man.” “Let fath.
ers and sons get together oh their
Canadian plan,” concluded the speak-
er, “so that in the years to come Can-

adian manhood will stand for the very

highest ideals.” :

ing of the board last night. Trustees
Noble and Hopkins, the mover and
seconder, respectively, were the only
supporters.
