London, Sept. 26.—The officials of
the Foreign Office last evenihg' gave
out the text of the letter of the Se-
crotary ol State for the Coloniesy Mr.
Joseph Chamberlain, to the British
High Commissioner in South Africa,
Bir Alfred Milner, dated Sept. 22.
The British reply expresses regret
thit Her Majesty s offer—No. 5—of
September had  been refused, and
says: ““The object Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment had in view in the Tecent
negotiations has been stated in a
manner which cannot admit of mis-
apprehension, viz®: To obtain such
substantial and immediate represent-
ation for the Outlanders as will en-
able them tp secure for themselves
that fair and just treatment which
was formally promised them in 1881,
and which Her Majesty intended to
secure for them when she granted
rivileges: of self-government to the
ansvaal. No conditions less com-
prehensive than those contained in
the telegram of Sept. 8 can be relied
on to effect this object. The refusal
of the South African Government to
entertain the offer thus made, com-
ing, as it does, after four months of
protracted negotiations, themselves
the climax of five years of extended
agitation, .makes it uscless to fur-
ther pursue the discussions on the
lines hitherto followed and the Im-
perial Government is now compelled
to consider the situation afresh and
formulate new proposals for n final
settlement of the issues which have
been created in South Africa by the
policy - constantly followed for man,

Jyears by the Government of Sou

Africa. They will communicate the
result of their deliberations in a later
despatch.”

Ne Breach of Faith,

In a later communication, dated
Sept. 22, the Imperial Government
takes up the charge of breach
of faith insinuated by Secretary of
State Reitz, Sept. 16, “‘which,” it is
pointed out, “we cannot pass over
in silence.”’ #

Mr. Chamberlain then says: ‘‘The
proposals made by the South Afgican
Republic in its letters of Aug. 19 and
Aug. 20, were not induced by sug-
gestions given by the British agent:
from the State Attorney, as claimed,
and that, on the contrary, the State
Attorney sounded the DBritish agent,
both in writing and_in conversation,
as to the conditions on which the
Imperial Government would waive
the invitation 16 adjourn the enqui-
ry, and the result of these communi-
cations was proposals made by'the
South African Government in these
letters. It is impossible that the
South African Government could have
had any doubt -as to the Imperial
Governmant’'s answer to the condi-
tions ngged, and my re ly was ac-
tually the same as the Dritish agent
had fozeshadowed te-the State At~
torney, and which, therefore, they
must have anticipatet in making the
proposals.”’

The Imperial Government also de-
nies that its telegram of Sept. 8,
substituted an entirely new proposal
for the invitation to the joint com-
mission of enquiry.

Am Alternative Proposal,

The Imperial Government then
quotes the despatch -from South Afri-
ca of Aug. 19, containing an alter-
native proposal, identical with that
which the Imperial Government |is
said to have substituted, and the
communication then proceeds as fol-
lows:
“The Imperial Government sees no ground
'or misapprehension on the part of the
uth African Republic as to its answer fe-
rding non-interference an suzerainty, as
he Im, Jrlll Government had already stated
it would mot press for the appointment of
a joint commission of enquiry, in view of
fact that such an enquiry would, in
the opinion of the Government officials of
South Africa, prejudice she right of full
independence repeatedly recogn ged by the
Imperial Government.

Use of English Language,

As to the use of the English lan-
guage in the Volksraad, the Imperial
Government regards this as reason-
able, and is astonished that the Gov-
ernment of the South African Repub-
lic should deem it unnccessary, and
make a point of denying that the
Government ol the South African Re-
public ever promised the same to'the
British agent.

Boers Erecting Defences.

A . special despatch from Pretoria
says that the members of the Volks-
raad, believing that the British notes
are intended - to gain time for the
concentration of treops,s urge the
Govgrnment to adjourn the Raad im-
mediately, and to send Great DBritain
a note declaring that further mobi-
lization will be regarded as an, un-
friendly act. Trenches, carthworks
and sand-bag defences arc being erec-
ted in all the available approaches
to the capital.

Earthquakes and Floods.

Calcutta, Sept. 26. — Earthquakes,
floods and’ terrible land slides occur-
red ut and near Darjeeling, in the
Lower Himalayas, last night. Great
damage was done, and no fewer than
60 natives perished. There was a
rainfall of 28 inches in 88 hours.
Three bad land slides took place be-
tween Darjeeling. and Sonada, in-
volving the transs! ipment of a rail-
way train of passcngeps. Accopding
to the latest reports, nine Eurdpean
children and 20 natives were lost
between these two points. The whole
Calcutta road is blocked, and the
Paglajhora line has been seriously
damaged. About 1000 acres of teas
have been destroyed from Jalapahar
to Burchill. At the-latter. place some
8000 feet of the water supply pipes
have bgen ruined. The electric plant
has suffered seriously, and the town
is in darkness. There is’great fear
of further rain.

A despatch from Jalpaiguey, on the
River Teesta, 40 miles southeast of
Darjeeling, says that a boat crossing
the Teesta, with three Europeans
and six natives, was swamped by
the high waves. The body of one of
its occupants has been found 14 miles
down the river. It is reported that
three Europeans, Messrs. Anderson,
Kuster and Whitten, jumped overs
board. Their fate is unknown. Search
parties have been sent out to look
for them.

The northern nations added the word
son to the father’s name, as Williamson.
Many of the most.common surnames,
such as Johnson, Wilson, Dyson, Nichol-
son, etc., were taken by Brabanters and
others, Flemings, who were naturalized
in the reign of Henry V1, 1435.—Chris-
tian Advocate.
