Aldermen Look Over T., H. & 
B. Railway’s Proposition.

Rumored Changes in City Hall 
Create Quite a Stir.

Very Few Dogs Now Running 
About the Streets.

The Toronto, Hamilton & Buffalo 
Railway has evidently not given up 
hope of getting permission to cross Gib- 
6on avenue with the proposed switch to 
the Westinghouse works, although the 
Board of Works refused the request at 
the last meeting. This morning Super­
intendent Fisher took a party of alder­
men down to view the proposed right-of- 
way, and later they were, .taken to 
Brantford on a private car.

The report of the changes talked of in 
the waterworks department created 
quite a stir in civic circles. Although 
it is rumored that the position of sec­
retary of the Fire and Water Commit­
tee is to be abolished, it is understood 
that other duties will be found for A. 
T. .lames. He has a considerable knowl­
edge of the workings of the department 
and will likely be retained in another 
capacity.

The fire brigade of Saskatoon, over 
which Chief Gilbert, recently of the Cen­
tral station, presides, consists of three 
-fire halls, adequately equipped. The 
t entrai station is a fine building, cost­
ing #14,000. has nine salaried men, a 500- 
gallon Waterous engine, a Seagrave 
city truck, a hose wagon, chemical wag­
on and eight horses. No. 2 station is a 
frame building, with three salaried men, 
n hose and chemical wagon, and No. 3 
station has a chemical and a gasoline

DISMISSED
POLICEMAN.

Commissioners Have Had Enough 
Trouble With R. Duncan.

At a meeting of the Police Commis­
sioners, held in the City Hall at noon 
to-day, P. C. Robert Duncan, one of 
the late appointees to the police force, 
was discharged, for causing a prisoner 
in the hands of P. C. Campaign, junior, 
to be given his liberty. P. C. Campaign 
was called aa a witness and asked to re­
cite what occurred. He said that a week 
ago Tuesday he arrested a man at the 
corner of King and Wellington streets 
who was acting in a disorderly manner. 
He took his prisoner a far as the corner 
of King and Ferguson avenue, and 
there sent in a call to the police station 
for the patrol. While he was waiting 
for the wagon, P. C. Duncan came 
along, and seeing the prisoner, said to 
him, “Hell.» Jimmie,” and shook hands 
with him. He said that Duncan then 
t"- 1 to him and aàid that the prisoner
was all right and to let him go. Cam­
paign claimed that Duncan took the pri­
soner away from him and shoved him 
down the street. He said that when he 
asked the prisoner for his name he gave 
it as Fletcher, but Duncan said his name 
was Yorkton.

George Campbell, who saw part of the I 
incident, said that the prisoner had 
turned round after getting free, and ad­
dressing Duncan, said : “I’ll see you

P. C. Cameron was driving the patrol 
when the call was sent in. He said 1-e 
answered it with the wagon, but when 
he got there Campaign had no prisoner.

He asked him what had become of the 
man and Campaign replied that Duncau 
had let him go.

The story told by Duncan was that he 
was going down King street when he 
saw Campaign with the prisoner. He 
recognized the man as one who had help­
ed him arrest a man on a former occa­
sion, and asked Campaign to let him go, 
as he was not very drunk. He said that 
Campaign replied that he would let him 
go if the prisoner would promise to go 
right home and behave. Campaign let 
him go then, he said, and the man shook 
hands with Duncan and walked down the 
street. Duncan then called on Murray 
Glover, the man over whom the trouble 
arose, to testify.

Glover corroborated the evidence of 
Duncan, but as the Commissioners look­
ed upon him as an interested witness, 
his evidence did not have much weight.

Judge Snider had no doubt but that 
Duncan had taken the prisoner a wav 
from Campaign, and that the latter al­
lowed it because Duncan had been on the 
force longer thi-i he had. He thought 
that the Board had had enough trouble 
with Duucan in the past, and was under 
1 be impression that he would never make 
a pobxminn. Acting upon these im­
pressions, he moved that Duncan be ask­
ed to turn his clothes in. The motion 
was seconded by Mayor McLaren and 
passed unanimously. Campaign was ex­
onerated.

Permission was granted to hold the 
police games on Aug. 4.

The bv-lnw controlling1 cub licenses 
came in for some criticism from Judge 
Snider.

FELL FROM WHEEL; 
BROKE HIS NECK.

Shocking Death of a Respected Young Real 
Estate Agent This Morning.

Death came with terrible suddenness 
and in a cruel form to Roy Strong, son 
of Mr. Joseph Strong, Mountain top, 
near the East End Incline, this morning. 
Deceased left his home early in the 
morning and during the day had been at 
the office, where he and his father have 
been carrying on a real estate business 
at 36 James street south. He had some 
business about the city, and some time 
after 11 o’clock started for the 
presumably to take the incline to go 
home for his midday meal, as lias been 
Ids custom.

He wheeled down King street. When 
passing Steven street, and even as far 
west as Tisdale, he was seen to waver 
on the wheel, as if he was going to fall 
off. When in front of the Victoria 
Curling Rink he did fall, and there he 
was found a few minutes later, appar­
ently in a dying condition. Dr. D. P. 
Kappele was summoned and found the 
young man bleeding profusely from the 
mouth. An examination revealed the

fact that his spine was dislocated. He 
died in a short time after the doctor’s

At first it was supposed that he had 
been smitten with heart failure and that 
that had caused him to fall from the 
bicycle and break his neck, but the doc­
tor found no symptoms of heart trouble. 
It is possible that death may have been 
caused by suffocation from the; accumu­
lation of blood in bis throat, land «-hat 

„ this may have caused the fall, or the 
■t- injury, top»the spine may have caused 

ca8t» death.
Deceased was in his usual health this 

morning", and his tragic death was a 
terrible shock to the family, the n • in­
here of which were waiting his ari>val 
for dinner when word of the accident 
reached them. He was a fine young 
man of 28 years, unmarried, and had 
been in business with his .father for 
years. He was of exemplary habits aud 
was most highly thought of by all.

The circumstances were so unusual 
that it was thought best to hold an in­
quest. Dr. James Baugh issued a pre­
cept and the jury viewed the body at 
the morgue at the City Hospital, to 
which it had been taken, a' 8 o’clock.

Two policemen 
were sent down to keep order, but they 
were unrequired.

FOOLED THE 
POLICEMAN

Who Caught Him Driving on 
Wrong Side of Street

Percy Carey Ordered to Pay His 
Wife’s Board.

Another Truancy Case in Police 
Court This Morning.

On Monday night P. C. Campaign, jun., 
stopped a man who was driving his wag­
on on the wrong side of the street, and 
after taking his address allowed him to 
go.

“So that if anybody proved that it 
was you that was scopped it would be 
a clear case of perjury?”

