THE WAR I3 ON.

The United States Fleet Have Cap-
tured Several Spanish Trading
Vesssls.—Havana Blockaded.

Loxpox, April 16.—A special despatch
from Madrid published this afternoon
says: ““The vote of the powers will review
the whole-Cuban question, pointing out
all the trouble with the United States
arises through the clamor of the sugar
manufactarers, who it is claimed fomented
and organizeéd the entire revolt.

‘‘Attention will be called to the alleged
unmolested American filibustering, and it
will be asserted that the chief leaders are
not Cubans, but adventurers of all nation-
alities, whose sole purpose is plunder and
robbery. :

“The concessiors made bySpain will be
enumerated, and the vote will point out
that while Spain has done everything pos-
sible to pacify the island, the _consuls of
the United States, it will be alleged, have
constituted themselves insurgent agents,
and the statement will be made that when
autonomy promised the desired result,
an American squadron was sent to Cuba
to encourage the insurgents to hold out.
These contentions, it is added, will be
supported by documentry eviaence which,
it is alleged, will prove the bad faith dis-
played throughout the United States to-
wards Spain.

The note to the powers will conclude
with declarig that Spain-having exhaust-
ed every means of peace is reluctantly
compelled to prepare for war and to fight
for the maintenance of its rights and
honor.”

Senor Sagasta, the Spanish premier,
says: ‘“To say the destruction of the
Maine was caused through Spanish agency
is infamous and heartless and against
reason and justice.”

WasHINGTON, April 20.—Minister Polo

received a copy of the ultimatum to
Spain. He handed the messenger his

WasHiNgTON, April 20.—The ultimat-
um annources that if a satisfactory re-
sponse is not received from Spain by Sat-
urday the President will proceed at - once
to carTy out the act of Congress.

WasHINGTON, April 20.—Spain affairs
have been entrusteil to the French Am-
bassador and Austrian minister.

WasHINGTON, April 20.—At 12.03 the
‘house was notified that the president has
approved che Cuban resclutions. The
anneuncement was greeted with a tremen-
dous outburst of applause.

WasHINGTON, . April 20.—It is learned
later ‘that midnight Saturday is Spain’s
furthest time limit.

Maprip, April 20., 10 a. m.—On the
departure of General Woodford from
Madrid, which is expected almost immedi-
ately, the arms of Great Britain will re-
place those of the United States embassy
and the British charge d’affaire will look
after the interests of the United States in
Spain.

WasHINGTON, April 20.—The President
in his ultimatum to the Spanish govern-
ment, transmits g copy of the resolutions
passed by Cengress, which resolutions he
stated he has signed. He demands that
Spain withdraw her army and navy forces
from Cuban waters, as rcquired by the
terms of the act of congress, (the date of
withdrawal being mentioned,) and then
states that if a satisfactory answer is not
he will
proceed at onee to carry the resolution of
congress into effect.

WasHiNGTON, April 20.—The Spanish
Minister’s request for his passports, sent
immediately on the receipt of the ulti-
matum, was as follows:

*‘Mr. Secretary.—The resolution adopt-
ed by the congress of the United States
of America and approved today by the
President, is of such a nature that my
permanence in Washington becomes im-
possible and obliges me to reguest you
the delivery of my passports. The pro-
tection of the Spanish interests will be in-
trusted to the French ambassador and to
the Austrio-Hungary minister. On this
occasion very painful te me, I have the
honor to renew to you the assurance of
my highest consideration.”

Assistant Secretary Day has directed
that Senor Polo’s passports be prepared
and sent to him at once. No instructions
have been sent to Minister Woodford,
the department not regarding Senor Polo’s
letser as an answer to the ultimatum.

WasHINGTON, April 21.—Diplomatic
relatiors between the United States and
Spain are at an end.- Tt is expected that
from now on events will move with amaz-
ing rapidity up to the climax of actual
war. .

