THUE EXPLORER HEARD OF IN THE HEART OF
THE DARK CONTINENT.

Stanley has been heard from at last,
after the world at larze had given him
~ up for dead and almost forgotten him.

He is in the heart of Africa with a large
force of men, white and black, and
backed by heavy capitalists, engaged in
laying the foundation of some sort of
commercial intercourse between the
Dark Continent and the civilized world.
His loyal friend, Edward King, the
famous American correspondent in
Paris, writes that he has just received a
long letter from Stanley dated, “General
Camp of the Expedition on the Upper-
Congo, S. W. Africa, January 16, 1882
The explorer says:—% * * -* You
1-ay guess from the tenor of the above
that T am not ill nor depressed in spirits,
nor languid, nor disposed to wish myself
anywhere but where [ am—in short, that
I am at least in tolerably good health.

« ® ® ] have been ill, though. I
suppose you may have heard of it. In
fact, I have seen and tasted death, and
now know what it means. I pity my
eomrades who have gone before me in
a different fashion from what I used to

~do. This severe illness occurred during
May, and I was nearly all June recover-
ing from it. [wasa palsied and miser-
able wretch when I informed my people
that I should get well. * * I have
exactly two hundred and thirty-six men
with-me in this ca.np—Zanzibaris, natives
and Europeans. There is not one man
- in disgrace—not one who 'has been
scolded ; not one voice has been raise:l
in anger. At the present time [ have
no cause of discontent with any living
person. Fromn the sea to the present
camp our life has been peaceful and
pleasa t, so faras the natives are con-
cerne:l. They have done much for me,
and I have done much for them. _The
first year we had sone trouble with the
whites, but they were not of .uy chosing.

They were strangers in Afri-a, anl most

of them had never been o1t o” their own

country. Consequently one slight fever
danaged their African enthusiasn so
much that they beggel me to s>nd them

ho.ne. Well, I sent fourteen ho ne at a

cost of about $2,100. Put down the same

su. for their expenses out, and you have
the nice little sum of $4,200. Two of
these wen stepped froin the steamer off
shore, and then steppe:l back azain anl
went ho.ne. After [ hal a lvanced into

the interior s0 na othr wites thouzht I

-would continue the sane gool service
anl send the.n hone as fast as
they drank too .nuch water or smoke 1
a little too inuch anl felt a trfle
sickish, but I was getting tired of
spen ling goodl money to show a lot of
useless people a mite or two of West
Africa, an | finally made a vow that not
one should go ho ne until the work was
eniled.

E-lward King says he is the agent of co.n-
panies which have invested large a.nounts
of capital in openir.g up sections ot Africa,
an:l who -naturally desire to secure for
the.nselves all the advantages which may
accrue from the explorer’s labors. “In a
few .nonths,” he adds, “we shall probably
hear rather interesting and possibly so.ne-
what startling’ news fro.n the little camp
on the Upper Congo.”

lots. The exciteinent waxed hotter and
hotter, and there is no tellin¢ how long
it would have lasted had the Hudson Bay
Company continued to confine itself to
wholesale transactions with thoroughly
responsible parties, who in turn were tak-
ing goo care to sell only to those who
were either paying all cash or who would
be very sure not to forfeit the first pay-
nent. In the meantine the pressure
brought to bear on the Company was
sonething extraordinary. Their land

office was packed with a band of eager,’

disorderly applicants who were even
jumiping over the counter for the purpose
of securing what they wanted. The doors
of tha building were besieged, and finally
to relieve himself of this pressure the
Co.nmissioner announced that they would
put the remainder of the town plot up at
auction, each lot to be sold off for what it
would fetch. As if this step would not
prove sufficiently fatal to the Co upany’s
interests as well as those of dealers who
had already invested at fancy prices, the
sale was made so that only one-tenth o”
the pur-hase money had to be paiddown,
the purchaser taking a for ‘e t rec.’pt for
his .on>y. Those who had paid cash
(and fancy pr.ces at that) for lots in the
first issue saw at once that they were
placed in -a most unfavorable position.

Here was the whole of the town plot}

thrown on the market at once, and the
terms of the sale were such that every
curbstone broker or even prosperous
boot-black could becoine (for a few days
at least) an operator. It was seen that
these wild-cat operations could only end
in the forfeitureof a great many lots, and
that in forty-eight hours or more Edimgpd-
ton lots+ would be hawked about the
streets for whatever they would bring.
Seeing this, everybody wanted to unload
as rapidly as possible, and then came the
panic. Prices dropped from $300 and
$750 through various gradations down to
$250), and to-day there is no more enquiry
for Edmonton propertv than there was
six months ago. I do not think this will
be the end of it, butit-is not unlikely that
the next Edmonton excite.nent will be
based on the sale of property in the town
proper, or rather where the village now is,

He murried in 86, the Hon. Lucy
Caroline, 2nd dau ziit. r of the 4th Baron
Lyttelton. His life was largely an official
one. He was private sesretary to Lord
Granville fro.n 1859 till 1864, and held
the sawe relation to Mr. Gladstone fro.n
July, 1872, to August, 1873, when he was
appointed a Lord of gthe Treasury, and
held the position tili February, 1874,
when the Government resigned. On the
advent of the Liberals to power he was
appointed Financial Secretary to the
Treasury in April, 1830. He sat for the
north-west- riding of Yorkshire since
July, 1865, and was elected at the last
general elections by 3,678 majority over
the first Conservative candidate. In
politics Dod describes him as “a Liberal,
in favor of the ‘total” abolition of church
rates and complete religious liberty.”
His Lordships career had so far been a
distinguished one, and calculated to give
him & vast amount of departmental
knowledge and training. That he had
been selected for the position which so
‘well known a statesman as My, Forster
failed to successfully fill is an indication
of the high esteem in which he was held
by his leader and colleagues. His Lord-
ship owned no land of any extent in his
own name, but the Devonshire family, as
represented by the present Duke, arve
large landholders not only in Englun(l
but in Ireland. The Duke of Devonshire
holds 32,776 acres in the county of Cork,
3 acres in the county of Tipperary, and
27,540 a 'res in the county of Waterford,

then these wor.uis has almost entirely
disappeared. A doubt has been ex-
pressed whether the sparrows destroy
these insects. That they eat them in
the larvee .0o-m [ do not eknow, but to
their destruction o the chrysalis, tue
woth and the eggs, I can testify, having
been an eye-witness to the act. Now
that the sparrow is a fa.niliar object to
us all, mnany can testity to the saine fact.
Though the sparrow was introduced here
about 187 the worns continued to be a
nuisance for several years until the in-
crease ot the sparrows insured the ex-
tinction of the worm. During those
years, at a certain part of the summer,
the air was full of small, light yellow
‘moths. It was by destroying these
moths, each of which was good for num-
berless eggs, that the sparrow earned our
gratitude. He did not invade the castle
of silk which the worma hal erected on
every bou :h and entangle his short bill
in .ts s ffcat.ng web, but he devoured
tae fly n tsssusm, anl picked off the
eggs at his ieisure. He is the tree pre-
server. He should be an honorary
member of the forestry convention.

An Old Time Outlww.

JOHN A. MURRELL, THE GREAT ROBBER O%
FORTY YEARS AGO.

The death of Jesse Ja nes in Missouri,
and the frequent references to his rob-
beries and to his notoriety as “the mast
conspicuous and for.nidable” scounarel
of the Schinderhannes and Cartouche
type ever known in this country, may
suggest to some of the News readers,
with long.memories, that forty years age
or more there was a robber, and a banil
organized and directed by him on the
lower Mississippi, more famous than
Jesse or Frank James, or the “Blue Cut”
gang, more dreaded, more wide reaching
in crime, and far more bloody, for they
made it a rule to leave no victim to be-
comeé a witness. John A. Murrell was a
name of terror from the mouth of the
Ohio to the Yazoo, and far back in the
interior of the States borderinz the Mis-
sissippi, on the east side. The wegt side
was too wild & wood for trave’ers or rob-
bers in those days, bnt the east wis 'eseb
for hundreds of miles alon:the roads
leading northward from New Orleans,
which were largely traveled by dealers
from the North, who had taken down
droves of horses or flatboat loads of grain
or pork or whisky. The depredations
were not corifined to the land, by any

| means, but unsuspecting “broad-hong”

were captured and pillaged amd thewxr
crews fed to the fish, while tied up a%
night out of -the way of steamers and
rafts that might sink them in a fog. It
is said that the Murrell gang had hiding
places in caves and stored their plunder
in them. Western Tenessee was said te
be their favorite grour.d, but they ranged
from the north of the Mississippi to the
Ohie. Many efforts were made to cap-
ture the leader and break up.the band
without effect, till an adventurous young
fellow named Virgil Stewart, un:'ertook
it of his own motion, partly to clear tha
country of a terror, and partly 1o employ
his superabundant energy and darm -
He became a member of the gang amd
continued so for some considerable tiu.e
—a year or two, possibly more, and finally
trapped the greatest villain ever known
on the American Continént sin~e ‘he
days of the buccaneer chiets, Monthess
and Morgan, He was sentto the pen-
itentiary at Nashwille for a long term .on
conviction of robbery, it,a is to be pr-
sumed, as a conviction of murder woulid
have hung him.

