Whiie they were away he
removed the body from the church,
and delivered it to the represtenta-
tives of George Brankovio, by whom

it was interred with great pomp at
Samendria, near Belgrade, Bran-
kovie (had seen) an old man in a
dream, who told bim that he must
obtain the Evangelist's body and
place it in Semendria. The priest’s
(held) that it was St. Luke himself
whom ‘he had seen.” Then the
narrative goes on (o state how a
desocendant of this Brankovio, who
married the last Bosnian king, re-
moved the body of the Hvangelist
to Jajece and, when the Turks took
that place, fled with the relics to
Italy, Then, being in great straits,
she disposed of the remains to the
Venetian government, by whose
orders they were placed in St.
Mark’s Church.

some interesting information re-
garding “that artist's masterpiece,
“ The Last Sapper.”

He ap-
pears to have boen treated kindly
by the Irish people, who probably
enjoyed his visit as a huge joke, for
on the day that he taok ship to re-
tarn to this country, he jotted down
in his diary the statement that “I
have known less of hunger in this
country of scarcity than in my own
land,” showing himself  in those
words fairer-minded and beiter ac:
quainted with good Eoglish thao
the writer of this sketch of his
oareer, who says of Dow’s Irish
tour: “Ireland hore mo frait in re-
ward of his labors ; the Pagfts there
were like the deaf adder, and
heeded not the voice of the charmer,
clarm never so unsuslly.” Dow
died before 1840 ; and if his religious

The
family, servants, friends, tenantry
and local officials walked behind
the bier, which was borne by re-
lays of colliers, workmen on the
estate, tenants and neighbors,
The remains arrived in London
at midnight, and were imgxedi-
ately conveyed to Westminster
Hall, to avoid the crowds. The
remains lay in state till Saturday
when the interment took place
in Westminster ~Abbey. The
pall-bearers were, the Prince of
Wales, the Duke of York, the
Marquis of Salisbury, the Earl of
Kimberly, the _Earl of Rosebery,
the Archbishop of Canterbury,
Rt. Hon, A. J. Balfour and Sir
William Vernon Harcourt. It
was the first official funeral since
that of Lord Palmerston. Thou-

sands stood outside to watch the

procession and the obsequies were
attended by all the nobility and
learning of the larc.

Progress of the War.

Tae war news; during the past

week has been as vaguely inde-
finite—even more so, if that were
possible—as that of any week
since the throwing down of the
guage of battle. Last Thursday’s
advices said that three transports,
with 2,500 men, had left San
Francisco for Manila, under com-
mand of Brigadier General An-
derson. It was also stated that
the fleet carried supplies to last a
year, as well as a big cargo of
ammunition and naval atores for
Admiral Dewey’s fleet. On the
same date, Washington advices
conveyed the intelligence that a
bill had been introduced into Con-
gress asking for the authorization
of an order for the construction
of no less than forty-five new
warships, including & number of
cruisers. The most conflicting,
unreliable and contradictory in-
telligence has been flying over
the wires relative to the invasion
of Cuba, the movements of the
fleets and the number of insur-
ents in the Spanish possessions.
%ue despatch tells us the com-
bined squadrons of Admiral Samp-
son and Commodore Schley are
in front of Santiego de Cuba,
blockading Admiral Cervera. The
same day, we are informed that
the Spanish squadron, under Ad-
miral Cervera, generally believed
to be at Santiego de Cuba, is now
at Cienfuegos. Then we are told
the President’s call for volunteers
will be followed by the immediate
invasion of Porto Rico and Cuba;
that an expedition of 60,000 will
be sent at once to seize and ocecu-
py San Juan and Porto Rico;
that Admiral Sampson has been
ordered to take his fleet to San
Juan and prepare the way for the
arrival of the troops; that the
invasion of Cuba is to be started
immediately and that 100,000
will be the strength of the invad
ing army.
