Imagine him without any 
relation to a family and you find 
him abnormal, a monster or a new 
Adam He is not society nor of 
the nature of society : be may be 
sodfable but be is not social At 
be-t he is only potentially social.
To be social in fuel bo must be born 
of fooiety, i. e., of the family. H ’ 
belongs to human society only 
through the family, and without that 
familiar relation he is socially a non 
dasoript, Adam was not society 
Eve was not society. Cain came 
and there was then a family and 
consequently society. There society 
began and it represented human na 
tare in its completeness.

Bat this first society, or human 
nature in its comple'eness, has 
still more profound meaning. It is 
» symbol of the Divinity. God said:
“Let us make man to oar own image 
and tîkïïWa

Tnere is one God and three divine 
Persons, God the Father from 
eternity, God the §on proceed jpg 
eternally from God the Father, and 
God the Holy Ghost proceeding 
eternally from the Father and the 
Son.

Now this eternal truth of the su­
pernatural order is symbol zed, as 
far as the finite can symbol'^ the 
infinite, iu the social being called 
the Family,

Io time, there is Man the Father 
—Adam—the first person of the 
fam’liar trinity. Then Man the 
Mother, the second person of the 
familiar trinity, proceeding in time 
from Man the Father. Hero we 
see tba reason for what the infidel 
calls the “rib story.” As the second 
person of the divine trinity pro 
needed from the fi-st, so in order 
that the ay mb lism should be. per­
fect the second person of the human 
trinity must proceed from the first.
So $ve, }$aD the Second person, pro 
oeoded from A lam, Man the first 
person. Tnen as the Third peison 
of the Divine Trinity, the Holy 
Ghost, proceeds from the first and 
second persons ol the QivineTriuity,
SO the third person, the child, should 
proceed from the first and second 
persons of the human trinity.

Thus in that first Society and first 
family we have io the na'urnl order 
a symbol of the suparca'u-al order, 
of God in His unity and trinity 

In the old Dispensation the father 
wis ihe head of the house. As the 
house developed into several famil­
ies each bad its held who was eub< 
jeot to tbe bead of tbe original house 
from which be sprang. Tbe head 
of all tbe houses wts the Patriarch 
or Chief, These houses or families 
or blood relationship constituted 
social oommunvy. Toe com­
munities united constituted a tribe 
and the tribes united, a nation. The 
bead of the original boqso O' bis 
descendant is the ruler or king.

. Such was tbe development of gov 
ernmente or social form», through 
natural instinct and habit. Tbe 
individual was merged in the family 
and his relation to society was 
through the family,

When peoples of d fferunt races 
were in tbe course of time intei - 
mingled the Patriarchal system 
gave place to the civil or territorial 
system. Bat these new forms did 
not repudiate the family as the*Antoine Dagert, 
social unit. Toe main difference 
between the old and the new 
systems consisted in tbe fact that in 
tbe old the laws bore directly on tbe 
subject and bis obligations to tbebis
Chief were personal and followed 
bim wherever he might bo, without 
reference to territorial limitations. 
In the new system, the civil, tbe 
laws bore on the territory and On 
all who were within it, and reached 
not beyond. In the former the 
king ruled persons ; in the latter he 
ruled over territory.—N. Y. Free­

“Genealogy of Christ," both of 
which very thoroughly oo^er their 
respective groandt Tbe twenty- 
page article of Charles L Souvay on 
“Biblical Geography" is to all In­
tents and purposes a monograph on 
the suhjrct of whioh it treats, care­
fully planned and ably written, and 
t,he complete topographical list with 
which the article tl >ees, as well as 
its extensive bibliography, will 
prove of great assistance to every

Federal Rats Sprinting.

As the date for the opening 
of the second session of the 
eleventh parliament of Can­
ada draws near the political 
situation becomes more com 
plex.

Calvert for some years the 
chief Liberal whip has sought 
a safe retreat on the Trans­
continental Railway Com­
mission, where for the paltry 
sum of $7000 a year he will 
cheerfully lend his vast 
knowledge of railway matters 
to a political body which is 
supposed to be building the 
lame leg of the undertaking. 
That the leg is not only lame 
but needs to be amputated is 
the opinion of Sir Charles 
Rivers Wilson, but that sub­
ject has been dwelt upon be­
fore in these columns. Suffice 
to say that it is doubtful if Sir 
Charles has lost that proverb­
ial “nasty taste" regarding 
thé eastern section of the 
Laurier monument.

