Commander Schley, in
eommand of the Greely relief expeditiun,
been received from 8t. John’s, Nfid.,
particulars of the rescue of the
survivors ef the Greely exploring party :
The Thetis, Bear and Loch Garry ar-
gived here to-day from West Greenland,
well. They separated from the Alert
160 miles north. During a gale at 9 p.
m,, June 22, five miles off Cape Sabine
#n Smith’s Sound, the Thetis and Bear
sescued alive Lieutenant A, W. Greely,
Sergt. Brainard, Sergt. Fredericks, Sergt.
Tiong, Hospital Steward Beiderbach,
Private Connell and Sergeant Ellison, the |
only survivors of the Lady Franklin Bay
expedition. Sergt. Ellison had lost both
hands and feet by frost bite, and died
July 6, at Goedhaven three days after
smputation, which had become impera-
tive. 17 of 256 persons composing the
expedition perished by starvation at the
nt where found. One was drowned
while sealing to procure foed. Twelve
bodies of the dead were rescued and are
mow on board the Thetis and Bear. One
Eskimo Turnevik was buried at Disco in
socordance with the desire of the inspec-
gor at Western Greenland. Five bodies
buried in an ice fort near the camp were
#wept away to sea by the winds and cur-
zents and could not be recovered.
Greely abandoned Fort Conger on Au-
t 9, 1883, and reached Baird inlet
t. 29, following, with his party all
well. He abandoned all his boats"and
was adrift 30 days on an ice float in
BSmith’s sonnd. His permanent camp
was ertablished Oct. 21, '83, at the point
where he was found. During nine
months his party hadto.live upon ascant
allowance of food brought from Fort
QConger that was hidden at Prayer har-
®or and Cape Isabeila by Sir George
Nares in 1875, but found much damaged
by the lapse of time. That concealed by
_ Beebe at Cape Sabine in '82 and a small
amount saved from the wreck of the Pro-
teous in '82 and stored by Lieutenauts
Garlington and Colwell on the beach
where Greely’s party was found camped.
‘When these provisions were consumed
the party was forced to live upon boiled
sealskin stripa from their sealskin cloth-
ing, and lichens and shrimps procured
in good weather when they were strong
enough to make the exertion. As 1300
shrimps were required to fill a gallon
measure the labor was too exhausting to
depend upon them te sustain life entire-
ly. The channel botween Cape Sabine
and Littleton Island did not close on ac-
oount of violent gales all winter, so that
rations at the latter point could net be
reached. All Greely’s records and in-
struments brought by him from Fort
Conger are recovered and on board.
From Hare island to Smith’s sound,
I had a constant and furious
struggle with ice in impassable floes.
Bolid barriers of ice were overeome by
watchfulness and patience. No oppor-
tunity to advance a mile escaped me, and
for several hundred miles the ships were
forced to ram their way from lead to
‘lead through ice varying from three to
six feet, and when rafted much greater.
The Thetis and Bear reached Cape
York on June 18, after a passage of
«twenty-one days, in Melville bay with
the two advance ships of the Dundee
whaling fleet, and continped to Cape
Sabine. Returning seven 'dayk liter we
fell in with seven others of ‘thfs fleet
off Woostenholme island, and announced
Greely’s rescue to them, that they might
not be delayed from their fishing
grounds, nor be tempted into the dang-
ers of Smith's Sound in view of the re-
ward of $25,000 offered by congress.
Returning across Melville bay we fell in
with the Alert and Loch Garry, of
Devii's Thumb, struggling through the
heavy ice. Commander Coftin did ad-
mirably to get along so far with th
transport so early in the season, and be-
fore an opening had occurred. Lieut.
Emory, with the Bear, has supported me
throughout with great skilfulness and
unflinching readiness in accomplishing
the great duty of relieving Greely. I
wou'd ask instructions about the Loch
Garry, as the charter party held by her
masters differs in scveral respects from
mine,

