A medical and veterinary inspection
of men and horses respectively, was
conducted yesterday. Physically the
men were found to be a fine lot-and
all will be allowed to remain in camp,
One horse was destroyved, the animal
having fallen and broken its leg en
route from the city to the camp. He
was promptly shot, but the remaind-
er of the horses appear to be sound
physically and have been successful
in avoiding accldent in transport.

Unforutnate as it Calgary motore
ists seem to have disregarded the
polite request of the commandant
that they proceed slowly while passe-
ing through the camp.

DREADNOUGHTS IN
LINE FOR REVIEW

Great British War Fleet to
Assemble at Spithead
June 24th.

London, June 14—The great naval
" review by King ‘George at Spithead,
June 24, two days after the corona-
tion, will be gathered together in full
commission .the largest number of
vessels of the Dreadnought class ever
assembled,

No less than ten battleships of the
Dreadn8ught class will -be brought
into line on review day. These are
the Colossus, Hercules, Neptune, St.
Vincent, Collingwood, Vanguard, Bel-
lerophon, Temerairie, Superb  and
Dreadnought. To these will be added
four cruisers of .the Invincible class,
the Indefatigable, the Invincible, the
Inflexible and the Indomitable. Ger-
many is to send the Von der Tann,
declared to be the fastest warship in
the world, and the United States, the
new Deélaware. The other foreign
naval powers are sending vessels of
the pre-Dreadnought class, although
in seme, instances they are of quite
recent construction. France will be
represented by the Danton, Japan by
the Kurama. Austria by the Radelzky,
Italy by ‘the:San Marco, Russia by
the Rossie, Spain by the Reina Re-
gente, Argentine by the Buenos
Ayres, Chile by the Chacbuco, Swed-
en by Fylgia, Turkey by the Hami-
deh and China by the Hai-Chi, Den-
mark, Holland and Norway are to be

_ represented by small <coast defence
vessels.

All the: vessels at the review, in-
cluding the foreign warships and pas-
senger ships, with spectators, will be
moored in li:ne, supplemented by
shorter lines for the torpedo boats
and submarines. The boundaries of
the review will en¢lose an area of
about 18/ square miles., There will be
137 British war vessels of various
types present. The King will pass
through the line on 'board the royal
yacht, Victoria and Alhert, which will
be accompanied by two other royal
vachts, the Alexandra and the Al-
berta. As the royal yacht approach-
es each vessel in the line, a salute
will be fired, and at the same time
the shore batteries will join in the
greetings.

The areas of fall wheat are greater
than last year by 4.50 per cent. and
of spring 'Wwhedt by 13.70 per cent. The€
total area in wheat is 10,503,400 acres,
as compared ;,»with 9,294,800 in 1910,
and 7,750,400 in 1909. The per cent:
condition of fall wheat at the end 'of
May was 80.u3, and of spring wheat
96.69° The area in oats is 10,279,809
acres and its condition 94.76, as com-
pared with 9,864,100 acres and 93.95
per cont. condition last year. Barley
and rye ecach show a small decrease
in area, but the condition is higher
than at the same period last year.
Slight decreases are also, reported for
acres cf peas, mixed grains, and hay
and clover, with per cent. condition of
over 90. Hay and clover have a re-
ported condition of 91.45 for. the Do-
minion. being practically 100 in Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan and Alberta. Th»
area of the field crops named is 32,-
051.500 acres for 1911, compared with
30,554,200 acres for 1910 and 28,194,990
acres for '1909. In the provinces of
Manitobd,‘ ‘Saskatéhewan ' and Alberta
the area in wheat, oats and barley
was 3,491,413 acres in 1900, 6,009,389

A FATUOUS POLICY,

Chagrin may properly be assumed |
to have a part in -the dissatisfaction
of Mr. Borden and his friends with
the trend of tariff matters, especially’
in reference to trade with Great Bri-f
tain. The- hold-up policy to wmcht
these gentlemen are pledged has not’

even the saving grace of being a pos-
sible success. The people of Great|
Britain have made it abundantly
plain that they have not the remot-
est intention of allowing  themselves
to be coerced or stampeded into put-
ting a tax on their food. And the
position of the Opposition is that un-
less the British people put a tax on’
their food they should be giyen no
concessions in the Canadian tariff,

That position was declared almost’
twenty years ago, when the Canadiani
parliament, in which the party then
had a large majority, passed the fol-f
lowing resolution:—

“That if and when the Parlia-
ment- of Great Dritain and Ireland
admits Canadian products to the
mérkets of the = United Xingdom
upon more favorable terms than
it accords to the products of
foreign countries, the Parliament
of Canada will be prepared to ac-
cord corresponding advantages by,
a’ substantial reduction in the;
duties it imposes upon British
manufactured goods.”

