Lecture onPassiouPlay
Ry the Arch bishop in Aid of St Bonsf 

, The lecture on the Passion Play of 
Oberamagau delivered >y Hi» Grace 
the Archbishop at St. liohaventure'a 
College last night in aid of the Collège 
Building Fund, was largely attended.

On the platform were the Premier 
Sir E. P. Morris, President of $t. Bons. 
Old Boy» Asioctotlon. -Rev. ’’Brother 
Culhane, Principal of the College, Hr. 
M. W. Furlong, K. C„ Rt. Rev. M»n- 
sign-or Roche, Rev. Fr. Sheefton'ântf J. 
P. Howley, F. G. S.

The lecture was given pnder fhe 
auspices of the St. Bonaventure’s 
Ladiee Association instead of the usual 
weekly tea and concert. Sir Edwàrd 
Morris Introduced the lecturer In y.n 
appropriate Speech in which he eiflo- 
gized the good work being done by the 
adks on behalf of the College and ex­

horted all friends of the College to at­
tend the series of lectures that would 
be given during the next few weeks 
every Wednesday evening, and there­
by help on the good cause.

His Grace the Archbishop in coming 
forward said that he did not wish the 
audience to expect a lecture on the 
I assion Play on this occasion, it 
would rather be an informal chat on 
a few of the Impressions made on ills 
Mind while at Oberamagau. Hig 
Grace then proceeded to give a brief 
history of the origin of the. Passion 
1 lay 277 years ago. The residents of 
Bavaria among the mountains had 
liecn affliete'd with a plague in 1612 
winch carried off many of the inhabit­
ants. The devout, people of Oberama­
gau made a vow that if they survived 
the plague they would perform .he 
Passion Play every ten years. They 
kept tills vow religously ever sin-e. 
Practically the whole village takes 
part in the performance In the scene 
lepresenting the entry into Jerusalem, 
the carrying of the cross requires 
over 500 people. They are all there, 
men, women and children. Up to the 
beginning of the 19th century the fame 
of the Passion Play did not extend 
far beyond the borders of Bavaria, 
Mid the peasants taking part in the 
play made no money out of it. The 
expense in .preparing costumes is vc.-y 
great, and no pains are spared in haz­
ing everything as perfect as can he. 
Selecting the men and women who are 
deemed worthy to take part in the 
play is an important matter, and is 

I done by the old men of the village who 
meet in solemn conclave and exercise 
great care and make searching en­
quiry as to the lives and conduct of 
those who hope to be assigned uhe 
parts of the Apostles, Mary and the 
C hristus. Two whole years are spent 
in prepartion and during all that 
time they allow their hair to grow. 
They also adapt their thoughts to the 
character, and are known henceforth 
amongst the peasants by the name of 
Peter or John, Judas or the Christus. 
They are people of a deeply religious 
temperament, and though they get 
their living by farming, wood carving, 
etc., they are highly educated, and 
most of them famous musical compos­
ers and Interpreters of the great mast­
ers. TJiey have a special love for 
Wagner whose history is intimately 
connected with King Ludwig and the 
people of Oheramergau.

During the past century the Passion 
Flay, as its fame gradually reached 
the outside world, attracted tourists 
from all parts of the Christian World. 
The railway companies, the hotels 
and the tourists agencies during this 
time have been making a good deal of 
money out of the Passion Play, but 
the peasants of Oheramergau applied 
all that they made out of the Play to 
the improvement of the village, to 
roads, education, colleges and schools. 
They have fine art schools and col­
leges. and are acknowledged masters 
in wood carving and music.

The Archbishop and Father St. John 
went to see the Passion Play through 
the Cook Agency without which His 
Grace thinks it would be impossible 
for the ordinary tourist to travel 
there with comfort and convenience. 
The Agency has arranged before hand 
the houses at which the tourists are 
tc, stay. The Archbishop and Father 
St. John were assigned to the house 
of Judas and Mary, father and 
daughter. When they arrived Mary, 
a trim, tidy, and virtuous girl, re­
ceived them in the midst of her house­
hold work; while Juda*. her father, 
was out putting In his hay.

