A Sudden 
Sharp Shock.

The city has not yet recovered from 
the shock of surprise given the coun­
try by the Minister of Finance ou 
Tuesday. It may be said that the city 
«-as staggered at the news, even 
more than ex-Governor Williams was 
staggerd at the revelations combined 
in the oft mentioned memorials. It 
«as expected that the equivalent for 
part of the $380,000 a year taken off 
last year would have to be put on. 
Ilut there was no apprehension what­
ever that $670,000 a year would be 
clapped on. It was generally expect­
ed that extra taxes would be placed 
on tobacco and alcoholic beverages, 
tint nobody anticipated there would 
be a re-imposition of lniquitious 
ten per cent., nor that mill-men would 
be called upon to pay $25,003 a year. 
No doubt there is justification for tak­
ing the $17,000 a year off the Sulphur 
used at Grand Falls, but it was surely 
impolitic to do it in the same breath 
that put $25,000 on the small miil-
raari, just above the fishermen mill-
owners, with his cut of 10,000.

Yesterday we stated that the duty 
on cigars had been changed. That the 
new duties were $10 a lb. This was 
according to the typed resolution sup­
plied by the Minister to the members, 
but it appears that is an error. There 
is no change in the tax on cigars ex­
cept the 10 per cent.

The Labrador Boundary.
In reply to a question of Mr. Lloyd, 

the Prime Minister said that in the 
matter of the 1-abrador boundary dis­
pute, the Government of Newfound­
land, through its solicitors, have of­
fered Canada’s representatives to ve­
to iJ the question as to what, as a mat­
ter of fact, Is and has been the boun­
dary between Newfoundland and 
Canada in Labrador, but the repre­
sentatives ot Canada will agree only 
to refer the question of what ought 
to be such boundary.

We consider the Government has 
taken the proper course. The issues 
raised by Canada should only be en­
tertained if the, Privy Council adjud­
ges that there has not been and is 
not now a legal boundary between 
Quebec and Newfoundland Labrador.

Had Stormy Passage.
The s.s. Durango, Capt. Chambers, 

docked at 2.30 p.m. yesterday. As al­
ready stated in the Telegram, the 
ship was 19 days in the passage from 
Liverpool to this port, leaving there 
at 9 p.m. on the 7th inst. On the run 
across the ship met heavy westerly 
winds, during which she was badly 
tossed about, and on last Friday 
morning shipped a heavy sea, which 
broke the cabin skylight and deluged 
the compartment. The steering gear 
was also put out of business by the 
heavy sea and the ship had to be 
beaded eastward while repairs were 
being made. Running before the 
gale for twelve hours, she covered a 
distance that took three days to re­
cover when again headed westward 
on Saturday last. At 4.30 a.m. Mon­
day, when about 140 miles off this 
coast, the Durango ran Into the ice, 
and after pushing her way for some 
hours, was forced to retreat, and run­
ning south of the Virgins made into 
Cape Race at 6.45 p.m. Wednesday. 
She hove to for the night and at 4 
a.m. yesterday started down the shore 
arriving here at 2.30 p.m. The Du­
rango brought a large freight and a 
considerable mail, but no passengers.

I have in my mind's eye, at the mo­
ment, a hall which, in the old days 
was lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, sit 
through an hour’s lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner, but which, with the march of 
civilization, had Its Illumination 
changed from gas to electricity, the 
latter being employed with all the 
latest refinements to effect the light­
ing under the best conditions, with the 
result that any large gathering within 
Its walls leads to a state little short of 
asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes, Pro­
fessor of Chemistry at the Royal Na 
ral College.

Thr 
States’ charge d’ affaires refuses ei­
ther to confirm or deny the informa­
tion.

BELFAST, Feb. 26.
The launch to-day of the Britannic, 

the 50,000 ton White Star Liner 
marks an important development in 
constructional safety, so far as en­
gineering ingenuity can ensure it 
The Britannic is intended for trans- 
Atlantic service, and had only just 
been laid down when the Titanic dis­
aster occurred. As the result of that 
disaster the plans for the Britannic 
were almost completely remodelled, 
which accounts for her long stay on 
the stocks. She is a triple screw 
steamer, 900 feet long, There has 
been introduced into her construction 
almost every device for ensuring 
safety. A complete inner skin ex­
tends to a considerable height above 
the load line, the most vulnerable 
portion of a vessel. The number of 
bulkheads are increased. It is claim­
ed that the Britannic will be able to 
float with any six compartments 
flooded.

