Hostility Everywhere

Last week we referred to the gener-
al unpopularity of the Government
which “exists all” over ‘the island,fRn
unpopularity which is not by any
means waning, but on the contrary
will continue to increase more and
more as time goes on. In the begin-
ning this antagonism was but a ripple
on the political surface. Now it has
grown into a great wave of hostility,
'a wave which is assuming greater
‘propoftions and magnitude, until at
length it will break and sweep into
political oblivion the chief actors in
the present drama of maladministra-
tion and mismanagement. No recap-
itulation of the sins of omission and
commission of the Government of to-
day need be made. The people are
aware of them all, and are keeping
strict tab, so that when the day of
reckoning comes, the total will be
complete and the record damning.
Speaking of sins of omission and com-
mission, it may be worth while to ge-
lect one of each out of the many with
which the Government is charged, and
present both to our readers. It fis
well attested that the particular sin
of omission chargeable to the Govern-
ment, is the failure or neglect or in-
disposition, or all three combined, to
make an allowance for the payment
of a living wage to its civil servants.
In St. John’s, the officials have many
opportunitiés' of approaching their de-
partmental héads, and 'making repre-
sentations on this matter so vital to
all of them: but the outport men have
not ' this advantage, and must make
their complaints through their superi-
ors in office at the different stations,
sometimes with the result that their
communications do not reach the prc-
per- quarter.

‘W. P. A. Annual.

The annual meeting of the W.P.A,
was held at 3.30 yesterday afternoon
in the Grenfell Hall, Lady Horwood,
Vice-President, in the chair, and a
large gathering of members present.
The report of the Hon. Secretary, Mrs.
W. G. Gosling, showed that during the
past year the work of providing com-
forts for the men on active service
and hospital necessaries for the sick
and wounded had been carried on with
the same energy as in the early days
of the association.. Since September,
1917, the following articles have been
sent to the regiment: 15,674 pairs
socks, 3840 shirts, 808 pairs mitts, 653
scarves, 650 caps; to the Q.M.N.G. 13,-
812 pairs socks, 190 pairs mitts and
45 scarves: to the Jensen Camp and
Waterford Hall 70 pairs socks, 12
shirts, 70 pairs pyjamas; to thé suf-
ferers from the,Halifax Disaster 1500
pairs socks, 160 pairs mitts, 150 caps

and 10 mufflers, together with three |

cases of hospital supplies. The total
shipments to all points were 30,8386
pairs socks (an increase of nearly 5,-
000 pairs over last year’s shipments),
2848 shirts, 1159 pairs mitts, 708
scarves and 650 caps, Hospital re-
included 275,576

520 pillow slips, 458 limb pillows, 260
pneumonia jackets and 200 suits py-
jamas. Large quantities of sphagnum
moss have also been shipped and re-
ceived with the request for more, un-
doubted proof that this gift was high-
ly appreciated.

ito the front line. In Dr. Garfield’s
opinion, the need for abstention from
pleasure driving on the first day of
the week will soon be a thing of the

THE MORNING EXERCISE.

Like every other good thing in the
world, exercise can be abused .or
used ignorantly. The first thing we
must learn is that the obpect of any
exercise is to send the blood to some
particular part of the body. If we
exercise the arms we send the blood
to them and develop the arm mus-
cles. If we exercise the ankles for
suppleness we send the blood to them.

We must not, therefore, steal the
blood from any part of the body which
needs it in its own work. For in-
stance the stomach {is almost the
hardest working member of the body,
and to do its work well must not be
interfered with. After eating, there-
fore, is no proper time to exercise. In-
stead, if you can sit in an easy chair
and relax for half an hour after each
meal, you will be doing the best thing
possible for both henlth and complex-
fon.

As a first step take the waking up
exercise, Lying on your back,
straighten out in bed, without stretch-

ing and take ten deep breaths. Let *
