British Cruiser
“Gladiator” Rammed.

The American liner, ‘St. Paul,’ left
Southampton Docks on the afternoon
of April 25, 1908, and shortly after-
wards ran into a blizzard of snow and
sleet. ' So heavy was the downfall that
the Solent was blotted from view, and
the look-out did not observe the ap-
proach of another vessel until too late
to avoid a collision. The great liner
crashed into the vessel, which proved
to be H. M. S. “Gladiator.” When the
“St. Paul” backed away, it was seen
that a great hole had been made in the
cruiser’s side, which had smashed her
boats, while her boilers had burst, kil-®
ling the stokers and enveloping that
part of tho ship in scalding clouds of ;
steam. Tons of water poured into
tbe interior of the “Gladiator,” giving
her immcdiately a tremendous list to
starboard. Nothing could be done to
save her, and she was headed for the
shore, where she stranded. Some of
the men dived off and swam ashore;
others~clung to the wreckage until
picked up, the “St Paul” lowering her
Loats as soon as possible.

As
Mr. Chapman, the torpedo-gunner,
was swimming to the shore, the sea
bitterly cold, he got into ‘difficulties
and shouted for help. Lance-Corporal
Poole, R.E., who had rushed to the be-
ach from Fort Victoria to aid in the:
work of rescue, heard the cry, and,
stripping off his clothes, gallantly:
swam out to Chapman, a distance o
about 150 yards, and brought him as-.
hore in a terrible exhausted condi-
tion. On the other hand there is aji
tragic tale of a life lost after being
saved. A Maltese steward had taken
kis discharge and was going back to
Malta from Portsmouth. When the
disaster occured he got safely off tho
“Gladiator” and reached the shore, but
recollecting that he had left his
money behind (a sum of about thirty
pounds) he swam back. Climbing
aboard 'the warship, he got his mo-
ney, and fastening it to his waist,
ptunged again into the water, but
was in too exhausted a condition by
this time to reach the shore; his body
with the money still around his waist
was washed ashore some hours later.
In all, twenty-seven lives were lost.
The secamen who perished mostly
lost their lives through being thrown
into the water when the “Gladiator”
lurched over, while the stokers were
killed in the bunkers or on the meos
deck.

The three genial gentlemen who
occupy the exalted positions of
Judges of the Supreme Court are to
be congratulated on the success of
their joint, requisition to the Govern-
ment for an increase in the judicial
stipend: their sole claim being that
Supreme Court judges in Canada were
paid a great deal more than they had
been receiving, since donning the
ermine. And of course, following the
precedent set by our big sister across
the Gulf, and with a desire tp satisfy
the demands of the higher court, the
Hon. Minister of /Finance was graci-
ously pleased to announce, in intro-
ducing his estimates, that he acceded
to the prayer of the petition of the
gaid underpaid high court, and
with - their request and foll6w-
ing the Canadian precedent, had in-
cluded a vote for a $2,000 per annum
increase to the occupants of the Su-
preme Court bench. By this vote the
Chief Justice’s stipend (we would not
style it salary) is increased from
$5,000 to $7,000 and the assistant
judges from $4,000 to $6,000.

Just consider it people of New-
foundland. Two thousand dollars, at
one cold crack, given each of these
men who were already in receipt of
princeiy incomes, men- whose judicial
duties could not, did not, appear in
the same scale with those of the Su-
preme’ Court Bench of Canada.

The ‘population of Newfoundland to-
day is not 260,000 people, a mere c.ity
full compared with other countries,
and consequently the duties of the
Supreme”Court Judges are not a tithe
of those who occupy a similar posi-
tion in the Canadian judicature.
“#Fhe whole thing is wrong in prin-
ciple. Any one man in tR¥e dominion
of Newfoundland in receipt of a sal-
42y of $4,000 per year and upwards

. it earning more than his position

warrants, and to increase such salar-
jes is an outrage on amd a fr‘eebooting
of popular sentiment.

The judges of the Supreme Court
are being given an increase of 'stipend,
amounting to no less a sum than
$2,000 each. Are the widows and or-
phans receiving any advance on their
dole? Do the Old Age Pensioners
participate in any extra emolument?
“To him that hath shall be given, but
from him that hath not the same
shall be taken away,” and we now
perceive an illustration of this scrip-
tural allusion in the case of the giv-
ing to the judges of the Supreme
Court. Widows and orphans may sub-
sist.on a dole of $6 per quarter, but
those in high positions are rewarded
with individual augmentations of sal-
ary amounting to $2,000 each. How
long O Lord! how long! shall such
iniquities eontinue.
