him. Lord Strathcona wi.ll personally 
deliver his resignation upon his arri­
val at Ottawa.

The vacancy at London which has 
so long been sought, is the highest 
within the gift of the Dominion gov­
ernment. The salary which is ten 
thousand a year, will in all probability 
be increased on the ground that it Is 
Inadequate in case of a commissioner 
being without independent means.

There is a report to the effect that 
when Sir Frederick Borden goes to 
London as high commissioner, Lord 
Strathcona will go to Washington as 
Canada’s official representative in 
office of the new British ambassador. 
This report lacks official confirmation 
but it would not be surprising if Lord 
Strathcona should become the right 
hand man of the Hon. James Bryce in 
the British embassy. This would be a 
tangible acknowledgement of Canada’s 
growing Importance and would minim­
ize delays and friction in dealing with 
Canadian interests at the American 
capital.

It Is pointed out that there are some 
differences still to be adjusted between 
Canada and the United States, notably 
pelagic sealing in Behring sea. Presi­
dent Roosevelt in his last message to 
congress, pressed for settlement of 
these questions. Lord Strathcona’s 
appointment as Canadian representa­
tive at Washington-would go far to en­
sure successful negotiation for treaty 
whlch would wipe out all questions at 
issue between Canada and the repub­
lic.

Sir Frederick Borden and Sir P.ichard 
Cartright have long desired the high 
commissionerehip. Sir Richard's age 
and health leaves the minister of mili­
tia without a formidable competitor in 
active political life, and ,his selection 
comes as no surprise.

Christiania, Jan. 4.—News was re­
ceived here today of a terrible disaster 
which overtook the mail steamer Lind- 
holmen, which piys between this port 
and Bergen, off Farsandtery.

The steamer was discovered to be on 
fire. A strong gale was glowing at the 
time and the flames soon spread to the 
saloons and cabins. Thirty passen­
gers, most of them seasick, hurried 
from their quarters to get on deck. 
Four of them were sufficated in their 
efforts to get out.

Others jumped overboard, and one 
was drowned.

Another passenger went mad.
One lifeboat was burned, and anoth­

er was crushed against the side of the 
ship. F'inally, while the remainder of 
the half-dressed and panic-stricken 
passengers were huddled on the fore 
castle in a blinding snow-storm, the 
rest of the ship being in flames, wind 
drove the vessel ashore, and managed 
to save the rest of the passengers 
and the crew. There was much hard­
ship, however, before all the ship’s 
company were gotten safely to land. 
The dangerous nature of the cost made 
the operation of beaching the Lindholm 
most risky.

A market ? Of course Calgary has 

a market. 'You can buy anything 
from a ton df hay to a bunch of 
radishes.

Yes, I know, you thought the land 
was fit only for ranching. That's th? 
fault of some fool advertising litera­
ture that told only half the truth.

It certainly is a grand ranching 
district. The rolling nature of the 
country surrounding the city causes 
a wide distribution olf streams and 
clear, cool springs, and provides cou­
lees or ravines where the cattle can 
get shelter during the winter storms. 
The heavy summer dews furnish uni­
form moisture for the grassy slopes 
and keep them green and nutritious- 
through a long season. Then the 
sunshine cures the prairie grass • in 
such a way that it is able to yield 
enough food to send the cattle to 
thespring "round-up” looking as fit 
as stable-fed „ cattle in Ontario. 
They’re not very sleek, maybe, but 
the weight is there all right—and 
the price.

That’s just what I mean. The cat­
tle around Calgary run the range all 
winter and don’t know what the 
outside, much less the inside, of a 
stable looks like. The wise rancher, 
of course, always lays in a supply of 
prairie hay for feeding any weak or 
very young stock.

How about horses ? Horses do as 
well on the range as if stables, and 
young colts are fed only during the 
first winter. It costs no more either 
to raise a four year old colt than a 
steer of the same age, so if a man 
has a fevf good horses to start with, 
his fortune is soon made.

By the way, the champion hackney 
stallion, "Saxon” at the St. Louis 
world’s fair, was bred and raised 
only 11 miles from Calgary.

