Mr. Foster touched ironically upon
the queer ideas some Americans have
of Canada, instancing one Wall' street |
man who asked him how much tri-!

Re-
ferring to the union of Canada and |
this country. He asked, “Don’t you
think that with your eighty million
people you have as much as you can
tackle?”

Interesting Facts About Railway |
Matters in United States

New York, Jan. 4.—Modern meth-
ods of combining and consolidating
mammoth railway systems, and ex-
tending the principle of community
of interests were enquired into to-
day at great length by the inter-
state commerce commission, which
began an enquiry here into the so-
called ‘““Harriman lines.”” From here
the commission will go next week to
Chicago. Several other' cities may
be visited before all the testimony
that is desired is in the hands of the
representatives of the government,
whose object is to determine wheth-
er any of the railroads of the coun-
try are consolidated or combined in
restraint of trade.

At today’s hearing it was brought

out by testimony and evidence that
the Union Pacific Railroad company,
Southern Pacific company, the Ore-
gon Short Line, and the Oregon
\ Railroad and Navigation company,
are practically under the same ad-
ministration, Mr. Harriman appear-
ing as president of each company,
with only slight variation in the
lists of other officers.
# It was further shown that the
‘Southern Pacific company owns the
Pacific Mail Steamship company ;
that the Southern Pacific and Union
Pacific jointly own the Occidential
and Oriental Steamship company,
and that Harriman interests are in
control of the Portland and Asiatic
Steamship company. All of these
run steamers between either San
Francisco qr Portland and the Ori-
ent. It was said that the Occidental
and Oriental company is in liquida-
tion, but’ it still operates two
steamers.

After placing in evidence all that
was available as to the ownership
of the so-called ‘‘Harrimani, lines,”’
counsel for the inter-state commerce
commission had Alexander Miller,
secretary of the Harriman compan-
ies, read from the minutes oi many
executive committee meetings of the
Union Pacific. These showed that
Mr. Harriman freported various trans
actions by him and the company
simply voted to ratify and confirm
his actions. Tt w=s also shown that
Mr. Harriman had authority by reso-
lution to borrow money for the uses
of the Union Pacific company with-
out restriction as to amount or
terms.
