The question of Roads is, 
however, one I cannot overlook, as 1 consider that your 
welfare hinges on this subject, tor without good and 
available means of communication it will be impoeible 
for you to compete with our neighbors.

In the Olympia [W. T.] Tribune of 
Saturday ia published the Annexation 
Petition, which a score or so of people 
were thoughtless enough to address to 
President Grant.
