OTTAWA, March 8.—Mr. Wallace (Nor-
folk) moved that the members of the
federal parliament should be elected un-
der a franchise, the creation of the law of
the Dominion, and having no reference to
the franchise of any of the provinces com-
prised within the Dominion. The speaker
read the franchise qualifications of the dif-
ferent provinces, some of which like British
Colgﬂnbin and Prince Edward Island
were almost manhood suffrage, while in
Ontario the franchise qualification was¢
$400 real estate in cities, $300 in towns,
$200 in manicipalities, together with the
farmers’ sons’ qualification. This state of
things is anomolus, The federal parlia-
ment should regulate the electoral franchise
and not the different provinces. This is
the only sensible and fair way of dealing
with this matter.  The speaker then favor-

the whole for this country. Unlike
the peoplesof Europe, Canadians onthe whole
are intelligent, and able to exercise snch a
franchise. Manhood sufferage is desirable
for the following reasons: It is not fair

¢ that a man ghould be bound by an agree-

@meent to which ba is no party; if a man is
o obey the law he should have a voice in
making that Jaw. By giving a man his
rights you made him a better subject, and
he adhered to the law as a matter of duty.

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GOVERNMENT POWERS OVER RAILWAYS.
‘While Mr. Dalton McCarthy: is trying
“againist heavy odds to geta board of railway
commissioners established, somewhat after
the English model, it may not be amiss totake
a glance at the powers which the govern-
ment alredy has over railways. The quest-.
jon as to these powers—what they .are
ander the laws as it stands, and what they
ought to be—is now “before the country,
and will certainly be prominent among
electivn issues shortly to be tried, not only
in thig province, but in the whole Domin-
jon. Mr. McCarthy brings it up at Ottawa
with a proposal for a permanent commission,
while Mr. Creighton brings it up in the On-
tario local house with a motion for 1in-
formation. The following is from the Globe's
report of proceedings in the Ontario Legis-
lature on Monday, Feb. 27 ; F
Mr. Creighton moved for a retarn giving
copies of all orders in council issued since |
July 1, 1867, with the dates of publication,
under sub-section 9 of section 23 of the
railway act of Ontario, which provides that:
“No tolls shall be levied or taken until ap-
proved of by the lieutenant-ioverno!' in
council, por until after two weeks publica-
tion in the Ontario Gazette of the by-laws
establishing such tolls and of the order in
council approving.” Also, giving copies of
all orders in council issued unnF the same
fiod revising and regulating to! Is as fixed
in the by-laws of companies. In doing so
ke winhag to refer to the relations of muni-
cipalities who had bonused railways with
such railways. The municipalities he found
contributed the great bulk of the funds
while the corporations building the roads
controlled them when built, quite }ndgppn-
dent of the wishes of the municipalities.
The following figures regardin this aspect
of the railway question were taken, he said,
chiefly from a return to the house in
1877. The Grand Junction railway was
bonused to the extent of $225,000,
while = the subscribed stock amounted

Victoria railway, bonuses $172,000, paid-up
stock $15,000 ; Wellington, Grey an Bruce,
bonuses $923,276, paid-up stock $221,000 ;
Stratford and Huron railway, $560,000,
total stock subscribed $48,850, of which
there was paid-up $4850 ; Georgian Bay and
Wellington, bonuses $155,000, total sub-
scribed stock $25,000, of which paid-up
82500; Hamilton & North-western, bonus-
es $719,000, paid-up stock $145,000; Credit
Valley, bonuses $810,000,but he was unable
to find any paid-up stock ; Toronto, Grey
and Bruce, bonuses $988,000, paid-up stock
$275,000.

