1 he national democratic committee has is­
sued the following proclamation :

To the People of the United States: There 
ean no lenger be any question concerning the 
actual result of the presidential election. 
Cleveland and Hendricks have a majority of 
18 in the electoral college.

It is not worth while for sur adversaries to 
claim the electoral vote of the state of New 
York as it is absolutely certain that the re­
turns of the proper officers of the elections, on 
the night of Nov 4, showed a decisive plurality 
in the state"' for the electors

Salt Against tne 8i< wert fi»ute.
New York, Nov. 7.—Papers were filed to-
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9 support­

ing Cleveland and Hendricks. If any different 
or altered returns are now being prepared or 
are promulgated they are corrupt falsifica­
tions of the records of the state of New York 
and the men aiding or abetting the mak­
ing of such reports are criminals. It is not 
expected that you will tamely submit to the 
machinations of such men.

Let them understand that you will recognize 
at noon to-morrow throughout the United 
States the actual election qf Cleveland and 
Headricks by firing national salutes. Meet 
to-morrow night throughout the country and 
express your opinion in a manner that cannot 
be misunderstood.

The men of Now York are resolved not to 
subeit 11 the gross outrage attempted to be 
perpetrated upon their rights and will speak 
for themsel v<ts.

Blaine's residence at Augusta was crowded 
yesterday, and the interest in the result in 
New York was intense. Blaine talked freely 
about the situation. He said : “I feel entirely 
confident that the honest vote of New York 
without change or manipulation will show a 
plurality for tue republican electors of not less 
than 1500. I do not speak idly but from the 
most accurate data carefully furnished 
from most competent sources/*

Speaking of * despatch issued by the demo­
crat c committee Thursday Blaine said it con­
tained a threat to control the election returns 
in the interest of the démocratie ticket and he 
thought its effect would oe to arouse the law 
abiding citizens of New York who cannot 
afford to have their state reduced to the level 
of lawlessness prevailing in South Carolina 
and Mississippi.

In reoly to tho question as to whether he felt 
much disappointment over the possible pr 

ct of losing the presidency Blaine saief: 
not feel so in any personal sense but 

profoundly so on account of the vast national 
in crests depending on the result. I feel a 
great pride that no imputation of 
ever been seriously uttered against 
bers of the republican party in any state or 
district. I do not believe the American people 
willuccept a fraudulent result. The repub­
licans have carried tho northern states by 
more than 300,000 majority and they do not 
propose to have the leading state taken from 
them by fraud.

The Albany Journal, a prominent and in­
fluential republican paper, concedes 
tien to Cleveland. Every count? has sent in 
its ful- veto after careful verifleatioa, and the 
results assure Cleveland a plurality of af out 
10C0 in tho slate. The Journal lias derated 
all its energies towards securing 
suit, and it now reluctantly states that the 
election has been decided differently from its 
desire.

Tie chairman of the democratic national 
executive committee has sent the following to 
the national committeemen for each state : 
New York. Nov. 7.—It is now conceded on ail 
sides that Cleveland and Hr ndricks are elec­
ted. Thc plurality in tho state of New York 
is not less than 1300. A. P. Gorman.

There was great enthusiasm nt New York 
when it was learned that Jay Gould had sent 
the following to Gov. Cleveland, at Albany :
I heartily congratulate you on your election.
All concede that your administration as gov­
ernor has been wise and conservative and in 
the larger field as president I feel that you 
will do still better, and that the vast business 
interests of the country will be entirely safe 
in your hands.

The chairman of the republican national com­
mittee yesterday received the following from 
Blaine : I *m advised that there have been 
frauds committed in New York state. I be­
lieve that the honest vote of the state gives a 
republican plurality, anrl I usk tho committee 
to see that we have a fair and honest count.

New York republican* say i 
alone will decide the election, 
nothing.

A telegram received at Washington by 
eist&nt Secretary Coon from W hi tela w Iteed 
says the assoeiated press figures give thc state 
again to B nine by 400 majority. An official 
count is necessary and some returns are sure 
to go before the courts.

At Atlanta, Ga., Cleveland's election was 
celebrated by ringing fire-bel Is, firing cannons 
and blowing whistles. An immense crowd 
be iring banners, flags and red shirts on poles 
entered the canitol, took the legislature by 
etorm and adjourned that body. The crowd 
then took up Gov. McDaniel and carried him 
across the street to the custom bous 
the red shirk» were burned and en 
pc'ches made.
