experts are unanimons on the main points,
The. city stands on a site which slopeg
rapidly towardes the bay and gradually
towards the Don, JIts lowest point is
therefore. at the .mouth of that river ang
ghitherall the-sewage should be conducted.
This can be done by a system of sewers
from north to south emptying their con-
tents into two or more trunk sewers from
west to east, these in turn emptying theic
contents into the Don. One such tronk

er ought torun along the Esplanade,and
§other along Gerard street, while the
Rosedale stream, which lhou|d like the
University creek, be turned under ground,
will serve as a third.

In order to prevent the sewage thus
poured into the river from being carried
westward into the bay, let the Don itself
be' turned southward from the Grand
Trunk bridge across the marsh into the
open lake. Already a cut has been made
some distance into the marsh, but it is
rapidly filling up. because there is no
current to ‘“‘scour” it. If a passage for the
river were once dredged clear through to
the lake some distance vast of Fisherman’s
Island every freshet would ‘‘scounr” it out,
while the constant volume of water pour-
ing through it would be greatly increased
by the millions of gallons pumped up each
*day for the public use. If necessary sheet
‘piling could' be used to aid in keeping the
channel olear, while the old bed of the
gtream west of the new cut could be closed
by lock gates.

If it be said that some better mode of
disposing of the sewage than letting it run
into the lake should be adopted, the
obvious answer iz that even fof this pur-
poseit must be all collected in one spot,
and nature has determined that the best

lace is at or near the mouth of the Don.
?‘rom that point it can be carried artificially
wherever it is to be operated on by chemi-
cal or other means so as to render it not
merely innocuous but valuable, ~ If it be
said that the sewage poured into the open
lake is sure to find its way westward to the
end of the waterworks pipe, the answer ig
that this could only take place ddring a
prolonged storm from the east, and it is
?uennonable whether it would do so then.

n any case the violent agitation of the
water, according to the testimony of
scientific authorities, renders the sewage
comparatively if not absolutely harmless,
a fact which serves as an answer to the
objection that Toronto should not by her
sewage defilé the waters to the east of us.
What is wanted now is a comprehensive
scheme of engineering on. the lines long
ago projeoted by Mr. Kivas ully, and an
equally comprehensive financial scheme to
carry it out, The money can be procured
if the necessity is once admitted, and as to
the necessity I do not gee how any intelli-
