Debaté on the Speech
from the Throne.

Laurier Said That the New Offices Oreated
By Sir John Macdonald and Filled By
Sir John Thompson Enabled the Gov-
ernment To Miugle the Orange and
Green Harmoniously Together — Fun

" Over the Bead Basket Industry Among
the Caughnawaga Squaws—Cartwright
8till Preaching Blue Ruin—sir John
Thompson and Hon, Mr, Foster Make
Brilliant Replies.

«  Orrawa, Jan. 30.= The mnewly-
elected member for Kent, N.B.,moved the
adoption of the address in reply to the
Speech from the Thtone, agd for the next
half-hour he took up the spMch, paragraph
by paragraph, in excellent style, dealing
with the different subjects in a manner
which'showed that he had made a careful
study of them.

Mr. Mcluerney is a pleasing and agreeable
speaker, who makes his pdints well and who
gives promise of provinga decided acquisition
to the debating power of the Honse. In his
opéning remarks he reférred to the fact
that on.six occasions he had endeavored to
represent. his constituency, but only suac-
ceeded on the seventh trial, and regretted
that he had not got into the House earlier
80 that he might have had the pleasure of
meeting that great leader, Sir John Mac-
donald, to whose memory ne paid a touch-
ing tribute.

e also referred to the absence of Hon.
Mr. Blake and expressed the hope that in
his new asphere of usefulness he
might = assist in solving the great
problem of Home Rule. He expressed
the highest confidence in Sir~ John
Thompson, the present leader of the
Conservative party, and said that the lead-
er’s great ability and good qualities needed
no words of commendation from him.

Neatly and briefly he referred to the pro-
gress of the country, as shown by the trade
returns and statement of revenne and ex-
penditure, and was greeted with hearty
applause when he said he was informed
that the exports of dairy produce from
Canada with its 5,000,000 of population
were a million and a quartsr more than the
experts of dairy produce from the United
Btates with their 65,000,000 of population.
After touching lightly on each subject
in the debate, he wourd up an excellent
half-hour speech with a brilliant peroration
on the incudcation of a“national spirit in
Canada. 3

Mr. LeplaireHon. Mr. , Chaplean’s suc-
cessor in Terrebonne, seconded the resolu-
-tion in French, and when he had straighten-
ed himself up and towred above his fellow
members to the extent of six teet four
inches he was greeted with considerable
applanse. He speaks well, has a good voice
and kept the’ House interested ~for 15
ininutes.

He paid a high tribute to his predecessor,
Mr. Chapleau, and thoroughly and neartily
endorsed the policy of the Government as
cutlined in the speech.

Laurier’s Speech,

Hon. Mr. Laurier, who was not looking
thoroughly recovered from his recent indis-
position, was greeted with applause as he
rose to continue the debate. He appeared
a little weak at first; but warmed up as he
went on and managed to crowd a very
good speech into ten minutes’ time. He
commenced by referring to the change of
administration since last session and in
doing so paid a high compliment to Sir
John Abbott, of whom he spoke in the
highest terms as one of the ablest
mea in public life, and expressing
regret that  ill-health should have
caused his retirement. He congratulated
Bir John Thompson on his succession to the
Premiership, referred to  his rapid advance
since his entering Parliament, and plea-
santly welcomed his promotion. He ‘then
proceeded to twit Sir John on his speech at
the YoungConservative meetingin Toronto,
and charged him with indulging in flights
of imagination in claiming - that the Na-
tional Policy had anything to do with the
acquisitfon and development of the North-
west’ Territories. With regard to the
stutement that the present Government was
a strong one, he indulged in a little good-
natured chaff about the increase in the
number of ministers, and caused a laugh
by saying that there were 15 ministerial
advisers of the crown and three advisers of
the advisers. §

The Orsnge and Green,

He thought, that there was no necessity
for bringing into force the acts relating to
$he Department of Trade and Commerce
end the Solicitor-General, and believed that
the real reason of these acts which had lain
on the statute book for six years being
talled into existence was ‘‘in order to
balance colors and shades and to enable the
orange and green to mingle harmoniously
together.”

