Second, the only change made in the
regulations of this year, as compar-
ed with past years, is that in estab-
lishing the Manitoba wheat grades. is
has been stipulated that ‘‘Manitoba’
shall consist only of wheat grown in
Manitoba or the Territories. This is
where the shoe pinches the Ontario
den, and to use  a trite, although hack-
neyed, expression, largely accounts
for- “the milk in the cocoanut.” In
previous years the Departmental re-
gulations fixed the minimum of red
fyfe which should De contained in
Manitoba No. 1 hard wheat at 66 2-3
per cent.,which must have been grown
in Manpitoba or the Territories. This
left a margin or .83 1-3 per cent. for
the Ontario men to work upon. In
other words it was possible for them
to mix 33 1-3 per cent. of Ontario soft
wheat with the Manitoba product and
the grain still be able to pass as
Manitoba No. 1 hard.” Now this is no
longer permissible. With this single
exception, there has been no -change
in the present regulations from those
in force for several years past.

No. I Hard the Mighest Possible Standard.

Third, The Ontario millers and grain
dealers incline to the belief that the
quality of Manitoba wheat will be de-
preciated by allowing a proportion of
cleaned whéat to be 'mixed with -Mani-
toba No. 1 hard. The feeling in
Manitopa, however, is that the present
grade of No. 1 hard is too high. Du-

Iuth No, 1 hard may contain as low
as 51 per cent. of red Fyfe, while
Manitoba No. 1 hard, as previously
stated, must not contain less than
66 2-3 per vent. of Red Fyfe, To raise
the grade still further would be to
place the Manitoba farmer at a consi-
derable disadvantage, as compared
with his American competitor.

Y¥hat Winnipeg Grain Men Asked.

The strongest defence which the De-
partment has to offer for the position
which it"has taken on the grain ques-
tion is contained in a memorial of
the Winnipeg Grain and Produce Ex-
change, sent to the Department in
November last. Although this me-
morial was published Tn the newspa-
pers at the time, no reply to it has
been forthcoming.

Whereas it is inimical to the interest
of the farmer, dealer and buyer, and
in our opinion contrary to the spirit
and intention of the Act, that damag-
ed or scoured wheat should be mixed
end made graded grain, therefore be
it resolved that we protest against the
continuance of the same and respect-
fully urge the department at Ottawa
to issue directions to inspectors to dis-
continue such practices of granting in-
gpection certificates for shipments mix-
ed with scoured wheat. It was also
tux‘gher resolved that a further order
b= issued to the grain inspector that
wheat must be inspected out of the
sume grade as inspected in when dif-
ferent grades of the same grain are
mixed together in making shipments;
that the inspection certificate must
give full particulars of the quality of

Note.—The above was adopted by
the Toronto Board of Trade with an
added provision making it apply only
to Manitoba wheat at Fort William
and Port Arthur. Telegrams in the
Winnipeg papers announce that the
Mcntreal Corn Exchange adopted the
same resolution.

Of the 1894 crop of Manitoba wheat,
it is estimated that ten millions of
bushels had passed out of the farmers’
hands up to Nov. 1, which affords
evidence of the perfect capability of
the grain trade of Manitoba to con-
duct their own business without as-
sistance or interference of the trade
in Toronto or Montreal, none of whom
(except Ogilvie and Lake of the
Woods Milling = Companies, both of
which are well represented in this
Exchange), have a dollar invested in
Manitoba, in elevators or shipping
plants, in rather strong con-
trast to the Manitoba dealers,. who
have in this direction invested consi-
derably over $1,000,000. The members
of the Exchange handle fully 95 per
cent. of the grain exported from Mani-
toba and Northwest Territories, and
for a great part have all their capital
invested in the Northwest, and for
every reason are keenly anxiaus that
the crops should return the maximum
of value to producers in the ¥rovince
of Manitoba and Territories, and, as
a necessity thereto, that the high re-
putation of Manitoba grain should be
maintained in foreign markets. All of
which is in strong contrast to the posi-
tion of the members of the grain sec-
tions of Toronto and Montreal Boards
of Trade.

With the exception In Montreal ‘of
Ogilvie and Lake of the Woods Milling
Companies,, as noted elsewhere, who
have no vested interests in Manitoba.
or right or title to interfere in the
econduct of the grain business in Mani-
toba.

