The Watford High School at there- 
cent midsummer exams has made a very 
creditable showing, thus maintaining its 
past enviable record.

Few people are aware of the exact dis­
tinction between Dominion bills and 
ordinary bank notes. The Dominion 
Government issues the coins currency, 
and the one, two and four dollar bills. 
The banks £re only permitted to put out 
fives and multiples of five. The Domin­
ion notes are legal tender, the bank notes 
are not, technically speaking. The Gov­
ernment also issue $50, f 100, I500 and 
f 1000 bills. Gold coins are legal always. 
They carry themselves. Silver coins in­
trinsically are worth 50 cents on the dol­
lar., copper 20 cents. Copper and silver 
are not ‘real money ;* they are ‘token 
money.’ Coppers are legal"tender up to 
27 cents, silver up to $10. Then yon can 
force the street railway conductor to 
accept $10 worth of change if you want 
to ? No, you cannot force anybody to 
take money. You can force a creditor to 
accept money in legal tender, but that is 
different.

The most drastic campaign pub­
licity legislation ever passed in 
either branch of Congress has been 
adopted by the U. S. Senate with 
the following important features :

No senatorial candidate shall spend 
a total of more than $10,000 in the 
primary and general election ; and 
no candidate for the House shall 
spend more than $5,000. Publicity 
must be given to all primary cam­
paign contributions and expenditures. 
All general election expenses must 
be made public before the election, 
beginning 15 days before the elec­
tion, and making publication each 
six days until election. All promises 
of political jobs must be made public. 
The bill further makes it illegal to 
promise political places to secure 
election support ; or to aid in influ­
encing the election of any member 
of the state legislature.

MKny Ways to Oeteet Stalenesa Be­
side* Smell and Taste.

It does not require a very discrim­
ina ting palate to detect an old egg 
from a new one, says a correspondent 
of the New York Sun. The former 
has a musty flavor that the latter 
never has, and the mustlness may 
range from a slight taint to a very 
pronounced one. It Is always notice­
able In storage eggs.

If any one wishes to verify the Judg­
ment of his palate, the foUowlng tests 
may be used:

L—It Is almost impossible to peel the 
shell from a fresh hard boiled egg 
without having some of the white 
come away with It

2.—A stale egg cannot be beaten te 
a froth.

8.—When a fresh egg Is broken Into 
a dish the yolk stands up and the 
white does not spread, whereas in a 
stale egg the yolk lies flat and the 
white seems watery.

4.—The shell of an egg after a cer­
tain length of time loses Its chalky 
appearance and becomes shiny.

6.—The air space In the large end 
of a newly laid egg Is about half an 
Inch In diameter, and as the egg ages 
this space grows larger. In storage 
eggs It sometimes extends to one- 
fourth the length. An expert can very 
closely approximate the age of an egg 
by examining this space. This Is 
known as candling and Is done by 
holding the egg in a beam of light. 
A simpler test Is to hard boü the egg 
and notice the relative size of the 
space.

John Culley, one of the best known 
business men of Forest, died on Friday 
of last week.

John Hudson, aged about 30, slipped 
and fell while testing car wheels at the 
tunnel yards Monday night, and a train 
passed over his right foot. He was taken 
to the hospital where the foot was am­
putated by Dr. Bentley.

While driving across the Grand Trunk 
tracks at Adelaide street, London, Ed­
ward Ings, 70 years old, a drayman, was 
struck by the International express 
shortly before eight o’clock Monday 
night, and died soon after.

Two gypsy women were fined $15 each 
in London recently on a charge of mis­
representation. The women bought 
cheap lace from a wholesale house and 
sold it at exhorbitant prices as handsome 
Irish lace. Many London ladies were 
fleeced but few admitted it. The swind­
lers had also operated in Windsor and 
Chatham.

. A Dutton resident was agreeably sur­
prised the other day to receive payment 
for work performed about a quarter of a 
century ago. The remitter formerly re­
sided in this country, and moved west, 
leaving the obligations unpaid, but meet­
ing with prosperity remitted the amount 
of the debt, which had almost been for­
gotten by the recipient of the cheque.

While Mr. and Mrs. George Hossie 
were driving to Petrolea Monday their 
horse shied at some object and Mr. 
Hossie was thrown from the rig and 
dragged some distance. Later he was 
taken to his home on the Sixth Line in 
the Petrolea ambulance. His injuries, 
though painful, are not thought to be so 
serious as it was at first feared.

John Watson, one of Petrolea’s oldest 
residents, dropped dead Friday night, 
heart failure being the apparent cause of 
death.

1. Following up the article en­
titled “Real Estate as an Invest­
ment," the writer desires to give 
convincing evidence of the statement 
that Real Estate offers greater re­
turns as a speculative investment 
than the best class of Stocks and 
Bonds.

2. In this district, which is usual­
ly known as the Carrot River Valley 
District, the best land could be pur­
chased at $3 or $4 per acre before 
the railroad was built through the 
district, while now RAW LAND is sold 
at from $12 to $20 per acre.

CHASING GUN RUNNERS
A PERSIAN GULF POLICEMAN 

TELLS HIS STORY;

British Naval Service Men Are Stew­
ing In the Heat ot the Tropic* 
keeping the Arabe Frçm Carrying 
Rifle* Into Afghanistan—Extra Pay 
and the Hope of Excitement Scarce­
ly Compensates for the Hardships.

! This vivid sketch oi actual Jits 
■givee a peep behind the scenes ot 
gun-running in the Persian Gulf, 
which is now being suppressed by 
British warships.

