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Care of
the Baby In
Summer

“Swat the fiy!”
This legend should bé written on the
wall of e¢very mother’s room, to re-
mind her constantly that one of the
great services she can render her baby
is to protect him and his food from
flies.

Every female fly may lay about 120
eggs at a time, which hatch in ten days
into full grown flies, so that every
female fly which is not destroyed will
be increased many million by the end
of the season. It is an impossible task
to destroy thern at this stage or to pro-
tect the house and family against them,
The only really effective results are
secured when the eggs are destroyed:
The favorite breeding places of the
common housefly is in horse manure
Ip a pile of a thousand pounds there
may be half a million maggots ready
to hatch, unless they are destroyed in
the larval stage, as the eggs are called.
Various substances have been sug-
gested for use upon horse ‘manure in
order to destroy the fly maggots.
Among these are iron sulphate, kero-
sene, chloride of lime, hellebore and
borax.

The United States elepartment of ag-
riculture has recently recommended
powdered hellebore as a cheap, safe
and effective substance for the treat-
ment of mapure. “One-half pound of
powdered hellebore mixed ‘with ten gal-
lons of water is sufficient to kill the
larvae in eight bushels, or ten cubic
feet, of manure. In most places helle-
bore is obtained in 100 pound lots at a
cost of 11 cents a pound. This makes
the cost of the treatment a little less
than seven-tenths of a cent per bushel
of manure. A liberal estimate of the
output of manure is two bushels a day
per horse.”

After the summer has advanced the
effort must be made to keep each in-

dividual home as free from the pest as

can be done with screens, fly papers,

traps and swatters.

Garbage pails must be kept covered,
and no refuse of any sort should be al-
lowed to accumulate about the prem-
ises to provide breeding.and feeding
places. As in most other things, pre-
vention is far better than cure. The
time for preventive measures to be
most effective is in April and May,
when the fly crop is small.

Fly swatters should be used contin-
ually if flies get into the house, and
poisonous and sticky fly papers will
help to rid it of these pests. There
are a great many kinds of fif* traps on
the market. Such traps can be made
at home with little trouble, and the de-
partment of agriculture, Washington,
will send directions upon request not
only for traps, but for methods of de-
stroying the eggs before they hatch
into flies. (A homemade fly trap and
a copy of Bulletin 245 are sent for 20
cents.) Y

It is certain that typhoid fever is dis-
tributed by flies, and it is probable
also that the germs of other diseases
are carried in this' way. It is, there-
fore, possible that the fly which falls
into the milk cr walks over the baby’s
mouth or alights on the nipple of the
bottle may leave there the germs.

*The baby, like the rest of the family,
should be protected by "having the
doors and windows of the whole house
screened, if possible, and by having a
screened porch on which to play and
sleep. ' If this cannot be done at least
the bedroom should be screened. If
wire screens are too expensive cotton
netting may be hod for & fow cents a

BLUNDERS IN BATTLE.

Cases Where Troops Have Fired Upon
Their Own People.

It was at Beacon hill duriug the Boer
war that there happened one of the
paddest incidents in the history of the
British army. The East Surrey were
in a hollow between two hills creeping
| up the valley. The West Surrey regi-
ment, half a mile away, caught sight
of the crouching figures and took them
for Boers,

In a moment a heavy volley rang
out, and it was not until an officer,
realizing the 'mistake, rushed out in
front of the West Surreys that the
firing ceased.

A nurse, writing afterward from the
Estcourt hospital, said it was pitiful to
see the West Surreys coming in one
after another, bringing cigarettes, dain-
ties, any present they could find, for
the wounded men, then, hearing their
groans, turn away, saying: “God for-
give us! This is our work!”

One of the strangest cases of troops
firing upon their own people occurred
in Roumania in the year 1885, At that
time Roumania was in a very disturb-
ed condition, and bands of robbers—
regular banditti—prowled over the
country, raiding the villages and
farms. The largest of these bands
made its headquarters in the forest of
Rhodope and gradually increased until
it became 300 strong. It spread terror
through the whole countryside, and at
last the government sent a body of
troops to hunt it down. )

The robber band was located on top
of a mountain, and the colonel in com-
mand of the troops split his forces and
sent half up each side so as to attack
from two points simultaneously,

A thick fog fell, and the robbers took
advantage of it to sneak away quietly
by a path known only to themselves.
The troops, unaware of this maneuver,
continued their ascent, and the two
bodies, each crawling along under cove
er of rocks and brushwood, wet at the
top. They at once opened fire and
fought desperately for a whole hour

before the mistake was discovered.
Eighty were killed and 300 wounded.—
Philadelphia Ledger.

