DEATH OF COLONEL FRANK :
KENWARD -
PORIEIE 4

After an illness with paralysis ex-
tending over fiftéen months, which
was borne with remarkahle cheerful-
ness and true christian fortitude,
Col, J. Franklin Kenwsrd passed to
his reward on Friday morning, April
2Tth, at his home on Erie street.

Col. Kenward was one of the best
known and most popular men that
ever lived here. He was born in War
wick Village, Jan. 17th, 1849, and
was the son of the late Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas Kenward. After receiving his
education he taught in several rural
school sections and ahbout 35 years
ago was ‘appointed principal Jf the
Watford public school, which position
he gave up to establish: the private
banking firm of Thomas & Kenwarad
of Watford in 1890. When the
Merchants Bank bought out this firm
Col. Kenward became attached to
the staff of the chartered bank and
shortly afterwards was made lbcal
manager, which position he held until
a few years ago when he was placed
on the retired pension list.

On Sept. 11th, 1878 he joined the
27th Regiment, St. Clair Borderers
as a Private, and being enthusiastic
in military matters was gradually
promoted wuntil he was gazetted
Lieut.-Colonel in 1902 which position
he held for several mionths and then
retired from the.regiment retaining
his title. 4
As ‘a citizén of Watford Col. Ken-
ward had the progress and welfare
of the village at heart and was al-
ways interested in the promotion of
any scheme for the benefit of the
place. He occupied many officers of
honor and trust, being Reeve for sev-
eral years, auditor, assessor, and
member of the public school board
for nearly a score of years, being
several times honored with the chair~
manship of the board. He was a mem-
ber .of Court Lorne C.0.F. and the
Chosen Friends. For many years he
was secretary of the East Lambton
Agricultural Society, which position
he held up tio the time of his illness.

In politics he was a Liberal and in
religion an Anglican, being a most
enthusiastic ¢hurch worker all his
life. He took great interest in Sun-
day school work and held the position
of Superintendent of Trinity éhurch
S. 8. for 27 years. He held the officea
of churchwarden and sidesman a
number .of times, and was always
ready -and willing to fill any vacancy
caused by the absence of others. He
also filled the important office of lay
reader of the parich. He was an aet-
ive worker and at one time president:
of the Warwick township S. S. asso-
ciation.

The late Col. Kenward was married
in 1874 to Miss Martha Eeccles, of
Warwick, who survives him, He
leaves three sons, Dr. C. F, Ken-
ward of Gary, Ind.; Dr. F. B. Ken-
ward of.San Francisco, Cal.; and Dr.
E. D. Kenward of Lacom, Ill. He is
also survived by three sicters, Mrs.
F. Smith, Port Huron; Mra. B, Clegg
of London; and Mrs. W. D. Brock of
Windsor.

The funeral took place Sunday af-
ternoon and was one of the largest
ever seen here. Service was held in
Trinity church, many people being
unable to gain “admittance. People
from distant parts of the county
came to pay their last respects to a
good and popular man. The rector,
Rev. J. H. Hosford, M.A., had charge
of the service and was assisted by
Rev. T. D. Rayner, Congregational
minigter. The members of Havelock
Lodge A.F.&A.M., of which deceased
was a Past Master and Director of
Ceremonies for many years, attended
in a body. Interment was made in
Watford cemetery. At conclusion of
the church service the Masons took
charge, and the beautiful burial ser-
vice of the order was conducted by
Rt.

ARBOR DAY TO-DAY

Arbor Day, or tree and flower
planting day falls on Friday, May 4.
The day is mow observed in the
United States, Great Britain, Can-
ada, Australin, New Zealand, the
West Indies, South Africa, China,
Prance, -Russia, Norway, Japan and
Hawaii. The keynote of the obser-
vance of the dayis given in the fol-
lowing extract from a circular-issued
by the United States Department of
Agricilture, It says: *“The yearly
planting of trees, actompanied by
apprapriate exercives, seérves to kéep
the "peoplé continually remindéd of
the value and necessity of the work
of the foresters; and they have such
& far-reaching effect on the commun-
ity ‘spirit and through that on ‘econ-
omic and social betterment that no
community can afford to neglect
Arbor Dauy. - A clean and beautiful
town is a sourceé of pride to ita eciti-
zens and constant incentive to them
to-go on and do better. A slovenly
town is apt to mean slovenly inhab-
itants. The celebration of Arbor Day
may very well be the turning point
in the attitude of a community to-
wards its civic and its manner of
conducting business, Nothing so hei
%0 beautify a city or towm:as trees,
and a few things so gdueate the
people in public spivit and foresight
ds the care of trees. The greatest
value of Arbor Day lies in its effect
gpon our attitude toward the trees
that are already growing; for mani-
festly there are thousands of trees
of natural origin to one planted by
man. The average citizen is only now
beginning to realize the necessity for
taking care of thése trees, having
never before considered that they
needed any care.

THE COMING ELECTION

The coming Ontario election will
be fought under some new conditions
which will be of interest to nearly
every one who has a vote.

The law allows the vote to ‘every
man. or woman of the agg of 21 at
the time of voting, provided such a
person is a British subject; has been
& resident in Canada for at least a
year prior to polling, amd for three
months in the electoral district.; Pro-
vigion is made that persons who have
moved from one ‘electoral ‘division to
another may obtain a certificate from
the revising officer which will enable
them to poll their votes in the new
mding.

A man who is not a British sub-
ject on April 12th, 1917, cannot vote
unless he has since hecome natural-
ized. A woman married:to a British
subject, provided she has not become
a subject of a foweign power, may
vote.

Official nominations must take
place at not more than 60 days and
not less than.30 days after the writs
have been issued. Elections are to
take place in every constituency on
the eleventh day after nominations.

In each county an election board
will be organized. The board will be
composed of Judges of the District
Court, local Registrar, Sheriff and
Clerk of the Peace.

As soon as convenient after the
issue of the writ these boards are to
fix times and palces in ever munmici-
pality to hear complaints regarding
voters’ lists. Public notices Mmust be
given of such meetings. The last day
for making complaints is two days
before the date of the board’s sit-
tings. Any person entitled to vote
can give notice of eomplaint as to
any other person whose name should
be on the list. Evidence before these
boards is all under oath.

Ballots in Ontario elections are
numbered, and each must bear the
name of the printer. The hours of
polling are from eight in the morning
until six at night. If the Election
Board so desires, the polls may be
opened earlier, but not earlier than
#six am. Polls for railwaymen and
sailors are to be opened for three
days prior to the election, not in-
cluding Sundays.

The chairman of each Election
Board receives $50 for each constitu-
ency in which his board acts. Every
board member receives $5 for every
meeting of the board. Revising offi-
cers to bring the lists up to date are
paid $10 for an eight-hour day, and
expenses. Returning officers get $100
each and $1 additional for every
polling place in a city, town or vill-
age, and $2 for every polling place in

get $10 poll clerks $6 and constables