“Yes.”
“All right, you can go.”
Percy Carey, 80 Hess street north, 

was charged by May Carey with non­
support. The complainant said that 
since their marriage they had been liv­
ing with the defendant’s mother, but 
some time ago her raother-in-law said 
enough to make her understand that 
she would not be greatly missed in the 
event of changing her address. She left 
there a short time ago, and went to live 
with her sister. Things were no better 
there, she said, and she then took up 
her abode with her mother, where she 
has been staying since. Her husband 
objected to her staying there, and refus­
ed to pay her board, and she was com­
pelled to go out and work and leave her 
little baby in the hands of her mother. 
The defendant said he did not object to 
paying her board, but did not want her 
to stay with her mother. He offered 
to keep her if she would stay with his 
mother or her own sister, or any place 
with the one exception of her mother’s.

In the Magistrate’s opinion the proper 
thing to do would be to begifx house­
keeping, and if they could not afford 
that, lie said lie would have to make out 
an order compelling the husband to pay 
$3 a week towards the board of bis wife. 
This was done.

“You will have to send your child to 
school or suffer a heavy fine,” said the 
Magistrate; turning to Albert Matthews, 
who was charged with a breach of the 
act. The defendant said that he had 
suit his son, but the boy had taken it 
upon himself to play truant. He said 
lie would do what he could to stop any 
repetition of such conduct, and the case 
was allowed to drop.

C P. R. GETS 
NEW OUTLET.

Will Tap the G. T. R. 
Near Islington.

Line

An order was secured to the C. P. R. 
from the Board of Railway Commission­
ers yesterday whereby the company will 
be enabled to send its freight through 
Toronto to Hamilton and Buffalo with­
out passing through the southern por­
tion of the city. As the C. P. R. uses 
the Grand Trunk line to Hamilton, it 
was heretofore impossible to send 
through freight directly across the 
northern lines of Toronto to connect 
with the tracks to Hamilton, but an 
immense amount of switching will be 
now avoided by the construction of a 
branch near Islington, in the township 
of Etobicoke, to connect with the Grand 
Trunk. The chief engineer of the board 
reported - that there were no engineering 
difficulties in the way, but the chair­
man said the connection would impose 
additional operating exjiense on the G. 
T. and might subject that road to addi­
tional dangers in the operation of 
trains. It meant a new station at the 
point of junction, with day and night 
operators and an interlocking structure. 
It was not a matter of public conveni­
ence, but simply a saving of four or five 
miles’ haul for the C. P. R., and it was 
therefore ordered that the operation of 
the junction must not interfere with the 
agrément between the parties regarding 
the main line between Toronto and 
Hamilton. The G. T. R. is to erect the 
station and interlocker and to engage 
operators, but the C. P. R. must bear 
all the expense of building and make 
all the payments on account of wage's. 
The C. P. R. must also indemnify the 
G. T. R. against all loss or damages in 
respect to the operation of G. T. traf­
fic by reason of the increased danger. 
The order will be along the lines of 
the recent decision or the hoard in re­
gard to a junior road making connec­
tions with or crossing a senior roâd, 
whereby the burden of expense and re­
sponsibility for accidents must be plac­
ed on the former.

BRUTALIZING SPORT.
Dr. Long So Describei Roosevelt's 

Hunt in Africa.

New York, June 1.—A despatch to 
the Herald from Stamford, Conn., says: 
Dr. William J. Long, the former minis­
ter and naturalist, whose writings wore 
bitterly attacked by Theodore Roosevelt, 
talked to-day about Mr. Roosevelt's Af­
rican hunting trip.

Dr. lxmg declares the worst feature 
of what he calls the “whole, bloody busi­
ness” is the brutalizing influence which 
the reports from Africa have on thous­
ands of American boys.

“As there arc no reporters with Mr. 
Roosevelt,” he added, “these reports of 
frequent killings must come chiefly from 
himself and arc such as he himself 
chooses to send out. If they are true, 
they are exactly in line with his pre­
vious records. They prove what 1 said 
two years ago. quoting from his own 
books, that lie is a game butcher, pure 
and simple, and that his interest in ani­
mals lies chiefly in the direction of blood, 
butchery and brutality.

“In one despatch I notice that when 
he could not find buffafoes he had to 
content himself by shooting wart hogs 
and other inoffensive creatures.

"The whole thing is atrocious It is 
exactly like his own record of killing 
eleven hull elk on one trip, and then, on 
hLs way "out, killing two more that he 
found fighting. Their ment was unfit for 
use and was left in the woods. Then he 
preached to us on the virtue of game 
protection, and when he comes back 
from this trip you will hear his right - 
ecus dissertation on the necessity for 
preserving game in Africa, of course, 
after he has killed everything lie could 
find.

“The only thing we will get out of the 
mueh-heralded trip will he some more 
hunting yarns, almost as veracious as 
Mr. Roosevelt’s account of his heroic ex­
ploit at San Juan Hill, and some more 
skins and b'ones, of which we already 
have too many. The only one who will 
ever learn or teach anything of value is 
the man who studies the living animal, 
not the man who gloats over a dead

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dcminion land lu Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lauds Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
hi - homestead on a tin in of at least 80 acres 
solelv owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or sls-

Ia certain conditions a homesteader In good 
standing may pre-empt a quartor-seetion 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre.

TRUE BILL
Id Criminal Libel Suit Broeght by 

Sir F. Borden.

Defence Alleged to Have Some 
Witnesses Ready,

Kentville, N. S., June 1.—The action 
for criminal libel brought against 
Walter M. Carruthers, of Kentville, at 
the instance of Sir Fdereriek Borden 
came before Mr. Justice Drysdale at the 
opening of the court to-day. The grand 
jury found a true bill.

There have been several surprise» 
since the court opened. The first of 
these was when it became known this 
morning that Mrs. Maria Allison, of 
Ottawa, whose name has been frequently 
mentioned by a western paper and used 
in connection with the libel suit, had 
been here for a week and would take 
the stand to-morrow on behalf of the 
defence, though not half a dozen persons 
knew of her presence in town till to­
day. She came in response to a summons 
issued from Halifax, and lived at the 
house of a prominent citizen in close 
retirement.

There was another surprise to-night 
when L. P. A. Chalifour, of Fraservillc, 
Que., a nephew of Mrs. Allison and a 
cousin of her daughter, Hesta Chalifour, 
stepped from the train. He will also 
take the stand for the defence. Miss 
Chalifour’s name has frequently been 
mentioned in connection with this case.

Sir Frederick Borden is not here, but 
his absence does not detract from the 
interest manifested in this trial.

venue and have the trial set down for 
Annapolis two w'céks later.

New York, cost 471\'s per 
cent, more than the original estimate.

- than the original estimate. The im­
portant featuresxarc that the road is a 
work of vital importance to Canadian 
progress and development; that it is 
being conducted in the most economical 
manner; that it is being built as no

When, in addition to this, we 
find that n considerableQcontribution to 
its cost has t»een made out of current 
revenue, the Canadian public has every 
reason to be well, satisfied with the

who undertake fur a fee to get jobs for 
ouch you the, and seeks some disinterest­
ed opinion. He is alive to the fact that 
sometimes emigration societies induce 
the Wrong kind of people to cfome to 
Canada, and he feels that “what Cana­
da wants from us is the pick of the 
land, not the opposite.”