Judge Day, assistant secretary of state
early this morning received a cable from
Minister Woodford at Madrid, stating
that he had been handed his passports,
and had been notified ‘that official rela-
tions between Spain and the States were
ended. His cablegram said that he had
been given the passports before he had
had an opportunity to present the ulti-
matum transmitted to him for submission
to the Spanish government, the delivery
of the ultimatum to Minister Polo having
been accepted by the Spanish govern-
ment a8 a formal aunouncement on the
part.of the United States,

WasHINGTON, April 21.—The following
statement of the text of the ultimatum
was issued today: On yesterday, April
20th, about 11 o’clock a. ;m. the depart-
ment of state served notice of the pur-
poses of this government, by delivering
to Minister Polo a copy of an instruction

to Minister Woodford, and also a copy of |-

the resolutions passed by Congress of the
United States on the 20th instant.

After the receipt of this note theSpan-
ish Minister forwarded to the state de-

partment a request for his passports,

which were furnished. A copy of the in-
struction to Minister vodford is
herewith appended, TheU. 8. minister
at Madrid was at the same time ' instruct-
ed to make a like request to.the govern-
ment of Spain. This morning the de-
partment received from General Wood-
ford a telegram, a copy of which is at-
tached, showing that the Spanish gov-
ernment had broken off diplomatic . rela-
tions with the government.  This course
renders unnecessary any further diploma-
tic action on the part of the United
States. A
‘“Wooprorp, Madrid.”

You-have been furnished with the text
of a joint resolution voted by. the con-
gress of the United States of the 19th
inst., approved to-day, in relation to the
pacification of the island. of Cuba. . In
obedience to that act, the President di-
rects you to immediately communicate to
the guvernment of Spain, said résolution,
with the formal demand of the govern-
ment of the United States that the gow-
ernment of Spain at. once relinquish its
authority over the island of Cuba, and
withdraw its land and naval forces from
Cuba and Cuban waters. '

In taking this step the United States
hereby disclaims any. disposition .or in-
tention to exercise sovereignty, jurisdic-
tion or control over the said fsla.nd‘, oK,
cept for the pacification ' thereof, and  as-
serts‘its determination when that is ag-
complished, to léave the government gnd’
control of the island o its people undé
such free and independent government ¢
they may establish. : !

If by the hour of noon on Saturddy
next, the 23rd day of April inst., there
oe not communicated to this government
by that of Spain, a full and satisfactory.

The Growing of Sugar Beets.

In the manufacture of beet sugar, beets
having a sugar content of .12 per cent.,
with a purity co-efficient of 80, can he
worked with profit. A purity co-efficient
of 80.means that of the total selids found
in the juice, 80 per cent is sugar. IEx-
periments made by the Ohio Agricultural
Experiment Station last year show that
the sugar beet thrives best in those re-
gions where the average summer tempera-
tureis abcut 70 degrees, provided the
conditions of soil and rainfall are suitable.
A number of samples of beets were test-
ed from the southern part of the state,
which showed an average sugar content
of 12.8 per cent., and a purity of 76.3.
This was too low for profitable working.
The samples tested from the centre of the
State showed an average percentage of
13.9, with a purity of 78. Samples from
the northern section shuwed an average
percentage of 14.3 with a purity of 79.4.
From these experiments it will be seen
that a:-warm climate is not a necessity for
the growth of sugarbeets. In fact, the
best results were obtained from the beets
grown in the most northerly part of the
State. There is, therefere, nothing to
prevent the beet from. being grown satis-
factorily in Ontarie if the conditions of
soil and rain-fall are suitable. The sugar
beet factory should be located where
there is plenty of lime-stone and abund-
ance of water. Ohio consumes over 200,-
000,000 pounds of sugar annually. Te
produce this amount of sugar from beets
wonld require about 200,000 acres of
land. So, in Canada, if the total amount
of sugar{consumed were produced in the
¢ountry, many thousands of acres of land
wold be required to grow the beets.—
Farming. .