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ATLAN1IS.

The reading woriu oi the United States
is greatly agitated over the question o.
ancient American civilization. Researches
made in Central Awmerica have resuited
in the discovery of wmany wondertul
ancient ruins. Of these cities, the Incas,
or the rulers of Peru, before the days of
the Spanish Conquest, said : “l'hey were
constructed before the sun shonein the
heavens.” Peruvian civilization is itself
very old. It is pretty well established
that Manco Capac, the greatest of the In-
cas, lived about A, D. i000. In his day,
there were old ruins of marvellous con-
strucgion, and one of the.u, which was
evidently the seat of an ancient govern-
iuent, has an altitude of 14,000 feet above
the sealevel, and in.a climate which is now
insupportable, by reason of the cold and
the rarity of the atmosphere.
When the Spaniards came to Central
America,they found the Aztec civilization
“thoroughly established, and boasting
iuany centuries of duration. There ap.
pears to have been no connection what-
ever between it and the people who built
the cities which -are now being explored.
Mayab, in Yucatan, has been the ost
thoroughly explored of all these ruined
cities.
a day when volcanic disturbances were
very common in that district, and was an
ancient city when they ceased, which
was, judging from the best evidence at
hand, over six thousand years ago. This
date is fixed by certain memorial towers.
each ‘stone of which represents twenty
vears, as was well established by those
who explored Mexico at the time of its
conquest. These memorial towers, or,
rather pillars, are standig to-day, and
some of the.n have an age of over six
thousand years, and the fact that they
have not beén thrown down, is thought
though to prove that the periol of dis-
turbance ceased before their erection. It
is therefore argued thadthe city of Mayab
was an old city over 7,000 years ago.
A mong the ruins are found the skeletons
of menof gigantic stature. Here, in days
which were old ‘when Jewish chronology
begun, lived a race of giants, skilled in
arts, ‘warlike and religious. Had this
people any connection with Europe ? is
sthe absorbing question of the day among
antiquarians. [t is contended that they
had. Twenty years ago, men used to
laugls at Plato’s tale of Atlantis—of the
great island peopled by mighty warriors,
which lay beyond the Pillars of Hercules,
that is in the heartof the Atlantic Ocean.
The story rests upon the authority of the
priests of Egypt, who said to Solon about

- 500 years B.C., that this island had existed

and had been engulphed by the sea 9,000
years oefore. The discoveries of late
years tend to confirm this story, and also
make it seem probable that the ancient
ho.ne of the race is in America, whence
it has spread to the other quarters of the
globe, making its way east, either
Ly a chain of islands or a peninsula ex-
tending nearly to Europe and Africa.
The Egyptians claimed that the dominion
of the kings of Atlantis extended to the
borders of Egypt. They further claimed
that after great earthquake which lasted
a day and a night, and engulphed Atlan-
tis and all its people, the ocean ceased
to be navigable by reason of the vast
quantities of mud which it contained,
and in confirmation of this we have the
fact established that there is in the At-
lantic, off the Straits of Gibraltar, an im-
mense plateau formed of''volcanic matter
and mud. The similarity between the
monuments of Hindostan and Central
Aunerica also point to a common origin.
The conparison of the records which are
ound in Egypt, Hindostan and in the
ruins of Babylon, with those which are
being unearthed in America, will lead to
some interesting results. From the few
glimpses which we have had “into the
wealth of facts and philosophy which they
contain, we are able to imagine feebly
what a full research will bring to light.
Of one thing we may feel certain, namely,
that we have yet to learn of the ecarly
days of the world, and that the story
which we have been told about every-
thing relating $o human history being
comprised within a period of less than
six thousand years, and that for most of
that time men were confined to the east
of Asia, is a myth.

Commetrein! Yndependence.

The London Daily News, discussing
Sir Alex. Galt’'s mission to France, says
that it sees in the claim put forward by
the Colonies that co.umercial treaties
shall be negotiated in theirinterests with-
out regard to the demands of Great Bri-
tain, the entering wedge of the disinte-
gration of the empire. As we have al
ready ,ointed out, the protectionist tariff
was the first step towards a separation of
Canada froin the mother country. That
this has been the Tory idea for many
vears is shown by the following extract
from the Toronto Mail of April 10, 1872,
which journal was then, as now, the chief
organ of Sir John Macdonald :—

No one doubts, indeed, that the time will
come when Canada will be an independent
power on this continent. It isin the nature
of things that it should be so. That the ir-
resistible logic of events will lead up to this
result no thoughtful person can doubt.

When the Liberals pointed out that
the result of protection would be to
weaken the ties between Canada and the
E.npire, the Tories said that, in this mat-
ter, the interests of Canada were first to
be considered, and that Great Britain
would bave to take care of itself. All
along, the recor1 of the acts of the Tory
party on the question of British connec-
tion has been evidently at variance with
their vaporings about loyalty. They have
pothered abhout the old flag and the tra
ditions of the country, have flung charges
of disloyalty right and left, have claimed
that in thein dwelt all the true patriotism
which Canada contains ; but, at the same
tine, they have been pursuing a policy
which is gradually but surely severing the
tie which binds us to the mother land.
The cou uercial independence of
Canada, which the Hon. Mr. Blake
advocated when he moved his resolutions
relating to treaty-making is something
which the near future has in store for
Canada. 1t is so.uething contemplated
by the freedo.n of tariff-.naking conferred
on Cana la, and by the appoint.nent o
Canadian Co.unissioners to England. It
is merely the carrying out of the idea
which underlies all Canadian . develop
inent, na.nely, that the welfare of the
Do:ninion is to be considered before any-
thing else. This is.the idea which gained
for protection its iarge support. As ap-
plied in that particular case, it 1&d to a
serious error, just as we trast it did in the
case of the Paciic Railway, the construc-
tion of which was hu:riel along at too
rapid a pace’for 80 young a country. An
the idea is, gaining wrounl every day, es-
pecially in the oller Provinces; where
men talk of inlependence and news
papers write of it witi a freedo n which
would astonish our people down here.
Absolute indepen:lence will not neces-
sarily be the outco.ne of it, and the
charge cannot be trutifully inade against
Mr. Blake thag he is seeking to sever the
ties' which bind us to the ewpire. He
is simply asserting the rights of a free
born people, an | if British connection is
inconsistent with the enjoy.uent of those
rights, no loyal Cana lian can hesitate as
to which he inust choose. But the in-
consistency has not yet been .na le mani-
est ; and until it is it is, worse than folly
to raise a cry that the integrity of the
empire is en langere.l.

The Troubling of the Waters.

Mzr. Fraser has gone to Ottawa. Such
an announcement is not'an unustual one
in these latter days; nevertheless it has
an interest of its own just now. For.nerly
our politicians used to fret and fuwme
over government from Downing Street;
and wo have heard protests loud and
deep over the interference of the colon-
ial office in our affairs. Tiwes have
changed a little, but the outside
doinination remains much the sawe,only
the source of it is nearer home and is to
be found-in Parliament Square, Ottawa.
It is significant of the latest develop-
ments of Toryism that the premiers of
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick find
their way up to have a conference with
Sir John Macdonald just on ‘the eve of
the local elections. Our despatches of
yesterday told us that he of Nova
Scotia had received instructions to bring
the elections on at once, and we all
await with interest what coinmands our
New Brunswick premier is to. receive.
With him it is not so much a question
of when the elections shall be run, but of
who shall run them ; and it is even said
that it has a peculiarly personal interest
to Mr. Fraser, and resolves itself to this,
shall he leave local politics and oppose
Mr. Pickard for Parliament. Pending
the receipt of instructions the local
political mill stands idle. On the course
Mr. Fraser shall take considerable de
pends, and the manner in which he
steps into the political waters which have
great influence upon the local contest.