Two more deserters from 
the rapidly sinking Laurier 
craft are Mr. R F Sutherland, 
formerly speaker of the House 
and Mr A. K Maclean, the 
well known member of the 
‘dark lantern brigade’’ who 

with £ M Macdonald of Pic- 
tou, Fred Pardee of Lambton 
and Alex Johnston of Cape 
Breton used their bullying 
tactics in the committees of 
the House especially that de­
voted to Public Accounts, to 
prevent the truth from com­
ing out when ever that truth 
cast any reflection upon the 
tactics of the government 
Mr Sutherland goes to the 
Bench, Mr A K Maclean has 
resigned and become Attorney 
General of Nova Scotia with 
the premiership of that prov­
ince in view, Fred Pardee is 
to get the job of chief govern­
ment whip, E M Macdonald 
is slated for a cabinet position, 
so soon as Sir Frederick Bor­
den has the dignity to retire 
from the treasury benches, 
while Alex Johnston was re­
legated to the oblivion of a 
political “has been" by the 
votes of the people of South 
Cape Breton at the last elec 
lions So it will be seen that 
even the members of the 
“dark lantern brigade” are 
seeking for a soft spot on 
which to fall, and most <of 
them have succeeded in find­
ing it.

The question of naval de 
fence still seems to be a thorn 
in the flesh of the Liberal 
party. They are at sixes 
and sevens about it Mr. 
Borden has put the case so 
clearly before the people of 
the country that the Liberals 
are seeking some loophole. 
In the words of the Conser­
vative Leader, so far as the 
opposition is concerned the 
question of Canada s partici­
pation in theorganization and 
maintenance of an Imperial 
Naval defence rests to day 
exactly where it did when the 
unanimous resolution of par­
liament was passed on March 
29 last. It is worthy of note 
that that resolution was #0 
modified at the instance of 
Mr Borden that it permitted 
of a special contribution in the 
time of emergency. As Mr. 
Borden sets forth in bis latest

statement on the subject, 
whether such emergency 
existed then or exists now is 
within the knowledge of the 
British government and the 
Canadian government. Mr. 
Borden strikes a high note of 
statesmanship when he de­
clares that Canada should 
take no action which does not 
receive the unqualified ap 
proval of the British naval ex­
perts.

The latest in the naval 
question is that Hon L P 
Brodeur has sent his son 
Victor to take a course of 
training on the government 
cruiser Canada. The Canada 
has one gun and with Mr. 
Brodeur junior will have a 
fighting force of two officers. 
This will undoubtedly be 
hailed in the province of Que 
bec as another instance of that 
province pouring out its life 
blood in Impérial wars not of 
their own making.

The British Budget.

In the Imperial House of 
Commons, on Friday night 
last, the budget which had 
been before the House for a 
long time, and had brought 
out strenuous debating on 
both sides, passed its third 
reading by a vote of 379 to 
149. The Irish Nationalists 
for the most part refrained 
from voting. A larger at 
tendance has seldom been 
seen in the House than on 
this occasion. The peers, and 
diplomatic galleries were 
crowded to their utmost 
capacity. Tense excitement 
prevailed. The Premier, 
Chancellor, Lloyd-George 
and Mr. Balfour, Leader of 
the Opposition made strong 
speeches during the evening 
The occasion seems to have 
been regarded by all present 
as of a historic character. The 
bill immediately passed to the 
House of Lords, where it 
formally passed the first read 
ingon the 5th. It will come 
up for second reading, in the 
Lords, on the 22nd inst. It 
is not unlikely that a debate 
of unusual length for that 
chamber will take place on the 
occasion of the second reading. 
The greatest possible interest 
attaches to the matter, and 
the action of the members of 
the Upper House is antici­
pated with no small aiqount of 
anxiety by the Government. 
What the Lords will do is, of 
course, matter of conjecture. 
They are not supposed to 
have any constitutional right 
to tamper with the money 
suppli.es voted by the Com­
mons ; but it is . not denied 
that they may make recom­
mendations or perhaps offer 
some amendments to the bill ; 
but what they shall do no one 
now can tell. It is stated in 
the press, that Lord Lans- 
downe, Leader of the Op­
position in the Upper House, 
may move a resolution setting 
forth that, in consequence of 
the several new forms of 
taxation incorporated in the 
bill, it should not be passed 
by the Lords, until it has 
been endorsed by the elector­
ate. The passing of that 
resolution would undoubtedly 
precipitate a general election 
That seems to be as far a§ 
the public have conjectured 
on the matter.