Prohibitionists ara closing up the ranks

of the various t ance el ts, and
as far as possible making their union

perfect. They have been greatly encour-
aged by the measure of success which
has attended the operation of the Scott
Act in this county during the past two
years, and are working with a spirit of
vigor and earnestness unparalleled in
the history of the'temperance movement
in this province. The overwhelming
majority in faver of the act to Oxford
county recently has also done much to-
wards increasing their zeal and filling
their breasts with brighter hopes for the
future. The unanimity ef thought and
prompt responsive action seems to have
awakened the liquor party to a lively
apprehension of the danger in store for
it, and the ‘‘sinews of war” have been
thrown out before the public eyes with
a flourish quite characteristic of the in-
wardness of the whole business. This
premonitory symptom of a conflict be-
tween right and principle, and the good
of the human race on the one hand, and
a lucrative though demoralizing trade on
the other, is but the prelude to one of
the severest and most uncompromising
struggles ever known. Philanthropists
appeal to the higher, nobler instincts of
men'’s natures for theiz verdict upon the
traftic now arraigned for trial, but the
traffic appeals to what ? Money ? This
constitutes their ‘‘sinews of wer.” A
few thousand dollars are to be spent in
each constituency for the purpose ot
fighting the Scott Act. No, not fighting
the Scott Act ; but fighting against the
principles which elevate men, which lift
them out of a bondage worse than slav-
ery, and from a mental, moral and social
desolation appalling as it has been dis-
astrous. In one end of the scale which
justice, blindfolded, holds in her hands.
we place (1) the sacred ties which bind
men to home, family and friends ; (2)
virtue, honor, peace, prosperity, con-
tentment, happiness ; (3) every temper-
ance nrganization in the land ; (4) all the
churches, with a few painful exceptions;
and () the earnest, pleading, heart rend-
ing cries of the irreclaimable drunkard
for liberty froma thraldom worse than
death. What shall be put on the other
end of the scale ? What is there avail-
able that can be placed there? Nothing
but money ! This is the only portion of
the assets,which can be safely put in,
the remainder is not comely to look
upon. Money is the omnipotent thing,
and is supposed by its devotees to out-
weigh the contents of the other end of
the scale. \What an estimate the liquor
interest makes of the strength of its
adversaries when it presumes to enter
the conflict having for its sole weapon a
few thousand dellars in meney ! 1Is this
to be its sole argument ? It indeed seems
to be so. There is no douat that were
there anything better we would hear of
it. But money was tried in Oxford and
to little purpose, save in the towns and
villages. Much of it was used in cor-
ruptly influencine those who could be
bought, and some was squandered on a
few publie speakers, whe were dear at
any price. The liqucr party anticipated
a victory by a majority of four or five
hundred, but were confronted on the
night of the election by a majority of
nearly 800 un the other side. So that
the ownipotent influences they put to
work there are hardly likely to prove
1‘|\!1y more powerful elsewhere.—[Halton

The fact is that the public estimate of
the sinfulness and vulgarity of profane
swearing has become 80 loose and uncer-
tain that this repuisive vice of speech has
has attained almost universal prevalence.
If the habit were considered disgraceful,
as it once was, and condemned by the
people who make the unwritten laws of
social propriety, as it once was, the
statute would still have a significance,
and profane swearing would be reconed
a disgrace as well as a legal misdemeanor.
Leaving out its religious aspect, and
even its bearing upon personal morals
there is the lower ground upen which all
will agree—that the exhibitions of pro-«
fanity to which all ears are accustomed
in public places is a vulgarity of the most
inexcusable and offensive
The slightest degree of that con-
sideration for others which goes to make
up the character of a true gentleman
sheuld at any rate banish it from eur

bury's residence in Arlington street was
guarded by police.

indifference. Instead of being considered
the highest duty of citizenship to take
an active interest in the affairs of state
in order that the franchise may be intel-
ligently exercised, we find too often the
opposite to be the case. To illustrate we
would divide the voters into five classes,
eommencing at the lowest: ]
First, those who cannot read or write.
Second, those who can read, but who
take no paper. :
Third, those who can read. but who
take only the local paper.
Fourth, those who can read and who
take a leading paper and perhaps others.
Fifth and last, the educated, readimp
thinking men, who are well-infurmed in
public affsirs. Just in proportion as the
people are uneducated are they suscepti-
ble to the corrupt and dishonest influ-
ences our unscrupulous opponents are 8o
skilled in using. We have abundant
evidence of this in the past. To coun-
teract these dishonest influences the peo-
ple must be enlightened in political
affairs and informed as to the character
and motives of our public men. How
can this best be accomplished ? To an-
swer this question is the purpose of this
letter. -

We would recommend the formation
in every constituency in Canada of an
active Liberal Association, composed of
representatives from every polling sub-
division in the constituency. Energetic
officers should be chosen, and the Asso-
ciation once formed should meet at least
twice a year. The convening of the
Association is 8 very simple matter. A
circular is issued and mailed by the Sec-
retary to the different polling sub-divis-
ions calling a conventien on a certain
day. The chairmen, on receipt of the
circular, call meetings in their respective
localities and choose delegates.