As Britain admits the products of
the world. free, the only way it
eould confer this favor on Canadian
products is to impose a tariff upon
products from foreign countries. The
substance of the resolution 'is that
unless the British people impose such
tariff -on foreign products, they need
190k for no tariff favdrs from the
party then in power and now in op-
position in the Canadian parliament.

This resolution was intended to
embody a standing declaration on the
'question of a preference to goods
from the-Old Land. It was advanc-
ed at a time when reciprocity w
the United States was being widely
ldebated in Canada, and as a counter-
proposal thereto. It must be taken
therefore to express the limit to
which the party then in power were
prepared to go in the matter of favor-
. ing the British manufacturer and de-
veloping trade with Great Britain.

This resolution was quoted by the
party leader when Mr, Fielding in-
troduced his preferential tariff, and

Council Committee Examine
Draft Prepared by Com-
missioner Bouillon

The major portlon of the model
gas agreement drafted by Commis-
sioner Bouillon was submitted to the
committee appointed by the council
to consider this subject at a meeting
held yesterday afternoon. This com-
mittee is composed of the board of
commissioners, Ald. Lundy, Grindley,
Mould and the city solicitor, all of
whom were present save Ald. Grind-
ley and Mould. :

The agreement contemplates an en-
terprise, in which the city will ‘exer-
cise a large measure of control over
the operations of the compapy, de-
termining - the rates to be tTharged
and sharing in the profits of the un-
dertaking when they exceed a maxi-
mum percentage on the é€apital in-
vestment to be determined by the
council.

The franchise will extend over
twenty-five years, subjéct to the rizht

of purchase by the city after a period'

of years to be deeided upon. The
profits above the’ fixed percentage
will, under this agreement, pe divided
between the company and the muni-
cipality, provided that when the net
earnings have:/exceeded this percent-
age for two smecessive years the rates
charged for gas shall be reduced to
such an extent as to reduce the net
earnings té the percentage decided
upon.

INDIA’S WHEAT CROP
369,000,000 BUSHELS

—

This is Estimate of British India’s
Bumper - Crop Made by /U. S De-
partment of Agriculture in the
World’s Review—Record Area is
Sown to Spring Wheat in Western
Canada.

Washington, June 16—A . bumper
harvest of wheat in British India, es-
timated at 369,000,000 bushels, sur-
passing all previous yields, and a re-
cord area sown to spring wheat in
Western Canada giving rise to seem-
ingly extravagant estimates of prob-
able yields, are features of a world's
review aof May agricultural news, an-
nounced by the department of agri-
culture today. In other respeots, for-
eign agriculture generally has made
average- seasonable progress.

In Argentina there have been great
wheat and flax exports to the south-
ernh hemisphere. Autumn sown crops
have entered their month of trans-
equaterial winter in vigorous condi-
tion and on probably largely increas-
d areas. The recently gathered corn
crop there turned out badly and little
or no surplus will be available for
export. The corn crop of South Af-
rica also is reported damaged by
drought and there will practically be
none for export.

age of cement which tied up build-
ing operations during May, no de-'
finite action was taken by the board
in thé direction of memoralizing the
Dominion government to have the
duty on cement remo'.ed by order
in council as was sugg ested in com-
munications received by the board
from the exchange.

After"a spirited discussion of the
situation;, a motion that & comimittee
be appointed to secure the co opera-
tion of other boards of trade in
Western Canada . in . bringing thel
question of tariff reduction to the'
attenfion of the Dominion govern-
ment, was defeated and the meéem-
bers decided almost unammously that
the Builders’ Txchange be adwsed’
that the Board. of Trade did not see
its way to make representations to;
the government in the direction of
removing the duty on cement with-
out having the situation fully ex-
plained hy members of the ex ge.