The play itself, occupies the whole 
day from 8 a.m. till sunset. There is 
a recess from noon to 2 p.m. The 
nerformances went on for 47 days. 
The place where the audience sit is 
now roofed in, while the actors oc­
cupy the spacious stage in the open 
sir with the beautiful mountains and 
blue sky for a background. The audi­
torium will hold about 5,000 people.

A few of the scenes were reviewed 
by the lecturer including the “Expul­
sion from Paradise," "Driving out the 
Money Changers, Entry into Jeiusa 
lem,” “Carrying the Cross, T ie 
Crucifixion,” and "The Re^umrectt 
V oids, he said, could not do justice to 
the subject.

"Jem” Mace, the hero of many prize 
fights, died to-day at Jarrow on Tyne 
of old age. He was in his 79th year. 
Mace was at one time worth more 
than $1,000,000, but of recent years 
he had been dependent upon the as­
sistance of friends. Occasionally he 
has appeared in muscular exhibitions. 
"Jem” Mace was born at Beeston in 
Norfolk, and in his day was one of 
the greatest of boxers. His first great 
fight was with Bill Thorpe, whom he 
beat in 18 rounds. When Tom Sayers 
retired from the chammonship in 
I860, Mace was regarded as his legi­
timate successor, but his supremacy 
was soon challenged by Tom King. 
The two met in January. 1862, and 
after 43 rounds Mace was given the 
verdict. For the next 10 years he 
was practically invincible.

DOUGLAS, Ariz., Nov. 30.

According to advices received here 
to-day from revolutionary sources, 
the rebels under Madero are in con­
trol of the country between Minica 
and Guaynopita, including the towns 
and the rich valleys west of Pear­
son's Northwestern Railroad, extend­
ing to the boundary of Sapuaripa. 
Guaynopita is 60 miles west of Moc- 
tuzuma, capital of the Mocluzunta 
District in Sonora. The rebels are 
friendly to the Americans, who report 
them well equipped. The principal 
productive district reported to be held 
by Madero is the rich Tachlolich Val­
ley, which was the scene Of the last 
general uprising of the Tachlolich 
Indians, when the entire tribe was 
destroyed by the Mexican troops. Ma- 
dero'a troops, in the vicinity of Guer­
rero, are reported to be commanded 
by Jose La Luz Maria Blanteo, form­
erly Jefe Politico of Santa Tomas. 
The country said to be held by Medevo 
includes the Green Gold Co’s, conces­
sions, and it is reported that Delores, 
an important silver mining company, 
is also in the hands of the rebels.

MACAO, ISLAND OF MACAO, 

China, Nov. 30.
The Portuguese troops of the loca: 

garrison and the crew of the Portu­
guese gunboat Patria revolted last 
night and, taking possession of the 
city, proceeded to enforce changes in 
the administration of the affairs ot 
the dependency of Portugal. The reh 
els continued in control to-day, the 
Governor and military officers being 
powerless. The revolt began with 
the landing of the sailors of the Pa 
tria, who marched to the public 
square, where they fired three volleys 
as a signal to the troops, who forced 
an entrance to the armoury and arm­
ing themselves joined the seamen. 
Several hundred strong rebels pro­
ceeded to Santa Clara Convent, from 
which they drove out the Nuns, or­
dering them to leave the Islands^ 
The Nuns fled to Hong Kong from 
the Convent. The rebels marched to 
Government House, before which they 
mounted a cannon. An interview with 
the Governor was requested, and 
when the officers at Government 
House objected, they were silenced 
at the point of the bayonet. The Gov­
ernor was compelled to increase pay 
for army and navy and the suppres­
sion of the newspaper Vidatova, and 
the righting of alleged wrongs suffer­
ed by the soldiers and sailors. Un­