Mr. Kent asked if there was any fur­

ther supply for the current year aa 
he pointed out that there were items 
such as Increases to salaries, covered 
in the Auditor General’s report that 
were not accounted for in the supple­
mentary supply vote. He cited an in­
stance of this in the Marine and Fish­
eries Department. He was informed 
hj the Finance Minister that this in­
crease was paid out of contingencies 
despite the fact that the contingencies 
ir. this department had been all ex­
hausted and allocated and that there 
was no balance left to pay for increas­
ed salaries from now until the 30th o! 
June, besides contingencies •>re only 
intended for the unforseen payments 
that accrued in any office during tb 
year and any increases in salarie; 
should be provided for by speeir 
grant. He referred to the large am 
extraordinary supplemental supply o 
the past few years and aneffortshoui 
be made to reduce It and more cart 
should be exercised in preparing the 
estimates. He gave statistics showing 
the abnormal supplementary supply 
for the past four years, the average fo 
which was $240,000 against an averag' 
or $90,000 for the four years previous 
lust year particularly there was at 
unusual expenditure in salaries am 
in other items on Executive Respon 
sibility. Except in some emergènej 
cases, there was no justification fo' 
Supplementary Supply in regard t 
salaries. If It was the intention to ir 
crease salaries, increase them in th< 
proper way in the House. He was r 
the opinion that our public servant 
were not adequately paid for thei 
work. He gave an example of this i 
the man who is now in prison for de 
fslcations committed, but who wa 
only half paid for his services, name] 
$€,70 a year despite the fact that 
million and a half of dollars passe 
through his hands annually and thr 
he was engaged in this position for th 
last quarter of a century. The re 
sponsibility that was on the man 
shoulders warranted better paymer 
and in consequence the official wa 
lead into temptation.

The Finance Minister statsd lu ef 
feet that he agreed with Mr. Kent bv 
that the increases referred to were to 
small to talk about.

the interest on the Public Debt In 
Dec. 31st last They had met it But 
how? They bad obtained an over­
draft on the Interest on Public Debt 
Account of $552,000. Many other 
current accounts had overdrafts. 
Even reckoning on the Nest Egg of 
half a million, the Loan accounts, and 
other accounts which were earmarked 
and could not be used to relieve these 
overdrafts, the Colony on the fifteenth 
of the month had a net balance 
$2,000 below the half million reserve, 
yet In 1909 the Minister of Finance 
created a hullabaloo because the Bond 
Ministry had only $720,000 to its 
credit.

Mr. Coaker.—He criticized the out­
rageous expenditures of the Govern­
ment, especially in connection with 
the $360,000 loan which they are now 
asking for. This amount, though 
uselessly and extravagantly spent, 
was termed a mere flea bite yet there 
were 1,500 fishermen's widows living 
on a dole of $20 and no provision 
made for them; also no provision 
made for 500 men who are getting 
pauper relief. The Budget tells us 
that the revenue will be increased 
$650,000 next year but not a cent is 
going to be given for the poor worn 
out toilers. If $360.000 was spent 
without authority what Is the use of 
having a Legislature, law or any 
other authority.

It was then 6.30 and the Committee 
rose and sat again at 8.15 when Mr. 
Coaker resumed the discussion. Hé 
said that the tenor of the Budget 
Speech gave the Impression that the 
Finance Minister had confessed for 
the wasteful expenditures of the pub­
lic moneys and was repentant for 
what he had done. Yet he, Mr, C., 
believed that not half of the extrava­
gance was revealed yet. He noticed 
that the sum of $3,100 was expended 
in St. Lawrence and would like to 
have an explanation.

The Prime Minister began to tell 
how the money was spent on roads 
leading to Bonavista and other places 
and that it was not all spent in St. 
Lawrence.

Mr. Coaker emphasized his point 
by reading a detailed statement show­
ing how the money was allocated and 
spent in St. Lawrence.

This was followed by an acrimoni­
es discussion in which Mr. Lefeuvre, 
member for Burin, made an unfound­
ed charge which he afterwards had to 
etract and swallow. He said that 

Mr. Stone went to Burin District oe-

lenditures as ever since 1909 the ex­
penditures are increasing every year 
?nd would have to be met either by 
loan or supply.

The House then went into Commit­
tee of the Whole on the Bill asking 
for the raising of Two Million Dol­
lars for the extension of the Railway 
System.

Very effective criticisms were made 
on the Bill by Messrs. LIo>'d, Kent and 
Clift and their speeches will appettr 
In to-morrow’s Telegram.
The Pension Bill prosed and at mid­

night the House adjourned until this 
afternoon.