Its a fact, too, that the city of 
Calgary conducts yearly one of the 
largest purebred cattle auction sales 
in the world. Every May the ranch­
ers from far and near gather there 
to purchase stock and exchange in­
formation about breeding. Thus the 
quality of the cattle is kept up to a 
high "average. There is a stockyard 
company too, that has provided ex­
cellent; facilities for buyers, sellers, 
and shippers to transaet business. 
Oh, Calgary is the great stock cen­
tre without a doubt.

But that wasn’t what I started! out 
to tell you, was it? That’s only 
half the story, and the minority 
halt, too.

About three or four years ago, the 
Calgary “old timers” suddenly wak­
ened to the fact that the Calgary 
district possessed possibilities in the 
line of agriculture never dreamed of , 
in the early days. They had been 
making money so fast out of their 
ranching ehat they paid little at­
tention to anything else, until some 
heterodox Americans came over and 
began dabbling in winter wheat 
farming. Then the indifference of the 
country changed to interest, and in­
terest to the most intense enthus­
iasm, when it was found that Al­
berta Re<J, a variety of Kansas Tur­
key Red, had carried off the gold

medal at the Portland exhibition, in 
competition with winter wheat from 
all parts of the United States.

Bo you see what this means to 
Calgary and the surrounding district 
right now ?

I First, it means that land in these 
, wheat areas is going tq double and 
1 treble in value in the next few years, 
and that man’s (fortune is made who, 
now, either homesteads or buys, at 
the low current" prices, virgin soil 
capable of producing hard wheat. 
Its surer than any gold mine pro­
ject, for the experimental stage is 
past and it has been proven beyond 
doubt that the Calgary district pos­
sesses every necessary condition for 
winter wheat raising—nitrogenous 
soil, limited moisture, short grow­
ing season and a dry atmosphere.

Bid I say that the land will dou­
ble and treble its present Glow price? 
It will do far more than that, 

i Do you know that the Canadian 
I West is, at the present time, the ver 
last great area of undeveloped farm 
land on the American continent? It 

I is positively the Last West. With­

And i$ the district of which Cal­
gary is the heart, has been remarka­
bly prosperous heretofore, with its 
successful ranching, its rich yields 
of spring wheat, oats, barley, roots 
and hay—how much more wealthy 
will it be, since the introduction of 
winter wheat ! The threshers’ re­
turns from 1898 to 1905 show Cal­
gary district’s wheat average (chiefl 
spring wheat) as 27.42, oats 40.92 
and barley 28.87, compared with 
12.7, 25.6, and 21.7 in North Dako­
ta; 14.2, 30.9, 26.2 in Minnesota, 
and 14.7; 31.7 and 24.3 in Iowa, 
these figures being taken from the 
United States decennial returns. 
Small wonder that our American 
cousins are fast travelling across the 
49th parallel.

Then too, Alberta oats have been 
found so superior to those grown in 
the United States and other parts of 
Canada that arrangements are on 
foot to have a special grade made 
for this grain, as it is not fair to 
pay the Alberta farmer the same 
price, for 42 to 48 pound bushels 
that other farmers receive for 36 to 
38 pound bushels.

THE CENSUS RETURNS

The census returns prove that the 
Northern part ot Alberta has a few 
more people in its boundaries than 
Southern Alberta. That is the case 
if you count Red Deer as a South­
ern town, as it probably should be 
counted. The difference in favor of 
the north is immaterial, a matter 
of less than 500, but upon that 
small majority many things have 
been done.

The Albertan merely quotes these 
figures as the census figures. We do 
not say that they are incorrect for 
the reason that we cannot prove 
that they are not correct. We did 
know that the census returns were 
incorrect as far as Calgary was con­
cerned and they are incorrect as 
thev we recorded in the census re­
turns, the population being under­
stated, probably somewhat more 
than the 500 difference between the 
north and the south.

The census returns will be fixed 
upon by those who attempted to 
justify the unfair distribution of 
seats made when the province was 
created. This is no way justifies the 
division that was made. Even with 
the census returns before them the 
distribution could not be made just­
ly as it is. But the census 
was not before those who created 
the province, and their division was 
not based upon any/returns or upon 
any facts. The intention was to fav­
or Edmonton, and Edmonton was 
favored.