As to”
the revis'ng of tolls he thought the railway
companies had been doing -as they pleased -
Mr. Pardee said that there was no such or-
ders in council, for he thought there had
been-no publications in the Gazette. He
pointed out that the power vested in the
lieutnant-governor of revising the tolls was
similar to that vested in the governor-gen-
eral, and had never been acted upon in
either case. He admitted that the amount
of paide up stock was small in com arison
with the value of the bonuses, but he con-
tended, necessarily so. If a larger paid-up
capital had been insisted upon al f the
1,500 or 2,000 miles of railway in Oatariv
would not have been built. They should
remember that the amount of the mwhicipal
bonus was small in comparison with the
cost of the roads. There was given from
$3,000 to $5,000 a mile by municipaliities
but the.roads bonused cost from §15,000 to
$20,000 per mile and if ‘a larger paid-up
capital was required or greater municipal
control given then the promoters of the
roads would not have been able to nego-
tiate their bonds, and the roads would not
have been buils at all. Regarding the
question of amalgamation the provision for
such power was always inserted in arder
to give the roads a good standing. 1f the
province could establish a 1:i!way commis-
sion to which all questio yarding dis-
criminating or extortion 5 might be
referred then the whole c¢.il would in his
opinion " be cured. The government bad
and always will be willing to control these
matters as far as practicable, but at the
same time they desired to assist in getting
as much railway accommodation as pos-
sible, 4and they did not think it wise to
insist upon rules and laws which would
hinder the construction of railways.
The motion was withdrawn, no such
orders as it called for existing.

Mr. Creighton put himself out of the
way to say that his figures were  taken
“chiefly from a return to the house in
1877." Had he been more candid, he
might have saved himself some trouble and
given & truer statement besides, by quoting
the far more complete” figures published in
the World six weeks ago, up to the year
1880. He puts the bonuses to the Credit
Valley at $810,000, whereas we had long
before given the correct amount— $1,100,-
000. 'This is one instance of where he goes
very far wrong, just because, perhaps, he
thought it better became his dignity to speak
of *“a return to the house,” than of a state-
ment published in a newspaper. Our
figures, as we said at the time, were taken
from a Dominion official report, from the
department of railways and canals, and ate
doubtless correct. Now let us see how
the law stands at present.

We daresay it will be a surprise to ninety-
nine people in a hundred to learn that the
governments both Dominionand provincial,
have all the time had the power, appsrently
never exercised, of regulating railway fares
and treights, Perhaps that fifeeen per cent.

The
references show that it dates back about
thirth-one years. While changes in the law
are under discussion, it is certainly import-

« SUPPRESS THE BEAR.”

Somebody writing in the Montreal
Spectator over the signature of}‘‘ Paul” calls
upon our legislators to ‘‘suppress the
bear,” that is, the operator in stocks or
merchandise who tries to pull down prices
as a speculation. We might ask-—why
does he not go as well for suppressing the
“pull,” who is always tossing things up
above their fair value, but he has not for-
gotten this poiut either. His theory is
that the ““ bear” is the real author of the
mischief of speculation, and that if only he
be suppressed the “bull” will not much
trouble the community.

The “‘bull” he considered as the true re-
presentative of property, who has either
produced or purchased something, which he
offers for sale. The ““bear,” on the other
hand, is a buccanneer, a raider, who seeks
to run values down until he can get
commodities for half what they are worth
or less. And the public interest,he thinks,
is on the side of the former rather than of
the latter ; a conclusion in which he is
perhaps not very far wrong. In hard
times, when unfortunate debtors aré
“‘gqueezed”’ almost to death, the creditor,
the money-lender, and the usurer, are in
their glory. Then they compel the poor
debtor to sell for fifty dollars, or for
twenty, perhaps, what cost him a hundred.
In such times land, goods and labor are
all st a discount, nothing would do but
the hard cash, and the man who has it
gets both the property and the labor of
others for a song. The ‘‘bear” interest
and the hard money interest in the com-
munity are really one, they both puli the
same way—in the direction of making
money dear and everything else cheap.
¢Paul” does not say this, but it appears
to be a necessary addition to his theory.
He illustrates bythe following case in point ;

The confederation
actgawe the power totheDominion patliament
to assume control of works in a province,
by declaring them of Dominion importance,
This power was not to be exercised in an
arbitrary way or merely at the discretion
of the Dominion parliament, but only when
the work in guestion was of real Dominion
importance or of interest to more than one

province. This was of special importance
in regard to railways which had been sub-
sidized by the province and by the manici-
palities, the claim of the province was that
application would not be made to the Do-
minicn parliament until the local govern-
ment had been first consulted and the ap-
plication sanctioned are refused on improper

grounds.