Of course
try was

he denied that the eoun-
prosperous, referred to the
lower rate of increase in population
shown by the census of 1891 as
compared with that of 1881, and read an
extract from Sir John Macdonald’s famous
resolution of 1878, in which it was stated,
amongst other things, that the National
Policy would provide work for the unem-

s=hisii was probably caused by the fact that

aese articles were not protected and there
was free trade in them.
Canal Tolls Queniuq.

With regard to reciprocity in wrecking
he thought that the Anericans ought to be
sllowed to do wrecking in Canadian canals,
is the intention of Patliament was to give
the freest possible use of cur waters. He
blamed the Government for its course with
respect to canal tolls, and ‘thoughs the

- present difficulty might have been avoidad

i a more generous policy had been
ursued. He oclaimed that the Canadian
Government had never been generous in its

jreatment of the American Government,and |

Mhought that a broad and genecrous course
should be taken, and whenever there was
s favor to be done it should be done with a
jood grace.

As 1o the legislative forecast of the
ypeech, he was pleased to see that the Fran-
thise Act was to be amended and thought
that the best thing that could be done with
it would be to amend it off the statute book
aitogether. For 21 years the provincial
Msts had been used and had been found to

work well, but since 1887 there had
been great complaints as to the unjust
working of the act, and as an instance he
referred to the case of Mr. Tarte, who had
been elected for L’lslet, but wus prevented
from taking his seat by the working of‘ the
act.

The speech was more remarkable for
what was not in it than for what was.
There was no allusion to the prahibition
8 mmission, there was no allusion to the
Caron commission, and there was no re-
ference to the Manitoba School question.
As to the latter question he held that
the report of the sub-committee ot
council should have been presented
to the House before it was published, and
ridiculed the idea that council could turn
itself into a court of justice and hear the
case in any other than a political capacity.

The greatest omission from the speech,
however, he claimed, was the absence of
any reference!to tariff changes. Sadness,he
said, was over the land, and the Minister
had been running about from vlace to place
holding out hopes that some of the **monld-
ering branches” of the National Policy
would * be lopped off, but there
was no reference in the speech to
any proposed change. The country
expected legislation on this subjeet and he
would, therefore, conclude by moving the
following amendment to the motion for the
adoption of the address:

An Amendment,

That the following words be added to the
address: ‘““We feel bound to represent to
Your Excellency that in the present con-
dition of the people of Canada, substantial
reductions should be made in the taxation
which presses so heavily upon-the great
bulk of the community, and we regret that
in the speech, graciously delivered trom the
Throne, Your Excellency was not advised
to hold out promises of reductions to the
oppressive duties now imposed.”

The Premier's Reply.

Sir John Thompson, on rising to reply.
was greeted with long and vigorous ap-
plause from the Ministerial side of the
House, and a sweet smile of gratified con-
tentment stole over his face as he listened
to the vociferous plandits of his numerous
foliowers. 8ir John was in excellent form,
clear, concise and incisive, and as he took
ap and answered, one by one, the objections
raised hy Mr. Laurier, he was frequently
interrupted by outbursts of approval and
applause.

He commenced by complimenting the
mover and seconder of the address, whom,
he said, had not only done credit to them-
selves, but had added to the dignity of the
House. He returned thanks to Mr. Laurier
for his kindly remarks about Sir John
Abbott, who had the mos: profound re-
spect- of the whole party, and whose loss
would be deeply felt. [Apolause.]

He was aiso grateful to the leader of the
Opposition for his graceful but somewhat
earcastic remarks about himself. Referring
to- the charge that the Ministers had
gone about preaching that the country was
prosperous, he said that they were always
able to support their statements by extracts
trom the public records, while the hon. gen-
tleman did not consult the published records
at all, but contented himself with saying it
was all trash when the increase of trade,
the development of railways, ete., were
hurled as evidences of prosperity, but the
hon. gentleman never oontradicted the
figures, T

With regard to the census he said it was'
| unfair to compare the results of the census
of 1891 with that of ten years before, be-
cause they were not taken under the same
eonditions.