Whent Adulterated in Ontarie.

While the trade in Manitoba in past
years has been laboring and expending
their means to introduce Manitoba
wheat into European markeis, thuir
efforts have been to a very consider-
able exient paralyzed by the disrepu-
table adulteration of Manitoba wheat
in Ontario and Montreal, by admixture
with it of low grade, soft, Ontario-
grown wheat, this spurious product
being exported to British and foreign
markets as Manitoba hard wheat, to
the most serious detriment of legiti-
mate frade, and great financial 'oss to
the farmers of Manitoba and North-
west Territories. So far has this rage
been carried for foisting adulterated
Manitoba wheat and flour on the pub-
lic that certain Ontario millers have
been compelled, by process of jaw, tu
refrain from refilling emptied flour
sacks (branded with the name of
Manitoba mills), with a spurious flour
of mixed Manitoba and Ontario
wheats, =

inspection Perfect,

Over 1,000,000 bushels of Manitoba
wheat,“arcer passing Manitoba inspec-
tion, have been shipped via Duluth,
and a large part of this lias been sub-
mitted to the Duluth inspection offi-
cers; wno have granted for +his same
wheat Duluth No. 1 hard certificatces,
which fact effectually disproves the
statement that Tanadian inspectlon
and standard requirements are not as
thorough and perfect as prevail at
Duluth. Notwithstanding reports to
the contrary, the Inspection Act for
Minnesqta,which governs Duluth, does
not call absolutely for as high a qual-
ity of wheat as the Canadian grade of
No. 1 hard now demands. The wording
of the two acts is as follows: Duluth
No.1 hard spring vheat must be
sound, bright and well cleaned, and
must be composed mostly of hard
Scotch Fyfe, and weigh not less than
58 pounds to the measured bushel.

Manitoba No. 1 hard wheat shall be
sound and well cleaned, weighing not
less than 60 pounds to the bushel, snd
shall be composed of at least two-
thirds of hard Red Fyfe wheat, grown
in Manitoba or the Northwest Terri-
tories of Canada.

The Exchange most strongly pro-
tests against any increase being made
in the percentage of Red Fyfe whoat
required in the grade of Manitoba No,
1 hard wheat, the present percentage
being settled on after a full considera-
tion of all interests affected, by the
Inland Revenue Department and Do-
minion Government.

Capable of Managing Their Business.

In conclusion, this exchange will

| The Cotton Mill So Badly Damaged That

200 Employes Will Be Idle For Weeks
| —Streets Blocked With Falien Trees —
Hundreds of Barns and Some Houses
Blown Over.

Kingston, Ont., Sept. 12.—A cyclone
and electric storm last night did much
damage here. Hundreds of trees were
leveled, chimneys knocked aown, win-
dows smashed and telephone and teie-
graph wires torn from their fastenings.
The storm began at 9 o’clock and last-
ed half an hour. T. Clyde’s house in
Jenkins-street, newly built'and occu-
pied, was demolished. One lady was
slightly injured.

The car works’ buildings were much
shattered, while cars were wrecked.
The loss is $1000.

The cotton mill is badly damaged
and the repairs will require $70,000.
Twenty-five hundred feet of roof was
doubled over. The roof then crashed
into the mill, wrecking six mules and

. 3600 spindles. The water pipes burst,
flooding the mill. For some weeks
over 200 employes will be out of work.

Scores of barns and houses in the
country were unroofed, while walks,

. trees, fences and outbuildings, both

in city and country, were ripped up,!

the various parts scattered for yards !

around. Many streets were ‘blocked !

with fallen trees, ‘
The Baitery Camp Wrecked.

The Kingston Field Battery, camped
on Barricfield Common, received the
full force of the cyclone. One marquee
and five tents were totally destroyed
and 13 tents were damaged. The ﬁvar-
ness and equipment were blown all over
the camp and two limbens were blown
from the middle of the commons clear
across to the military college fences.
Forty of the men were marched to
“A” Battery barracks, where they
were quartered for the night.

Proposal te Tap West Toronto's Three
Million Gallon Supply—Municipality
of North Toronto Will Also Be Drawn
Upon - Additional Water Carts To-Day
—Progress With the Intake Repairs.