I met him in the newest ot new 
raiment leaving the matinee; long, 
lean, and sallow,, with the stamp of 
the Services on his jaw and the 
wrinkles ot the seas around his eyes. 
, "Home for good?" quoth X.
. "Five weeks," he said laconically, 
i "And you’ve been where all this 
time?"

“Playing at policeman in the Per­
sian Gull for the last couple of years. 
I don’t much mind il I never see it 
again either, he added. "Makes one 
(thirsty to think of it."

But I had not seen Lieutenant Jim­
my Gaston, of the royal navy, for a 
long, long time. I drew him, unwill­
ing and protesting, from the sur­
rounding glitter and rattle and haled 
him to my rooms. Xt was early 
spring, but I sent for ice. poured out 
a libration of whisky, and said 
"Talk." And James talked.

"We commissioned the old tub of 
a sloop at Plymouth—1,000 odd tons, 
with kennels for cabins and a cage 
for a mess, no ice machine (all the 
cold air we made went to freeze the 
cordite magazine) ; no electric lights 
’tween decks; and not even an elec­
tric fan. And I tell you we frazzled 
by the time we reached Adgn, and 
thought of two years ahead on the 
worst possible of naval stations. Still, 
vague ideas of prize-money and a lit­
tle war and a little, very little, extra 
pay kept us going. But we weren’t 
lucky, never got a capture off our 
own bat, and the late senior naval 
officer oi the Gulf had put the fear of 
a icing’s ship into ’em.-’

“Into whom?” '
"Oh, gun-runners. That’s our job. 

The Afghans buy European rifles 
from Muscat, the 'Arab dbows ship 
them across the Gulf of Oman to the 
Mekran coast, Persia, and Baluchis­
tan territory, arid then the Afghan 
caravans come down to meet them. 
We left 1,200 squatting on the hills 
under a bullet-proof Mullah, all fight­
ing mad to cut telegraph wires and 
wipe out friendlies because the guns 
couldn’t get through to them. But 
the whole East Indian Squadron un­
der Slade is up the Gulf and along 
the Oman coast.

“You are absolutely end completely 
outside civilization, and nine of ten 
days you spend under way, unless 
you’re lucky enough to get stuck on 
a sand bar, and in some beats you 
don’t even close land for the night, 
but drop anchor forty miles out, get 
under way again at dawn, as that's 
the time the dhoys try to land their 
cargoes. That’s what kills the watch- 
keepers. We rarely get a proper night 
In. Or you shadow a big dhow for a 
month, bursting with arms, but she 
flies a foreign friendly flag and you' 
can’t breathe on her, but only pray! 
she’ll dump the rifles somewhere silly 
■and go away and leave the rest to 
you. And she doesn’t. She goes 
back to Muscat in a temper and 
starts all over again. Or you nurse 
the detached cutters up and down the 
most weird and barrqnest coast Provi­
dence ever Suilt, water and provision1 
them, and salve them when the bot­
tom boards have burst with ripeness 
land shimal has upended them. And 
you're on salt grub pretty often."

"What’s a ‘shimal’?** -<*,
"Northerly squall—blows all au­

tumn, winter, and spring. < Open 
boats have to beach at once and 
*aul up. I did three weeks in our 
cutter. Lived and dressed as pirates.' 
Then we were smashed up. Cable, 
[parted ; I anchored with my stove and; 
the Maxim mounting, and then we! 
drove into breakers and swam or! 
paddled ashore with our rifles. Once

If 
they won’t down sail when you hail 
you fire a shot or two over them, 
then at them.”

"Where do these arms come from?"
“Oh, England (but that’s all over 

now), France, Belgium, America, 
Germany and Russia. There was a 
rumor that the Japanese had ship­
ped a big batch to the Somali coast.
A Mauser rifle you pay a hundred 
rupees (six guineas) for in Muscat 
will fetch from 400 to 1,200 on the 
border. Mannlichers, Lee-Smiths, old 
Service patterns, Martins and Mauser
Ïlistels too, .303 calibre is most popu- 
ar, as the Afghans can pinch am­

munition from the frontier outpost 
to fit them. The last big take was 
six months ago. Burning the dhow?

And wireless telegraphy, of 
course, beats them into fits. English 
firms complain that French and Bel­
gian firms collar all the profits these 
days. Ain’t it amusing on top of all 
this' entente?"

"How do you know?”
"Oh, everybody knows. And ask

any of the big banking firms in Bom­
bay or Karachi. Well, you’re spoil­
ing my evening, but this is number 
one piece of whisky."

“Tell me what sport you get, and 
then you can trot back to your hotel 
if you’ll dine with me later, Jimmy."

“Right-oh. Very tittle. Mixed 
bags. A cheetah, perhaps, gazelle, 
curlew, stint, and cockieollies. A 
rare game of tennis at the Muscat 
consulate or hockey at the fort at 
Jask or Chabbar. We’ve got little 
detachments of Mahratta Infantry 
with white officers scattered up and 
down the Gulf. But you’re too busy 
chasing boats and shifting their car­
goes most days.

Three shillings a 
day while on detached boat service 
in my cutter. And all officers get 
the same as tropical allowance dur­
ing the four worst months in the; 
Gulf. Take it from me, it's not worth i 
three pounds a day, what with beri-l 
beri and Bagdad boils. One more 
lump of Ice and I'm1 away to keep an 
appointment. Five weeks is soon 
teone, but it's something to get Chris-; 
tian clothes to my back—and to have’ 
tea with an English girl again.”—