GOOD NATURED ELEPHANTS.

Peculiarities of Some of the Herds of
West Africa.

In 1905 I found myself near the In-
zia river, an important affluent of the
Kwilu, flowing through a fertile region
which is infested by herds of ele-
phants, a source of constant anxiety
and frequent losses to the inhabitants.

In a country like this, where he is
pot hunted by man in the ordinary way
and the only means for his destruction
are cruel but easily avoided pitfalls,
the elephant is decidedly good nature
ed. We were told by the mission boys
at Pana that in the rainless season,

the elephants frequently wander near
the river and attack the plantations.
The natilves try to drive them away
with sticks!

“But it is no good hitting them or
throwing stones at them,” I was told.
“They generally refuse to take any no-
tice. Sometimes a mother with a calf
will turn on us and chase us for a hun-
dred yards or so, but no real harm is
meant and the animal is not really an-
gry, for all the signs of fury—spread
ears and raised trunk—are absent. All
the same, we do run away, although
we know there is no danger. One day
a boy fell when thus pursued, but the
elephant only threw sand on him.”

‘the end of August,

YIELD OF PRINCIPAL CEREALS, 19:

The preliminary estimate of this year's
wheat cros: in Canada is a total of 308,839~
800 bushels from 12,986,400 acres, repre-

sfn:ing an average yield per acre of
23.78 bushels. This total is 147,559,800

bushels, or 917, 1n excess of last year's

inferior yield of 161,280,000 bushels, 77,-

122,800 bushe's, or 80 per cent, 1n excess

of the previous highest yield of 231,717,-

000 bushels in 1913, “and 112,814,000

bushels, or 58 per cent, in excess of the

annual average yield of 196,026,000 bu-
shels for the five years 1910 to 1014. In
acreage, average yield per acre and in
total yield the present estimate is the
highest orr record for Canada. Of oats
the total yield for 1915 is estimated at

488 million bushels from 11,365,000 acres,

an average yield Fer acre of 42.94 bushels,

the figures of yield also constituting re-
cords never previously attained for the

Canadian oat crop. Barley is placed at

51,655,000 bushe!s from 1,509,350 acres,

an average per-acre of 34.22 bushels. Rye

yields 2,885,700 bushels from 112,300

acres, or 21,24 bushels per acre, and flax-

seed 12,199,600 bushels from 1,009,600

acres, or 12.08 hushels per acre.

GRAIN HARVEST OF THE NORTHWEST

PROVINCES.

The estimated production of wheat in
the three Northwest provinces (Manitoba
Saskatchewan and Alberta) is 275,772,-
200 bushels as compared with 140,958,000
bushels last year. In Manitoba the total
is 77,514,200 bushels as compared with
38,605,000 bushels, in Saskatchewan
155,233,000 bashels against 73,494,000 bu-
shelsand in Alberta 43,025,000 bu, against
28,869,000 bushels. Oats yield 301,051,-
000 bushels 1n the three provinces as
compared with 150,843,000 bushels last
year, barley 83,303,000 buschels against
19,685,000 bushels, rye 657,000 bushels
-against 514,800 bushels and flaxseed 12,-
118,000 bushels against 7,083,000 bu-
shels.

It should be noticed that the foregoing
preliminary estimates of yield are compil-
ed from reports of correspondents whose
judgment, based largely upon the luxur-
1ant appearances of the crops in the field,
may possibly not be sustained by the
final actual returns from the threshing
machine. Revised estimates of yield will
be published in October and final esti-
mates after the completion of the thresh-
dng at the end of the year,

CONDITION OF FIELD CROPS

A notable feature of the past growing
season has been the steady maintainance
from month to month of high figures
indicating condition. From May 31 to
August 31 the figures for wheat, oats,
barley and rye have been maintained at
over 90 per cent of the standard repres-

-enting a full crop. For the whole of
Canada the figures of condition at Aug-
ust 31 also exceeded 90 per cent for
mixed grain; they were between 80 and

90 per cent for peas, beans, buckwheat,
flaxseed and root and fodder crops and
were below 80 per cent only for corn
for husking (79) hay, clover (71). Con-
ditions for harvesting in the west were
described by correspondents ss generally
favorable during August. Towards the
end of the month severe frosts did some
injury, but fortunately they came too
late to cause widespread damage to grain.
In the Maritine provinces am{z in other
parts of Eastern Canada excessive rains
delayed ripening or interfered seriously

Ottawa, Sept. 20,— A special report
of the subject of foreign born population
in Canada has been prepared by the:
census department, The figures, though
abstracted from the last census, are of
added interest having regard to the war
which prevail of more particular interest
the figures showing the distribution of the
foreign born population. That term
cover people born outside Canada as
distinguished from persons of foreign
parentage but who were born in Canada.