While advice is said to be cheap, we 
cannot but feel that it is a commodity 
that in such cases as this should be well 
weighed and cautiously dispensed, so as 
to av<oid the chance of misleading, a few 
general facts may help our correspond­
ent to a better understanding of the 
situation. First, it should be borne in 
mind that Canada is a very large pro­
position—so large that an attempt to 
view it from any one locality is apt 1*0 
be confusing. It varies so greatly in 
soil,^climate, industries and occupation 
as to make any mere generalization ap­
pear contradictory. Conditions which 
may affect one district may be quite 
different in another several days’ rail­
way journey distant. Climatic differ­
ences arc n*ot less striking. While the 
grapes and peaches engage the horticul­
turists of southwestern Ontario and 
British Columbia, winter’s rigors may 
prevail in the northern prairies and in 
the mountains. The matter of employ­
ment likewise varies. The financial de­
pression of the last two years left many 
city industries of. the east slack, but 
the western farmers were at times puz­
zled to get the. help necessary to gather 
the harvest, and thousands went up 
fr*om Ontario to help for the busy sea-

These remarks indicate conditions due 
to the vastness of a country yet elimly 
peopled, and but. beginning its real de­
velopment. and to the variety of its cli­
mat e. resource» and industries. It will 
be obvious to the intelligent Briton that, 
such a country is one *of great possibili­
ties, and that it is one for the man 
with the purpose and capacity to make 
his way in it and to identify himself 
with its growth and development. There 
is here no place for the idler, the look­
ing-to-be-helped, the incapable, the am­
bitionless.

The Government policy is naturally 
t‘o place the new comers on the land. It 
encourages the immigration of those 
adapted to farm, and men with modest 
capital and a knowledge of agriculture 
may by a little effort soon become in­
dependent. Free grants of land—as 
fine as the sun shines upon—arc offered. 
The stranger must use his common sense 
and he must he diligent, and be willing 
t‘n endure some deprivation in the be­
ginning: but the success of thousands 
testify that, the reward for such is sure. 
Farm help is also usually in demand. It 
should be borne in mind, however, that 
the practice is not so general in (.'ana 
da as in England of making farm help 
engagements for all the year. We arc, 
however, growing toward that.

As to mechanical and professional 
•openings conditions are not the same. 
Of clerks, bookkeepers, etc., there is 
usually a glut. The result is that the 
fittest survive; the unfit starve out, or 
enter other lines. But the newcomer 
gets the place he wins. We have 111 
mind a druggist who on arriving from 
England had a period of hard luck, lie 
rolled up his sleeves, however, and took 
the first job that lie could get, engineer­
ing a wheelbarrow and wielding a 
shovel! It wasn't, his trade, and the 
work was* hard, but it was honest. His 
pluck won him friends, and to-day he is 
a. trusted man in one of our best city 
shops. The moral is that the newcomer 
must not be over-fastidious. The Cana­
dians respect the man who works. The 
depression ‘of the last two years has.left 
a surplus of mechanical labor in most of 
the cities, and it would be unkind to 
encourage immigration to further con­
gest the market in its present condition

unkind to the newcomer, unjust to 
the Canadian mechanic. There are pros­
pects of the recovery of industrial ac­
tivity, however, and great works are 
contemplated in various parts of the 
country, which may in the near future 
give employment to all our surplus me­
chanics.

A vast deal 'of railway building is 
now in progress in the Dominion, and 
the great inrush of settlers must create 
an increased demand for the products 
of industry. All will profit by that. 
But the foundation of Canada's great­
ness is agriculture. The man who van 
take up land and bring it into produc­
tivity is bound to succeed. With a 
tê rewd head, gfood health and .«mall 
•apital, industry and frugality are his 
key to an early competence.

We might add that success is not 
barred to any man who can fit himself 
into the economy of our society; but 
the man who wishes to follow .some de­
finite profession or calling must take 
•ertain chances. Perhaps by corre­
spondence with Canadian firms, by ad­
vertising, or by other form of negotia­
tion he might obtain a situation before 
migrating from home. If he (foes not, he 
should be prepared, bearing in mind that, 
this is a big country, to wait and look 
about a hit. Better yet, he should be 
willing to do the thing nearest to him; 
if necessary to be employed. Much de 
pends on the individual himself. In no 
country will he m'orc _ certainly be ap­
praised at his actual worth as a pro­
ductive member of society.

FINE CHANCE

To Spout More Guff About the 
Power Contracts.

That is What "Mass Meeting ” 
Seemed to he For.

About 100 People Listened to a 
Tiresome Harangue.

The “mass” meeting in the Twentieth 
Century Club last night to hear T. J. 
Stewart and other advocates of Hydro 
power whale the Cataract Company sav­
ored of a “frame-up" calculated to con­
vey the impression that there is a real 
live agitation on foot once more for the 
city to plunge into the Niagara power 
scheme. About a hundred people, of 
which a very small percentage were 
users of power, were there, but the ap­
plause was well timed, and some of the 
“boosters” were so wildly enthusiastic 
when Mr. Stewart was jabbing and 
upper-cutting the company, Mayor Mc­
Laren and the newspapers that one 
might suspect that something more than 
mere interest in the power question was 
the motive for the demonstration. E. 
S. Hogarth was chairman.

Colonel Hendrie, after emphasizing the 
importance of the vote on Monday, ex­
plained the Government's position. “The 
appeal for the Government to go into 
this scheme,” he declared, “came £rom 
the people. It was perhaps the largest 
deputation that ever visited the Parlia­
ment buildings.” After reviewing the 
history of the Hydro-Electric Commis­
sion, Colonel Hendrie referred to his own 
position and the demand for his resigna­
tion. “I don't intend to resign from the 
commission,” he said, “although I am 
attacked by a Toronto organ, ami I don't 
think the Premier is going to ask me to 
resign as the instigation of any such 
newspaper.” Colonel Hendrie said the 
estimates ‘showed a big saving all 
through, the contracts being awarded 
for much les, then the engineer, had 
figured on. The manufacture of the 
steel towers, he said, had already been 
begun at Walkemlle, and the construc­
tion work on the telephone lines was 
slso under way.

Last year he 
supported a reduction of the street raB- 
Wa.v percentage from 8 to 6 per cent., 
winch meant from $200,000 to $300,000 
out of your pockets into the company’s 
and wrote a letter to the papers, urg­
ing the people to vote for it. And then 
he tells you he is a Hydro man. You are 
fi'ee to think that if you can under the 
circumstances."

He was prepared to stake his reputa­
tion that under the Hydro contract pri­
vate house users could get six sirteen- 
candle power lights for #5 a year, with 
$2 added for fifteen years to pay the 
cost of equipment. “And you will not 
be pestered with meters,” he said. “What 
you pay now depends on whether you 
are straight or crooked. The prices 
range from $8 to $40 a year. You pay 
according to what they judge you can 
stand, and they generally judge that 
you can stadn a great deal.,r Although 
the .company agreed to furnish the city 
with power" in preference to the street 
railway or other companies, it is now 
generating within six per cent, of its 
capacity. “The power will never be given 
at the price promised," he declared, “be­
cause they will say that they are not 
able to generate it.”