Notes.

Straw mulch for potatoes, applied six
or eight inches deep, will bridge over a
dry season, keep the weeds out and en-
sure & good crop. This is an old-time
method, hut is too little in vogue at the
present day.

In the year 1788 there were only 29
head of sheep in New South Wales, but
at the beginning of the present century
this nuinber had increased to 2,000,000,
while now the stock has reached 60,000,-
000. The Australian Colonies, including
Tasmaniag and New Zealand, posséss
about 130,000,000 sheep, which is more
than four times the number in the whole
of Europe. ~ The number of sheep in the
latest return, is' 26,340,440,

For the morning feeding for laying
fowls, a mash is an excellent thing, says
A good one
is made of corn crushed, cobs aud all,
oat meal and bran, and all wet up with
milk, just enough to be crumbly, but not
sloppy. Wheat is a fine food for laying
hens, and in fact all grains come in for a
share of feeding, the idea being to have a
change. Hens are almost as fond of a
change in diet as human beings are, and
the hens certainly do enough better to
make it pay.

Basy Cure for Dyspepsia.

““As painful and annoying as dyspepsia
is, it may be easily and quickly cured if
the sufferer will only be careful in his
daily diet,” writes Mrs. 8. T. Rerer id
the March Ladies’ Home Journel. “‘Ab-
stain for a given time from ail solid foods.
Live for at least one week on milk, one
quarter barley water or koumyss. Then,
as the stomach grows stronger, take pure
milk, sipping it and swallowing it slowly.
You may take also the raw white of an
egg shaken with a cup of milk, Barthe-
low’s food, plum porridge, a little scraped
beef broiled, and finally broiled beef, boil-
rice and pulled bread. A glass of cool,
not iced, water should be taken the first
thing in the morning. - A cup of warm,
not hot, water half an hour before break-
fast. For breakfast, three ounces of
milk . mixed with one ounce of barley
water. This schedule should be followed
every three hours throughout the entire
day for one week, taking the last glass of
milk half an hour before bedtime.
Koumyss may be substituted for milk or
used alternately.”

Marketing a Horse.

We would advise those who have horses
to sell this spring to get them in proper
shape. A farmer can fit a horse just as
well as a regular horse-dealer if he will
set to work in the right way. Don’t let
the horse run to the straw stack all
winter, then when the buyer comes tell
him that the horse never had a blanket
on him, and that he will make a beautiful
horse when he is in shape. It costs time
and money to put the horse in shape,
and you may just as well have that meney
as the dealer. Someone is going to get it
and you may as well make a bid for it.

Put the horse in a good stable, feed
him well, give him some laxative feed
every day, and thus put the digestive or-
gans in good working order. Now slick
up your horse, trim up his ears, cut his
whiskers, singe off the long hair over the
body, wash out his tail occasionally, and
thus make him presentable or really more
marketable. See that he has thorough
grooming every day, and that a good
blanket is kept on him. It takes plenty
of elbow grease along with good feed to
make his coat shine.

First impressions go a long was in in-
fluencing the prospective buyer, therefore
have the horse well halter-broken. Keep

& good halter on him’' and train him to
look well at the halter, both when stand-
ing and iu action. Teach him to hold up
his head and loek alive, smart and active.
Give him exercise every day at this so
that he will know his lessons without
prompting when the buyer comes to see
him. .

Train him in harness the same day.
Drive him at that speed at which he will
show the cleanest gait and best style of
action and no faster. There are plenty
“‘three minute” horses in the country if
their owners are to be believed, but that
speed is too fast for city driving or com-
fortable driving anywhere, or to show a
horses best action. 8o drive your horse
at the speed best suited to him and don’t
try to see how fast he can go. Attention
to these things will put some of the
money in your pocket that weuld other-
wise go inito the pocket of the horse-deal-
er.—Farming.

Get Ready for Spring Work.