We think that the people of New Bruns
wick will not thank the Attorney Genera’
for putting his Government in the leading
strings of the Ottawa Tories. We have
hither 0 been able to manage our loca
affairs, and can continue todo so. Noth
ing will content Sir John Macdonald but
a centralization of all power in his hands.

[6is lesim>ad tr alter the
ridings 80.as to ens ire a Torv uajority a
the next elections. The basis of r-pre-
sentation heretofore in Canila has no
heen population entirely, bit the .un
cipal divisions of the Provinces have
largely governed it.- The wisdo.n of the
people has seen fit to divide each of the
provinces into ‘counties for municipa
purposes, and in apportioning the repre.
sentation it has been generally considered
advisable to make each county a con-
stituency and add to the number of
representatives where the popuiation
In a few cases a
county has been diviled into rilings but
for the most part each county isa com-
plete constituency by itself. Sir John
Macdonald proposes to change this. He
proposes that by cutting a piece off here
and tacking on another there to so
change the political face of Ontario that
the people themseives will not recognize
t. An exa.nination of the fizures beforg
Parliament show that the changes which
have been .uade are not of a character
to equalize the poplation of the ridings.
The only excuse which can be given lor
this extraordinary bill is, that Sir John
Macdonald had the power to make the
changes and felt it advantageous to do
so. We shall be inuch surprised if the
people of Ontario condone this last out-
rage. The mischief of the natter is the
principle involved in the introduction of
such a measure. If the people are going
to tolerate that a Govern.nent shall, just
before an election, take the map of the
country and carve it ont into, constituen-
cies so as to secure the.uselves a majority,
things have come to a pretty pass indeed.
By such means a govern.ent ight
keep in power forever. It would only be
necessary to legislate enough favorable
constituencies into existence to perpetu-
ate the rule of any party.

Some Reasons for smﬁng at Home.

A gentleman who has lately returned
from Manitoba expresses the opinion that
the country is a very desirable one to
settle in in many respects ; but he adds
that if a man has a thousand dollars aud
proposes to go farming, he can do better,
or at any rate quite as well, if he stays in
New Brunswick and makes a new farm.
This testimony is valuable, becausg it
comes fron a person well qualified to
for.n an opinion, and we ask our readers
who may contemplate emigrating to give
the view of the case which he presents a
good deal of serious thought. By com-
mon consent it is agreed that no person
ought to go to the West to begin farming
with [ess than $1,000, and even then many
privations will be inseparable from his
life for many years to come. He will be
in a country with which he is unacquaint-
ed, in a climate to which he is unaccus-
tomed, and will be engaged in prosecut-
ing a line of agriculture in which he has
had no experience. And under any cir-
cumnstances $1,000 is not much of a start
in the West, for it.is a country of high
prices. If the $1,000 were invested in a
new farm in New Brunswick, it would
soon put its owner in a position of inde-
pendence. Two hundred acres of first-
class upland in forest can be bought in
good localities for $400. Fifty acres could
be cleared and put in crop for about
$300, over and above the farmer’s pwn
labor, and if he has sons to help him, it
could be done for less. $300 more with
the labor of the man himself, while the
crop is growing, will put up a barn and
snug, i’ plain, dwelling, and in the fall
the crop will be worth $500. We do not
think we are understating the cost or
sverstating the profit of new land farm-
ing; and if we are not, then we think
it is abundantly clear that money invested
n a New Brunswick farm will be profit-
wble to its owner. An industrious man in
this Province with $1,000 capital could
without difficulty in five years time be-
come possessed of a 200 acre farm, half
f which would be under cultivation, with
a house and barn upon it; and be clear of
lebt. With such a start as this any man
with health and industry is sure as to be
above want for the rest of his life as he
would be in any country in the world.
The mar without capital, or wtth very

ttle, has no business in the West at all.
[n the fever heat of speculgtion which
prevails there there may be work for a
oor man ; but that is all ; while at home
there is achance to make a permanent
home for himself and family. It is really
worth while to review the history of any
agricultural district in New Brunswick.
‘here are many localities which twenty-
ive and thirty years ago were in a state
of nature, now divided into fine farms
with substantial buildings upon them
with here and there a village. There
nay not be the hurry, the rush and the
‘ascination in this Province that there are
‘n the West. There are probably not so
nany chances to make fortunes; but
for the patient work: . there is a certain
zonpetency, and t'iixis about all most
peonle can expect wierever their lot,is
cast. We have nothung wharever to say
acainst the North-W -st, and not a word
of fault to find with the ambitious young
xnen who long totake part in its progress.
Cheir ambition is a lau lable one. We
simply wish to urge upon them to give
the chances at ho ne goo1 consideration
before they-decide to 2o abroad.

The ‘‘ Farmer” and Mr. Chas. Barpee.

The Farmer goes into heroics over Mr.

The tenor of its
wrticle may be jufzed from the fact that
it begins with a complaint that Mr. Bur-
pee sells his hay and closes with a pane-
gyricon W, E. Perley. The Farnier is
careful not to dispute any of Mr. Burpee’s
statements, but contents itself with say-
ing that the knowledge of agriculture is
very backward. Mr. Burpee made his
statements in the hearing of the public,
and with the full knowledge that he
would have to answer for any error before
the bar of public opinion.

THAT PURCHASE OF HOSE.

rman 8 o Posi s a Bronse
A tne of Moral Sujcide.

After many days, Ald. Simmons makes re-
ply to the article in the HERALD respecting
the gurchase of hose for the City Fire De-
partment from the Gutta Perch“and Rub-
ber Manufacturing Company of New York
and Toronto. It was foreshadowed in the
Farmer, in which paper it is published, that
it would be a ‘‘complete vindication,”” but
the shadow belied the substance which now
lies before us. :

Ald Simmons states that we accnsed him
of ‘“receiving a commission. on the recent
purchase of hose, and also of receiving 20
cents per foot, on purchase of small hose,
by reporting to the City Council the cost at
$1 per foot, the actual cost being 80 cents
per foot.”” This is a lie—or if the Alderman
would prefer something more polite but
equivalent in meaning. the two statements
contained in the above quotation are ingeni-
ous fabrications. In the article in the
HERALD it was stated that “‘there seemed to
be something rotten in the City Council;”
and that “as near as can be learned the
scandal is in connection with the recent pur-
chase of hose made by the F re Committee,
with which there would seem to be consider-
able dissatisfaction among the citizens, not
with the hose bought or its quality so much
as with the manner in which the transaction
was conducted by an Alderman occupying
a prominent position on that committee.”
We did not accuse Ald. Simmons of receiv-
ing A commission on the purchase of hose,
for after saying an explanation was due to
himself and the Council, we pointed out that
there seemed to be two questions involved
in the matter, one of which was:—

“Did or did not Ald. Simmons receive a
certain per centage for his efforts in securing
the sale of hose for the Gutta Percha and
Rubber Manufacturing Company ,of New
York and Toronto ?”’

And we stated that the impression on the
public mind then was that he did. - His
statement that we accused- him of receiving
20 cents per foot, on purchase of small hose,
in the manner above stated, is a'lie. What
we said in connection witlf the small hse
was embodied in the second question, as
follows :—

- “Why did Ald. Simmons make an arrange-
ment with the Agent of the Gutta Percha
and Rubber Manufacturing Company to pur-
~hase the smaller gize hose at $1 per foot,
after the Fire Committee had decided to give
only eighty cents?”’

We then pointed out that his explanation
at the Council did not seem to be satisfac-
tory enough in its reasons for tjis arbitrary
action; and in his alleged vindication he
does not offer a single word of further ex-
nlanation of tnis transaction. So much for
the staments in the first paragraph of Ald.
Simmong’ letter.

In the first lines of the second paragraph
he says, in reference to the statements for-
mulated by him in the first paragraph :—

“I most positively and distinctly deny
these charges and assert that they are mis-
chievous and infamous lies.””

Here is a delightful condition of affairs.
We have shown that these statements are
false, in that the HERALD never preferred
them against Ald. Simmons. and we have
the novel and edifying picture of a man for-
mulating charges against himself in one
breath and in the next positively and dis-
tinctly denying them, and branding them as
mischievous and infamous lies. Is not this
a bronze statue of moral suicide ?