It is reported from Halifax 
that an extension of the labor 
contract, for a further period 
of two years, between the P 
W A A and the Dominion 
Coal Company, has been 
signed at Glace Bay by 
General Manager Duggan of 
the Company, Stephen Mc­
Neil and Grand Secretary 
Moffat, for the men. The 
contract has been renewed, 
just as ft stands, the same 
terms and conditions a$ were 
contained in the award of the 
Conciliation Board of 1908. 
It is generally considered that 
tfiis will bring about the final 
collapse of the strike of the 
y JJ W A that has existed 
for some tflomfiç, It is to be 
hoped this will prove true.

The Liberal newspâpers
are striving hard at the present 
time to create the impression 
that Mr Borden, Leader of 
the Opposition has alienated 
the sympathy of some of the 
leading Conservatives in the 
country by his attitude on the 
question of naval defence. 
They tell us with sensational 
head lines that Premier Roblin 
and Hon. Robert Rogers of 
Manitoba are ready to jump 
at Borden's throat on this 
question. Against these 
vaporings may be placed the 
statements of Mr George 
Bradbury, Conservative mem­
ber for Selkirk, Manitoba, 
who recently reached Ottawa 
to attend the Parliamentary 
session. He speaks enthus 
iastically of the results of Hon. 
George E. Foster’s tour of 
the West and the affect of his 
explanation of the history and 
policy of .-the Cortservative 
party. “Mr Borden has no 
more loyal supporters in Can­
ada,” he says, than “The Pre 
mier Roblin- and Hon Robert 
Rogers, and the whole of the 
Conservative West is'of the 
same opinion.” He considers 
that Mr. Foster’s lecturing 
tour has advanced his party’s 
interests in the Prairie Prov­
inces very considerably.

Canada’s Finances.

The public accounts of the 
Dominion, for the fiscal year 
ending March 31st, 1909 were 
published on the 2nd, inst. 
They show total disburse­
ments amounting to $122 441,- 
£24, divided as follows : Con­
solidated funcK expenditure 
$84,064,232. Capital expen­
diture $42,593,166. Rail­
way subsidies $1,785.887, 
Other charges including boun­
ties $4,998,237. The re­
ceipts were $85,093,404 so 
that there was a bookkeeping 
surplus on current account of 
$1,029,171, and a deficiency 
on disbursements of $45,969,- 
419. The net debt of the 
Dominion at the close of the 
fiscal year was $323,930,279, 
or an increase of $45,969,419 
over the figures of March 31, 
190^. The principal items 
accounting for this increase 
are ; National Transcon 
tinental Railway $24.892,315. 
Other railways, Canals, and 
Public Works $15659997. 
Railway subsidies $1,785,887. 
Bounties $2,467.305. A 
considerable portion of the 
introductory report is taken 
up with details qf the loans 
which the government found 
itself obliged to contract dur­
ing the year. The list is as 
fqllows : 33-4 per cent loan of 
1908, maturing 1912, 5,000,7. 
000 pounds. 3 1-2 per cent 
loap. of maturing 1930-50, 
5,000,000 pounds. 3 3-4 per 
cent loan, maturing 1919 9, 
6,000,000 pounds. 3 i-2 -per 
cent loan, maturing 1930-50, 
6,500,090 pounds.