A Night with William Hare.

There is a story which an old resident
of the east end of Glasgow, who died
over 80 years’of uge, in the autumn of
the last year (1883), used to tell with
great gusto, In bis younger days this
old gentleman was of a wandering dispo-
sition, and travelled on foot over the
greater part of the island. Inthe spring
of 1829 he passed through Berwick on
Tweed, and put up at a lodging house
there. He was told by the landlady that §
he cduld not have a bed for himself, but
would require to sleep with ancther Jodg-
er,who was, of course, a stranger to him.

New Orleans Centennial Exy osition,

'The Director General of tliy World’s
Industrial and Cotton Centenrt:ial Expo-
sition, to be opened at New Orleans on
the first Monday in December, 1884, in
a report which is before us gives interest-
ing facts respecting the preparations for
the event, which promises to be one of
the most striking of the present century.
From the report, for which we are in-
debted to R. S. Chilton, U. S. Consul
here, we extract the following :—

The main building is 1,376 feet in
length and 905 feet in width, affording
1,300,000 square feet of floor space, with
conveaient apartments attached for
police, fire department, public comfort,
offices, meeting rooms for various mation-
al orgamzations, and with a central
music hall capable of seating 11,000 per-
sons. and a machinery hall 1,375 feet in
length by 250 feet in width. Extensive
accommodations have here been provid-
ed for the display of factories of all varie-

The horticultural hall is said to be the
largest conservatory ever erected. It is
600 feet in length, 194 broad in the cen-
ter, with glass roof, % glass tower 90 feet
in height, with heating apparatus and
cold storage attachment fer preserving
fruit. It is designed to have an inter-
national exhibition of plants and shrub-
bery around the sides of this building
under cover, and an international display
of fruits extending throughout the cen-
tral spaces of the builaing,

Mexico has consented to adorn the
main center with royal palms and native
plants, and will occupy 200,000 feet of
spage adjoining the hall for a garden.

Thé Republics of Central America
will adorn 260,000 feet of the garden,
and an equal extent will be occupied by
floral products i Florida and California.

An art gallery of native marble is to
be provided., and every effort will be

<made to accommodate the extensive col-
lections of art treasures and antique
relics now at the commard of the associa-
tion. One thousand feet of space in the
main building has been designated for
an agricuitural hall. .

Forty acres of ground have been laid
off for growiug farns, experimental and
vegetable gardcens, and forty acres pro-
vided for buildings to accommedate live
stock, poultry, and birds, with a half-
mile stock arena wherein sales of animals
will be permitted on stated days.

Suitable airarzement have been made
for a national display upon the enderse-

ment of the National Lducational con-
vention and the cordial co-operation of |
the United States Commision of Educa-
tion, oud appropriate steps have been
taken for tha crganization of a depart-
ment of Wanan's Work, under the high
direction of those interested in opening
to women independent positions in the
cconomy and indrusiries of the world.

The Growth of the Orange Tree.

The orange tree is the longaest lived
fruit tree known. It is reputed to have
attained the age of three hundred years,
and it has been known to have flourisn-
ed and borne fruit for more than a hun-
dred years. No f.uit tree will grow and
produce fruit se well under rough treat-
ment. It commences to bear the third
or fourth year after budding, and by the
fifth year it will produce an abundant
crop, but its yield will increase gradual-
ly under favorable circumstaaces, and as
the years pass on it will become a very
productive tree. The early growth of
the orange is quite rapid, and by the
tenth year it widl have increased more
than in the next fifty years, so far as its
breadty and eight are concerned ; but its
age multiplies its fruit stems greatly,
and an old tree will sometimes bear
several thousand oranges.