Urges Immediatc Actﬂn{

Considerable difference of opinion
as to the cause of the cement short-
age was shown in the didcussion.
James McGeorge declared that the
facts were plain that there had been
a hold-up pure and simple on the
part of the Canada cement. merger,
and that such a condition of aft‘a.lrs
did . not concern_the builders or con-
tractors only but the whole body  of
citizens. There had been a shortage
which had seriously impeded building
operations; this might now b‘e tem-
rpox;arﬂy relieved 'but there was  no
assurance, that it might not odcur
again _and tie up building operations
indefinitely. ; Steps should be taken
immediately to bring the grave situ-
ation to the attentiomr of the govern-
ment. If o committee were appoint-
ed by the board it could. seciire the
necessary ‘information in ._f@ 'very
short .time ‘and without any difficuity
whatever. The board of trade should
not wdit on.the builders ’exchange,
but take definite action at once.

Clark Counsels Caution.

W. H. Clark thought that the
board should not be precipitated inj
memorializing the government. Facts
and figures to substantiaté thé griev-
ance should first be gathered  to-
gether: But Mr. Clark was doubtful
whether such evidence could be ob-
tained. He was inclined to think
thdt the shortage was  due to the
fact that the amount of cement re-.
quired in Edmonton# this year was
greater than ever before, and that.
the cement mills at Exshaw had not;
been in order. He had been in the
cenient business for ten years and,;
with the exception of last year; ce-,
ment was being s6ld cheaper this
year than ever before in ‘that time.
As for thé shortage, the truth was'
that cement was sold at such a low
margin of profit that it did not pay
the dealers to stock it in large quan-
tities. During the so-called shortage
Mr, Clark had HhHad cement coming
in every week, ;

First Class of Clay.

In regard to the material " undeér
class (a), the report seems to indi-
cate that these materials present cer-
tain difficulties not commonly met
with in other districts where the in-
dustries have attained considerable
development. Tre report states that
‘“‘the strata being worked showed theé
typical faults of glacial clay beds, viz.,
\1ack of contfhuity in characteér. They
were shifting and changing in pro-
portions of sand from day to day, and
the problem of the pit foreman, o
keep g reasonably fixed proportion of
both clay a#id sand going up in eath
car load, is not an easy one and will
require constant vigilance. The
quality of the body produced by this
mixture of tough and sandy material
as evidenced by the kili§ of ~ brick
standing burnt and ready for ship-

iment, as well as by the wisfe piles

and bats lying about, is fairly good
It is not
in any sense a fine material, but it
makes a fairly good, strong and ser-
viceable common brick. ' There seeins
no likelihood of making any materi-
ally different or materially improved
product from this clay.”
Second Class of Clay.

The report indicates that the ma-
terial in class (b), that is to say, the
river silt deposited on the, river flats,
presents even greater difficultis. The
report states that these clays are
alike in one respect, namely, they are
all very treacherous and difficult ta
dry . without cracking. The upper
brown layer worked alone, . would'
make g 'fairly tough plastic paste and
would work well in the machinery, "
but it would give prohibitive trouble |
in drying. The use of the sandy and
silty layers is absolutely imperative
to weaken it, to get sound or un-
checked bricks. On the other hand,
the sand and silt is of  itself too
weak and friable to make a  brick,
and is equally fatal to the quality of
the burnt product, if allowed to get
in amount. The manufac-
turers are therefore Dbetween two
horns of a dilemma—cracking on the
one hand, and weak, ctumbly, worth-
less product on the otHer.

Brick-Makers Get Best Heésults,

To quote the report: “If by con-
stant vigilance the, proportions can
be kept inside the properlimits, the
product will be a somewhat pale red
brick__of rather low, but sufﬁcxent
*istrength, which, when in \posmon in
a building, will doubtless. .give &ood
service.

“The possibility .of improving the
brick as to its hardness, strength and
color, by use of other processes than
those employed,.- has been considered.
I cannot hold out any hopes of any
important improvemient in these re-
rspects.”’

It seems to be the opmlon of Pro-
fessor Orton, as a result of his inves-
tigations, that the Edmonton brick-
makers are getting the best results
from the material they are using.