The lesson of the census is that 
the south is holding its own even 
though the north is ahead of us with 
the second railway and that the ab­
normal expansion in population that 
has followed that. And the south will 
continue to hold its own for it ie 
the choicest part of Alberta and is 
the choicest part of the west.
Based upon the census returns and 

the rumor that the next legislature 
will be increased by about two- 
thirds, and the fact that Calgary ie 
likely to increase its territory tak­
ing in the suburbs, Calgary will 
probably have three members in the 
next legislature, that would be 
about right.

\By that time Calgary will be Great­
er Calgary with a population even 
by the much censured census taker 
of over 14,000. Now 4,600 goes into 
14,000 three times and 200 over. 
How many members should we have 
in the next legislature, if all these 
things go right.

MANITOBA FLYS
THE UNION JACK

The British Ensign Floats Over 
All the Manitoba Schools

Winnipeg, Jan. 4.—Yesterday for tlfe 
first time in the history of Manitoba, 
flags were flown over institutions of 
elementary learning by command of the 
legislature. The law passed by the 
government making display of the 
national emblem over public schools a 
necessity has aroused much Interest in 
questions of etiquette and customs re­
lating to flag flyitjg and since the gov­
ernment stated that flags should be 
flown, the educational department has 
been besieged by amateur fia- experts 
dictating flag policies of their own. 
some crying for Canadian ensign, and 
some for the use of the Union Jack, 
and all filled with zeal which betoken­
ed that the little square of bunting is 
honored for its own sake, and for great 
things which it represents. Education­
al department has already delivered 
Union Jacks to the school board offi 
cials, but it is understood that distri 
button to schools is not yet completed.

In some cases where schools have 
not received flags, the Canadian en­
sign is still flown from the school roof, 
but above all schools with exception of 
those which have not yet erected a 
flagstaff, one or other of the flags of 
the empire Is floating.

The use of flags is hedged in with 
rules of sharply defined etiquette and 
as great an impropriety Is committed 
by the wrong use of a banner as by 
the misuse of a coat of arms.

few cows are now piling up snug 
bank accounts from the city trade.

Others prefer to patronize the 
government co-operative creameries 
throughout the country, or the dairy 
station and cold storage ar Calgary. 
They separate the milk at home and 
bring the cream to this dairy sta­
tion, where it is tested and credit 
given fori its equivalent in butter, 
with a cash advance of ten cents per 
pound. Later, when the butter is 
sold, the patron receives a cheque 
from the department of agriculture 
for the balance due him. The pa­
trons are part owners of the build 
ings and machinery. Butter is sold 
to British Columbia, the Yukon and 
the Orient. The farmers’ wives ap­
prove heartily of this plan. 1 

What about fuel supply? Ah, now 
you’ve struck one of the best fea­
tures of the Calgary district. In all 
directions, within a 70 mile radius1 
of the city, there are excellent coal 
deposits, where coal is mined at the 
surface without any machinery what­
ever. The quantity is unlimited and 
quality excellent, and the prices are 
from $1.50 at the mine to three or 
four times that amount, delivered in 
the city.

All these natural advantages use­
less without railroads, did you say? 
True it is, and its the lively Calgar­
ians that know it and they’ve been 
hustling to some purpose in the last 
couple of years, I tell you.

Situated on the main line of the 
C.P.R., with branches running north 
to Edmonton and south to Macleod, 
Calgary has been for years the main 
distributing centre between Winnipeg 
and the coast. The C.P.R. possesses 
immense interests near the city and 
has always arranged rates so as to 
direct trade toward the thriving 
foothill city. But with immigration 
and commercial relations increasing 
at such an enormous rate, the citi­
zens now feel the need of greater 
railway facilities, and their endea­
vors are to be speedily rewarded. 
The G.T.P. and C.N. systems will 
soon connect with the city and a 
welcome addition from the south 
will be the Great Northern railway. 
Half a dozen minor lines are 
being planned. .

Can you wonder now that Calgar­
ians are the most optimistic, am­
bitious people on thé face of 
earth ? They are keenly alive to 
their wonderful natural advantages 
and are determined to make every 
one of them work for the upbuilding 
of their favored city.