Bead Basket Industry,

With reference to his Toronto speech he
said that what he meant was that the
whole policy of the Liberal-Conservative
party had been national in the sense that it
was intended to build up the country. He
twitted the leader of the Opposition on
abandoning his old friend, unrestricted
reciprocity, and said the  only allusion to it
was found in the reference to the baskets: of
the Indian women of Caughnawaga being
sold all over the contirent.

With regard to the exodus, he claimed
that the National Policy had found work
for thousands who would otherwise have
been forced to go out of the country. The
leader of the Opposition had taken what
figures he pleased from the census when
he was talking about the exodus, but when
the development of trade was referred to he
professed to ignore the census figures.

Dealing with the guestion of wrecking,
he said the Canadian Gevernment was
quite willing to allow American vessels all
che facilities with regard to wrecking which
were enjoyed by Canadian vessels, but no
vessels could be allowed to block the canals
for the purpose of undergoing repairs,

As to the rebate on canal tolls, they had
existed for years and there had  been
no remonstrance until last year, when
it was made in the middle of the
season after all shipping engagements
had been made, and it was possible to
abolish the rebate then. When tlie corres-
pondence was brought down it would not
be found that the action of Canada had
been harsh and unkind towards the United
States.

The canal question was not a new one.
The Opposition had to complain that the
Americans got the use of the Canadian
canals, while Canadians were refused the
use of the American canals; but now the
Opposition seems anxious that the Ameri-
cans should do as they pleased with their
canals.

With regard'to the so-called omissions
from the speech, he could not believe that
the honorable gentleman came through
Montreal and saw the prohibition commis-
sons at work there and still expected to find
some allusion to its report in the speech.

#% As to the Caron Commission the report
was made and would be laid on the table.

As to the. Manitoba school question he
declined to follow the leader of the Opposi-
tion with'respect to it, but would reserve
any decision'until after the papers were
brought down. There was no discourtesy
whatever shown to the House by the pub-
lication of the report of the sub-committee
before it was presented to the House.

As to the omission of any mention of
tariff changes in the speech, Sir John point-
ed out that with the exception of 1879,
when the Nhtional Policy was introduced,
it was not usual to make any  reference in
the speech to the tariff changes which
would not be made for months afterwards.

Sir Richard Cartwright followed, speak-
ing up to recess.

Dealt With the Exodus.

After recess Sir Richard continued for an
hour, dealing mostly with the exodus, as
shown by the census returns, an(_i 'deploring
generally the unprosperous condition of the
country, which he charged wholly to the
National Policy.

The Hon. Mr. Foster said the hon. gen-
tlemau had not gone beyond blaming the
| Government for the exodus, but he had
{ not. pointed out a single canse for the effect.
‘ The coincidence that people left the
coun‘ry during the regime = of the
| Liberal-Conservative Government proved
[ nothing. We must go deeper than that, as
the figures show that while the exodus has
been geing on under both Governments it
was goiug on in decreasing volume. [Ap-
plause.]

{ The only census 8ir Richard quoted show-
| ed that in 10 years the rural population of
[the northern States had remained
| stationary, the population moving west.
| The two causes of the deplétion of rural

districts were well known and were at work
| here as elsewhere. Until a few years ago

|

ople, otherwise should  have
g; phoxodnl. The  Opposition did
not in their time attempt to open up
the Northwest or encourage our manufac-
tories, and by their policy never took a
step towards providing a remedy, and yet
these are the men who now talk of a failure
of policy. [Cheers.]

In spite of them we opened up the North-
west, for they fought, opposed and ridi-
culed every movement in that direction,
[Applause.] Now they say thav continental
free trade is the only way to prosperity for
Canada. That is their policy. Sir Richard
had declared that only war or pestilence
could excuse the exodus. But we have had
war, a war carried on by him and his
friends on every hustings in Canada and in
many places in the United States against
Canada’s interests as we have had the
pestilential utterances of the Opposition
and the pestilential writings of Sir Richard
himself in the heart of the British Empire.
[Cheers and groains.] The depreciation of
farm lands was not here more apparent than
in free trade Eogland, and was general
tbroughout the world.