A very grave crisis has arrived in
the position of Toronto with regard to
the water supply. The Rosehill Re-
servoir is for all practical purposes
empty. At 6 o’clock last evening it con-
tained less than 4 feet of water, and
before noon to-day this will be ex-
hausted. The city will then have, as
| the only present available source, the
waterworks at North Toronto, whose
capacity is only sufficient to afford a
very limited quantity.

According to the most sanguine es-
timates, fresh lake water will not be
| available for several days. This hope
,1s based on the successful repair of
the seven breakages ‘of the intake
pipe by the close of the week. Satis-
factory progress is being made, but
there remains a large accumulation of
debris in the pipe.

West Toroato to the Rescue.

The gravity of ‘the situation led to
a conference between President Shaw,
Ald. Lamb, Chairman of " Board
of Works, City .Engineer Keat-
ing and the waterworkg superinten-
dents at the City Hall yesterday. The
result was that Ald. Shaw and Lamb
paid a visit to*Mayor Bond at Torou-
to Junction and told His Worship of
, Toronto’s dilemma. Now what are
“known as the Junction Waterworks
are of large capacity—above three mil-
lion gallons and the water is of very
excellent guality.

Mayor Bond stated his wiliingness
to co-operate immediately in = any
scheme whereby the wants of Toronto
could be met by the abundant water
supply of West Toronto.

The result of the ifterview was to
show that by a comparatively trifling
expense connection could be made be-
tween the waterworks systems of the
town and the city, and that the emp-
tied Rosehill Reservoir could soon be
filled with wholesome water.

Ways and Means,

This all looked faverable on paper,
and in order to test the feasibility of
the scheme, the Junction and City En-
gineers set to work at figures and es-
timates, .and ways and means, all of
which are to be submitted to a joint
conference, to be held at West Toronto
at 11.30 this morning. i

President. Shaw is enamored of the
scheme. He realizes the gravity of
the situation, and he assured Mayor
Bond that fair remuneration for the
use of the water, etc.,, would be guar-
anteed the smaller municipality.

Even if the broken intake pipe is
ready in a day or two for pumping
lake water, President Shaw sees a
safeguard against a similar accident
in having the two systems connected,
| for use in the possible emergency. He
’also wishes to havg a diamond cross-
| ing arranged with the Canadian Paci-’
| fic Railway, the city and the munici-’
lpa.lity of North Toronto, whereby ac-
cess can be had to the only pure sup-
ply of water the city has to-day.

These are the weighty matters which
to-day’s conference. will seek to solve.
The urgency of the case, the President-
thinks, would justify the proceeding
with the work at once without even
the formality of convening the City
Council and having another discus-
sion on the general water supply of
the city.

To-day there will be 20 large vats,
newly constructed, placed on wagons,
in districts where they are most need-
ed for the distribution of water from
North Toronto.

Ald. Crane’s Suggestion Adopted.

A suggestion - of Ald. Crane’s was
acted on yesterday, namely that 100
more barrels be got and put on 20
additional carts for the purpose of in-
creasing the distribution of pure water.
The barrels were got last night (new
ones), and they will be put on the
carts this morning.

Anglican Bishops Desire the Marriage
Laws of Ontario Amended by Apolllin
of the Licensc.

Montreal, Que., Sept. 12.—At to-day’s
gession of the Anglican Provincial
Synod much discussion was created in
the Lower House by & message from
the House of Bishops relative to ask-
ing the Ontario Legislature to amend
the marriage laws of that province.
Rev. A. Brown of Paris, Ont., spoke
stiongly against the license system of
marrying, as it prevailed: in Ontario,
and said that it led to perjury in many
cases, and under it a clergyman was an
innocent party in solemnizing mar-
rizges thit were an outrage against
the laws of God and man; it was an
invitation to young people to® get
privately married. Under the marriage
laws of Ontario, those portions of the
prcvince which were adjacent to the
States, afforded greater facilities for

clandestine marriages than did the ad- :

jacent States. The Lower House re-
fused to concur in thé message, being
of opinion that the question was one
for the consideration. of the Ontario
diocesean synods, rather than for the
Provincial Syno&' to deal with. The
Lower House referred the reports of
the joint Committee on Marriage and
Divorce to-the general synod after
much opposition on thée part of a
minortiy of the House.