In June, 1915, the total foreign-born
population was 752,732, destributed as
follows :

The Canadian Patriotic Fund is now
beginning its second year ot work. There
are now about 20,000 families on its list
of beneficaries and it requires over $375,-
000 per month to meet their needs. 1n
a statement that has just been issued
with regard to the work generally it is
pointed out that, although in the early
months of the war subscriptions to the
fund were in excess of the demands made
upon it, and a considerable surplus ac-
crued, this latterly has not been the case,
for since May these reserves have been
subjected to an ever-increasing drain.

Toronto, Sept. 21.—Receipts at the
Union stockyards to-day were 1,121

The following extract from a letter
written by Sergt. Guorley to Mr, Wm,
Swift, Ireland, and forwarded by him to
his brother, Mr. E. D, Swift, of Watford,

is the latest intormation received about
Capt. T. L. Swift, of Watford. The letter
is dated ‘Aug. 28th and will be read with
interest :— i
‘At Givenchy, June 15th, Lieut. Swift
led his platoon in the charge.. The
distanece across to the Germans was not
great—something under 100 yards—but
the shrapnel and machine gun fire was
terrific. Very few in comparison actually
made the German trenches and such was
the dash of our leading men we soon had
possession of their lines. Lieut. Swift
was up at the head directing the men
who were left. At 6.15 I came across him
and the machine gun party and we stuck
together nearly three hours, hanging on
to what we had gained and anxiously
awaiting reinforcements and bombs, for
our ammunition “had nearly all gone,
The Huns had by then reorganized and
were pouring in such a fire from each
side that no one could cross from our
British front line to us. Scores tried to
but perished. 'Twas nearly nine o’clock
when, with ammunition expended, we
were counter-attacked with strong bomb-
ing parties and had to withdraw. In

whilst still in the German trench. Whem
I last saw him he was nnwounded and
calmly directing his men, not many yards
away from where Lient. Campbell {died
of wounds ; V.C.) was operating his gun.
Nearly everyone at that poiut is eithes
missing or killed so we cannot learm
definitely what happened, but some say
that he was seen wounded in the legs im
the German trench. There 18 every
reaspn to hope that he is a prisoner of
war, I feel sure that if this is so he
would be well treated for our boys show=
ed great consideration for the wounded
German in that trench, bandaging them
up, etc. They would acquaint their
comrades of our humanity and that
would have a bearing upon the treatment
given to our own wounded who fell into
their hands.

“On re-reading this letter I find that I
am somewhat jumbled up, due to the
distracting surroundings, but the sub-
stance of the letter is that Lieut. Tomr
Swift was in the thickest ot the battle -
until the order to withdraw, when he
was wounded in the legs whilst still in the .
German trench, and is in all probability
a prisoner of war. There are very, very
few of the old boys left but we all trust
that Tom Swift is alive and convalescent,
for a better officer we never had in the
1st Batt., and, Sir, the 1st can boast some
fine officers; already we have two D. S,
O. and one V.C.”

Kiddies

Because the rich man fits up a play-
room with every expensive mechanical
toy that ingenuity can devise or talent
invent there is no reasén why, for lack
of these luxuries, there should be no
playrooms at all in the home of the
average breadwinner, a place which
can be in every sense the children’s
own special domain.

Very little money will go a long way
in fitting up a playroom that will ade-
quately answer all of the reasonable
demands of the children.

The first thing to be considered is
plenty of light. A room-with a south-
ern exposure is, of course, preferable,
but not essential

The walls should be a plain, restful
color with a few attractive ‘pictures,.
hung rather low, showing harvest:
scenes, country fairs, dogs, horses,
sheep and rabbits. .

Some attractive playrooms have da-
does of Kate Greenaway pictures, with
the upper walls plain. Besides these,
there are also charming playroom wal}
papers illustrating Mother Goose-
rimes. and fairy tales.

The stained floor should bave its rug
tacked to prevent tripping and falling:
over upturned edges. New furniture
is an abomination to the children’s
sanctum, and by a little effort of the
imagination, they convert an old sofa
into an automobile, a steam engine or
whatever the moment demands of it.

The pos-
sibilities of the clay as a means ef

amusement are almost infinite. Even
the tiniest child may be pacified and
kept spellbound with interest if hg
may “make something” out of the
plastic material.