The Government, he said, was now 
seriously considering enlarging the canal 
and it was provided in the agreement 
with the company that as soon as the 
water it was using began to interfere 
with navigation it must look elsewhere 
for power.

After assuring the audience that he 
and the Mayor were the best of friends,

. and that he felt justified in criticising 
L him on a public questiorrbecause he was

a public man, Mr. Stewart took another 
jab at Hie Worship. He said that Mayor 
McLaren stated that he spent four 
months last year helping to prepare an 
agreement that would ensure a first- 
class railway and not cost the city a 
cent. He reiterated the statement that 
this woudl have cost nearly $300,000. 
“And then he writes a letter asking you 
to submit to it and tells you he is a 
Hydro man. I say he is about the most 
cunning politician 1 have met in a long 
time. He is so cunning and foxy that 
last year, wxten he ran, he got them all, 
the whiskey element, the temperance ele­
ment, he got the soldiers, the Cataract 
and the Hydro with him, and now he 
wants you to believe that while he is 
Hydro the Cataract has made such a 
fine offer he must drop the Hydro.”

Reference was made to the old lighting 
contract and the clause about advances 
in electrical arts. “MacKelcan must 
have drawn it,” he said.

He challenged any man to contradict 
the statement he had made, and referred 
to the offer of the Cataract as a low, 
contemptible act. After paying his re­
spects to the Times and He raid, he asked 
tne people not to believe what the news­
papers said. “This letter of McLaren’s, 
or the Mayor’s,” he said, “tells you that 
if the dealings with the Cataract are not 
satisfactory in the next five years it will 
be the duty of every honest citizen to 
turn out and vote it down.” He declared" 
that why he *id the Mayor had not 
been honest was that he intimated in his 
letter th<*,municipality would incur a 
very big debt, while it only paid its pro­
portion. It was now or never, lie said, 
if the people wanted opposition power.

Allan Studholme, member for East 
Hamilton, went after the Cataract and 
the newspapers hammer and tongs. *\I 
don’t know of a man who can come and 
say on oath,” he remarked, “that the 
Cataract ever kopt an agreement or con­
tract with the city. If there is such a 
man I--would like to find him. This com­
pany stands condemned not only by the 
citizens of Hamilton, but by every re­
spectable man and woman in*the Domin­
ion of Canada.”

Mr. Studholme declared he would ont. 
have the Cataract power if they gave it 
to the city, because the company could 
not be trusted.

Nearly half the audience bolted for the 
door when Aid. A. J. Wright got up to 
speak. He begged them to wait a min­
ute. He was convinced the Cataract 
contract was a hundred per cent, better 
than the one that was railroaded 
through last year, but said his stand on 
the matter was misrepresented in the 
papers, and he was still in favor of Hy­
dro power.

Aid. Ellis also spoke, and declared he 
was still a Hydro man.

AT ST. GILES’.
Miss Goforth Spoke of the Work 

in China.

The members and adherents of St. 
Giles’ Presbyterian Church turned out 
in large numbers last night to hear 
Miss Goforth, a missionary of Honan, 
China, deliver an illustrated address 
on the missionary work in that coun­
try. She dealt, with the progress of 
the work within the past few years 
and spoke of the advance in the 
section in which she labored, and 
also told of the customs of the people. 
The opium habit which has held 
sway for so long in the Chinese Em­
pire is rapidly being clone away with 
A number of the slides showed the 
changes that had already resulted 
from that alone. The picture of the 
last meeting of the Chinese foot­
binding association was shown, where 
the programme was carried out by 
the higher class of the Chinese. The 
improvement in the modes of travel 
was shown by five slides. Schools 
for boys and girls have occu formed 
and in the boys’ school in Honan 
there are at present 75 and in the 
girls’ schools in the same section 80 
girls are receiving instruction. Miss 
Goforth briefly outlined the course 
they receive. The change that has 
taken place in the army since Chris­
tianity has taken a hold was spoken 
of and the difference between the 
army of earlier times and the present 
shown. She, quoted one insta ce 
where out of 25 native physicians, 23 
were Christians and had been train­
ed in the mission hospital. ^ num­
ber of the important buildings in 
China were also shown.

NO PLAN YET.
Sir Robert Perks and the Georgian 

Bay Canal.

Ottawa, June 1.—It is understood that 
the Government’s reply to the offer of 
hir Robert Perks on behalf of the Geor­
gian Bnv Canal Company, to build the 
canal in return for a Government guar­
antee of bond issue, with Government 
control of rates and option of taking the 
ranal over at cost at any time, will be 
that for this year, at any rate, the 
country will he committed to no further 
large obligations. There will conse- 
quent-lj' he no further developments in 
the project until another session of 
Parliament. As has been previously 
stated by a correspondent, it is likely 
that before any action is taken with 
regard to the Georgian Bay Canal scheme 
a complete and exhaustive report will be 
obtained with regard to the cost and 
potentialities of a deepened Welland 
Canal and an improved St. Lawrence 
River route to Montreal.

~ BLACK RECORD.
Orer Three Thouiend Lynchiogs in 

a Quarter of a Century.

New York, June I.—That 3,2.84 men, 
women and children have been lynched 
in this country in the last quarter of a 
century, was the assertion of Mrs. Ida 
Wells Barnett at the National Negro 
conference in this city to-day. Asking 
why this was permitted by à Christian 
nation, Mrs. Be met t quoted John Tem­
ple Graves as saying that the mob 
stands as the most potential bulwark 
between the women of the south and 
such a carnival of crime as would pre­
cipitate the annihilation of the negro 
race. All know that this is untrue, Mrs. 
Barnett said.

“The lynching record,” she added, “dis­
closes the hypocrisy of the lynchers.” 
Describing the riots at Springfield, Ill., 
Mrs. Barnett said it was all because a 
white woman said, that a negro man had 
assaulted her. Later, Mrs. Barnett said, 
the woman published a retraction, but 
the lynched victim* were dead.

BOARD ONLY 
TO APPOINT.

Scavengers Musi Get Their 
Authority From Board of Health.

Trouble Ooer Private Sewers 
Again Under Consideration.

Board of Worlds Criticised For an 
Account Sent In.

At the meeting of the Board of 
Health, which took place last evening in 
the committee room in the City Hall, 
several matTers of interest and import­
ance were taken up. Thomas Crooks 
presided. The first matter considered 
was whether or not the appointing of 
scavengers should be taken out of the 
hands of the Medical Health Officer and 
turned over to the Board. At the time 
this resolution was passed it was a dif­
ficult matter to secure teams and wag­
on* and the power to appoint scavengers 
was put in the hands of the Medical 
Health Officer, so that a meeting would 
not have to be called every time it was 
necessary to appoint a new man. As 
teams and wagons are much easier to 
secure now, it was decided to rescind 
the resolution passed a year ago., there­
by leaving the appointments in the 
hands of the Board only.