This is the time of the year when every
farmer should lay plans for spring work.
He should have a definite plan of his farm
prepared, and be able to estimate exactly
as to how much of each kind of grain he
will sow, and upon which fields. When
this is known definately he will- then be
ahle to estimate carefully. how much
wheat, oats, etc., he will require for each
field. This will enable him to get the
seed ready before the busy season opens
in the spring, and so have everything in
readiness to begin work as soon as the
ground is ready.

The question of seeds is an important
one. Too many farmers neglect it and
continue to sow old seeds over and over
again, and then wonder why they do not
have large crops. It will pay every far-
mer to change his seed every three or four
years at Jeast. When he does change he
should aim to get the very best quality of
seed possible. This is the time of the
year for securing good seed. Do not
leave it off till the last moment when you
will be too busy to make a proper selec-
tion. - Write to the Experimental Farms
at Guelph and Ottawa and get reports of
the kinds of the various seeds which have
given the best results, and make your
selections accordingly.

Domestic Science.

When lard boils over it is sure to flame
up; a dash of water adds to the fury, be-
sides sending back smudges over every-.
thing in the room. A dash ef flour or
sand will at once quench the flames of
burning lard and sometimes thereby save
the house. :

Browned flour is essential to good sauces
and gravies. To make it spread the flour
half an inch deep in a pie plate and seorch
it evenly in an oven with constant stir-
ring; when cold bottle it.

To brown a pie crust evenly and easily,
brush it over lightly with sweet milk
alter it has heen In the oven over fifteen
minutes. A clean bit of soft, white cloth
should be used for this purpose.

Oily hands may be made comfortable
and touchable by wetting them once or
twice a day while clean, with cologne, al-
eohol or toilet vinegar.

Cut glass dishes should be washed in
water, only moderately hot, because in
piaces they are thick and elsewhere thin
and they shrink and expand unevenly,
being subject to crack when subjected to
excesses of temperature. ;

Glasses used for milk should be washed
in cold water first and then again in hot
soap sups. This will make them clean
and shining.

Flannel or thlck cotton bags filled with
salt, sand or bran should be kept in the
house for heating quickly on plates placed
in the oven to warm persons who have
pains “‘in their midst.” Hot water bot-
tles or even rubber bags are less flexible
and less comforting than these bags. A
relay of such bags of various sizes is pos-
sible, while hot water bags are less qnick-
ly replaced. Bags of thin texture filled
hops are soothing when applied either
cold or hot in cases of neuralgia, tooth-
ache, etc.

A Child’s Daily Diet.

Mrs. S. T. Rorer, writing on *‘The
Best Food for a Growing Child,” in the
April Ladies Home Journal, says: A
child must have in its active life at least
two-thirds carbonaceous feods and one-
third nitrogenous or flesh-building foods.
For breakfast he may have first a well-
baked or steamed apple, a little apple
sauce, a ripe peach or some grapes, fol-
lowed by a well-cooked cereal with milk,
after which, a soft-boiled egg, a small bit
broiled white-fish, a little broiled sweet-
bread, a-piece of broiled chicken, or he
may take simply a bowl of oatmeal or
wheat preparation, and a slice of well-
toasted whole wheat bread.

“For dinner, a clear soup, followed by
a red meat, either beef or mutton, broil-
ed, boiled or roasted, or any of the wild
meats, with one starchy vegetable, such
as rice, potato or stewed macaroni, and
one green vegetable simply cooked, such
as spinach, cauliflower, asparagus, lettuce,
cress, celery, well-cooked cucumber, care-
fully stewed turnips or well boiled radish,
over which is poured a little cream sauce,
giving the required fatty matter.
comes the desert.” Such things as rice-
pudding, cup custard, caramel custard,
mock charlotte, floating island, rice dump-
ling and boiled rice and milk, or moulded
wheatlet with whipped cream, and mould-.
ed rice with whipped cream may be used.