In the last paragraph Ald. Simmons comes
down to hard pan und says, in answer to-the
first question :—

““I now again assert that T never received
any commission, remuneratiag, profit, or re-
ward or ahy consideration of any descrip-
tion. or any promise of the same from M’:
Frank B. McElroy, or any other person 1in
connection with the recent or any other pur-
chase of hose, or in connection with any city
contract of purchase at any time, aud believe
that the for]owing letters received by me
will substantiate my statements.”’

The letters then follow. The first is from
Ald. Simmons to F. B. McElroy, the Agent
of the Gutta Percha and Rubber Manufac-
turing Company, at St. John, and is dated
‘ Fredericton, April 10th, 1882, ortwo days
before the article was published in the Hgr-
ALp. The substance of the letter is that the
story is being circulated, and Mr. Elroy is
given as authority, that Ald. Simmons re-
ceived from McElroy a cash inducement to
purchase his hose, and asks him to contra-
dictit. There is something very peculiar
about this epistle. It is dated two days be-
fore the publication of the article in the
HeaaLp, and yet tHe answer to it is used to
substantiate statements made by Ald. Sim-
mons in reply to the article in the HrrawLp.
[Ald. Simmons, in the closing paragraph of
his letter to the Farmer, says:—‘I have not
answered these charges before, as I was
awaiting the receipt of these letters.”” Isit
possible that there has been some mistake in
regard to the dates?] What is the meaning
of this? What does it look like?
It is said that a ‘‘guilty conscience needs no
accuser.”” Why did Ald. Simmons take
steps to vindicate himself of charges which
had never been publicly preferred against
him, or which at best only existed as indis-
tinct rumor, without form or shape? The
very least construction that can be placed
upon this letter is that it is a perfect justi-
fication of the HErALD’'S action in dealing
with the matter, and we rather think that it
is susceptible of a wider and much more
serious construction. Mr. McElroy’s letter
in reply comes under the same category,
and very nearly the same comments apply to
it as to that ofe Ald. Simmons. It is dated
at Charlottetown, April 156th, 1882. In it
Mr. McElroy was never more surprised in all
his life; he hardly knows how to contradict
such a statement. - “It is,”” he says, ‘“very
foolish for any person with common sense to
think of such a thing as me giving money.
I do not sell my goods by bribery and cor-
ruption.”” He has not the power to do such a
thing as this, and his firm would not let him
carry on business in that way. He is very
sorry for Mr. Simmons’ sake ¢‘that some
one. has concocted this falsehood.”

No percentage or commission has been
paid, given or promised, either directly or
indicectly, to Alderman Simmons. or any
other person. and the price to be received by
us for the small fire hose, is $1.00 per foot;
not including couplings. . Every transacticn
has been without any commission, percent-
age or other private inducements from this
Company or its Agents.

Now, this is a very business like statement,
and coming as it does, from one who is in a
position to speak with authority, is entitled
to all due consideration ; but the fact of the
matter is Mr. T. McElroy, the manager, was
not here at all, he did not make the contract
or'arrangement with Ald. Simmons for the
hose, and consequently is not in a position
to say positively what took place between
Mr. F. B. McElroy, the Agent, and Alde:-
man Simmons. He may, of course, have a
knowledge of the transaction as reported to
hin: by Mr. F. B. McElroy, the agent; but
that gentleman does not deny the statements
Ald. Simmons put i his letter to him. Cor-
sequently Mr. T. McElroy is in a positicn
personally and so far as he knows or is cou-
cerned to make the statements he has mad-~
‘His statement that ‘‘ the price to be receiv d
by us for the small fire hose is $1.00 per foot,
not including couplings,” is something we

so. Mr. McElroy, the manager, knows h's
own business best. He does not say, how-
ever, that it is their regular price, or that it
was the figure that Mr. McElroy, the agent,
ingisted upon at first ; he merely says “t'e
price to be received by ns.”” From whom it
was to be received is not mentioned, although
the wording of the sentence implies that it is
a regular price. The fault, however. has
not been found with the Company’s price;
that is their business, and no one else has
anything to do with it; but with the fact
that Ald. Simmons paid $1.00 per foot for
this hose in the face of the Committee’s d: -
cision to pay only eighty cents. He has not
explained this and an explanation is needed.
Mr. McElroy, the manager, says ifit is nece -
sary, he will appear before a justice of tle
peace and make a sworn athdavit.

There was a
sharp gusty breeze blowing and by the tim
the engine acrived on the scene the ba "y
congervatory and other outbuildings in th
rear were & roacing mas of flames, and tle
house, which fronted on the steeet, was on
fire in half a dozen places The engine was
soon got to work pumping water f om tle
viver, and streams fiom it were put on tle
fice; while one of the hand engines was al <o
manned. The ficemen tuened theis attenfion
at once to saving the house—a two story
building with peaked roof—as the outhuilc-
ings were already nea:ly cousumed. X

In the meantime a large ccowd of people
had gathered at the scene and many willine
hands were found to help Mc. Ruel and his
family in saving their household furniture,
the greater portion of which was got out in
a more or less damaged coundition, as the
house was_some time getting well ablaze.
The roof caught in the rear, and at the east-
terly and westerly ends, and in spite of the
efforts of the firemen, who worked well, the
whole top of the house was in a blaze at
12.30. Atone o’clock it was seen that noth-
ing could save the house from being a toial
loss, although the ficemen were playing on
the ruins until a late hour in the afternoon.

The building was insuced in the Northern
Insurance Company (Mr.John Black, agent),
for the sum of $2,000. Mc. Ruel had no in-
surance on his furnituce, and is quite a heayy
loser by the fire. He usually had a fine gnxt-
den, and lost a nice conservatory in the fire,
together with some 100.000 young cahbage
plants.

A great deal of feelinz is expressed in
Ontario over the redistrioution bill, and
it is by no means confined to one political
party. , This feeling is very natural.

SUMMER YRAVEL.

In conversation about three years ago
with a gentle.nan whose business brings
him constantly into intercourse with
tourists, a New Brunswicker asked why it
was that more of the annual stream of
suinmer travel did not find its way to this
Province. The answer was, “Well, in the
first place you peorle don’t advertise the
country ; in the second place, your rail-
roads are not run in first class style; in
the third place your hotels, with few ex-
ceptions, are not good, an- in the fourth
place there is nothing to keep people
there.” These were the reasons he said
he had gathered fro n tourists. As suun-
mer tourists are a good class of people to
have in the Province, it is worth while to
analyse these reasons and see if there is
there is anything in thein. First, do our
people advertise the country ? They cer-
tainly do not do so. If one goes into any
railway or steamboat office in the United
States he wil finl alvertise.nents of
nzarly every p ace un | r the sun, except
the St. John R ver. You can also get a
nicely illustra ed descriptive pa uphlet,
or at least “a older,” telling the chief
points of interest in the localities
described therein. It is useless to say, as
some very wise people do, that these
things are of no use. The fact thut they
are circulated prove that they are of ser-
vice. One thing is very sure, the pro-
prietors of the varions places a lvertised
in thein would not lay out so much inoney
in printing ink it they dil not receive
some co.npensatory return. The second
objectiou is, that the railroads are not run
in first class style. 'If there any founda-
tion for this? Itis sa.d that it scarcely
pays to run the roals as they are now,
and fron this it is argued that it woul |
not be worth while to equip the.n any
better and run the trainsany faster. One
caur ot shut his eyes to the fact that there
is a great difference between railroa ling
in New Brunswick and the sa.ne mode of
travel anywhere else ; but whether any
remedy is possible ig a question we do
not feel able to solve. The objestion in
reference to the hotels is not as serious
now as it for nerly was ; anl we think
that every person who co.nes to the Pro-
vince now, either upon business or
pleasure, will find no difficulty in procur-
ing hotel accommo lation as good as any
one require or can expect in a place so
far away from the centres of population.
The further objection, that there is noth-
ing to keep the people here is only too
well founded. The country is one o
great natural beauty, but it has been for
the most part lefu to develop  its own
attractions. We have magnificent rivers
and lakes, and not a pleasure yacat upon
then which can be hired for a day’s
cruise. Hundreds of resorts to which
tourists might go for a day or two, but
they have to be hunted out and no means
of reaching them, are generally primitive
in the extreme. Our hotel and railroad

people oucht to take these matters into
consideration. ‘

tension to Parliament. Certainly if the
usefu ness of $he Senate is to be judged by
the part it takes in ‘legislation, it has
shown itself not to be ernspicuously un-
necessary.

If wwo Chambers are to be continued
both should be elective. There is no
other way possible in a new country like
Canada of securing a Senate which shall
be a representative body.