In all since 1903 there have 
been placed on the London market 
new issues amounting to 31,331,- 
298 pounds. In addition pertain 
obligations have been assumed 
which bring the total up to 34,- 
492,851 pounds. During the 
same period loans amounting- to 
24,169,790 pounds have matured, 
leaving a net increase in the debt 
of 10,323,060 pounds. During 
the fiscal year one loan of $21,- 
900,000 matured, over $9,000,000 
of it being defrayed by new 
issues. A number of miscellane­
ous transactions are noted. The 
guarantee of G. T. P, bonds now 
amounts to #5,200,000 pounds; 
of this sum 2,000,000 pounds were 
issued in October, 1909. The 
Montreal Commission obtained in 
the course of the year an advance 
of $1,030,000 while the Quebec 
Harbor Commissioners are paid 
an advance of $87,254. In Sep­
tember, 1908, capitalized sub­
sidies amounting to the sum of 
$2,394,000 were paid over to the 
Province of Quebec, this was the 
outcome of an old agreement nnd 
interest had been paid on the uin 
fqr some years. In Dece.'er, 
1908 the Uovernmeqt took over 
the Quebec Bridge and Railway 
Company, thereby incurring a 
liability of $6,424,781 which be- 
oomea an addition to the debt of 
Canada.

McBride’s Prospects.

Advices of the 7th from Vic­
toria, B C., contain the following 
regarding the prospects of Premier 
McBride in the general Provincial 
elections now pending : The pro­
vincial campaign is going ahead 
rapidly. The Conservatives claim 
that they have 27 safe seats. Pre­
mier McBride missed an inaugural 
meeting at Kamloops owing to the 
death of his son, and his place was 
taken by Hon. W. J Bowser, at­
torney general and Mr. Taylor, 
minister of public works. The 
premier ended his series of meet­
ings at Revelstoke Wendesday, 
and with Mr. Bowser is addressing 
one, two and in one case three 
meetings throughout the province. 
He has accepted nominations in 
both Victoria city and Yale, his 
opponents being two Liberal lead­
ers, John Oliver and Stewart 
Henderson. Hon. Price Edison, 
provincial lands minister, is tak­
ing charge of the campaign in 
Okanagan and Situilkainen dis­
tricts. The Liberals will probably 
allow eight constituencies to go 
by default and in others join with 
socialists, local option and so called 
independents. The socialists ex 
pect four seats, while the labor 
party has but one candidate in 
the field, W. Dodds, of New 
Westminster. J. Pearson Shaw 
will oppose H. W. Vsey, Liberal, 
in Kamloops. The premier is 
offering the people a definite rail­
way policy secured by contract, 
while the Liberals have enunciat­
ed an intangible programme which 
in effect means that they will 
support the construction of rail­
ways already subsidized by the 
Dominion Government, and will, 
it returned to power, be prepared 
to give further subsidies to these 
railways. Numerous proposed 
branch lines in this province have 
been subsidized for years by Fed-- 
eral authoritiss, but there are no 
indications of construction work 
being commenced. While the 
election will primarily be fought 
out on the question of rival rail­
way policies, considerable atten­
tion will also be paid during the 
campaign to Asiatic exclusion. In 
a House with a membership of 42, 
Premier McBride’s last legislature 
had a majority of sixteen. Throgh- 
put the province the Conservatives 
are splendidly organized. The 
premier has announced his inten­
tion of visiting all principal cen­
tres daring the campaign,

Creamer Children Found.

Our readers may remember the 
mysterious disappearance of the 
Creamer children from their home 
at Peacock Settlement N B. about 
three years and a half ago. Two 
children a boy named Ralph, 
aged four years, and a.girl named 
Ollive aged six, on Sunday May 
13th, 1906. strayed away from 
their home, and for a long time it 
was supposed that they were lost 
in the woods. They left tie 
house and followed a young map 
going into the woods after cows. 
The children were turned back, 
and it was supposed that they 
had afterwards kept on to the 
woods, becoming lost. Vyhen thp 
children were missed their parents 
were frantic and search was made' 
in every direction, but no tidings 
of them was foqnd at all, despite 
the fact that large searching 
parties for weeks scoured the 
woods in an effort to find the 
missing tots. At the time of the 
mysterious' disappearauee there 
were many theories concerning 
the possible whereabouts of the 
children. The search was finally 
given up, and hope of ever re­
covering the two youngsters had 
been given up. Now word comes 
that the mystery surrounding 
ffieir disappearance seems about 
to be cleared up. Mr F E Mac­
Donald, superintendent of the 
Boys Industrial Home, at Crouch 
ville, N- B has received word 
from a friend in Boston, that the 
children are alive and are at 
present in Boston, with relatives.