OrrawA, July 18.—On Wednesday D.
. MecGibbon, barrister, Milton,arrived and
presented the petition, praying vhat the
governor in council fix a day fer veting
on the repeal of the Scott Act. It was
signed by 21565 actual voters in the
county and seme 2520 names are in the
rdil-ion. The difference is through dup-
ications, removals from the county, and
deaths. This morning W. G. Fee, the
well-known temperance organizer, and
formerly secretary of the Ontario alli-
ance, %r:unted a counter petition, sign-
of the temperance electors
of Halton by Rev. M. Cameron, presi-
deat of Halton alliance ; Rev. L. Breth-
our, secretary ; W. D. Brothers, A.
Wilmott, W. H. Lindeay, Jas. Hollin-
rake, Rev. M. McKenzie, T. J. Starrett,
Editor Halton News ; J. M. Bastedo and
J. Harrison. This counter petition sets
forth that in the petition for the repeal
the terms of the Scott Act itself and the
order in-council of January 31st, 1881,
respecting the petitions are uncomplied
with. It appears that during the last
dominion general elections the conserva-
tive candidate in Halton was ex-sheriff,
now Senator McKindsey and W, Mc-
Oraney, liberal. The temperance people
being afraid of certain proposed amend-
ments to the Scott Act, sought to obtain
the pledge of the opposition thereto from
the candidates. McKindsey refused to
pledge himself, but McCraney did.

The temperance people then organized
their own meetings, and ran a campaign
in the interest of McCraney as the tem-

rance candidate. This aroused ill feel-
ing among the temperance conservatives,
and many of them were induced during
the heat of the campaign to sign a peti-
tion asking for the repeal of the Scott
Act. Thenames thus obtained in the
autumn of 1882 form one-hali of the
present repeal petitions. Their names
were appended to 1t, although many have
since gone back to the Scett Act party ;
scores of declarations from voters so
signing will be presented to the depart-
ment stating that they are in favor of the
act, although appearing among those
petitioning for appeal. That the tem-
R;nnce people were justified in opposing
McKindsey was shown by his course re-
specting the Scott Act in the Senate last
sassion. k=

The repeal petitionjwas ultimately de-

posited in the sherift's office at Milton,
June 26, and remained their till July 12,
Advertized notice of these deposits were
made Juue 12 and 19, and ot as the
law demands, two clear weeks before the
deposit of the repeal petition. It is
farther declared to contain many errors,
@ames of present non-resident and de-
«ceased voters, and with its procuring
have been committed other irregularities,
The Scott Act people believe the repeal
petition is illegal, because the present
sl}enﬂ', after the time for filing had ex-
pired, allowed it to be mutilated, added
#0 and radically changed. It appears
#hat after the petition was filed the re-
Ppealers found that the prov.sions of the
order-in-council passed Ja. 51, 1881,
providing certain forms whereby the
names of voters could be easly traced,
had not been complied with. They then
took the petition, although filed and be-
yond their control, and changed its form,
hacked and mutilated it so that it did
not resemble the original petition. They
even added printed matter.

The fight to get the dominion govern-
snent to reject the petition for the repeal
will be long, bitter and strong. A depu-
tation of representative temperance men
from Halton, is to come here in a few
days to urge the government to refuse
the prayers asking for the taking of a re-
peal vote.

The Record of a Sea Captain Whe Wever
Lest a 8hip but Saved Seuls,

Captain Joseph E. Dutton, the senior
captain in the service of the Allan line
of steamers, died in the hospital at Mon-
treal last Sunday. He was about 56
of age. During his service as
modore of the fine vessels of the
Allan fleet he crossed the Atlantic over
400 times, and could boast that he never
lostior stranded aship. While his record
a8 a skilful sailor was ummpeachable, he
was almost as well known for his ability
and earnestness as a Christain evangelist,
and during his long service at sea he
made it a part of his duty to conduct
religious sorvices en his ships.
The captain was a man tall, portly,and
well proportioned, with rather closely
cropped hair, fuli, gray-bearded face,
keen, deep-set eyes, and had a voice full
and sonorous, with just enough of a
Lancashire accent to give it a quaint
turn now and then. In each port he
devoted his spare time to preaching,
interspersed with visiting the sick and
helping the unfortunate seamen in more
material ways. Says one who has sailed
with him for a number of years: ‘“He
never goes ashore without being fully
equipped for the service of preachirig the
Gospel.”
A passenger who crossed with him
when Capt. Dutten commanded the
Prussian says :—‘‘On the first Sunday
out we heard the ship’s bell calling to
prayers, and naturally supposed that, as
usual the Sunday morning service wonld
be of stereoyped character—the reading
of the morning prayer of the Episcopal
church.

Paris, July 22. —There were 30 deaths
from cholera at Marseilles last night,and
28 at Toulon. A panic was created at
Toulon by the arrival of 100 coffins
which had been ordered at Marseilles,
The excitement was so great that the
coffins had te be returned. At a meet-
ing of the municipal council of Paris the
direction of Public Aid declared that no
case, genuine Asiatic or sporadic cholera,
has been reported at the Paris hospitals.
The deaths attributed to cholera were