As a result of the recent great im­
petus to agriculture, mammoth ele-

The Calgary sandstone quarries, 
within walking distance from the 
city, are of inestimable value to her 
resources, furnishing residents with 
superior stone at minimum rates. 
This asset has 'cofitributed greatly 
to the city’s much admired solidity 
in appearance and has attracted a 
high grade class of architects and 
contractors.

The wholesale section of Calgary 
embraces all the central west end, 
and it is here, perhaps, that one 
notices most rapid progress during 
the last three years. The Targe east­
ern houses, in order to keep pace 
with the tremendous immigration in­
to the wide northwest, have unani­
mously selected Calgary as the most 
natural distributing point between 
Winnipeg and the coast. They have 
erected commodipus, handsome brick 
and stone buildings, as fine as those 
in Montreal, Toronto or Winnipeg, 
and have “come to stay.” Rented 
offices and warerooms would not be 
fitting with the scope and dignity of 
their work and, as a result, Cal­
gary’s wholesale section, represent­
ing 80 prosperous firms, is one of 
the city’s proudest achievements.

Prices are not in­
flated beyond what the growth of the 
city warrants. Her institutions, as 
has been shown, are all of a perman­
ent, not a transient nature, and 
though almost incredibly rapid, the’ 
growth is, nevertheless, substantial. 
Her citizens are not land-mad. Too 
many of them are sons of fathers 
who suffered in the first Winnipeg 
boom and have learned thereby.

"Afraid of these mushroom 
growths,” are you ? Well, when I 
tell you that 14 chartered banks 
have not been afraid to open here, 
many of them erecting expensive 
buildings, perhaps you’ll have a bet­
ter idea of the permanence of Cal­
gary’s financial status. And when 
I add that the weekly clearing house 
returns have passed the million and 
three-quarter mark and have shown 
an increase of 44 per cent, from May 
to November, you can judge whether 
or not this is "mushroom growth.” 
Money talks.

Churches ? You ought to see them. 
No ordinary, small-town structures, 
but magnificent auditoriums of solid 
stone, big and lasting, like the faith 
of the people. All the leading de­
nominations are established tljere, 
and all have one or two branch 
churches as well. Just now a $70,- 
000 Y.M.C.A. is being built right in 
the heart of the city.

“Progressive,” are we ? You’ll 
have to invent a stronger word than 
that.

You remember the bible story of 
Gideon and his army, how he tested 
them by bidding them drink at a 
stream ? Those who knelt to drink 
taking their hands off their swords 
and their eyes off the enemy, were 
rejected; while those who made cups 
of their hands and kept a sharp 
lookout continually, were sent into 
battle. Now, I’ve often thought that 
all the descendants of that little 
band must have settled in Calgary, 
for a more vigilant, energetic com­
munity of citizens cannot be found 
the world over. They are the kind 
who would wrest victory from the 
very jaws of detfeat.

The success of a city depends just 
as much upon the ambitions and 
public spirit of its citizens as upon 
geographical position and natural 
resources. If location and climate 
have been favorable to Calgary, 
equally favorable are the loyalty and 
optimistic faith of its ambitious 
population.

Each day brings some new evidence 
of Calgary’s growing influence and

| importance among other Canadian 
cities. The announcement of a free 
postal delivery service, the recent re­
duction of railway passenger rates, 
the agitation for extending the city’s 
boundaries—all these are tributes to 
the civic enterprise of zealous citi­
zens. The school population has in­
creased 25 per cent, during the last 
year, and public enthusiasm has re­
solved itself into a 100,000 club, 
which aims at making this beautiful 
foothill city a model western metro­
polis. And they’ll do it, too.

"To him that hath shall be given.” 
This everlasting trust applies to 
communities as well as to individu­
als, and now that Calgary . has 
shown herself capable of acquiring a 
superior position in commercial, edu­
cational and industrial lines, in ad­
dition to her unsurpassed natural ad­
vantages, nothing can prevent her 
becoming a vast metropolitan cen­
tre. The spirit of youth, hope and 
activity pervades her whole popula­
tion, from the tiny children who 
frolic in the sun-laden air, to the 
grizzled old timer who says "I told 
you so” as each new ambition of the 
city is realized.