The hon. gentleman did not say anything
about the increase in the .deposits in the
savings banks. He was oblivious to the in-
crease in trade, Hehad a great deal to
say about taxing the people, but he said
nothing about the taxation when he was
Minister of ¥inance. Then tea was taxed
six cents a pound, and at that rate the tax
on tea this year would have been a million
and a quarter. The Conservative Govern-
ment had put tea on the free list. Sir
Richard had taxed coffee and sugar, Now
they were both free. The tax on
sugar under the Mackenzie regime was
about two cents and a half a pound, and at
that rate on last year’s importation the
duty would have been about $4,500,000.
He compared the per capita tax under the
two administrations and pointed out that
‘the increase had been very slight, while the
average duty collected was only about 174
per cent. on the whole importation. The
hon. gentleman finished an excellent speech
amid great’applanse.

After some remarks by Mr. Mills the
members were called in and the House
divided on Mr. Laurier's amendment,which
was lost. Yeas 53; nays 103.

The usual formal motions wera then
made and carried with regard to presenting
the address to His Excellency.

The Estimates, _

Hon. Mr. Foster presented the estimates
for 1893-'04. The total amount to be voted
is $23,701,345. As the total amount re-
quired, including amounts fixed by statute,
is $42,919,614 there is a decrease of $357,-
225 from last year.. But it must be re-
membered this does not include supple-
mentary estimates yet to be brought down.

House adjourned av 11.25.

Paris, Jan. 30.—This has been a very ex-
citing week, says Jacques St. Cere in The
New York Herald. M. Develle, Minister
ot Foreign Affairs, has been passing throngh
panics of which the publiz has had no idea.

Besides the Panama Canal scandal the
Ministers have been busy with foreign
affairsy We have had two things weighing
heavily on us—the first was the affair with
England, the second the affair with Austria.

gland, as you know, has taken a posi-

tion in Egypt directly contrary to treaties |

made with Kurope, an1 in which France is
a co-signatory. It isquite evident that in
the discussion with Prince Abbug, the Khe-
dive, the question is not as to mere Minis-
terial changes, but as to whose hand shall
finally grasp Egypt. It is po longer a ques-
tion of a protectorate, but of annexation
pure and simple. Besides, we want to know
whether France can tolerate such an illegal
proceeding. .

England speaks of the ““interests of civi-
lization.” 'IPhe question 18 are the “‘in-
terests of civilization” really in the game?
It is clear that the English occupation of
Egypt is absolutely contrary to the desires
and wishes of the Egyptian population, as
has been proved by the demonstration at
Cairo. Are not all the treaties regulating
the Egyptian question and making her for-
ever the vassal of Turkey in force? Eng-
land cannot by herself tear up all these
treaties.

There is now an interchange of notes be-
tween the two countries, and they have
taken on a sharp character. Prance, who
has right on her side, is now beginning to
understand that she made an error in not
entering Egypt in 1881. England, who is
strong in the right of possession, will not
even think of evacuation. Because Lord
Rosebery, the British Minister tor Foreign
Affairs, has strong German sympathies it is
possible that the hand of Germany may be
seen in uhis aggressive political move of
England.

The same reflection may be made as re-
gards the quarrels songht by Austria this
week, Count Hoyos, the Austrian Ambas-
sador here, has reproached ¥raace with the
articles appearing in the Paris newspapers,
alleging that they were injurious to Austria.
Count Hoyos, who has now been eight
years in France, knows that the Government
can do nothing in this matter. There sare
no press coercion laws in France,

It was thought at first that the com-
plaints were not serious, but Count Hoyos
has returned twice to the charge, demand-
ing the'second time that apologies be made,
when he knew the prudent character of
Austrian diplomacy.