It Was Dunraven's Turn to Protest, as the
Cup Committee Could Not Keep Exeyr-

slon Boats Clear—He Wanted the Rce | Jon

to Take Place Off Marble Head—Untle
» Sam's Fair Play.

New York, Sept. 12.—~The decision of
the Regatta Committee last night,sus-
taining Mr,Iselin’s protest and award-
ing Tuesday's race to the Defender,
left her only one more race to win to

make the America’s Cup safe for an- |

other year. It was thought here that
Lord Dunraven, \after hearing the de-
cision, would refuse to start in any
more races and take his boat back to
England, but he proved to be too good
a yachtsman for that.

The Defender has been given a new
coat of light blue paint,and her bronze
hull was rubbed until it looked like
burnished gold. ;

The Valkyrie did not show signs of
starting for the course until 8 o’clock.
The Valkyrie took a line from the tug
Millard, and was towed down through
the Narrows on her way to the start-
ipg line.’

The probability of this being the last
of the greaf Tnternational yacht races
of 1895 brought out an immense fleet
this morning, almost equal in number
:’o the great gathering of last Satur-

/Y.

The preliminary signal was %et at
10.55; preparatory at 11.10; start at
JL.20: Before the starting gun was fir-
ed the course was entirely clear of
boats, and the two racers had all the
room possible to jockey in. There were
no signs of making ready for the race
aboard the Valkyrie, and the eyes of
the throngs were anxiously turned to-
wards her. 3

The start was made, Defender 11.20.-
24; Valkyrie 11.21.55.

Defender broke out her spinnaker
immediately after crossing the  line
and went on with every inch of can-
vas stretched. Valkyrie, with main-
sail and jib only, and at once hoisted
protest flag, and headed back for
Judge’s boat. Valkyrie withdraws and
went in tow of tender. Defender is
keeping her course alone. The pilot
boat, Fannie R. Williams, was in Val-
kyrie's way,directly in her course. The
Judge’s boat now gone after the De-
fender.

Dunraven Objected to the Ciurse.
Immediately after tne race on Tuesday
Lord Duuraven sent tne 10llowing letter
10 the America's Cup Committee, It was
made public last nigat:

' Gentlemen,—[t i with great reluctance
that I write to intorm y¢u that I decline
to sail’ Valkyrie auy more uunder the cir-
cumstances that have prevalied in the last
two races, and for the following reasous:

‘** Pirst—To attempt to start two such
large vessels in such contined space and
among moving steamers and tugpoats is,
in my opinion, exceedingly dangerous, and
1 will uot further risk the unves of my
men or the ship.

‘* Second—At the start of the first race,
the crowding was so great that we could
not see the mark-boat, and could not tell
when we were near the line; and we were
much hampered by steamers, especially on
the race home.

** To-day on the reach home, eight or
nine steamers were to the windward of me,
and what is worse, a block of steamers were
steaming level with me and close under
my lee.. 1 sailed nearly the whole dis-
tance in tumbling, broken water, in the
heavy wash of these steamers. To race
under these conditions is, in my opinion,
absurd, and 1 decline to submit myself to
them again.

‘*“1 would remind your committee that,
foreseeing the trouble that might occur, I
urged upon them the desirabllity of sail-
ing off Marbleheéad or some other locality
other than New York Bay, and that they
refused to do so, At the same time I
would testify to my full belief that your
committee have done everything in their
power to prevent overcrowding.

““The fact is that when a contest be-
tween the representatives of two yacht
clubs exeites so much popular interest and
attracts such crowds of people, if the
races are salled in the immediate neigh-
borhood of a great city, and the dates of
the races and tlmes qof starting are known

and advertised, it is impossible to keep a-

course free from causes of exceptional
danger and clear enough to assure the
probability that the result of the match
will be decided according to the relative
merits of the competing vessels.”

Upon Valkyrie's arrival at Bay Ridge
Mr. Glennie explained why the Val-
kyrie did not race to-day. He said :

“Lord Dunraven handed a Iletter
wiitten yesterday to A. Cass Canfield,
secretary of the America’s Cup Com-
mittee, with a request that it be not
opened until after the decision in the
Defender’s protest. The substan:e of

16, 1895.

On and after Sept. 16 any owner, trainer,
Jockey or horse concerned directly or in-
directly .In a race run at an unrecognized
course shall be denied the privilege of
this general amnesty.