F. C. Fearman appeared before the 
Board to ask for an extension of time 
on notices he had received requiring him 
to abolish outdoor conveniences on five 
houses, and connect them witli the 
sewer. He said that he had made many 
improvements this year in the houses re­
ferred to, and if he had to make further 
outlays the income would not suffice to 
pay for them. He had never heard of 
any complaints made against these 
places, and if the Board would allow 
the matter to stand until next spring he 
would see that the connection was 
made. Mr. J. Mead was also served 
with a similar notice. He said the con­
veniences were 100 feet away from #.ny 
dwelling. At the present, he said, he 
cmild not afford to make the change and 
lie asked for an extension of time.

Ex-AId. Farrar contended that nuis­
ances of this kind slmuM he done away 
with, lie said that if disease was to 
break out the Board would he held re­
sponsible and he, for one. did not in­
tend to accept any such responsibility.

Dr. Robert* was of the same opinion. 
“When people a*k for one month thny 
generally went six,"’ he said.

It was finally decided to let the 
matter stand, ami if any complaints are 
made both Mr. Freeman and Mr. Mead 
will have io connect with the sewer.

Private sewers have caused the board 
much trouble in the past, and this sub­
ject came in for considerable discussion 
last night. On some of the streets where 
sewers have not yet been laid by the 
city residents have gone to the exjwuise 
of laying private sewer.». When the city 
is willing to lay sewers on such streets 
to serve those who are without the con­
venience those who have already paid 
to insta 1 private sewers refuse to pay 
for those laid by the city. ,\ committee 
consisting of Frank Quinn, Charles Pee 
hies n ml ex-Aid. Farrar was appointed 
to look into the matter and report oil 
what can be done.

Dr. Roberts reported that considerable 
nuisance has been caused by people going 
to the city dump and removing things 
therefrom. Ragpicker* make a living, 
he said, by picking up stuff there and 
selling it. He did not think it should 
lie allowed, and recommended that steps 
be taken to put a stop to it. It was 
moved by Frank Quinn and seconded by 
Charles Peebles that the lioard ask the 
City Council to pass a by-law to the 
effect that garbage once put on the 
dump must not be removed. The reso­
lution was adopted.

Inspector McDonald was instructed to 
burn the smallpox shacks this morning.

The old question of compelling citizens 
to provide covers for their ash and gar­
bage barrels was again brought up, and 
a resolution will lie sent to the Finance 
Committee recommending it to enforce 
this requirement.

Some spirited opinions were given over 
an account which was sent in by the 
Board of Works. Six signs had been 
constructed to be placed near dumps, 
warning people not to use them to dump 
their refuse on, and the bill for the signs 
—which amounted to $6—was sent to 
the Board of Health. Ex-Aid. Farrar 
contended that it was a elcar ease of 
extortion and out of all reason that 
such a price should lie charged. The 
rest of the members were of the same 
opinion, and a resolution was passed 
that the account l>e sent back to the 
Board of Works.

Frank Quinn was appointed to occupy 
the chair for the next month, as Chair­
man Crooks will he out of the city.

EIGHT DAYS IN ICE.

Steamer Admiral Boreneea in 
Grave Peril in Atlantic

Halifax, June 1.—Capt. Winsnes, of 
the steamer Admiral Boren sen,, which 
has arrived at North Sydney from 
Newfoundland, relates a story of hard­
ship and danger while his ship was im­
prisoned in the ice fields on the New­
foundland ebast, which was the worst 
ever experienced in his career of sea­
faring life.

The steamer left Cardiff. Wales, on 
May 11, chartered by the Nova Scotia 
Steel Company, to load iron ore at 
Wabana for Rotterdam. When nearing 
Newfoundlarti, and almost in sight of 
her destination, the Admiral Borensen 
encountered immense fields of ice. An 
attempt was made to force the steamer 
through, but it proved futile, and in­
stead the steamer found herself sur­
rounded by Immense fields of drift ice 
floes, some of which reached to a tow­
ering height. In this condition the ship 
remained for eight days, imprisoned, and 
the crashing of the ice against the 
steamer was a constant source of dan­
ger. On May 24 a big gale, which 
proved so disastrous elsewhere, struck 
the steamer. A heavy swell arose with 
a heavy wind, and the plunging of the 
steamer through ice floes made Captain 
Winsnes realize the danger of the situa­
tion. Nothing but destruction seemed 
to be the end for steamer and crew.

Hastily the boats were made ready 
and provisioned, each man was pro­
vided with a life-belt, and all awaited 
the crash which they momentarily ex­
pected. The wind veered somew-hat and 
the steamer was carried further along 
the coast towards Ferry land. The gale 
then subsided, and next day another at­
tempt was made to get the imprisoned 
steamer out of the ice fields. While 
off this point another easterly gale 
sprung up and the ship was again in 
peril on account of her close proximity 
to the rock-bound coast.

The schooner Carlrain was in the 
harbor nearby, and Captain Ernest 
Young, who saw the dangerous position 
of the steamer, made his way out and 
offered Capt. Winsnes to pilot his ship 
out of the dangerous locality. The offer 
was gladly accepted, and Capt. Young 
jftloted the Borensen out of the ice floes,

and to North Sydney, where she arrived 
without further mishap.

During the eight days the Admiral 
Borensen was caught in the ice the only 
sleep the captain and crew had was 
what was snatched at such intervals as 
was possible, and for forty-eight hours 
Captain Winsnes never left the bridge 
nor closed an eye.

Toronto, June 2.—That the spread of 
consumption and hyphoid fever could 
be materially lessened if there was mad- 
ical inspection and instruction in the 
schools, was the statement made yester­
day by Dr. H. J. Hamilton, of Toronto, 
in his opening address as president of 
the Ontario Medical Association. “Edu­
cate the people by starting with the ris­
ing generation” was his message.

The 29th annual convention of the 
association opened in the Medical 
Building of the University of Toron­
to yesterday morning, with 200 medi­
cal "men in attendance from Toronto, 
London, Hamilton, Montreal, Ottawa, 
Buffalo, Detroit, New York, Winni­
peg, and other cities, many of them 
renowned experts in their own parti­
cular line of medicine or surgery. 
The convention will last three days, 
and the annual dinner will be held at 
McConkey’s this evening. To-morrow 
afternoon Dr. William Osier, of Ox­
ford University, will give an address 
on medicine. The president's address was 
full of valuable information and sug­
gestions. The profession should make 
honest efforts to educate the public, he 
said. Vaccination was so firmly believ­
ed in that he was most ashamed* to men­
tion the subject. In Japan, he said, vac­
cination was compulsory in the schools, 
co/isequeutly t here was Very little small­
pox. Japan also had medical inspection 
in the schools. “At the present time 
compulsory vaccination is a dead letter 
in Toronto,” said Dr. Hamilton. “I ven­
ture to sav that not a solitary member 
of the Board of Education in Toronto 
would hesitate to take the Pasteur treat­
ment if bitten by a mad dog, not even 
for appealing to public opinion, yet they 
decline to enforce vaccination in the 
Public schools."

ARREST M0T0RMAN.