In Toronto recently this question was
discussed by Chaplain Searles and Chan-
cellor Sims—from different standpoints,
but each brought out this fact, that there
are more victims of the drink trafic who
never drink than of the actual drinkers
themselves.

heart would break at the immediate pros-
pect of their home being thus broken up
and the family being driven out into the
world. His little effects of clothing were
tied up-in a small cotton handkerchief,
‘and he was then compelled to walk out
aund face the world, to enter into the bat-
tle of life as hest he could, under such
terribly disadvantageous circumstances,
and for such terribly unjust reasons.
From a -distant hill he looked back
on that broken-up home, and on that
broken-hearted mother, and with such
feelings in regard to the drink traffic and
those engaged in that dreadful business
as have made him an earnest Prohibition-
ist ever since. For one victim' of the
drink traffic in that family who did drink
there were several whose cup of earthly
bitterness was also great who irever
drank! ‘

poverished their homk\nr ill-treated
their familles. Many «f%hem, probably,
never once imagined that their convivial
habits would prove such a terrible legacy
to their posterity. One of the worst
young inebriates that I have known was
the son of o much respacted and wealthy
father, a model citizen in the estimation
of the community, and yet it seemed well
enough understood that the poor fellow’s
downfall was the result of heredity, ex-
tending over two generations back of
moderate drinking. .

Drunkénness is not the only: evil of
drinking by any means. The foregoing
fucts huve been mentioned in vain if they
have not conveyed that idea. Our license
laws might, possibly, be so framed and
so rigidly enforced that actual drumken-
ness might be stamped out—a bare pos-
sibility but not probable—but even then
such terrible evils as have just been re-
ferred to, the cry of which surely goes up
to heaven, would not be averted. Mod.
erate drinking, as well as drunkenness,
has its victims, direct and indirect.—
Christian Guardian.

Good Milk.

To make gond butter one must have
good milk, and this comes only from
healthy cows, fed on good, sweet pasture
or on good, sweet grain and other forage,
and which have pure water to drink and
pure air to breathe. Certain obnoxious
weeds-—leeks, wild onions, rag-weed, ayd
others—give the niilk and the butter
made from it a decidedly bad flavor; so
also does damaged, rotten silage, mouldy
corn fodder or hay, and musty damaged
grain. Twpure water has its effect, both
on the health” of the animal and on the
quality of l:hq;l_p:ilk. In many pastures
are seen smadl pools in which the cows
stand during the heat of the day to rid
themselvés of flies. The water in these
becomes filthy and is kept stirred up by
the movements of the cattle, and where,

18 is often the case, it is the only water

obtainable, the cows are compelled to
drink it. This cau usually be avoided by
fenciug the pond and keeping the cattle
out. If this water is needed for the cat-
tle it can be drawn out by a pipe laid on
the lower side into a trough from which
the cows can drink.
In a close, crowded, 'ill ventilated
stable, where there is too little air space
for each animal, the air becomes foul from
the exhalations, and this affects the milk
as well as the health of the ammals. The
remedy in this case is to provide more
room for the stock and better ventilation.
The stable should be kept -as clean as
possible and the cows well bedded and
clean. The utmost cleanliness should be
observed in milking. - All dirt should be
brushed from the cow before beginning to
milk,. and it is best to dampen the udder
and flank of the cow, so as to prevent the
dust and dirt from falling into the milk.
The milk should be strained immediately
after milking and not allowed to stand in
the cow stable any longer than is absol-
utely necessary. ;

Horse Radish for Home Use.

v

All horse radish should be got out of
the ground as soon as the frost is fairly
out. That for home use is best preserv-
od by grating finely while fresh, putting
the pulp in bottles with wide mouths,
and corking closely to keep out air. It
is very difficult to keep the roots in warm
weather.  Those kept dry will become
dry and worthless. Those put in sand