Only a few days ago word
had been received that the lastnamed
vessel had been burned, but it was added
that the crew were all well. Thege
melancholy disasters will arouse the at-
tention of the world, and the question
will force itself home, why should there
be this annual sacrifice? But no matter
how much we may speak of the perils of
the North the work of research will con-
tinue. - It is wonderful how well the pole
has kept its secret. What is it which
lies norgh of the 82nd parallel of lati-
tude? The theory of an open sea has
not been abandoned, and there are cer

tain pheno.nena to be accounted for,such
as warm currents of air from the North
and the northerly migrations of rein:leer
in winter, which cannot be satisfactorily
explained on the supposition that the
region of ice and cold extends to the pole
itself. It was hoped that the three ves

sels, the “Jeannette,” the “Rodgers,” an
the “Corwin,” would acco.nplish a
great deal towards the solution of the
problen of the North ; but two of them
have done little except carrying their
brave crews to regions fromn which there
wasno return. It is true that both these
vessels seemed to be entirely unfitted
for the task assigned to thew, but in the
light of their failure we can julge of the
tremendous perils which have to be en

countered by those who enter the icy sea.
The records of the “Jeannette,” which
are safe, wilkno doubt afford a great dea

of valuable information to scientists, al-
though they will probably not greatly en

large our sphere of knowledge of this
world of ours. The vesse.s never got very
tar north, but appear to have been car-
ried into the very worst part of the
Arctic Ocean. A more inhospitable region
than the north of Siberia cannot well be
conceived.

COMING EVEN IS CAS T THEIR SHAD-
OWS BEFORE.

The local elections in Prince Edwar.l
fsland illustrate the glorious march of the
N. P. In the last House there were four
Liberals, one In lepen.lent, and twenty-
five Tories. ~ Yesterday, however, the
Liberal party divided the honors with the
other party, and, it is said, secured fif-
teen out of the thirty meinbers elected.
It way be said by somne that other con-
siderations than those of the tariff entered
into the conflict, and this is probably cor-
rect. Probably the good people of Prince
Edward Island have had enough of Tory
rule at home, and have seen too many of
its effects at Uttawa, to desire, apart alto-
gether from the expediency of protec-
tion, to see it perpetuated. We are quite
clear that it was not the failuve of
the National Policy alone which
changed the Island vote. If you
grant the Tories all they claim for their
taxation policy there yet re.nains enough
to sink their ship beyond the possibility
of its ever floating again. The Pacific
Railway Contract is enough of itself. In-
deed the sha.neless “On'der‘lonkery" of
Sir Charles Tupper alone ought to sicken
any consistency of Toryism. It would
be absurd to overrate or misunderstand
the significance of these elections. They
do not, of course, indicate what the ver-
dict of the people of Prince Edward
Island will be when the elections for Par-
lia.nent take place, but they do show
that Toryisin is on the wane there.

Tar Moncton Times has taken some
remarks of the Hgrarp, in reference to
the “policy of personal vituperation”
which was being a lopted by persons on
the Govern.nent side ﬁiwards me.nbers
of the Oppositign, as applying to the
press.

DusLin, May 7.
Lord Frederick Cavendish and Mr. Thomas
Henry Burke, under secretary for Ireland,
were agsassinated last evening in Pheenix
Park. Lord Frederick Cavendish and Earl

Spencer had remained at Dublin Castle. en-’

gaged in the transaction of official businéss
until six o’clock. when each descended to
his respective residence. After dinner Lord
Cavendish and Mr. Burke went for a walk in
Pheenix Park. They were strolling in the
Park, about a half mile from the city gate to
a quacter of a mile from the chief secretary’s
lodge, when a car drove up containing fouw
men, two of whom jumped down from the
‘car and attacked Lord Cavendish and Mr.
Burke, stabbing them both several times in
the throat and breast. The

VICTIMS STRUGGLED HARD FOR LIFE,
and in the struggle became separated, thei:
bodies being -found some ten paces apact.
The tragedy occurred about 7.10 p. m., and
in broad. daylight. The bodies were first
discovered by two young gentlemen riding
bicycles throngh the park, who immediately
zave the alarm to the police. Surgeons soon
eached the spot, but the police were al-
-eady conveying Mr. Burke's body away to
town. There an examination showed life to
be extinct. The upper part of the body was
perforated in a shocking manner. and pre-
sented a ghastly sight. Proceeding further,
the medical men reached the body of Lord
(avendish, which was being conveyed away
from the pack on a stretcher. The body o
the Chief Secretary displayed the sam
dreadful wounds, in addition to which his
left arm was b.oken a1d torn, and if he had
nut it up to protect his b.east. Lord Caven-
dish was quite dead. A large quantity o
aotes and gold coin, besides their gold
watches, were found in the pockets of the
victims, which showed that the object of the
crime was not robbery.

It is reported that Burke was the victim
whose agsassination had been planned, and
that Lord Frederick Cavendish wns only
killed because he was in Burke’s company.

The murder must have been quite visible
from the windows of the Viceregal Lodge
[t is said Earl Spencer himself saw the scuffle
from his bedroom window, but the police are
unable to vouch for its accuracy.

WHAT MR. PARNELL SAYS.

Mr. Parnell said to-day: “I am horrified
more than I can express. This is' one of the
most atrocious crimes ever committed. Its
effect must certainly be most damaging to
the interests of the Irish people. I always
found Lord Frederick Cavendish a most ami-
able gentleman, painstaking and strictly
conscientious in the fulfilmant of his official
duties. I did not sha.ein the d sappoint-
ment expressed in Liberal [rish circles re-
gacding his appointment, as I anticipated
the principal reforms during the present ses-
sion, such as the amendment of the Land Act,
would be under Mr. Gladstone’s personal
supervision, and I believe the administrative
reforms would be somewhat postponed. I
cannot conceive any section of the people of
[reland could have plotted deliberately
against the life of Lord Cavendish, and I am
surprised the Dublin police, who have been
able to protect Mr. Forster, should appar-
ently not have taken any steps to watch his
successor during the few hours of his official
life in Ireland. There seems an unhappy
destiny presiding over Ireland, which al-
ways comes at the moment when thef seems
some chance for the country to destroy the
hopes of her best friends. I hope the people
of Ireland will take immediate and practical
steps to express sympathy with Mr. Glad-
stone in his most painful position.”

Messrs. Davitt, Dillon, Seaton and other
prominent Home Rulers, united with Mr.
Parnell in denouncing the murderers in the
strongest language and declaring that while
the effect of the assassinations might react
upon the Irish people, still they could have
been committed by no true Irishman or one
that had the Irish cause at heart.

A MANITESTO FROM PARNELL, DILLON AND
DAVITT.

A manifesto to the people of Ireland, signed
by Parnell, Dillon and Davitt, has been is-
sued, deprecating the blow which has fallen
like a blight upon the eve of what seemed a
bright futuve for Ireland. and closing as fol-
lows :—*“We feel that no act that was ever
perpetrated in our country during the excit-
ing strugygles of the past fifty years has so
stained the name of hospitable Ireland as this
cowardly and unprovoked assassination of a
friendly stranger, and that until the murder-
ers of Lord Cavendish and Mr. Burke aie
brought to justice, that stain will sully our
country’s name. All Ivish members heard
from cencur in this declacation. Ocders for
the immediate printing and posting of the
manitesto throughout Ireland have been
given.

A meeting of Conservatives pledged the
who'e strength of the Opposition to the Gov-
ernment in coping with the murderous state
of Ireland. Sir Stafford Northcote said the
support of the Conservatives could be reck-
oned on should mactial law be proclaimed. *
THE AMERICAN LEAGUE DENOUNCES THE CRIME.

James Mooneyv, president of the Ivish
National Land League, has issued the fol-
lowing paoclamation to the Land League of
America:—The execrable and cowardly as-
sination of Lord Frederiek Carvendish, the
newly appointed chief secretary for Ireland,
and under Secretary Burke, has hocrified the
world, and is especially painful and abhoy-
rent to every true friend of Ireland. We
denounce the awful crime, and -exhort our
brethern in Ireland to use evety effort to
bring the perpetrators to justice, and to
show their detestation of a fiendish act which
only the arch enemy of our race or some
irresponsible idiot could have conceived or
executed.” .