The communication states that 
■Creamer children were taken 
aboard a vessel at Sackville, 
where the N. B. and P E Island 
railway ends after serving the 
eouotry iq which the children 
lived and disappeared. They 
were received, it is said, by a cap 
tain who was a friend of their 
father, and were taken direct to 
New York.

Deadly Tuberculosis
That approximately 25 per cent 

of the deaths of persons whose 
occupations expose them to 
municipal or street dust' and to 
general organic dust, are due to 
tuberculosis, is the startling fact 
disclosed in a bulletin prepared at 
the Bureau of Labor Washington, 
by Fiederick L. Hoffman. Though 
the statistics studied by Mr Huff­
man indicate that municipal and 
general organic dusts are less 
serious in their effect than metal­
lic or mineral dust, the conse­
quences to health and life, he says, 
are sufficiently serious to demand 
most careful attention to the 
whole problem of dust prevention 
and removal. According to in 
su ranee mortality experience, 25 5 
per cent of deaths in occupations 
with exposure to municipal dust 
were due to consumption, and in 
occupations exposed to general 
organic dust the proportion was 
23 per cent. Asr compared with 
these proportions. 1,4 8 per cent of 
deaths of males, 13 years of age 
and over in the registration in the 
United States were from con­
sumption.

Shocking Accident.
A terrible accident happened a 

young man named Noel, from 
Sliippigan, Gloucester county, N. 
B. in Beringer and Chapins, 
shingle mill Saturday morning. 
The large circular cutting off saw 
went to pieces and the flying parts 
struck Noel, cutting off one arm 
and shattering the otfisr so badly 
that it was found necessary to re­
move the injured member. The 
muscle of one leg was torn badly 
from the knee to the hip and the 
nose was split. The injured man 
was taken into a hoqse and Qrs, 
Ferguson and Doucette dressed 
the wounds. At night Noel felt 
no pain and was bright and con­
scious. He has been married but 
a few months.

Purifying Water by Electri­
city.

The motion presented by Aider- 
man Hincbey at tbe city council lait 
night is worthy of consideration. It 
is claimed that a method has been 
discovered, known as the ozone sys­
tem by which water can be rendered 
praciicelly pure at cost f only twenty 
five cents per million gallons. This 
would mean for the city of Ottawa an 
annual expenditure of less than |i, 
500 to ensure drinking water that 
would be free from bacteria or any 
other contamination. Such is tbe 
claim of tbe inventor of tbe system. 
The exact nature of the process is 
not stated, but it is known that there 
has been a great deal of experiment­
ing with the purification of water by 
elec, ricity, and the fact that electri­
city is tbe chief, if not the only factor 
in the process, points to something of 
the same sort. An experimenting 
plant was installed at Lindsay during 
he past year, and the claim is that 

the new process reduced the bacteria 
per cubic ceotimeter from 1,500 to 
ta. The cost of the plant there was 
♦8,500.

If, this, or any smaller system, is as 
effective as stated at such a compara­
tively small cost, the city might at 
least investigate the process with a 
view to considering its adoption 
should the ultimate data obtainable 
justify such a course. In any 
event the enterprise of Alderman 
Hincbey in drawing attention to such 
a remarkable possibility is to be com 
mended.—Ottawa Citizen.

A Pending Trade War.