No one can believe that such a move was
inspired by Austria. There must be other
influences at work, and it is thought that
they are German. This is the betiet in
France, where public opinion is always
inclined: to decide an  accusation
against the neighboring empire. But
what we must emphasize, and which we beg
the citizens of the great American Republic
to believe, is that no provocation has come
from France, which is desirous of peace,

From the very beginning of that sad
Panama affair France has been showered
with insults from the press of every land
which does not discriminate between the
guilty few and the great mass of honest
Frenchmen. Is it necessary to protest
against such injustice?

France wants peace. France is in a bad
condition interiorly, and yet from all sides
comes a bitter attack upon her.

IN REIURN FOR A FAST ATLANTIC
SERVICE? 5

Probably a Liberal Subsidy—Maritime
Members Objert to the Intercolonial
Raillway Passing Into Van Horme's
Conmtrol—Conservatives to a Man Will
Stand By the National Poliey,

OrTAWA, Jan. 30.—The article in to-day’s
World in regard to the railway situation
and the likelihood of the C.P.R. asking for
the control of the Intercolonial is borne out
by the interview of Mr. Shaughnessy in
Quebee, who is reported to have said that
the establishment of the fast Atlantic
service is dependent on two things, namely:
a liberal subsidy from the Dominion Gov-
ernment and the acquisition of and com-
plete control over the Intercolonial by the
C.P.R.

If that is really the program of the
C.P.R. it will meét with a great opposi-
tion from the Maritime members, and iv is
vot at all likely that it could be carried
even were the Government disposed to en-
tertain it,

A gentlemen well-known to be an old
friend of the C.P.R. says the most they
will ask for is a liberal subsidy for a steam-
ship line and more running power over the
Inter-colonial, and = thav if they ask
for anything more, neither Sir John
Thompson nor Mr. Haggart, Minister of
Railways, will consent to it, a8 it would
put Sir John Thompson in a weak position
with his Maritime friends, and it would
mean that Mr. Haggart’s department,
which is now coming to be one of the most
efficient in the Dominion service, would
have to go out of existence, and the canal
branch be transferred to the Public Works
Department.

Several Maritime members said that to
allow the Intercolonial to pass completely
into the hands ot the C.P.R. at
the same time that the coal fields of
Nova Scotia are passing into the
control of a great American monopoly,
would be to make the people of the Mari-
time Provinces serfs to these two immense
concerns,

Depends on a Caucus,
The debate on the address chiefly con-
cerned the exodus, Very little was said in
regard to tarift changes. Whether there will

be any change or not depends a grest deal
on a cancas of the Counservative
members to be held at an early day, when
the proposals of some Conservasives to abol:
ish or reduce the dutiss will come under the
review of their fellow-members,

The World ventures to predict that
when the time comes very tew
mouldering branches will be - lopped
away; that the Conservatives will line up
almost to a man and stand by the National
Policy in its entirety.

D’Alton McCarthy is the uncertain quan-
tity in regard to the tariff debate, and he
has not yet appeared at Ottawa. Mr.
Laurier carefully avoided any reference to
D’Alton McCarthy’s position, and Sir John
Thompson, following in his.f in his
reply, made no refereuce to-the Stayner
speech.

Loxpow, Jan. 30.—The Daily News says:
*‘The overthrow of the Hawaiian Queen ap-
pears- to be an American coup. Hawaii
being the key to the whole group, the
Americans, once they possess it, would not
find any difficulty in making themselves
masters of the others, Europe, however,
has necessitics in the samg quarter, Hono-
lula being the only  coaling station on the
mail route between San Francisco and
Auckland.

The Daily Telegraph says the affair wears
the aspect of a successful attempt by
American citizens to subvert the existing
order of things 1n favor, first, of themselves
and next, of what is impossible, annexation.
We could not allow the United States to
annex the islands, even if the established
policy at Washington permitted the idea to
be entertained. This policy, however, will
not permit it. Obviously the native govern-
ment ought to be restored, for the revolu-
tion is the work of discontented, selfish
foreigners, chiefly Yankees,

The Chronicle says: Europe has not' any
great concern with Hawaii, nevertheless the
Queen has rights which seem to have re-
ceived scant respect from the leaders of the
movement. Events had not given to a sec-
tion of the foreign population the _right to
oust the lawful sovereign. = Anxiety for the
welfare of the natives seems to have been
less of a motive with the American party
than a desire to further their own interests.