POMPADOUR JIM SAID TO BE A
VICTIM OF CONSUMPJIIOQN,
D o

The Champion Boxer Not in Good flealth
and ilkely to Become a Victim of Con-
sumption—Me Kept Himsell Well
Under Cover in Toronto, But His Looks
While on the Baséball Field Were All
Against Mim,

Within the past two weeks the two
greatest pugilists of the present era have
visited the city. Fitzsimmops, who is
looking for champlonship honors, was sized
up at Hanlan’s Point on Labor Day as a
man in perfect physical form and likely
to fight the battle of his life Oct. 81 at
Dallas, Tex. And on Wednesday Cham-
plon Corbett appeared in baseball garb.
His muscles' were all under cover, and
while his general appearance showed him
to be of massive proportions, many were
amazed at the sallow look in his face, and
detected & falling away in his size. Thus
they will not wonder when they read this
letter from Philadelphia™

‘“ Friends of -Pugilist James J. Corbett
in this city are alarmed over a story cir-
culated that the champion boxer is not in
good health, and that there is danger of,
his not being in good condition when he
faces Fitzsimmons next month, They
know that the Australian will get himself
into the best possible conditioh, and that
Corbett will have to be at his best to
hope to 'defeat him. A well-kngwiy ath-
lete and boxer of this eity, who saw Cor-

bett stripped a few days ago, states that.
he does uot look anything like a well man.
This gentleman says that Corbett had fall-
€n away a great deal about the shoulders
and upper part of the body. The inaica-
tions pointed to the champion having been
a sufferer for some time and that he would
become a victim of consumption.”

The big fellow kept his arms in sleeves
over the Don, and his actions on the tield
Wwere remarkably slow when contrasted
with his brother Joseph. Koul balls he
let the urchiys return, and his best gait
was a gentle trot, Although invited to
the private concert given by show ex-
hibitors in St. George’s Hall the same
night, he did'not accept, and hurried away
right after the game. With Joe Cor-
bett he registered at the Rossin House.
They were dressed in their gray uniforms
and drove together in a hack to and from
the baseball game. Their stay in Toronto
was thus only a few hours.

Last week Corbett announced that he
would commence -active training on Tues-
day. This was one of a series of notices
that were sent out, each one delaylnﬁ the
date upon which the champion would be-
gin his work. The day came, but Jim
did not show up at his quarters, and left
t%l‘ an ostensible week’s jaunt through Can-
ada

Steve O’Donnell, who, with McVey and
Delaney, was holding the fort at the
training quarters, is following the exam-
ple of Corbett and doing no training. He
says that he has been ready for some time,
but had been waiting for Jim to com-
mence. Mrs. Corbett did not expect her
husband back from Toronto before the end
of the week. She had heard him speak
of another enFugement for the following
week, but could not say what it was.

No one takes any stock in the talk that
the Governor of Texas will stop the fight,
Those people down there are wllllns to
bet big money that it will come off. Only
recently word was sent to New York to
cover the Al Smith offered to bet,
but Smith withdrew the proposition.

Every pugilist of any note whatever calls
on John F. Scholes on visiting Toronto
with a single exception, and that is Cor-
bett. Asked his opinion about the cham-
pin, Mr. Scholes said he always belleved
Corbett would never meet Ftzsimmons.
He had learned on good authority that
Corbett was ordered to leave off training
as long as ssible, owing to ill-health.

Brady Says Corbett is Healthy,

New York, Sept. 12.—The reports of
Corbett’s alleged condition having reached
the ears of Brady, Oorbett’s manager,
were contradicted yesterday in New York
as follows: :

Tho/ Twenty-Fifth Anuniversary Celcbrated
By a Dinner at Webb's

The toast of “The Commander in
Chief, Viscount Wolseley,” was given
by Lt.-Col. Denison, who, speaking of
Lord Wolseley, sald he was @ man
whom he, the speaker, was proud to
have served under.

A New Era in Stoves.

A new era has been reached in the
manufacture of stoves. The old cast
iron stove will soon be a thing of the
past, for this is an age of the survival
of the fittest. The truth of this will be
at once apparent to any visitor to the
Stove Building who will take the
trouble to examine the stoves of- T.
Doherty & Co. of Barnia. Mr. Doherty
is the patentee of a new method of
making what he calls De Carbon steel,
which, when used in their stoves, does
not advance the price of the Doherty
over stoves made from cast iron.