Tried to Run Cars Through Military 
Ranks at Wiuuipeg.

Winnipeg, June 1.—For some time 
past there has been friction between 
the street railway motormen and 
others, who, not realizing the privi­
leges of the military, persist in con­
testing the right of way. This evening 
matters were brought to a head when 
the Ninetieth were marching from the 
Drill Hall to the university grounds, 
Broadway car No. 300 refused to stop.

Seeing* the carman’s intention Capt. 
Blanchard, of A Company, signalled the 
car to stop, and himself stood between 
the rail* as the company marched across. 
The motorman obstinately held on until 
Capt. Blanchard stenped on and trip­
ped the fender before stopping the 
car. Colone Billman ordered the ar­
rest of the car’s crew, which the sol­
diers cheerfully effected.

The motorman was inclined to resist, 
but was soon convinced of the folly of 
such a proceeding, and submitted. The 
regiment then continued to the grounds. 
After manoeuvering and a march out 
the men were dismissed and the 
motorman marched to the police sta­
tion by a corporal and guard.

A PLEA FOR QUEEN’S.

Rev. Logie Macdonncll Ha» a Word 
For General Aiiembly.

To the Editor of the Times:
Sir,—The General Assembly of the 

Presbyterian Church is to meet in your 
city within the next few days. In view 

-of the fact that a very small number of 
the ministers from British Columbia 
will be able to attend the Assembly, ow­
ing to the expense of travelling, 1 take 
thc liberty of asking the use of vuur 
columns to bring one matter to the not­
ice of all the members of the Assembly, 
in which a good many of us are inter-

The Assembly will be asked by the 
trustees of Queen's University "to as­
sent to the removal from the charter of. 
such denominational restrictions as 
might impede the development of the 
University.” The words of the request 
would seem to imply that in the past 
denominational restrictions have imped­
ed the development of the University. 
No one still familiar with the history of 
Queen's during the last seventy years 
could possibly form any such conclu­
sion. It is quite true that Queen’s has 
made hosts of friends outside the Pres­
byterian Church. She has graduates and 
admirers of all creeds. Would she have 
a single friend more if she had never 
had Presbyterian connection! Is there 
any evidence that sympathy, enthusiasm 
or support would become stronger if 
Presbyterian connection were severed?

But the point of vital importance to 
notice is that while there are many non- 
Presbyterians who admire Queen’s and 
are willing to give her some financial 
support, the strength of the University 
has always consisted in the fact that 
she had a strong Presbyterian constitu­
ency behind her. The sympathy of Pres­
byterians has been the one never-failing 
source of supply. It may be argued that 
a university can’t live on sympathies, 
that it needs money. Presbyterian sym­
pathy has always meant money, not as 
much, certainly, as the University could 
profitably use, but still enough to make 
the University authorities pause before 
they throw it away. The countless 
small contributions from Presbyterians 
who loved Queen’s have made the Uni­
versity what it is. This sympathy and 
support would never nave been given 
If there had not been an actual constitu­
tional tie between the church and the 
University. It will soon cease to be 
given if all connection with the church is 
severed. Jt. is futile to argue that Pres­
byterians will have as much interest in 
the University, even Lnough all formal 
connection be removed. There is noth­
ing in all history to support such a con 
tention.

My chief object, however, in writing 
i* to point out that if steps arc taken 
at this Assembly to make ah irrevoca­
ble separation between the University 
and the church there will be a feeling of 
universal regret over the whole church. 
British Columbia might be expected to 
be indifferent in the matter. I have tak 
en the trouble to find out what the feel 
ing is all orer the Synod, and it is well 
summed up in the words of one minis­
ter, not a Queen’s graduate himself, who 
when asked his opinion as to the separ­
ation, said, “I deplore the whole proceed- 
ing/*

KNOX COLLEGE.

Governors Discuss Resignation of 
Dr. Kennedy.

Toronto, June 2.—The retiring Board 
of Governors of Knox College at their 
meeting yesterday afternoon decided to 
ask the General Assembly of the Pres­
byterian Church to give authority to 
the new senate and board to select and 
appoint another professor to succeed 
Rev. Dr. Kennedy as Professor of 
New Testament Theology. While one 
name was mentioned in connection 
with this appointment, no recommen­
dation will be made to tlie Assembly 
by the present board, which ceases to 
exist ns a board to-day. The new 
board to be appointed by the assembly 
will meet on the earliest- possible date 
for this purpose.

The board acquiesced in and agreed

to pass on to the Assembly the resigna­
tion of Dr. Kennedy, who has been call­
ed to a professorship in Now College, 
Edinburgh. A resolution was passed ex­
pressing regret at the loss of Dr. Ken-

ll was decided by the board to ask 
the Assembly to appoint ex-Prineipal 
Dr. William McLaren, Principal emeritus 
of Knox College, A resolution of sym­
pathy was also passed, to be sent to the 
widow of the late Dr. Gregg.

Principal Gandier presented the 
annual report of Knox College, show­
ing that satisfactory progress was 
being made, and that the outlook for 
the future was very bright, as there 
were from 80 to 100 students now in 
University College who were looking 
forward to entering Knox College on 
their graduation in arts. Sir William 
Mortimer (’lark and Principal Gandier 
were appointed to present the report to 
the Assembly.

CASE SETTLED.
Cemtracters Bring Suit Against the 

Canadian Pacific.

Mairied This Afternoen—Horse 
and Buggy Recovered.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
St. Catharines, Ont., June 2.—At the 

non-jury sittings of the High Court of 
Justice yesterday, when the case of the 
Niagara Con. Co., Ltd. vs. the Electri­
cal Development Co., of Ontario, Ltd., 
was called, it was announced that it had 
been settled out of court. The suit was 
brought for $109,000 damages, claimed 
by reason of the defendant company in­
terfering with company’s work on Nia­
gara River, and the evidence would 
have revived the entire history of Nia­
gara power development.

The action of James Battle and Tho­
mas Conlon, of Thorold, and J. H. Arm­
strong, of Toronto, against the C. P. R.

MAUSOLEUM.

Scheme Withdrawo From Provincial 
Board of Health.

Chairman Thought It Would be 
Dangerens to Public Health.

Question of Disposal of the Dead 
Causing Some Attention.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., June 2.—The proposal 

emanating from Hamilton concerning the 
erection there of a mausoleum, built on 
entirely new lines, which was to have 
been submitted to the Provincial Board 
of Health at the session yesterday, was 

j unexpectedly withdrawn before the 
board sat. The idea is an American one, 
and is an attempt to combine the an­
cient mausoleum with the most ad­
vanced principles of modern science. It 
consists of a building of stone or con­
crete. Inside this and lining the walls 
arc a series of crypts, ranged one above 
another with granite or concrete doors, 
which may be hermetically sealed, and 
on the outside of which an inscription 
may be engraved. These crypts are 
made sloping towards the back. From 
the bottom of the depressed end an 
iron pipe runs downwards to carry any 
fluids which may accumulate into the 
ground. The fluids thus carried are al­
lowed to run into beds of quicklime; 
accumulated gases are run through a 
tank of folmahlehyde and anticepticised.