After
leaving St. Thomas, ber last port of
call on one voyage, the brig was steer-
ing a northwesterly course, homeward
bound, beating up under short canvas
against high winds and heavy seas fol-
lowing in the wake of a hurricane which
had traversed the'tropics five or six days
before. Her captain, swho had been
same hours on deck, went below at mid-
night aftor directing the first officer,
who was on watch, to keep the course
then steered and to call him in case of
any change for the worse in the weather.
He lay down upon a sofa in the main
cabin, but, as the brig’s bell struck
twice, became conscidus of the figure of
a man, wearing a green sou’wester,
standing beside him in the dim light of
the cabin lamp. Then he heard the
words:

““Change your course to sou’west,
captain.’’

Captain Benner got wp and went on
deck, where he found that the weather
bad moderated and that the brig was
carrying more sail and making better
headway. He asked. the mate on duty
why be bad sent down to call him, to
which that officer replied that he had
not done so. The captain, fancying that
he had been dreaming, went back to the
cabin, but was disturbed soon again by
a second visit from the man- in the
green sou’wester, who repeated his pre-
vious order and vanished up the com-
panionway. Thecaptain, now thorough-
ly aroused, jumped up and pursued the
 retreating figure, but saw no one until
he met the mate on watch, who insisted
;.hat be had not sent apny messenger be-
ow.

Mystified and perplexed, Captain
Benner returned to the cabin, only to
see his singular visitor reappear, to
hear him repeat the order to change the
course to sou’west, with the warning,
*“If you donot, it will soon be too late,”’
and to see him disappear as before.

Although 4 cool headed seaman, fair-
ly proof against superstitions, the cap-
tain was nevertheless deeply impressed
by these bappenings and determined to
see what meaning was hidden in the or-
der of his midnight visitor. Going on
deck, he gave the necessary orders for
the change in the ship’s course ‘o south-
west. The officers of the brig were not
only surprised but also indignant at
this sudden and to them unreasonable
change of course. The mnew course
brought the vessel at a righdnngle to
her proper directicn and if persisted in
would strand her on the coast of Santo
Domingo. Meanwhile the weather had
moderated still more, additional sail
bhad been got upon the vessel, and she
v.as being driven still farther from her
destination.

Her impatient officers had finally de-
termined to seize their captain and put
him in irons, when, soon after day-
break, the lookout forward reported
some object dead ahead. As the vessel
kept on it was made out to be a ship’s
boat. As it ranged abeam it was seen to
contain four men lying under its
thwarts, one of whom wore a green
sou’wester. The Mohawk was promptly
hove to, a boat lowered, and the cast-
aways taken in. The castaways proved
to be the captain and three men, the
only survivors of the crew of a vessel
which had gone down in the hurricane,
and they bad been drifting helplessly
without food for five or six days. The
green sou’wester was the property of
the rescued captain. A few days later,
when he had recovered sufficiently to be
able to leave his berth, he was sitting
one day in the main cabin of the brig
with Captain Benner, He suddenly
asked his host whether he believed in
dreams.

““Since I have been here,”’ he contin-
ued, ‘‘I have been thinking how fa-
miliar this cabin looks. I think that I
have been here before. In the night be-
fore you picked me up I dreamed that I
came to youn here in this cabin and tola
you to change your course to sou’west.
The first time you took no notice of me,
and I came the second time, in vain,
but- the third time you changed your
course, and I woke to find your ship
slongside of us.”’

Then Captain Benner, who had no-
ticed the resemblance of the speaker to
his mysterious visitor, told his own
story of that night.

Captain Blank could not recall the
pame of the wrecked vessel, but said
that all the facts were confirmed by the
logbook of the Mohawk, even to the de-
tail of the intention of the officers of
the brig to put their commander in
irons. The story is an oft repeated one
in Captain Blank’s family and is well
known in the locality from which he
bails.—New York Sun.

P ERSIAN RULER’S JEWELS.