As what our brilliant evening contempor-
ary the Capital presents as facts is very often
nothing but rume A qometimes mere base-
less rumor. it i~ not at all to be wondered
that what it pres ag being rumored should
be nothing more than fabrication pure and
simple. In the minds of those who are w?ll
acquainted with that erratic jonrnal and its
even more erratic editor, this follows as a
natural consequence and ignot for a moment
doubted. All men have born within them a
genius or peculiar adaptability for some par-
ticular walk of life, and the emergency is
alone needed to awaken this force from its
slumber into active life.

to many others it comes but they lack the
facility and nerve to recognize and grasp it
when it does arrive, and only knowing it
when it is past and gone from their feeble
comprehension forever, they relapse into a
condition of emhittered despondency which
alternates like the pendnlum of a clock be-
tween fits of puerile self congratulation and
whining immaculacy,and passionately sense-
less vituperation oftheir more successful fel-

‘amiliar with the “Soapy Sam’’ manner in
which he congratulates himself upon every
nossible occasion—that shake-hands-with-
vourself, how are you, old fellow? style—
whether it be in connection with the mar-
vellous and Munchausen-like facility .and
‘apidity with which he turns out work since
he imported into his jobbing department a
steam engine, which may be to him haply or
unhappily an engine of self dest-nction; or
with his career as a ‘‘military office.”” who
never smell angey powder, or while painfully
attitudinizing before the amused public as a
paragon of ‘-high-toned morality.”” And
three times a week, for some time past. we
have had ample evidence of his passionately

sum for damages to property at the Bailey
bridge. The road above the city is now
being repaired, and the Government is hav-
ing a quantity of stone broken for the pui-
pose of macadamizing the road below the
city. i ;

(so called), he seems to havelacked the skill
and judgment necessary to manipulate them
without harm to himself; so he became a
victim of his own doctrine and left the scene
of his exploits in “ galvanization."

Rep Tape witH A VENGEANCE.—‘‘There is
a good deal of red tape about the way in
which some simple civic affairs are manag-
ed.” said a citizen the other day, and there’s
more truth than poetry in the statement.
Mc. James Farrell, the Board of Health In-
spector, was recently informed or discovered
that there was a dead dog on the Flats,
which would be prejudicial to the health of
the city if allowed to decompose above
around in the hot weather. He reported the
matter to the Secretary of the Board of
Health and that gentleman told him to tell
Police Magistrate Macsh. The Inspector did
30, and the Police Magistrate said that it was
the City Marshall’s business to remove such
nuisances. The matter was accordingly laid
hefore that functionary, but another band of
ced tape had to be removed. Before he could
legally and propecly bury the aforesaid de-
ceased porker, an ovder for its interment had
to be procured from His Worship the Mayor.
In regacd to the last matter, however, it may
be stated that as the City Marshall had not
been appointed, John Woodward would not
perform the duty without an ocder fr8m the
Mayor, which would secure the fee partain-
ing to the office.

Tug CrricERS’ SQUARE.—It wasresolved at
the last meeting of  the Council that the
Police Magistrate be requested to instruct
the police to have a Bupervision over the
Officers’ Square, to pievent any damage be-
ing done. Three cows grazed on the square
the greater part of yesterday afternoon in
undisturbed quiet, and in full view of the
Police office. There is another thing to
which attention has been called by some
lovers of cleanliness and order, and that is—
Whose duty is it to see that the sticks and
the abundance of other debris now lying on
the square, is cleaned up? It is true that
the city is doing something to ornament this

piece of ground by the construction of a
beautifully proportioned gravel hill on the
civer side, just as they beautified the easterly
end of the old stone barracks with a symme-
trical lath pile; but might not the sticks,
etc., be gathered fron_l the sucrface of the
square, and added to either or both of these
piles to give them a rustic appearance ?

Rev. J. S. Allen, of Gibson, has removed
his family to this city, and will probably
reside here until after the annual meeting of
Conference.

CITY COUNCIL.

A special meeting of the City Council was
held Monday evening in Council Chamber,
City Hall, Mayor Fishec in the chair. There
was a full board.  Before proceeding to
business Ald. Burchill said he believed Ald.
Atherton had removed to Woodstock, and it
was rumored that any appointment that
might be made with him at the Board would
be illegal. He wanted to know how the
matter stood.

Ald. Atherton—If a man asserts a thing he
ought to prove it.

Ald. Burchill—I insist on an answer.

His Worship said that if a man removed
from the city he lost his vote, and was not
qualified to sit at the board. The Alderman
could say whether he resided here or not.

Ald Atherton—I have not removed ; I am
here. am I not ?

Ald. Wilson—DoT understand Ald. Ather-
ton to say he is a resident of the city of
Fredericton ?

Ald. Atherton—Yes. Any man can see
that; it doesn't require a very long headed
man.

The salaries and appointments of the Alms
House Commissioner. server of tax rotices.
carvetaker of old burial ground, and pound-
keeper, were fixed and made.

An motion fixing the salary of the
City Marshall at-the same rate as last year
was lost.

John Woodward and N. T. Wheeler were
nut in nomination for the office of City Mar-
shall.

His Worship enquired of the Chairman of
the Police Committee if John Woodward was
still & policeman ?

Ald. Facrell read a communication from
Police Magistrate Macsh stating that he had
‘eceived the resignation of John Woodward
as day policeman on his receiving the ap-
pointment of collector of miscellaneous
licenses.

Ald. Athecton said he did not believe in
ziving one man all the offices, and he would
vote for Wheeler.

Ald. McPherson said he would vote for
Mr. Wheeler, because he would serve as Mar-
shall for nothing.

Ald. Farrell said he regretted that such
questions came np at the board, and could
not ann fo- the love of heaven what Wood-
ward's friends intended to do with him

Ald. Wilson—Translate him.

Ald. Facrell—We had better transport
him. His friends want to give him a loaf.

Ald. Wilson said that one of the argu-
ments advanced in favor of Wheeler at the
last meeting was that ke would do the one
thing and do it well. Now they nominated
him for City Marshall. There wassomething
inconsistent here. He would go for Wood-
ward being appointed. Ir was well enough
to bid*the'old boy good morning when you
met him.

Ald. McPherson—We're going to meet him
sho-tly.

The Council divided equally on the motion
to appoint Woodward, and he was appointed
by the casting vote of His Worship.

Ald. Burchill moved. seconded by Ald.
Leigh, that the City Marshall’s salary be
$100.

Ald. McPherson said the devil had appear-
ed. and he thought that $100 was a pretty
good salary for the devil  in this town. All
Smith had ‘got was $50 This was paying
Woodward for last year too, and Wheeler
would do it for nothing.

Ald. Moore asked that the City Clerk de-
fine the duties of the City Marshall.

The City Clerk did so, and they were
pretty numerous.

Ald. Farrell added the following: “And
run the city generally.”

The City Clerk also showed what had
been paid the City Marshall in the past.

Ald. Farrel'—I can’t see it.

Ald. Burchill—I will lend you my spec-
tacles.

Ald. Facrell thought that this salary was
an insult to other officers of the city who
performed more responsible duties. The
Principal Assessor only got $100, and he
doubted if such men as had held the office of
Marshall in the past could run up one page
of his books.

Ald. Wilson moved in amendment that he
only receive $60, and this on the condition
that he also act as detective.

The Council divided equally on the motion,
which carried by the casting vote of the
Mayor, the detective part of the motion be-
ing struck out.

His Worship explained his vote,:n the course
of his remarks pointing out that the City
Marshall was a good man for the position,
and prominent citizens had asked for his
re-appointment.

Ald. McPherson—I wonld like to ask
Your Wouship if John Woodward was to die
what would become of this town?

Ald. Moore moved that the salary of fire
inspector be $75.

Ald. McPherson—This is another loaf, and
another fraud. A fire inspector is not
needed ; these was none last year.

Ald. Atherton—This is an unnecessary
office. I will vote against it.

Some further discussion ensued, in which
Ald. McPherson pointed out that such duties
as had been defined as those of the fire in-
spector properly belonged to the office of fire
warden.

His Worship said a good many had asked
him that the appointment be made.

Ald. Wilson said several citizens had spo-
ken to him about the matter.

Ald McPherson—Deputations waiting on
all of you.

The motion was lost.

Ald. Simmons submitted the returns of the
Hook and Ladder Company, of which Alfred
Edgecombe was appointed Captain, and
$150 ordered to be paid him to be distributed
among the men.

Ald McPherson—I would ask Ald Simmous
for a little information about this Company.
It seems a large amount to pay.

Ald. Simmons—I can only say that the
company numbers twenty, and that the
Council fixed the pay two years ago.