An authority on fiscal matters, writ­
ing io an American magazine, predicts 
that the new Payne bill will result in 
a trade war with Canada before a year 
has passed. Tbe bill practically chal­
lenges the world to give the United 
States the benefit of the favored na­
tion rate or to sever trade relations. 
According to this writer the offer was 
originally designed to force France 
and Germany to better tenus, bu' tbe 
friends of the paper manufacturers 
took advantage of it for the purpose O' 
forcing Canada to terms of complete 
surrender in the matter of pulpwood 
supply The dangers of the retalia­
tory program were pointed out to the 
framers of tbe bill, but they asserted, 
“that they.cuuld take care of Canada 
when the situation arose, that they 
were not fit for their j rbs if they could 
not protect American interests in that 
matter.’’ It is not known what met­
hods these gentlemen referred to, but 
on March 31, 1910 the Payne law 
will commence the imposition of 35 
per cent, duty on the forty-two rally 
lion dollars’ worth of dutiable imports 
to the United States from Canada. 
To this Canada pan reply by impos 
ing a surtax under the act of 1903. 
equal to 33 per cent, additional duty. 
According to the American writer this 
“congressional bullying of a neighbor” 
will practically stop trade between the 
two countries, but tbe conclusion be 
arrives at is ftiat tbe United States, 
being much richer than Canada, can 
aland the less of $167,000,909 of 
trade better than Canada, can stand 
the loss ol $67,000 000 worth of ex 
ports to the United States.

The United States bas tried to 
coerce Cgpada fiscally on more than 
one occasion, but it bas never suc­
ceeded and is not likely to do so now. 
A good many people think that our 
imports from the United States arc 
en’irely too large, and 'bat anything 
in tbe nature of tbe imposition of a 
surtax would be a blessing in disguise

Money Talks.

The September bank statement is 
worthy of special referenpe as an in­
dex of tbe remarkable progress in 
wealth sod prosperity throughout tbe 
Dominion. Tbe total deposits in 
Canadian bmfcs bave again surpassed 
all previous records, tod now amount 
to over $714,000,000, The deposits 
have steadily increased throughout 
tbe year, and in September were $47, 
000,000, greater than in January, and 
over, $io3,ooo,o-o greater ban 
twelve months ago. Notwithstanding 
the money stringency of 1907 8 the 
deposits in our banks have steadi'y 
increased, and the only difference the 
panic made in that respect was that 
the deposits only increased $3 350, 
ooe that year, as compared with $64* 
000 000 in 1906 and nearly $110,000 
£>90 this year, for the past twelve 
months the deposits on demand have 
aciually increased from $183 000,000 
to nearly $240,900,000, considerably 
more than doubling, while the depo 
sits after notice baye increased from 
$416 000 000, to $474 ope ooe.

It is pointed out that one of e 
most satisfactory features of iht fi 
nancial situation at present is the 
steady extension of domestic credit. 
From $511,000,000, current loans io 
January, the figures have increased in 
September to $563,000,000, a gain of 
pine percent. The call loans dur 
ing tbe same period increased twenty- 
seven per cent, in fact the position in 
that respect has all but reached tbe 
high water mark of 1907, previous to

A sepulchre discovered recently 
outside the Conroh of Si Ceclia, in 
R .me, is interesting on account cf 
tbe inscription engraved on it. This 
inscription is formed of capital levers 
wi hou' any intervals between the 
«O'ds. Prof, M'rnbohi after some 
difficulty succeeded in dividing he 
words and reading the entire in­
scription, but the last word is almost 
a mystery.

The inscription runs as follows:
“ Here lies in peace Arg ntia, who 

lived for fitly years in this sepnlohro. 
which was ceded to her by t e Abes- 
Gratiosa, who prepared it for bereelf 
while sbe was alive. I conjure by 
the Father, the Son and the Holy 
Ghost and by tbe terrible day of the 
Judgment that nobody dare violate 
this tomb wherein I lie, and if any 
one dare deepiie this conjuration 
may he be cursed like Judas and 
---------” The word that follows is

Repranamansyriabeat.”
Prof. Maruoobi proposes two read­

ings of tbe word. He dividta it io 
the fi^st into “ Repr anaman syri 
«beat” and explains its meaning as h 
threat that the fa e of Hamao tbe 
Syrian should befall the violator of 
the sepulchre. Hamao was banged 
on the gallows bfty cubits high 
which he bad made for Mordeoai as 
related in tbe Book ol E ther Toe 
second reading is as follows : “Re- 
pra,” a mis'ake, instead of “ lepra,” 
“ Neman Syri abeai,” and it refers 
to the leprosy of Naamao, captain ol 
the host of tbe Éong of Syria (II, 
Kings.)