The Standard says: It is not likely that
the good sense of the American people will
permit them to assume this responsibility,
which would be found oneroiis and unpro-
fitable, or to claim an extension of influence
which would be opposed and resented by
other powers having equal interests at

ke. It is thought the United States could

L allow any other power to annex the
island, but none has such an ambition.
Justice requires that the constitution be re-
stored with such reforms as are PESATY.

The Times says: It is difficals how
complihce with Mr. Dole’s reques can be
reconciled with existing American engage-
ments and institutions. It seems plain,
however, that the state of things that has
existed lately cannot continue any longer.
Something must be done. The question is:
What, and by whom? The Samoan pre-
cedent is not altogether encouraging, never-
theless it seems possible that some such
scheme may be executed ultimately.

Augubrious reading, we are much indebted
to any who brighten life by genuine humor.

FRENCII'S DISOWNED SON.

e Dies in An Almshouse at Fintbush,
N.Y,, and #His Family, Who-Have Been
Living in Poverty Ever Since, Now Find
They are Heirs to $115,000—~Ths Mat-
ter to Come Up at the Hall To-day,

The motion for the flnal distribution of
the estate of the late James French, ‘‘the
friend of the widow and the orphan,” will
come up at Osgoode Hall to.day. Some of
the events doveloped in arranging the dis-
tribution of. the estate bear a complexion
that tesembles moré the incidents of an
Buglish three-volume novel | than sober
everyday life,

Richard French, the only son of the late
Mr. French, was the black sheep of his
family and left Toronto many years ago,
settling in Brooklyn in 1865.

In time he married a Brooklyn woman,
and after many vicissitudes he died in the
almsiiouse 1n Flatbush in 1886, leaving a
widow and six children in destitute circum-
stances.

Since then the family has rabbed along as
best it conld. The eldest child is a girl
now of sge,and two boys arealso old enough
to earn their livelihood.

After the death of James French in May
last the news that the family had fallen heir
to a large fortune came like a godsend.
The widow is now living at 566 Vanderbilt-
uvenue, Brooklyn.

The French estate amounts to nearly
8500,000, to be divided among the widow
of Jawmes French, the family of his son
Richard French and the family of the late
Murs. Bates of New York, and of Mis. Me-
Clellan, his two daughters. According to
the terms of his will it was not quite clear
as to what portion the widow and children
of Richard French should receive, but after
several references $115,000 was allotted.

All the heirs are now satisfied excepting
the eldest daughter of Richard French, but

it is hardly probable that she will make any
trouble.

THE TROUBLE IN- HAWAIL.

The Chidnge of Government Has Evidently
Ph\;\g-d the American Elemeunt on
~ the Islands in Control,

NEw York, Jun, 80.—The World says:
Hawaii is again vindicating its volcanie
origin.  For years it has besn the scene of

olitigal distarbances more or less violent,

ut fhey have usually arisen from the
somewhat sorbid ambivion of rival factions
secking to acquire ascendancy in order to
secure some commercial advantage over
competitors; The present upheaval, how-
ever. was precipitated by the Queen, ‘who
wished to promulgate a new constitution
which abolished the House of Nobles, de-
prived foreigners of the right of franchise
and conferred upon herself powers not
authorized by the existing ‘constitution or
exercised by hér predecessor.

There are three parties on the island.
One favors committing everything under
the governmeunt worth having to natives,
auother favors the English and yet another
favors American ascendancy,

1t will be remembered that King Kal-
kaua died in San Francisco in 1891. His
sister Lillinokalani, the present{Queen, suc-
ceeded him. Her predilections were all for
tl_l_e Eughsh party, and her niece, Princess
Victoria, who was proclaimed heiress
to the throne, is now being educated
in Scotlaud. But soon after the death
of'the King the Queen married an ad-
venturous  American - named Dominis,
whose occupation was that of a sailor, and
who, without any genius for work on land,
?olscsled something of a Turkish fondness
or tobacco'und women, Death onded his
earthly eareer a short time ago, and his
widow desiring to learn more of his family
and his history, advertised for correspon-
dence with his relatives, The first auswer
she got was from the fallow’s former wife,
or ore of them, in this country, and she
promptly suspended all'further enquiry.