With ordinary cast
iron this would have meant a smash.
In fact, it has been demonstrated that
these ranges are 50 per cent. stronger
than those made of cast iron. It is
explained in this way : Pig iron con-
tains about 92 per cent. of pure iron,
the rest being made up of earbon, sili-
con,’ manganese, iphosphorous-and sul-
phur and it is in the proportion of these,
principally carbon, that the difference
lies, also in the exclusion of silicon,
phosphorus and sulphur. Mr. Do-
herty’s method does this and his un-
breakable stoves testify to the suctess
of his method.

IMMEDIATE ACTION URGENT.

The lake water that was stored In
the reservoir at the time of the acci-
dent 'is now ' exhausted. ‘To-day- the
whole city will have to depend on out-
side resources for its. supply of pure
water. The water that is coming out
of-our taps is certainly unfit for drink- |
ing, and even when it is boiled it i8 |
not a nice liguid to have to swallow.
We are also apprised of the fact that
|several days may elapse before the
conduit is in such a condition a8, to
permit of the lake water being con-
veyed through it. Furthermore, the
delivery of water by means of the city
watering carts has proven quite inad-
equate to meet the demands of the
householders. Complaints were yester-
day received at this office from various
sections of the city te the effect that
whole streets have been neglected; that
different families have not seen & cart
since Monday, and so on. The situa-
tion to-day is worse than it has been
at any time since'the accident occurred
and we trust that-acting Mayor Shaw
will give the matter-his most serious
consideration this morning. A big im-
provement must be made upon the sys-
tem that is now in operation or there
will be a water famine before Sunday.
The acting Mayor should put in com-
mission every available cart and tank
that can be procured, and instead of
20 11 puncheons located at various
corners there should be 100 of ‘them,
and what is more they should be kept
filfed. The service should be kept up
during the night with new relays of
horses. i

We understand that it is possible
with a small outlay to connect the West
Toronto system with our own, and |
tbereby put into our mains some three
millions gallons of pure water daily. It
this project is feasible it ought to be
put into execution at once. The mix-
ing of three million gallons of pure
water with that which is now being
pumped into our mains would not have
much effect in making the whole body
of water pure, but if the Junction
water can be kept separate and sup-
‘plied to the western half of the city or
rumped into the reservoir and thereby
supply  the northern-section, then the
necessary work ' should be taken In
hand and completed at once. President
Shaw ought to review the whaole situa-
tion this morning and devise some
way of meeting the emergency.

THE COUNCIL ANP THE PEOPLE.

Newspapers that are friendly to the
Aqueduct Company are trying to com-
plicate the issue by arguing that the
people should be given the righg to
decide whether or not they favor the
gravitation project. The council at a
special meeting held the other day de-
cided - to leave to the ratépayers the
simple question whether they will
vote half a million dollars in round
numbers for a new tunnel and steel
pipe connections, The Aqueduct people
claim that the council has usurped the
rights of citizens in withdrawing ,the
gravitation scheme from the latter.
‘We think an intelligent consideration
of the situation will convince the rate-
payers that the council acted perfectly
right in limiting the issue to the tun-
nel scheme. A project for bullding a
tu_nngl under the Bay or connecting
Lake’ Simcoe with this city for the
purposes of a supply’ of water involves
technical skill and knowledge, which
the average citizen does not possess.
As 4 man does not make a diagnosis
of his own case when he falls ill, but
calls in a doctor, so the individual citi-
zen will not @ectde himself whether it
is more feasible to bring water by
gravitation or by the ¢onstruction of
@ tunnel under the Bay, but will leave
these and similar questions to one
who ig skilled in such matters and in
whom he has confidence. Now, the
City Engineer has been engaged by
the city at a big salary to give the
citizens just this kind of information.
He has been commissioned to look the
ground over and report on the best
scheme for supplying this city with
pure water. Two years ago he examin-
| ed in detail half a dozen projects that
{ have from time to time been submit-
| ted to the City Council for considera-
| tion. He finally decided in favor of
| the construction of a tunnel under the
| Bay, thereby making a permanent and |
satisfactory connection between the
pumping well and the pure water of

citizens who are thus clamoring dare
mémbers of the Aqueduct Company.
They are interested in getting the city
committed to their project, and they
are shouting through a couple of sub-
sidized sheets that the gravitation
scheme is the best of all and ought
to be left to the people. Of course,
a man who has anything to sell praises

up his own goods and so do the touters

who are engaged by them. The citi-
gens, however, are not to be hoodwink-
ed by this kind of clap-trap. The
goods that the Aqueduct people are

offering for sale have been submittea.