The promoters of the system proposed 
to build a mausoleum on this principle 
in Hamilton, and claimed that (hey se­
cured considerable local support. They 
had prepared very complete plans and 
specifications, which they submitted to 
Dr. C. A. Hodgetts some time ago, but 
the chairman of the board was by no 
means enthusiastic on the subject. He 
objected on the grounds that such a 
mausoleum, containing, as it was pro­
posed, the bodies of those who had died 
of every kind of disease, would be a 
menace to public health, as well as a 
menace to those who might visit the 
building. Without the board, the pro­
moters could not go on with the plan, 
and withdrew their proposal.

The whole question of the disposal of 
the dead is beginning to cause some 
attention to the authorities. In big 
cities there are already numerous ceme­
teries which are filled up, and land being 
held for cemetery purposes is frequently 
so held at the expense of the living.

A BETTING DECISION.

Albany, June 1. -The dispensing of ad- 
va ace information <>n the* Brighton Beech 
track during last July’s meeting in 
directly was sustained by the Court of 
Appeals yesterday in the proceedings of 
the people against William Engemau, 
Christopher Fitzgerald, the President of 
the Brighton Beach Assocaition. and 
John G. Cavanaugh, who were cognizant 
of the issuance of these advance sheeUt. 
The people at temple, l to convict them 
n* “common gamblers" under the Anti- 
racetrack gambling laws, passed a year 
ago. The racetrack people demurred on 
the gromds that the acts com plained of 
did not constitute a crime.

The lower courts sustained the demur­
rer of the defendants, and the Court of 
Appeals affirms the. decision of tlm lower 
courts unanimously without an opinion.

Bookmakers and others interested in 
racing consider the decision of the Court 
of Appeals to-dav as making another 
loophole in the "ilart-Agnew Anti-bet 
ting Law. The sheets in question con­
tain entries, scratches, names of jockeys, 
overweights and other information neces­
sary to bookmakers and bettors in ad 
varice of a race.

ETHICS OF PIGEON SHOOTING.
From the New York Telegraph : The 

Interstate Gun Club contests, which 
have been fought out over three States 
thus far this season and which will 
be continued under ^the auspices^of 
the Hillside^Gun Club at Haines’ 
landing in the Rangeley Lakes region 
in Maine, beginning yesterday and 
continuing three days, has aroused 
again an active discussion among 
sportsmen as to the relative merits 
of clay pigeons and live birds, and 
the battle is raging fiercely.

The moral, ethical or humanitarian 
point of view enters largely into the 
question and the discussion is, of 
course, inspired by the recent appar­
ently strong move of anti-vivisèction 
agitation that has swept over the East 
following the visit of a noted foreign 
female advocate of that cult to this 
country.

Elmer E. Shaner, of Nashville, 
Ten., secretary-manager < the Inter­
state Association, is a particularly 
strong advocate of the live bird as a ; 
target.

Discussing the matter here a few j 
days ago he insisted that "mawkish 
sentimentality and crass ignorance" 
were responsible for the impression 
that shooting live pigeons was cruelty.

"A good many persons.’ ’said he, 
"labor under the impression that at 
our matches we are still using live 
birds, because ‘pigeons’ are spoken 
of, whereas every informed man knows 
that we use blue rock targets thrown 
from a trap, and they are counted 
‘killed,’ even if unbroken, if they are 
pierced by a single shot.

“It is a mistake to regard the shoot­
ing of five pigeons as cruelty. The 
birds must be in first-class condition 
to be able to fly and they are shot by 
the best marksmen in the country. 
They are usually killed instantly. 
There is a great deal more cruelty 
in wringing a chicken’s neck, and yet 
I dare say seven out of ten women 
in the country employ this method of 
preparing for a Spring feast.

ing water with its throat cut, and 
yet your sentimentalists w— insist 
that shooting a pigeon is cruel, even 
when they drop like the shot they are 
filled with. It is true it is slaughter, 
but it is not cruelty, and all the birds 
are used for food just the same as the 
chickens whose necks are twisted un­
til the breath is choked out of them.

“That this sentimentality is mis­
placed is indicated by the hysterical 
terms and descriptions employed by 
the opponents of live bird shooting 
calling it ‘slaughter of the cooing 
dove, the Ark bird and the emblem 
of love.’ However, we are not using 
live birds and it is scarcely neces­
sary to get hot under the collar about 
it.
SOUSA AGAINST KILLING.

John Philip Sousa, the bandmaster, n 
great devotee of the gun, who started 
for Maine yesterday to participate in 
the Interstate contest at Alaines’ find­
ing, disagrees entirely with Mr. Shaner, 
and discussing the matter before he left 
the city, he said:

“1 shot my last live bird at a contest 
at Sioux City, la., ten years ago, and 1 
shall never shoot another. There is every 
indication that we are approaching a 
higher civilization, with broader humani­
tarian views, and all these things that 
savor of the primeval instincts of sav­
agery should be eliminated from our

“The pigeon has beeome too much of a 
domestic bird to be used as a thing of 
sport, and you might as well think of 

a hog swimming across a vat of boil- making a target of your cat or your dog

as to consider hhn an object ot 
slaughter for sport.

“It is dite rent with grouse, wood­
cock and qnaiL The last is a match tor 
man wuerever yon put him, in sagacity 
and in ability to take care of himself.

“ The pigeon hoe so long associated 
himself with man that be trusts him im­
plicitly, How any one who has studied 
the pigeons of gt, Mark's, tn the Pies*, 
in Venice, can ever want to injure mm 
of them is beyond my understandings

in Venice these birds come from all 
quarters of the city to be fed by the 
populace and they remain in the riefafty 
for two bourn. At 2 o'clock a gam is 
fired in one of the fortresses and Ht» 
one bird the thousands rise and fly tn 
another part of the town, where they 
are fed by the city government, » n» " 
tom obtaining since the days of tbm 
Doges. These pigeons will perch o*

“We have another example of tbeir 
domesticity and trustfulness in the 
pigeons that make the tower of Madison 
.Square Garden their home.

“The disposition to wanton deefcrnc- 
tion is instinct in ns, and we will become 
a happier and better nation as we ermdK

“The child's first propensity is to de­
stroy its toy or to wantonly torn^nt 
some inoffensive creature. It is one of’, 
tbe chief matters of discipline for par­
ents to correct this primeval instinct.

“Mr. Shaner is wrong in saying that 
the bird does not suffer. While the ma­
jority are killed many fly wounded out 
of bounds and are not retrieved. So 
domestic are these birds that they have 
been seen to sit still when the «trap is . 
sprung, refusing to be induced to fly. 
You know that, one of the rules of the 
game is that if your bird does not rise 
you may throw three balls at. him and 
if lie does not rise at the third ball he 
may not be shot.

“Wo are getting just ps good and a* ' 
healthy sport with the blue rock, and 
our reputation as a nation of sportsmen 
will not be damaged if we cut out the 
live pigeon entirely.”

TEXAS PITCHER
WHO HAS BIG PAWS.