Fabalous Tele of tha Coatly Gems In the
Peacock Throne itoow.

%ho has not heard of the Persian
jewsls—their glory, their number,
their priceless wortih? When the doors
were unlocked and I was taken into the
peacock thrcne room, I found myself
surrounded by a mass of wealth un-
equaled in the world. Nowhere are such
treasures, but nowhere also is there
such an accumulation of rubbish. I
will, bowever, dismiss the rubbish and
refer only to the treasures. Down each
side of the room were chairs entirely
covered with sheeted gold, and at inter-
vals were tables of gold, nailed, I shud-
dered to note, with the commonest of
black headed tacks.

At the far end of the room was the
wonder of the world, - the peacock
throne. Whether it is one of the seven
thrones of the ‘great mogul and was
brought from Delhi I don’t know, but
it is certainly the most costly ornament
that the eys of man can look upon. 1
inspected it most carefully. It is entire-
ly of-silver, a great camp bed structure,
but modeled in lovely designs. It is in-
crusted from end to end and from top to
bottom with diamonds:

At the back is a star of brilliants that
makes you blink. The rug on which the
shah sits is edged with precious stones,
and the pillow on ghich he reclines is
covered with pearls® I could keep on
writing about the dazzling beauties of
the throne of the king of kings, but 1
never could get beyond declaring it to
be a superb jewel. Some people have
valued 1% at £5,000,000. Its real value
is between £2,000,000 and £8,000,000.

But, though the peacock throne is
the magnum cpus of the Persian crown
jewels, it by no means extinguishes the
magnificence of the other treasures.
Who can attempt, however, to recount
the number of bejeweled arms, the roy-
al arms, the flaching aigrets, the trays
piled up with cut and uncut stones and
the bowls filled with pearls thht you
can run through your fingers like a

bandful of rice? Every one has heard of !

the Daria-i-Nur, or Sea of Light, sister
diamond to the Kchinoor, or Mountain
of Light. Every one has also heard of
the Globe of the World, made by the
late shah of 75 pounds of pure gold and
51,336 gems—the sea of emeralds, Per-
sia of turquoises, India of amethysts,
Africa of rubies, England and France of
diamonds—and valued at £947,000.—

Rifle Etiguette and Surly Hospitality of
the Tribes of the Desert.

I heard that the Bedouins gave me
the name of the walking Englishman
and once or twice were kind ehough to
say that I was one of themselves. Tri-
fles like these are important when deal-.
ing with men who have the miinds of
children. With them whether you are
to live or die depends so often on a tri-
fle that it is as well to have as many
trifles as possible in your favor. X wore
their dress in my trip to Siwas, not with

the idea of taking any one in at close |

quarters, but of making myself unno-
ticeable at a distance. Igenerally walk-
ed some way in front of my men and
camels. I did this because the incessant
drone of the Arab songs became intoler-
able to me, and as I found Abdulla
couldn’t possibly get om without his
‘eternal ecng I used to put a mile be-
tween us when the track was clear.
Once or twice, on reaching the bow
of a sand hill, I would find myself in
sight of a string of camels. The first
thing the Bedouins would do was to
load and hold their flintlocks at the
ready. They meant no harm. It is the
ordinary etiquette of the desert, at
which no one dreams of taking offense.
Then I would have to sit down to show
that I meant nomischief, and conversa-
tion would be carried on in shouts. I
generally asked them for a bowl of cam-
el’s milk, which they always gave if
they had it. On one oocasion I-came
upon a solitary Bedounin watching his
berd of camels grazing. That man had
probably not seen a human being for
weeks. He was squatting on the ground.
He neither moved nor turned his head.
I asked him for milk, and he pointed to
his camels and said, ““Take it.’’ As the
art of milking camels never formed part
of my school curriculum this invitation
was of little use to me. But I could not
rouse that man to more active hospital-
ity. He probably looked upon my ap-
pearance as an impertinent intrusion.