The constables, surveyors of wood, coal
and Iumber, fence viewers and commons
drivers were appointed.

Ald. Simmons moved that $30 be paid
Albert Schleyer for six months contract dry-
ing hose.

Ald. Macpherson said he nnderstood the
agent of the hose company when he was

here to say that the hose would not require
any drying. He had said the hose did not need
it, and that it would be the better for not
being dried.

Ald. Simmons—Te-he-he. [sthat so? The
firemen seemed to think that from their ex-
perience it was best for the hose to be clean-
ed and dried after having been dragged
through the mud.

Ald. McPherson—The agent said it would
not need cleahing. I asked him distinctly
and particularly.

Ald. Simmons—This hill is for six months
drying of hoSe under contract, and will have
to be paid. The Board can take any action
they like with regavd to the future.

Ald. McPherson--I asked the agent par-
ticulaily about this matter, as a consider-
able amount of money was paid out for this
service yearly. He said distinctly that it
needed no drying and no cleaning.

Ald. Hall said he could not see the force
of Ald. McPherson’s remarks. as it stood to
reason, he thought, that the hose need clean-
ing after having been dragged thiough mud
and dirt.

Ald. Buréhill said he understood the agent
as saying that the hose would need no clean-
ing or drying.

Ald. Farrell said he understood the agent
Wwsay at the committee meeting that no
drying was necessaiy, but washing was re-
quired merely to take off the mud and diit
that gathered on it at a fire, and that he
would guarantee-his hose for a longer time
if it was not dried in the tower provided for
that prpose. -

Ald. Wilson said he thought that they
were all wrong in regard to what the ageni
had said. There were two kind of hose on
the table—one a rubber hose and the other a
cotton hose lined with rubber—and the agent
had said that the rubber hose required no
drying, but that the cotton hose required
constant drying.

Ald. Simmons said the agent had said h-
would guarantee his hose for a longar time
if it was reeled upon the hose ca.t without
drying than if it was dcied. Auy washing
that was needed was merely for the sake o
cleanliness and the hose looking better.

Ald. McPherson—T 1en we are simply pay-
ing $30 for the sake of the looks ?

Ald. Wilson—Your Worship, cax you tell
me what the #gent did say?

The bill was ordered to be paid.

Ald. Burchill reported from the Water
Committee that they had met and organized ;
that they had chosen Ald. Burchill Chaic-
min; that they had taken the first steps au-
thorized by the act, toward securing a compe-
tent hydraulic engineer. and with this ob-
ject in view had entered into correspondence
with some parties who were highly recom-
mended.

The report was received and adopted.

On motion of Ald. Thomas. a gas lamp
was ordered to be placed on the corner of
Westmorland and Charlotte streets.

On motion of Ald. McPherson, the mover
and Alds. Simmons and Moore were ap-
pointed a committee to sell the present city
debentures remaining unsold.

On motion of Ald. Simmons the sum of
$500 was ordered to be transferred from the
contingent account to the school account.

Ald. Leigh presented a petition which was
not read, drawing attention to the danger-
ous cundition of the bridge below Mr.
Ketchum’s.

On motion of Ald. McPherson the Road
Committee was aunthorized to memorialize
the Government about this and other bridges
on the same aoad.

On motion of Ald. Leigh all the seats in
the City Hall were ordered to be numbered.

On motion of ald. Hall it was ordered that
Police Magistrate be requested to instruct
the police to have a supervision over the Of-
ficers’ Square and see that no damage was
done to the fences, &c.

The Fire Committee was ordered to confer
with the two steam fice engine companies in
regard to procuring helmets and report.

On motion of Ald. Thomas, the City Clerk
was ordered to procure 25 copies of the rules
of order for the use of the Council,

Ald. Atherton tendered his resignation as
representative of Wellington Ward, which
was accepted.

Rankin McNally and George Parker were
appointed returning officer and assistant re-
spectively in the election in this ward, which
will be held on the 20th inst.

The Board then adjourned.

Tue Firg ENGINE AND Fires ——There was
an item in the local columns of the HERALD
the other day in reference to the rather
leisurely pace ‘at which the steam fice engine
is drawn to fives, and calling the attention of
the Chief Engineer to the matter, witha view
of remedying it. Wec nuderstand that the
matter is taken out of the Chief Engineec's
hands by a by law, which states that he
shall have control of the city team only after
its arrival at a fire with the engine and
while it is at any fice, and that the Mayox,
the Chairman of the Fire Committee and
the Chairman of the Road Committee are
the persons who control the other actions of
the team. Therefore we draw the attention
of these gentlemen to this grievance, and
again suggest that something be done to
remedy it.

Oiling the Waves.

The subject has at last been taken up
in good earnest, and itis to a citizen of

Perth, Mr. John Shields, that is due the | water began to pourdown upon the lower

honor of taking the initiative in a move-

ment which, if fully carried out, must

prove of incalculable benefit to our sea

faring population. Five years ago, as he
stood beside a mill-pond on a windy day,
he observed that the waters, which had
been considerably ruffled, suddenly be-
eame smooth. On examination, he found
that - this arose fiom oil having been
accidently spilled from some machinery,
and instantly forming such a film on the
sur face of the pond as to offer no resis-
tance to the wind. Happily, it at once
eccurred to him that it might be pos-
sible to apply oil in such a systematic
manner as to calm the entrance to a
harbor in stormy weather. The idea
having once suggested itself, he never
rested till he had thought it out and
devised means of executing it. The plan
he hit upon was that of laying iron and
Jead pipes from the beach right out
across thie harbor to the open sea, ter-
minating in the deep water 200 feet
beyond the bar, and then, by means of a
force-pump on the shore, to pump oil
into the fubes and eject it at the bottom
ef the sea outside the harbor, so that as
8 rose to the surface it might be driven
ww r' and prevent the formation of
Er2ak rs on the bar. The pipes are
##2t 4 w th three conical valves fixed 75
These
sre for:ed op=n by the stream of oil as it
flows out and instantly close when the
pressure is removed. Mr. Shield fixed
upon Peterhead, in Aberdeenshire (the
easternmost headland of Scotland, and
eonsequently a spot exposed to the full
force of ever, gale that sweeps the east
eoast), as the most suitable spot for his
test experiments. Here, then, he pro-
eeeded to submerge 1,200 feet of lead
and iron pining.

POOR DOCUMENT

Floods in Manitoba.

The Winnipeg Sun, April 24th, contains
the following: On Faturday night the

part of the city lying west of Main street

and adjacent to the railway track. All

night the waters kept rising. and on Sun-

day morning the north side of Main

street north of McWilliam street marked

the eastern bounds of the flood. Ross,

McWilli m, Jemimo, Fonseca and other

streets leading up to and in the neighbor-

hood of Dufferin Park were all under the

water, and parties could be seen ferrying
their families across “the raging main” in
rafts. Hon. Mr. Brown, Minister of Pub-
lic Works, who has returned from the
west, says the cause of the flood is the
unusual quantity of snow now melted, and
an intérruption to the natural channels
wherein it.is carried off. The C. P. R.
Air Line prevents the usual drainage to
the south. The Colony Creek, which
crosses Portage avenue and extends out-
side the city limits, formerly discharged
its waters in two directions, the one run-
ning north to the Redk River and the other
to the Assiniboine. To drain a portion ®f
the city awide trench was cut from Colony
Creek where it was intersected by Notre
Dame street, to Ormand Creek, whereby
a water-shed was had to the Assiniboine.
A dam was built across the branch of the
creek emptying north into the Red River,
the object being to prevent the flooding
of the city. But the embanknient of this
dam was used as a highway by pedple
driving, and the high water this year
co.npleted the work of destruction. The
water then found its way into the space
between the converging railway lines,
and having filled up the V shape, over-
flowed upon Logan and other streets in
the depression of the ground lying to the
south of the tracks. The Colony Creek,
crossing Portage avenue, is almost e..pty,
and the City Engineer intends to-day
to make this channel available as a
means of draining off the flood. He was
at work yesterday with sixteen men, and
to-day is employi g as many men and
teams as he can secure. The Govern:
ment and municipal authorities to-day
have had about one hundred men at
work making channels to carry off the
surface water. The railway cowmpany
have also provided passage ways beneath
their track, which, with openings across
Main-street and down to St. John’s, have
materially abated the flood.