Attempfs Agninst the Queen,

Several conspiracies have been tormed
during her short reign to dethrone her, one
when she was very-ill, and all that pre-
vented its success was the conclusion of the
conspirators to wait for her expected death,
which did not oecur.

The proposition to annex the islands to
this country shows that the Americans are
in practical control of the new provisional
Government, which consists of an executive
council of four members and an advisory
council of 14, For years a movement has
been developing to this end. The islands
composing the group have a popula-
tion of 80,000, including 2000 Ameri-
cans, abont 1200 English, German
and French, 20,000 Japanese and
13,000 Chinamen. The rest are natives,
who are rapidly dying ont because of their
fondness ot a very destructive liquor and
the prevalence of certain diseases which are
aggravated by filth, They live mostly in
the city of Honolulu and ‘the smaller vil-
lages, where the life is easy, though on the
sugar, plantations may be found sturdier
men who are superior to the Chinese as
laborers. About $30,000,000 is invested in
these plantations, only one-fifth of which
are owned by the natives. The greater
part are owned by Americans. The export
of raw sugar to the United States in 1889
amounted to $5,439,000, while the entire
exports amounted to $14,000,000.

The American Party,

The American party has long been seek-
ing some form of annexation. Previous to
the passage of the McKinley Bill a treaty
existed by which, in consideration of the
free importation of sugar to this country,
the duties were taken off American agri-
cultural implements and manufactures of
iron, cotton and other articles. The passage
of the ‘McKinley Bill placed the sugar-
growers on the same footing with those of
other sugar-producing countries by remov-
ing all duty on that commodity, and thus
deprived them of the specialadvantages they
had enjoyed. The Hawaiian Government
asked to be compensated for this loss and
the United States offered it a treaty estab-
lishing free trade in all products, which,
though accepted, was not as satisfactory as
the ‘advantages formerly enjoyed. This
changed condition stimulated the spirit of
annexation, and the Queen’s unconstitution-
al action has given opportunity for a formal
proposition.

To what extent speculation and jobbery
enter into the plans of the American faction
it remains to be seen. It is not unlikely
that the annexation scheme has friends at
both ends of the line who will urge its adop-
tion regardless of consequences, but the
matter is one to be considered with deliber-
ation.

when he found himself unable to discharge
a prior mortgage held by the Home Savings
and Loan Company. Sproule claims
that his part of the contract Was

_fulfilled and . demands reimbursement.
Mr. Goldman, secretary of the North
American Life Insurance Company, gave
evidence as to Mr. Sproule’s negotiations
with his company, and Mr. James Mason,
manager of the Home Savings & Loan Com-
pany, told about the loan procured by
Wilson from his company by a mortgage
on the Adelaide-street property.

This finished the plainuff's case and then
Mr. Wilson took the stand. He said that
his Adelaide-street property was heavily
encumbered. He had agreed with Mr
Sproule to pay him $400 commission to
procure & loan of $50,000. Sproule at first
wated §500, but agreed to $400. On the
$50,000 he was to pay 5§ per cent., and
when it was reduced to $40,000, 5 per cent.
Mr, Wilson further stated that he had re-
ceived no notification from vhe North

- ‘American Life of the acceptance of his ap-

plication.

The afternoon was taken up by the
arguments of the opposing counsel, and in
charging the jury Judge Rose took occasion
to - remove from . their minds the
sspersion that had been implied against
Mzr. Kerr, who, he said, in his negotiations
with Mr. Sproule re the commission had
acted as a business man. He had not, as
might ‘be thought, accepted mouey from
the other side, but had acted honestly and
in the interests of his company. The jury
then retired and shortly after delivered &
sealed verdict.