to our Engineer, who is capable of
judging of their Qqa.l_ity. and he has
pronounced them not suitable. What
the aqueducters wish is that thelr
goods be submitted to the individual
citizens to pronounce upon, with the
hope that they, knowing nothing
about the composition of the goods,
may be cajoled into'buying them, We
belleve - that the Engineer's decision
on this matter'is the correct one; but
in order that all parties may be sat-
isfled,” we have advocated the. calling
in of experts to revise his judgment.
If such experts decide that the Lake
Simcoe scheme is & beter .one for this
city than Mr, Keating’s, then the
Council- will be perféctly justified in
submitting the former to the people,
Until, however, someone skilled in
these matters and engaged by the city
to give an unbiassed opinion has
passed judgment on the Lake Simcoe
scheme and pronounced it a good one,
it will be ridiculous to submit it to
the people,’

THEORY OF RENT.
Decrease of Rentals Discassed by the

British jation. :

London, Sept. 120—Sir Douglas Gal-

ton, who was seized with a fainting
fit at Ipswich last night while reading
an address before the British Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Science,
of which he is president, is much bet-
ter.

The principal feature of the morn-
ing's session was an address -to the
economic science and statistics section,
by L. L. Price, the president of the
section. In the course of his address
Mr, Price discussed “Theory of Rent,”
saying :

“The theory of rent is not a maxim
of conduct, but a rational explanation
of fact. It has certainly seemed t0 me
that, on a broad view, the tenant con-
siders the rent to be property that
which is left when, on an average of
years, he has reaped a fair profit and
paid his laborers the wages they com-
mand. The landlord, as far as I have
been able to discover, occupies, in his
eyes, the position, to use the language
differently applied to the wage-earner
by General Walker, in his “Political
Economy,” of a residual claimant. And
such, also, as I read the theory, is
the place which he fills therein. It

_can hardly be doubted that one of the
, most remarkable

changes of recent
years has been the development of
the means and deduction of the cost
of transportation. This change implies
a loss of the advantages derived from
proximity to the market in the case
of commodities which admit of con-
veyance from a distance. Interpreted
in the language of the theory of rent,
English land, as respects certain pro-
ducts, has forfeited part of the pro-
tection afforded by its situation near
to the market, With the partial loss
of this advantage has also disappear-
ed part of another, for the decrease
in the cost of transportation has open-
ed the European markets to the vir-
gin soil of America and other coun-
tries. And, with regard to products
which admit of conveyance from a
distance, the fertility of English land,
whether it be due to the skill of gene-
rations of comparatively high farm-
ing or to natural qualities of soil, has
lost part of its advantage. In the lan-
guage of the theory of rent, the for-
feiture of these two advantages in-
volves depression in the sense of a de-
crease of rent; and as it seems to me,
the adequacy, rather than deficiency,
of theory is evident as rational expla-
nation of fact.

8 d by Justice Jerome

The Carter Medicine Company has
been engaged for the last month in
running down a gang in this city who
have been making and selling a coun-
terfeit of its trade mark, “Carter’s
Little Liver Pills.” Notices have ap-
peared of several arrests which the
company has made, For a week past
one of these cases has been on trial in
the Court of Special Sessions, before
Justices Jerome, Jacob and Hayes.
The prisoner was Thomas B. Hughes,
a druggist at No. 281 Tenth-avenue.
On Wednesday the prisoner was found
guilty and sentenced to three months
in the penitentiary. In delivering the
sentence of the court, Presiding Jus-
tice Jerome said;

‘“Hughes, the court after a long and
careful trial, have come reluctantly
to the conclusion that you are a guilty
man. The whole value of many of
these articles lies in the trade mark.
Thousands and hundreds of thousands
of dollars are spent annually in plac-
ing them before the public. If the
public cannot rely upon these articles,
then'a fraud is being practised upon
them, and upon the proprietary rights
of those persons who own trade marks.
New York is a great commercial city
and trade marks are as important to
this city as Integrity is to a coiner.
This is & tlass of cases which this
court does not Yook upon with any
leniency at all. The sentence of the,
court is that you be confined in the
penitentiiry for a term of three
months.”