San Antonio, Tex., June 1. — San An­
tonio has a pitcher who can perform 
one feat that no other baseball player 
has ever shown to the writer. So far as 
known this twiner,• by name Abclcs, is 
the only professional pitcher in the 
world who can take a regulation base­
ball and hide it in his hand—that is to 
say, can close liis hand over the ball 
so that no part of it is visible.

This may not seem to be such a feat 
when one reads about it, but any person 
who will take a regulation baseball and 
close his hand about it will realize how 
much farther he comes from completely 
covering the ball than he thought would 
be the case.

The circumference of a baseball that 
follows the specifications of the league 
regulations is a trifle more than nine 
inches, there being an allowance for 
variance from nine to nine and one- 
quarter inches. As a matter of fact, 
there is not sufficient variance from the 
standard of the factories that supply 
the American and National leagues to 
be apparent. Were it otherwise the 
pitchers would be badly hampered by

the difference in size of the balls given 
to them.

Abeles takes a Reach or a Spalding 
ball and spans it with thumb and cither 
the middle or the ring finger of his left 
hand—he is a southpaw pitcher—without 
any great difficulty. Or with thumb and 
little finger he can come within a quar­
ter of an inch of doing the trick.

The size of his hand is said to be of 
peculiar aid to the pitcher in his de­
livery. The TigOi have not had much op­
portunity to watch him, as he reported 
late, and has not been on the lot much.

Abeles* special weakness is in fielding 
his position, at which he is said to be 
ordinary.

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LAWYER GOT 
JUDGMENT.

Judge Found That He Earned 
All He Claimed.

Proctor Will Case \Vill Come to 
Trial on Friday

Webh vs. Box Before the Court 
—An Evening Session.

When the non-jury court re opened 
yesterday afternoon at 2 o’clock the 
Chadwick vs. Parkin case was resumed. 
A letter was produced by Mr. Secord, 
counsel for the defence, written by Chad­
wick Bros., on Feb. 17, 1908, in which 
the plaintiff said, in reply to a letter 
of complaint by defendants: “In looking 
over your letter we claim we have given 
you the kind of brass, namely, phosphor

John H. Shales and John Russell, in­
spectors of elevators, were called and 
asked their opinion on a specimen of 
the gear wheels- in question. They said 
that, iii their opinion, the material was 
hard and durable, also that the cutting 
out of the cogs was due to improper 
fitting.

Mr. Secord, in addressing the court, 
said that according to agreement, the 
gear wheels should have been phosphor 
bronze, and not what Chadwick Bros, 
should choose to supply. In view of the 
fact that Chadwick Bros.’ evidence had 
several contradictions, while that of the 
Parkin Elevator Co. had been clear and 
consistent, he submitted that the evi­
dence of the company be preferred and 
submitted that judgment should be 
given in favor of the defendants.

Mr. Farmer submitted that the de­
fendants’ contra claim had not l»een es­
tablished. There was considerable dis­
pute as to the use of the terms brass, 
phosphor bronze, etc. They were used 
alternately, consequently no value could 
be attached to defendants’ claim of de­
ception.

Judge Teetzel reserved judgment, 
which will be given on or before Friday.

The next action was that of Benjamin 
F. Hall, a Buffalo lawyer, against Mr. 
and Mrs. Chas. S. Jackson for $1,923.73 
for services performed.

This lawyer claimed that he had done 
services for the defendants in the United 
States. On Feb. 13, 1900, lie got consent 
judgment in the Supreme Court of New 
York for $1.500. On May 31, 1903. Mr. 
Jackson paid Mr. Hall $230 on account, 
and has since paid nothing.

The defence is that the consent judg­
ment in the Supreme Court of New York 
was obtained by fraud. Hall, the de­
fence claims, said he would collect from 
a man named Young, who owed defend­
ants money. The defendants further 
claim that they did not know how much 
Mr. Hall’s claim would lie-, that lie did 
not perform service for them for which 
he could claim such an amount, and that 
the $230 payment on May 31, 1903, was 
in full of account.

Tins MORNING’S SESSION.
When court resumed this morning the 

action of Ilall vs. Jackson was disposed

The judge found that the amount of 
the judgment of $1,500 was reasonable 
for the arduous, loyal and successful ser­
vices rendered by the plaintiff; that 
upon the records of the courts in Buffalo 
the defendants knew what the judgment 
was for, and with that knowledge paid 
$230 on account, which saved the case 
from the statute, of limitations, and that 
the whole correspondence and records 
were a. corroboration of Mr. Hall’s claim. 
He therefore gave judgment for the full 
amount, with interest at 5 per cent, and 
costs. He ordered immediate execution 
of the judgment.

The action of Proctor vs. Carscallen, 
which was postponed on Monday, will be 
tried on Friday at 10 o’clock. Mr. Black- 
stock will act for Mrs. Proctor and her 
two children.

The next action to come up was Webb 
vs. Box. el al. The plaintiff, Geo. F. 
Webb, assignee for the creditors of John 
B. Webb, brought action against Wm. 
Box, H. L. Rice and the St. Mary’s <£. 
Western Ontario Railway Co. for $3,090 
damages.

On Feb. 28, 1908, John Webb entered 
into negotiations with the railway com­
pany to occupy a farm, known as the 
Sutherland farm, and owned by the 
company. He asked for a year’s lease, 
and pending the negotiations took pos­
session. It was claimed that hc^ was 
given a verbal lease in April of the same 
year for one year at a rental of $230. 
On July 31 Mr. Webb, who had the con­
tract to build the railway, made an 
assignment for the benefit of his cred­
itors; a month later Mr. Box, on a war­
rant sworn out by Rice, distrained 
Webb’s goods, made up of household 
effects, horses, crops, etc., to the value 
of $1,545, and sold them. The seizure 
was made for the $250 rent which the 
-defendants claimed was due in Septem­
ber. On the other hand the plaintiff 
claimed that there was no rent due 
when the seizure took place, and sued 
for $3,090, double the value of the goods 
seized, and damages for illegal and ex­
cessive distress.

The defence was that Webb’s lease 
expired on Sept. 1, 1908, and at that 
date no rent had Wen paid; that it was 
agreed, if Webb did not fulfil his con­
tract to build the railway his lease on 
the farm should be cancelled; that Webb 
allowed the house to Wcorae in a dilapid­
ated condition, and that he did not pro­
perly till the soil, and did not even cut 
down the weeds. The defendants also 
put in a contra claim of $500, breach of 
the terms of the lease.

C. M. Mast en, K. and W. R. Wads­
worth, of Toronto, acted for the plain­
tiff; Geo. 8. Kerr, K. C., and J. C. 
Makins, of Toronto, for the defendants.

This afternoon the Judge gave judg­
ment in favor of the plaintiff. He held 
that there was illegal distress. He in­
timated that a settlement should be ar­
ranged on the basis of actual loss.

The action of Morgan vs. Thompson, 
et al., for $861.55 wages has been post­
poned until the next court; also the 
action of Smith vs. Allith for royalties.

The court will sit this evening at 8 
o'clock.