The Winnipeg Tmes, under the cap-
tion “Our Well Watered Wards,” has
the following :—The north-western por-
tion of the city continued throughout
yesterday to remain under water pretty
much as on Sunday, though a slight fall-
ing ‘was noticeable in places, while the
water continued to spread southwards
towards the Portage road. In the fore-
noon a young man was observed out
rowing in a skiff on the west side of
Main-street, in the vicinity of MeWilliam-
street. In the afternoon the waters had
subsided in this locality, so that the
ditches were no longer navigable. Along
Logan-street and north and south from
it for long distances, the extent of the
overflow and the depth of the water
were only slightly diminished, the dif-
ference in depth probably amnounting to
little over an inch in most places. No
small degree of inconvenience has re-
sulted to scores of families whose dwell-
ings are so surrounded with water as to
be difficult of access with dry feet.

ONE OF THE CURIOSITIES OF TEXAS.

The bat caves of Texas have been known
to bear hunters and turkey hunters and
other adventurous persons a long time.
They are numerous in the mountains or
semi mountainous regions of the limestone
districts. I dare say if any one should
turn out to hunt them they would be
found by hundreds. Wherever you find

by the million. I have never seen the

caves mentioned in the article but I have

seen several.

The only one I ever ventured to explore

was either in Medina County or Bandara.

They are not very comfortable places to

go into, as one is continually haunted by

the fear of rattlesnakes, she bears with

cubs and the danger of falling into un-

known abysses. Besides, the great-hordes

of bats flitting around your light, hitting

you in the face and becoming entangled

in your hair, is an uncomfortable feature,

producing a sort of creeping feeling in a

fellow. Then there 1s the ever-present

danger of yourlight becoming extinguish-

ed, leaving you in darkness blacker than

pitch, from which you might never come

out. However ardent an explorer he

may be who ventures into one of these

things, and however interested with what

he sees, he is continually wishing he was

well out of it. They are regular witch

holes. If there be witches in the world

there you will find them.

I should think I explored that one in

Bandera, or Medina, several hundred

yards, as I judged, until I came to a fine

creek rushing and roaring through it.

Beyond the creek [ could see another

opening, leading, no doubt to deeper and

darker depths; but I had got enough of
it, and refused to venture f{urther.. In

this one I encountered the bat guano im-

mediately on entering, and it continued
a great distance. I could not judge how
thick the deposit was, but it was certainly
many feet. There could not have been
less than several thousand tons of it, and
it was accumulating with great rapidity.
1 should not be surprised now to learu
that the cave hgs been so completely
filled up by the deposits that the bats
can no louger go into it-

One can scarcely conceive of the great
multitude of bats there are in this world
until he has gone into one -of these bat
caves. They not only cover the walls
and roof coinpletely, several tiers deep
apparently, but they actually hang from
the roaf in enorinous bunches. It is a
wonderful sight to behold. When you
stir up one of these great pendant
bunches of bats there is a squeaking and
fluttering, to be sure. The substance
cast down by these bats is exceedingly
rich in nitrate of potash. For the manu-
facture of that salt no other substance
in the world can compare with it. I saw
any quantity of it in the Bandera or
Mending Cave, which by some natural
process had been converted where it lay
into pure saltpeter apparently.

It would undoubtedly make a very
strong fertilizer, beside furnishing gun-
powder, &c., but whether the raw stuff
is worth $60 a ton, or not, I cannot say.
If it is worth anything like that figure, I
should say a Texas bat cove is better
than a gold mine. On the whole, it looks
like a new industry was about to be added
to us in Texas, nawmely, that of bat ranch-
mg. The bat ranch man would bs at no
expense whatever, except for gathering

Your Committee appointed to receive
sketches and plans of a suitable church
building, to be erected on the site of the one
destroyed by fire in March last, beg to report
that they immediately on their appointment
communicated with the following Architects,
viz, R. C. John Dupn, G. Ernest Fair-
weather, J. T C. McKean, D. E. Dunham,
J. C. Dumaresque, and Alexaunder Mitchell, |
inviting sketches and plans of a stone build-
ing, with estimates of cost ; also fora build-
ing in brick, and also in wood, on the dis-
tinct understanding that the competition
should be a bona fide one, without charge to
the Committee, and that, whichever plan
should be adopted, or substantially so, the
designer would be employed to prepare the
working drawings and specificatious.
Competitive plans have been received
from Alexander Mitchell, J. C. Dumaresque,
and D. E. Dunham. The Committee have
also had before them the published plans of
a Detroit Architect, and, gy the kindness of
the Committee of St. Paul’s Churceh, the plan
Ere ared for them by Langley, Langley &
urke, of Toronto. 3
Mr. Mitchell's sketch is for a building in
stone, estimated by him to cost $17,000.

Mr. Dumaresque presents two sketches,
one of a stone building, without any Sab-
bath School or Vestry accommodation, esti-
mated by him to cost $15,000; but which
your Committee has good reason to believe
could not be ereted for less than $22,000
The other gketch is for a building in wood.
witu Sabbath School and Vestry accommo-
dation. The building is estimated by Mr.
Duaresque to cost $15,000.

Mr. Dunham gives sketches of a stone
building. with Sabbath School and Vestry
annexed, which he estimates can be erected
for $16,000. Your Committee being favor-
ably impressed with these plans, have, with
the aid of a competent builder, gone over the
probable cost, and fully believe the same
can be built (with, perhaps, a few alterations
not material to its appearance or accommo-
dations) for a sum not exceeding $16,000,
and are unanimous in recommending its
adoption.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

Seasonable Hints for the Garden.

The spring is late and backward and there-
fore every spare moment should be utilized
in preparing the ground for seeds and for
early crops such ag peag and onions.  The
ground should be harrowed over, or if the
space at one’s disposal is too small for the

harrow to be used in, rake it well, which

will help it todry. Onions should be sown

this week, or next week at the latest, the
ground having been prepared in the fall ; and
also peas, if not already sown for early pick-
ing.- The dwarf kinds are the earliest.

Sow spinach between the rows (those who
have not asparagus will find spinach accep-
table) and also lettuce, radishes, mustard,

cress, herbs, parsley, &c. &c. Prune the
rose bushes and shrubs, or cut out the dead

wood ; dress the garden and make it clean
and orderly. In the flower garden sow sweet

peas, mingnonette, candy tuft, stocks, phlox
drummondi and portulacia, which will make
a very nice display for those who have not

the advantage of a hot bed or who do not
feel like incurring the expense of purchasing’
from a florist.

In the management of the vegetable gar-
den the highest excellence should be aimed
at. This is the chief source of pl-asure
in a garden—or, in other words,

of watching the beautiful processes
of nature furnishing the gurdener and his
family with food, and the many lessons they
present which can be pleasurably and profit-
ably applied in a thousand ways. If these
have no charms for the amateur gardener he
had better abandon gardeging altogether;
for with the exception of a few early peas or
a bnnchxr two of lettuce, you can buy your
gurden stuff at your own door or in town
cheaper than you can raise it yourself, if you
pay for the gardening labor throngh the sea-
son, and perhaps even the exceptions men-
tioned can be got just as cheaply. Amateur
gardening should be primarily pursued for
recreation, exercise and the benefit of one’s
health rather than profit, or one, had better
far sow his small garden plot with geass and
keep a cow or raise a calf.

All those kinds of vegetables which are
grown for their leaves or stems require an
abundance of nitrogenous manures, and it is
useless to attempt vegetable gardening with-
out it. To this class belong cabbage, spin-
ach, lettuce, celery, and onions and roots of
various kinds. The other class, which is
grown principally for its seeds or pods, such
as beans, peas. étc., do not require much
manure of this character; in fact, they are
often injured by it, as it causes too rank a
growth of stem, on account of which they do
not ripen or mature as early as they other-
wise would. Those requiring the former
should use old manuves, such as hot-bed
manure a year old, although to the smell no
ammonia remains in it.

Sir,—At the meeting of the City Council
on the 2nd inst., the matter of the appoint-
ment of a license collector caused a good
deal of discussion, Alds.

In 1881 there was paid
in the sum of $2,5655 against $1,630 for the
vears 1877, 1878, and 1879. Taking the sum
of $638.75, the amount of percentage, from
the collection of 1881, there is still the large
balance left for that year of $1,916.23, and
the City Macshall's duty was pecformed for
no salary. The late collector Mr. Smith re-
ceived $176 per year for the duties of collec-
tor and City Marshall, and this deducted
from the gross amount collected by him in
the years 1877, 1878, 1879, leaves a net col-
lection of only $1,105 for fhose three years
as against $1,916.25, the net amount collected
by the present incumbent for the year 1881,