The justice™also Intimated that but
for the prisoner’s previous record and
the fact that he had been in jail for
some time, the sentence would have
‘been. much heavier. :

4 CHEERFUL OUTLOOK.

R. 6. Dun & Co. Report a Considerable 1n

4 crease in Trade in Toronto.

An active trade is reported in nearly
ell departments of wholesale merchan-
dise at Toronto. The city is crowded
with visitors, many of whom are coun-
try  merchants who are leaving good-
sized orders. The business sentiment
is better at present than for some
years past, and indications favor a
good autumn trade all round. The at-
tendance-at the Industrial Exhibition
on Wednesday was the largest of any
single day since the establishment of
that institution, and that is saying a
great deal. It was Farmers’ Day, and
judging from the appearance of the
people and their exhibits, it is safe to
say that no agricultural community
in America can boast of more substan-
tial progress or prosperity than the
province of Ontario. Travelers are all
in, their presence being needed in the
warehouses to wait upon customers.
The retail trade of the city is also
active; money is being spent freely
and the feeling pervading commercial
circles is that of cheerfulness and
hope.

Now that pretty full returns are avail-
able with regard to poyments on the
4th inst.,, we learn from several -repre-
sentative Montreal drygoods houses
that the proportion of customers’ pa-
per provided for was 55 per cent,; some
boot and shoe houses report rather a
better per centage, but general collec-
tions on open account are called slow.
Business with the country is moder-
ate, the fall fairs, now so general, are
absorbing a good deal of attention,
and are credited with interfering with
the regular course of business to some
extent. Drygoods travelers are about
getting out for the sorting trip, and
are calculating on a fair share of or-
ders, though it is a question if stocks
of fall goods have been much broken
into yet. In the city drygoods retailers

still complain of slow business; it was |

expected the opening of the schools,
ete., would give some impetus to trade,
but the almost sultry weather pre-
vailing is, no doubt, a drawback. Fur-
ther advances in cotton goods are re-
ported. In groceries the movement is
moderate but healthy.—The Daily Bul-
letin,

. Canon DuMoulin Commended.
Editor World : I had not the privi-
lege of hearing that able and learned
divine, Canon Dumoulin, preach last
Sunday, but I am glad to find from
your remarks on his sermon that he
is one of those brave and enlightened
Christians who use the great gift of
eloquence to advocate fresh country
air and a little pastoral enjoyment
for the poor on that God-blessed day,
Sunday. Ministers of the gospel like
Canon Dumoulin will have their chur-
ches " none the less crowded because
the electric cars carry toil-worn men
and women and pale-faced children
away from stifling city heat, to green
fields and fresh, pure air. During the
extreme heat of July and August there
is scarcely a clergyman who does not
have holidays for needed rest and
refreshment. Churches at that season
are, comparatively speaking, empty,
and the services in some of them very
wisely curtailed. Wealthy people also
“go out of town”; each Sunday
they enjoy the cool, refreshing breezes
of sea, lake and river, and their chil-
dren play to their heart’s content, un-
restricted and untrammelled by laws
that oppress the poor alone. I say, ad-
visedly, the poor alone, for they can-
not leave the city; they must toil six
days in the week for daily bread and
on the seventh, the only day it is pos-
sible for them to have a little recrea-
tion, they are debarred from a ride in
a trolley car, while the rich, unhinder-
ed, can drive about in their carriages.
On what authority are we to have the
Jewish Sabbath forced upon us, with
restrictions our Redeemer himself re-
pudiated ? Research into the early
history of Christianity proves most
clearly that nothing like a Sabbatar-
fan view of the manner in which the
Lord’s Day should be kept was ever
thought of. It was a day of rejoicing,
in commemoration of the ‘“Glorious
Resurrection,” a* day for the assemb-
ling of Christians \for prayer and
praise, as well as a day for the recrea-
tion of mind and body. I must not
trespass further on your columns, but
I do hope that all who take an inter-
est in the poor of our city will think
and judge for themselves in this im-
portant Sunday question. A little care-
ful reading, beginning with the sub-
